But ju'ccisi-ly for that reason—because we liave little

to explain, and nothing which, to my mind, reipiires ex}ilanation bcj'ond

what will be atibrdcd by the report about to be read—I mean to say very

little to you in the way of preface to that report.



" The Colonial Life Assurance Company was established after a

long and diligent inquiry as to the value of life in the Colc.\ief'., and the

soundness of the basis has been proved by the results. Great competition

has since sprung up by Local Institutions and H(jnie OtRces doing business

in the Colonies, following in our footsteps, and, in many ciises, those Offices

have availed theinsolves of the results at which we had by our own in-

quiries arrived, adopting onr Tables of Hates as their own. But the

Colonial has held its ground against all opponents by a gradual and most

satisfactory jirogress. Here let me cite the Income and Accumulated Fund

at the different periods of Investigation.

extent of the businet-s, and to shew how well the Company have been

received in every ctdony.
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" Our olijei't in nuietiny here to-day is iiiitiually to see how fur that

prosperity contiiuuis, .'ind whether the result of the inveHtij,'uti()ii of the

Company's affairs fo'- the Ust five years is of the same satisfactory character

us its predecessors.

" r uni only ,u<'hig to anticipate, in the broadest and most general way,

what you will liud particularly stated, and with the proper details, in the

Keport about to be read. But I may say generally we have realized

during the hist five years, after making every jiroper deduction (acting

on the opininu of our Actuary) j)iulit to the amount of £73,581 : IDs. ;

and we ]iurpose, as you will shortly hear, to apjily that sum to the extent

of £0:3,022 :;$:!, in giving a Conns of £[ : lOs. per cenl jier annum to

the Pulicy-htdders hy way of reversionary addition. All this, huwever, is

so fully explained in the Kej»ort, that I will not ]»roceed further, as I do

not wish to antic i]>ate the clear statement which it contains of your

position and prospects.

" There is one point, however, to which I beg your attention for a

few minutes. We luive l)een urged, from various ipiarters, to reduce our

rates in certain places. Now, it is a notable fact, that when I occupied

this chair, eighteen ytuirs ago, the Colonial was considt-red rather a doubtful

experiment from the reduced rates it proposed U) charge for foreign

climates. No doubt these I'ates were low compared with the arbitrary

chai'ges made by the Home Assurance OtHces of th(jse days in the case of per-

sons going abroad ; but they were founded, as has been proved, on reliable

data, and we have stood our ground ; so much so, that our success has

given conlideiice to other institutions, and they are now c(nn]ieting with

us in every (quarter.

'• Ihit, Gentlemen, we are not prepared to move further in the reduc-

tion of rates without greater experience than we have yet had. You M'ill

find iVom the Report that caution is still necessary for the reasons therein

explained ; and it is far too serious a matter to enter, without a most

anxious in([uiry, into contracts which, (mce eiitere<l into, cannot be

altered, and may not practically be closed for half a century to come.

" The Company's own records of such experiences, however, i.re in-

creasing in importance every day. Our ex2)erience also in the selection

(jf lives is improving, and every (piimiuennial period will give us more

and more confidence in dealing with results.

" Competition m rates, if entered into between Assurance Companies

without the most solid foundation to be relied on, is truly a hazardous

])rocedure. It has not generally ' een the rock on which Life Assurance
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Institutions ill Great Biitain Imvc Ikm.-ii wn-rkccl, a-* tlw^ value of lili- mid

of uidiicy i>, on tlu! whole, too well known to allonl any cliancc of success

to a iiiin|iany assuring' on insnliicient terms. Bui, dtalinn with lives sub-

ieit to iniTeased mortality, the law of which ha< not been entirely ascer-

tained, ^reat caution is re(|uisite.

" It is froni these considerations and on tlieso ]L,'roun(ls that we are

not |)re|iared to reduce our rates ; hut you will lind more on this siilgect

in the lielKU't.

"On the wlnde, looking liark to the foundation of the Comiiany and

ils |ire~ent position, the care witii which its nianau'enieut has been conducted,

anil the wei;^ht which exjierieiice has j^iveu to our Tables of mortality, I

think the result of the present Investigation will lie satisfactory to the

Policydiolders, to the Proprietors, and all interested.

"I have to mention with regret the death of a ;;reat man who took a

lively interest in this Coinjiany from the first, and who conferred on lis the.

favour of actiiin as our (loveiiior ; I refer to the Kail of Elgin. His place has

been kindly supplied by the acceptaiire of that ollice by the Karl of Dalkeith."

The calculati(»ns necessary to ascertain the Company's financial

positicm (which in a Company such as this, having risks in all parts

of the world, sul)ject to different laws of mctrtality, are very laborious)

have been in ])rogress for u])\vards of twelve months, and liavi;

engaged the particular attention )f tlii' Actuary, and of the Secretary,

.and their assistants. On tht^ com])letion of these statements, the

whole calculations, the m<Mle of })i'oc(Mhire, and the jn-inciples adopted,

Avere brought fully bef'oi-e the IJoard, and a committee of their

nund)er was a])pointed to liear the explanations of the Actuary in

detail. Instiuctions were also given to the same committee to

investigate the investments of the Company, and report to the

Board as to their soundness.

This ( "ommittee which was named the " Investigation Cimimittee,"

and a Sub-Committee of their nundK-i', designed the "Committee on

Investments," held various meetings, and reported fully to the Board

on the sultjects remitt(!d to them.

THE COMMITTEE ON INVESTMENTS

took as the IJasis of thrir liivt'stij;ati<)u the IJahuK.'e-sheet of tlie

Company as at L'r)th May 1801, duly eertiHed, in terms of the Com-

pany's Act of I'arhament, hy three Directors, hy tlie Auditoi-, and

the Actuary, and eacii corresponding account in the h'dger was siil)-

jected to examination. Such accounts as recjuired the knowh'dge of

the Actuary to investigate were h'ft in liis hands, but all involving

Inv<'stment were thoroughly examined hy the Connnittee, and com-

pared with the lionds, Moitgages, and otiier documents. In this

way a most com]>lete scrutiny was made, and the (.'ommittee, after

completing their labour.s, submitted the following Report :

That the whole of these Livestments a])pear to the Cop^iiiittee

to be extremely satisfact(jry, and yield a much higher return

than the rate on which the calculations of the Company are

basetl ; and.

That the Bonds, writings, and other documents are kept inmost

careful order, and are most conveniently classified.

These Statements were carefully examinetl, and the fullest

explanation givru, the Actuaiy being desirous that the Directors

slu.uld as far as possilde understand not only the course of the i)ro-

codure hut the details also, so tiiat they, aiul through them the

Proprietors, might l»e aware of the great care taken to secure perfect

accuracy in the work. Proceeding on these Statements then, and

having before them every information to enable the Committee to

judge of tlu' whole matter, they prepared an Abstract Statement of

the Company's Profits during the jteiiod under investigation, and

reported it to the lioard.
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The Directors would willingly convey to their Co-propric^tors a

full knowledge in detail of all the particulars ahove referred to as

reported to them hy tlu; Investigation Connnittee, but they are

afraid it would exhaust the patience of the meeting. The Actuary,

however, will be ha])py to show these stattnnents and documents to

any person interested who will do him the favour to call.

The Directors, in reporting tliis result, trust that all interested

will consider it satisfactory. It is r'iglit, however, to exphiin at this

stage of the Report, in answer to questions such as the following,

which may he fairly asked : What are the reserves for future Profit

and expenses 1 and. Are we not assuming Profits Avhich the future

should be allowed to devel(»pe 1—that that ])oint too has had the par-

ticular attention of the Directors in the course of the investigation.

Tiie following statement will show more particularly from what

sources Profits are expected in future to arise :

reversionary sum for each premium jtaid, is as fair a method in the

circumstances of tlie case as coukl be adopted.

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Boforo conoluding, the Directors think it necessary to ask your

particular attention to the Statements referred to in a previous pai't

of this Keport, rehitin^ to the INIortality of th(! Company, as bewaring

more particuhirly on the Rates ciiarged for Assurance.

The Directors have been frequently urged to reduce their Iiat(\s

for various clinuites, and they have, as tlu'y were bound to do, given

these appeals their most serious consideration ; but after weighing

well the arguments brought forward, and studying with nuich care

the results of theii- own INlovtality, they have come to tht; conclusion

that they have not sufficient data to authorise their making the pro-

posed reduction.

There is no doubt that other Offices are transacting business at

lower Premiums, in many phices, and prove formidable rivals to the

Company ; but that is not an argument, taken by itself, which has any

influence with your Directors, as thev are satisfied that the Colonial

Rates, as far as jH-esent reliable knowledge extends, are fair and

etpiitable. But jus soon, as they are satisfied, by the result of

sound observation, that these Rates are unduly in excess, they will

promptly give the Assured the l)enefit. Small Institutions, making

large rates of Interest on comparatively small sums, locally invested,

and rt^stricting their operations to a narrow circle, may transact

business on lower Rates, trusting to the fortunate continuance of

such results during the lives of the Assured, ])ut Avith th<'se Institu-

tions the Directors do not place themselves in competition. They

have their local advantages, and may be preferred by those more

especially who can take })ai"t in their management and watch over

their local proceedings. But in the cas(? of any one who looks for-

ward with prudent anxiety to the future, long deferred as the

lifetime of an individual may l)e, the Cohjnial seek a preference as

standing on a wider basis, their chai'acter and ])osition being as well

known and I'ecognised in every British Colony as in Edinburgh,

London, or Dublin.

In coming to the, resolution not to reduce Rates, the Directors

have proceed(Ml on the advice of their Actuary, and the Investigation

into the Ccnnpany's Mortality has been the basis of that resolution.

It would l)e premature to publish these cunous and instructive re-

sults, as the Directors are anxious to add to their experience before
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giving them to the world ; but it may he stated that the pro-

portion whicli the actual nundx-r of J)('aths hore to the expected

number had increased very consicU'rably (hiring the p(!riod oi" tive

years from 1859 to 1804, l)eyond that exhibited during the period

of thirteen years fronr 184G to 1859 in (Jreat Britain, in Anu'rica,

in th«!

ali'ording less favourable results as wt; recede from the period at

which the lives were accepteil.

It is on thes(; grounds tiiat the Directors have declined to reduce

their Rates. These Kates were originally adopted after much study

and nuicli incjuiry. No Institution has had access to better sources

of information than the Colonial, and the Directors have determined

not to run any hazard foi' the purpose of popularity or to swell tlieir

amount of business.

These are the results of the Investigation, and the Directors

hope they may now return to the chord first struck as tlu; key-note

of their Report, and rei)eat their congratulations on the success which

has attended the Company's operations during the last five years, jis

well as during the whole period of the Company's existence.

" The Colonial Assuuance Company has been long enough in exist-

ence, and its business suHiciently extensive in various parts of the world,

to supply, from an investigation of the deaths which have taken place

among the Assured, some useful information as to the causes of death in

various climates, and their bearing on the principles and practice of Assur-

ance. The medical statistics of the Comjiany have tlierefore been inquired

into, and with the following results,

—

"The deaths down to tin; most recent date have been o78. Of these

230 have occurred in temperate countries, and 348 in hot climates.

"The only Colonies belonging to the temperate class in which the

deaths have bin-n niunerous enough to yield trustworthy results are those

of British North America. The number is 1(58. The several causes of

death in general bear the same ratio to the general mortality as in liDine

risks, as deduced from the large expeiience of the Standard Assurance

Company given in their published reports. Tlie main dilferences are, tliat

inflammatory diseases of the lungs and violent ileatli are nearly twice as

frecprently the causes of mortality in the British possessions of North

America as at home, and puluKjnary consumi)tion also somewhat more

frequent, biit dysentt'ry rather less so.

" In hot climates at large, those diseases which are usually held to be

produced, or at least promoted, by climatic exposure, fevers, liver dis-
