WASTON, Pa., April 0.—Three per=-
sons lost their lves, elght are missing
and belleved to be dead, and half a
hundred others were injured Satur-
day afternoon at Martin's Creek, NJo
in a wrTeck of an excursion train,
carrying 170 sehoel teachers .and
friends ‘from Utlca and S)racuse,
N.Y., ana vicinity to ¥Washington, for

The - train  was one furnished the
teachers by the Delaware, Lackawane
na & Western R. R., and the accident
occurred

no R The locomotive jumped the
track, the cars toppled over and were
set on fire by exploding oll, the
wrecked coaches having sidewiped an
oil tank  along the track when they
left the rails. ;

The entire train was quickly en-
veloped in flames and completely; con-
sumed by the fire. The cight missing
persons, seven of whom were women
and lived in Utlca, are believed! to
have Dbeen burned to death in_ the
wreckage. The finding of charrved
bones led fhe railroad wrecking crems
to the conclusion that they are dead.

The most seriously Injured were re-
moved to the Easton hospital, where
two of them, Miss Eleanor Ruther-
ford, a Utica teacher, and Chas. M.
Person, of Stroudsburg, Pa., a Penn-
sylvania  Railway conductor. died last
night, while W. M. Vanoy, of Trenton,
N.J., engineer of the train, siccumbed
early this morulng.
