OF BYLAWS

Retail Dealers at Meeting in St.
George’s . Hall Complain |
-Against  Regulations Im-
“posed by Medical ‘Health/
Officer~=Acting Mayor Says |
Conference Will Be Held.

“This meeting belleves that the ob-'
ject of the fruit bylaw and the best
interasts of the citizens are not belng
served by the opération and enforce-
tment of the present bylaw, and that’
11ts enforcement is a great hardship to
the dealers, merchants and business
amer. who deal in fruit, who are large
property holders or taxpayers; also
that it works out detrimentally to the
-oitizens gengrally, giving them not only
‘@ deteriorated quality of fruit, but
‘causing them, as it will inevitably, to
pay higher prices for such lower qual-
ity.
