The Credit River passes through the western portion, 
in whose waters may yet be found a goodly supply of speckled trout, besides the Credit, the 
Couuty is watered by several other smaller streams. The Grand Trunk and the the Great 
Western Railways pastes through this County, giving the farmers an easy transit for their 
farm products to mmket. Dundns is the principal street or high-way, being kept in good re­
pair, with moderate tolls.

Deducting the Vacations, 
the terms are ten weeks each. The Tuition fee is $10 for one Pupils $» each 
for two (Brothers), $8 each for three ( Brothers) ; and the Fee for Boarders in­
clusive of Tution, it $45 per Term, and includes washing, seat in church, and ordinary medical 
attendance.

GRAMMAR SCHOOLS.
Each of these Schools (which form the intermediate link between the Common Schools and 

the Universities) is managed by a Board of Trustees appointed jointly by the County and Town 
Counoils. In cities, the Trustees are all appointed by the City Council, exoept where there is 
only one School in the county. The head master must be a graduate of a British or Colonial 
University, unless certificated and appointed before 18th September, 1866. Beeidea feee, local
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rate* or contribution» to the extent of half the government grant mu«t he raised for the master'» 
salary. The grant ia payable to those schools only which attain a certain standard, and is bused 
on the average attendance of pupils in the prescribed studies. An extra grant is provided for 
masters taking certain Meteorological observation» and giving military instruction. Pupils at­
tending these Schools are prepared for matriculation in the Universities. There were 96 Gram­
mar School», with 6,689 pupils, in Upper Canada, in 1864.

PUBLIC SCHOOL LIBRARIES.
Each School and Municipal Corporation, desirous of establishing Free Publie Libraries, is 

aided by V e Educational Department granting 1U0 per cent, on local appropriations, and sup­
plying books from the Depository in connection with the Department. Up to the end of Dec., 
1864, about 897 Libraries had beeu established, with 882,00" columns.

EDUCATIONAL MUSEUM.
Connected with the Educational Department is a Museum, containing specimens of School 

apparatus and furniture ; a valuable collection of Italian, Dutch and Flemish Oil Paintings and 
Statutary easts and busts. The Museum is freely open to the public.
