Ottawa, Aug. 20.—(Bpecial.)—A more
beautiful day for the formal opening
of Parliament could not have been

selected by 0ld Probs. The crowd on
the hill has never been greater than
that which assembled to see the out-
side show of this day’s function. va-
ing to the fact that this was Ottawa's
Civic Holiday, hundreds of Ottawa
people who rarely have the opportunity
of being present at. the opening or
closing  proceedings of Parliament
were in attendance to-day. It was 3
o'clock when the Governor-General
reached the Senate Chamber, His Ex-
cellency’s carriage being accompanied
by the usual escort of Dragoons. En-
tering the Senate Chamber, Lord Ab-
erdeen was accompanied by ‘a brilliant
suite, including General Gascoigne,Col.
Aylmer, and other officers. It was
noteworthy that mone of the C:;fblnet
Ministers were in their official uniform,
presumably that the tailor is still at
work on them. - Sir Oliver had his
K.C.M.G. star on his left breast. Lady
Aberdeen preceded His Excellency in-
to the Senate Chamber by & t%w
minutes, being accompanied by Lady
Marjory Gordon and her two sons, the
latter being arrayed as pages of tl'xe
time of Louls Quatorze. The chairs,
usually occupied by the senators, were
filled by a bevy of ladies. It is re-
markable ‘how many new faces there
were amongst them. Most of them
wore high-necked dresses, a few de-
collete costumes being observable.
Black rod having been duly despatch-
ed to summon the faithful Commons,

Speech From the Throme.

The Governor-General then read the
following Speech’ from the Throne:

Hon, gentlemen of the Senate and gentle-
men o\f the House of Commons:

The necessity of making provisions for
the public service has compelled me to
summon ‘you together at this somewhat
inconvenient season.

It is impossible to lay before you at
this session the public accounts for the
past year, or indeed any of the reports
usually submitted to Parliament. Under
these circumstances and in view of the
fact that you will be required to re-assem-
ble early in the ensuing year it does not
appear expedient to invite your attention
to any measures beyond the passage of
the supplies. -

The operation of the tariff will be made
the subject of careful enquiry during the
recess, with a view to the preparation of
such a measure as may, without doing in-
justice to any interest, materially lighten
‘the burden of the people. :

Immediate steps will be taken to effect
a settlement of the Manitoba school ques-
tion, and I have every confidence that when
Parliament next assembles this important
controversy will have been adjusted satis-
factorily.

Gentlemen of the House of Commons:

The estimates for the current year will
be laid before you forthwith.

Honorable gentlemen of the Senate and
gentlemen of the House of Commons:

I hope that when you will have given
the necessary attention to the considera-
tion of the year’s supplies, I may be able
to relieve you from the duty of further
attendance at this session of Parliament.

The formal proceedings then closed.

After the floor had been cleared, the
Benate resumed in session and a short
discussion took place as to when the
debate on the address would be com-
menced. It was agreed to meet again
on Tuesday evening next at 8 o’clock.
It is significant, as showing that the
Minister of Justice is to be the leader
of the Senate, but, although Mr. Scott
was present, Sir Oliver acted as
spokesman for the Government gnd
moved the adjournment of the House.

Over in the Commons.

Over in the Commons Chamber there
Was as gréat a rush to the galleries
as to the Senate. The Commons met
at 3 o’clock and duly waited the sum-
mons from the Governor-General.
Black rod tickled the new members by
his genuflexion and a great crowd
trooped over to the Senate Chamber
to see the sight. On returning, the
Speaker .informed the House that the
Governor-General had been pleased to
&ccord the customary privileges. The
usual formal bill respecting adminis-
tration of oaths of office was intro-
duced by Mr. Laurier.

The Speaker informed the House
that, “to prevent mistakes,” he had
Becured a copy of the speech which His
Excellency had delivered.

A short eolloquy took place between
the Premier' and Sir Charles Tupper
@s to when the debate on the address
should be commenced.

The Late Resignations.

Sir Charles stated that, as many
members were away, Monday would
be the most convenient day. He said he
desired also to ask that there be laid
on the table of the House the cor-
respondence which took place in con-
nection with the resignations of the
late Government, It was very de-
Birable to -have that correspondence
before the ‘House when the address
was being considered, as it would en-
able them to deal with the question
of the change of administration at the
game time as they were dealing with
the address.

Mr. Laurier, in assenting to the com-

to the pondence referred to, he
could not give an answer at that mo-
ment, but would do so to-morrow.
The Debates Commlttee.
It was decided to strike the usual
standing committees. On motion of
Mr. Laurier, the following gentlemen
were appointed a committee to super-
vise the debates of the House: Messrs.
Beausoleil, Monet, Haley, Charlton,
Somerville, Richardson, river, Ellis,
Choquette, LaRiviere, Taylor, KEarle,
Davin, Craig and Bergeron.

Mr. Laurier stated that the propor-
tion of Liberals and Conservatives
was that which prevailed last session.

8ir Charles Tupper thought that nine
Liberals and six Conservatives was
not a fair distribution, considering the
relative proportion of members on
both sides of the House. He asked the
Premier if he had looked into that
question.

Mr. Laurier said that he had, and
the difference was so minute as ngt to
be worthy of .a change. (Laughter.)

The Sehool Question.

Sir Charles Tupper said he desired
to take the opportunity of asking the
First Minister whether the statement
in the public press was true that ne-
gotiations now nding on the school
question were likely to result favor-*
ably. The hon. gentleman was well
aware of the great anxiety felt on
both sides that the question should be
brought to a satisfactory conclusion
as early as posgible, and it would be
a great source of relief to the IIouse
to learn that the newspaper state-
ments were well founded, and that
a satisfactory arrangement was likely
to be reached.

Mr. Laurier: “I have great pleasure
in informing the hon. gentleman that
at my invitation Mr. Sifton, Attorney-
General of Manitoba, came down with
a view to arranging with the Govern-
ment for negotiations in regard to
the settlement of that important ques-
tion. Further than this I am not at
liberty to say at present.”

The subject then dropped and the
House adjourned.

No Amendment Likely.

In view of the decision reached not
to take up the address until Monday,
there will be little doing in the House
fo-morrow. It has not yet been de-
cided whether an amendment will be
moved By the Opposition to the ad-
dress. That depends upon circum-
stances, and will doubfless be the out=
come to the Conservative caucus which
!will be held next Wednesday, unless
Mr. Foster can be here in time for a
meeting on Tuesday.

Sir Charles Tupper informed me to-
night that he had .telegraphed Mr.
Foster, and as soon as he heard from
him, notice of the caucus would be
sent out.

Those Appointments.

The point involved in Sir Charles
Tupper’s question in the House had
reference to the difference of opinion
between His Excellency and the late
advisers in reference to the filling of
certain vacancies in the public ser-
vice before Ministers went out of of-
fice, when Leord ‘Aberdeen refused -to
sanction the appointments suggested.
It is understood that the members of
.the late .Government formally placed
on record in a letter to His Excel-
lency, their dissent from  the .position
which he took, and reasons which im-
pelled them at that particular time to
resign their portfolios. It is this docu-
ment, with any answer thefeto, which

laid before Parliament.
That Yankee Alien Labor Law,

Mr. Britton of Gananoque had an
interview with Mr.Davis to-day in re-
gard to the international arrang-ment
which has been in existence for the
last year, in regard to fishing in the
St. Lawrence near the Thusand Is-
lands by American tourists. This ar-
rangement has not yet been crystalliz-
ed into shape, the New Yorkers
not having embodied in law the pro-
posal to suspend the operation of the
Alien Labor Law as agalnst Cana-
dians, and Mr, Britton urges that
steps be taken to bring about this re-
sult at as early a date as possible.

Chignecto Marine Raflway.

/A, D. Provand, M.P. for Blackfri-
ars, Glasgow, Scotland, and a director
of the Chignecto Ship Railway, is in
the city to urge the Government to ex-
tend the time for the completion of
the work, in order to enable the com-
pany to earn the subsidy voted by
Parliament. The Government has ar-
ranged to give Mr. Provand a hearing,
although it is dollars to doughnuts
that they will not facilitate the earn-
ing of the subsidy in any way. It will
not be judicious, however, for them to
make any announcement on this sub-
ject for the present, as a protest is
hanging over the head of Logan, the
new Liberal M. P. for Cumberland,
through whose constituency this rail-
way would run if it is ever to be com=
vleted.

What Toronto Wants.

Mr.Keating,City Engineer of Toronto,
and Alderman Preston, accompanied
by the Toronto members, had an inter-
view with Mr. Tarte to-day in regard
to certain matters affecting the city.
The question of the Island groyues
came up again and it is not impro-
bable that the requisite $3000 to ex-
tend the Island protection works will
be forthcoming. Permission was also
sought to place piling and filling over
the conduit under the bay. The ques-
tion of the ratification of an agree-
ment arrived at between the railway
companies and the city for the widen-
ing of Queen-street subway, was dis-
cussed, and it is promised that as soon
as Mr. Blair comes to Ottawa an or-
der will be issued.

After sae Governmental Captains.

M. C. Cameron is after the scalp of
Capt. A. W. McGregor of the Govern-
ment steamer Bayfield, who, he al-
leges, has, for the past 15 years been
an active canvasser for the Tories and
who, he says, abandoned his survey
work to vote for the candidate in
West Huron on June 23. Mr, Cam-
eron will ask if Captain McGregor got
leave from Parliament. Mr. Cameron
is also after Capt. Dunn of the cruiser
Petrel, who, he says, conveyed voters
to Owen Sound on that vessel.

June Bank statement.

Very little comfort can be gleaned
from the figures of the banks' state-
ment for July, which has just been is-
sued. However, it is not unusual to
find a falling off from the preceding
month. The bank notes in circulation
on July 31 amounted to $29,675,880, be-
ing a reduction from June 30 of $761,-
464. Upon turning to the column, the
greatest amount of notes in circulation
at any time during the month we find
$31,172,494, which is $208,101 more than
appeared under that heading for June,
The balance due to provincial govern-
ments increased $2,233,652; people’s de-
posits, withdrawable on demand and
after notice, increased $3,278,990; de-
posits between banks increased $339,051;
balances due to banks and agencies
in the United Kingdom show a reduc-
tion of $1,781,428, while the total lia-
bilities increased $3,150,885. Specie
and Dominion notes increased $695,599,
notes and cheques between banks de-
clined $1,350,656, balances due from
banks and agencies in foreign coun-
tries were reduced $1,771,343, while an
increase of $4,995,065 is shown in banks
and branches in the United Kingdom.

vided.

The High Court of Eastern Ontario
Independent Foresters had an infor-
mal meeting this morning, when mat-
ters of interest to the order were dis-
cussed.  Great enthusiasm prevailed.
On motion the meeting placed itself on
record as adverse to mileage or per
diem allowance to delegatés next year
in order that the High Court might
start with a clean sheet financially, as
an incentive to the court 'to inorease
its membership.

Valuable Additions.

During the recess the librarians were
enabled to procure for the first time
journals of the Province of Nova Sco-
tia for the years 1802 to 1840, and it is
expected that volumes of records of
other provinces, hitherto wanting, will
be collected during the current year.
Among the additions during recess is
the first volume of a work prepared
at Washington, containing the inau-
gural and annual message of the Pre-
sidents of the United States, with bio-
graphical and historical notes. The
work, when complete, will be found
useful for reference. The list of dona-
tions for the year contains a useful
collection of commmercial laws of Ja-
pan and of the constitution and ecivil
procedure of that cowftry in the Eng-
lish language, for which ‘the library is
indebted to Mr. Nosse, his Japanese
Majesty’s Consul in British Columbia.

WOMAN " RILLED ON THE TRACK.

ln. Brown, 0ld and Deaf, Was Bun Over
By a Traim at Ossington-Avenue
Crossing Yesterday.

~“Mrs. Elizabeth Brown, 45 years of
age, the wife of a laborer, wno lives
at 94 Delaware-avenue, way killed
at the C.P.R. crossing on Ussington-
avenue, at between 8 and 9 o’clock yes-
terday morning by the Canudian Pa-
cific suburban passenger train from
Toronto Junction.

Mrs. Brown was deaf and this in-
firmity was the cause of her Adeath.
She had been on a shost erraad for
apples; and when returning with her
basket ldden could not hear and did
not see the approach of the train,
which was running eastward at a mod-
erate rate. The engine struck her and
she was carried several yards, and
the train then went over her body,
severing the legs. She only lived a
tQW‘ minutes afterwards.

International Law Hinges on Usage and
the Goiden Rule-The Part the United
States Has Played in Making Such Law
—Arbitration May Do Much, But There
are Differences Which Could Not be
Covered by it—Mediation as a Stepping
Stone—Resolftions Passed by the Ear
Assoc ation., :

Saratoga, N.Y., Aug. 20.—No greater
ovation was ever paid to a speaker in
Saratoga than that accorded Lord Rus-
sell, Chief Justice of England, when
he entered the convention hall at 10.25
o’clock this morning to address the
American Bar Association in their
19th annual convention here assembled.

4500 persons. His Lordship and Sir
Frank Lockwood were escorted to the
platform by President Storey of the
Bar Association.

It was exactly 10.30 o’clock when
President Storey stepped to the front
of the platform and introduced the
distinguished jurist.

Lord kussell’s Address.

As Lord Russell stepped forward, the
vast audience broke inte applause,
which  continued for fully a minute.
Throughout the delivery of his paper,
which was more of an address than a
forensic effort, the closest attention
was given by the audience.

He prefaced his address by saying:
“My first words must be in ‘acknow-
ledgment of the signal honors done
me by Inviting me to address you on
this interesting occasion. You "are a
congress of lawyers met there to take
counsel in no narrow spirit, upon ques-
tions affecting your profession; to con-
sider the needs for legislation, which
time and experience develop; to con-
sider the tendencies of legislation,
state and federal, and the course of
judicial decision.” (Applause.)

Internationai Arbitration.

Coming to the question of arbitration
Lord Russell said the laterstendencies
of international law were chiefly char-
acterized by their greater humanity.
The sentiment for peace and in favor
of arbitration as the alternative for
war is growing apace.

“Experience has shown that, #ver a
large area, international differences
may honorably, practically ai use-
trament. ?

“But there are differences to which,

tion is inapplicable—subjects which

nations.  Men do not arbitrate where
character is at stake, nor, will any
self-respecting nation readily arbi-
trate on uestions touching its national
independence or affecting its honor.
“Again, a nation may agree to ar-
bitrate and then repudiate its agree-
ment. ‘Who is to coerce it? Or, hav-
ing gone to arbitration and been
worsted it may decline to be bound by
the award. Who is to compel it?
| “These considerations seem to me to
Justify two conclusions: The first is
that arbitration will not cover the
whole field of international contro-
versy, and the second that unless and
until the great powers of the world, in
league, bind themselves to coerce a.
recalcitrant member of the family of
nations—we have still to face the more
than possible disregard by powerful
states of the obligations of good faith
and of justice.” ;

An Armed Peace,

Lord Russell, in passing, referred to the
present conditions in Burope as regards

eace, and said: * There is war in the air.
Nations armed to the teeth prate of peace,
but -there is no sense of peace. One sov-
erelgn burthens the Industry of his people
to maintain military and naval armament
at war strength, and his neighbor does the
like and justifies it by the example of the
other; and England, insuiar though she be,
with her !m})eﬂnl Interests scattered the
world over, follows, or is forced to follow,
in the wake. If there be no ‘war, there is
at best an armed peace.
‘ Figures are appalling. I take those for

895. In Austria the annual cost of army
and navy was, in round figures, 18 mii-
lions sterling; in France, 87 milllons; in
Germany, millions; in Great Britain, 36
milligns; in Italy, 18 millions, and in Russia
52 millions.

“ The significance of these figures is in-
creased If we compare them with those of
former times, The normal cost of the ar-
maments of war has of late years enor.
mously increased.
the public debt of the Great Powers is a
war tax. Behind this array of facts stands
& tragic figure., It tells a dismal tale. It
speaks of overburthened Industries, of a
waste of human energy unprofitably en-
gaged;, of the squandering of treasure
which might have let light inte many iives,
of homes made desolate, and all this, too
often, without recompense in the thought
that these sacrifices have been made for
the love of country or torpreserve national
h‘onor or for natfonal safety. When will
Governments learn the lesson that wisdomn
and justice in policy are a stronger se-
curity than weight of armament?

“*Ah! when shall all men’s good.

Be each man’s rule, and wniversal peace,

Lie, like a shaft of light, across the land?

In closing his address Lord Russell said
he had only touched the fringe of a great
gubject. In dealing with the subject of
arbitration he had deemed it right to sound
& note of caution, but it would be a re-
broach, he sald, to our Christian elviliza-
tion if there were now no better .method
of settling international differences than
the cruel and debasing methods of war.
He hoped that the people of the United
States and he people of the Mother Land,
kindred ‘peoples,” might in this matter set
an example of lasting ‘influence to the
world.

The Regular DBusiness.

The report on international law was made
through its chairman, Everett P, Wheeler
hat American Bar Assoclation concur in the
following resolution, adopted by the Amer-
can conferénce on international arbitra-
tion at Washington in Opril:

“l. That in the judgment of this con-
ference religion, humanity and justice, as
well as the material interests of ecivilized
soclety demand the Immediate establish-
ment between the United States and Great
Britain of a permanent system of arbitra-
tion and the earliest possible extension of
such a system to embrxace all civillzed na-
tions. .

international controversys.

TYPHOID INCREASING.

Jiany Cases Being Treated fn the Hosplitals

—Interviews With Several Doctors

as to the 'Causc,

In view of the many cases of ty-
phoid fever now under treatment in
the East End of the city, The World
last evening sought the opinions of
several of the leading physicians in
that locality as to the probable cause
of the distemper.

Dr. G. 8. Cleland, 730 Queen-street
east ,sald that he had a number of
cases in hand, and he attributed much
of the cause to the bad smells arising
'from the Don River and the neighbor-
ing factories and to the decomposi-
tion of vegetable matter. The odor
along these streets is at times simply
awful, remarked the Doetor,and neces-
sitates the closing of all windows.
““There have been g0 many cases of the
fever lately,” continued Dr. Cleland,
“that I am dreading an epidemic.”

Dr. Rowan of 817 Queen east replied
that he had some half a dozen cases
under his care, but at least half of
them had been contracted during holi~
days spent .in the ‘country, probably
through drinking water out of dirty
wells. 'He was of opinion that the
blame for the rest of the trouble could
be laid .at the doors of the slaughter
houses in the vicinity and the defec-
tive sanitation of houses, through In-
sufficient fall in the sewer pipes. “It
is a shame,” sald the Doctor, “what
smells we have to put up with when
the wind is-in a certain quarter.”

Dr. A./G. Fletcher, 480 Ontario-street,
thought that there was less sickness
In the ecity than last year, but said, in
his belief, the East End typhoid cases
were due chiefly to bad sanitary con-
ditions. “There are too many houses
in this neighborhood,” remarked the
Doctor, “where I visit, in which. insufil-
cient flushing of the closets s done,
and where the waterworks, when
broken, are left so by the landlords,
I can th of two houses just now,
'stated the Doctor, where the cellar
floors are wet from this cause,”

TORONTO MAS THE CALL.

The Toronto members ought to lose
no time in présenting the claims of
thig city for assistance from the Gov-
ernment towafds' the ‘Dominion Exhi-
bition, 'which it is proposed to hold
here in 1897. Montreal will likely steal
a march on“bs unless our aldermen
and representatives at Ottawa get a
move on. OQur rival in the exhibition
business: for next year has been suc-
cessful in inducing the Premier to ap-
point a commission of four Ministers,
himself included, to co-operate with
leading Montreal representatives in
furthering .the interests, of the pro-
posed International Exhibition.

Before going any further, this Gov-
ernment Commission ought to decide
whether it is not better policy to help
tfie Toronto rather than the Montreal
project. Many substatial reasons can
be presented why the Government
should favor a Dominion Exhibition in

: Toronto rather than an International
Exhibition in the sister city. We take

it the Government will not assist both,
because ‘the two exhibitions could not!

Next yeares to be an unusually im-
portant. and interesting omne for this
city. The British Science Assoclation
is to meet in Toronto. The meeting

The
event will be one of more than conti-
nental importance. ' Toronto is, next
year, to be the scene of an historical
celebration 4n connection with the four
);mndredth anniversary of the discov-4
ery of Canada by Cabot. Our - City
Hall @nd Court House, the greatest
building of the kind in Canada, is to
be formally opened next year, with ap-
propriate_ceremonies. If the Prince of
‘Wales cannot be induced to attend the
ceremony, it is not improbable that
the Duke of York will visit Torpnto
for that purpose. The holding of a
Dominion Exhibition in Toronto next
Year would be a fitting climax to all
these other "attractions.

_Montreal,  of course, is entitled to
seek Government assistance or an In-
ternational Exhibition, but it is um-

.| fortunate that she should select the

very year that Toronto has chosen for
her big blow-out. Toronto was first in
the fleld for a great celebration in
1897. This point should have no little
weight with the Government when it
comes-to‘consider the claims of the two
cities.” In addition to this, fifty thou-
sand dollars devdted to the holding of
an exhibition here will go as far as two
or three times that amount expended
in Montreal. We already have the
grounds and the bigger part of the
necessary buildings. If Montreal should
go on with her exliibition, almost an
entire new outfit of buildings would
be necessary. Besides, the business
men of that city appear to be undecid-
ed whether to go on with the show
or not. It appears.to us that the inter-
val between now and next summer is
[s;r too short to make the necessary
preparations for an International Ex-
hibition that will do credit to Can-
ada. The people of Montreal do not
appear to be enthusiastic over the pro-
posal. We quote from an editorial in
The Montreal Star of Wednesday:

“It is now for the people of Montreal
and the interested corporations to de-
clare in no uricertain way whether or
not they want such an exhibition. The
Government has shown where it stands
and it is the turn of Montreal to
“speak now.” As far as we are cou-
cerned, we would not urge the Feder-
al Ministry to give one cent toward
the undertaking unless the citizens of
Motreal and those who expect to
make a profit out of the exhibition
coniribute with commensurate gener-
osity to the enterprise. In any case
Mr. Laurier has earned Montreal’s
thanks for his prompt and effective in-
terest in the affair.”

This quotation would indicate that
the city of Montreal is not as yet pre-
péred to undertake what may turn out
to be a white elephant. Toronto, on
the other hand, is committed to a
bigger display than usual in 1897. We
are ready and axious to go ahead,
and if the Government decides to
adopt the Toronto proposal, ihe coun-
try may rest assured that an exhibi-
tion will be arranged here that wiil
be thoroughly representative o’ +¢h«
whole Dominion, and that will be to
a large extent international in its
character, béecause we will have with
us visitors from all over America and
from Europe.

STEALING OUR WATER. !

In a letter to, The Canadian Archi-
tect and Builder, Mr. Baillairge, City
Engineer of Quebec, shows that the
so-called Chicago Drainage Canal will
very seriously affect navigation along
the St. Lawrence route. He estimates,
for instance, that as seon as the canal
is opened the depth of water in the
Lake St. Peter Chinnel will be de-
creased by eleven inches, or practically
one foot. Millions of do‘llars have been
expended in deepening this ‘channel.
The: opening of the canal wm‘eon‘se-
quently involve a large outlay on: the
part of the Dominion Government to
maintain the present depth of the
water in the channel, which is 27 1-2
feet. This is but a sample of the
injury that will be done to navigation
all along the route. According to ri-
iparian laws, those who take water
‘Yrom any source must return it to
that source. This, we believe, 18
sound Jnternational law and would he
sustained as such in any international
court of arbitfation. In virtue of this
law the United States is not justified
in diverting the water of Lake Michi-
gan from the St. Lawrence to the hgils-v
sissippi Valley. The amount of Wwal
thus diverted from the St. Lawrence
equals _one-thirtieth of the volume
passing over Niagara Falls. .-The Chi-
cago Canal will thus render Niagara
Falls less effective for the generation
of electric'power, and it should be Y87
membered, ‘too, that an early enlarge-
ment of the canal is anticipated and
provided for. This enlargement would
reduce the water of Niagara River by
one-fifteenth, which is quite a serious
item.
