This he attributed entirely to the
eram system. _From the Aryan race he
traced our genealogy, and gave many
proofs of our affinity with these people.

THE AMENDMENTS WANTED

Recent Decision of the Courts Causes
Anxiety.

Depusation te tho Premier and Ministers
Yesterday—Case for the Alllamee Forel®
bly Stated In What the Present Law 1s
Defeetive - Mr. Hardy Requesis 1hat the
Grievances be Sinted in Writlng for the
Consideration of Ministers—Aliunce
Wil Promptly Comply.

Thé recent decislon of the courts regard-
ing the Sunday street car case in Hamil-
fon was the cause of an influential depu-
tation from the Lord’s Day Alllance walt-
ing upon Premier Hardy and the Ministers
in the Council chamber yesterday after-
noon, The deputation was composed of

Mr, J. K. Macdonald (president), Rev, Dr,
Caven, N, W. Hoyles, Q.C., John A. Pater-
son, Hev, Willlam Krizzell, J. C. Copp, A,
. O'Meara, Rev. J. G. Shearer (Hamiiton),
Kev, John Young (Hamilton) and about 30
members of the Local House.

Mr, J, K. Macdonald, in introducing the
deputation, said that Mr, J. A, Paterson
would present the matter from a legal
standpoint and Mr. N. W. Hoyles would
tell what the alllance wanted. Principal
Caven, Rev. Mr.Shearer and A, B. O'Meara
would also address the Goverument,

A TEST CASE,

Mr, Paterson sald that the present condi-
tion of the law and Iftigation, as carried
on by the Lord's Day Alliance against the
Hamliton Btreet Rallway Company,
been a test case, Mr. Justice Rose had
been adverse to the contention of the plain-
tilfs that a street car passenger was not
a traveler, but his judgment recorded that
the Lord’'s Day Act applied to corporations
as well as individuais, In the appeal,

Oue judge declared that a passenger was
not a traveler. Another judge took the
ground that the act did mot apply to cor-
porations, ¥

TO AMEND THE LAW.

Mr, Paterson showed the above as the
present condition of the matter, and hoped
the House would make an amendment to
the law in order to cover the mauifest in-
tention of the act, It was simply desired
that the statute should be plainly enunci-
uted and clearly expressed, so that no one
could a mistake, As It stood at pre-
sent, what the people understood to be the
plain medning of the legislation, lawyers
ditffered with, because of ancient prece-
dents. He had unearthed from the archives
of the Legislative Assembly records to the
effect that Kingston Street Rallway Com-
pany In 1873 wanted to run cars on Sun-
day and the Belleville Street Rallway Com-
pany alsp wanted a similar privilege, The
Legislature had denied these requests, be-
cause t¢ comply with them would be a
violation=0of the Lord’s Day Act. That
showed the meaning of the law, and since
Sir Ollygr Mowat bad declared that the
right to- run Sunday cars +could only be
given by ithe Legislature, showing that, In
his opinjon, the Legislature had not given
the right to run Sunday cars. e judges,
however, said differently, but ted how
difficult it had been to come tol that con.
clusion,

A8 TO CORPORATIONS,

Mr, Paterson said that, having tested
the act, they wanted It amended to show
ciearly it true meaning, If it did not ap-
plyt to corporations, it should do so, be-
cause, as it stands now, a4 man or corpora-
tion could compel employes to work on
Sunday, If they refused they would pro-
lmbl{ be dismissed from their situations,
und if they compligd they could be arrested,
But the law could not do anything to the"
cmployer,

AMENDMENTS WANTED.

Mr. N, W. Hoyles went ower somewhat
the same grounds as the previous speaker,
and then stated that the deputation would
sk these amendments to the act :

That section 1 should be amended, so as
to cover all classes P ns, and that it
should apply, as it ‘was Intended In the
past, to prevent practice of dally avocation
on the Sabbath. It may, perhaps, be nec-
essary, when amending the act, to put in
wore in the way of exception.

That it shall made clear that the act
includes corporations. - It was corporations
that did everything now, and monopolies
had a tendency to become the ruling prin-
ciple in the conntry, If the employe—the
tiller of the ground, etc—were restricted,
80 should the employers be.

Then Be asked that the word “travelers’”
should be defined. The origin of the term
in the act was to cover ‘“through’ travel-
ers, It was never iuntended to apply to
local travelers, for instance,going to church
on a street car or going to the Island, was
not traveling, .

““Have you any precedent as to that?”
asked Mr, Hardy.

Mr, Hoyles replied that he could not say
be had any now, but had no doubt he
could find some.

FOR THE SHOP LICENSES.

With regard to the shop-licenses, they
desired, as a temperance measure, that the
holders of them should be allowed to sell
in sealed packages less quantities than
three half pints. In this eonnection the in«
convenience of the application of the age
Jimit to a young person being sent in cases
of slckness was pointed out. The shop
license holders, since the sale of groceries
in the same building had been prohibited,
now asked that they be allowed to sell cl-
gars and cigarets in o nal sealed pack-
ages of not less than D0, and tobaceo in
original sealed packages of not less than
five pounds weight. His clients took strong
grounds against the present law respecting
the giving of evidence by license holders
accused of selling illegally. In trying cases
of murder and other criminal ences the
accused has not yet been placed in the
sition that he e¢an be compelled to give
evidence againgt himself, ut the license
holder under the rresent law is a compell-
able witness, This he belleved led to per-
jury, although many of them had been
compelled to convict themselves because
tkey would not commit perjury, This is a
system worthy of Franee or Russia and
should be abolished.

Some have Dbelleved. it
was in his honor, and in recognition of his
services, that external medicine was called
chirurgy.: Qur forefathers said proverbial-
ly, Eyes for the doctor, the® hand for the
surgeon; although not strietly true; for
what the hand commences the surgeon
achieves.

his herd not only useless for dalry pui-
poses, or for beef, but make every animal
in that herd unmarketable. It is therefore
to his best interests, apart from the crime
of selling impure milk—for it {s a crime—
to dispense with any animal which he sus-
pects to be affected with tuberculosis or
any other infectious disease,

It s, therefore, with no little surprise and
consternation that we dalry farmers with.
out any warning receive a circular letter
from the Board of Health in Toronto com-
manding us to have, within 60 days from
March 1. every cow in our barns examined
snd tested by the tpberculin : test by a
veterinary surgeon, and, defaniting in this,
to have our ngmes posted as ke??{ﬁ dis-
eased cattle and to be interdicted forthwith
rom selling milk in the eity.

Editor World: I see by The World of
Saturday, Feb. 27, that the citizens of To-
ronto, or perhngl more properly speaking,
thefr officials, have found a new way of
taxing the. farmers of York County by add-
ing more unnecessary expense to them un-
der the heading, “Now For Pure Milk.”
LAna reading the article, the reader would

naturally suppese that the citizens have
been up to now supplied with impure milk,
svhich-no ohe pretends to prove; or that
tuberculosls exists In the herds supplying
the city of Toronto, It seems to me that
ft-wounid be better to try something in the
way of Inspection, either by the local
boards or the provincial board, before ggéh
a drastic measure as {s now proposed by
the city is put In force.

It is quite easy for an officlal to give
an order that wiil take probably from five
to seven thousand dollars’'a year from the
farmers and dalrymen’s . hard earnings,
without any just cause being shown. TPer-
haps the Doctor thinks $2.50 a small price
for Inspection, but that will in all pro-
bability mean $5 for one cow’s milk for the
year, as all dairymen know, that you can-
not depend on a much greater average than
six or seven months’ milking per year, to

pay.

1 thlnk, Mr, Bditor, it will be another
case of “Didn't know it was loaded,” the
same as the case of pleura-pneumonia across
the water.
