Indians, has attracted the attention of the
diplomatic body here. An inquiry indi-
cates that there is danger of a complete
misunderstanding of the matter. T. . Brit-
ish government is endeavoring to negotiate
a treaty with Nicaragua, which will enable
the British to-retire from all claim of ju-
risdiction on the Mosquito Coast, leaving
Nicaragua in full sovereignty there, with
due guarantees for the proper treatment
of the Indians hitherto under British pro-
tection. o
The United States government has taken
no action in the matter, but it is, of course,
to the Interests of the United States that
some such absolute recognition of the sov-
ereignty of Nicaragua should be made, and
the pmdhﬁ questions arising out of the
treaty of Managua between Great Britain
and Nicaragua gotten out of the way.

LIVE WIRE KILLS,

Brantford, Ont., Nov. 14.—Early this
forenoon a trolley wire broke at the corn-
er of Murray and Nelson-streets. A horse
and wagon driven by the American Wring-
er Company’s agent came along, and the
live wire lying on the ground was not
noticed by the driver.

NEED NEW SHELTER.

Children’s Aid Seciety Held Its 10th
Annual Meeting Yesterday.

The tenth annual meeting of the Chll-
dren’s Ald Soclety of Toronto was held
yesterday afternoon in their Shelter at 135
Bast Adelaide-street, Prestdent J. K. Mac-
donald in the chair. The assembly-room of
the Shelter was well filled with ladies and
gentlemen prominent in the charitable
work of the city, and much enthusiasm was
manifested. The number of complaints of
neglect and children’s court cases number
1051, involving the weifare of 1347 chil-
dren. Foster honies have been found for
53 children, 411 have received shelter for
varying lengths of time, and there have
been 672 court cases. Altogether, since
the inception of the society, ten years ago,
7986 complaints have been dealt with,
homes found for 343, and shelter turnlshe(i
2650. Tho the statement shows that the
receipts of $6440 have been sufficient to
pearly meet all labilities, the soclety 1is
ander great obligation to its friends, who
have contributed most generously to mect
the deficit threatened by the actiom of the
soard of Control, that unexpectedly re-
duced the estimates for the year by the
sum of $1000. A resolution of regret was
passed and the hope expressed that the
Itoard of Control will reconsider their
actlon.

102 tons of this excess.

In the months of September and Octo-
ber, present year, 09 tons extra were used
for ventilation and mdirect heating, awing
to crowded court rooms, ete.

The idea of connecting Bloor-street and
Danforth-avenue, in accordance Wwith the
motion of Ald.

“The most feasible way of carrying out
the proposed extension of Bloor-street
east to Danforth-avenue, would be by the
construction of suitable steel trestles over
the Rosedale Ravine and drive and the
valley of the Don River, with a bridge at
the crossing of the River Don; the re-
mainder of the work would be in cutting
and embankment.

“The total length of the work would be
about 5000 feet, made up of 1200 feet of
steel trestle over the Rosedale Ravine and
Driveway, and 1432 feet of bridge and
irestle over the Don River and Valley,
leaving the remaining 2368 feet to be con-
structed by grading and filling. The width
of the trestle and bridge would be 36 feet,
designed to carry two street railway
tracks with two 7-ft. sidewalks, the total
width of the right-of-way being 66 feet.
The estimated cost of the work, exclusive
of land and damage, is $350,000."” °

PROBABLY AN OIL-CARRIER.

News of Marine Disaster Brought
By Australian Steamer,
Philadelphia, Pa., Nov. 14.—Capt. Ferlan
of the Australlan steamship Etelka has
brought to this port news of a probable
marine disaster. Early on the morning
of Nov. 8, when the Htelka was In lati-
tude 41 north, longitude 59 west, Capt.
Ferlan states that his attention was drawn
to what he believes to have been a burn-
ing steamship.

ANTIS SHOULD TAKE INITIATIVE,

Sunday Service om Toronto and
Scarboro Line is Cause of
All the Talk.

Half a hundred or so sturdy yeomen of
East York left their fa!l plowing to the
hired man yesterday morning, and hied
themselves to the Parllament Buildings,
~ there to impress upon Premler Ross and
Attorney-General Gibson thelr disapproval
of the running of Sunday cars on the To-
ronto and Scarboro Railway line. - The
deputation came from York and Scarboro
Townships and East Toronto Village, and
wag accompanied by several members of
the Lord's Day Alllance. Their request
was that the goverument take action to
prevent the running of the cars on the
Sabbath, because it was contrary to the
law,

‘Whereas, the Toronto and Scarboro
Zlectric Railway Company have re-
cently been operating tueir carsjon the
Lord’s Day; and whereas it Is believed
that the operating of sald cars is in di
rect violation of the Lord’s Day Act
of the land; and whereas ' the operating
of said cars is certain to militate
against the quietness of the day as a
day of rest, and at the same time prove
a most hurtful source and a demoraliz-
ing agency in regard to the moral wel-
fare and well-being of the community,

Resolved that tnls meeting & point a
deputation to wait upon the Hon. the
Attorney-General und humbly and re-’
spectfully request him to exercise his
prerogative in restraining, by an in-
junction, the aforesaid company from
operating their cars on the Lord’s Day.

Teolk No Steps Themselves.

Premier Ross: ‘Have you ever taken
any steps yourselves to prevent the cars
from being run?”’

Mr. Annis: “No.
derstood that we had no power to do so.
If we could we would.”

The Attorney-General: ‘/Cold not one of
you lodge an information for violating the
Lord’s Day Aet?”

Mr. Annis, “We have consgidered that,but
understood that it was mo use proceeding
against corporations, unless they were
liable for the acts of thelr employes.”

The Attorney-General: ‘‘That Is a mat-
ter that is now before the Court of Apy b
and judment has not been given yet.

Mr. John Milne, J.P., was not afraid, he
gaid, of being called narrow-minded after
the terrible ending of ‘‘these broad ideas.”

Would Use Compulsion.

Reeve Kennedy of Scarboro Township
said: “We are unanimously of the opin-
fon that the Toronto and Scarboro Com-
})uﬂ}: should be compelled to keep the
aw.”

Warden Chester of York County declared
that he knew that the people did not want
Sunday cars, and he did not think that
corporations should be allowed to ride
rough-shod over the people’s wishes.

Mr. Adam Russell said that Sunday care
were of no benefit to the farmer or the
community.

Rev. Mr. Browp sald: ‘“We as ministers
are here simply to show where we stand in
this matter. We are a unit in believing
that the Sunday cars are detrimental to
the best interests of the people.”

A Memerial, Also,

Rev. J. G. Shearer, on behalf of the
Lord's Day Alliance, read the following
memorial:

In addition to the Sunday service on
the Toronto and Scarboro Rallway, the
Toronto and Mimico Railway company,
the Niagara, St.Catharines and Toronto
Railway Company and the Ottawa Elec-
tric Railway are running over the whole
or part of their respective systems, in
violation of the law of '97, expressly
prohibiting electric railwayg that were
not at that time running the regular
Sunday service, from beginning such,
In the case of the Ottawa Rallway Com-
pany, this applies only to the portion
of their lines outside the ecity, or at
least more than a mile and a half be-
yond the city limits.

What the Alllance would respectfully
ask of the Attorney-General is that he
ghould obtain an injunction restraining
these companieg from continuing this
railway Sunday service. The opinion
of the Legal Committee of the Alliance,
after eareful conslderation, is that none
of these companies are acting within
nwlxj legal rigats in running a Sunday
service, tho the Toronto and Mimico
and the Toronte and Scarboro cases
are clearer and less complicated than
the other two named.

Would Keep Eyes Open.
