Ottawa. April 7.—(Special)—The es
_timates for the fiscal year commenc:
ing the 1st July next, presented to
Parliament to-day, show that there Is
a nominal decrease in the total from
this year of $223,788, But it must be
borne in mlndqgt)m-e are supple-
mentary estimatés ito come down, which
will not only wipe out this decrease
but swell the annual expenditure by
probably two million dollars more,

On consclidated revenue account
there are decreases to the amount of
$1,722,642, while the increases amount
to $125,380. Decrease on consclidated
fund is therefore nearly $1,600,000. On
capital account, however, there is &
substantial increase, dwe to the deter-
mination of Mr. Blair to push the St.
Lawrence canals rapidly to completion.
The estimate of expenditure on ac
count of railways and canals charge
able to capital is $5,723,698, an increase
of §2,378,472.

There dre decreases om account of
redemption of debt and militia expen-
diture chargeable to capital, amount-
ing in round figures to $1,000,000. The
net increase on capital account, there-
fore amounts to $1,363,473.

Under the head of Civil Government
there is a noticeable decrease. In other
words, the statutory increases are not
there this year. The penitentiary vote
is cut down by 367,000, $44.000 of this
bejng struck off the vote for Kimgston.

The trade at the present time
is of such importance that it is keeping
up a prosperous American district to
the south, It has built up one or two
large cities there, and there can be no
tdoubt at all that the road is necessary
from the standpoint of trade, and for
the purpose of opening up a new and
rich country. The second proposition is
that no other parties than the Govern-
ment could build that line. I will not
argue at this time the advisability of
the Government owning the road, fur-
ther than to =ay that I believe that all
fthese great systems of transportation,
these great means of public conveni-
e‘gce, should be held by the public and
should be controlled by the Government
for the benefit of the people at large.
Espectally that is the case in a n2w
country like British Columbia, a coun-
try that gives such brilHant promise :
