The following deseription of
ene of his finest and best, knowan pictures is one of the
finest passages.]— Liverpool Times.

MartiN’s Beusnazzawr’s Feast.—-¢ We
must illustrate our meaning by referring to one
of Mr. Martin’s works ; and shall select that
whieh, like a sudden sonshine, burst npon the
onexpecting - public—his Feast of Belshazzar.
The story here told is of a supernataral visita.
tion—of an immediate act of the hand of God
| working visibly to the human eye. -A wioked
and arrogant. king sits with his thovsand Jerds,
his wives and his concubines, at the feast, an
impiously profanes the vessels. which had been
consecrated to the worship of the One God :
but the gods of gold, and of silver, of brass, of
iron, of wood, and of stone, they praise and |
worship. The measure of his guilt is full ; and
the punishment must follow, Bat, in the face,
of all has the crime been perpetrated, and be.
fore the eyes of all must his doom be aunoun-
ced. In the height of their sacrilegious ban-'
quet, a_hand-—an armless hand—writes opon
the wall the irrevocable words ; aad, having'
written them, disappears. Then is the king’s
countenance changed, and his thoughts trouble
him, so that the joiat “his loins are ualoos-
ed, aod his knees smite one against another,
The astrologers and the soothsayers strive in
vain to read the unknown characters ; but the
prophet of God appears, and interprets_ them to
the king. This ioterpretation is almost imme-
diately verified ; for, ¢ in that night is Belshaz-
zar the king of the Chaldeans slain.’ This is
the subject of the pictare,—a theme grand,
awful, and difficalt. It is not a subject for &
Jine coulourist merely,or an expert draughtsman,
but for 2 poct who ran embody bis conceptions
ia form and golowr,

¢ What, thén, is he great sentiment impres-
sed by such a subject ? and what is it, conse-
quently, that the painter has to accowplish ?
To answer this, we agaln ask,—what must
have been the prevailing sentiment of the spec-
tators in the actual scews ¢ Various emotions
might, at .moments, mingle in various bosoms :
the king might mourn his downfall,—the queen
might lament ber son,—the thousand lords
might tremble for their power aod their riches ;
but these, and every other possible feeling, must
be in subjection to the overwhelming awe ari-
sing from a beliel in the immediate presence of
an offended and threatening God.- 'This, then,
is the great sentiment ; and this it is which the
painter must attempt to infuse into his pictare :
every thing in it must have relation to this ; all
must be solemn, sublime, mysterious, and aw-
ful. He has to represent a scene in which the
Deity himself, not all invisibly working, is an
immediate agent : but how is this to be effected ?
The ¢ fingers of a man’s hand, writing upon the
wall,” were, to the actoal spectators, suflicient
to attest the supernatural prasence ; but, as so
many preceding painters have shown, in a pic-
tore, the motionless hand is merely ridiculous,
It looks too often like the fragment of a statue,
or like an inflated glove, or like any thing rath-
er than the living, but not human, hand, whose
possessor, though viewless, was felt 10 be pre-
sent, ~ It was in the actual motion of this badi-
less hand, leaving behind it the uiknown cha-
racters, that the token of a supernatural agency
was acknowledged. The moveless hand mere-
ly, or the written letters merely, would have
been thought the trick of an impudent impos-
tor ; but the armless hand moving before their
eyes, was indeed a terrible and unearthly spec-
tacle.  But the pictured hand cannot ‘move ;
and the painter has thereflore apparently nothing
left but an unhappy choice betwixt the dead
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ten ont,—an alternative which seems te promise
little success, as is shewn in the lahours of other
artists, We do not mean to say that The
Feast of Belshazzar has not been admirably
painted by others, but that, before the present
work, there has not been—as far as our know-
ledge extends—any thing that could pretend to
be even the faintest shadowing forth of the su-
pernatural denunciation from God aguinst the
Fing of Babylon, Mr, Martin was the first to
perceive, that it was not ili the bodiless hand
merely, or in the unknown fetters, that the mys-
tery and the terror consisted,—but in the sense
of @ présent supernatural power. To awaken
this seatiment was, then, his first great object ;
and he perceived that, thoogh he could not give
to the hand a supernatural mofion, he wight yet
impart to the already written letters a character
of mystery and terror, which would equally ex-
cite the sense of a supernataral presence. 'This
he lias trivmphantly accemplished, by giving
thew vastness of size, and'a splendour as though
the hand “that had traced them had guided the
lightoing over the wali, and left its yet borning
fires imprinted tbere. IHaving acesmplished
this,—having raised emotion of a character so
awful and sublime,—it was necessary that all
the accempaniments of the scene should like-
wise rustain a character 6f grandeur and awful
magnificence,  Letters written as with the
lightning, would bave been ill matched with a
mean and familiar-looking chamber,— with com-
won-place decorations, or such objects as are
every day beheld around us. To the specta-
tors of the aclual event, the effect might have
been of equal force in a temple or in a closet ;
but not so to the spectators of the picture. By
the former, nothing would have beén seen but
the bodiless hand, and the letters ; but, by the
latter, every thing will be deliberately examin-
ed ; and every thing should therefore be made
to sustain the mind, as much as possible, at its
highest tone. 'The ruling sentiment of the pre-
sent subject is @ sublime and supernatural awe,
and every part of the picture should, therefore,
receive its chararter from thatsentiment., Vast.
ness and strength of architecture powerfully
excite a sense of awe and grandeur : such an
emotiony thoogh differing in kind and in degree,
is therefore in harmony with that ruling senti«
went ; and - Mr. Martin bhas accerdingly pre-
sented vs with a hall of dimensiens and gorge-
ous strength onparallelled. But when to the
grand and gigantic we superadd some powerful
moral association,—when we give to it the hea-
riness of antiguity,—when we deepen its solem=
nity by the obscurity of night,—when, by con-
eealing its limits, we lead the imagination to
draw out the vast almost into the infinite,~~then,
indeed, do we awake to a sense of awe and sob-
limity, beneath which the mind seems overpow-
ered. How nobly has not the artist provided
fop this feeling by that tremendous tower, which,

aried in clouds, and darkly visible uoder the
flaring of the distant lightning, looks grimly
over the roofless palace-hall, as if its impiovs
‘builders had indeed ‘made its top te reach unto
the Heaven ! Kvery thing, in a word,.combines
to exite and sustain that emotiop of sublime and
supernatural awe, which is the ruling sentiment,
tLe very soul of the subject.” ;

Wixter Storms iv Tie Hesripes.—Aflter
a continved gale of westerly wind, the Asiatic
rolls in its enormous billows upoen the western
coasts, dashing them with incoaceivable fury
upon the headlands, and scouring the sounds
and creeks, which, from the number of shoals
.and sunk rocks in them, often exhibit the mage
nificent spectacle of terrific ranges extending
for miles, Let any one who wishes to have
soine conception of the sublime, station himself
opon a beadland of the west coast of Harris,
daring the violence of a winter tempest, and he
will obtain it.  The blast howls among the grim
and desolate rocks around him. Biack clouds
are seen advancing from the west in fearful mas-
ses, pouring forth torrents of rain and hail, A
sudden flash illuminates tha gloom, and is fol-
lowed by tle deafening roar of the thunder,
which gradually becomes fainter, until the roar
of the waves upon the shore prevails over it.—
Meantime, far as the eye can reach, the ocean
boils and heaves, presenting one wide expanded
field of foam, the spray from the sumuwits of the
biliows sweeping along its surface like drifted
snow. No sign of life is te be seen, save when
the gull, labouring hard to bear itself up against
the blast, hovers over head, or shoots athwart
the gloom like a meteor. long ranges of giant
waves rush in succession towards the shore,—
The thunder of the shock echoes amoug the
crevices and caves ; the spray mounts along the
face of the cliffs to an astonishing height'; the
rocks shake to their summits; and the baflled
wave rolls back to meet its advancing successor,
Lf ove at this season ventures by some slippery
path to peep into the haunts of the cermorant
and rock-pigeon, he finds them sitting haddled
together in melancholy “silence. For whole
days and nights they are doomned sometimes to
feel the kvawings of hunger, unable to make
way against the storm ; and often during the
winter they can only make a short daily excur-
sion in quest of a precerious morsgl of fecd.

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The Sydney Gazette of the 2151 J uly, contains the fol-
lowing very Interesting account from Tristan d’Acun-
ha, communicated by the Commander of the Pyramus:
—— Glass, who i now tbe head man in their litile com-
musity, was originally sent to Tristan 4’ Acunha about
14 years ngo, with a company of artillery, in which be
was corporal, under Capt. Clouts, who was ordered 1o
take possession of jhe island dering Napoleon’s resi-
dence at St. Helena; and when, on the ex-Emperor's
death, the party was withdrawn, Glass was permitted,
io complinnce with his own request, to remaia behind,
and (o take charge of the eaule and stores. Being a
man of great eoérgy and perseveramce, he has made
surprising improvements. When the Pyramos tonched
there, in January last, the populatien consisted of seven
men, six women, and fourieen children, of whom eight
ornine were the offspring of Glass. They had 300
Acres capable of cultivation, the finest pasturage and
most excellent water. Their stock consisted of 70
head of horoed cattle, of the best breed, and sows su-
perior milkers; 100 sbeep, the wool of which had sold
at the Cape for 2. 64. a pound ; pigs in abundance ;
and thousands of wild goats roaming on'the hilts. They
fiad fields of wheat and barley growing in luzuriaoce,
and a crop of potatees, which, though several ships had
L been supplied out of it, wonld, it was caleulated, yield
about 12 toos for each man’s share. The most remaik.
able proof ef their industry is, that they have fenced in
their culiivated land with a wall of solid stone three
miles in circumference, oo which Glass was employed
nearly ten years. He has also built bimzelf a very
comfortable house. Wheo the Pyramus approached
the island she fired a guo, and was immediately visited
by a fine whale-boat with four men, commanded by
Glass, who had brought with bim a keg of milk, butter,
potatoes, nod sundry other acceptable supplies. The
potatees, we nre assured, were equal 1o any in the
world, The island has lately been visited by his Ma-
jesiy's ship Jasseur, Captain Lyons ; by the Resource,
and by a brig, which had been supplied with poultry,
water, &c. Glassrequested (hat their circumstances
might'be induced to touch for provisions ; and he sta-
ted that be should at all timea be prepared to supply
them with beef, mutten, positry, B:h, potatoes, vege-
tables, milk, buiter, water,&e. He }«a kind open
rearted maa, and is proud to show every civility (o
strangers; and the gentlemen who have visited his do-
minions speak of him and (he island in the warmest
terms of commendation,

The pe-
nalty is three shillings per gallon, ¢ for every
gallog of rum or pirits that shall be drawn off,
as :;S%aid.” " Whatever may be said of some
other opinions of our forefathers, they Jjudged
pretty correctly of the character and value of
New-Englend rom.— Connecticut Obsérver.
