GONSTANTINE MUST DECIDE

° Reinforcements Steadily Landing
at Saloniki Which May be Base
of Later Extensive Operations—
News of Some Fighting is Re-

ceived :

London, Dec. 9—German troops are
reported at the Greek border. With the
Anglo-French lines reforming almost
within Greek territory, it is believed here
Greece cannot postpone much longer, 2
more definite revelation of the stand she
expects to take, should the arera of hos-
tilities be transferred to her soil.

Colonel Phallis of the Greek army is
now conferring with the Entente com-
manders, but the Paris press expresses
fear that he is not authorized to take the
full steps necessary to safeguard the in-
terests of the Anglo-French troops.

An interview given by King Constan-
tine to the Associated Press is attracting
a great deal of attention in Germany,
where the opinion is general that he has
given good reasons in justiﬂcation of th:
attitude of his country.

The plans of the French and British
troops in the Balkans are still a mystery.
The. continued landing of reinforcements
lends color to the theory that an aggres-
sive campaign is contemplated.

At the same time, the steady with-
drawal of the troops from their advanced
positions, leads to the belief that for the
present the occupation of Saloniki as a
base for operations at a later time forms
» the extent of their determination.

They are
Ochrida, eighteen miles north of the
Greek border; Struga, northeast of Och- '
rida; Dibra, thirty-five miles above Och-
rida, and Djakova, over the border in
southwestern Montenegro.

His. remarks weve cheered with great‘
enthusiasm.  When Dr. Bethmann-Holl-
weg rose to make his reply to the inter-
pellation, silence fell ‘over the ' whole
bouse. The silence of his auditors was
-soon broken, however, by manifestations
of ‘approval. Several times thé deputies
and the crowds in the galleries inter-
rupted ‘lom with cheers.

Dr. Von Bethmann—Hollweg began his
address by saying that in the countries
at’ war with Gcrmany there had been
much discussion in Socialistic interpel-
lations, and knowledge that peace was
to be discussed .in the Reichstag had
been . a 'source of satisfaction to these
countries; This was incomprehensible,
in‘view of the success won in the cam-
paign against Serbia, which opened the
road ‘to Germany’s Turkish allies and
threatened the most vulnerable points of
the British empire.

Although this situation would explain
a desire’ for peace on the part of Ger-
many’s enemies, he declared, none of
them had made overtures. Instead they
‘were clinging to the intentions which
they had anpounced publicly “with naive
brutality,” at the beginning of the war.

The chancellor then reviewed recent
utterances concerning conditions of peace
made in countries opposed to Germany,| W
such as the handing over of Alsace and
Lorraine to France, the annihilation of
“Prussian militarism,” the cxpulsion’ of
the Turks, cession of the left bank of the
Rhine, and the creation of a greater
Serbia, including Bosnia.

It is true, the chancellor continued,
that there were persons in the countrics
at war with Germany who {took a sen-
sible position, but they were in the min-
ority, and their voices, like those of cer-|
tain members of the English House of
Lords, were -unheard. The' theories ad-
vanced - by - Germiany’s enérhies, he said,
had lost their force, People had ceased
speaking of the war of twenty years.

The pretext that the war was being

for the protection of small na-
tlons had lost its persuasive powers, in
view of recent events in Greece. “Small
countries are in a' serious plight, since
England has been fighting for'them,” he
remarked. - -

He discussed tbe principle of national-

000 kilograms of potatoes in Germany,

which ‘proved there was sufficient food
for all.

The present moment, he declared,
might become a historic one, since pos-
sibly Germany might gain the glory of
baving been the first to dare to speak of
peace.

Municipal Expelses Cut to Lowest

. Figures—Absence of Employes

at the Frent Makes Thu Some-
what Easier

London, Nov. 5—-(Correspondcnce)—-
Drastic economy in all municipal ex-
penditm'es during the period of the war
is the order of the day in England. The

| treasury has enjoined upon all city and

village corporations to keep down their
capital expenditure as closely as possible,
and the local guvernment board, which
has the supervision of these bodies, has
notified them.that unusual expenditures
cacept on account of imperative public
health requirements or to facilitate the

output of munitions, will not' be sunc-‘

tioned.

the. county council proposes to save
more than $1,500,000 of the estimates of
about $26,000,000. Fuel alone, is the ex-
ception, as the higher prices prevailing
will mean an increase of $50,000. There
is a cut of nearly $500,000 in teachers’
salaries, which is made possible by the
fact that many have enlisted in the
army, and the schools will get along
with a smaller staff. /

Children’s meals and books, which
have been provided by the municipality
to a certain extent, will be sacriticed to
the amount of $170,000, and there will be
a drastic cut in such luxuries us paint
and repairs.

The Corporation of Liverpool is makmg
a big saving all along the line. Street
repairs will be reduced from the average
of recent years by $150,000, and $25,000
will be saved on the single xtem of dower
beds in the parks.

The changed conditions of wartime
themselves have ' brought about con-
siderable saving in cities. Four thonsand

a third of the. London police have en-
listed, and. there are only 2,000 men
'available for service at one time in the
‘Metropolitan Area, which does not in-
‘clude the old . city of London. The work
of the absentees is- done largely by the
icitizen special constables.

The total of childrens’” meals in the
Liverpool schools in the last year was
reduced to 6,000, which was barely a
tenth of the usual number, This reduc-
tion was due to the decreasein 'unemploy-
ment, as only the needy children are fed
at public expense. .

cedent, as far as customs law iscon-
cerned. .

New York and then flopped down on the |.

Jersey Meadows near Ridgefield Park
without having to subject himself to the
mercies of customs inspectors, sent word
to Colector Malone that he wanted to
make an aeroplané “entry” and a “de-
claration.”

Mr. Malone called his customs experts
into conference, and it was finally de-
cided that Mr. Carlstrom was the “mast-
er ‘of the “vessel” which he piloted into
port, and inasmuch as his ship came

The English, on
their islgnd, can afford to wait for vic-
tory;; but Roumania cannot afford to in-
cur the hostility of Germany and Aus-
tria while waiting for the end of the
war, for in the intervening period she
might easily suffer the fate of Belgium
and share the destru¢tion meted out to
Serbia. You Serbians may say that this
is a selfish policy. I assure you it is
merely a policy of self-preservation.
You cannot reasonably demand that we
should expose our country to the ter-
rible danger of making a merciless en-
emy without possessing a guarantee of
effective support?”

Burns seemed to exercise better ring
generalship and boxed cleverly, but Wil-
liams was strong on the infighting, land-
ing frequent uppercuts and pounding
Burns’ ribs until his body was red.

Williams won first bloed in the 18th.
The challenger seemed to have the bet-
ter of the first six rounds. The eighth
and 17th, the 10th, 11th, 16th and 19th
were considered even and the champion
was favorite for the rest. Williams was
a 7-to-5 favorite in the betting.
