This exhibitor is Miss Irene Christ­
mas, the eldest daughter of Mr. A. J. 
Christmas, manager of Monovale Stock 
Farm, Sullivan. Her father has been’ 
a regular exhibitor at the Vancouver 
exhibition for several years, but this 
year was unable to be there himself- 
Forest .fires were bad all around the 
farm, which consists of two hundred 
acres, and it was imperative that he 
remain at home.

Miss Christmas has lived at Sullivan 
for the last five years, during which 
time she has become an expert in all 
work connected with a modem dairy 
farm. There are more than ninety 
head of pure-bjredg in the herd. Every 
one of these knows and seems to love 
the energetic painstaking mistress.

Though she hag dared for the ex­
hibition herd each year during her 
summer holidays and she is a staunch 
supporter of the Holstein-Fresian 
breed, yet she admits that her heart is 
with hunting and jumping horses. Her 
only horse at prient is a fine saddler 
named Nimble. This beast will allow 
no one else to ride him and he is will­
ing to attempt anything for his fond 
mistress.

One objection that he had when 
younger, was to taking the bit when 
Mias Christmas was bridling him. 
Irene hit upon an ingenious plan to 
overcome this. She would mount him, 
then putting an apple on the bit would 
coax him to take the delicacy. This 
done the rest was an easy matter. Po­
tatoes were found to be a good substi­
tute when apples were not available.

Miss Christmas completed high 
school this year, and now hopes to 
enter the University of British Colum­
bia to specialise in agriculture. Ani­

What Research Dqes-
(Ottawa Journal.)

Fifty years ago a young Scotsman 
sent out a handful of Russian wheat to 
a pal named Davey Fyfe, then running 
a farm in Canada. Fyfe planted and 
carefully 1 nurtured the gift on his 
small holding. Within a few yearq 
seed grain, which had its genesis in 
that first tiny planting was supplying 
the needs of thousands of western farm­
ers. Thus originated Red Fyfe, which, 
although It met with considerable suc­
cess, was not sufficiently hardy to ade­
quately withstand the early frosts of 
the western climate.

About the beginning df the present 
century Dr. A. P. Saunders, Dominion 
Cereahst at Ottawa, and a short time 
after his son, Dr. Charles Saunders, 
took a hand in the big game of trying 
to evolve a hardier and better brand of 
wheat. Some years of palient end 
laborious experiment followed. At last, 
in 1904, they felt they had found what 
they wanted. Two years later a small 
quantity of this new seed was sent to 
governmental experiment stations in 
the west. In 1909 a few farmers were 
Cautiously trying It out on their hold­
ings. The year before the start of the 
war thousands were producing rich 
crops from the new seed. In the last 
year of the great struggleMarquto 
wheat to the vast total of 800,000,000 
bushels was ready to help AH the de­
pleted granaries of Christendom.

It is no exaggeration to say that this 
story personfies one of the outstanding 
scientific achievements of modern times 
and has been the main cause of 
Canada’s premier position among the 
wheat-producing countries of the 
world.
- As the army of reapers garner the 
golden tokens of happier days Ottawa 
may well spare a measure of gratitude 
fpr her devoted coterie of scientific 
public servants, many of whom are 
engaged in almost as Important work 
as that accomplLshed by the eminent 
Dr. Charles Saunders.

Increasing the Game Birds

A despatch from WUbraham, Mass., 
tells of the state campaign to increase 
the number of game birds. There has 
been little, success in breeding part­
ridges, and that enterprise, has been 
abandoned, but thousands of pheasants 
are being turned into the covers. 
Massachusetts has four game farms. 
The cost of operation is taken out of 
the receipts from license fees from 
sportsmen. The despatch contains the 
following particulars:

The aim of this and the other state 
game farms is to keep the covers In 
various parts of the state so well 
stocked with pheasants that the hunt­
ers will be provided with good sport 
during the open season each autumn. 
The farm here has an excellent loca­
tion. It is on a sunny level field, with 
good drainage through the gravelly 
soil. Adjoining it is a stretch of wootfs 
and swamp also owned by the state and 
maintained as a game refuge.

Thousands of pheasants, raised to 
the age of several months until they 
reached a’ point where they are strong 
enough to take care of themselves, are 
shipped each year to fish and game 
clubs wnd individuals throughout the 
state tod released in the woods. Sev­
eral hundred adult birds are in the 
pens and they are still laying eggs, 
so that there will be additional h 
ings before winter.

The pheasant Hens are not permitted 
to hatch their own eggs. All of this 
is done in incubators. As soon as the 
chickens in their first downy coat of 
brown with black stripes come from 
the eggs they are placed in the brooder 
houses where the temperature must be 
)■ :pt up to 90 degrees until they are old 
enough to go Into the open pens. These 
bouses have concrete floors, covered 
with a thin coating of send and grsvel 
in which the chickens scratch for their 
feed. The floors are cleaned off daily.

In the pens are chickens of different 
sizes. They run vigorously about the 
enclosures, which are bordered by 
poultry wire and covered at a good 
îeight with the same material both to 
keep away hawks and other predatory 
birds and to prevent the pheasants 
from flying out when their wings are 
full grown. The soil inside the pens 
is planted to buckwheat and other 
quick growing plants to provide the 
chickens with green fedd.

Passing motorists attracted 'by the 
sign at the roadside often stop for a 
look at the pheasants.

“You would be surprised,” said Mr. 
Rainville, temporarily in charge of the 
farm, “to see how many of these people 
have no knowledge whatever of what 
the state is doing along this lines. Some 
of them come in expecting to find all 
kinds of birds and animals and I have 
too inform them that this isn’t a zoo. 
Others who aren’t interested in hunt­
ing want to know how much it costs to 
raise these pheasants and start to 
grumble about this adding to their 
taxes until I explain that the entire 
cost of operating these game farms as 
well as the state fish hatcheries comes 
from the license fees paid by hunters 
and fishermen.”

•t the nnveiling of the War Memorial 
will recall' how impressive that cere­

«memory we perpetuate. The Lieuten- 
mnt-Governor of British Columbia, 
when he recently unveiled the splendid 
memorial at Victoria, which in some 
respects resembles our. own, eloquently 
expressed the universal yearning for 
lasting peace and justice, and voiced 
the view that the sacrifices made by 
the people within the . British Empire 
have brought them closer together. In 
the «raise of his address Lieutenant- 
Governor Nlchol said:

“Let us leave these grounds, to-day 
■with the hope and prayer that there 
shall be no more war. ‘Give peace in 
our time, O Lord.’ Years hate passed 
ahd are passing, but the cost of con­
flict still lies before us. The nations 
are burdened with debts which are 

''condensed drops of human blood. 
They have still to be paid. But war 

never be banished by the mere 
payments of debts. We must change 
our common human nature if we are 
to achieve that. Justice and love must 
rule, not hatred and jealousy. Only 
when Christian nations become nations 
of Christians will the war drums cease 
to sound.

“A last word: One permanent good 
has sprung -from thq conflict — the 
friendships made during the association 
of the Canadian Corps with the British 
Expeditionary Forces can never be for­
gotten. They have a lasting place m 
the common interests, sympathies and 
affections which hold the British Em­
pire together and make it «till the 
greatest agency for human good that 
history has known."

yHAT the astonishment and delight which marked the enjoyment 
of the New Brunswick-produced bill'of fare at . the luncheott 

tendered British press representatives by J. D. McKenna, in the 
Admiral Beatty Hotel yesterday, was in keeping with the surprise 
and delight he had been experiencing as he journeyed through 
this province, was the remark made by J. F. Chapter, of the West- 
minster Gazette, in responding to the guest-toast on behalf of tie 
party.

The British writer made it plain that 
such a varied menu of delicious viands 
produced within the confines of New 
Brunswick was a matter of amazement 
to him and tallied with the wonder­
ment English people as a whole would 
experience when they had the opportu­
nity of visiting this particular part of 
Canada as he was doing. Inferentially 
the speaker confessed that he had pre­
viously no idea of the resources and 
beauties of New Brunswick.

HOST McKENNA’S WELCOME.
After the luncheon had been fully 

served, Host J. D. McKenna, president 
of the New. Brunswick Publishing Com­
pany—Telegraph-Journal and Times- 
Star—proposed the health of The King, 
lustily honored. Mr. McKenna then 
welcomed the visiting Britishers and 
characterized it as a unique experience 
in the career of the Maritime Provinces 
that a distinguished party of Old Coun­
trymen should really discover there is 
such a place as the Maritime Provinces 
of Canada. This mild irony elicited 
a hearty laugh.

Thanks were due to J. Harry Smith, 
of the C. P. R. publicity department, 
for arranging the visit of the newsmen 
and it was the speaker’s privilege to 
co-operate in the mapping out of their 
eastern itinerary.

SEES NEW STORY.
Mr. McKenna saw in the visit of the 

British representatives a special oppor­
tunity to lay before the Motherland 
the story of the Maritimes and, if he 
were disposed to assume the role df 
prophet, he felt that time had about 
arrived when the three most easterly 
provinces of Canada would get some of 
the things they justly deserved and for 
which they have been a long time striv­
ing. A vitally progressive spirit was 
actuating the people down here and 
the speaker felt sure when the British 
newspapermen return to their own read­
ing public they would have a new and 
a favorable tale to tell about this fa­
vored part of the Dominion. It was, 
therefore, with more than ordinary 
pleasure that he extended a hearty wel­
come to the strangers.

DR. TAYLOR’S TOAST.
It was Dr. F. R. Taylor, K. C., who 

formally tendered the toast to the dis­
tinguished party. In an engrossing 
five-minute speech he led the visitors 
through a resume of the history of 
Saint John’s and New Brunswick’s 
place in the British Empire, at the time 
when the Empire was in the making.
He referred to the settlement of Nova 
Scotia by the Scotch about 300 years 
ago—an important link in empire—and 
sketched the early struggles of the 
founders of Saint John during the 
French occupation, coloring his remarks 
with high-lighted references to the riv­
alries and open battles of LaTour and 
D’Aulnay on the site of Saint John 
preceding British occupation.

For these reasons, indeed, he said,
Saint John, New Brunswick and the 
Maritime Provinces as a whole were 
entitled to the consideration of loyal 
British visitors, since they were the 
oldest of Crown possessions in this part 
of the world and had been the burden- 
bearers and producers so essential to 
the upbuilding of Canada as a whole.

FERTILE COUNTRY.
Doubtless the visitors in proceeding 

through New Brunswik had seen the 
fertile expanses of the upper reaches 
of the Saint John River, the wonder­
ful agricultural resources of Carieton 
county ; comfortable home properties, 
which conditions, he said, obtained 
right down through the province and 
for that matter throughout the three 
Maritime Provinces. Thus was an as­
surance that after the depression now 
affecting some of our industries, this 
seaboard part of Canada would be rank­
ing with the most prosperous in The 
whole fir-flung field of our Empire.

Dr. Taylor was greatly pleased to 
propose the health of lue British news­
papermen for he asked, was it not they 
after all who moulded lhe public opin­
ion of the homeland? “It is the news­
papers to which we must look for 
preservation of the integrity of the 
British Empire and the upbuilding and 
maintenance of its greatness,” he de­
clared.

OTTAWA, Aug. 26—Anxious to 
extend the useful activities of the Ca­
nadian air force, the officials of that 
branch of the Department of National

OTTAWA, Aug. 26—Revival of the

Offlce to outgrow its small space be­
hind the store, and a new location had 
to be found.

Yonge Street.

In 1896 the Head Office was again 
moved—this time to large quarters In 
the McKinnon Bdilding on Melinda 
Street.
