strikes in the British zone of occupation.

No stone
was left unturned either to secure sup-
port from this source or to persuade the
membersofthelegishtnreﬁmttbebﬂl
proposed by the city would do a great
injustice not only to the power company
but to all investorsin public utility cor-
porations.

In point of organization and real work
rthe city was completely out-generalled.
"It allowed the company to have pretty
smuch its own way so far as lobbying
was concerned, and leading business in-
terests of the city instead of being out-
spoken, left the work to be done by
others or not to be done at all. “This
paper has already expressed the view
that if it were not for the injury done
‘to the province at large by vicious leg-
suslation in regard tq'Watered stock it
would serve St. John right to be com-
pelled to pay dividends on a million or
{wo of water as a penalty for indiffer-
mmdfa.ﬂuntopmtecti.&min—
terests. . :

This, however, does not excuse the
members of the legislature. It is up to
them to consider what the effect of bills
they pass may be, not only upon a pai-
ticatar locality but upon the interests of
the people in every municipality. now
and in the foture. If the New Bruns-
wick Power Company is given a rate
base of $2,800,000, encouragement will
be given ‘to all promoters of schemes by
which watered stock is foisted upon the
publig. It was really: amasing to learn
that in the corporations committee St
John stood almost alone, the other
members being apparently lined up i_n
opposition to its request based on hard
facts for a square deal. If the house to-
day follows the lead of the corporations
committee a gross injustice will be done
to this city, and the unscrupulous ex-
ploiters of public utilities will be given
a new lease of life and what amounts to
a license to go on enriching the few at
the expense’of the fapny. ,The members
of the government as well as the or-
dinary meémbers’ ige must -ac-
cept and answer for their share of re-
sponsibility for their vote on this ques-
tion. ;

ONTARIO HOUSING REPORT

The report of the .Ontario Housing
Committee is a bulky volume filled with
most valuable information, including the
standards for inexpensive houses adopt-
ed for Ontario and typical plans of the
same. Sir John Willison was chair-
man of the commission, and such out-
standing . men as Mr. G. Frank’ Beer and
Rev. Peter Bryce were among its mem-
bers. Prof. C. B. Sissons was secretary.
The matters dealt with by, the report are
the need of houses, public policy in hous-
ing, land and taxation, social aspects of
housing, rural housing, town planning,
and kindred subjects. One particular
paragraph in the section dealing with‘
land and taxation strikes a responsive.
chord: :

“The inequity of our land 'system
thrusts itself npon the notice of even
the ‘most careless observer. It huddles
‘families together in down-town tene-
ments, and defends its action on the
ground that ‘hub value must be main-
tained;’ it conveys long-suffering work-
men past vacant fields into suburbs
where houses are set on the smallest
possible lots; it lays miles of idle water
mains and unfrequented sidewalks lead-
ing into space; it builds impressive stone
gateways showing a vista of wilderness;
it denies spaces for parks, or grants
them grudgingly at exorbitant prices; it
builds bridges and extends street rail-

“A score of Ontarioc municipalities
have already taken advantage of the
federal -and provincial housing legisla-
tion. They have adopted by-laws and
qualified for the loans advanced by the
provincial government on municipal se-
curity. They bave not waited for hous-
ing companies to be formed, but will go
directly into the business of building
houses, feeling that public enterprise
must do what private enterprise has fail-
ed to do. The community is bound to
attack the problem or confess that it
owes no duty to homeseekers, and has
no responsibility for the conditions under
‘which many of its wage-earning citizens
must live. Cities and towns which have

Under an organized system of collec-
tion it would not need to be destroyed.
The suggestion is that suca oo e
sold. to local deslers in woe'e
who should call for it at house or factory
at stated intervals, and that the aewes
pay for it in War Saving OStamps or
Thrift Stamps.

A start on this plan has already been

made in certain places by the Savings
Division of the First Federal Reserve
Bank of Boston. It needs to be extend-
ed to every city of New England.

In spite of this conservation of tree
life there is a constant display of care-
Iessness and a spirit of wanton destruc-
tion on the part of small boys and chil-
dren generally with regard to the young-
er trees. In the old graveyard alone the
Times is informed that four, specially
selected ornamental trees planted on the
embankment on Carmarthen street hill,
have, since ‘last fall, been ruined by
children mounting the bank and swing-

|ing on the tender growths, On the south
“Iside of King Square some other young

trees have suffered at the hands, not
only of children, but once in a while of
adults as' well, especially during band
concerts and on parade occasions,

The city gardeners are very much dis-
couraged over the lack of community
spirit shown by the rising generation
with regard to public flowers and trees,
and in the new scheme being laid out
for summer it is being found necessary
to plan tall iron fences with extra stout
stakes to insure large central beds from
invasion by children, .

The ornamental fountain in the old
burying ground is now a partial wreck
because - of childish depredations last
fall. The large freestone rim of the
basin, located on the ground, has been
broken for a space of several feet just
the same as a shattered china bowl
might be. This is not only a matter of
considerable expense when repairs are

" |to be made, but it is a disgraceful sight

in a civili community.

The Times understands that with re-
gard to-the trespass of childreniupon
the graves of Loyalist ancestors and the
damage to tombstones and general up-
set in consequence that the public gard-
eners have no right to interfere other
than to warn the children off. In the
matter of straightening up the graves
and -preserving the cherished relics this
is a matter for either the families of
people buried there or such organiza-
tions as the Loyalist Society or Histor-
ical Society.

The . idea of operating trolley cars
without iron or steel rails is not entire-
ly’ new. It has for some me been
known that large and comfortable auto-
mobiles can be propelled by electricity
over the surface of improved modern
highways.

It has, though, remained for the town
of Weymouth, Mass., to establish a com-
mercial system ‘and compete successfully
with ordinary standard systems.
