The Exhibition was formally 
turned over to the King by the 
Prince of Wales, as president, at 
a colorful ceremony in the huge 
athletic stadium, staged with all 
the pageantry which surrounds 
the public activities of British 
Royalty.
Radio Carries Speeches

The addresses of the King and the 
Prince, picked up by radio, were heard 
by more persons than have ever listen­
ed at one time to the words of a 
British sovereign and his heir apparent.

Hundreds of thousands throughout 
the British Isles heard the King’s voice 
for the first time. In I-ondon, loud 
speakers had been set up in the public 
squares, and as the King began to 
speak a great hush fell on the street 
crov'ds.

In addition to the radio broadcasting 
the speeches were sent over the cables 
to the farthermost parts of- the Empire.

Smith Out For Presidency;

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Weather Report

Operation Restores Sight of
Man Declared “Totally Blind”

■A

New York, April 23—Victor Atwell, a thlrty-three-year-old draftiman, 
was registered at the Long Island College Hospital more than six weeks 
ago as "totally blind.” Now, as a result of a special operation and weeks 
of medication, Atwell Is able to look out of his hospital window and dimly 
discern passersby In the street.

Doctors at the hospital expressed amazement at Atwell’s recovery of 
sight. Poisons In his system, they said, had Infected and apparently de­
stroyed the optic nerve, 
that the Infection might be kept from other parts of the head.

Following the operation, the patient's eyes were given an antiseptic 
treatment, and after three weeks the doctors held out hope for partial 
sight. Last week Atwell observed shadowy forms moving about his hos­
pital room, and knew that his sight had In part returned, 
to see nearby objects fairly well. And Dr. George Boehm, whose patient 
Atwell Is, said his charge might be able to read newspapers by the mlddll 
of May.

Physicians at the hospital decla red Atwell’s recovery to be the first 
case of sight restoration from total blindness within their experience.

After the tobacco is 
sweated it is sampled; that is, four 
representative “hands” are drawn from

A half dozen varieties of bug 
and worm, several diseases and many 
kinds of weather can ruin a crop 
overnight.

Usually in April the seed is sown 
in beds covered with glass or cloth. 
The seed beds have to be heavily fer­
tilized and frequently watered and 
cared for like any other hothouse or 
exotic plant. During the last part of 
May the plants are transplanted in the 
field, set in rows three feet apart with 
a plant every 18 inches or so, at the 
rate of about 6,000 to the acre. A 
tobacco plantation must be kept ab­
solutely free from weeds throughout 
the season. Other crops will prosper 
if the weeds are kept down fairly 
well, but tobacco must have a meticu­
lously clean bed to reach normal ma­
turity.

I ever Cultivator Set to Work.
Within two weeks aftey the trans­

planting the horse-drawn cultivator is 
set to work, and then the hoeing by 
hand begins. The hoeing is repeated 
three times at least during a season, 
and each time must be done with 
greater care not to injure the grow­
ing leaves. When the plant reaches 
the building stage the process of top­
ping begins. The buds are broken 
off so that the plant will go to leaf 
instead of seed. Usually 12 to II 
leaves are left on a stalk. The next 
process is the “sucker!ng.” This con­
sists in breaking off the little shoots 
and leaves that sprout at the point 
where the main leaf joins the stalk. 
The “suckers” are destroyed so as to 
save all available nourishment for the 
leaves.

August and the early part of Sep­
tember is devoted to the harvest. To­
bacco must be cut before the first 
frost. Then comes the most careful 
work of the season. Hitherto except­
ing for the first cultivating and the 
planting, in which machinery saves la­
bor, all the work has been done by 
hand. In the harvest, careful, skillful 
hands alone must do the work. Each 
stalk with its complement of heavy 
leaves is cut by a man with a hatchet 
close to the ground and is laid care­
fully and gently on the ground to as 
to protect the leaf from all possible 
injury. Sometimes the leaves are 20 
inches wide and twice as long. After

The 
message read, “Food, clothing, shelter, 
.unitary measures critical.” A letter 
deceived by Rev. Mr. Kochaly from 
Dr. Paul Monroe in the Near East, 
says : “There is the greatest need we 
have seen in any country since the 
great war. There are 500,000 refugees 
in Macedonia and scores of them,most­
ly women and children, are undernour- 

; ished and suffering from malaria. They 
j are living in indescribable conditions of 
unsanitary barracks, shacks and hovels, 
huddled together for lack of better 
shelter."

Another cable came a few days ago 
and stated that the “Food our children 
of the orphanages ate this morning has 
not been paid for!”

John R. Mott sends out the warn­
ing that 100,000 more refugees are ex­
pected to arrive In Greece before June. 
He says that the situation of the peo­
ple in Salonica is admitted to be past 
description. George E. White, of the 
American Board of Missions, says that 
there are one third of a million people 
starving to death.

Quebec, April 22—A report from a 
semi-official source reaching here from 
Ottawa has it that the strength of the 
22nd Battalion stationed at the Citadel 
is to be reduced within two months.

“And I’m going to play games,” he 
confides to Herbie, a little boy lying 
in the next bed. “Out of doors !”

It is almost incredible to Billy—out 
of doors !

He couldn’t play out of doors be­
fore. He could only watch other boys 
play from the window. And that was 
tiresome so he wodld invent his own 
games to play in-doors. But they were 
noisy and he would be whipped if, he 
wls noisy in the house.

So his little head finally came on 
the great delight of making paper air­
planes to shoot out of the window.
Then that too was forbidden.

There was nothing to do but to be 
“seen and not heard.” He dared to play 
the airplane game again. The tempta­
tion was too strong.

And for this little prank Billy paid 
dearly.

He was suddenly tied by the thumbs shrimp salad, 3 ounces boiled corned 
to a long cord, and then lifted until becfj 14 bead boiled cabbage, 6 new 
the cord looped over a heavy screw- 
eye. Thus strung up, so that he could 
not touch the floor with his feet, Billy 
hung helplessly while a broomstick 
brought down on his body, blow after 
blow.

The identity of St. George, the spe­
cial patron of chivalry, lias been clearly 
established. Briefly, he was of Greek 
origin and Christian parentage, and 
born at Lydda in Palestine, in the 
beautiful vale of Sharon (famous for 
its roses) on April 23, A. Ü., 270. He 
held high military command under the 
Roman Emperor Diocletian, during 
whose reign he died a Christian martyr 
at Nieomedia in Asia Minor, on me 
anniversary of his birth (Good Friday) 
A. D. 303, and was buried at me 
place of his birth. Although the mem­
ory of St. George was highly revered 
by the valorous King Arthur and his 
Knights of the Round Table—in Saxon 
times—and by our chivalrous crusading 
King Richard I., it was King Ed­
ward III. of glorious memory who
