In answer to Sir Andrew, Mr. Mc-
Lean said that his firm at present em-
ployed 1,200 men. In 1920 they had
employed 2,500 men. The decline in
number employed was caused by the
decline in the lumber industry, caused
by the changing over from long lum-
ber to pulp and paper, which was not
yet completed.

The peak of employment was during
the war and about two years after.
The demand during the war was for
war purposes in France and affer the
war for reconstruction.

At the present time there was no
market in England for New Bruns-
wick lumber except at unprofitable
prices, caused partly by competition
from Northern Europe.

EQUAL FREIGHT RATES

Mr. McLean said he recommended
the same freight rate for New Bruns-
wick newsprint and woodpulp as from
Quebec because they were entitled to
the same rate where there was only
one line of railway as where there was
competition from various lines of rail-
ways. The C. N. R. had been asked
by the company to put. this principle
in action and refused because they
claimed the United BStates railways
would not share in it. They also felt
they were entitled to have this prin-
ciple to be applied because of the fact
ihat this was a basic industry of the
'province and as such should receive
‘consideration.

They were asking for reduction in
freight rates on lumber shipments to
United States points because of being
shut out of the European market. In
order to get to the European market
they asked that it be made possible to
land lumber in Europe at the same
rate all the year round, and it for this
reason they asked the same rail
rate to Montreal as to Saint John and
Halifax for export.

Mr. McLean contended that until
they were able to ship from Saint John
the year round they were entitled to
the rates asked for, as they would not
ship to Montreal if possible to get
ships at Halifax or Saint John.

PANAMA TRAFFIC INCREASES.

Mr. Ruickbie said that in 1920, of
the total volume of lumber exported
from Canada to the United States the
passing through the Panama Canal
was equal to 11 per cent. In the year
1924 this had increased to 77 per cent.

In answer to Sir Andrew, Mr. Mec-
Lean said that today the selling price
of lumber in the Boston market was
about 40 per cent. higher than it was
in 1914, while the freight rates had in-
creased about 65 per cent.

The chairman asked for pre-war
figures on cost of operation and those
today and Mr. McLean said this would
be furnished.

The chairman said the natural re-
sources were entitled to entry to other
markets at a rate which would allow
them to compete, provided such could
reasonably be given. The railways said
that the appeal that reductions in
rates were necessary to keep these in-
dustries going wes an old story.

STUMPAGE RATE CRITICIZED,

Hon. J. L. O’Brien, speaking on be-
half of the Miramichi lumberman,
and C. M. Matheson, for Frasers, Ltd.,
concurred in the case which had been
presented by Messrs. McLean and
Ruickbie.

Mr. Matheson said he could not con-
cur in, nor did he disagree with the
request for a trade agreement ‘be-
tween Canada and the United States,
covering all classes of paper, as he
did not have the authority of his firm
to do so.

Mr. O’Brien gave evidence of the
handicap under which the provincial
lumbermen were operating owing to
Quebec competition. He said the scale
in Quebec, together with a lower rate
of stumpage, was slowly forcing the
New Brunswick operators out of busi-
ness. As an illustration of how this
worked out he said that on 45,000 feet
of lumber cut in New Brunswick
the Government collected $112.50 in
ftumpage. On the same logs the Que-
bec operator paid only $70 in stum-
page and with an added $7 a thous-
and for freight was able to land his
logds in New Brunswick at $77 a thous-
and.

He said that on a log 16 feet long
and 6 inches at the top the New
Brunswick scale was 24 feet and in
Quebec the scale was only 16 feet.
The Quebec scale, he said, was right
as such a log would saw out 16 feet
of lumber but not any more.

At the conclusion of Mr. O’Brien’s
testimony the members of the Commis-
sion held a short private conference
with Angus McLean on the financial
matters of the Bathurst Lumber Co., at
which I. C. Rand. regional counsel for
the C. N. R., was present.

N. B. CASE SUMMED UP.

After this conference J, D. McKenna
briefly summed up the request of the
Province of New Brunswick.

Mr. McKenna said one of the things
the province wished to impress on the
Commission was the absolute need for
a policy of the development of the
Maritime Provinces by the Federal
Government. Since 1886 the history
of the Dominion showed that the de-
velopment policy of the Federal Gov-
ernment had been entirely directed to
the west, and these provinces had been
totally neglected. He felt that it was
one of the functions of the Commis-
sion to impress on the government that
the people of these provinces were
“fed up” on promises and suggestions
of what might be done, and were of
the opinion that if Confederation could
not do any more for them than it had
done already, it did not amount to
much.

The government could not any longer
hide behind the excuse that the rest
of the Dominion were not favorable to
concessions to these provinces as they
were able to prove that every province
was now favorable to wrongs of these
provinces being righted.

Red' Adherents For Places
of Worship

MOSCOW, Aug. 4 — Special de-
spatches to the Pravada report serious
disorders in Odessa, arising from the
transfer of several churches from the
old Orthodox church to the new Living,
or Red, church.

Six priests of the older organization,
who were celebrating mass. in the
Alexiev Church, in a suburb of Odessa,
were attacked by angry crowds. The
despatches . say women spat in the
priests’ faces, while friends of the pre-
lates rushed to their defense.

Militia was summoned to the scene

and saved the priests with greatest dif-
ficulty, but not before five of them had
been badly mauled. One girl among the
mob was seriously injured.
The disorders, according to the de-
spatches, are the culmination of a series
of violent struggles which began in
June between supporters of the late
Patriarch Tikhon and the adherents of
the Living Church for possession of
Odessa’s places of worship. Many cases,
growing out of the affair, arg now be-
ing tried in the courts.

POINCARE OUT TO
ESTABLISH RECORD

Senate Votes 250 to 13 For
Financial Measures Passed
by Chamber

o

PARIS, Aug. 4—Premier Poregre
seems in a fair way to beat the Frenclr
legislation speed record, if he has not
already done so, in getting through
parliament his measure for rehabilitat-
ing the finances of France.

The Senate has passed the financial
measures which were adopted by the
Chamber of Deputies last Saturday.
The vote was 250 to 13. It is the pur-
pose of the Premier now to introduce
his third bill, the object of which is
to facilitate early monetary stabiliza-
tion, based on the recommendations of
the experts committee.

This will give the government power
to conclude with the Bank of France
such agreements as may be necessary
to attain the end sought. Among the
recommendation is one removing the
arbitrary fixed maximum for note cir-
culation which is regarded as both an
impediment to commercial activity and
liable to hamper the bank in the pur-
chase of foreign currencies and gold ne-
cessary to strengthen its reserve,

This third bill is to be pushed rap-
idly as were the preceding ones, and
it is expected the chamber will pass it
on Thursday or Friday at the latest.

JURY WOULD FORBID

Inquest Verdict in Balsam Lake
Tragedy Brings in Accident

This verdict will apply to the
cases of the other boys and no further
inquests will be held.

A note regarding the heroism dis-
played by the victims, was contained
in the verdict, which set forth that the
jury considered there had been a lack
of proper judgment-in using a war
canoe of the racing type in a boys’
camp at night.

N. Y. MOTHER KILLS
HERSELF AND CHILD

Youngster Lisps Good-by Over
Telephone to Father Hours
Before Tragedy

NEW YORK, Aug. 4—With her
three-year-old son pressed against her
breast, Mrs. Belle Millman, 25, deliv-
ered a final rebuke to her estranged
husband by killing the baby and her-
self. A few hours before her husband,
Joseph, a milliner, lifted his telephone
receiver to hear in the lisping voice of
his son. 3

*Hello, daddy,” said the child. “Say
‘good goodby, daddy’,” the mother’s
voice sounded.

Then the woman added, according
to Millman, “that’s the only way to
fight you—kill our child.”

A few hours later a group of chil-
dren, playing in a vacant lot, found
the dead mother with the dead child
held tight in her arms stiffened by
death.

Millman sued his wife for divorce
several months ago. He cannot obtain
his decree, although his charges were
sensational. At the time, Mrs. Mill-
man threatened suicide if her hus-
band’s divorce action was successful.

Case Says Name of Depositor
Known

SOMERVILLE, N. J, Aug. 4—
Love letters strewn between the bodies
of Rev. Dr. Edward W. Hall and Mrts.
Eleanor R. Mills, when they were
found murdered four years ago, have
become an important clue in the in-
vestigation of the case, Senator Alex-
ander Simpson, chief investigator, an-
nounced last night.

The fervidly-worded missives from
the choir leader to the rector of St.
John _the Evangelist church, New
Brunswick, N. J., were “put there and
must have come from the home of the
dead man,” said the Senator. He said
that his investigators had the history
of the letters before they were flung
between the bodies. =

“My detectives,” he said,
direct evidence that the letters were in
possession of ‘a certain person. We
also know how -this person obtained
possession of them, after they had been
found beneath a pillow. Naturally, I
can’t give the name of the person who
held the letters just before the mur-
ders, but I don’t distinguish between
the people who brought the letters, and
those who committed the murders.”

Bathurst Co. Statement

The following memorandum: prepared
by the Bathurst Company Limited,
Bathurst, wad presented to the com-
mission by Angus McLeéan, president:

PROVINCIAL REVENUE

The report of the comptroller general
on the public accounts of the Province
of New Brunswick for the fiscal year
ending October 81, 1925, shows the
total revenue of the province from all
sources to have been $3,747,544.79. Of
this amount $1,232,174.94 was derived
from the Department of Lands and
Mines, and $790,526.52 of this latter
amount represented stumpage collected
during the year on timber cut from
crown lands, while timber licenses and
bonuses from same produced $194,-
116.96.

We would like to make it clear on
the record that in appearing before you

we are representing only our own firm,
The Bathurst Company Limited, en-
gaged in the manufacture of lumber,
kraft woodpulp, sulphite woodpulp and
newsprint paper, at Bathurst, New
Brunswick. We would at the same time
point out that of the $984,643.48 paid
to the New Brunswick Government for
stumpage, timber licenses and bonuses
during 1925, $681,561.88 was collected
from firms doing business along the
main line of the Canadian National
Railways between Campbellton and
Newcastle, and of this amount our
firm made the largest single contribu-
tion, so that we feel this entitles us
to speak with some degree of authority
on the situation. However, we under-
stand there are representatives of other
lumber and pulp and paper manufac-
turers present, who will appear before
you and will no doubt testify as to
whether or not the conditions as we
find them apply equally to other firms
in the industry.

PRODUCTION IN N. B.

As further evidence of the impor-
tance of our forests in our economic life
we would quote the Dominion Bureau
of Statisticsion Dominion production,

issued in 1928, which shows the value
of the annual production of New
Brunswick te be $128,569,024, distri-
buted as follows:

It will be noted that our forests con-
tribute 856.49% of the value of our an-
nual production, which is a consider-
ahly greater percentage than will be
found In other provinces of the Do-
minion, British Columbia being the
closest with 29.69% of the value of her
annual production coming from her
forestry.

The freight tonnage carried by the
'railways 1s another reliable guage of
the relative importance of industries
in different communities. The total
freight tonnage waybilled from stations
in the Atlantic Region of the Canadian
National Railways for the years 1924
and 1925, was distributed as follows:

The above figures can be verified by
the Canadian National Railways, but we
believe, represent all freight waybilled
from stations on their lines east of
Riviee du Loup, Que., In the prov-
inces of Quebec, New Brunswick, Nova
Scotia nad Prince Edward Island, in-
cluding i{mport freight received from
vessels at Saint John, Halifax and
other Maritime Province ports.

It will be noted that lumber and
wood products, which would Include
pulp dnd paper, represented In 1924
over 80% of the total tonnage, and in
1026—47.62% of the total. Whilst we
are not in possession of the figures for
the Province of New Brunswick alone
we state; without hesitation, that forest
products would constitute a much
higher percentage of the total tonnage
for this province.

The general manager of the Atlantic
Region of the Canadian National Rail-
ways, in speaking before the Rotary
Club. at Halifax, on January 12, last,
is reported as having said that the
Atlantic Region of the Canadian Na-
tional Railways suffers from lack of
traffic, comparative tonnage per mile

of line being given for November,
1925, as follows:

IMPORTANT INDUSTRIES

It will be seen, therefore, that we
represent an industry contributing
33 p.c. of the total revenue of the Pro-
vincial Government; 85.4 p.c. of the
value of the annual production of New
Brunswick, 50 p.c. of the total tonnage
originating on the Canadian National
Railways in all the Maritime Prov-
inces. The district we represent pro-
vides greater density of traffic for the
Canadian National Railways than any
other part of the Maritime Provinces,
and contributes more than other dis-
tricts to the Provincial treasury.

Obviously the prosperity of New
Brunswick depends practically entire-
ly upon the condition of this eat
basic industry, namely forest products,
the collapse of which would mean
ruination for the province.

With this in mind, we shall en-
deavor to outline as briefly as possible,
what is happening in the industry to-

day.
CONDITIONS SET FORTH

+

At the tithe of Confederation; and
since that time, when wooden ships
were being built in the Maritime Prov-
in¢és and was a flourishing trade, we
dispatched our lumber in cargo lots
to the United Kingdom and other over-
seas markets, but of recent years this
business has fallen off, and European
competition has practically forced us
out of the markets of the United King-
dom.. The Canadian market is not
capable of absorbing our output, even
if transported to Central and Western
Canada at greatly reduced freight
rates. Most of the other provinces of
Canada are producers and exporters of
forest products and do not want our
stock. Our largest and most natural
market today is in the Eastern United
States, but here again competition is
driving us out.

Since the opening of the Panama
Canal lumber and forest products have
been moving from the Pacific Coast to
the Atlantic Coast in steadily increas-
ing volume, and statistics will show
that in 1920 the movement was 147,-
571,830 feet, whilst in 1925 the move-
ment has increased to approximately
1,926,866,794 feet, an increase of over
1,000 per cent. .

FORCED TO GIVE UP

Storage and sorting yards have been
established at various points on the
United States Atlantic Coast and the
lumber arriving there is re-shipped by
motor truck, barge and other means
of transportation, to interior points of
consumption. The large timber avail-
able on the Pacific Coast, long season
of operation and low water freights
through the Panama Canal, enable the
Pacific Coast producers to undetsell us,
and today Pacific Coast fir has largely
replaced Canadian spruce in the east-
ern United States market, for construc-
tion purposes. The lumber industry
in- New Brunswick has become so un-
profitable that numerous operators have
been forced out of business, and our
own firm has been operating our saw
mills at an actual loss for several
years, in the vain hope that conditions
would improve and in order to provide
émployment for men in our tommu-
nity, but have now found it absolutely
necessary to close down our saw mills
and this has been done. In past years

would be thirty-five million feet.

HOPE IN PAPER MILLS,

In an effort to hold our own in the
United States market we have reduced
our operating costs to a minimum, and
we would here record our appreciation
of the efforts made by the New Bruns-
wick Government to assist the industry
by reducing the stumpage rates. Whilst
the rates applicable in New Brunswick
are still higher than those assessed in
other provinces of the Domonion, and
are higher than we consider the indus-
try can stand, we believe that our Gov-
ernment has gone ag far as they can to
meet the situation.

In our judgment the ultimate salva-
tion of our province lies in our ability
to convert our saw mills into paper
mills, and we should earnestly strive
to reach this objective,

In New Brunswick, we have an
abundance of timber largely of the
black spruce species, which makes the
highest grade of papers; furthermore,
the annual growth in this province is
equal to, if not greater than, the known
growth in any other part of the world,
so that we could furnish a perpetual
supply of pulpwood to mills producing
high-grade papers, such as book paper,
bond, writing paper, Kraft wrapping
paper, tissues, etc., etc., and ¢ould pro-
duce an article that would compete suc-
cessfully with the manufactures of any
other part of the world. :

ONLY NEWSPRINT MILL,

As stated, in addition to manufactur-
ing lumber, we manufacture woodpulp
and newsprint paper, being the only
newsprint mill at present located in the
Maritime Provinces. In order to illus-
trate the value of & pulp and paper
industry as compared with lumbering,
we might again resort to railway ton-
nage, and we give below a comparison
of the inward and outward tonnage by
the Canadian National Railways for the
towns of Bathurst, Campbellton, Chat-
ham and Newcastle for the last four
years:

A close enalysis of these figures
proved somewhat illuminating to our-

selves, so that you may pardon our
dwelling for a short time on them.

DISCUSSES FIGURES.

‘The four town under comparison are
a‘Il located on what is called the North
Shore, of New Brunswick, and are of
approximately the same size.

In the case of forwarded or out-
going freight it will be seen that the
tonnage from Campbellton, Chatham
and Newcastle has declined consider-
ably during the past four years, whilst
Bathurst has shown a steady increase.
Tl}e big falling off has been in lumber
shipments, and in this respect Bathurst
§hows a decrease in lumber shipments
in about the same ratio as the other
three towns.

In both Bathurst and Chatham,
woodpulp mills are located, and this
commodity shows a steady increase in
shipments forwarded.

OPEN COAL MARKETS.

'I."he figures giving inward receipt of
freight at the four towns indicate clear-
ly the large quantities of materials
required in the manufacture of wood-
pulp and paper, which are not used in
the manufacture of lumber. Sixty-one
thousand and 77 tons of coal were
railed to Bathurst during 1925, as
against 5,818 tons for Campbellton, and
as against 22,602 tons for the three
towns of Campbellton, Chatham and
Newcastle. This will give an idea of
t‘he additional markets that the estab-
lishment of pulp and paper mills in
New Brunswick wduld open up for our
own coal and Nova Scotia coal.

GIVE MORE LABOR

. Besldes the additional materials used
in manufacturing pulp and paper, we
would state that it costs in labor $10.63
more to convert 1,000 feet of logs into

newsprint paper than to convert the
same 1,000 feet of logs inte sawn lum-

ber. We have stated that we manu-
factured in previous yearc from 20 to
50 million feet. Figuring on an average
of 35,000,000 feet per year and assuming
that it were possible to convert that
quantity of logs inte newsprint paper
instead of Ilumber, the additional
amount expended in labor in the Town
of Bathurst on account of this would
be $372,050. In other words the pur-
chasing power of the working people
of Bathurst would be increased by this
amount annually to the benefit of local
merchants and producers of foodstuffs,
clothing, automobiles and other neces-
saries and luxuries.

Lumbering operations in our district
are necessarily of a seasonal nature,
providing work for not over six months
of the year and operating for 10 hours
per day. On the other hand pulp and
paper mills operate every working day
of the year and run for 24 hours per
day, or three shifts of eight hours each.

We could go on, further pointing out
the additional benefits which would ac-
crue to the community, the railroads
and the country generally, if our timber
could all be converted into pulp and
paper in preference to lumber, but the
foregoing examples will probably suf-

fice. '
CONSIDERS OBSTACLES

Let us now consider what obstacles
stand in the way of our reaching this
obviously desirable objective, when we
are possessed of the necessary raw ma-
terials in abundance.

Dealing with newsprint paper first:
As is well known cheap water power
is necessary for the economic produc-
tion of this article, and unfortunately
we are not blessed with this essential
by nature, except to a comparatively
limited degree. We say to a limited
degree when compared with Quebec
Province, for instance. |

Qur available water powers, however,
are being developed as rapidly as pos-
sible, but when fully developed and
furnishing power for the manufacture
of newsprint, what will be our posi-
tion?

As stated, our company is the only
manufacturer of newsprint in the
Maritime Provinces at the present time,
and the difficulties we find in market-
ing are bound to occur with other
manufacturers if they establish in this
province.

LARGE EXPORT TO U. S

Statistics show that 859, of the
newsprint manufactured in Canada to-
day is exported to the United States,
and with the exception of a very lim-
ited quantity consumed in the Maritime
Provinces, practically all of our ouput
to date has been disposed of in the
United States market. In order to do
this, however, we have to absorb freight
charges to the extent of 6 cents per
100 lbs. or $1.20 per ton, which is the
usual difference charged by the rail-
ways for transporting newsprint paper
from Bathurst to United States points
over our nearest Canadian competitors
who are located in the Province of
Quebec.

DETERRENT TO EXPANSION

The necessity of absorbing this ex-
tra amount in freight that we are re-
quired to pay to reach the United
States markets over our Quebec com-
petitors is a distinct detertent to the
expansion of the newsprint industry in
New Brunswick, as we have no com-
pensating advantage to offset it. It

might be argued that we can import
supplies of sulphur, salt cake, etc., in
cargo quantities, to better advantage,
but this is not the case and it will
be found that vessels will deliver car-
goes of these commodities at Three
Rivers and other upper St. Lawrence
ports for the same price as at Bath-
urst, Chatham or ' Campbellton. It
might also be argued that on ‘account
of our Maritime location we should
have an advantage in overseas trade,
but the opposite is the case as will be
shown further on in this statement.

We have picked out a few representa-
tive consuming points of newsprint
paper in the United States, and show
below a comparison of rates to these
points from Bathurst and from some
of the largest newsprint mills in Can-
ada and the United States.

BASIS OF RATES

It is generally understood in the
newsprint trade that the original basis
for freight rates on paper. to United
States points was the rates established
from Berlin, N. H., which were in ef-
fect before the manufacture of news-
print in Canada reached anything like
the magnitude it has today. When the
Quebec mills commenced marketing
their products in the United States, the
rates applicable to Western New York
State, Pennsylvania, Ohio, Michigan,
etc., from Berlin, N. H., were made to
apply from the Quebec mills, and the
same basis governs toady. The United
States railroads have protected their
shippers at other points by establishing
blanket or group rates on the same
basis, as evidenced by the fact that
identically the same rates apply from
Millinocket, Maine, to western United
States points, as are in effect from
Berlin, New Hampshire, although Milli-
nocket is 303 miles further distant.
Naturally they cannot exceed the Ber-
lin rate from points intermediate and
on the direct line of transit, and we
find the same rate is also applicable
from Glens Falls, N. Y. As stated,
the Canadian railways have adopted
the Berlin rate from most of the Que-
bec mills, and have held the rates from
Ontario mills as far. west as Espanola
and Sturgeon Falls, up to the same
basis, so that practically all Ontario
and Quebec mills are on a parity so
far as the freight rates on their fin-
ished products to the principal consum-
ing centres are concerned.

BATHURST’S POSITION.

In the case of rates from Iroquois
Falls, Ontario, a distance of 288 miles
north of North Bay, Ont.,, the Cana-
dian National Railways and Canadian
Pacific Railway join in rates of only
one cent per 100 Ibs. higher than from
other points in ithe group referped ta,

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Bathurst is 386 miles east of Quebec
and we. submit that if the United

States railways consider it necesary,
and good business, to protect a ship-
per at Millinocket, who has ready ac-
cess to such large centrés of population
and such large consuming points as
Boston and New York, by applying
the same rate from this point as they
do from the base point (Berlin), or an
extra haul of 808 miles, we are not
unreasonable when wé suggest that
the Canadian base rate, on the rate ap-
plicable from Quebec, should be ex-
tended to apply from Bathurst, which
is located in a sparsely settled district
far from any large consuming ¢entres,
but enly 886 miles further distant from
such large centres than the Canadian
base point, Quebec.

THE INTERCOLONIAL.

Whether or not the failure of the
railways to $o protect us can be blam-
ed entirely on the necessity of hauling
the trafic over the somewhat circuit-
ous route of the Intercolonial Railway
is, we consider, a debatable point. We
submit that it is reasonable to suppose
that if the Intercolonial had not been
built as it was in an east and west
direction, through this territory, a
shorter rail route would have been
constructed more on a direct line from
the North Shore of New Brunswick to
New, England, to enable the rich nat-
ural resources of this district and their
products, to reach the Eastern United
States matkets. The activity display-
ed by traveling freight representatives
of the Maine Central, Bangor & Aroos-
took and other United States railways
in soliciting us for the routing of such
of our freight as they can participate
in at present is an indication of the de-
sire on their part to secure the tonnage,
and if the railroads had been built
north and south it would only be good
business on their part to establish rates
which would enable the traffic to reackt
consuming markets on a parity with
trafic from other competing mills, just
as the United States lines have placed
Millinocket in a position to compete
with Berlin, N. H., in western United
States markets, and as the Canadian
railways have done in establishing the
Berlin rate from Quebec mills.

FEDERAL INTEREST. __

- In the development of our argument
or submissions up to this point it
might properly be suggested that we
have not indicated in what way the
Federal Government is direetly inter-

OUIS BARTHOU, minister of

Jjustice, stands out as ong of the

ablest members of the new French
cabinet. For many years his name has
been a simile in France for statesman-
ship of the highest order.
Barthou it was who fought against
powerful odds for the revival of three-
year military service in France a few
vears before the outbreak of the World
War. The success of this move un-
doubtedly saved France in the fall of
1914, when the Germans marched to
within 19 miles of Paris.

Three years later Barthou, as a
member of the Painleve ministry, de-
clined to submit the German peace of-
fer which caused - the fall of Ribot,
aged minister of foreign affairs.
Throughout the war he insisted that
France be satisfied with nothing less
than a clean cut victory.

Bathou's parents were poor. His
father was a tinsmith. When the hoy
finished his early training his parents
actually starved themselves to send
him to Bordeaux, where he fitted him-
self to practice law. That he entered
early into France’s political life is
shown by the fact that he became a
member of the chamber of deputies al
twenty-seven.

AT YESTERDAYY afternoon's session of the Royal Commission

. investigating Maritime claims, Walter Leonard and B. M. Hill
urged that assistance be given to the fishing industry of the Maritime
Provinces through the agency of the trade commissioners of the
Federal Department of Trade and Commerce, who would find new

markets for the products of the sea.

T. H. Carter, a former Do-

minion president of the Sons of England, and A. D. Corelli, gave
evidence with respect to the lack of advertising which these prov-
inces have been given in the official literature of the Dominion

and the C. N. R.

Dr. Murray MacLaren, a member for
Saint John-Albert in the late parlia-
ment, furnished the commission with
an analysis of statlstics dealing with
the import and export trade of the
Dominion in its relation to Canadian
ports, and Richard O’Leary, general

Commissioners Hear Mayor’s
Proposal for City to
Insure Itself

The-matter of sprinklers in the West
Side sheds is still under discussion by
the City Councii and will be further
considered at the committee meeting
on Thursday morning. It was advo-
cated by several of the members of the
council that the sprinklers be installed
and the city carry its own insurance
and the Mayor suggested that the city
carry all of its own insurance on all
civic buildings, including the schools.

Commissioner Bullock presented a

letter from the Board of Fire Under-
writers in answer to his request for in-
formation as to whether they would
consider the $825,100 of insurance now
carried on the sheds as 90 per cent of
the value for insurance purposes. In
this letter it was said that valuations
fluctuated from time to time and it was
advised that an independent valualor
be secured to value the buildings.

LETTER CRITICIZED

Commissioner Wigmore said this let-
ter was not satisfactory and he felt the
time _had come for the city to carry its
own insurance.

Commissioner Hardlog sald “cut out
the insurance and put in the sprink-
lers.”

Mayor White said that if the claims
of the sprinkler agents were true, he
felt there was no need for insurance
and the city could well afford to carry
the insurance on all civic buildings, in-
cluding the schools, by installing
sprinklers in them. =

It was decided to consider the mat-
ter further at the committee meeting
on Thursday morning.

APPEALS DISMISSED

A number of appeals frem the valu-
ation set by the assessors were heard.

A. D. CORELLI TESTIFIES.

A. 'D. Corelli was the first witness

to be examined. He laid before the
commission a number of booklets, the
majority. of them for tourist use, pub-
lished by the C. N. R, and alleged
discrimination against the Maritime
Provinces. Mr. Corelli charged that
more had been spent ‘on extolling
Jasper IP'ark, the railway’s western
tourist resort, than on all three of the
Maritime Provinces.
. Mr. Corelli further declared that the
C. N. R. had built hotels in other parts
of Canada, but in New Brunswick, the
speaker said, the system had estab-
lished none.

Sir Andrew, advised by Professor
Macmillan, asked Mr. Corelli if there
were any restrictions on fishing and
hunting in New Brunswick. The wit-
rness replied that there were leased
waters all through the province but
unleased pools, good for fishing, were
almost next door to these. This con-
cluded Mr. Corelli’s hearing.

FISHING INDUSTRY.

Walter Leonard, of the firm of
Leonard Bros., local fish dealers, then
appeared before the commission. Mr.
Leonard dealt first with the fishing in-
dustry of Saint John harbor and the
Bay of Fundy and then pleaded for
assistance in export trade. v

Speaking of harbor fishing here, Mr.
Leondrd said that gaspereaux, shad
and salmon are caught. The shad and
salmon, the witness said, are shipped
all over the Maritimes, and to the
United States, in a fresh condition.
The gaspereaux, the speaker stated,
are used in the Maritimes, and to a
limited extent in Quebec and Ontario,
for food purposes. They are also used
for bait, he continued. A large amount
of this fish are frozen and, after treat-
ment, are termed “kippers” and “bloat-
ers.” ‘'TChese are particularly well
adapted for southern markets, Mr.
Leonard said. !

SOME MARKETED FRESH.

Some of the Bay of Fundy fish, Mr.
Leonard continued, are marketed fresh
in Canada and the United States. Make
and pollock are salted for export trade.
At Grand Manan, the speaker remark-
ed, huge quantities of herring are
caught. . These are shipped to South
America, British West Indies, Jamaica
and other markets, Mr. Leonard said.

“Much larger quantities of Bay of
Fundy fish could be shipped if mar-
kets could be provided,” the witness
declared.

Mr. Leonard related that three years
ago a local shipper of salt fish went
out of business and when hé, Mr.
Leonard, attempted to get a grip on
the market he met with certain trade
difficulties which had sprung up since
the shipper’s retirement. The witness
said that fish dealers hgre are not
lamiliar with conditions pertaining to
markets, especially southern markets,
unless they have made personal investi-
gatlons.

Sir Andrew declared that this was

‘ purely a trade matter and could be
best attended to by men in the fish
; business. Mr. Leonard replied that
trade commissioness should make it
their business to find out market con-
ditions, especially in southern countries,
end inform the fish dealers of the
country they represent of their find-
Ings. This closed Mr. Leonard’s hear-

DR. MACLAREN TAKES STAND:

Dr. MacLaren said he also wished to
make some mention of the exports and
imports of Canada. Speaking of the
fmports first, the witness said that at
the present time over 99 per cent. of
British goods coming into the Domin-
fon were routed through Canadian
ports. Goods imported into Canada
indirectly, through United States ports,
amounted to 4.7 per cent. of hgr over-
geus exports, Dr. MacLaren said.

‘the old country to Canada.

United States ports. The contrast
may be seen when it is realized that
American ports did 4.7 per cent. of
our import business and 86.2 per cent.
of our export business,” Dr. MacLaren
explained.

40 PER CENT. MORE WANTED.

“In 1925, the speaker continued, “I
believe almost 40 per cent. of our total
exports went through American ports.
It is this approximate 40 per cent. that
the Maritime Provinces want to lay
their hands on. It is the exports,
rather than the imports, that we are
concerned in. The Maritimes want to
secure a sybstantial share of this 40
per cent,” Dr. MacLaren stated.

B. M. HILL APPEARS.

Burton M. Hill, ex-Minister of Pub-
lic Works, appeared before the com-
mission and said he thought the
Federal Government should increase
their grant to the trade and commerce
department of South Africa, New
Zealand, Australia and South America
to enable the trade commissioners there
to expand their investigations regard-
ing markets to a wider arza. Mr. Hill
asked the commission to investigate
this.

Mr. Hill declared that the Maritimes
are discriminated against in the matter
of freight rates on fish shipments.

“If the Maritime Provinces are to
‘prosper along with the rest of Can-
ada,” Mr. Hill said, “we must have
fair freight rates for these fish ship-
ments.”

CULLIGAN NAMED
BY CONSERVATIVES

Former Member Again Chosen
For Nomination in Resti-
gouche-Madawaska

AMPBELLTON, Aug. 3 —
Arthur D, Culligan, of Jacquet
River, late representative for this
constituency in the Federal House,
was the unanimous choice of the
Conservative convention, held here
tonight, as their candidate for Res-
tigouche-Madawaska, in the coming
elections. The meeting tonight
was well attended, many delegates
from various North Shore points
attending, and only the one nomi-
nee was mentioned, D. A. Cham-
poux was chairman, Max D.
Cormier, of Edmundston placed
Mr, Culligan’s name before the
_meeting,

Mr. Cormlier spoke briefly of the col-
lapse of the King government and said
there was need for a return to sound
and honest administration of the
country’s affairs. He declared that the
Conservatives of Madawaska would
stand solidly behind Mr. "Culligan and
that he would have a  much larger fol-
lowing in that county than he had last
fall.

SECOND NOMINATION.,

Manion, postmaster-general of Canada,
would speak in Campbeliton on Aug-
ust 14

support to the candidate and stressed
the need of giving Mr. Culligan a
strong majority. He also was very
optimistic of the outcome of the com-
ing election.

The other speakers at tonight’s meet-
ing which was considered very suc-
cessful, were Henry Diotte, M.L.A. for
Restigouche; Dr. Paquet, the Conser-
vative candidate for Bonaventure
county, Quebec, and Major Paquet who
contested that constituency last year.

Old Style Pot Roast—Take a piece of
fresh beef weighing about five pounis
and from which nearly all the fat has
been removed. Wash and place in pot
with barely erough water to cover and
set over a slow fire. Stew for about two
hours; then sslt witk about half a tea-
sproon salt and add one-quarter teo-
gpoon pepper, and simmer for possibly
20 minutes lorger—try with long fork to
be sure it is tender. Continue to boil
until there is not more than a cup and
a half of water in the pot, then remove
reast from pot and pour gravy into a
bowl. Put a large lump of butter (a
tablespoonful) in the bottom of the pot,
dredge the meat with flour and return
to pot to cook until brown. Turn often
to prevent burning. . From the gravy
that you have roured into the bowl now
skim all the fat. Wet a tabjespoonful
of flour witt three tablespoons of water,
making a paste which you must next
stir into the gravy and pour this into
the pot with the now browned roast.
Boil for 10 or 15 minutes, according to
how thick you wish your gravy, and
serve. .

Apple Srow—One pint apple sauce,,
strained, whites of two eggs, cunful of
whipped crecam. Make the .apple sauce
by stewing sour apples, adding just
enough water to cuver in ths pot. Boil
until ja pulp, then strain throygh a fine
wire sieve.

)remises and see the children. There
were 17 members present and they
expressed themselves as greatly
pleased with the conduct of the in-
stitution and everything connected
with it.

Reports submitted were chiefly of
routine nature. The children’s health
was reported to bg excellent. Dur-
ing the month 18 children had
left the institution, six being adopted
and others going to their nearest
surviving relatives. A curious fact
noted was that there was a greater
demand for girls for adoption than
for boys, and it was stated that the
accomodation for boys between the
ages of four and 14 was full to over
flowing and there were many on the
waliting list. During the month 22
children were taken into the orphan-
age and the total number at the
end of the month was 204.

REPLY TO COUNCILLOR
SIMPSON,

To the Editor of The Times-Star:

Sir,—In your issue of July 29, I
notice a letter signed by Councillor
Simpson, which libellous letter-is a per-
sonal attack on me and the Purity Ice
Cream Co., as well as the Pacific
Diaries, who now hold the controlling
interest in the Purity Ice Cream Co.,
Litd. :

As far as the libellous statements

made regarding myself are concerned
the matter will be handled by my at-
torney, while the reference made to the
Purity Ice Cream Co. and the Pacific
Diaries will be handled by our director-
ate, who will deal with Councillor
Simpson’s criticisms and show=himyhow
far he is astray regarding the attitude
of these-companies to.the stockholders.
In consequence, I shall only deal with
his letter as it affects the general
public.

It is surprising the narrowness of
Councillor Simpson. You would almost
think that one occupying such an im-
portant position as he occupies would
ridicule the idea of outside capital com-
ing to a city for development purposes.
Is it not outside capital that has given
to Saint John practically all the im-
portant industries she has? Has it not
been outside capitalists who have, had
faith in Saint John, who have invested
their money and kept our few indus-
ttries in operation, thereby giving em-
ployment to our people? Was it not
outside capital that saved the Purity
Ice Cream Company from ruin, and in
consequence saved the local investors
in that company from a complete loss?

ers of the Purity Ice Cream Co. were
in any way responsible for one nickel
Deing invested .by our local interests,
but they did save the industry and thus
give employment to a large number of
people, and, in addition, spend thou-
sands of dollars annually in this city
for supplies; but apparently Councillor
Simpson does not approve of this
method of expansion. He, evidently, is
satisfied to travel along in his own
narrow channel, holding a good posi-
tion, but to Hades witK the' other fel-
low. But let us get down to business.

Pasteurization is the issue, it was.the
issue in the last provincial election in
the City and County of Saint John,
and from Councillor Simpson’s entry
into the discussion we judge that there
will soon be another election for coun-
cillor, and Mr. Simpson will be looking
for votes, and declares himself not
against pasteurization, but wants the
public placed in a position to obtain
either the pasteurized or raw product.
Now, Mr. Editor, I have expredsed
myself on various occasions, and par-
ticularly at the Board of Health meet-
ing held July 15, that I was perfectly
satisfied with the sale of Grade A. raw
milk, provided the regulations respect-
ing the sale be complied with, and
when you consider that these Grade
A. regulations were made by the pres-
ent government and- assented to by
Hon. Dr. Taylor, present Minister of
Health, does it seem unreasonable that
these new regulations, which were
framed specifically for the Saint John
County farmers, should be disregarded
and in many cases an adulterated raw
milk delivered to the unsuspecting con-
sumer and not one -dealer with a
license permitting him to sell Grade
A. milk, or any other milk.-

All that I asked for was fair treat-
ment to the plants, and served notice
to the Board of Health that unless this
illegal distribution of raw milk be
stopped the plants would put upon the
market a superior raw milk than was
now being distributed.

Councillor Simpsen says: “Mr.
Tilley’s anxiety is 99 per cent. in re-
gard to these commercial interests and
one per cent. dbout the community or
health interests.” Let us analyze this
statement: If we did not have the
health of the community at heart we
could close the pasteurization and clari-
fication end of our business and dis-
tribute raw milk, thereby saving all the
expense of this work and at the same
time obtain for the raw product the
same price these bootleggers are re-
ceiving now. There is only one
answer as to why we do not do this,
and that is the regard we have for the
public health.

Councillor  Simpson wonders what
the Donovans, the McAfees, the Car-
neys, the Gibsons, the Culeys, the
Creightons, the Desmonds, the An-
thonys, the Shillingtons, the Flewellings
and others think of my referring to
them as lawbreakers. Let us see how
much Councillor Simpson knows of
these-people. - Of those he has named
we find the Carneys, the Creightons,
the Shillingtons, the Flewellings are not
in the milk business, and should not en-
ter into the discussion, and as to the
others I have not made any specific
charge against any Saint John County
dealers, believing that this work of
locating the offenders belonged to the
Board of Health, and I am satisfied
that the Board of Health has the in-
formation necessary, but owing to the
resignation of their newly appointed
solicitor, Colonel Harrison, they so far
have no one to prosecute the offenders.

Councillor Simpson states in his let-
ter that people should have what they
want, a fine, broadminded attitude for
a councillor to take! Would - this
city not have been placed in a fine posi-
tion had he occupied the same position
he does now when sewer and water
supplies were needed; and the old cess-
pools and wells dont away with? Many
residents at that time fought against
these improvements and must have had

the same antiquated ideas then that
Councillor Simpson has now, viz., “Look
at me, I am still living.” He forgets
the number of little white caskets that
annually find their place in the grave-

necessary to make a personal attack
upon me, by casting dirty, low insinua-
tions. I have never met uncillor
Simpson, neither would I w him
if I did meet him, and, judging from
this method of attack, I should imagine
him to be about the size of one of the
microbes which infest the milk he is
defending. “Let the pebple have what
they want” is his motto in one breath,
and in thesnext he wants the Board of
Health to take hold of Prohibition and
stop the sale of rum. Why not let the

le have what they want? Why not
et the bootleggers do as they wish?
Why take away their rights? The traf-
ficking in rum Is not as dangerous to
the infants and children as the boot-
legging of illegal raw milk. We hope
that Councillor Simpson will familiarize
himself with this milk' question before
he further rushes into print, for if he

that there are only six Or seven county
dealers out of 43 who are today selling
raw milk. He has not got the popular
side of the question.

Just one other point: Councillor
Simpson refers to the money invested
in the Purity Co. by local investors.
Let me tell him what happened when
the late F. L. Potts, then Mayor of the
city, demanded that milk be sold at a
ower price, and called a meeting in
his office to hear the arguments of the
milk dealers as to why lower prices
should not prevail.

The county dealers were represented
at this meeting by an attorney, "wito

stated that if his clients were allowed !

to put raw milk on the market they
would agree to sell it for two cents

per quart less.~ A. L. Stern, the then |-

manager of Purity, at once saw the
point, and stated that two days 4ol-
lowing he would sell pasteurized milk
at a reduction of two cents. This evi-
dently made the county dealers (many
of them stockholders .in the Purity
Co.) dissatisfied, and almost all ot
them withdrew their business from the
Purity and gave it to another plant;
in so doing they took from the Purity
Co. a revenue of about $25,000 annual-
ly. Did they not deserve to lose their
invested capital? If they would not
support their own company, why do
they expect these Canadian capitalists
to hand them over their money to save
them loss?

N SOUTH AFRICA

position of the children and just
Declares Practice Will Pro-

Canadian Press Despatch.

LONDON, Aug. 3—The question of
the segregation of -the native races of
South Africa, which is of more than
ordinary interest to the people of the
British Empire at the present time be-
cause of the measures proposed by the

Hertzog Government to segregate the
natives to a considerable extent, was
touched on by Sir John Chancellor,
governor of Southern Rhodesia, in a
recent address to the Africa Society
here.

Sir John said there was no difference
of opinion among those who had
knowledge of South African conditions
that some measure of segregation of
the natives was essential to the com-
fort and happiness of Europeans and
natives alike and to the maintenance
of good will between the two races.

“But when we talk about segrega-
tion,” he said, “we must be quite sure
that we all s.ean the same thing. Ab-
solute segregation of the natives, that
is, their removal from all relationship
and contact with the white races,
would be impracticable and disastrous.
It would be economically impractic-
able and the Europeans would suffer
from complete segregation no less than
the natives. It would be disastrous to
the native population, for it . would
condemn them to moral, intellectual
and material stagnation, and experi-
ence has shown that to keep the Afri-
can races on the path of progress the
constant stimulus of contact with
European races is essential. When that
influence is withdrawn retrogression is
rapid and certain,

“We can not, however, prevent the
ambitious and advanced natives from
desiring to emancipate themselves
from the control of their ichiefs and
from forsaking the stagnant communel
life of the raal for a life of greater in-
dependence and opportunity. It is to

-their advantage and to the advantage

of their country generally that natives
shall leave their reserves and work un-
der Europeans on farms and mines.
Yet there is no royal road to a solu-
tion of the difficulties and problems.
Co justice, sympathy and common-
sense, firmly and consistently applied,
are the only means by which a modus
vivendi can be established.”

[EAGHERS RETURN
[0 COLLEGE, REVIVE
STUDENT HABITS

Thousands Living Lives of
Sophomores for 6 Weeks
~at Columbia

NEW YORK, Aug. 3—Thousands of
teachers from schools of all degrees in

all parts of the world are here,
leading the lives of college sophomores
for six weeks.

They are attending Teachers Collegs
at Columbia University. They live in
the same rooms, crowd the neighbor-
hood tea rooms and patrol the campus
with the fervor of undergraduates, ex-
cept for the dignity of added years.

These teachers, including about 500
principals, who in their home schools
hold undisputed sway, are considere(ﬂ
in the same category with the resd,
mainder of the 13,000 students taking
summer courses.

JOIN OTHER STUDENTS.

They join with the students in the
state clubs, the centers of recreation
for which meeting quarters are pro-
vided, and around trees reserved on
the campus. Forty-eight trees adjacent
to the Administration building have
small shields attached to them, each
containing the name of a state.

The shaded spot beneath each tree
is held inviolate from students from
that state and their guests. Here large
numbers recline on the grass and study
in an environment as quiet as some
segregated old college, although the
bustling city activities are only a few
hundred yards away.

STUDY HIGHER EDUCATION.

The teachers are working for Mas-
ter's degrees or otherwise preparing
themselves for advancement. Edward
J. Grant, registrar, said this was the
largest session in the history of the
summer courses, which were started in
1900 with an enrollment of 417
students.

Most of the teachers are concentrat-
ing on education, which in its subdivi-
sions includes courses in the teaching
of many subjects. 'The enrollment in
this course was given as about 16,000,
or two education courses for -each
teacher. The usual number of courses

taken by a summer student is three.
ALSO SEE NEW YORK.

Such idle time as they have can be
given to facilities which make it pos-
sible for them to study New York as
intendively as their text books. '

Excursions' are arranged to every |
point of interest in the city including
newspapers, factories, parks, the ship
yards and amusement centers. For-
other diversion there are musical pro-
grams and social affairs which give
the summer students as much social
activity as the students in regular
terms.

The rolls disclose that many teachers
return year after yegr. It is possible
for the holder of a B. A. to earn the
Master’s degree in four summer terms
without attendance at winter seme-
sters.

(1) We contend that what grain is
to the Prairie Provinces, forest prod-
ucts are to New Brunswick, and as
the Federal Government has con-
sidered it necessary in order to en-
able the western grain grower to
market his products, to enact legisla-
tion providing for very low rates on
grain to the head of the Lakes and to
Vancouver (we refer now to what are
known as the Crow’s Nest Pass rates)
they should be equally ready to place
the Province of New Brunswick in a
position to market its basic products
in competition with those from other
sources. ;

GENERAL ADVANTAGE

(2) The adjustment we will propose
will not work a hardship on any other
part of the Dominion, but on, the con-
trary will result in an expansion of
the newsprint industry in this province,
and a consequent increase in profitable
employment at home for our sons and
daughters, and a corresponding in-
crease in the purchasing power of the
community, together with a substantial
Increase in the supplies required of
coal and other raw materials, and of
other articles not produced in the
Maritime Provinces, but which can be
procured from other parts of the Do
minion, notably flour.’

(8) The development of our natura/
resources in the only way in whicn
this province can share in the pros-
perity enjoyed by other parts of Can-
ada, as it was expected when entering
Confederation we would share, and as
our forest products cannot be developed
to anything like their fullest extent
when we are obliged to absorb the dif-
ference in the cost of railing them over
the Intercolonial as compared with
Quebec mills, and furthew as there is

In order to compete in these mar-
kets it is necessary' to make prices
in competition with Europe and other
sources of supply and enter into con-
tracts extending over a period of 12
months, for delivery by liners in car-
load or lesser quantities, at stated
intervals, that is weekly, fortnightly,
or whatever terms of shipment are
agreed to in the contract. At present
we have to figure on an inland ex-
port rate of 151-2 cents per 100 ibs.
to Saint John, 17 1-2 cents to Halifax,
and, during the seven months of ‘the
year, of 25 cents per 100 Ibs. to Mont-
real. - The ocean liners, when they
transfer their sailings to Montreal, dur-
ing the summer season protect cxactly
the same ocean rates from thal port,
notwithstanding the additional dis-
tance and the greater marine risks,
that they do from Saint John or Hali-
fax, so that in reality, instead of hav-
ing any advantage in export business,
we are at a distinct advantage as com-
pared with Quebec mills, which have
the benefit of being closer to Montreal
and getting the same ocean rates for
the greater part of the year from ‘hat
port as we get from Saint .John or
Halifax during the winter season. Fur-
thermore, the railways, generally speak-
ing, during the winter season,- carry
overseass traffic from Ontario and
Quebec points to Saint John and Hali-
fax, at one and two cents per 100 lbs.
over the rates they charge to Mont-
real during the summer.

PREFERENCE HERE

Our suggestion is that either Saint
John and Halifax should get the pre-
ference in ocean rates as compared
with Montreal, that their shorter dis-
tance to overseas markets would seem
to entitle them to, or, failing this, that
the Maritime Province exporter and im-
porter, when obliged to use the port of
Montreal on account of the discontinu-

ance of the service via Sdint John or;

RELIEF FROM HIGH RATES

As in the case of newsprint and
woodpulp, we would strongly urge the
necessity of relief from the high freight
rates on lumber to United States points
and would suggest that shipments to
that territory be subject to a substan-
tial- assistance from the Federal treas-
ury.

In dealing with the question of news-
print, woodpulp and lumber, we have
covered three important classes of for-
est products which are actually being
produced in and shipped from the
Maritime Provinces at the present time
under most adverse conditions as far
as transportation costs are concerned.

SOME COMPARISONS

Earlier in our statement we referred
to the fact that our spruce timber is
particularly suitable for the manufac-
ture of high grade papers, such as
book, bond, writing, Kraft wrapping
paper, and all other papers made en-
tirely from chemical woodpulp. An-
other reason why it would be desirable
for us in New Brunswick to specialize
in the manufacture of these high grade
papers is that water power is not re-
quired in anything like the same extent
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We in Bathurst produce 75 tons
Kraft woodpulp daily, practically

all of which is shipped to converting
mills in the United States to be made

to paper. We could, and would be

prepared to, manufacture all of this
pulp into the finished article at Bath-
urst; provided the Federal Government
could, by trade treaty or otherwise,

able us to place it in'foreign markets.

There is not a large enough domestic

nsumption to absorb even the quan-

tity now produced in Canada.

SUGGESTIONS IN SUMMARY.

or elsewhere, and we wish to state that
all of our dealings with them have
been of a most harmonious nature,
and we have found them at all times
ready to accord us a courteous hear-
ing, when approached regarding rate
adjustments or on any other subject.
We further believe that the difficulties
they profess to encounter in getting the
United States railways to accept re-
ductions in their revenue are very real
difficulties, and we are further ready
to admit it to be quite possible that
the Canadian National Railways could
not afford to, in all cases or rates to
United States points, absorb entirely
out of its own earnings the present
differences between our rates and those
applicable from Quebec mills. We
could not, however, form a definite
opinion on this subject without know-
ing how the present rates are divided
as between the various carriers, this in-
formation not being public property.

EQUAL FRIEGHT RATES.

We would, therefore, submit that
in the case of newsprint paper from
Bathurst to United States points, the
same freight rates should apply as
applicable from Grand Mere and other
Quebec mills, and that the Federal
Government should either enact leg-
islation to provide for the protection of
the same rates or they should protect
the newsprint industry in New Bruns-
wick to the extent of the difference
between the published rates from Bath-
urst or other places in New Bruns-
wick where mills may be located and
the published rates from Quebec mills,
which difference is at present $1.20
per net ton.

OTHER MARKETS,

We have dealt now with rates to

ference between the rates applicable
from Quebec mills and the
charged from Bathurst, which differ-
ence is the same on woodpulp as on
newsprint, namely 6 cents per 100 lbs.,
but frequently it is necessary, in order
to secure business, to make still further
reduction in our prices to meet Euro-
pean competition. At the present time
our European competitors, who are lo-
cated in Norway, Sweden, Finland and
Germany, and who are in most cases
located adjacent to the seaboard, are
able, with their cheap labor, depre-
ciated currencies and low water freights
to deliver woodpulp, on the United
States Atlantic coast at about the same
figure as the price at our mill, and as a
result the competition from- these
sources is very keen. This competition,
of course, operates against Quebec pro-
ducers the sgme as ourselves, but we
submit that for the same reasons as
advanced in connection with newsprint,
we should be placed on a parity with
the Quebec producer, so far as freight
rates on woodpulp to United States
points are concerned, and in the case
of overseas business, we should have
equalized rates on the same basis as to
Saint John or Halifax, when we have
to export via the port: of Montreal.

OTHER FOREST PRODUCTS

Whilst on the subject of freight
rates, we must not overlook the fact
that, although it may be, and is de-
sirable to convert our saw mills into
paper mills, this must of necessity be
a gradual conversion, and even if ulti-
mately accomplished, there will still
be other classes of forest products, such
as pine and hardwoods, which are not
suitable for paper making, but which
must be converted into lumber.

In the meantime, however, unless a
very great number of lumber operators
in this territory are to be forced out
of business (and as stated previously
a considerable number have already

Good OId Days Have Passed When Fans Went to the
Park With the Hope of Seeing a Fight—OId Timers
are Out and Others Have Reformed

with a memory long enough to extend
back to the days when John McGraw
was “Muggsy” and his New York
Giants took batting practice on the
jaws of their opponents, took occasion

recently to lament the “lady like”
trend of the modern game.

When Roger Bresnahan, celebrated in
his playing days as one of the fightin’-
est of the fighting Giants, asked the
Pittsburgh police for police protection
during their last series in the home
town of the Pirates, the told-timers
lamented the reformation of the last
survivor of the told-time warriors.

McGraw established a new order of
things when he buried the “Muggsy”
part of his character, tucked away the
uniform that had been so familiar on
the coaching lines and went into mufti
to lead his team from the bench.

Larry Doyle reached the end of his
big league playing days and Art Flet-
cher graduated into the job of manager.
“0il” Smith, a scrappy young catcher,
who had heard of the old fighting
Giants and tried to keep the reputation
going, was turned loose and the other
members of the team were warned that
umpire baiting and fist fighting were
not esséntial qualifications of a ball
player.

In hig fighting days McGraw no
doubt was following a natural inclina-
tion that came from the old Baltimore
Oriole school to be a doormat for no
man and to fight for every point. But
this belligerence also may have been a
by-product of an equally natural lean-
ing toward showmanship.

The Giants always drew well on the
road regardless of the class of their
club. The fans saved their money to
vigit the ball parks when the Giants
were there to razz the scrappy manager
and sit in on a few fights that were
always threatened and many times
materialized.

In his maturing days, the fighting
nature of McGraw softened as might be
expected. Old men, as baseball rates
men of McGraw’s years, do not have
the fire and the spirit of youth and

MeGraw’s reformation, however, was
purely practical. No doubt he still has
an occasional inclination to ¢hastise an
umpore or have his players do it for
him, but as a man in the business of
winning pennants he knows that a star
ball player on the bench under suspen-
sion is of no value to the club.
