Intended to Fnstrate Tbetr American

Marshalltown, Iowa, Sept. 22.—There 
was great excitement in this city yester­
day, caused by the attempt of the 
Chicago, St. Paul & Kansas railroad to 
lay anew track through the east side of 
the city.

The company could not obtain per­
mission to build either from the property 
owners or the city authorities, and with 
the hope of stealing a march on tbe un­
suspecting parties, the company's 
road master with one hundred 
men commenced the work of laying the 
-ack early Sunday morning. The work 

was progressing rapidly until Mayor 
Ames and a posse appeared on the 
sow end arrested si* 
bosses for violating the Sunday laps. 
The men gave bonds and after being re­
leased attempted to resume their work.

The mayor and police drew their re­
volvers and the former threatened to 
shoot the first man who touched another 
rail This stopped the operations in that 
vicinity but the ipilroad men remained 
about the place until midnight when 
they dispeised. A number of spec­
ial police did duty all night 
and the county judge and sheriff had 
arrived at midnight to proceed against 
the railroad men if they attempted any 
further work. Interesting developments 
are expected when the matter is brought 
to court.

The ship Challenger of Bath, Captain 
Thompson, arrived in this port yesterday 
morning after one of the hardest ex­
periences which has ever fallen to the lot 
of a sailing vessel.

She now lies in the stream off N. Y. & 
N.: E. docks, but of the grand vessel which 
left England a month ago, one of the 
finest American ships afloat, there now 
remains but a sound hull, although 
that is somewhat battered,and the stumps 
of her fore and màininasls.

August experienced no particularly bad 
weather. On that date the wind started 
in from W. N. W., changing about 3 
o’clock in the afternoon to S. E. The 
captain then noting that the weather 
looked threatening called all hands 
to shorten sail, and clewed 
up the three royals, the mizzen 
topgallant sail and the upper mizzen top­
sail, hauled and furled main upper top­
gallant and foresails. The wind was now 
coming very freshly and the vessel was 
being steered right before it At 4.30 
all hands were furling tbe foretop sail 
and topgallant sails when the foresail 
blew out of the bolt ropes. The head 
sails refused to yield as the foresail did, 
and the fury of the wind carried away 
the jibboom, which in turn snapped off 
the foretop mast and topgallant mast 
All the men were either thrown into the 
sea or flung to the deck in the dismantled 
rigging.

•*Judging from my last experience, I 
should think the contrary would be the 
result I cannot at present state what 
arrangements will be made, but I have 
no doubt some members of the Irish 
party will visit the United States before 
Christmas.

“The government had another object 
in view—namely, to silence the Irish 
leaders until the landlords have succeed­
ed in collecting their rents in the dis­
tricts threatened with famine, owing to 
the potato blight I am well aware, at 
any rate, that the gravest consternation 
and rage has been excited in official 
circles by the speeches of some of the 
leaders, in which they pointed ont the 
iniquity of attempting to levy rents on 
people who were within a month or two 
of actual famine.”

Mr. Timothy Harrington, M. P., sec­
retary of the National League, also had 
a talk with the Herald correspondent 
In his opinion Balfour’s hand has been 
to some extent forced by the landlord 
party in Ireland, who feared for their 
rents, and hoped to cripple the resources 
of the league.

“It is pretty well known,” continued 
Mr Harrington, “that a struggle like 
that in Tipperary must of necessity be 
costly to both sides. It costs a great 
deal of money to bnild a new town, as 
we are doing in Tipperary.

“Balfour and the landlords hope that 
by frustrating our visit to America, and 
preventing our personal appeal to Irish 
and American citizens, they will soon 
exhaust our resources, and by conse­
quence starve the tenants into submis­
sion. Therefore, they arrested Dillon 
and O’Brien because, otherwise, these 
gentlemen could have started for Amer­
ica as soon as the summons was serv­
ed, and no one could have stopped them.

“They have now put them under a 
rule of bail to the extent of £1000 each 
to appear in. court, and failing to appear 
the recognisances would, ti tcuiNR, be 
estreated. I think the meanness of the 
government’s action is so apparent that 
to a great extent, the presence of Dillon 
and (XBrién iiVAmerica will be rendered 
unnecessary.

"I have no donbt our friends in Amer­
ica, recognizing the object of the govern­
ment, will readily come to the rescue 
and that whatever differences may have 
existed among them in the past will be 
forgotten in their eagerness to assist the 
people here. The mission to America 

! is a necessity, but whether it will be 
postponed or whether others will be de­
puted to take the places of those who 
cannot go, 1 am notin a position to say. 
Dillon, O’Brien and myself will talk 
the matter over, and arrive at a 
decision within the next few days.”

Patrick O’Brien and Davis Dalton, 
members of Parliament, and John Cul- 
linane were arrested this evening at 
Kingstown on the warrants issued at the 
same time as those for Wnu O’Brien and 
John Dillon.

Warrants were issued against Dillon 
and O’Brien,but only summonses,against 
the others.

Chicago, III. Sept. 20.—A pledge of a 
million dollars to the new University of 
Chicago was received by the trustees to­
day in a letter?from JohnD. Rockefeller 
who has already given the university 
$600,000.

The magnificent proffer was promptly 
accepted, and a committee appointed to 
arrange for fulfilling the conditions of 
the gift.

Mr. Rockfeller stipulates that $800,000 
of the amoont shall be used for 
fessional graduate instruction and 
low8hipe, $100,000 for theological in­
struction in the divinity school, and 
$100,000 for the construction of the di- 
vinitv building. Except in the last 
named $100,000, and the $1,000,000 
principal is to remain intact, and the in­
come at once be expended.

The present Baptist theological semin­
ary is to be made part of the university, 
and the seminary’s buildings at Morgan 
Park are to be utilised as cm academy.

paid. Traders are requested to bear in mind that 
certificates of verification are of no value what­
ever unless stamps covering the full amount of 
fees charged are attached.

3. Owners and holders of these official certifi­
cates are specially requested to keep them care-

for two years, and in order to secure their 
safe keeping it would be advisable to placard 
them in their places of business in the 
in which ordinary license certificates are done,

fh»t Is Now Going on and What Will 
be Going on * Few Days Later.

The exhibition buildings and gronnds 
resent a scene of unusual activity.

the present scarcely an exhibit has been 
placed upon the platforms and shelves 
erected for that purpose. Carpenters are 
busy—never so busy before in their lives. 
The indefatigable and fleet footed secre­
tary of the exhibition association,who has 
had not a moment’s peace of body or of 
mind during the past ten days is still 
rushing around preparing for the great 
opening Wednesday morning. Exhibit­
ors, it is true, are getting on the grounds 
now in large numbers, and they and 
their assistants find ample occupation, 
first, in constructing suitable stands on 
which to display their wares, and, sec­
ond, in arranging the exhibit itself, In 
the machinery 
left wing scores of 
engines, boilers, and machines of 
all kinds are being unpacked, and fitted 
together for use during next week or 
more. A railroad track fanning from 
the wharf right into the building facili­
tates the moving about of these massive

In front of the building proper, Mac- 
kay’s hugh tent has been erected for the 
purpose of showing his teas and oriental 
wares, and a new fence has been set up 
all around the grand entrance, guarded 
on each side by a small wooden house. 
Within the grounds three other tents are 
being erected for various purposes, 
while the drill shed ia being [utilized as 
an additional exhibition ball. In the 
western gallery of the main building the 
public school exhibit is being^arranged. 
Four apartments I have been set 
aside for this purpose, in two of which is 
displayed the model work of the fpopils, 
in another the needle work done in the 
respective standards and in the fourth 
the pen and pencil work of both local 
and outside pupils. The educational ex­
hibit is a highly interesting one, show­
ing as it does the work of the pupils 
done everyday in the schools.
