Rev. J. R, Seymour a well known
Methodist clergyman, who has spent
about eight years on various stations
in British Celumbia, and who for the
past two years has been stationed at
Dawson as the pastor of the Metho-
dist church there, is in the city. He
is on his way to Yale University to
take a post-graduate course in phil-
osophy in that institution. On the com-
pletion of ‘that course he expects to re-
turn to British Columbia and enter
the work here again.

Rey. Mr. Seymour, when interviewed
to-day, said in referring to conditions
affecting chupch work that after ex-
perience in various parts of the prov-
fnce of British Columbia he could say
that- the moral. conditions there were
quite as good as they were dn any

" place of its size in the provinece. The

An Interview with Mr. Seéymour
tended to show that in all respeets
Dawson was conducted as might be ex-
pected in a Canadian town. He points
out that in common with all mining
centres the discovery of riches was fol-
lowed by a rush of men, many of whom

were reckless in their lives. As is al-
ways the case there were many of the
parasetic class also followed the ad-
venturous miners. This is but the
usual history of mining camps. As
time advanced and more settled con-
ditions followed, the immoral element
gave place and gradually conditions
changed. This was noticed in Daw-
son as in all mining camps, and to- day
the law was well respected.
Questioned with regard to Rev. Dr.
Pringle’s action Mr. Seymour said that
as the pastor of a sister church he
did not feel that he should attribute
motives to him in his course. Dr.
Pringle, he said, had taken an active
part in pressing for moral reforms.
It was not for him (Mr. Seymour) to
find fault with that as his efforts were
similarly directed along those lines, As
to the methods employed to.accomplisn
the ends, that was a matter he said
that rested with the individual worker.
Mr. Seymour, however, said -that
while he could not read the mind of
Mr. Pringle and could not tell the mo-
tives that actuated him, there was no
doubt that many in the Yukon believed
that Mr. Pringle was actuated by
political motives. The statements had
been freely made that Mr. Pringle had
said that he had not been. properly
treated by the Liberal party and
would take the stump against that
party. This had undoubtedly lessened
Mr. Pringle’s influence with a consid-
erable portion of the population and

ROUTE OF STEAMERS
TO PRINCE RUPERT

Ports at Which Camosun Calls
on Her Way to Northern
Townsite.

Prince Rupert, June 14 —While the gen-
eral public generally believe that Prince
Rupert is some 500 miles up the Northern
coast from Vancouver, very little is known
about the exact route of the watery high-
way. travelled by the 8. S. Camosun,
which plies between Vancouver and the
Northern terminal. As a matter of fact,
after leaving Vancouver. on Thursday
evening the Camosun makes a continual
run through narrow channels, fringed
with innumerable islands, for a distance
of some 250 miles from Vancouver, when
she stops at Alert Bay, at which place
there is an Indian village and a tannery.
The next stop is at Hardy Bay, whichiis
a small fishing settlement about 278 miles
north of Vancouver. The next stop is at
-Namu, where there is a sawmill and a
cannery operatéed by Robert Drainey. The
next stop is at Swanson Bay, about 420
miles from Vancouver, where there is a
sawmill as well as a pulp mill. The next
port is at Hartley Bay, where there is an
Indian village and a sawmill. This port
is about 470 miles from Vancouver. The
next port 0f call is Clarkston cannery,
about 525 miles from Vancouver, and
about 25 miles further up the Coast and a
short way up the mouth of the Skeena
river is Port Essington, where much ac-
tivity is at present. Prince Ruperf, the
present objective point of the Camosun at
the present time is about 575 miles from
Vancouver.

TWO MEN DROWN IN
KLONDIKE RIVER

Fall Off Barge at Bear Creek
Dredge and Are Swept
Away.

Dawson, May 31.—The first drowning
accident of the season was recorded
yvesterday afternoon at & o’clock, when

two men employed on the Bear creek
dredge met their death in the Klondike.
Their names were Oscar Danielson and
Elizard Sans Terre, and both were ex-
pert river men, the former a native of

adian.

.The men were employed about the
dredge in attending to the lines and
looking after the “dea.d men"” to which
the cables were attached seeing that
no drift wood collected where it would
be in the way, and having other simi-
lar duties. Sans Terre had been with
the company two. years and Danielson
yas still in his first.

At the time of the accident they
were in a scow to the rear of the
dredge, where they could rot be seen,
and how they came to be thrown in
the water will never ge known. The
first intimation of the tragedy was
when one of the winchmen saw  them
in the current, drifting down stream,
and making .a desperate effort to save
themselves.

The dredge was immediately brought
to a standstill and the alarm given,
but before any assistance could be ren-
dered they had sunk out of sight and
only a ripple marked the spot where
they had disappeared. Upon investi-
gation the scow from which they had
evidently fallen it was found \to be
moored alongside the dredge, right side
up, and the only way in which the ac-
cident can be accounted for is that in
sculling the scow about théy lost their
balance and fell overboard.

Both the men were strong swim-
mers and made nc outery when they
hit the water, or if they did it was
not heard. Sans Terre in passing tried
to grasp a line that would have saved
him, but missed it by a few inches.
The 'current at that point is very
strong and the water is high and it
would be an unusually strong swimmer
who could save himself in the icy ele-
ment, handicapped with a suit of cloth-
ing and heavy boots,

Little hope is held out of the bodies
being recovered, unless they should
drift into an eddy eor their clothing
catch upon 4 snag. Both were young
men and as far as known unmarried.

LICENSES

TO CANADIANS

Gé.pt. Townsend Made Catspaw in Political Mare’s
Nest Evoked by Messrs. Barnard & Robertson
and Abetted by R. L. Borden

Ottawa, June 11.—The enterprising
Victoria Tory who shipped to his
\ friends, the opposition here, a political
blunderbuss, in the shape of “disclos-
ure” material regarding Pacifi¢ “whal-
Jing licenses, forgot to label it ‘“loaded.”
-The inevitable followed. Yesterday
s~e thing exploded in the hands of the
opposition marksmen, and what was
intended to take its place in the gcan-
| dal category was abruptly transferred
‘to the cemetery of withered hopes.
| But it did not die without disclosing
the fact that there are some gentlemen
in Victoria who, to' make political cap-
ital, are ready to| assail the action of
the government in encouraging a Vic-
toria enterprise.

About two months ago A.:Al McLean,
Conservative member for Queen’s, P.
E. 1., placed upon the order paper a
list of questions relative to the grant-
ing of whaling licenses in British Co-
lumbia. He had evidently been dele-
gated to make the inquiries by theé
legder of the opposition, who, of
eourse; in turn was primed by a poli-
tical friend in Victoria, whose identity
.will reach lifesize proportions on  the
canvas as this review proceedas.

A feverish thirst for information such
as that of Mr. McLean invariably pre-
faces a Tory attack of some sort, and
yesterday when it sputtered forth no-
body was surprided. But what most
sensible people will naturally want to
Know is, why did not Mr. Borden, on
behalf of his devoted party friends in
Vietoria, put up somebody other than
a Prince Edward Islander to discuss
the question of whaling licenses for
British Columbia waters? 3

' Mr. McLean first questioned the right
‘of the department of marine to in-
crease the Iimit in which no more than
one factory could operate, from fifty
to one hundred miles, claiming that the
Fisheries act did not give the minister
that much power. He then attempted
to show that the Pacific Whaling Com-
pany enjoyed a monopoly of the whal-
ing industry in British Columbia, and
chargéd discrimination, citing the ap-
plication of Capt. Townsend as an in-
stance.

The department, Mr. McLean contin-
ued, informed the captain’s representa-
tives in Victoria that before granting
the license they were anxious to as-
certain that it was not to be used for
speculative purposes, and inquiries
would be instituted. Capt. Townsend
réquired $100,000 to establish the under-

\ taking and had raised $40,000 or $50,000
in British Columbia.

Hon. Mr. Brodeur interrupted Mr.
McLean's narrative with a query as to
who would contro] the majority of the
capital, and forced the admission that
it would be .in the hands of a firm of
Norwegians ‘“who do business in Lon-
don, England.”

.Proceeding, Mr. McLean said that
the department informed Capt. Town-
send that no license could be granted
to him if his principal associates were
forefgners. But_ this was merely the
ostensible reason, sald the Prince Ed-
ward Islander—the real reason wasg
that the minister wanted to give the
license to a friend, the Pacific Whaling
Company. .

The whole ob-
Ject of the questions and discussion is
ag clear as a pikestaff. ‘“The minister
wanted to give the license to a friend,
the Pacific Whaling Company.” That
sounds so characteristically opposition-
like that it will bear repetition; it also
sounds ridiculous, coming from a man
who. knows as much about whaling li-
cenges in British Columbia waters as
a Fiji Islander bf the Rose of Sharon.

-Hon. L. P. Brodeur, minister of ma-
rine and fisheries, and Hon, Wm, Tem-
pleman, minister of inland revenue, re-

. plied on behalf of the governnmient, and
g!tgr they had finished the opposition
case was annihilated. Mr. Templeman|
was acting minister of marine and fish-
eriés when the matter was dealt with
last year, and was seized of the facts,
which Mr. McLean as not—truly a very

_important differénce.

Hon. Mr. Templeman very easily dis- |
posed of the charge that a monopoly
of the whaling industry was being fos-
tered in British Columbia by pointing
out that licenses had been granted to
G. A, Huff, of Alberni, and Dr: F, Hall,
Capt, Townsend, a well-known Victoria
mariner, he explained, in June, 1807,
made an application for a whaling fac-
tory license for Campania Island, off
the mnorth coast of Vancouver Island.
Some months previous to this—in Oc-
tober, 1906—Capt, Balcom, for the Pa-
cific Whaling Company, put in an ap-
plication for a whaling factory license
for Banks Island. These islands being
within less than thirty or forty miles
of each other, there was a conflict of
applications in view of the regula-
tions, which provided that stations
must be not less than one hundred
miles apart. Both complied with the
conditions of the act.

But there was a substantia] differ-
ence between the associates of the.ap-
plicants. The Pdeific Whaling: Com-
pany, of which Capt. Balcom was man-
aging director, were the pioneers in the
industry. Capt. Balcom had appreciat-
ed the possibilities of whaling in Brit-
ish Columbia waters, and after a thor-
ough investigation his company had es-
tablished a whaling factory at Sechart,
en the west coast of Vancouver Island,

a time the enterprise seemed to court
disaster, owing to their inability to
profitably utilize the whale products,
and it was pot until Dr. Rismuller's
curing - process was adopted, and the
doctor associated with the company,
‘that the tide turned the other way.
Ninety per cent of the capita]l invest-
ed -in the Pacific Whaling Company
was held by Victoria citizens, repre-
‘senting nearly $150,000.

With regard to_ the associates of
Capt. Townsend, the minister explain-
ed, when he went to Victoria last
summer he found that there were Nor-
wegian gentlemen on the ground wajt-
ing to get the license, They admitfed
that they wpuld - bring a Norwegian
steamer to British Columbia and en-
gage in the whaling business without
paying any duty on her, which, under
the act as it stood then, they could do.
The act had been changed since.

On the other hand, tne‘Pacitic Whal-
ing Company had to pay $7,000 upon
the steamer they brought to British
Columbia to engage in the industry.

Only one license could be granted
;within the limit in which both had ap-

‘plied, and taking all the facts into con-

sideration, he had granted the license
to the Pacific Whaling Company. Capt.
Townsend, ‘although not a consenting
party, realized the fairness of the de-
cision, and the minister expressed the
opinion that it was not the captain who
was behind the opposition in this mat-
ier, but the gentlemen who had acted
as hig legal representatives, Messrs.
Barnard & Robertson. They had sent to
the leader of the opposition some, let-
ters, all of which were on e, and _he

Certainly it seems nothing short of

"fatality for any citizen of Victoria to

oppose the action of the government in
this matter.

DespondencyALeads to Terrible
Family Tragedy at Belling-
ham.

Bellingham, Wash.,, June 17.—
Frank Eggleston was shot and killed
by his wife yesterday morning. The
man and his wife quarreled in the
morning and the end came when the
woman pulled a revolver and fired, The
police are investigating the case and
the coroner has been notified of the
shooting.

Eggleston was a shingle weaver at
the Puget Sound Mills and@ Timber
ecompany's plant. He was about 82
years old, and the couple had two
children, one 12 years and the other
10. For some time Eggleston has
been despondent. He was paying for
his house on the instaliment plan. He
often had made the threat that if he
lost.the house he would shoot himself
and his wife and children. Yesterday
morning he was more despondent than
usual. He took down his rifle’ and
tried to shoot the woman. The¢ gun
fatled to go off and he went.to the
room where the children were sleep-
ing and got some curtridges for it.

The wife grappled with him in an
attempt to save the lives of herself and
children. By this time Eggleston had
laid the gun on the table. The man's
superior strength soon began to tell
against the woman. She grabbed a
small 22-calibre revolver, and just as
he -was about to overcome the
woman she fired. The shot struck the
man just below the heart. S8he fired
again and this shot penetrated his ab-
domen. He died instantly.

PLAGUE BREAKS
_ OUT IN CARACAS

CITY IS VISITED BY -
' DREAD BUBONIC

La Guayra’s Record is 100
Cases Since Epidemic
Developed.

Caracas, June 17.—The dreaded
plague has at ‘last come to Caracas
which for a few months past has been
hoping against hope that it might be
spared from the scourge which had
stricken the neighboring port at La
Guayra., The city has awakened to the
full knowledge that the disease 'Is
here and the fact that the case is that
of an’'employee of the famous La India
cafe, one of the finest in Caracas; did
not tend to decrdase the general alarm.
It was realized that the presence of
bubonic plague in stich”quarters meant
that no séctioh of the city was safe
from its ravages. Recently an em-
ployee of La India cafe died suddenly
and it was announced that the cause
of death was tetanus or lockjaw, al-
though it became known that the body
was burned immediately and & watch
was set on the house by the police.

It was only to-day ‘that the people
became convinced that the plague had
got real hold on the city. Officially
no epidemic exists in Venezuela. Presi-
dent Castro’s decree of May 23rd an-
nounced the stamping out of the name-
less disease and the opening of La
Guayra to commerce. This decree has
not been revoked, although the port
hasg remained closed and there are
numerous cases there at the present
time.. The most reliable figures ob-
tainable from private sources givs
about one hundred cases in La Guayra
since the epidemic began two months
and a half ago. This is only a little
more than one case a day, but the city

has only a little over five thousand
Inhabitants,
No Passenger Traffic.

Wilhelmstadt, Cuaracao, June 17—
The steamer Aurora, which<4§ replac-
ing the Caracas of the Red lne, ar-
rived here to-day from Porto Cabello
with-the usual bili of health. She has
no passengers and while at” Porto Ca-
beilo no communication was allowed
with the shore.

Trains are’ running between La
Guayra and Caracas under quarantine
regulations, otherwise the situation
with regard to the bubonic plague at
La Guayra remains unchanged.

ASK GOVERNMENT T0
BUY OUT GOLDSTREAN

Mayor Hall Will Recommend to Council That Pro.
vincial Authorities Be Requested to Hand
Works Over to City at Actual Cost

(From Wednesday’s Daily.)

‘“The provincial government should
secure the Goldstream waterworks and
hand them over to the city of Victoria
at the actual cost of the works to date,
and I am going to recommend to the
council that the government be asked
to do s0,” is the statement made by
Mayor Hall in the course of a talk
about the water question. His worship
has given a great dea] of thought to the
water problem and has come to tertain
conclusions on the subject, upon which
the council will be asked to act. One
of these is that mentioned above that
the government, in view of the fact
that the legislature in 1892 legislated
the city put of its statutory rights at
Goldstream, should now buy out the
Esquimalt ‘Waterworks Company
works there and hand them over to the
city at what they had cost, the govern-
ment paying the difference between the
actual cost and the amount to be paid.
This was only fair. The city had, in
1873, been given all the water rights
within twenty miles, but the legislature
in 1892 had stepped in and had given
to the Esquimalt Waterworks Company
the waters at Goldstream, the particu-
lar property which it was intended by
the legislature in 1878 should be re-
served to the city for all time for water
purposes.

‘When seen about the matter this
morning Mayor Hall said: “After going
thoroughly into the whole question of
a water supply for the city I have come
to the conclusion that the provincial
government should secure the Gold-
stream’ watérworks and hand them
over to the city of Victoria at the act-
ual cost of the works to date, and I
am going to recommend to the council
that the government be asked to do so.
The act of\ the legislature in 1892 in
handing over to the Esquimalt Water-
works Company the water rights at
Goldstream was a straight and abso-
iute confiscation of rights conferred on
the city in 1878 by the same power
when all the water rights within twen-
ty miles of the city. It is to my mind
only fdir that the Ilegislature should
now repair the great injury that it did
this city in 1892 and the only way in
which this ean be done is to again put
the city in possessfon of Goldstream.
Acting under the powers conferred
upon it, through the confiscation of the
city’s rights, the HEsquimalt ~“Water-
works Company has spent quite a large
sum ‘of ‘upon a plantand is now
alss ‘asking'a large profit -om the Work
it has done as well ag an amount for
the good will of the business. In my
opinion the government should now
secure possession of the company’s bus-
iness and-should transfer it to the city
at the actual cost of the improvements
the government itself providing the
difference.

“rn addition to the injustice done the
city by the legislature it should be re-
membered that Victoria is the capital
of the province and is therefore on a
different footing from any other city
in British Columbia. Hven had not the
legislature confiscated the city rights
in thig matter it would be only fair that
the government should contribute sub-
stantially to a water supply for Vie-
toria. The capital of any country, state
or province should be an object of pride
to the'people of the respective country,
state or province of which it is the seat

of government. One of the things ab-
solutely necessary to the beautific
of Victoria is an abundant water sup-
ply and the people of the province as
a whole should rot, and I think would
not, object to the gn\’vrnmr-nt' glving
substantial measure of assistance to
the securing of that supply., The Do-
minion government for example gives
the city of Ottawa $60,000 for street im-
provement, Washington is maintained
by the United States government, whila
different measures of assistance are
given by other countrieg and states, In
Victoria the people of British Columbia
have as their capital one of the pret-
tiest cities on the continent naturally
but in order to make it all that nature
intended it should be in the way of a
beauty spot and a pleasant place in
which to live an abundant supply of
pure water is absolutely necessary,

“If the government had not confis-
cated Victoria’s water rights at Gold-
stream the city could, with reason,
have asked the government to contri-
bute the cost of installing a plant, so
that, having in view this confiscation,
I think that the government would be
acting fairly not only to the city but
also to the province at large in hand-
ing over the entire Goldstream proper-
ty to the city at its actual cost.

“As to the purchase of .the Gold-
stream property for the city’s use,
there is one thing I would like to point
out, and that is, that at present not a
gallon of water is being 'supplied from
Goldstream for domestic purposes by
the Esquimalt Waterworks Company.
All the water being utilized there is
being sold to the B. C. Electric Com-
pany for the purpose of generating
rower. The water that the Esquimailt
company is supplying to Esquimalt
and Victoria West is being drawn
trom Thetis lake, which is a separate
and distinct plant from the one some
miles away at Goldstream. The pur-
chase of the Goldstream property
would not in the least affect the ability
of the Esquimalt Waterworks Company
to supply its present patrons if the
company is very anxious to continue
in the business of selling water for
domestic purposes. If the city were to
secure possession of the Goldstream
property the interests of the B, C.
Electric Company would not be af-
fected in the least, for the city woull
be. bound to carry out the Esquimalt
Company’s contract with that corpora-

RAILROADS’ FIGHT

The suit against the railroads was
instituted under the Hepburn act, and
the constitutionality of that claus»
rests upon the decision of Judges
Dallas, Grey and Buffington, who are
sitting as an equity court. The rail-
reads attack the constitutionality of
the clause on the ground that it is not
a regulation but a “prohibition,” that
it is class legislation, that it consti-
tutes a taking of the companies’ rights
without just compensation, and that
the penalties provided for its infrac-
tion are excessive and prohibitive.

St. Louis, Mo., June 17.—The Missis-
sippi river, which has been steadily ris-
ing for the past three weeks, has
reached a stage of 33.7 feet, almost
four feet above the flood danger line,
and the levee is completely submerged.

ARTHUR L. ADAMS ON WATER
SITUATION.

The present water shortage is
not due to lack of water, but is
the result of lack of proper facil-
ities for distributing what there
h"’l'he new waterworks distribu-
tion system will be ready for op-
eration before next summer.

The people of Victoria are absolute-
1y assured of 2 first class water sup-
ply next year if his recommenda-
tions are carried out in all par-
ticulars. That is the opinion ex-
pressed by Arthur L. Adams, the ex-
pert, engaged by the city to solve thc
city’s water problem, and who is super-
intending the installation of the new
distribution system which will mean
an adequate supply for every resident
of the city, no mailter how dry the
geason, the source being Elk lake from
which the citizens are at present sup-
plied. Mr. Adams arrived in Victoria
yesterday and since then has gone
roughly over the situation and from th2
progress made by the city in the or-
dering of plant and supplies and n
the work on Smith’s hill reservoir, he
ie firmly convineceq that this is the last
year that Victoria will be troubled by
a shortage of water at any time dur-
ing the twelve months,

Mr. Adams is quite positive in his
statements in this regard and is equal-
ly positive as to the absolute neces-
sity for the Smith’s hill reservoir, no
matter from what source the city
eventually gets its supply, Elk la.kf,,
Goldstream or Sooke. This reservoir
je necessary, not only on the grounds
cf ‘ecoriomy, but also as a means of se-
curing the best possible result in dis-
tribution and for fire protection pur-
poses.

Mr. Adams said that he realized that
the people of Victoria would suffer
from a water shortage this year, but
it” could not be helped. Their only

FEven, however, if all fhe new mains
within the city limits were not laid,
the city would have an abundant sup-
ply of water on hand and everyone
would be supplied with all they might
need for domestic and sprinkling pur-
poses, as well as for fire protection.

As the matter now stood, the eity

With a
distributing reservoir in service, the
amount being pumped in from the
source would not vary, but when thers
was more than enough coming in to

But it was on a question of dollars
and cents that a 1eservoir appealed
perhaps most strongiy. Where a res-
ervoir ‘was not used it was necessary
to install ,pumping machinery and lay
pipes of sufficient capacity to provide
the amount of water required at the
hours of maximum use. This greatly
increased the original cost as well as
the cost of operation, the difference
being in the ratio of about one and a
half to four. Even then it was not
nearly so safe, because accidents were
Hiable to happen to pumping machin-
ery and piping at any time in whict}
case the supply would be shut off, untii
the deféct was remedied. Where a res-
ervoir was in use this would not make
so much difference for the reservoir
would always contain a sufficient
amount to tide over a shortage until
repairs had been effected. The benefit
of this in case of a fire was at once
patent.

Concerning the reservoir nmow in the
course of construction in this city, Mr.
Adams sald that the site on Smith’s
hill was almost an ideal one for such
a purpose. From it water could be
supplied to all but a very small portion
of the city, that in the neighborhood
of Rockland avenue, which was to be
provided for by a separate tank.

The Smith’s hill reservoir would have
a capacity of 16,000,000 gallons, which
in case of a breakdown of any kind
at the pumping station or in the feed
mains would last for several days. This
regervoir will be of cement and its con-
struction would be completed early
‘next year,

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INDIGNANT AT

LIBERAL CAUCUS
DISCUSSES OBSTRUCTION

Opposition Has Grossly Abused
Privileges—Roblin Revis-
ion in Manitoba.

Ottawa, -June . 16—At a . Liberal
caucus this morning the parliamentary
situation . was discussed. There was
no announcement relative to the elec-
tion bill, but it was determined to
carry out the government programme
of legislation before the close of the
session, 3

There .is great iyritation in the gov-
ernment ranks over the system of ob-
struction practiced: by the opposition
this session, and there is a -general
sentiment favoring a’ehange of the
rules of the House to make it possible
for the government or-the speaker to
put an end to debates which have
passed the bounds of reasonable dis-
cussion and have become pure o0b-
struction travesties. Most of the Lib-
eral members are ready to face their
constituencies and ‘prefer such a
change in the rules. They say they
can make it clear to electors that the
opposition has grossly abused its privi-
leges this session and made itself ab-
surd and reflected that absurdity on
the whole of parliament. There was
no announcement as to closure and it
is a step which will not be made with-
out further consideration.

The revision of the Manitoba lists is
now goigg on under the direction of
the Roblin government, while Mr,
Roblin has yielded to the arguments of
Mr., Borden and has allowed the re-
vising judges to adjourn from day to
day and continue the hearings.

MAY ADOPT CREDIT
SYSTEM OF WAGERING

New York Sportsmen Not Alto-
gether Nonplussed by Anti-
Gambling Law.

New York, June 16.—There is a pos-
sibility that the English system of
credit betting may solve the problem
which confronted the bookmakers fol-
lowing the passage:.of the anti-race
track gambling laws: hy the state legis-.
lature last ‘week. This ecannot be done
without risk of arrest, but it will be
only in the payment of wagers that
any danger will be encotintered. Ever
since the passage of the bills the police
have acted in a most ‘determined man-
ner to suppress gambling at the tracks
in every form, and even have gone to
the extent of not permitting three or
four men to talk tegether on the lawns
or in the field.

Assistant District . Attorfiey Elder of
King’s county, who ‘has been active in
the effort to enforce the:law laid down
in the measures, said: yesterday that
while he was as determined as ever to
stamp out the gambling evil at the
tracks, still there are some points
which cannot be ignored. He said to
get a clear case against a better or
bookmaker there must be a posting of
odds, passing of money or the con-
summation of some sort of contract.
Unless that could be proved there
would be no case against any person
arrested charged with violating the
anti-betting law.

Asked if this would not permit credit
betting at the tracks, Mr, Elder said
it probably would, but it would not
permit the payment, of wagers any-
where else at a later time, and that if
such payments were, made they very
likely would be taken cognizance of
by the officers and prosecutiens would
follow, ,

Mr. Elder was in conference ° with
Deputy Police Commissioner Baker to-
day. He said he wanted to deny that
there had been any trouble between
himself and the police department,

METHODIST VIEW OF
EARL GREY’S ACTION

BOWS ARE SHATTERED
OFF CAPE HATTERAS

Steamers Coya and Hugin in
Collision—Latter Limps
Back to New York.

New York, June 16.—With her bow
stove in, her gtem broken, and her fore~
peak flooded with water, the steamer
Hugin, which sailed from New York
for Cuba several days ago, limped back
to port this morning with a story of a
collision at sea. The other vessel, the
British steamer Coya, bound from the
west coast of South America, was also
damaged, but she succeeded in y&ach-
ing Norfolk without assistance, g

The collision occurred at 10.10, when
the steamers were 126 miles east by
south, off Cape Hatteras, They met
head on, and as both were heavily
laden, the impact was sufficient to
shatter the bows of both vessels.
Fortunately no one on either vessel
was injured, and after a féw tempor-
ary repairs had been made the steam-
ers started for port.

APPEALS ON" FLIMSY PLEAS.

Mexican Congress Passes Law to
Quicken Administration of
Justice,

Mexico City, June 16.—Congress will
adjourn to-day after one of the busiest
sessions held in recent years, No ac-
tion was taken by the legislature on
the different  anti-foreign measures
which have created so much discus-
sion, The last act of congress was to
pass an amendment to the constitu-
tion raising the Amparo law. This
measure was passed by the senate yes-
terday by a vote of 39 to 7. It pre-
vents appeal to the higher courts in
civil cases on flimsy technicalities, and
will greatly shorten the time neces-

sary to bring civil actions to judg-
ment,

COLLINS WITHDRAWS
: IN I. 0. F. ELECTION

Supreme Court to  Consider
Proposition to Settie Prob-
lem of Rates.

Toronto, June 16.—Harry Collins has
withdrawn from the contest for the
office ‘'of supreme chief ranger of the
1. 0. F. This announcement comes
from Colling himself. He will, how-
ever, run for the supreme {treasure-
ship. The re-election of E. G. Stevens,
the present supreme chief ranger, is
now assured.

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AN INJUNCTION
IS THREATENED

TO PREVENT SUPPLYING
WATER TO OAK BAY

Legal Aspect of Question
Brought Up at Council
Meeting.

The city council is threatened with
an application for an injunction re-
straining the city from supplying any
water to any person outside the city
limits until such time as there is suf-
ficient for the citizens. The following
letter from McPhillips & Heister-
man read -at night’s council meet-
ing. is gelf explanatory:

Gentlemen: Acting for a client who
claims to be injuriously affected by the
insufficiency of water supply in the
[city of Vietoria at the present time, wa
have to. point out to you; that, upon
the examination of the statutes gov-
erning in the matter, that in our
opinion the corporation of the c¢ity of
Victoria and the commissioner, acting
under the corporation of - Victoria
Waterworks Act 1873 and subsequent
acts, are, in duty bound to the exclu-

sion of the supply to any other per-
sons or corporatioqs to supply a suffi-
cient quantity of pure and wholesome
water for the use of the inhabitants
of the city of Victoria.

Now what do we find the facts to
be? The citizens are being deprived
of water at certain times and at no
time are able to receive a sufficient
quantity of water; yet, although that
is the condition of things, personsg and
corporations outside of the corporate
limits of the city of Victoria are being
supplied with water.

It is respectfully submitted that if
the aid of the courts is taken that
unquestionably upon facts which can
be proved, an injunction would go
prohibiting the supply of water out-
side of the corporate limits, until such
time at any rate as the inhabitants
of the city of Victoria were in receipt
of a sufficient quantity.’ In short the
ratepayers and inhabitants of the city
of Victoria are being inconvenienced
and are being seriously damaged, both
as respects health . and deterioration
and destruction of property because of
the unlawful action in not supplying,
in pursuance of the statutory require-
ment that sufficient quantity which is
called for and being uhable to do so by
the unwarranted supply of water out-
side the corporate limits.

Further it is respectfully submitted,
that with the assent of the ratepay-
ers 8 large sum of money has been
made available for an eéfficient supply
and no. expedition .is being shown in
the way -of increasing the supply of
water which can be easily accom-
plish.” Should,’ however, it be contend-
ed that it is not possible ‘to 'give,
what may be said to be a sufficient
supply to all the present consumers
of water, it is ‘a patent fact that the
statutory duty cast upon the corpora-
tion of the city of Victoria and the
commissioner, is to supply a sufficient
quantity to the inhabitants of the city
of " Victoria to the exclusion of any
other supply. This, therefore, war-
rants legal action being taken to com-
pel the corporation of the city of Vic-
toria to desist from the supplying of
water outside the corporate limits
when it is not possible, apparently, to
supply that sufficient quantity to the
inbabitants of the city of Victoria.

Quite apart from  these facts, our
opinion is that there is a statutory
duty to provide that sufficient supply;
even were it that the cutting off of
the outside’ customers would net ad-
mit of a sufficient supply being given.
However, it is clear that if those.out-
side the city limits were not supplied
with water there would be nécessarily
a larger supply for the inhabitants
within the corporate limits, It is
hardly necessary, of course, to enlarge
upon this, as’it naturally follows.

‘We might. point out how inequitable
it iz that the rdatepayers and inhabi-
tants of the city of Victoria should be
incommoded and damaged when they
have to pay the rates for the main-
tenance of the water system and those
who are without the corporate limits
pay nothing.. It may be said in gh-
swer that those without the corporate
limits pay a larger price for water
supplied to them, but that is really no
answer, as thg primary and absolute
duty is to supply the inhabitants of the
city of Victoria.

We would, therefore, respectfully re-
quest that we be advised at an early
date of what course is intended to be
pursued and whether.the present situ-
atign is to be maintained, causing such
irreparable injury,- because if that is
the decision it will become necessary
to take legal proceedings in the mat-
ter.

In passing it may be pointed out
that many of the inhabitants of the
city of Victoria, especially those upon
the higher levels, have expended
thousands of dollars beautifying their
grounds, the planting of trees, shrubs,
ete., and serious damage is ensuing,
and still greater damage will occur,
and this is a damage, which, as we
have said, is irreparable, or largely so
and a damage which should fall, right-
ly; upon the corporation of the city of
Victoria and the commissioner, owing
to the breach of duty which is palpa-
ble upon a review of the statute law
and the facts to be taken into con-
sideration in connection therewith.

HEARD CLAIMS
OF KAMLOOPS

GOVERNMENT WILL
MAKE REPLY TO-MORROW

Rivalry Shown . Among Up
Country Towns for
Trade.

For the purpose of urging the North
Thompson route to Yellow Head in
place of the Revelstoke-Columbia
river route, which the Revelstoke depu-
tation put before the executive -com-
mittee last week, a deputation from
the Kamloops Board of Trade, con-
sisting of J. S. Robinson, Capt. E. T.
Nash, John F. Smith, Frank Rushton
and M. J. Gordon, yesterday afternoon
waited on the premier and his. col-
leagues in the treasurer’s office at the
parliament buildings.

J. 8. Robinson, the leader of the
deputation, and mayor of Kamloops,
laid before the council the outline of
the plang and the route which they
hold will be superior to that placed
before the government by the people
from Revelstoke, particular attention
being drawn to the fact that by the
North Thompson river navigation is
opén for 120 miles for four to five
months in the year, while the building
of 80 miles of wagon road would en-
able supplies to be taken into the Tete
Jeune Cache region at all seasons,
while the abundance of feed throughout
the country would enable stock to be

der the most favorable conditions and
at the lowest possible cost. He said
that there were 145 settlers already on
the first 112 miles, where supplies for
the maintenance of animals could be
purchased if required in large qudnti-
ties,

Captain Nash spoke at some length
in supporting the proposed route as
against that of the Revelstoke depu-
tation, and affirmed that the same large
area of 200,000 acres could be opened
up by the proposed route as by the one
put forward by the Revelstoke people.
This land is that surrounding Canoe
creek region.

Mr. Smith expressed himself as be-
ing familiar with both the' routes, and
speaking fro mthe point of " thorough
experience on the matter he was able
to say that the route by the North
Thompson was in every way superior
to the other, and possessed all the ad-
vantages. Also it had plenty of feed
and horses, and stock could be fed
throughout the year. Horses could be
wintered, which could not be done on
the Columbia river route, 3

Smith and the other membérs of the

ness of the Revelstoke route; it appear-
ed that the people’ of Revelstoke who

country differed considerably, for while
the Revelstoke people maintained that
the Thompson river route.was impas-
sable, the deputation from that region
yesterday asserted it was the other
way about, and the impassable mut‘g
was that which the Revelstoke Board
of Trade had last week put before the
Premier. :

Yesterday, after Mr, Smith had got
through showing the errors . of the
Revelstoke route, the premier asked
several questions and took a spirited
part in the debate. In reply to ques-
tions, Mr. Smith said that he would
undertake to make the distance over
the Noth Thompson ,route gquickee
and more heavily loaded' than by the
other route. He said that if the Revel-
stoke people wanted $100,000, they
would only require $40,000 for the
North Thompson route, and that the
cost of the bridging required was in-
cluded in the meney named. Captain
Rushton said he has lived in the .re-
gion for years, and knew of no, better
route for the taking in of G. T. P. sup-
pHes, but even if the trail was not used
for this purpose the timber was there,
and its mineral wealth was unques-
tionable.

Mr. Gordon, in reply to the premier,
said that the freight rates to Kam=
loops were $1.09 per 100 pounds, while
to Revelstoke the grade was very
heavy, and the rate was an additional
60 cents per 100 pounds, >

Mr. Robinson remarked. that they
were making arrangements with in-
tending G. T. P. tenderers with a view
of settling on the possibility of takmg
in their supplies'by this route, when
the premier replied that possibly. the
contractors might be willing to put up
the $40,000 required. g

In reply to the deputation the pre-
mier said: “The North Thompson river
valley is not at.all unknown to us, for
my colleague, Mr, Fulton, keeps us
well acquainted with the development
of that particular section of the pro-
vince, With regard to railway supply
freightage, however, it is quite true
that we recently received ‘a delegation
from Revelstoke, and promised them an
answer—as far as this can possibly be
given—to-morrow evening. And so with
reference to this application of yours
this afternoon, we can only give you
the same answer, that we will carefully
look into the merits of your case, and
give you the result of our deliberations
to-morrow evening. It seems to me
that the first thing to be settled is the
accuracy of the report, that thése G.
T. P. contractors really intend to bring
in their supplies through British' Co-
lumbia territory; and then it will be
quite competent for us to examine the
matter of making an extraordinary ex-'
penditure. And I am quite satisfied
that in the absence of specific evidence
of that kind it would be a very diffi-
cult thing indeed not to come to the
conclusion that it would be unwise t®
make In the meantime any expendis
ture on any one of the three suggested
roads, either from Golden or from
Revelstoke, or from Kamloops.

_city has outgrown the supply of water
‘available when the improvements at
Bk Lake are completed it ‘will not be
beyond our financial ability to go to
Sooke Lake. If we are compelled to do
that, it will be then opportune to con-
sider who is responsible and to intelli-

That is our position upon the sub-
ject of water supply. . {We cannot un-
derstand why the Colonist should fiy™
into' a rage about it.

THE PROVINCES AND
THE CHINESE HEAD TAX..

N 1t is argued, with a logic that limps
- most wofully, that British -Columbia
‘ should receive the statutory proportion

of the head tax colleéted from all Chi-
nese entering /‘Canada no matter what
province they are destined for. The
argument . advanced f{s that all the
«Chinese coming  in eventually gravi-
tate towards British Columbia, and
that consequently, as we have to bear
the burden of their presence eventual-
ly, we should, as a province, receive
all the rgcompense provided by statute.
As a matter of fact, it is well known
there are thousands of Chinese in
the other provinces who have gone
there from British Columbla, who have
done well there, and will continue to
live there and prosper until the end of
their days. When they take their de-
parture it will be ' to be deposited
amongst their ancestors in the Flowery
Kingdom. British Columbia is the dis-
Aributing point for these people, and
the treasury of the province will con-
tinue to receive the larger proportion
of the benefit from this source of rev-
entue. There is no data upon which a
reliable estimate can be formed bear-
ing upon the question, but it is gener-
ally agreed that the h’ongolian popu-
‘lation of the province is decreasing.
The housewives of British Columbia

can bear effective testimqny to that

aspect of the matter. And there is no
doubt that, as long as the present law
continues in force, we shall continue
to recelve the larger proportion of the
tax, while the indications are that the
éastern provinces will have an increas-
ing proportion of the Chinese. In any
case, can any reasonable argument be
advancéed against, we shall say, the
province of Ontario receiving its share
of the head tax upon a Chinaman
booked through to Toronto with the
intention of settling there? The pro-
posed ,at_'nnxeme'nt is equitable and
fair, The fact that it is objected to at
al]l simply shows how hard itlis for the
opponents of the Dominion government
to find a reasonable pretext for an at-
tack.

FEDERAL AND
PROVINCIAL ELECTIONS:

It is- a'poor heart that never re-
Jjoices, so it must be a spiritless politi-
cal party in which the springs of hope
are permently dried up. The opposi-
tion at Ottawa is described by Conser-
vative newspapers as greatly cheered
by recent elections in the provinces o{
Ontario and Quebec. In the one pro-
vince a Conservative government gain-
ed a sweeping victory; in the other a
Liberdl government achieved success
no less pronounced. The net result is
reported to be very encouraging to the
minority led by Mr. Borden, Of course
a signal victory is again predicted for
the federal Conservative party at the
pending general elect'ions. But we were
told with equal confidence in 1900 and
1904 that victory was in the air—that a
mightly wave of Toryism had gathered
in the East and was about to sweep
across the continent, to carry ruin and
desolation into the ranks of the Liberal
party. However, the electors could not
be stampeded by such palpably flam-
boyant assertions. They considered
their ways carefully and were wise,
The country had increased in prosper-
ity undér Liberal rule, and on each oc-
casion the verdict given expressed a
substantial growth of confidence in the
Laurier government. Apropos, the To-
ronto Star remarks:

“The World asks what the effect of
yestérday’s elections will be on the
coming Dominion situation. We have
seen no evidence whatever that the
electors connected the two events. The
Ontario election was fought purély on
provincial issues. It is the practice in
Canada to give a government - more
than one term of office, and there was
notmng in ‘the present sftuation to
prevent the Wh“ltney government from
taking advantage of that practice:
There was no great scandal, .and there
wasg . no great issue, y

“Furthermore, it is hot the practice
of the people of ‘Canadd to supfport thh
saftié ‘party in fedéral ahd provincial
elections. 'Nearly all the time that the
Liberals were in _power in .Ontario, the
Conservatives ~were in power in Ot~
tawa. Until the aeteat of the Domifiion
Conservative party ‘in 1896, nearly all
the provlnclal govemments were . in
the hands of the Liberals. As soon. as.
the Liberals came into power at Ot-
tawa they began to lose in the pro-
vineial élections. In Great Britain the
electors preserve the balance of power
by frequent changes. In Canada they
try to achieve the same result by giv-
ing their confidence to one party in
federal affalrs and to the gther 'in
provincial affairs.”

WATERLOO AND AFTER.

To-day is the anniversary of the
Battle of Waterloo and also of the de-
claration of war by the United States
in 1812. Ninety-three years seems a
long time to look back, but it'is a com-
paratively short time in the history
of hations. The two great repubucs of
the world are to-day the best friends,
if not actually contracted allies, of
Imperial Britain. The feuds of less
than a century ago have been .buried,
dnd the prospects are that never again

wil® ancient grievances be resurrected. ]

The world is marching ofi, and leaving
unjustifiable methods of settling inter-
national disputes behind_ it. France,
the United States and area.t Britain
are foremost in all good works for .the
amelioration of the condition of struggl-
ing humanity. The 1ast thing enlightened
statesmen think of is the ‘‘dread arbi-
trament of war.” But while this is
so, and while it is upiifting to the soul
to think it is so, we may as Britons
be pardoned for looking ‘back with pride
upon the glorious achievements of our
forefathers. Under the circumstances
which prevailed in the year 1815, con-
sidering the ambitions of the First Na-
pole&n, it was necessary for the peace
of the world and the maintenance of
the then “balance of power” that the
people of Great Britain, although en-
compassed round about by many com-
plications which threatened their very
existence‘'as a nation, should’make sac-
rifices in their determination to upset
the programme of the usurper. And,
although the nation was hard put to
it financially and otherwise,” although
it had an American war upon its hands,
the task was accomplished. Eu-
rope was saved, and Canada was pra-
served to eventually become the most
important of all the Crown’s pos-
sessions.

upon with honest pride as the most
glorious in the history of the race. To-
day we should unite in doing honor
to the great Iron Duke and the herotes
who fought under him upon the his-
toric field of Waterloo, who saved Eu-
gope and changed the history of the
world.

William Henderson, S. R: Newton, F.
B. Pemberton and J. Herrick McGregor.
Mayor Hall presided.

Reeve Oliver -opened the meetmg by
explaining that the reépresentatives of
Oak Bay were not present to raise any
objection nor to.make any kick. Theéy
were there to arrange a number of
sms]l. mattérs of mutual interest and
some big matter, the water quéstion.
The peoplée of Oak Bay realized that
they could not hope for much in the
way of water this year, but they
would like to discuss next year’s sup-
ply.

Among  the smaller mattérs to be
taken up were the surface drain at the
Willows, the control of the _exhibition
grounds, the maintenance of Inter-mu-
nié¢ipal roads ‘and seme matters rejate
ing to sewerage.

Mr;’ Oliver éxplained that the surfaze
drain’ 4t the Willows had been put in
shape’ by the Oak Bay council under
the g_ilection of Mr. Devefea
the city's sepvice. At the T e ‘it had
béen understood that- the’ city wolald
bear a portion of the cost d&s the drain
served a large amount of c¢ity pro-
perty, although it ran through Oak
Bdy. ‘The Oak Bay council had written
the city about the mattér last October,
but. had not, ‘up- to the present, re-
ceived any seply. The amount which
the city wa8 asked to pay was: $283
or half 'the cost of the work, although
the city acreage drained was four
times the acreage benefited in Oak Bay.
The Oak Bay council were willing- to
accept Mr. Devereaux’ figures in the
matter.

Mr. Pemberton pointed out that Oak
Bay would not have to keep this drain
open if it had -not to drain the city’s
property, Mayor Hull suggested that
by- using tiles this drain might * be
cloged in, but Mr. Pemberton pointed
out that it would be impossible to put
in ‘a- tile drain large enough to carry
off the water from the city property
in° winter, HEven the.open drain had
not been large enough to do so last
year and a large lake had formed on
the city’s property as a result.

Mayor Hall promised fair considera-
tion of this matter:

The matter taken up by Reeve Oliver
was the control of the exhibition
grounds and the up-keep of the street

{.leading up to thHem, These grounds had

an-acreage of 681 acres, of an assessed
value of $81,350, while the city dlso
owned 11 acres at the Old Men’s Ho! g
valued at $21,000, making a total of city
property in Oak Bay of $101,350, which
could not be taxed by the latter. Oak
Bay must bear all the expense of polic-
ing the grounds and providing for the
safe-keeping of all persons arrested
at the time of the annual fair. This
had run into a big bill last year,

Mayor Hall said thdt as he under-
stood the exhibition association had
paid this; but Reeve Oliver did not
think so. He pointed out that the fact
that the city property in the muni-
cipality was exempt meant an“annual
loss of $814 to the Oak Bay municipal-
ity, and the latter had to make up the
cost of administering the law on the
city property by the issue of licenses.
He didn’t think that it was asking too
much to request the ¢ity to ‘meet all
sthe extra expense to which the Oak
Bay municipality was put by reason
of the exhibition grounds being locat-
ed within its borders. Then the neces-
sity for issuing licenses would be .re-
moved.

Several .members of the city etuncil
agreed with this, and the matter will
be taken up by that body following a
receipt of a letter on the subject from
Oak Bay.

In connection with the exhibition
grounds, Mr. Oliver said he would like
to bring up the quéstion of the road
leading -from Cadboro Bay road to the
entrance to the grounds. This was re-
quired solely for exhibition purposes.

Mayor Hall said that the exhibition
association would like to have a branch
of the B. C. Electric railway run down
to the entrance of the grounds from
the present treminus., The angle at the
turn of the streets, however, was too
sharp for a line to make the turn, and
he suggested that the Oak Bay muni-
cipality expropriate sufficient land to
allow of the turn being done. TIf this
were done a spur could be run into
the grounds on whigh the company
could place cars late’ in the afternoon
for the purpose of allowing people of
boarding them early and safely. He
referred particularly to women and

children. He might also say that the

B. C. Electric railway- was very: much
in favor of the buil®ing of this line.

ATd. -Hend¢rson sald thatthe road
Rading te the sghfbition grounts was
fiot wide enough fe alisw of trucks be-
ing 1aid upon it.

Councilfor -Newton replied that the
roadway could be widemed by putting
in a tile drain, while. Counciller Pem-
berton remarked that the street would
have to be widentd ten feet.

Reeve Oliver gauve it as his opinion
that Oak Bay counld fiot expropriate for
this purpose.

Ald, Hall wanted to know if the ex-
hibition was not of some benefit to
Oak Bay that it should not contribute
to the cost of this road, to which Reeve
Oliver replied that the exhibition was
a city affair,"puré and simple, and the
city should look after this road.

Ald,, Gleason expressed the opinion
that the city should pay, at least, half
the cost of keeping up this road, which
was now in very bad condition, and
should be improved at once.

It was suggestéd that the road be
improved on- the 1loé¢al improvement
plan; the city bearing half the cost and
the adjoining. property owners the re-
mainder, but the Oak Bay men did not
think the property owners woull agree
to this,

Ald. Cameron said that as far as the
road was concerned he did not think
the city was called upon to do very
much now, The city used the road only
in the summer, when the weather was
dry, and it would do as it was for the
present. He thought, however, that a
new sidewalk should be built on the
west side of the ‘road and the present
one repaired.

The city counecil will -take up the
Wwhole matter, and it is likely that the
new sidewalk will be built,

Inter-municipal roads was the next
subject touched upon by Reeve Oliver.
There was really only one such, the
Foul Bay road, but there were others
such ag the beach -drive, in which the
city was. directly. interested. In con-
nection with :the -Foul Bay road he
thought that the first thing to be done
would be to have..the ‘city and . Oak
Bay engineers go-gver it and mark the
boundary, and -then the two muni-
cipalities. could<make arrangements to
put the road in shape and keep it up,
sharing the cost on . a frontage basis.

. There was.also the, fnatter of the Oak

Bay municipality.;being allowed to
drain’ its sewergge dnto the-city sewers
at certain places,gs well as of further
sewers to be const.ructed through Qak
Bay by the city.

The Oak Bay council will place its

views on these matters in the form of’

a letter whigh will be dealt with by
the city council.

The water  , guestion,
said .. Mr. ‘Oliver, . was the big
matter about which. they had
come, He wanted it finderstood that
Oak Bay was not complaining about the
administration of the water system.
The people of that municipality rea-
lised that the city was in a peculidar
position this year and were not press-
ing., What they would like information
about, however, was the arrangements
for the future, He then read the reso-
lution passed by the city council some
time ago pledging the city to give Oak
Bay a full supply of water as soon as
the ecity was in a position to do so,
He understood that the city had -now
arranged for an abundant .supply of
water for next year, and he thought
that it was, therefore, now in a posi-
tion to make an agreement with Oak

!
however,

Bay. It was most. important to Oak

Bay that such an agreement should be
made with the least possible delay. At
present the people living in that muni-
cipality were continually haunted jby
the bogey of the city water being shut
off,. Personally he was not in the least
affected by this. bogey, for he knew
that the city would never think of do-
ing anything of the kind, and in the
next place the city.couldn’t even if. it
would. Letters like that of MecPhillips
& Heisterman read at Monday’'s coun-
cil meeting, however, were affecting the
sale of property in Oak Bay. In sey-
eral cases people who were about to
buy property on which to build homes
had 'been scared -off by the fear that
the city might shut off Oak Bay’s wa-
ter supply.

Mayor Hall asked how they would
prefer a water supply, whether deliver-
er in'bulk at the boundary line, or dis-
tributed to the houses.

Mr;Oliver said he had talked the
matter over with Water Commissioner
Raymur, who had agreed with his own
view that it would” be better for the
municipality of Oak Bay to buy water
in bulk from the city at the boundary
line and do its own distributing. One
reason for this was that the principal
of doing such -work was different in
Oak ‘Bay from Victoria. Ogak Bay pro-
posed-to lay the main pipés as a charge
on the whole system, and put in all
the smaller distribution mains as works
of local improvement,

Councillor Newton agreed with the
remarks of Reeve Oliver. He thought
the city should enter into an agreement
that it would supply water in that way
as soon as it was in a position to do so.

Ald. Fullerton said that it would not
be wise to enter into an agreement at
present. Next year’s city council
might think it had enough water to
spare.

Mr. Oliver said that he would take
chances on that. The city was empow-
ered to take ail the water within twen-
ty miles leaving the owners of all other
property without any. It therefore de-
volved upon the city to supply these
other portions.

Ald. Henderson said that while he
always considered Oak Bay part and
parcel of the city in any arrangements
for a water suppty still, he thought, the
timme was inopportune for the making
of such an agreement as suggested by
Mr. Oliver. It would be time enough tQ
make an agreement when the new dis-
tribution system was ready and the

city was in a position to deliver water.

Ald, MéKeown said that while every
méiper of the council was in favor of
Eupﬁfyﬁ\g Odk Bay with water, still it
woltld\not be wise for the city to enter
into gny agreement with Oak Bay just
now;: for it might give the impression
to the people of Victoria that the coun-
cil had-agreed to give Oak Bay water
at their expenge.

Ald. Henderson—That would merely
be shifting the bogey from Oak Bay to
Victoria.

Ald. Hall said he did not think any
‘municipality’ would be found which
would bind itself to supply water to
assist real estate speculation. Oak
Bay council was asking too much when
it requested this agreement. He rea-
lized that Oak Bay was practically
a part of Victoria especially in so far
as a water supply was concerned, but
the council should not give the people
of Oak Bay an agreement that they
could not give to the people of Victoria.

Mr. Oliver took' exception to Ald.
Hall’s referenceto real estate specu-
lation. It was the sale of property for
homes to which he had referred.

Mayor Hall said that the city would
be in a position to supply Oak Bay with
water as soon as the rainy weather ar-
rived, which would be after August.

Ald. Hall said that he was certain
that the city barristerwould advise the
counci] against committing itself in the
matter.

Reeve Oliver—In that case I should
advise you not to take your barrister’s
advice.

Ald. Henderqon-—You want to put
your people in the same position to
kick as ours:

Mr, Oliver—That's it.

The Oak Bay council will place its
request on this matter in the shape of
a letter with which the city couneil
will deal.

Mg Oliver said that the next point
to be considered was -terms. He did
not want to suggest any stated figure
but agreed with the city barrister that
the price should be set by an actuary
on the basis of the cost of supplying
the water, plus the extra cost in the
way - of piping to which the city was
put through: undertaking to supply
Oak_ Bay and a" profit on its business.
If the seurce: were changed the 'price
could be changed to meét the new con-
ditions.

Ald. Pauline said that the thing
about which there would be likely any
haggling over would bhe as to what
was a fair profit. The price would, of
course be on a wholesale and not a
retail basis.

This matter wil] Also be taken up in
a communiecation” from the Oak Bay
council to the city.

Reeve Oliver then ' expressed  his
pleasure at having been met by the
eity council In such a friendly spirit
and hoped that when there were any
other * differences between the two
municipalities they would -be taken up
in the same way.

Mayor Hall assured the Oak Bay rep-
resentatives that the city council look-
ed upon Oak Bay as part of the city
and would do all in its power to assist
them not only in the matter of a water
supply but also in other matters.

The fog alarm building stands on the
incline of the cape in front of and be-
low the lighthouse, midway between it
and the water.

TAFT, NOMINEE
OF REPUBLICANS

WAR SECRETARY WINS
ON FIRST BALLOT

- — it

Four Names Placed in Nomina-
tion During Sessior
To-day.

———

Chicago, June 18.—William Taft,
Secretary of War, is the Republican
nominee for President of the United
States.

Convention Hall, Chicago, 111, June
18.—The decided change of tempera-
ture gives promise of the first hot day
of the convention and the early arri-
vals evidencing their intentiori to be
as comfortablé as possible are discard-
ing their heavier clothing. Half an
hour before the hour of meeliﬁg the
hall was filled. The crowd taxed the
capacity of the Colliseum.

Both in respect to temperature and
political development, the early indica-
tions were that the third day of the
Republican national convention would
bé warmer than any of its precedes~
sors. The cool breeze which has given
perfect weather thus far for the can-
vention, gave place in the early morn-
ing hours to a high, hot wipnd from
the southwest that starfed the mer-
cury on a rapid climb_and long before
the opening of the convention the
delegates were discarding coats and in
some instances vests were sent after
the coats. Fans were at a premium
and numerous pages were sent along
the rows of seats placing a fan in
each one.

From -a political viewpoint, the
warmth of the day was expected to
arise from a possible fight on, the floor
of the convention over the anti-in-
junction plank of the platform.

It is; now the understanding that
the name of Secrétary Taft will not
be placed in nomination until Ohio is
reached in the regular call of states.
If this is carried out, the presentation
of Taft will follow the naming of
the other favorite sons, instead of com-
ing at the outset as at first planned.
The original programme was that
Alabama, which heads the roll of
states, would yield to Ohio, so that
the spokesman of the Ohioans,-Geo.
E. Burton, would put-the secretary
in nomination immediately when the
roll call ‘began. ‘While Alabama
stands ready to yield the floor to
Ohio, the plans have now been so
revised that nominati®ns will come
in the regular order of the call of
states, thus placing the nomination
of the fayvorite sons ahead of the sec-
retary.

After the convention was opened
with’ prayer, "Senaftor "Hepkins,’ chait-
man of the committée on resclutions,
was recognized to present the report
of resolutions. The reading of the
platform was concluded at 11:16 a. m.

At the conclusion of the reading of
the platform, Representative Cooper
of Wisconsin presented the minority
report of the committee on resolu-
tions. It insists on the physical value
of railroads as the base of a proper
adjustment of rates, -as decided by
the U. S. Supreme court, and recom-
mended by the interstate commerec
commission, publicity of campaign
contributions, the election of United
States senators by direct vote of the
people. No railroad rate to be ad-
vanced until the interstate commerce
commission has had opportunity to
judge of its justice. This latter propo-
sition is the one demanded by the
shippers of Chicago Iast "summer.
These several bldnks were duly pre-
sented-to the full committee on res-
olutions, but deferred— When Rep-
resentative = Cooper completed. the
minority report at 11:30 a. m. there
was momentary applause. He then
gpoke in favor of its adoption. i

A forty minutes’ debate on the two
reports will occur.

Speaker Cannon’s Views.

:~Chicago, June :18.—Speakef Cannon
was seen at the Union League Club
and asked for his views on the plat-
form. He said: “I think the com-
mittee on resolutions has made a very
commendable expression, as to the sit-
uation of the Republican party on tae
two points over which there wids go
much controversy. The court proce-
dure plank expresses in- unequivocal
language the traditional confidemce of
the Republican party in the integrity
of the courts and that their powers
to enforce their process and protect
life and property must be preserved
jnviolate.~ The.  resolution 'commends
he courts by recommending that what
as been and is their praectice in issu-
ing injunctions, shall be expressly de-
clared in the statutes. ‘I approve the
plank as adopted.

“I also approve tpe plank as report-
ed touching the amendment to the
Sherman Anti-Trust Act. The eommit-
tee struck out of the tentative draft
of that plank the language which
seemed to endorse class legislation. T
think all Republicans can unite in the
endorsement. of these two planks over
which there has been much contro-
versy. As to the tariff plank. It is in
exact harmony with the resolution
adopted by the Republican conven-
tion of the eighteenth congregational
which I have the
honor to represent and as that reso-
lution was approved by me before it
was adopted, I naturally accepted the
expression in the national platform.”

Proceedings Continue‘.

Convention Halil, Chicago, June 18—
Senator Hopkins spoke for a moment,
rointing\out that the platform offered
was favorably acted on by 52 out of
53 members of the resolution commit-
tee, and asked whether the convention
would take the report of the committee
or that of the Democratic doctrines of

BODY OF HORACE
WATERS IS IDENTIFIED

Evidence Not Sufficjent for
Verdict and Investigation
is Adjourned.

(From Thursday’'s Daily.)

A coroner’'s jury is now investigating
the circumstances surrounding the
death of Horace Waters, whose body
was found at Nootka recently, after
he and his brother, of ‘whom no trace
has yet been found, had been missing
two months. Yesterday afternoon a
jury was empanelled, the body viewed,
the result of the post-mortem examin-
ation described, and the story told of
the landing of the brothers from the
steamer Tees on March 23rd, the last
geen of them alive. Outside of the re-
gult of the post-mortem, nothing new
was brought out. One of the features
of the sitting was tHe strictures passed
by the coroner upon one of the ju_ry-
men who was about twenty minutes
Jate. Dr. Hart gave warning that the
next case in which a juryman came
late he would fine him,

At 3 o’clock, the hour set for the in-
quest, the following members of the
jury were -in their places: Robert
Chadwick, Willlam Lenfesty, John
Worthington, Frank Carlow and Hugh
Murray. Twenty minutes later W. T.
Williams, the other member, appeared.
When he had taken his place Dr. Hart,
the coroner, said: “I don’t see how it
is that it is an invariable rule that one
juror out of the six is always late at
an inquest. If five men can get here in
time I cannot see why the sixth can’t
also. In future I am not going to wait,
but I am going to fine whoever is late.”

Mr. Williams explained that he had
been unavoidably detained on business
and desired to apologize for the delay
occasioned, following which Willlam
Lenfesty was elected foreman and the
jury sworn in. The jury then adjourn-
ed to the undertaking parlors to view
the body, Dr. Hart announcing that in
view of its condition all that would be
required wag that the jury should as-
sure themselves that there was a body.

On the return of the jury, Dr. Walter
Babty was called to give the result of
the post-mortem 'examination, Dr.
Babty swore that he had found decom-
position well advanced. Thé skin was
badly: discolored so that it was impos-
sible: to tell whether there were any
wounds upon the body. The tissues of
the head were dried and shrivelled and
& large portion of the left side of the
head, including the frontal and parietal
bones, was missing, while the brain
cavity was empty. .

‘In reply to a series of questions from
the coroner, Dr..Bahty said that he
could not say whether this portion of
the skull had been rémoved before of
after death, but it certainly was before
decomposition set in. There was no
sign of a gunshot wound, but in the
state of the body it would be difficult
to find any traces of one. The bones of
the body were all intact. On the skull
there was & émall mark on the sphen-
old and a large one close to the orbit.
The base- of the skull however, was
sgound:

In reply to F. S. Hussey, superintend-

“ent of provincial police, Dr. Babty said

that there was about a square inch, less
& small piece of bone, found in the
brain cavity, missing. There were no
marks to indicate whether injury had
been inflicted by a sharp instrument or
a stone. :

Dr. Hart: “Could not a heavy bullet
fired at short range and striking a
glancing blow have caused it?”

Dr. Babty: *“It is possible.”

To Mr. Williams, Dr. Babty said that
he could not tell how long the man had
been dead, but it was certainly several
weeks,

The next witness was Roderick Mc-
Kinnon, a sealer, whose headquarters
are in Victoria. He swore that he had
known the Waters brothers for about
fifteen years. They had been residents
of Victoria for about twenty years,
having come here from Iowa. The men
were about 37 or 38 years old, and were
twins, He had last seen them at
Nuchalitz canal, above Nootka sound,
on the morning of March 23rd, when
they had left the steamer Tees to land
for the purpose of prospecting in the
adjoining district. - They had their own
boat and-quite a large supply of pro-
visions. It was raining and he had
helped them load their boat, stowing
away stuff for them. They landed
within 100 yards of a house which they
owned there but which had been dam-
aged by a tree.falling upon it. As a re-
sult of this the Waters’ had gone back
inland half a mile or so.

To the coroner Mr, McKinnon said
that both brothers had been drinking,
but that at the time of leaving the boat
Horace was sober, although still a little
phaky, while Harold was staggering
but managed to get down the accommo-
dation ladder al] right. He had seen
the body in the morgue and could posi-
tively identify it as that of Horace
Waters from the sweater, the pants
and the boots. He could not identify a
vair of cuff links shown him, which
had been been found on the body, but
knew that they were not Harold's, for
his were larger. The only people living
near the spot where the Waters landed
were some Indians, who had a sum-
mer village about half a mile away.
Further up the river there was a set-
tlement of white people.

To Mr, Willilams the witness explain-

ed the presence of the cuffs with the |

body by saying that when Horace
Waters landed he had just drawn on a
sweater over a white shirt, in the
sleeves of which were the links. Har-
old Waters had not had a sweater, but
Wore a coat instead.

Superintendent Hussey then directed
& series of questions to the witness:

“Were the brothers quarrelsome?” he
asked,

“Just the opposite,”” was the reply.

“When they were in liquor were they
Quarrelsome?”

“No, both were very quiet.” 3

“Did they agree well together?"”

“Yes.”

“Had they any liquor with them

when they landed?”

“Yes. They beugfit|a gallom of whis-
ey at Clzvogwot, but they had beem
@vinking out of it an the way up, »°

that there was mot very mmueh of it
deft.”

In reply to other questioms, Mciin-
non said that the Waters had expest-
ed to be back in six weeks and Rad
rented a sealing boat from Mr. Daw-
ley of Claoquot for that length of time.
When they left the Tees they had with
them a 12-guage shotgun and a 45 cal-
ibre rifle,

This was all the witnesses at hand,
and the coroner said that as he consid-
ered the evidence insufficient he would
adjourn the inquest for a week, in or-
der to obtain evidence of a constable
who was now at Nootka investigating
the circumstances surrounding the
death of the man into whose demise
they were holding an inquiry. The in-
quest will be resumed at 2.30 next
Wednesday afternoon.

MAIL ARRANGEMENTS
TO TELEGRAPH CREEK

Residents Pleased With Present
Connections, According to
S. R. Bird.

———

News from Telegraph Creek in con-
nection with the revised mail schedule,
which now goes "fout once per month
through Atlin, telis that the monthly
service is giving every satisfaction, and
that the residents all along the route
of the mail trail are expressing satis-
faction at the new arrangements and
at the manner in which the mails are
mow being carried.” The trail over
which the mails travel by the new
route is 280 miles in length over a snow
trail in the winter, and the quickest
time made last winter was eighteen
days, The amount of mail carried on the
regular trip is about eighty nounds, m
addition to which Postmaster Dixon
takes every opportunity that occurs
to send extra mail out.

A recent arrival from Telegraph
Creek, S. R. Bird, formerly of the Hud-
son’s Bay Company, who arrived here
at the end of last week, coming down
the river with Messrs. Bullock and
‘Webster in a Peterborough canoe in
two days, three hours.

Refreshments were served at half time
by the ladies present and a supper was
held in the Strathcona restaurant after
the match. In the evening the bachel-
ors gave a ball, at which musical num-~
bers were given by many of the resi-
dents.. Speeches were made during the
dinner*and the event passed off very
successfully and served to break -the
monotony of waiting for the monthly
mail, says Mr. Bird.

The Saratoga was wrecked in a blind-
ing snow storm on March 20th, and Cap-
tain Schage, her master, is now under-
going a three months’ suspension for the
accident.

Capt. Thomas, in telling the story to a
Times reporter to-day, said that the ship
was in, approximately, latitude 28 north
on October 6th, 1906, when a gigantic tidal
wave swept her from ¥
carrying away all her steel deck-houses
as if they were matchwood.

“If the ‘Lord Shaftesbury had not been
one of the staunchest vessels afloat,”
said Capt. Thomas, ‘‘she would have sunk
in a few minutes. The sea tore along her
deck and smashed boats, galley and all
the deck-houses to pieces, carrying away
the only seaman who was on deck at the
time and injuring nine others who were in
the house. The coal cargo shifted and the
ship went over on her beam ends. No-
body aboard thought she would live for
more than a few minutes when the wave
first hit her, but she kept afloat nine days
after it had passed, and we worked her,
on her beam ends, into Monte Video.

“With so many of the seamen injured,
it was a herculean task to work the ves-
sel into port. Many of the crew lost all
their belongings when the deck-houses
were carried away, and, as the weather
was /bitterly cold for several days follow-
ing the mishap, I was hard put to provide
them with sufficient clothes to keep them
alive. By dividing up the contents of the
slop chests that remained intact, the men
were kept fairly warm, and all of them
recovered from the injuries they received.
It has always appeared something ap-
proaching a miracle that only éne.man
was lost. After geing throught that ex-
perience in the ship T venture to’'say that
the Lord Shaftesbury isone of the strong-
est. built ships afloat.” ¥

After repairing at WMonte Video, the
Lord Shaftesbury sailed for Antofagasta
and thence proceeded to Australia where
she loaded coal. From Antofagasta she
proceeded to Iquique for orders and leff
there on April 9th for the Royal Roads.

On the way north J. Manton, a seaman,
had a miraculous escape from death.
While the ship was pitching in a heavy
sea he fell down the for. hatch, a dis-
tance of thirty feet, alighting on his heels
and escaping with a sprained ankle and
a broken wrist.

The Glenfarg made calls at Yolkaichi
and Shimizu, bringing a shipment of silk
from the latter port.

Only five passengers came by the steam-
ship, D. Corquodale, en route for Liver-
pool,” Eng., and four Japanese merchants.
Upon arrival at quarantine station yes-
terday afternoon, the Glenfarg was de-
tained for several hours while the Chinese
crew were treated to the usual disinfedt-
ant process on account of the omission
of this process in the Orient.

The Glenfarg was formerly operated on
the run between London, Eng., and China,
afterwards being chartered by the T. K.

Hydraulic Supply Company have gub-
mitted two tenders for steel pipe, the
lower one for December delivery and the
higher one for October delivery. We
would recommend that the contract be
awarded to them for December delivery.
As the months of November and Decem-
ber are generally very stormy, the work
will probably be as far ahead by com-

| mencing at the end of December 2as in

November.

As it will be more satisfactory to have
one firm make the specials as well as the
pipe, we recommend that the contract for
rivetted specials be also awarded to the
Hydraulic Supply Company,j although
their tender is slightly higher than the
next one.

The contract for cast iron specials we
recommmend be awarded to Adams &
Parsons, theirs being the lowest tender.

The contract for laying the pipewwe re-
commend be awarded to the lowest .ten-
derer, the Robertson Iron Works.

The report was adopted as presented.

The city electrician, who was present,
explained some features of the tenders,
including the difference in the Hydraulic
Company tenders between October and
December delivery. He said that 300 feet
of pipe could be laid per day, so that with
ihe December delivery the work of laying
the pipe would be completed by April.

There was some discussion about :ih:2
awarding of the contract for laying
pipe to the Robertson Iron’Works, of thls
city. Mayor Hall announced that Mr.
Robertson had informed him that his firm
in tendering had omitted to provide for
the transportation of the pipe from the
shop to where it was to be laid, This
would cost at least $1,500, and thelr ten-
der should be that much higher. It was
finally deciaed to award the contract to
the Robertson Iron Works without taking
into account any mistake that the firm
mght have made. The firm now have a
chance to refuse to enter into an agree-
ment, and if it does so the contract will
go to the next lowest tenderers, McDoug-
all & Jenkins,

ACCIDENTAL DEATH
IN CASE OF R. DIBB

Coroner’s Jury To-day Inquired
Into Death of Brake-
man.

The inquest relating to the death of
the late Richard Dibb. took place this
morning in the police court bef] e
Coroner Hart. The jury consisted of
E. B, Greenshaw (foreman), O. H.
Bowman, L. A, Wattelet, J. P. Sylves-
ter, W, Adams and W. O, Wallace.

The first witness called was Conduc-
tor Ford, who told of the freight train

upon which deceased was acting as
brakesman, coming in late and of their
cutting out the caboose. Dibb was on
the last car when he saw him the last
time before the accident. He knew
nothing more ‘about it until he was
told of what had occurred.

John Davey told of finding the body.
He had taken oft = sack of waste at
the station and was walking along the
track ‘with it on his way back when
he saw something on the track. Ex-
amination showed it to. be the body of
& man that had been run over. Wit-
ness was carrying a torch at the time.
He saw the deceased on the train when
he got the waste. He immediately noti-
fied the conductor.

Assistant Superintendent Goodfellow
said that according to the rules of the
Trainmen's Union there was always a
rest after a man had worked fifteen
hours. As they were paid by the mile
the men liked to earn as much as pos-
sible, and would work longer if they
were’ allowed. The company, however,
insisted that they should not work too
long, The train in question was due at
4 o'clock, but on this occasion it was
late, |

In answer to & question from the
Goodfellow stated that there
was nothing overhead that could strike
a man,

Sergeant Redgrave told of going in
answer to a telephone message, and of
then summoning the undertaker. The
arm and leg of deceased had been cut
off by the train and the skull frac-
tured.

The coroner said that this was one of
those unfortunate occufrences which
happened from time to time, There
did not seem to have been any gross
neglect, either on the part of the com-
pany or of the fellow workmen,

The jury took but one minute to find
that the death was purely accidental.

Argument Made for New Trial

“While there is no statute covering the
ground, yet in thrs particular case the
judge had admitted that corroboration
was necessary.  The law stated that
the evidence of an accomplice would
only be adiitted on application to the
court. =

Mr. Justice Clement said he thought

ali this was beside the mark. Al they
were asked to decide was whether or
not there 'was éorroboration. ;
' Mr. Martin said he was asking that
in any event there should be a new
irial, and that further as there wag no
case against accused, he should be ac-
quitted.

Mr. Martin claimed, and showed by
- authorities which 'he:quoted, that the
‘custom had been to &cquit where evi-
dence was mnot corroborated, so much
‘so &8’ to amount to a point of law. He
acknowledged, however, that there w
no iaw on the subject. £

He further quoted from theé Times
of this year, .showing that in England,
counsel had pleaded for dismissal on
the ground of no corroboration and
that a jury had acquitted for the same
reason. He said he would like to
contrast the " conduct ‘of ' the  crown
counsel here and in thdt case.
This case was & gross travesty of jus-
tice against an innoceni, man. It was
due to the savage way in which the
-crown counsel had conducted the
case.

FLOODS GOING DOWN
IN FRASER VALLEY

Dairy Industry is Chief Sufferer

-—Damage Reported in
Some Districts.

New Westminster, June 17.—The state
of the water in the Fraser river, while
it has been such as might reasonably
cause much alarm all over the valley,
is not such as to justify the alarmist
reports circulated in the newspapers
south of the line. The following is an
example of the stuff served up to the
Seattle Times’ readers: “Fifteen thous-
and acres of farm and pasture land
are overflowed, crops worth thousands
of dollars are ruined and . several
scores of ranchers have been driven to
seek shelter on the high land by the
flooding of Sumas Prairie, just across
the. line in British Columbia. The
water is still rising and the slightly
higher lands on the American side are
now in danger of submersion.”

Danger to Property Slight.

The bettom lands: are flooded, but
like all ‘other land where drainage is
in &n elementary stage, the water will
run off without doing much damage
to erops or - stock. In some places
crops, notably oats, are two feet under
water, but the principal district in
which damage has been done is at
Nicomen, due to the bursting of the
dam, and around Mission. The snow
was unusually heavy on the foothills
last winter, and owing to it having
melted fast, the Tivers have over-
flowed their low banks and the water
Hes deep on many of the flat stretches;
where the hay crop is likely to be in-
jured by too much moisture affecting
the grass. 4

Dairy Business,

The chief business to suffer, and one
which makes. its effect felt in this city,
is the duirying industry. Butter has
risen owing to the business being at a
gtandstill, as the cattle have had to
be moved to the Higher pastures, and
the river steamers have found a great
deal of difficulty in making landings.

As to the acreage affected by water,
it is impossible to get a fair estimate,
but the high water is bound to have a
bad effect”on Friday’s market here,
both as to produce and attendance.
The river is full of driftwood, and
fishermen are much - inconvenienced by
the condition ‘of affairs, just before
the® opening of the season.

SETTLEMENT OF RATE

It is understood that
Mr, Green after practically agréeing to
return to the former rates on the Seat-
tle run and abandon his threats of op-
position to the C. P. R, on the Vancou-
ver run, changed his mind ' upon re-
turning to Seattle from Vancouver,
where the meeting was held.

The C. P. R. officials notified him on
that occasion that they would consider
no further proposals from him except
a return to the previous rates and,

{he people of Kootenay in the matter
of public works, assistance to local in-
dustries and the general welfare of the
mining industry.

IRRIGATION CASE IN
THE APPEAL COURT

Argument is Being Heard in
Anderson vs. Canadian Real
Properties.

The three judges of the Full court,
the chief justice and Justices Morri-
son and Clement, have a case before
them that will give them a good deal
of work. This case is Anderson vs.
the Canadian Real Properties: It is
a dispute over some lands in a coun-
try that has recently been irrigated,
and the evidence fills a book over
three inches thick. Maps measured
by the yard are put in as exhibits and
documents by the score.

A. D. Mclntyre has charge of the
case for the appellant and Hon. F. J.
Fulton for the defendant.

The original action was one brought
by Anderson, a civil engineer and
contractér, “fo make the defendants
give title to'eertain irrigated lands in
the Dry Belt on'the Thompson river.

"Anderson constructed the irrigation
ditch -and: under the contract claims
certain lands. The case was decided
against him in the lower courts, hence
the appeal. The case will probably
last all day, if not longer.

WHALES IN NORTHERN WATERS.

Prince Rupert, June l4.—Passengers on
*he Camosun arriving here early this
morning state that an exciting trip was
experienced. At many places along the
rcute of the Camosun numerous whales
were seen following the ship, and just as
the steamer was entering the narrows

.some 50 miles south of Port Essington

the steamer Humboldt, of Seattle, ap-
peared in sight about four miles distant.
The crew of the Humboldt evidently
imagined that they could completely out-
class the Camosun,/ and after several
hours of hard steaming pulled alongside
of the big boat from Vancouver, which
was going slow. There was then a neck
and neck race between the two steamers
for fully half an hour, honors being even
between the two boath, until all at once
thick black smoke was seen in volumes
from the smoke stack of the Victoria boat
and in a few minutes more the Humboldt
was left far in the rear.. There was much
cheering and waving of handkerchiefs by
passengers on the Camosun, who were
overjoyed that their boat won the race.

CITY COUNCIL LEND
AID TO FIGHT BILL

Message Sent to Ottawa Op-
posing Dominion Power
Company’s Move.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

The city council last night pledged its
support to the Ontario and Quebec
Union of Municipalities in the fight
which they are piutting up at Ottawa
against the application of the Domin-
jon Power Company to be given per-
mission to enter upon public streets
for the purpose of transmitting power
without let or hindrance from the
municipalities, concerned. The  bill
granting this power has already pass-
ed the senate, and will come before the
railway committee of the House of
Commons to-morrow.

The matter was brought to the at-
tention of the city council by a wire
from W, D. Lighthall, secretary-treas-
urer of the Union of Canadian Mupi-
cipalities, a8king on behalf of the On-
tario and Quebec unions the assistance
of the city council in an endeavor to
defeat the Dominion Power Company
bill, which threatened the streets of
every municipality with sweeping elec-
trical powers without municipal con-
sent. The measure, it was represented,
had already passed the senate, and
powerful interests were attempting to
lobby it through the Commons, the
hearing on the bill before the railway
committee being. set for to-morrow
morning.

The council passed the following
resolution, the gist of which was wired
last night to Hon. William Templeman
as member for Victoria, and to the
minister of railways and canals:

“This council learns with alarm and
contern that the Dominion government

is being asked to give to a corporation

known as the Dominion Power Com-
pany, increased authority throughout
the municipalities of Canada to use
the public streets for the conveyance
of power without consulting or obtain-
ing the consent of the municipal coun-
cils who are custodians of the high-
ways for the public, and this council
desires to record their protest against
power companies being authorized to
endanger the lives of the public by
the use on. the public streets of over-
head wires charged with high electrical
power:

“Be it resolved, therefore, that com-
munication be had with the members
of the House of Commons asking them
to oppose the granting of such powers
and authority, and to urge the main-
tenance of the municipal authority over
any use or interference with the pub-
lic streets, and that protest be sent to
the minister of railways.”

ROYAL CITY AND WATER. SUPPLY

New Westminster, June 17.—A num-
ber of city water services have been
turned off during the past few days
because the owners persisted in using
water for irrigation purposes during
prohibited hours.

WEEKLY REVIEW OF

THE CHARTER MARKET
K

Only Moderate Amount of Bus-
iness in Lumber and Grain
' Fixtures.

There has been a moderate amount
of chartering of sailing vessels for
grain during the week at union rates,
but little has been done in lumber
business, says the San Francisco Com-
mercial News in its weekly review of
the charter market. The north is still
sending in very satisfactory reports of
crop prospects and the situation in this
state is also more promising than' wus
formerly thought. The report of stocks
of grain left in the state of California
on June 1st shows 30,318 tons of wheat,
as compared with 76,294 tons left on
June 1st last year, and 30,450 tons of
barley, as compared with 67,244 tons a
year ago. The barley crop,, however,
will be at least 500,000 tons this year,
and thus offset this shortage in present
stocks, so the situation may be said to
be practically the same as it was a
yvear ago at this time. The disengaged
tonnage - on the coast is steadily in-
creasing, and now there are about six-
teen available grain vessels lying idle.

The advent of a large number of
foreign  steamers in ~Pacific Coast
waters as @ result of the chartering by
government for coal for the Atlantic
fleet has played havoc with the freight
market. The mnormal rate for flour,
wheat, etc., over regular lines to the
Orient for the past several years, has
been 'in the neighborhood of $5, but
competition enforced by these vessels,
which haye been . compelled to take
whatever rate they could get or leave
in ballast resulted in cuts step by step
to $3.50, then to $2, then to $1.75, then
to $1.40, and recently one vessel ac-
cepted a cargo at the rate of $1 per
ton to Hongkong in sheer desperation.
In Jumber rates there has been a reduc-
.tion "almost as severe; where a year
ago vessels were able to get 35s@35s. 8d
for Austradia they are now taking any-
where from 25s to 27s 6d. The rate to
South Africa a year ago was as high
as 60s, while the last figure, reported
not long ago, was at 47s 6d. Eight
months ago vessels were getting 47s 6d
@50s for the West Coast, while now the
going rate is 37s 9d@40s.

Offshore rates are quoted approxi-
mately as follows:’ ’

Lumber from Puget Sound or Brit-
ish Columbig to Sydney, 26s 3d; to
Melbourne or Alelaide, 27s 8d; to Port
Pirie, 27s 6d; to Fremantle, 85s; to Ja-
pan ports (steamers), 30s; to Callao, 38s
9d@40s; to direct nitrate ports, 40s@42s
6d; Valparaiso for orders, 40s@42s 6d;
28 6d less to a direct port; to South
African ports, 47s 6d; to U. K. or Con~

Private mail advices from Adelaide,
South Australia, state that wheat
prices are still in excess of the English
parity and that chartering of vessels
is at a standstill. Both sail and steam
tonnage is very plentiful, with no ap-
portunity for business. Rain has im-
proved the grain outlook in South Aus-
tralia, but.in Victoria and New South
Wales more moistiré is urgently need-
ed.

P. R. train i3 no flignt of the imagin-
ation, but a ‘serious proposition to
roadmasters and section gangs on the
division west of Yale. Since the warm
weather began these pests of the hor-
ticulturalist, and so full of promise to

At night myriads swarm on
the “head” of ,the rails, and the

warmth keeps them there till a pass-
ing traif deals out death and de-
struction.

NEW MINING COMPANY,

Phoenix Concern Will Exploit Claims—
18,000 Shares Are Sold.

Phoenix, June 15.—The Phoenix Min-
ing, Smelting and Development Com-
pany, Limited, received their incorpor-
ation papers from the provincial gov-
ernment on Saturday, and during they
past week 18.000 shares of stock have
been sold locally.

The company have had surveyors at
work on the properties for a few days,
and another full claim was added on
Tuesday.

NANAIMO COAL MINES

New Ventilating Fahs and
Baldwin Locomotive Will
Cost $50,000.

Nanaimo, June 15.—For some months
now the mines have been working slack
time. With the coming of June, which
is always a dull time in the coal frade,
the miners have been working, up to
this time, less than ever. This state of
affairs has caused more Or less appre-
hension among the people of the city,
who have, a few of them, expressed
some misgivings as to the future of the
city. This feeling, however, has to a
large extent been dispellefi by an in-
terview Mr, Stockett, superintendent of
the Western Fue] Company, who con-
trol the mines, has just given out. Mr.
Stockett states that his copmany has
every gonfidence in the fufire of Nana-
imo. As far as the company was con-
cerned he said that.they. had not the
least apprehension of the future of the
mines.

good condition as-théy were at present.
There was plenty of coal in  sight,
enough to relieve for many years to
come all apprehension of the coal giv-
ing out. As proof of this ‘was evidenced
the magnificent body of coal reached
by a new tunnel just completed on the
south side of No. 1 mine.

As further proof of the faith the com-
pany had in the mines it might be
stated that the company had under way
improvements that would cost in the
neighborhood of $50,000. These consist-
ed of a new ventilating fan at North-
field mine, costing in running order,
$12,000 (this fan is of the Capell type,
a high type ventilating fan of the Sir-
occa made costing $25,000, and the pur-
chase for the railway department of a
Baldwin 50-ton locomotive that would
be 1aid down here at a cost of $12,000.

One encouraghhg feature as it affect-
€d the local mines and one that gave
promise of great development to the
advantage of the local mines and de-
pendent interests, was the fact that less
and less of the foreign business was be-
ing transacted as the home trade, the
strictly Canadian trade, was being sup-
plied. Some five or ten years ago the
amount of the Canadian business done
by the Nanaimo mine& was but five to
ten per cent. of the total output, the
rest of the coal being sold to'the United
States, and so far, for the five months
for thig year, 78 per” cent! of the output
has been sold outside?df -the United
States,

The reason of this was the tremend-
ous growth of Canada, the devel-
opment of new industries, the expan-
sion of trade, the generil —quickening
of business and increase ' of popula-
tion in the country. This was a
very significant fact for the general
feeling was that Canadd was but on
the 'threshhold of ‘& “still greater
growth, ‘and as the pro‘ince of British
Columbia expanded industrially with
the whole country, 8o would her indus-
tries thrive. In this way the future of
the local company as well as of all
other concerns supplying those things
‘that’ are eéssential to, this growth,
was very bright indeed. Since the
earthquakeg which. for 4 long time had
more or less paralyzed the Western

Fuel Company’s foréign trade, they
had been assiduously  courting and
fostering the Canadian trade with

gratifying results to themselves.
While business had been dull of late

he looked for an improvement. Yet,

although trade had been dull it was

worthy of note that the company up-

to the present timeé had paid out
more wages this year than they did up
to the corresponding period of 1908.
June, as was always the ocase, would
undoubtedly be a slack month, as lit-
tle work had been done during the
month up to now, but he anticipated a
fairly strong revival in the company’s
business from now on.

Asked about the transfer slip, Mr.
Stockett said it was expected that the
slip would be ready by the 15th of June.
‘While he did not think that the mere
fact of the slip being here would bring
in so much money, yet it all had its af-
fect on the general volume of trade
transacted gt Nanaimo and by reason
of establishing good transportation fa-
cilites in the city, added another valu-
able asset for the interesting of_the
prospective inyestor. ®

BLASTING OF ROCK
/ IS SPECTACULAR

Day and Night Gangs Engaged
in Cutting G. T. P. Across
British Columbia.

Prince Rupert, June 13.—Now that the
long summer days have come with
scarcely any darkness at all, day and
night gangs have been put to work by
many of the railway sub-contractors,
and double shifts are being used where
the condition of the work justifies it.
For an hour or two at night drilling
cannot be carried on satisfactorily, but
the balance of the work of grading,
mucking and tleaning-up can be done
almost as well in the twilight as in the
daylight.

Another big shot in the first rock
bluff where J. W. Vandergrift's station
men are working was fired onn Wednes-
day might with splendid success. Two
holes 14 feet apart, were drilled down
33 feet into the solid rock, and 25 feet
back from the face of the cut, which
now extends 100 feet into the bluff. Into
each hole 50 pounds of dynamite was
dropped and fired, thus “springing” or
burning a large chamber at the bottom
of each. They were then loaded with
525 pounds, or 2,100 sticks of dynamite,
and after being tamped and cemented,
to prevent their blowing out, were fired
simultaneously with an electric battery.
Theré was a muflled roar, a spasmodic
convulsion of ths earth, and the hun-
dreds of people on the hill-top above
the town saw 1,000 tons of rock rise en
masse about ten feet into the air and
fall, shattered to fragments inhto the
cut beléw. No damage whatever was
done to the buildings in 'the vieinity,
and enough rock was broken up to keep
the day and night gangs mucking for
the next ten days.

News of the big charge being loaded
created considerable excitement
amongst the neArby  residents, who
watched eagerly for the warning bell
Contractors and station men have com-
plained heretofore that the people re-
fused to 'seek places of safety, and out
of danger, when the bell rang, so the
pdlice were called upon and forced them
to retire; but since last week’s disaster
they are more than willing to move at
the first sound of the bell, Hotels, res-
taurants and small stores line the right-
of-way hardly fifty feet distant from
the “cut,” and should an accident oc-
cur, such as hapupened a week ago,
these buildings would be wiped out of
existence.

Contractor Peterson with his gang of
Swede laborers, who have been doing
station work on the second rock bluff
for the past month, have thrown up
their contract and quit work, claiming
they' were not making expenses. The
work is heavy and on account of its
proximity to the town, only a limited
amount of powder could be used in
blasting, thus to a certain extent pre-
venting the work being done profitahly.
It was on this piece of work that the
big “coyote’” hole was shot last week,
which ended so disastrously.

H. A. McClure, formerly superintend-
ent of construction for the Guggen-
helms at Catella, Alaska, and now in
charge of work on the five miles subbed
to the Prince Rupert Construction
Company, has three miles sub-let to
station men, and camps erected, He
reports work well under way and ex-
pects to sub-let the balance of their
contract and have.camps erected within
a couple of weeks.

F'. Antonelli, of Seattle, one of the
best known railway contractors on the
Pacific coast, has a contract for mile
34 above Aberdeen, and the clearing of
two miles of right-of-way. He left on
the steamer Caledonia on Saturday
with a gang of men and will commence
work at once. Mr, Antonelli has done
railway construction work in every
state on the Pacific coast from Mexico
to Alaska, and built the first ten miles
of the Esquimalt & Nanaimo railway
out of Victoria.

Harstone & Staino have built their
camp at Little Canyon 6n the Skeena,
and have a gang of men at work there.
When the high water subsides and
steamers can again navigate to Kitse-
las and take their lumber up, they will
build another camp two mileg farther
north and put more men to work on

! the big rock bluffs at that point,

.
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MICHEL DISPUTE.

Company Reinstates Dismissed Miners
and Deadlock is at an End.

Fernie, June 15.—The dispute be-
tween the C. N. P. Coal Company and
its employees at Michel has been final-
ly settled. At a meeting between the
officers of district 18 and the manage-
ment this week it was agreed to rein-
state the twelve men discharged by the
company. These men will be -given
their old places back immediately.

The case of the refusal to employ
Henry- Marchant was not proceeded
with, the dfstrict officers refusing to
fight for a non-union man. It appears
that Marchant has not been a member
of the union since the closing of the
mine at Lundbreck in April, 1807, and,
in fact, positively refused to join upon
the reopening of the mine. In the
opinion of the district officers every
grievance of the Michel miners could
have been settled without a singie
day’s stoppage of work had the proper
spirit been shown on both sides.

CITY WILL PROCEED
IN CASE OF REFUSAL

Council Will Take Steps to
Force Property Owners to
Make Sewer Connections.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

The city council is still wrestling with
the sewer connection problem, and at
last night’s council meeting a report
from the streets, bridges and sewers
committee was adopted. by which it
was decided that the city should not
follow out a method proposed recently
of the city doing the work of connec-
tion and charging the -cost up against
the property benefited. Instead action
in the courts will be taken against
those who refuse to carry out the city’s
instructions.

The report of the streets, bridges and
sewers committee, of which this recom-
mendation forms part, ig as follows:

Re connections with the public sewer
of property which should be connected
but is not connected, your committee
have considered certain refusals on the
part of owners to connect with the
public sewer, and recommend that the
council do not undertake the work of
connecting, at the expense of the own-
ers, as contemplated by by-law No. 512,
but that the owners be notified to do
the work themselves and in default be
proceeded against.

Recommended that the request of the
Shawnigan Lake Lumber Company,
that permission be granted to the E. &
N. Railway Company to extend their
railway line from their yards across
Discovery street into the yards of the
lumber company, be granted, to con~
tinue only during the pleasure of the
counecil, and subject to a proper agree-
ment being drawn up and signed by all
parties, safeguarding the interests of
the city.

Recommended -that the matter -of
eliminating a portion of the proposed
local improvement work on Catherine
street be dealt with at the time when
the work of constructing permanent
sidewalks there is undertaken,

Re complaints from B. J. H. Boulton
and R. G. Howell that the plaster in
their houses is being injured by the
blasting done on Linden avenue, Rec-
ommended that the matter be réferred
to the city engineer, building inspector
and the city solicitor for report.

CELESTIAL REEF HAS
BEEN DEFINITELY LOCATED

A dispatch from Prince Rupert says
H. M. 8. Egeria, Captain Parry, re-
turned from the Queen Charlotte Isl-
and on Tuesday, and while at anchor in
the harbor took on board 100 tons of
coal from the Boscowitz steamship
Vadso. ' While on her last trip to the
islands the Egeria located and sounded
a hitherto. unknown and uncharted
reef north of White Island in Dixon
Entrance. - It will now be’ known as
Celestial Reef, having been discovered
by the steamship Celestial City, which
nearly§ came to grief on -it last winter.,
The reef, which is situated in the main
pasgage of Dixon Entrance, is a ob-
scure one and difficult to find owing
to its peculiar formation. In routh
weather, or a choppy sea, it is impos-
sible to locate it, but in calm weather
with a heavy dead swell and the sur-
face perfectly smooth, such as when
the Egeria located it, the reef is plain-
ly wvisible. Three days were spent in
making soundings, and now that the
survey men know exactly its location
the work will soon be completed and
the reef recorded on the next chart is-
sued. The Egeria put out to sea again
on Thursday to resume her deep-sea
soundings,

JUGDMENT HAS
BEEN RESERVED

ARGUMENT CONCLUDED
IN WALKEM APPEAL

No Decision Given b§ the
Full Court on the
Subject.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

The argument in the case of mex v&
Walkem was concluded before the Full
Court yesterday afternoon before the
Chief Justice and Mr. Justice Morrison
and Mr. Justice Clement.

This has been an interesting case in
that the deputy attorney-genera] was
the man who was brought from Winni-
peg, where he held a similar position,
by Hon. Joseph Martin, who was then
attorney-general of the province. Durs
ing the progress of the trial the old
chief and his deputy -had been pitted
against each other in a struggle for
supremacy. Each had thrown the full
ability of which he is possessed into the
argument, Judgment was reserved.

In continuing hig argument after re-
suming in the afternoon, Mr. McLean
referred to the letter written by the
girl to Walkem. He spoke of the dif-
ferent modes of addressing her during
the time of her illness,

Chief Justice: This evidence you ré-
fer to can hardly be called corroboras
tive; can it?

Mr. McKay: ‘“Yes Your Lordship.
This fortifies the girl in her evidence.
It shows the court that the evidencé
she was giving was true.”

Further, Mr. McLean spoke of Walk~
em marking the names of doctors he
knew in the telephone book. Then of
the gir]l going in answer to an advers
tisement to a place where the operation
wag performed. She was put unded
chloroform and did not know how the
operation was performed.

The Chief Justice Inquired whether if
they ruled out the Seattle part of ths
alleged crime, this would be relevant to
the case.

Mr. McLean said all these things
_would go to show that the prisoner was
“anxious to procure the criminal opera-
tion.

After it Walkem came té Seattle and
brought heér back to Vancouver. The
doctors who examined her found that
her c¢ondition corroborated hem story.

OF CONVENTION

BUSINESS BEFORE
THE W. C. T. U. TO-DAY

Grand Rally to Be Held in Vic-
toria Theatre This
£vening.

Resolutions against the liquor traffic
and towards securing a local option
law for this province, for Sabbath day
observance, against attending vaude-
ville theatres by young and old and
§n appreciation of the act of the Grand
Trunk Pacific railwzy in prohibiting
the sale of liquor during the construc-
tion of the line, were brought before
the W. C. T. U. convention this morn-
ing by Mrs. Macken, of Vancouver
in. her partial report of the committee
on resolutions. The resolutiofis’ were
accepted by the convention to be em-
bodied at a later date with others
which the same committee will bring
forward and have printed in the re-
ports of the convention at its close.

The resolution on the attending of
vaudeville theatres was first put as
applying to the young, but on the
amendment of Mrs. Jenkins, the words,
“And the grown up,” were included.
The convention on a discussion on the
act of the G. T. P. in not allowing li-
guor to be sold during the construc-
tion - work of. the railway. decided to

.eend an appreciative letter regarding
the same to the president of the road.

From the reports read at this morne-
ing’s session, it was shown that Vic

' toria is the leading local union of the
province. . Mrs. Cunningham, in read-
irg the report on the ‘“White Ribbon
Bulletin,” announced that Victoria led
the province by the sale of 104 copies,
the next in order being Vancouver far
behind, with 65 copies. A full list of
the copies distributed has not come.to
hand and the reader was unable to
give the figures of many of the smaller
unions. The total, however, accounted
for was 208.

Victoria also came to the front in
the reading of the evangelistic report
by Mrs. Lashley Hall, who stated that
ihe spiritual work had been empha-
sized especially in Victoria. Again
reference was made to Victoria in con-
nection with the work of the Yates
Street Mission, which has been found
to be doing splendid work, and has
been supported 'solely by donations and
has during the past year been fully
paid for.

The proceedings opened this morning
fat the usual hour with a prayer® ser-
vice, after which followed the reading
of the minutes by the corresponding
secretary. At the commencement of
the proceedings the attenddpce was

. not so large as  yesterday, but in-
creased as the morning drew on.

The treasurer’s report, read by Mrs.
Gordon Grant, showed “that the union
now has a credit balance in hand of
$496.50. The collections for the year
showed an income of $4,727. In the ex-
penses for the year the cost of the
local option campaign was estimated
at $646.10, and figures in connection
of the sale of the old home and of
«ompletion of ‘the purchase of the
new one showed that the old home hdd
returned in rent and purchase price,
$1,801.92, while there had been paid off
~the sum of $2,127 ' which had completed
the full payments. Mrs. Grant, in
speakimg on the report, said:

“Mrs. Spofford is well chosen your
head, but ¥-am your figure head, Three
years ago a friend told me I would
make a good treasurer if:I wag provid-
ed with someone to keep the key of the
treasury, but' my idea of a treasurer
is one who can spend the money and
also get in greater returms, and not
one who locks up the money., Four
years ago some thought we ought not
to build the home. Others, however,
thought differently, with the result
that the home to-day is free from all
indebtedness, When we met in con-
vention Jast year the ladies were 'very
kind in electing me treasurer.

organization work be considered in the
plan of work for the coming year.”

GOLDEN PRESENTS
CLAIMS FOR A ROAD

Delegates From That City
Want to Get G. T. P.
Trade.

x,rFollowlng in the steps of the deputa-
tions for Kamloops and Revelstoke, a
deputation from Golden, headed by H.
G. Parsons, M, P, P., yesterday waited
on the government for the purpose of
putting before that body the advant-
ages of the route from Beaver to the
Big Bend and thence to Tete ' Jeune
Cache for the shipment of the G. T. P.
supplies which it is said the G. T. P.
contractors want to ship in via British
Columbia.

The deputation consisted of members |

of the Golden Board of Trade. There
were present John Bulman, the secre-
tary; J. G. Ullock, J. W. Devlin and F.
A. McCurdy, members, and F. W.
Jones, of this city, who was formerly
a president of the Golden Board of
Trade.

In introducing the deputation Mr.
Parsons said that they desired to put
their claims forward for considera-
tion by the government, in connection
with the settlement of connections with
the G. T. P. route. He said the route
from Beaver to the 'Blg Bend was
about 71 miles, and then to the Tete
Jeune Cache would make a distance
of 116 miles. He said the route mapped
out by them would, they ail thought,
be the best that could be made for the
purpose, as it meant a down stream
channel for the boats and down hill
teaming on the roadway. During sum-
mer conveyance would be partly by
steamer, and partly by wagon road,
while in the winter sleighing would be
excellent without any risk whatever of
trouble from a heavy fall of snow.
They also claimed that very little
bridging would be required, The beat-
ing season would continue for four
months on the whole route. The total
cost would be $40,000 to $50,000. The
speaker said intending contractors had
been carefully investigating the merits
of the route as set forth by the depu-
tation, and they were quite content to
let the government and the contractors
settle this, as a matter affecting the
province rather than any particular lo-
cality, between themselves.

The premier promised the deputation
a reply this morning.

MORE STRINGENT LAW
TO EXCLUDE CHINESE

B. C. Members Urge That Poll
Tax is More Widely

Otawa, June 17.—In the Commons this
afternoon on the bill amending the Chin-

CUMMINS AND FAIRBANKS
BOTH IN RUNNING

Excitement Over Chicago’s
Convention is Apparently
Simmering Down.

Chicago, Ills, June 17.—The Ilate
hours of the committee work last
night resulted in a tardy appearance
of the leaders of the convention this
morning, and at 11 o’clock, one hour
after the opening of the doors, there
were less than a score of delegates
scattered about in the state divisions.
There was not the same rush of visi-
tors as on yesterday, word having
gained circulation that to-day’s sesssion

would be brief. Half an hour before
the time for convening . there were
only a few hundred spectators in the
gallery.

A parade of many of the state dele-
gations preceded the assembling of the
convention to-day and the streets
leading from the down-town hotel
district to the Colliseum were thronged
with thousands of people who cheered
the marching hosts. As the delegates
assembled there was an air of some
uncertainty as to just what the day’s
session would- bring forth.

Vice-Presidency.

“Cummins or Fairbanks.” This Iis
what the Cummins men are declaring
at the beginning of to-day’s activities
and they are adding that Fairbanks
would not take the nomination for vice-
president if tendered, and that if he
would take it, the administration
would not accept him. Supporters of
the vice-president did not for a mo-
ment accept this analysis of the situa-
tion, but contended that with the
presidency disposed of, the supporters
of the successful candidate would be
only too glad to welcome the re-nom-
ination of the vice-president. They
also urge that under such pressure as
is likely to be brought to bear on him,
Mr. Fairbanks will not be able to re-
fuse to permit the use of his name.

The supporters of Cummins are in-
creasing in numbers and they began
the day with an earnest effort to ob-
tain the support of the full delegation
for their man. Af 11 o’clock som# of
them were still firm in their opposi-
tion, but the Cummins people were
not without hope of success,

INDIAN CHIEF GROUP
HAS NOW BEEN SOLD

Deal Completed in Well Known
Mini_ng Properties on West
Coast

After eighteen months of investiga-
tion, during a part of which time the
properties have been under bond, the
Indian Chief group of claims on Sid-
ney Inlet, west coast of Vancouver Isl-
and, recently held by ex-Governor
Dewdney and Mr, Springett, have been
sold to the Vancouver Island Copper
Company, Limited. Seventy-five per
cent. of the stock of this new company
has been acquired by the Alaska &
Northwest Copper Company, Limited,
of Seattle, and the other 25 per cent.
is allotted to Mr. Dewdney. The cost
to the Alaska Copper Company of their
share is in the neighborhood of $140,000.

The company has had the mine bond-
ed for something like a year, during
which time they have been developing
it, having spent during that time' a
large sum of money. It is fully equip-
ped with ore bunkers, wharf, sawmill
and tramway, so that the real work of
shipping ore will be able fo commence
at once. It is a copper, proposition,
bearing a little gold and silver. The
average grade is about four per cent.,
but ore has been shipped from the pro-
perty that has assayed as high as 18
per cent,

The new company announce
they will commence work at once, and
the mines will be worked to the limit,
The tramway is capab®™ of handling
200 tons of ore a day, and as soon as
a compressor plant has been installed
it is quite probable that it will be work-
ed to that amount, The mining is com-
paratively easy work, for it is all tun-
nel mining, as all the property is with-
in 1,600 feet of the water.

In all probability the ore will be ship-
ped to the Tyee smelter at Ladysmith,
although there is an alternative offer
from Tacoma which may be considered.

The deal has been put through by
Cross & Co., of this city, who are to be
congratulated on the happy consum-
matijon of their labors.

FATAL ACCIDENT ON j
THE E. & N. RAILWAY

Brakeman Fell From Freight
Car—Body Mangled Be-
neath Wheels.

(From Wednesday’s Daily.)

Richard Dibbs, a brakeman in tha
employ of the E. & N. railway, and one
of the oldest employees on the line, was
last night, about 11:45 o’clock, acci-
dentally killed by falling from the top
of a freight train while in the dis-
charge of his duties, and being crushed
almost beyond-recognition beneath the
wheels of the siowly mdying train. No
cause has been assigned for the acci-
dent, although it is supposed that the
mangled man in some manner lost hoid
of his !lanfern and in trying to recover
it fell from the train and was drawn
beneath the wheels before he could
make an effort to escape,

The point where the accident oc-
curred -was on the Catherine strest
crossing and the body when found was
almost unrecognizable, being crushed
about the head in a frightful manner,
The right leg was also severed at the
ankle, the right.arm severed and the
back broken. From the position in
which the body was found it is thought
that Dibbs must have fallen from be-
tween the cars. When the freight
train, which is the regular train from
Nanaimo, due at. Store street station
about 11:45, passed through the station
at Russell’s shortly before that time,
the roundhouse man stationed there,
John Davie, saw Dibbs standing on
the top of the fourth car from the rear.
He waved his hand to.him. signalling
goodnight which was answéred by the
unfortunate man who a few minutes
later, through the unexplained acci-
dent, last his life. As far as has been
ascertained at the present time there
is no one who saw Dibbs fall from the
train, put a few minutes later' Davie
noticed something bright on the line
between the ralls near the® Catherine
street crossing, Which proved upon ex-
amination to be a brakeman’s lamp
badly damaged. !’ Fifty feet distant be-
tween the rails he saw the horribly
crushed body of his friend to whom he
had, a few moments before, waved a
goodnight. The body was frightfully
twisted and contorted, the scalp hav-
ing been cut off by the wheels, and the
trunk doubled. till the remainder of the
head was between the knees and the
back broken. Death must Have been
instantaneos. %

Mr. Davie at ;once notified the offi-

- cials at the Store street station, who

informed the police. Sargeant Red-
grave, with Constables Webb and Mc-
Lennan went with the patrol wagon
and took the body to Hanna’s under-
taking parlors and notified the coroner,
Dr. Hart.

Conductor Ford, a friend of the dead
man, was chosen for the painful duty
of notifying the relatives of the de-
ceased, which duty he performed late
last pight at the residence, Florence
street, where a brother, Frank, and
two sisters of the dead man live. A
few weeks ago the mother of the dead
man passed away here.

The deceased was an Englishman by
birth and resided in Victoria West for
several years. He was a member of the
Esquimalt Masonic lodge and was 29
years of age. The inquest will be held
to-morrow afternoon.

Paris, June 17.—The Lemoine dia-
mond case came, to a sensational end-
ing with an unexpected climax this
afternoon, Lemoine has fled and his
famous formula for the manufacture of
diamonds is a fantastc farce.

Henfy Lemoine is the Frenchman
who was taken into custody a few
months ago on the charge of having
secured money from Julius Wernher,
an English diamond merchant, on false
pretences. Lemoine declared he could
manufacture diamonds, and it is al-
leged that hessecured a sum of moncy
from Mr, Wernher on this pretenze.

Lemoine was released to have an op-

portunity to manufacture diamonds
and make good his claim, and he was
to vindicate himself by ° exhibiting
some of his owp manufacture.

When the case was called in court
Lemoine did not appear, and ii was
announced that he had fled. In tke
presence of Mr. Wernher the crurt
then opened the famous envelope said
to contain Lemoine’s formula, "'he pa-
per inside was read, but it contained
only a jumble of fantastic and sense-
less phrases.

Polish Baron and Russian Mil-
lionaire Participants in
“American Duel.”

Remarkable facts are coming to
light in reference to the mysterious
death of a Russian student, Von
Tselowsky, who was found with a bul-
let through his lungs in Dresden. Two.
other Russians, one of whom is a mil-
lianaire landowner, are under arrest.

Tselowsky, it now appears, was a

Polish baron’ belonging to one of the
noblest families of Warsaw, and served

with distinction in the Russo-Japanecse:

war. Interest for the moment centres
in the role played in the tragedy of
the Polish millionaire landowner, Von
Wastchinsky, a fellow-student of the
baron’s at the Dresden Technical uni-

.versity, in whose apartments the lat-

ter was found dead.

Von Wastchinsky was in a.state of
intoxjgation when the<“fatal revolver
shot rang out, and remained in a con-
dition of insensibility until aroused
from his stupor by fellow-students
who called later in the day, five or
six hours after the report of the re-
volver had alarmed Von Wastchinsky's
housekeeper. When the housekeeper
rushed into the room Von Wastchin-
sky reassured her by saying that the
baron had suffered from a slight heart
attack and would soon be all right. He
then fell into a stupor; and the baron’s
other companion, a student named An-
dersson, left the apartment and went
back to the public house where the
three had spent the previous night
carousing.

‘When the police aroused Wastchin-
sky he was still intoxicated and pro-
tested with copious tears that he knew
nothipg of how his friend died. The
baron  he said, must have taken his
own life. The landlord of the public
house where the three students carous-

asserts that a quarrel arose and
gat. the dispute ended with an en-
change of cards for a go-called “Amer-
jcan duel,” lots being drawn to .decide
which of the combatants was to com-
mit suicide.

No less than four hundred crates
were handled by the Fruit Exchange
vesterday, and there are more than
that in to-day. Already large quanti-
ties of the fruit are being shipped out
to other parts of the country, thus cur-
tailing the supply in the city.

There is a good deal of complaint
from the housekeepers at having to pay
twenty cents a pound for the fruit when
there are plenty grown, but the grow-
ers are getting the benefit. J. Drum-
mond, manager of the exchange, said
when interviewed that he did not ex-
pect the table berries to go below 12%%
cgnts a pound. He complained at the
sRape in-which some of the growers
were shipping their berries and said
that if they would only -send them in
to the city in good condition they could
all be distributed in the  Northwest
without having to bring prices down.

The quality is fairly good this year.
Some of the berries sold here are not
quite as bright as they might be, but
they will improve within the next few
days. Complaint is8 made by some peo-
ple that all the best of the berries are
being shipped to-Vancouver and out of
town points, and that Victorians are
being asked to pay the top price for
poor grade stuff,

In regard to the crop, there is a cer-
tainty that it is larger than has been
for several years. There is only one
thing. against getting the best results,
and thad is the fact that the summer

and autumn last year were very dry.
During that dry period the plants be-
came slightly stunted and are not as
large to-day as they would have been
if the -season had been more favorable.
The crop is very large for the size of
the plants, but the plants are not as
large as usual. That means that the
crop will not be much above the aver-
age.

FORTUNE OF $500,000

Romantic  Story—Divorce in
Dakota “While You
Wait.”

A romantic story was involved in a
strange contest between Thomas Will-
Thg Stirling and his infant nephew,
I}icha.rd Stirling, concerning the pos=~
session of estates in Scotland valued at
between $400,060. and $500,000, hearde be-
fore Mr. Justice Swinfen Eady in the
chancery division,

The case rFised a question as to the
validity of a divorce obtained by a
Scotsman in Nirth Dakota on - the
ground of “scandalized gossip” ‘and
his® “lacerated feelings,” due to his
wife's deg:.rtlon with the father of the
child, ana also complex problems of
domicile and Scottish and Canadian
law.

When twenty-two years of age,
George Arbuthnot Smith, son of a min-
ister of the Church of Scotland in For-
farshire, went to Canada, says a Lon-
don exchange. At a place called Rat
Portage he joined Edgar Seagar, a land
surveyor, and married his daughter,
Evangeline Grace. They went to live
at Alberni, in British Columbia,, and
shortly afterwards Walter Stirling, a
man of ceonsiderable means; appeared
on the scene,

No Unfriendly Parting.

Stirling entéred into partnership with
Smith in a business connected with
lands, mines, and timber, and lived
wi the Smiths,

Op . December 81st, 1894, Walter Stir~
ling} 1dft the house, informing Mrs.
Smjth that if -she found'life unbear-
a with her husband she:could follow
hi He went off twenty miles and
waited there. Two days later ¥rs.
Smith  joined him, It was said that
there was no wunfriendly parting be-
tween Mr. and Mrs. Smith, and that
the only point in dispute was whether
they kissed each other.

Smith afterwards followed his wife,
and there was a meeting between him
and Stirling, at which, it was suggest-
ed, divorce proceedings were arra d.

At any rate, Smith went to Fargo, in
North Dakota, and ' having 'stayed
there for thé ninety days recessary to
constitute |a domicile, obtained a di-
vorce.. He then returned to British
Columbia and married again. .

Walter Stirling and Mrs. Smith wen
to San Francisco, where they martied,
and’ the infant’ defendant, ‘Richard
Stirling, was the issue of the -marriage.
Is this boy entitled to the splendid es-
tate in Scotland? Sl

Two Letters,

It was contendédat the trial by the
unele, Mr. Thomas  Willing - Stirling;
that the Dakota divorce was invalid,
but it was admitted on behalf of the
Boy that even was this ‘so, the child
would be legitimate according to Scotch
law on the footing that his parents: be-
lieved they were in a legal position to

i~

.marry and were properly married.

v Mr, Justice Swinfen Eady, in giving
Judgment, read two letters written by
Walter. Stirling (now deceased) to his
mother in Scotland. The first was:

“I have now to tell you of something.
that I fear will shock you very much,
but it is better for me to tell you.

‘‘Mr. and Mrs. Smith have separated
and will get a divorce.in one of the
States where such things can be man-
aged. privately and with the least trou-
ble. It is. my fault it has come to
this. After the divorce it is most like-
ly that Mrs. Smith and I will marry.
It seems to me that thig is realy the
best' thing we ¢an 'do.”

The second letter was in reply to.one
from his mother:

“The passage from St. Matthew that
you quote I interpret differently from
what you do. - The way I understand it
is this—people must not get a divorce
for any other cause than that of break-
ing'the Seventh Commandment. If they
do, and marry again, they will be com-
mitting adulery. It says nothing about
those who 'have broken the Seventh
Commandment, as we have, unfortu-
nately. So must we not cdonclude that
such people may properly marry?” of

Divorce “While You Wait.”

* These letters, said his lordship, show-

ed that Walter Stirling was a party
to the.divorce’ proceedings, and that he
had admitted 'misconduct. Smith did
not seek a divorce .on" the ground of
misconduct. The allegations ' upon
which he should proceed Wwere decided
at a conference, and these were, that
Mrs. - Smith in her husband’s absencé®
became associated with Stirling so as
to cause gossip, and that his feelings
were lacerated by her desertion of him.

The whole proceédings only took a
very short time. The -divorce was lit-
erally grante®-to Smith while he wait-
ed. He went to his. solicitors’ offices to
give instructions, and later in the day
left with the order in his pocket.
(Laughter.)

Hig lordship said it was obylous that
this divorce was invalid and that even
according to Scotch law the chiia was
illegitimate. t

He granted 4 declaration that Walter
Stirling died‘without having any law-
ful ‘issue, and that Thomas Willing
Stirling had established his title to po-
session, of the lands and the income of
the residuary investments, .

‘quet at the King Edward hotel in re-
cognition of the opening of the Toronto-
Sudbury line, which gives access to
Jarge unexploited area, brings Toronto
¢ within 36 hours of Winnipeg, and adds
a new artery between the Canadian
West and the metropolis of Ontario.

The spacious banquetting—h=ail was
crowded to overflowing with mer-
chant princes and other representative
public men of Torontp and Ontario
and the. banquet was notable for the
great enthusiasm that prevalled
throughout.

After Lieutenant-Governor Clarke
had responded to the toast of The
Province of Ontario in a spirited speech
Sir Thomiag’ health was proposed by
Lionel Clark, president of the board
of trade, who spoke most eulogistically
of the Canadian Pacific .and its' presi-
dent, their honored guest

Sir Thomas on rising to reply was
greeted with a. veritable ovation, the
audlence arfsing again and-again. In
opening he humorously referred to the
fact that it was just .twenty-six years
ago when certain Ontario newspapers,
which at that time were not in accord
with the policy or methods of the new-
ly organized 'C. P, R. and which found
& good deal of fault with the importa-
tion of  men trained in the technical

other Yankee O’Shaughnessy” had been
brought in .by the C. P. R, But the
people of Canada refused to believe

- company, I have received nothing but
the ‘mogt. cordial support, the greatest
possible consideration amdencourage-
ment,  from. my fellow. Canadian citi-
zens.

to-day that no matter what may have
been® the outcome of our dispute, I
cannot point to a single .indication of
resentment, and I certainly carry none.
(Applause). As the subject has been
raised I.think it is fitting.that/I should
Bay to-night what are thé facts with
regard  to the original: construction of
the C. P. R., because I do not believe
that to-day theé actual circumstances
are- understood, even by Canadians,

“The original syndicate was .com-
Fosed  of Geo. Stephen, Donald A.
Smith, James J. Hill, Duncan McIn-
tyre, R. B. Angus, with John H. Ken-
nedy associated with them. = Messrs.
Stephen, Smith, and in a’smaller way,
R. ‘B.! Angus, had made their fortunes
with: the rehabilitation of the old St.
Paul and Pacific, afterwards the St.
Paul, Minneapolis & Manitoba railway,
and from that they had realized for-
tunes which even to-day would be con-
sidered vast. By reason of this, they
were ‘in a position in 1881 to form the
syndicate which afterwards became
tHe C. P. R. Company. That is where
the money came from. The work was
carried on, the company organized and
the stock sold on a basis to realize 45
cents on the dollar on an average, in-
cluding that ‘original subscription. Not
one of these men realized one singiz
dollar from his connection “with the
Canadian Pacific until in recent years
Lord Strathcona, who had kept some of
his stock, secured his benefit from the
increase in value. But in 1895 any gen-
tleman in this room could have bought
the stock of the C. P. R. on a lower
basis than the original founders re-
celved away Back in 1882, when no one
had any faith in the company. The
great genius of the company, the man
who beyond all others was responsible
for ‘its successful completion, was
Geo. Stephen, now Lord Mount Stephen.
He was the bold man, the man of orig-
inality and resource, . while Lovd
Strathcona. was the strong and faith-
ful second, always ready to follow
Stephen.”

Proceeding, Sir Thomas said it was
a peculiar source of gratification to
him that it could be said of the C. P,
R., as the president had just stated,

that it had been an honest enterprise, |

He had never made a statement to his
directors and shareholders with greater
satisfaction than when at their last an-
nual meeting, he had told them that
every dollar of outstanding securities
of any sort, excepting the original cap-
ital 'stock, had been sold at mnot less
than its face wvalue.

“And,” sald Sir Thomas, “I have
this proud boast to make, that in the
26 years that we have been in opera-
tion, notwithstanding the hundreds of
millions of dollars which have been
handled by many thousands of employ-
ees; the sum total of defalcations which
hdve occurred would not amount to
one hundred thousand dollars. (Ap-
plause).

“The completion of this Toronto-
Sudbury line marks an important
epoch in the history of Toronto, be-
cause It not only practically places
this' city on the main line of the
Canadian Pacific but brings it in
closer touch with the nickel districts
of Su@bury ,with the industrial activ-
ities. at the Soo, with Winnipeg, ana
all ‘'that vast empire of the west upon
which we all so much rely for our fu-
I

i liberal estimates, but owing to engin-

ture greatness. But besides this It |
opens up by a no means unimportant
section of Ontario, hitherto served by
no transportation line. It has been
a hard and almost heart-breaking
job. We intended from the first to
make it a high class line, and made

eering difficulties these have been
largely exceeded.” But you will agree
with me that nothing is too good for
Toronto. (Laughing applause). The
connection of the C. P. R. with Toronto
was established in 1884 by the construc-
tion of the Ontario and Quebec rail-
way from Toronto to Carleton Junc-
tion. Originally this road was 381 miles
from Montreal via Ottawa. Subse-
quently this was reduced 'to 338 miles
by the construction of the Smith’s
Falls cut-off.

“It might be well here, to refer to
an old Toronto citizen whom I never
knew personally, but who was a great
factor in connection with that Ontario
and Quebec system, the late George
Laidlaw. - (Applause). Mr. Laidlaw
devoted himself to the Credit Valley
and the Toronto, Grey and Bruce Ralii-
way and other similar enterprises,
never with profit to himself, but finally
by utilizing the Credit Valley as a nu-
cleus and securing the necessary finan-
cial assistance, the Ontario and Quebec
Railway was organized. These var-
fous ‘lines were consolidated and the
line. from . Toronto to Carleton Junc-
tion was built : without one single
penny of government subvention at a
time when such assistance was thought
to be an absolute necessity for rail-
way construction. SésMr. Geo. Laid-
law should always be greatly remem-
bered b ythe people of Toronto in con-
nection with the work of this rail-
way. (Applause).

“At the t!me the Ontario and Que-
bec railway section was completed, To-
ronto had:ra population of 105,000 and
its assessment was $66,000,000. To-day
you have a population of approxi-
mately 300,000, and your assessment
roll is nearly $206,000,000, a record of
Which T am sure very few cities of
this continent can bhoast. I would not
have you imagine that I attribute all
this great growth of population and
wealth to the connection formed at
that time, but I am sure that I am
justified in saying it was no small fac-
tor In securing these results. (Ap-
plause).

“The magnificent strides of' Toronto
and of the other cities and towns of
Ontario, and indeed of every section
of eastern Canada, are due beyond any
question of doubt to the opening by
the C. P. R. of that vast empire west
of Lake Superior which has brought
you so much new trade, and which
has given so much additional occupa-
tion to your people. Think of what
you are sending to that country, gro-
ceries, provisions, implements, bicycles,
machinery, stoves, pianos, books and
merchandise of every possible descrip-
tion which are being sent from your
stores, fattories and laboratories. It is
by these means that Toronto's wealth
and population was built up. (Ap-
plause).

“It is true that the opening up of the
west caused something of an emigra-
tion from Ontario to the west and a
temporary: falling off in the value of
farm lands, but any loss suffered in
that way was a mere bagatelle com-
pared with the enormous advantages
ycu have gained from the other causes
I have mentioned. (Applause).

“It_is not necessary to say what has
taken place in the cities west of Lake
Superior during the last few years, the
growth of population and extent of
lands which have bheen brought under
cultivation in Manitoba, Saskatche-
wan and® Alberta. That is an open
book, which has been read hy every
Canadian. I do not propose to resor:
to anything in the nature of a statis-
tical forecast, but we all know that,
given reasonable weather—and it looks
as though we were going to have it—
the crop of that country this year
should produce at least 100,000,000
bushels of wheat, and this with the
proceeds of their cattle, dairy indus-
tries and other produce can give you
an estimate of the enormous purchas-
ing power they possess, provided that
we Canadians are true to ourselves ani
realize ‘that we must do whatever i
in our power to strengthen the ties
between that country and eastern
Canada, so as to make the Canadian
west an essential portion of the Do-
minion. (Applause).

‘“We are all too apt to think of only
the prairie country in connection with
agriculture, but in British 'Columbia
the fruit industry means a great deal
for Canadians. Thus I am informed
that no less than 17,000 acres of or-
chards have become productive, and
this new ‘yield will bring returns of
no less than $5,000,000. (Applause).

“This will mean an important addi-
tion to the purchasing powers of the
farmers of the prairie country, while
the mines and lumber industry will be
given increased activity and will' come
to you for their supplies, so that from
every side you receive advantage from
the growth of that Western territory.
(Applause).

“With a good harvest, which I hope
we shall have this year, we are sure
to' forget this financial stringency
which has so much troubled my friend,
Mr. Wilkie and others. (Laughter).

“But I earnestly trust that while we
forget those disagreeable days and the
trials to which everybody connected
with financial affairs was put, we shall
not forget the lesson of that period,
that we ' should not forget that the
boom, if it be an ephemeral boom,
must have serious results.

“I have referred to the practically
ascertained results of this year’s op-
erations in the Northwest. I know
that next year, with similar conditions.
we shall have still greater improve-
ment. But is there any gentleman in:
this room with the requisite temerity
to make a forecast as to the conditions
two years hence? Can anyone place a
limit upon the possibilities of Mani-
toba, Saskatchewan, Alberta and Brit-
ish Columbia? I would not say with-
in the next ten years. I think I know
the Western country as well as most
people. I have watched it as carefully
as any and I would hesitate Vvery
much indeed to pronounce upon its fu-
ture possibilities. (Applauge).

“But when we are giving attention to
our agricultural interests and encour-
aging the development of our farms
and our fruit lands and our mining
and lumberinfg opportunities, we have
other things to do in Canada which
we must carry out if we are properly
to fulfil our destiny., We have our
internal waterways. We must en-
deavor to shorten the distance between

tha (Georgian bay and the seaboard,
and {improve the routes so as to make

traffic cheaper. We must amplify and
improve our ocean ports so as to give
cheaper handling of traffic there. We
must see that our St. Lawrence navi-
gation and the approaches to our At-
lantic seaboard are made as reliable
and safe as modern methods can make
them. By doing this we shall be
bringing what we want most—people
from the various countries of Europe
to occupy our vacant lands. Year by
year the requisite work should be done
without an attempt at unwise economy,
but efficiently and intelligently, so
that we may bring to our own country
and commercial centres all the business
of the West that belongs to s and
send back our merchandise over the
same routes and handle through our
own national terminals the imports
and exports of this country. (Loud ap-
plause).

“The C. P. R. has spent many years
and many millions of dollars in carry-
ing its own plans out with this pur-
pose in view. The original three ves-
sels that we had on the lakes have
grown to a fleet of seventy on the At-
lantic and Pacific oceans and our in-
ternal waterways, so that the red and
white house flag of our company fis
now met on the waters all the way
from Hongkong to London and Ant-
werp.

“But we have not reached a finality
by any means. We should adopt every
improvement, and not hesitate at any
expenditure necessary for the safe-
guarding of Canadian traffic that may
be undertaken by the government for
the protection or improvement of our
waterways. In this connection it may
not be uninteresting to mention a re-
port I have received giving the pas-
sengers carried by various vessels
from Liverpool across the Atlantic dur-
ing the last week in May. This shows
in first-class passengers the Maure-
tania, 144; Baltic, 116; Coronia, 125;
Empress of Britain, 153. In.second-
class - passengers: Mauretania,
Baltic, 128; Caronia, 155; Empress of
Britain, 453; and in the third class,
which means real settlers, the figures
fare even more impressive: Mauretania,
343; Baltic, 587; Cornia,- 407; Empress
of Britain, 893. (Loud applause).

“So you see that such little progress
as We have made in improving the
character of our vessels on the Atlantic
is commencing to bring results. I do
not believe in Mauretanias for us at
the present time. They cost too much,
The Mauretania cost nearly four times
as much as the Empress of Britain,
and costs nearly three times as much
to operate her. M takes too much sen~
timent and too much government sub-
ventions to operate such boats. There
is too much sentiment in it. I like
a little commerce myself.” (Laughter
and applause). ¢

With reference to the All Red route,
however, Sir Thomas said that after
the matter had been theroughly
threshed out and after further inves-
tigation by those who had been dis-
cussing the subject some plan would
be reached for an improved service
which would not only bring additional
immigrants and tourists to Canada but
would make the Dominion g still more
important and popular- route on ‘the
highway around the world.

STEAMBOAT FLEET
BATTLES WAY TO NOME

Ten Days’ Struggle With Ice
and Fogs in Behring
Sea.

Nome, June 16.—The. . first fleet of
steamships from Seattle this. year led
by the Vietoria, of the Alaskd Steam-
ship Comtpany, came into Nome har-
bor at 1 o’¢lock this morning, after
teni- days of battling with the ice and
fogs off the Behring sea. The Vie-
toria, Capt. Horter, is the first boat
here since the Corwin, and heads one
of the largest as well*as one of the
fastest fleets ever arriving at Nome
after the opening of navigation.
Included in the fleet are the Ohio,
Senator, Northwestern, Umatilla, Tran-
sit and Yucatan, all full of passengers,
about 2,500 in number. There are ‘also
freight vessels including the Olympia,
Stanley Deollar, and other steamshipa
from Puget Seund and British Colum-
bia ports. ' The arrival of the fleet re-
lieves, not only the fears for the pas-
sengers, but the food supply and other
stocks in Nome which are sadly de-

AUTOMOBILE CLUB
PRESENT ITS SIDE

-

Council Askéd .to Be Less
Stringent in Enforcing
Law.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

A committee from the Automobile
Club and the members of the police
commission will meet shortly to see
what regulations regarding the speed
of automobiles can be agreed upon as
mutually satisfactory. This was the
result of a delegation from the Auto-
mobile Club waiting . upon the ecity
council last evening previous to the
regular meeting.

The delegation consisted of W. L.
Challoner, Lt. Col. Hali, J. A. Sayward,
Luke Pither, B. 8. Heistermann, An-
drew Gray, T. W. Paterson, W, Moore
and A. E. Todd.

Mr. Challoner, who is president of
the Automobile Club, presented the
side of the autoists. In view of the
recent prosecutions for exceeding the
ten-mile limit he wanted to know
whether there was not some way that
a recurrence could be avoided. It was
those who drove automobiles for hire
who were given to excessive speeding
and not the private owners, whom he
could say from experience were all
careful, although they might sometimes
exceed the low speed limit fixed by
law. When »prosecuting people for
breaches of the regulations considera-
tion should be given to the fact as to
whether the fast driviig occurred on
a frequented or an unfrequented street.

Mayor Hall said that he had no doubt
but that it was the professional chaf-
feurs who most frequently broke the
law. He had heard of on€ who made

lice be furnished with a car as the only
means of catching offenders.

Mr. Moore said that the prosecutions
up to the present had been taken un-
der the speed section of the act and not
under the “common danger’” section,
which he thought was the one which
should be enforced.

Mr. Heisterman said tliat an effort
was being made to make Victoria a
place for rich people, but if such regu-
lations regarding the speed of automo-
biles were enforced as was now being
done it would have a deterrent effect.
The “commeon danger’ section should
suffice for all purposes.

City Solicitor Mann said that there
would be no difficulty in securing con-
victions under the ‘“common danger”
section. This was the section under
which prosecutions were taken in Eng-
land. Violation of the rule of the road
could be taken as coming within the
section'and drivers prosecuted for vio-
lating it.

Ald, Cameron remarked that the
chief of police and city solicitor ‘ap-
peared to differ on the subject of se-
curing prosecutions under the ‘“‘com-
mon danger” section and also about
the rule of the road by-law.

Mr, Mann—The chief of police does
not come to the solicitor for guidance.

Mr. Challoner asked if some change
could not be made in the regulations
regarding speed in Beacon. Hill park
and along Dallas read. Eight miles an
nour there he considered ridiculous, It
was pointed out that the parks board
controlled the speed in these places.

Col, Hall asked whether the council
could not instruct the chief of police
not to enforce the speed section of the
act.

Ald., Gleason said that in his opinion
all that was required was - that the
safety of the public should be protect-
ed. He would like to sge as many au-
tomobiles as possible in ‘the city.

With this the delegation withdrew
#nd just before the close of the regular
cotthcil- meeting a resolution was pass-
ed asking the police commission to
meet a committee from. the Automobile
Club to go into the whole matter.

MANITOBA LISTS
WANT PURGING

MACHINATIONS OF
ROBLIN GOVERNMENT

Striking Wustrations  Which
Jusfify Federal Govern-
ment Infervening.

The popudlation of Manitoba is so
‘evenly divided politieally that It is
“neceéssary that the voters’ [ists should
be as correct as it is possiBle fp make
them. In the provincial elections of
1907 the Conservatives polled omly 1,600
votes more than the Liberals. Yet so
well directed were the. offorfs of the
Conservative organizers that this smaf
total majority gave them 27 sexts, while
the Liberals obtatned enily 13. The to-
tal Conssrvative vote was 50.5.per ecent.
of the twtu] vogte cast.

It will be s®om fyom tHis statement
that only a smali amount of nrantpula-

iign, carried out with judgment, migirt
défeat g1l the Léberel candMates Mn
Manitoba at the rem gemeral Dominion
elections. The 1 majority in Pro-
vencher fs only 10; and, if the prepara-
tion of the lists for Dominion purposes
was allowed to remain in the hands of
the provincial government, there would
be an almost irresistible temptation so
to influence their compilation as to up-
set the chances of the Liberals of re-
taining that seat.

The Conservative majority in Mar-
quette 18 only 75; and the provincial
government would feel an irpesistible
temptation to ‘help : Dr.  Roche to en-
trench himself behind a few more stout
and reliable Tories, whose right to vote,
even as Tories, might be questionable,
but whose right to vote, if they were
Liberals, would not be upheld for one
_moment,

Personal Registration,

The basis of the Manitoba lists is per-
sonal registration. In the eastern pro-
vinces the municipal assessment roll is
the basis of the lists, and no one has
ever suggested that, because a man is
likely to be either wrongly put on or
wrongly omitted from such a roll. But
with personal registration—which does
not carry with it any monetary obliga-
tion, such as ensures the indépendence
of lists prepared from an assessment
roll—political partizanship does invari-
ably creep in; and it can only be recti-
fied ‘by the most ample, thorough and
complete revision. No fair-minded
man will admit, however, that the re-
vigion in Manitoba hag'either been effi-
ciént or complete. Even with sufficient
time and with dde regard to the con-

< venience of the Roblin-administration,
been given, the task is a very difficult
onhe; bec¢ause of the constant changes in
population, which the provlnce under-
goes from year to year.

‘Manitoba is, it should be borne in
mind, the “first ‘stop” in the West.
People from FEastern Canada, Great
Britain, and 1Turope, often stay there
geveral years before finally settling fur-
theré west; and in recent years many
old séttlers, who pioneered the province
have taken advantage of the apprecia-
tion of the value of their farms,
through the influx of settlers and the
demand for improved land, and sold
out to take up cheaper land, in Sa-
saskatchewan or Alberta. Many of the
names of such people, who have moved
out, still remain on the lists; and offer
opportunities for personation - and
fraud,

In 1908, S. J. Jackson, Liberal M. P.
for Selkirk, made strenuous efforts to
have the lists of his own constituency
“cleaned up”; and it cost to get 547
names struck off and 465 added no less
than $3,000. On the Portage la 'Prairie
lists, there are 600 ‘“deadwood” Conser-
vatives and 200 ‘“‘deadwood” Liberals,
ali of whom ought to be expunged; and,
as further evidence of the inefficiency
of the revision, it is only necessary to
repeat the statement of W, L. Schaff-
ner, Conservative member for Souris,
that in 1907 only 56 names were struck
off the. Winnipeg lists.

Winnipeg undergoes more changes in
her population in a year than any other
‘eity in the Dominion. Former Winni-
peggers are found in California, Seattle,
Vancouver, Regina, Edmonton, Cal-
gary, and wherever there is any enter-
prise afoot; and yet only 56 were struck
off the lists in 1907, when the movement
of people was, perhaps, greater than it
had been in any previous year. No
better proof of the necessity of “thor-
oughly” purging the lists can be cited;
and’ the Dominion government would
be .remiss . if it did not undertake the
task. But, in doing so, it will have to
show that it is willing and able to avoid
the faults of the provincial administra-
tion or there will still be dissatisfac-
tion.- There is necessity for the strong-
est determination to excel; for the task
is no:light one.

Partizan-Registration.

The executive of the’ provincia] gov-
ernment appolnts the registration
clerks, and a necessary qualification for
appointment is fidelity to the Conserva-
tive party. - The registration -clerks
make up the lists; and, wherevey favor
can be shown to the Conservatlve party
it is shown. This goes so far as put-
ting Conservatives on the lists, with-
cut exacting, as in the case ot mani-
fest Liberals, their personal attend-
ance,

The provincial government expects its
registration clerks to act partizanly.
The law, as originally conceived and
enacted, provided for an independent
preparation of the voters’ lists. It
placed the whole work under the direc-
tion of the board of revision judges;
and this board chose and appointed the
registration clerks. But soon the pro-
vineial . government. thought that it
could not forego the advantage to be
derived from having the lists made up
by its own appointees; and, in the fol-
lowing year, the law was amended, and
the ‘authority to appoint the registra-
tion clerks and direct the preliminary
preparation of the lists as taken away.
Henceforth, the executive of the pro-
vincial government had absolute con-
trol in the making of the lists,

Inadequate Revision.

The Conservative bias, given to the
preliminary lists, might be corrected
with full and complete revision each
yvear, but the sittings of the revision
Lcourts are limited both as to time and

place and they may not sit at any
time or place other than appointed,
one for each provincial constituency;
and this sitting often’ lasts only fise
hours and never more than seven with
upwards of 2,000 names to revi In
1903 an instance occurred which tested
the law on the.point as to the l%frh&oﬁ
of time and place, The revising affteer
was sitting at Beausejour, and was In-
formed that, at Lac Du Bonnet, seme
40 miles off, there were many fhrmers

who, in consequence of the djstanes and
the lack of means of transpoft, were not
able to eome to Beausejour. re-
vising offtcer adjourned his csurt to
Lac du Bommet and enrofled 38 voters.

The inadequacy of the {ime for re-
vision is self-evident. The hegrtng of
applications to be put op is ds moen
28 a revising officer can do proper®’;
awd, consequently, only a fraction of
the appeals to strike off are ever heard.
Fundreds of such appeals are mads,
and the only resort is to come to an
arrangement with the Conservative
agent, which, in Manitoba, means, of
oourse, that the ILiberal agent has to
give his opponemt some advantage and
be satisfled with a great deal less than
Justice. .

‘Without such an amicable arrange-
ment, it is practically impossible to do
anything, in the way of “cleaning up”
the lists; and, if the Conservative agent
is not inclined to come to such an
‘agreement, then hundreds of unquali-
fied voters remain on the lists. At the
1907 revision in the provincial constitu-
ency of Beautiful Plains, an agreement
wag made whereby 319 names were
struck ‘off and 184 added. But there
were 100 more Conservative names that
should have been struck off, but ‘the
representative of the Conservative
party would not agree to their being
expunged. If the Liberal agent had re-
lied upon the intervention of the judge,
he would not have been able to get ten
names struck off. So, it will be seen,
that at the registration, the Liberals
are at the mercy of a partizan clerk
and at the revision, they .are at the
mercy of the Conservative organizer.

Insufficiency of Adaress,

Time is not the only obstacle to suec-
cessful appeal. “An insufficient address
opposite the name of the voter, whose
right to be on the list is in question,
often prevents the appellant from suc-
ceeding. A person, whose right to vote
is being appealed against, has to be
notified of such appeal three days be-
fore the appeal comes on; and if he
makes no answer to the appeal, as will
be the case if he is out of the province
or has not the right to vote, the revis-
ing officer has to be satisfied, before
expunging his name, that notice has
béen served, by registered Iletter,
through the post office. nearest to the
place where, according to the old lists,
he was supposed. to Be living. If there
is no post office address, which is fre-
quently the case, it is very difficult—
in fact in many ecases impossible—to
serve what can be termed a legal no-
tice; and, in such an event, the revis-
ing officer refuses to remove the name
from the list—no matter how strong
may be the evidence that the person
has the right to vote. The serious-
ness of thig obstacle to successful ap-
peal will be realized’ when it is stated
that out of the 2,194 names on the list
for the provincial constituency of
Mountain, no less than 1,459 have no
rost office address opposite; so that, if
every name on the list were appealed
against, two out of every three cases
could not be heard, because of this in-
sufficiency of address.—Ottawa Free
Press,

NOME FLEET ARRIVES
9 AFTER TRYING TIME

Following a time or anxiety, which was
shared alike by the passengers and crews
of the steamships, the residents of Nome
and those in’ the Sound and British Col-
umbia ports who are interested in the
vesséls and their human freight, the
Nome fleet arrived at its destination yes-
terday amid great enthusiasm. The ves-
sels were much later than usual in pene-
trating the ice-pack.

The steamship Vietoria, Capt. Porter,
made good her master’s boast that she
would be the first vessel into the Alaskan
port, and led the procession, consisting of
the . Ohio, Senator, Transit, Yueatan,
Northwestern and a flotilla of smaller
freighters.

With the exception of the Transit, which
sailed from this port with over five hun-
dred passengers, and the Yucatan, which
sailed from San Francisco, all the vessels
were from Secttle. Most of them got
away about the same time and the fleet
made Dutch-Harbor about June 5th, and
proceeding through Unimak Pass, started

"Notton Sound. Because of the thick fog
~which shut'the vessels jn and was im-
penetrable with the eyes a few feet dis-
tant, the captains of the vessels feared
the ice was bad and proceeded cautiously
and at a reduced speed. They found in-
dications of ice soon after passing Dutch
Harbor, but did not get into the worst of
it until abreast of Nunivak Island, where
the pack seemed to extend in an unbroken
wall across the path of the vessels to St.
Lawrence Island. The weather continued
thick, and day after day the ships lay
under low steam, following the edge of
the ice pack as it proceéded at a snail's
pace toward the north. There were sor-
ties by the different ships into various
leads which promised good results, but for
a week there was no success, and the
location of the vessels remained about the
same on the edge of the pack amid the
grinding, crackling floes.. At last Capt.
W. P. 8. Porter, of the Victoria, one of
the best icemen in the fleet, who has had
long experience in Behring Sea through
his service on whaling ships, found a lead
which he thought would take him to
open water, and with the rest of the fleet
in the wake, the Victoria plunged into-the
pack. - Few details are obtainable as yet
regarding this thrilling dash for open
water, but according to a dispatch by
wireless and cable from Nome, the ships
were caught in the ice for more than a
day. The wind had cleared the fairway
near Nome of ice and at last the Victoria
forced her way into the open and made
port amid the cheers and glad welcome
of the populace.

Advieces' from St. Michael state that the
ice has broken up in the bay there and
that vessels can now get in.

Seattle,
Victoria or *~ “Vancouver, fifty cents
each way. This report is not con-
firmed by the C. P. R. officials in this
city or in Vancouver to-day, but it
appears probable that a cut on the
Vancouver route may be announced at
any time.

The service via Seattle-on the Inland
Navigation Company’s steamers to
Vancouver at a fare of one dollar is
attracting some of the business from
the C. P. R. boats, but it will' be im-~
possible to judge its popularity with
the public until it has been in force
for a week at least.

The Great Northern railway has re-
duced the rate on its service between
Seattle and Vancouver to meet the
cut on the steamships and the duel
between the C. P. R..and the Inland
company threatens to involve the
Northern Pacific.

CITY AUTHORITIES
HAVING DIFFICULTY

Supply to Outsiders and Site for
‘High Level Tank Are
Proving Problems.

. '

All is not by'#hy means plain sailing
for the city eofincil in connection with
the water ' situdtion. Not only have
they difficulties-to face-in regard to the
present supply, but they are also hav-
ing. some troublés about the proposed
new distribut system, chief among
them being over the site for the high
ievel tank on-Rockland avenue,

One of the chief features in connec-
tion with the present 'shortage is the
threat made by McPhillips & Heister-~
man, acting far unnamed clients, ‘that
legal action would be taken to prevent
the city supplying any water to people
living outside the city limits, in Oak
‘Bay and South Saanich, the contention
being that ituis first of all the statu-
tory duty of the council to provide a
sufficient supply for the residents of
the .city.

A resident’of Oak Bay discussing the
matter to-day said that in his opinion
the city could not shut off the supply
of water of those outside the city lim-
its ‘'who were at present securing it.
Under the act relating to the subject
the water commisgioner was given
power to sell water to persons living
outside the city limits and, the com-
missioner having acted upon that au-
thority, the city could not step in and
shut off the supply at a moment’s no-
tice without rendering itself liable to
actions for damages for so doing. The
council is therefore threatened with le-
gal action whichever way it acts in this
matter.

In regard to the site for the proposed
tank to supply water to the high level
portion of the city in the neighborhood
of Rockland avenue matters are at a
standstill. This tank, Mr, Adams and
civic officials say, is absolutely neces-
sary for supplying water to this sec-
tion of the city, no matter from where
the city eventually gets its supply, so
long as the Smith’s hill reseryoir is
used, but the property owners along
Rockland avenue are crying with one
accord that they do not want the tank
on their parti¢ular property and that
they will fight any attempt to put it
there. In ord {0 remove any, com-
plaint on the score that a high steel
structure would be an eyesore, Mr.
Adams has drafted plans for an orna-
mental concreté tower, for which ten-
ders are now being: called for as well
as for a steel structure, but the oppo-
sition to this .is just as strong as to
one of steel, The prospects are that
the city will have to expropriate a site
end that the expropriation proceedings
will be fought to.the bitter end by the
particular party or parties interested.
The city officials say that until this
iank is ready they cannot guarantee a
satisfactory supply of water to the
Rockland avenue district, even if every
other part of the city were getting wat-
er in-abundance:;

CANAMIAN ORDER OF
FORESTERS IN SESSION

Reports Show Most Prosperous
Year in History of the
Organization.

(From Wednesday’s Daily.)

The ewenty-ninth annual session of

After the usual opening ceremonies
and the appointment of the several
standing committees, the high court
officers submitted their reports, which
showed the order to be in a most
flourishing condition. The. progress
made by the order during the past
yvear far surpassed that of any pre-
vious year of its history.

The high chief ranger, J. A. Stewart,
of Perth, Ontario, after extending a
hearty welcome to thé representatives
present, submitted his report which
was replete with facts and figures re-
lating to the growth and extension of
the ‘order during the past year.

On the 1st of January, 1907, the
order had a membership of 64,055 and
there were initiated during the year
7,912 new members, being an increase
of 771 over the previous year. Dur-
ing 1906, 3,13¢ members lapsed and 409
died, leaving a net membership at the
close of the year of 68,424,

The increase in the Insurance re-
serve of the order during the year
amounted' to $251,818,42. On January
1st, 1807, the amount on hand in this
branch was' $2,174,872.45, and at the
close of the year $2,426,690.87. The
amount paid in death claims wag $413,-
326.24.

The sick and funeral benefit de-
partment is also in a flourishing con-
dition, During the year no less a
sum than $134418.44, covering 5,903
claims, was paid in this branch. The
amount to the credit of this fund at
the close of the year was $112,864.48.

‘The high chief ranger in concluding
his address, expressed the hope that
the meeting would be a pleasant one'
for the members, and a profitable one
for the order, and felt that if ever there
was a time in the history of the order
when the members should all feel in-
spired with hope and confidence in the
future of Canadian Forestry, that time
was the present. In an inspiring ad-
dress he urged upon the representa-
tives to do all that in them lay to make
1908 the banner year of the order.

The report of George Faulkner, high
secretary, covering the general work
of the society, was next in order, and
showed in detail the large volume of
business transacted through the head,
office at Brantford.

The amount of insurance premiums
received during the year was $575,916.20,
which, with the interest on insurance
account made the totdl receipts in this
branch $665,149.96. There were 409 death
claims paid, amounting to $413,331.54,
leaving the sum of $251,818.42 to carry to
the reserve fund, which, at the close of
the year was $2,426,690.87.

The sick and funeral benefit branch
of the order also showed a marked ad-
vance. The amount of fees received
during the year was $151,650.01, and in-
terest $2,199.81. The total = regeipts
amounted to $153,849.82. There were
5,903 claims paid, amounting to $134,-
418.44, leaving $19,431.38 to carry to. the
reserve fund, which at the close of the
year amounted to $112,864.48.

There were 68,424 members in good
standing at the close of the jear, carry-
ing $69,053,600 insurance.

There were .issued from the high
secretary’s office, 8,064 insurance certifi-
cates; and 7,965 membership certificates.
or a total of 16,029, and in addition
sthere were endorsements made on 1,455
insurance certificates.

The report of Robt. Elliott, high
treasurer, showed the funds of the or-
der to be in a most satisfactory condi-
tion. The receipts in the several funds
were: Insurance, $665,149.96; sick and
funeral benefit fund, $153,849.82; general
fund, $91,669.93. Total receipts, $910,-
669.71, The total expenditure in these
funds amounted to $642,867.69. The sur-
nlusiincome over expenditure amounted
to $267,802.02.

BRUTAL MURDER.

Saloon Keeper Clubbed to Death and
Robbed.

Rochester, N. Y., June 17.—Lying in a
pool of blood with his skull crushed,
“Bill” Loomis- was found murdered
this morning in his shanty near the
Empire Coal Company’s plant, at Bor-
der City, just outside Geneva. Loomis
kept a saloon in his little shack, His
body was found behind the bar. Be-
side him lay a broken beer glass.

Evidently
owing to the stuffy condition of the
place the flames died out.

BIG STEEL PLANT ON
VANCOUVER ISLAND

Vancouver, June 16.—“I hope with-
in the next three or four weeks to an+
nounce -the location of our townsite
and plant. I am more than pleased
with the prospects for the success of
our enterprise since I was here in
September.”

This was the statement made by
J. T. Shadforth, the English ironmas-
ter, who is organizing the Northern
Iron and Steel corporation, and who
returned to the city to-day from Cal-
ifcrnia, having secured In the south
promises of financial svpport for his
initial plant which alone’ will employ
nearly one thousand men.

Mr. Shadforth is accompanied by his
wife and J. Cameron O’'Neil, a mining
engineer, and relative of Premier Mur-
ray, of Nova Scotia. They will leave
for Victoria to-morrow for an extend-
ed tour of the island, and on their re-

Vancouver to complete othér arrange-
ments for their undertaking.

Mr. Shadforth’s trip extended as far
as Mexico, and he returns still more
impressed with the opportunities on the
Pacific coast for his proposed enter-
prise, and the advantages of British
Columbia for its location. In his view
British Columbia can assemble very
cheaply, 75 per cent. of the materials
for use by a large iron and steel plant.
Manganese would have to be imported
from Japan, and hematite from Lower
California, but it is probable that both
of these essentials may yet be found
on: Vancouver island.

“We have already signed prelimin-
ary contracts for such a quantity of
steel rails as will kéep our initial plant,
onge established, busy for four years,”
said Mr. Shadforth as an indication
that the enterprise means pusiness, Its
registered capital is to be five million
dollars, and the cost of the initial plant
is estimated to exceed two and a half
million dollars.

NEW SCHEDULE

SAILING DATES FOR
ORIENTAL STEAMSHIPS

Two Empresses Will Cross Pa-
cific Together Owing to
China’s Delay.

The arrival of a schedule issued fron
the head office of the C, P, R. trans-
Pacific steamship service at YOhOhd'ﬂ’
on the steamship Glenfarg last night
which gives sailing dates for the Em-
press liners up to January next year
on a run of 21 days between Vancou-
ver and Hongkong, indicates that the
C. P. R. is not looking toward a re-
newal of the overseas mail
this year.

The schedule states that, on the
through route between Liverpool and
Hongkong, dates of departure from all
ports other than termini are only ap-
proximate, Following is a list of vessels
leaving Vancouver for the Orient, as
scheduled, with dates of departure:

Glenfarg, July 2nd; Empress of In-
dia, July 15th; Lennox, July 26th; Em-
press of Japan, August 5th; Monteagle,
August 15th; Empress of China, August
26th; Empress of India, September 16th;
Glenfarg, September 23rd; Empress of
Japan, October 7th; Lennox, October
19th; Empress of China, October 28th;
Monteagle, November 7th; Empress of
India, November 18th; Empress of
Japan, December 9th.

The Empress of China, which was
scheduled to arrive from Hongkong on
the 22nd inst., has been delayed eleven
days in quarantine at Nagasaki, and
will not arrive until July 2nd. The Em-
press of India is due two days after the
China, which will probably stay onlya
short time in port. Having two Em-
presses on their way across the Pacific
within two days of each other will be
a new experience for the C. P. R, ser-
vice, but the early departure of the
China after arrival may retain the
schedule times.

The Lennox is due from Hongkong
on July 19th; Empress of India, July
4th; Monteagle, August 4th; Empress
of Japan, July 25th; Empress of China,
August 15th; Glenfarg, September 8th;
Empress of India, September 6th; Len-
nox, October 12th; Empress of Japan,
September 26th; Monteagle, October
27th; Empress of China, October 17th;
Empress of India, November 7th; Em-
press of Japan, November 28th; Em-
press of China, December 18th; Mont-
eagle, January 5th; Empress of India,
January 16th; Empress of -Japan,

As the charters of the Glenfarg and
Lennox expire at the end of November
no schedule has been arranged for
them after that month, pending a de-
cision respecting rechartering,

When the Imperial government fail-
ed to renew the subsidy for the over-
seas malil it was thought that the rail-
way company would make further re-
presentations, and that a satisfactory
agreement would be reached. It now
appears that the mail will be carried by
the Empresses on ‘“passenger” time, 21
days between Honkgong and Vancou-
ver and vice versa.
