I think
she will.”

New ¥ork, Sept. 27.—From an authen-
tic source it was learned to-day that
there was a very strong feeling on the
part of Capt. Syeamore and those in
charge of Shamrock at what they term
“crowding’”’ of Shamrock at the start
vesterday by Capt, Barr.

Auburn, N, Y.. Sept. 27.—Czolgosz is
in a normal condition to-day and seems
to have fully recovered from his fit of
collapse last night. There are five cells
for condemned in t{he prison, and
Czolgosz was placed in the only vacant
cell, so all are now occupied.. Two keep-
ers are constantly on guard in the room,
which is separate from the main prison,
but to guard against an attempt on
Czolgosz's part . to commit suicide two
more guards have been added, and one
will constantly sit in front of Czolgosz’s
cell and will have a key, so that any at-
tempt at self-destruction can be easily
frustrated.

Haskell, a missionary at Samakov, Bul-
garia, has received a letter from Miss
Helen H. Stone, the American mission-
ary, who was carried off by brigands. It
does not reveal the whereabouts of Miss
Stone, but says she is in good health,
and has been well treated by the brig-
ands, especially in the earlier stages of
the abduction. Latterly, in consequence
of the vigorous pursuit of Turkish {iroops,
she has been subjected to privations.

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THE ROYAL VISITORS
REACH VANCOUVER

WERE RECEIVED WITH
GREAT ENTHUSIASM

Large Crowds Gathered on Streets of
Terminal City to Greet Their
Royal Highnesses.

Vancouver, Sept. 30.—The Royal train
left Banff at 8:35 o'clotk on Sunday
morning. The day was an absolutely
perfect one to view the glories of Can-
ada’s great range. Not a cloud was vis-
ible in the sky, which showed deep blue
above peak and valley.

At Laggan the station was tastefully
decorated with evergreens and flags,
while the small population was out in
full force on the platform to get a view
of the Royal train and, if possible, catch
a glimpse of the Duke and Duchess.
Children carried Union Jacks in their
hands and gave a loyal welcome to their
future sovereign and his Royal consort
when they appeared on the platform.

General Superintendent Marpole met
the train at Laggan and took personal
charge for the run to Vancouver.

As the Royal party returned to the
train a very touching incident occurred.
A little girl had bruised her foot as she
ran along to get a glimpse of their Royal
Highnesses. Her mother was binding
up the wound as the Duke, Duchess
and party came up. The tender sym-
pathy shown the little sufferer by their
Royal Highnesses was most touching,
#nd tears stood in the eyes of bystand-
ers, while they coursed freely down the
cheeks of the fond n.other.

Mrs. Keppel, Lord Crichton, the
PDuke of Roxburghe and Sir Charles
Cust rode on the pilot of the engine, and
the Duke and Duchess often signalled
to Lord Crichton when going around
curves.

The engine was in charge of Allan
AMeNab, who brought the first train into
Vancouver.

The reception at Revelstoke was a
splendid affair. The platform was
crowded and the station buildings wer?
a bower of evergreen, flags and bunting.
In a large evergreen arch erected at the
end of the platform the reception com-
mittee welcomed Lady Minto and Sir
Wilfrid Laurier, who arrived on the first
section.

The Duke was. to perform the ceres
snony of laying the corner stone of the
hospital at Revelstoke, built by the Lady
Minto hospital fund. It was found, how-
ever, that the second section of the Royal
train would arrive too late for the Duke
to officiate, and at the request of the
people of Revelstoke Lady Minto kindly
performed the ceremony.

ARRIVAL AT VANCOUVER,

Vancouver, Sept. 30.—The Royal party
arrived at Vancouver at 11.45 to-day,
completing their railway jourrey across
ihe continent exactly on time. The train
with Her Excellency Countess of Minto,
Sir Wilfrid Laurier, the pressmen and
Eastern Canadian politicians aboard, ar-
rived half an hour earlier, and had only
just pulled out of the platform when the
whistle of the Royal train was heard.
Each train consisted of ten cars.

The weather was perfect, and crowds
thronged the station, grounds and the
route of the procession everywhere, The
order twas perfect, however, and regula-
tions were carried out to a nicety. As
the Royal train pulled in, a Royal salute
of 21 guns was fired by the Warspite and
other ships in the harbor. The vessels
were superbly decorated and the harbor
scene joined with the one on shore to
make the finest digplay ever seen in Van-
couver.

About thirty citizens wére on the plat-
form, and were in turn presented to the
Royal visitors. There were Sir Hibbert

and others. After the Admiral and offi-
cers of the navy had been presented, the
Duke walked along in the front of the

‘The Duke then walked back to the
Royal carriage, and the procession im-
mediately started up town at a brisk
trot, Sir Wilfrid and Her Excellency be-
ing in the leading ecarriage. As they
came up the station hill the crowd be-
gan cheering, and the shouting lasted

where the civie address was presented
by Mayor Townley. The ecrowd was
ihickest at this point, and the crush was
intense.

The Duke's reply was brief and formal,

EMPEROR UPSETS
ALL THEIR PLANS

FEELING AGAINST THE
BERLIN MUNICIPALITY

Monuments and New Bridge—Re-
turn of Prince Chun.

Berlin, Sept. 28.—The papers have
been engaged in a warm controversy.
this week over Emperor William’s re-
fusal to receive the mayor of Berlin on
the subject of running the city’s elec-
trical road across Unter der Linden.

‘While the paper representing the muni-
cipality’s views admits His Majesty has
a legal right to forbid the road from
crossing the thoroughfare, they point to
the hardship for the city involved in
such a decision since the council has
bought two lines at a high price upon the
assurance that Emperor William would
give his consent to uniting these roads
by erossing into Unter der Linden. Hix
Majesty has also rejected three monu-
ments mtended for one of the Berlin
parks, on artistic grounds, and, further,
he has rejected the plans for one new
bridge and the rejection of the plans for
the other proposed bridge is expected.

The papers argue that a strong feel-
i{ing exists at the court against the muni-
cipality. Some of them connect the
above iucidents with the re-election of
Herr Kauffman as vice-mayor after the
Emperor had once refused to confirm
him.

CUSTOMS RETURNS.

Returns for Three Months Show In-
crease of $488,924 Over Same
Time Last Year.

Ottawa, Sept. 30.—The Dominion
revenue derived from customs for three
months . ending September 30th, to-day
amount to $8,035,094. This is an in-
crease of $488924 or nearly half a mil-
lion dollars over the same time last year,
The increase for the month over Septem-
ber, 1900, was $82,810,

BOVINE TUBERCULOSIS,

The injection of tuberculin is an almost
unfailing test of the presence of tubercu-
losis in cattle. It is safe to say that for
all practical purposes it may be thoroughly
relied upon. We have thus an easy means
of separating the diseased animals from
those that are sound. In this lies the solu-
tion of the whole question. For present
purposes it wiil be sufficient to consider
the case of dairy cows—or what applies
to them will apply equally to all other
cattle—as among them will be found al-
must all the affected animals. It ix a
notable fact that it is comparatively rare
to find tuberculosis ir ecattle kept much
in the open. This is why horses are so lit-
tle subject td tuberculosis—they live an
outdeor life; hut if they be kept closed up
in erowded stables, withont adequate out-
door work, they are as liabhle to the dis-
ease as are dairy cattle. It is therefore
only necessary to speak of these latter, as
that wi'l practically cover the field of
treatment. Milk certafnly is the chief
soarce of danger. Diseased meat is also
dangerous, but in a much less degree, as
proper cooking renders it harmless, though
we cannot always he sure that it gets pro-
} perly cooked.—The Westminster Review.
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THE CAPTURE OF
LOTTER'S COMMANDO

GRAPHIC DESCRIPTION
OF THE CAPE VICTORY

Boers Hoisted White Flags But Con-
tinaed Their Fire on British—Well
Supplied With Ammunition.

Details from Graaff Reinel, -Cape
Colony, of ‘the practical annihilation of
Commandant Lotter's force by Colonel
Scobell, show that it -was by far the
severest blow the invaders have vet re-
ceived. The success was effected by
clever dispositions. &

Colonel Scobell's force consisted of
9th Lancers and Cape Mounted Rifles,
numbering altogether 280. Commandant
Lotter’s force was 114 strong.

The commando was marked down in a
waterkloof near the western boundary
of the Cradock district. The approach
of Colonel Scobell’s column made the
enemy move off in/ a southerly direction.
The column continued the pursuit, and
our advance scouts located the com-
mando on the Vogel River, The cojumn
was then some five miles away, but a
djspatch rider soon brought up Captain
Purceli with a force of Cape Mounted
Rifles. who attacked without delay.

‘The enemy held a position behind the
schantzes they had built, but were dis-
lodged, whereupon they doubled back
and made north for the mouutains on
the Pearson road. Colonel Scobell then
made certain dispositions for the purpose
ot

Circumventing the Enemy,
which were happily successfill. On the
following morning our scouts located the
enomy on a farm at Groenkloof,

The pickets were rushed at dawn, The
enemy oecupied one centre of a basin sur-
rourded on all sides by ridges. 'They
withdrew to two kraals and a shed, their
horses being tethered outside. Colonel
Scobell at once took in the situation, and
Captain Purcell was sent to eccupy a
position to the south, Colonel Scobell
himself taking a position on the east,
while Lord Douglas Crompton, with a
force of the 9th Lancers, filled up the
gap on the eastern side. The enemy

It is the opinion of many who took
part in the fight that had the hoisting
of the white flag been delayed for a
quarter of an hour not a single man of
the Boer commando would have escaped
death or wounds. The surprise of the
enemy was complete. They never
thought that the skilled tactics of Col.

The condi-
tion of the survivors of the commando is
deplorable. Most of them are withour
covering to their feet, and in the great
majority of cases their clothes are in
tatters. Their horses are in fairly good
condition; 260 were captured.

The enemy’s supply of ammunition was
ample. When the fight began their
bandoliers must have ‘been full, and
large quantities were found 1. their
wallets after the surrender. Fourteen
dynamite cartridges and a coil of fuse
were found among their belongings.

ing then ceased, and Commandant Lotter
came out, of his shelter, followed: by his
men, Our forces then closed in, and the
capture was completed. Investigation
into the damage doue showed that eleven
of the enemy had been killed, forty-six
wounded, a number of them dangerously,
while fifty-six had come out unscathed
from what must have been a ceaseless
storny of bullets.

The sight which presented itself in
the shed is described by an eye-witness
as horrible in the extreme. Dead and
wounded were lying about all ever the
Aoor of the shed, and mary of them
were bleeding profuscly from - their
wounds.

‘While the fight was in progress five of
the enemy escaped from the kraal and
dropped int6 a donga hard by, but the
fire was so hot that they could not make
headway along the donga, and when our
troops closed in the five bodies were
found.

FILIPINOS KILLED
OVER FORTY SOLDIERS

United States Troops Attacked While at
Breakfast—Natives Lost One
Hundred and Forty.

Manile,” Sept. 30.—Gen. Hughes, from
the Island of Samar, reports the arrival
of Sergeant Markley and one private at
Tannan, from the fight at Halanging,
where over forty men of Co, C, Ninth
Infantry, were killed by insurgents who
attacked the troops while at breakfusy
on Saturday last,

The men who have reached Tannan say
that the officers of the company, who
were at first reported to have escapad,
were killed with the majority of the com-
pany. The troops were “attacked while
unpreparad by four hundred bolo men, of
whom the Americans killed about 140,
Many of the soldiers were killed in their
quarters befcre they had time to grasp
their rifles.

Gen, Hughes is going to the scene of
the distaster, and personally will com-
mand the troops.

PREPARING A HOME
FOR ROYAL GUESTS

DECORATORS BUSY AT:
MOUNT BAKER HOTEL

No Expense Being Spared to Prepare a
Fitting Residence For the Future
King and Queen.

For weeks past a big staff of decor-
ators, painters, upholsterers and otner ar-
tists have been busily employed remodel-
ling and overhauling Mount Baker hotel,
which is to be thé home of their Royal
Highnesses 'the Duke and Duchess of
Cornwall and York during their visit to
the British Columbia capital. In spite
of every effort the work is still far from
éomplcted. but enough has been done to
give an impression of*the elaborate char-
acter of the arrangements. \Withal,
there is mnothing flashy or gaudy, but
everything about the place has the im-
press of richness and goodness.

The summer boarders left last week,
and since thien every nook and cranny of
the big building has received attention.
Stairways, hallways and roooms have
been fitted with new earpets, and so ex-
tensive has been the changes in this re-
spect that the hotel may be said to have
been recarpeted from basement to attic.
Axministers and Wiltons cover nearly
all the floors. ‘

The main entrance is appropriately
draped, while Persian rugs are largely
employed for the floors. 'The dining-
room -of the hotel will be employed by
the Royal suite, a smaller' compartment
being used as a dining-room for the Duke
and Duehess and their immediate staff.
The painting of this room, together with
all of those used by the Royal visitors,
has been in the hands of Paul Baygrau.
Here the emblems of the United King-
dom and of:Canada are worked in most
pleasing effects. The design is in panels
and the painting is done in oil. A clus-
ter of maple leaves, of roses, of sham-
rocks and of thistles adorns each of the
four corners, while around the walls,
just beneath the ceiling, is a scroll of
roses.'The centrg of the ceiling is done
in stucco work in .relief. The maple
leaves are prominent on the ceiling, The
furniture is all quarter oak, while the
crimson carpet zZives a richness and
warmth to the general effect,

At the southern end of the ground floor
is situated the Duchess's suite of rooms.
These counsist of a bedroom, dressing-
room and bath. The toning here is per-
haps more delicate than anywhere else
in the building. The painting is in water
colors, the satin effect being employed,
with a border of tea roses. The prevail-
ing tint is olive green. The tints of the
ceiling are blended from pink to olive
green and carried down to the base. The
Axminister ecarpet is also of an olive
green tint. The bedstead is of massive
oak, and sheets, hand made from Belfast,
with Irish cretcheted covers. The dress-
ing-room is across the hall, and is simil-
arly painted and luxuriously fitted. The
bathroom is finished in green with white
enamel bath and silver fittings. A large
Turkish ‘ecouch, real lace eurtains, and
statuary eomplete the equipment of Her
Roval Highness’s bedroom.

The beautiful parlor of the hotel and
the adjoining reception room have under-
gone little' change, excepting for the ad-
dition of seme furniture,

The Duke’s bedroom is on the second

floor at the northern.end. It opens on
the large veranda of the hotel, and has
a bathroom’in conjunction fitted similar.

The furniture here is massive
in character, and all the appointments
chaste and rich,

Downstairs, commanding a cheerful
view of the tennis court, 1s the library
of His Royal Highness. 'Fhe carpet
here is similar to that in the dining-room,
and the couches and chairs are uphol-
stered in elk hide leather.

The Royal linen is all from Belfast,
and will bear the Royal arms in the
corner, and have a seroll with the crest
of the Prince of Wales. -The table ap-
pointments will be of silver and the
China Crown Derby.

From the wide verandas of the hotel
the Royal visitors get a glorious view of
Oak Bay and the Gulf, and should the
weather be unfavorable their view will
still be uninterrupted from the large win-
dows of the house.

From the flag staff on the building a
Royal Standard of silk, furnished by
Rear-Admiral Bickford, will float, and
a signal man will remain on the premises
to look after it. It is expected that the
two torpedo boats will lie off the bay,
and will be illuminated for the oceasion.

A guard will be mounted throughout
the visit, and their tents will be pitched
on the sward in front .of the building.
The boat house of the hotel has been
turned ‘into kitchen and dining-room for
their convenience,

In the adjoining recreation grounds
stables for the Royal horses ard equip-
ages and for the mounts of the North-
west Mounted Police-have heen erected.

There ave about twenty horses in the
Royal stud and aboat thirly in the

The grounds are being cleaned tnder
the directions of the government, and the
Street Railway Company will instal fes-
toons of electric lights from pole to pole,

HON. G. W. BURBRIDGE
HOLDS COURT HERE|

Exchequer Court Disposing of Claim For
Damages Arising Out of Land
Expropriation.

Hon. George W. Burbridge, judge of
the Exchequer court of Canada, arrived
in the city last night accompanied by the
registrar of the court, L. A. Audette, and |
to-day held sittings in the Full coult
room, Mr, Justice Burbridge is the sole
judge of the court, which was establish-
ed in 1875. This court is empowered to
deal with all claims against the Crown
for property taken for any public pur-
pose; for damage to property injuriously
affected by the construction oft any pub-
lic work; for any death or injury to the
person or property on any public work
resulting from negligence of any officer
or servant of the Crown, while acting
within the scope of his duties or employ-
ment, and similar cases. The last sitting
of the court in Victoria was in May,
1894.

Hon. Mr. Burbridge made reference to
that visit this morning, when a welcome
was extended him on behalf of the bar
by H. Dallas Helmcken. He referred to
the fact that on his last visit to Victoria
he had made his home with Sir Matthew
Begbie, for whom, in common with his
successors, he held a high regard.

The cases to be adjusted by His Lord-
ship on the present visit are all connected
with the expropriation of land for the
Rod Hill forts for Work Point barracks
and batteries, and for the new rifle range
at Clover Point,

This morning was taken up with the
consideration of that of the King vs.
Mrs. Young and Roland Stuart, of Hat-
ley Park. The Crown was represented
by Alexis Martin, Mrs, Gordon, by H. D.
Helmcken, and the tenant, Roland
Stuart, by A. P. Luxton. The hearing
is being continued this afternoon. The
Crown proffered Mr. Gordon - $250 an
acre for the 6.4 acres of ground embraced
in the Rod Hill forts, and on which the
residence of the first Chief Justice of
Vancouver Island, Chief Justice Camer-
cen, was situtited. Mrs. Young claims
$5,240 compensation, and the tenant,
Roland Stuart, $2,700. Mrs. Gordoa
resides in England.

There are three cases arising out of
lands evpropriated at Work Point, the
elaimants being Messrs. Sedger, Butler
and Trimen. These are represented by
Geo. Jay.

H. D. Helmcken represents the elaini-
ants in the fifth and last case, namely,
the King vs. Harris, which is for the
iand expropriated for the range..

FINAL DETAILS HAVE
BEEN PROMULGATED

| Double Force of Mounted Police Coming
—Soldiers to Line Streets To-
gether With Police.

The final arrangements for the Royal
visit were perfected at a meeting “of the

i reception committee last evening. His

Honor the Lieut.-Governor and his min-

7 isters will attend at the outer wharf and

receive the Royal visitors at 9.30 on the
morning of the 1st. Immediately on the
approach of the Empress and hér con-
voy a Royal salute of 21 guns will be
fired from the new battery recently in-
stalled at Work Point barracks. As the
salute is concluded it will be taken up
by the warships, who will also fire a
Royal salute. At the wharf a guard of
honor, consisting of men of the Royal
Garrison Artillery, will pay the prescrib-
ed compliment to the visitors as they e-
bark. They will also follow the Royai
procession through the streets.

/Sir Henri and the ministers having
been presented, the procession will pro-
ceed via Erie, St. Lawrence, Kingston,
Montreal, Quebec, John and Belle-
ville streets to the . parliament build-
ings, where a guard will be mounted by
the Fifth Regiment, C. A.

Arriving at the buildings the Royal vis-
itors will be received by His Worship the
Mayor and aldermen, who will welcome
them and conduct them to a platform in
front of the main entrance, when the
oddresses of welcome will be presented.

The steps will be reserved for the re-
ception committee, clergymen and their
wives.

After the Duke has replied to the ad-
dresses medals will be presented to the
South Africa volunteers who will parade
as outlined in these columns a few even-
ings ago. They will parade at the drill
hall‘ prepatatory to marching to the
buildings at 9.15.

The medals having been presented, the
school children, who will occupy the in-
teerval between the platform and steps,
will be reviewed by His Royal Highness,
and will sing a verse each of “The Maple
Leaf Forever” and the National Anthem.

The procession will then reform and
move through the ecity by Government,
Yates, Blanchard, Fort, Broad, Yates,
Government, Store street and Esquimalt
road to the naval town, where luncheon
will be partaken of by the Royal party
with Rear-Admiral Bickford on board H.
M. S. Warspite.

Returning from Esquimalt the party
will land at Foster’s pier and proceed by
way of Esquimalt road, Point Ellice
bridge, Store, Cormorant, Douglas and
Yates streets and Cadboro Bay to the
grounds.

At 4 o’clock the provincial exhibition
will be opened by their Royal Highnesses,
the guard being furnished by the Royal
Horse Artillery, and at 9 o’clock in the
evening the reception will be held at the
parliament buildings, the Fifth Regirtent
again furnishing the guard.

For the Governor’s dinner on the 2nd,
the Royal Engineers will furnish the
guard, the Fifth Regiment the guard at
Oak Bay, and the Royal Horse Artillery
the guard on the wharf as the party
leave.

The bare walls which many predicted
would remain so, have been transformed
during the day by the installation of my-
riad of flags and vari-colored bunting and
the great artery of the city’s commerce,
Governnient’ street is’ now a maze of
decorations from end to end.

Many of the business houses worked
out their plans and prepared the dis-
plays-inside, but did-not instal them antil
to-day, fearing wet weather. The glori-
ous: sunshine of yesterday and the equal
brightness of to-day had dispelled any
alarm felt on that score, and if Old
Probs continues his fine offices for two
days longer the Royal visitors will see
Victoria -at its best.

The Waterfront.

Along the waterfront the principal
preparations thus far manifested is to
be seen at the old customs building,
which has been effectively decorated with
long streamers hung from the roof to the
basement, and with small pennants
sirung from both sides of the building vo
the top of the flag. Down at the wharf
all has been bustle aboard the D. G. S.
Quadra up till Saturday, when the ship
proceeded to Vancouver to join the
squadron, which is to escort the Royal
party to Victoria. Captain James Gaudin
will join the ship at Vancouver to-day.
He.left for the Terminal City last even-
ing.

It consists of an ever-
green portico with arched sides, bunting
crossing the space diagonally and eaught
at the centure of a -tri-color paper
rosette, Cunningly concealed among the |
branches are innumerable incandescent |
light, which in the night will shine out
like so many stars in a green cope. A
iiberal display, of flags and ‘lanterns
heighten the general effect which, al-
though brilliant in the day time, will be !
much more so in the night. Messrs, C.
C. McKenzie and Thos. Sehl are respon-
sible for the arrangement.

‘The other merchants are also appro-
rriately decorating their premises, and
business ‘heads have been all day schem-
ing, planning and 'bringing to’ bear all
their artistic talent to make a creditable
showing, John Cochrane’s drug store is
resplendent with orange and blue.
Mowat & Wallace’s store has “Our
King, Our Empire” conspicuously dis-
rlayed on the window.

One ‘of the finest decorative displays in

PRELIMINARY WORK
15 NOW COMPLETE

STATIONS SELECTED
AND SURVEYS MADE

Expedition Starts Out in Mid-January
Next—Head Oftices Will Be Located
on the Coast.

R. E. Peake, of Clark, Forde & Tay-
lor, 'of London, which firm has charge
of the laying of the new Pacific cable,
arrived in the city yesterday on a brief
visit, and will be leaving for Emngland
to-night. He has completed a southern
tour in conmection with the- gigantic un-
dertaking which his firm are about to
carry out, and in an interview given a
Times representative this morning stat-
ed that the landing stations have been
all selected, the survey made, and plans
well advanced for the laying of the
great wire connecting Canada with Aus-
tralia.

The stations have been selected since
Lis last visit to this city, when, it will
be remembered he went down the
West Coast on the D. G. S. Quadra,
obtained soundings of the approach to
ihe Island, and selected a block of land
situated between Bamfield and Grappler
creeks for the landing station—a point
eminently suited for the purpose be-
cause of the character of the shore' line
and its immunity from the ocean swell.
Here sufficient land, as has “previously
Ieen stated, is being cleared _for the
erection of the necessary buildings for
telegraph offices, ete.

Mr. Peake says that there will be two
connections with the station on the
Coast, one by the land route line by way
{of Cape Beale, via Victoria to the Main-
land, and the other along the east bank
of the Alberni canal to Alberni, and
thence to - Nanaimo, connecting with
the cable crossing the Gulf at Departure
Bay. The head offices of the Pacific
Coast eable, Mr. Peake announces, will
| be situated at the landing station on the
Coast. ;

The first expedition will set out in
mid-January, 1902, and to this party will
be delegated the woyk of laying three
sections of the line fom Fiji to Norfolk,
thence to New Zealand, and from there
to Queensland. Thd second expedition
is to leave Vancouver Island for the
Fanning Island and complete its labor
at the Fiji Islands. The contract fer
laying this cable calls for the comple-
tion of the entire undertaking by the
cnd of next year, so that it will be seen
that once the expeditions start out the
work will go along rapidly. One ship
will lay all the southern sections. There
will be two of immense tonnage em-
.ployed in the work. one of which will
‘hnve a greater carrying capacity than
‘the famous Great Eastern. The Anglia
| will lay the first sections. She is a craft
:that‘ although comparatively new, has
iassisted in the laying of some five or six
{cables, being especially adapted for the
work. The other vessel is building. She
{will be called the Colonia, and will be of
|enormous size. She is designed to carry
10,000 tons, and will have to carry 8,000
tons of cable. This weight, of course.
she will have to carry independent of
the coal which she will be obliged to
take for .consumption on the voyage.
This huge cable with the other sections
of it required for the southern division
is now being made by the Telegraph,
Construction & Maintenance Company,
of London. That it will be laid without
any insurmonntable difficulty Mr. Peake
has not the slightest doubts. Speaking
of the surveys, Mr. Peake states that
the Britannia took in all 699 soundings.
In addition the Quadra made a number
in the spring, so that in all over 700
soundings have been taken. The vari
ous depths ascertained by these have
heretofore been published. H. M. 8.
Egeria took soundings from Vancouver
Island to within 300 miles of Fanning
Island, to where the Britannia’s work
ended.

According to C. W. Clarke, the en-
gineer in charge of the soundings on the
Britaniiia,” “from Norfolk Island to
¥iji, from there to lonely Xanning
Island and to ,Victoria the bottom
has .an average depth of about 2,800
fathoms, with only one range of sub-
marine mountains that came within 700
feet of the surface near Norfolk Island.
We christened the range after our ves-
sel.”

BIG EXHIBITION
OPENS T0-MORROW

THE EXHIBITORS ARE
WORKING OVERTIME

Preparations Being Carried On With
Great Dispatch—The Premises Busy
Place To-Day—Programme.

Precisely at 10 o’clock to-morrow morn-
ing the gates of the exhibition grounds
will be thrown open, the turnstiles will
revolve, and the public will enter to view
the first exhibition held in this city since
1895.

It will be formally and officially open-
ed at 4 o’clock in the afternoon by His
Royal Highness the Duke of Cornwall
and York, but in the meantime the pub-
lic will have an opportunity of seeing
ihe fair which claims their patronage,
and to which they have given financial
support.

To-morrow the result of indefatigable
efforts, persistent industry and unabated
interest will be manifest, but those
whose shoulders have borne the burden
have no fear of the outcome. Their op-
timism is certainly justified. Indications
point to an exhibition which has never
been equdlled in the history of the city,
either in, extent or intrinsic excellence.
The number of exhibits, the variety of
attractions, the grect interest manifested
and the men behind it, make prophecy
easy and assure success,

If six years have elapsed since the lazt
fair the promcters of the present one are
determined to more than atone for lost
time. The building—one of the finest
from an architectuial standpoint in the
West—and grcunds have been admirably
improved. Auxiliary structures have
been erected and every accessory for
which there is use has been placed in re-
quisition,

The building, as noted in the Times the
other day, has been repainted interior
and exterior. It has been strengthened
and improved, and the Improvement is
not only in appearance, but there is now
a larger area for the exhibitors. On
former occasions there were portions of
the building inaccessable to the public,
ewing to their insecurity, Now everything
is in perféct order and open to inspec-
tion.

The secretary is comfortably installed
in his two roomed building at the grounds
on the north of the mni‘nv entrance. His
department is connected with each de-
partment of the building by the tele-
phone so that the smpe’x'jutendents may
conversaé with him over the line and save
time. His office is a vori'z‘uhle hive of in-
dustry. He is really in .3 state of siege,
people in battalions incessantly bombard-
ing him with queries, requests and pro-
positions of all sorts. .Although there
may be a sort of fascingfion for him in
the work and satisfact Ty results may
more then compensate ‘lum for worry
and trouble, to the ordipary mortal the
very word exhibition wgquld produce a
night-mare for many moons. 4

In order to give some idea of the num-
ber ¢f exhibits, it should.pe remembered
that every available piece of floor space
in the building has been taken up. There
may be a few remote corners in which
nothing could be properly, displayed, but
otherwise space is at a premium, Car-
penters, painters and employees of the
various establishments, mercantile and
manufactaring, have been engaged for
days past in preparing ‘‘@isplays. The
traffic to the exhibitionr premises has
been immederately heavy as may be
understood, and 'as tedmsters unload
their freight, workmen carty it inside and
put it together.

Yesterday - work was resumed,  as it
was realized that every minute weuld be
precious, In fect up until the very hour
of opening everybody will be busy get-
ting “their houses in order” for the vis-
itors. The interior of the stately build-
ing has been given a picturesque appear-
ance, The gallery fronts have been
decorated with red, white and blue bunt-
ing, while the band stand-which has been
so conveniently arranged in theé centre of
the building will be appropriately adorn-
ed. A magnificent banner with the “The
Secret of England’s Greatness” and a
Bible on it will- confront the eye on en-
tering, while the various'stands will be
decked out in gay colors and patriotic
devices,

(From the entrance to the gallery where
His Royal Highness will open the exhi-
bition a carpet will be laid on which the
Royal party will tread. The ceremony
will take place in a speecially prepared
space in the first gallery whieh will be re-
served for the Royal party and suite.
This arrangement will prevent any in-
convenience to the illustrious guests from
the crowds who in their ' enthusiasm
would be certain to press uncomfortably
close tp the heir apparent of the British
throne,

The buildings adjoining the main strue-
ture—for the district exhibits and the
creamery—are just completed, The form-
er is 24 by 62, and the latter 24 by 40.
The . district exhibits department will
certdinly be one of the most interesting
of the show, the variou$ districts being
represented by the very best of their
products, The creamery building will also
be_an important place in the visitor’s itin-
erary. Like its neighboring structure it
will constitute a distinet feature of the
show, and one that will undoubtedly
form part of every subsequent exhibi-
tion.

Work on the refreshment structure is
being carried on with all dispatcﬂ. An
arrangement was made with a local res-
tauranteur to cater to the general ap-
petite only a few days ago, and the erec-
tion of the refectory has consequently
been delayed.

The -grounds and track are in a satis-
factory condition, the lurge 5,000 gallon
tank having been placed in position for
watering purposes last week. The grand
stand, one of the best in the west, has
been completed. This stand was de-
scribed fully in these columns several
days ago and repetition is unuecessary.

Adequate fire protection has heen af-
forded, the chief of the Victoria fire de-
partment baving recently installed a

chemical tank within easy reach and g
arge quantity of hose,

A feature of the show will be the sale
of live stock, ‘especially imported from
the East by the Dairymen’s Association,
which takes place on Thursday next,
commencing at 11 a, m,

The
weights witness used were deep sea
leads, and when he sunk the buoy it was
in six feet of water if not more,

This testimony completed the evidence
immediately forthcoming, and an

When the gun was dis-
charged the deceased was between him
and the window. The gun was left load
ed from Sunday to Wednesday because
he could not get the cartridges out. Wed-
nesday morning he had picked up the
gun to extract the cartridges, but being
called and told that it was timeg to go to
work, he laid it on his bed and left it
there. He was sure the triggers were
down, for it was necessary that they
should be down to open the gun.
