CHICAGO, June 11.—After having 
been cut off from communication With 
the outride world rince 11.45 o'clock lari 
night, the city of Bloomington was An­
ally heard from thla morning. A mes­
sage received at that hour said that a 
severe wind and rain storm visited 
Bloomington last night, levelling wires 
in all directions. The damage Is not 
yet known.

All attempts to reach Decautur, 
Springfield, Pontiac, Clinton, Freeport 
acid other cities proved futile last night, 
nor had they been heard from this 
morning.

A tornado covering a wide belt of 
country, crept over Northern and Cen­
tral Illinois from Freeport to Bloom­
ington and Clinton In the central part 
of the state.

Ills., June 11—Three 
lives were lost and 20 persons injured 
at Morna, ten miles north, in the 
storm that visited this vicinity about 
midnight.

The dead:—Miss Lena Cahagan, of 
Leray; Mrs. Edward Martin, of Leray, 
and Miss Annie Kelly, of Moraud.

Mitchell Cunningham, of Mora, Is 
missing.

About twenty others, more or less, 
were Injured. About two hundred peo­
ple were attending a dance In the town 
hall when a tornado wrecked the build­
ing, lifting the door and crushing In 
the walls. Other damage was dene at 
this point, but particulars are meagre.

Responsible For Turbulent Scenes 
in Austrian Parliament.

VIENNA, June 11,—There were fur- 
ther turbulent scenes In the lower 
house of the Rlchrath today, when 
both the president of the house. Count 
Vetter Von Der Lille, and the premier, 
Dr. Vpn Koerber, scathingly criticised 
Dr. Von Klofal and other members 
who protested violently against the 
anti-Polish speech recently delivered 
by Emperor William of Germany at 
Marlenburg, on the occasion -Of the 
completion of the work pf restoring 
the ancient castle there.

Thep remler said he specially regret­
ted the Invectives directed against a 
sovereign who since his Accession had 
been a faithful ally of Austrian-Hun- 
gary. In conclusion the premier curtly 
refused to reply to an Interpellation on 
the subject of the German emperor’s 
speech. The premier's remarks were 
greeted with a storm of mingled cheers 
and cries r»f disapproval, the banging 
of desks and other noisy protests.

TO PRODUCE PEAT MOSS. First Claw

Reports Submitted by the Supreme 
Recorder For 1901.

A number of gentlemen in this city 
are looking into the question of peat 
moss handling, with, a view to the for­
mation of a company to place this ar­
ticle on the market. 8pme few years 
ago peat moss was Introduced as a 
bedding for catth* and horses and al­
though perfectly satisfactory for this 
purpose was found to be somewhat too 
expensive. The present Idea is to use 
the moss not fpr bedding, but for burn­
ing, and it is believed that the plan is 
feasible. It is thought that by submit­
ting the moss to a very high pressure 
it can be compressed into blocks which 
will prove fully as good as coal for 
heating purposes and can be supplied 
at about half the price of anthracite 
coal. If the company is flirmed, as at 
present seems probable, the moss will 
be obtained from the peat bog on the 
Shore line near Musquash.

COL LYNCH

Promptly Arrested on a Charge 

of High Treason.

The Rebel Member For Galway 
Gathered in by the 

Police.

LONDON, June 11.—Colonel Arthur 
Lynch, who fought with the Boers in 
South Rfrlca, and who. In November 
last, was elected to represent Galway 
in the house of commons, was arrest­
ed this morning on his arrival at New 
Haven from Dieppe, France. Colonel 
Lynch, who was acqompanied by his 
wife, was brought to London and was 
afterwards taken to the Bow street 
police station.

Subsequently Colonel Lynch was ar­
raigned at the Bow street police court 
on the charge of high treason and was 
remanded until Saturday, June 14th, 
after formal evidence of hie arrest had 
been presented.

The prisoner, who was described on 
the charge sheet as a “Journalist,” sat 
in the dock apparently unconcerned' 
until the magistrate asked him if he 
had anything to say in reply to the" 
charge.

The colonel, who is tall, erect and of 
military bearing, then arose, grasped 
the iron railing in front of the dock, 
hesitated and finally almost inaudlbly 
replied :

“No, sir." ."
Col. Lynch, who did not apply for 

bail, was taken to the celle. When he 
was searched, nothing but a small 
sum of money was found on his person.

In the first place the chairman called 

upon McLaughlin, the foreman of 
street work In the southern aecflon of 
the city. Mr. MoLaughlin aaid he had 
been connected with the street depart­
ment since 1876, and then proceeded to 
define hla duties aa foreman. He kept 
a Hat of the men employed on the 
Btroete from day to day, kept their 
time, etc. He received his Instruction» 
from the dlrecfor of public work» and 
the superintendent of street». He was 
frequently calked out at nlsht to do 
extra work. He had at present 84 men 
under him working on the streets, 
sidewalks and squares. Their pay ran 
from $1 a day to $2. The laat named 
amount was paid the engineer of the 
roller. Men at work paving got from 
$1.10 to $1.60.
$1.30 to $1.70. Men employed pn the 
public ground» received $1.20 to $1.80. 
Men working on repair» to streets were 
paid from $1.10 to $1.40. The men en­
gaged at scavenger work got $1 a day. 
The system was to clean the streets an 
rapidly and as often ая possible. The 
dirt was swept up and hauled away tp 
the dumps. More attention was paid 
to Klfig, Charlotte, Germain, Prince 
William and Sydney streets than any 
others. He gave a detailed account of 
how the men worked. There were 
nine watering carts In the city, two at 
tlw north end, two at the west end 
and five In use In this portion of the 
city. These five were moving about 
the streets of the city today. The Street 
sweeper was run pver the wooden 
pavements once a fortnight. It was 
tried on the macadamised streets, but 
It did not work well. It removed two 
much material and the broom would 
soon give out. After bad weather the 
men who swept the streets In fine 
weather cleared the crowings. All the 
streets were cleaned once In three 
weeks and the wooden pavement once 
a fortnight, it cost $41 rto run the 
street sweeper over the pavement and 
for the fray of the men who had 
to work after It. The men who were 
paid $1 a day were old men.

Acting Superintendent Winchester 
said he received his Instructions from 
the director. While he was In charge 
at the north end he had 46 men under 
him. This Included scavengers, men 
working In connection with the crush­
ers and the employee on Victoria street 
repairing the etreet. The pay was the 
same ae In this end pf the city. The 
system over there was to sweep the 
blocks once a fortnight with the 
sweeper. Nine scavengers followed It 
along with three teams, and two days 

occupied In cleaning up after 
the sweeper. He estimated the qost of 
sweeping the wood pavement at the 
north end at $50. It would cost as 
much to do the pavement In this end 
pf the town.

Director Cushing said the cost of 
running the sweeper over all the wood 
pavement In the city with the expense 
of removing the material was In the 
vicinity of $100.

Mr. Winchester said he now had six 
men at work at the north end. Five 
men were engaged there In the repair 
of asphalt walks and crossings. Men 
■were at work In the Rockland street 
and Victoria street quarries. There 
were two watering1 carte at the north 
end. When the weather was fine and 
the wind was light, the fire department 
horses were used In these certs. At 
other times horses have to be hired. One 
stone crusher was at work on Rockland 
street; the other was at the One Mile 
house. It would go to work at once 
providing stone for the repair of the 
Marsh road. The etreet sweeper could 
be used once a week If the city would 
stand the expense.

Director Cushing said he took hls 
orders from the common council and 
the board of works. The orders passed 
are taken up and carried out. With 
reference to the work carried on at 
Carleton, he esid there were employed 
on the streets In that portion of the 
city five men at repair and scavenger 
work. Twenty-one men were at pre­
sent engaged replanking North Rodney 
wharf under Thos. Thompson. The 
pay roll of the street employee con­
tained 240 names. Work would be be­
gun soon In making repairs In connec­
tion with the Sand Point wharves and 
warehouses. The expense to the city 
would be light, ae the steamship peo­
ple would be called upon to pay for the 
greater portion of it, having agreed to 
do so. The director suggested the pay­
ment of the street employee at the 
scene of their work. This should be 
done with the men at Carleton at 
least. There were fifty-five miles of 
streets In the city.

f he city engineer here remarked that 
there were thirty-four miles of asphalt 
sidewalks In fit. John.

The director agreed to submit to the 
committee an account of the work that 
la to be done this year. He wee anx­
ious to see more permanent street 
worjt carried on, as was shown by hls 
recommendation» to the council. There 
waa only enough money this year to 
make necessary repairs. No perman­
ent work could be undertaken.

The committee adjourned to meet 
•gain.

ONLY SIX* MONTHS.

MONTREAL, June 10,—-Chief Justice 
Alexander Laqoste in sentencing Ar­
thur Brunet, who pleaded guilty to 
corrupt practice» In fit James' elec­
tion, In the court of King's bench to­
day was very severe on such offences. 
Hls lordship referred to the petition 
for clemency which had been present­
ed to him, and stated It had received 
due consideration. The offences, how­
ever, were extremely grave ones, and 
the public conscience demanded they 
should be punished. P 
wealth gave a political candidate a 
very great advantage even when used 
In a perfectly legitimate manner, and 
it was absolutely essential that this 
advantage should not be Increased by 
illegitimate and criminal means. The 
same consideration, he felt, must ex­
clude the optlpn of fine. On the first 
count, therefore, that of bribery, for 
which the maximum penalty was six 
months' Imprisonment, he would sent­
ence the prisoner to four months' con­
finement. For the second charge, 
which was a more serious pne, that of 
employing others to impersonate 
voters, the maximum penalty was two 
уваги, but he would only impose a 
penalty of six month» In the preent 
case. The third offence, namely, in­
terfering with the course of Justice by 
taking witnesses out pf the country, 
was the gravest of all, but even In this 
case he would limit the penalty to six 
months. This made a total of sixteen 
months, bt# out tof regard for pleas of 
clemency urged hls lordship stat*l he 
would allow the sentence to run con­
currently, which wpuld permit of the 
prisoner being liberated at the end of 
six months.
