Hon. Mr. Tweedie—As far as I could
ascertain, Judge Steadman was the
only one who expended any money.
Mr. Hanson, who was a clerk in the
provincial secretary’s office at a salary
of $900 a year, haying become incapa-
citated for work, is now receiving a
superannuation allowance of $600.

Mr. Hazen said that similar repre-
sentations had been made to him in
regard to Mr. Hanson, and it was also
said that the late Henry Phalr had an
equal claim with Judge Steadman.
Had -he government any eyidence with
regard to the amount that Judge
Steadman had actually paid out? The
costs of the suits were paid by the
government, and one claimant should
not be pald without considering the
claims of the others. The fact that
Mr. Hanson was superannuated did
not affect the matter. e

Hon. Mr. Tweedie said the govern-
ment had sufficient evidence before it
to fix the amount that Judge Stead-
man had paid. This was the first he
had heard of Mr. Hanson’s claim. It
was not the duty of the government
to go about looking for claims. . No
application had been made to the gov-
ernment on behalf of Mr. Hanson or
the representatives of Mr. Phair.

Mr, Murray said he was in full ac-
cord ‘with the leader of the opposition
in regard to this matter. A claim had
been filed some time ago by J. Henry
Phair and Edgar Hanson, which he
would proceed to Ttead. This docu-~
ment, which detailed all the circum-
stances of the case, bore no date, but
was addressed to the Hon. Robert
Duncan Wilmot, who ceased to be gov-~
ernor in 1885.

Mr. Copp drew the attentions of the
government to the salaries of the re-
gistrars of deeds, some of which ‘were
receiving much less than their labers
entntled them to. In Westmorland the
registrar only received $2,000 out of
which he had to pay nearly a thou-
sand in clerk hire. The fees of the
office had increased very largely in re-
cent years. He thought there ought
to be a revision of these salaries.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie—This matter has
been brought to the attention of the
government and will be dealt with at
the next session of the legislature.

Mr, Osman presented the report of
the public accounts committee.

Mr. Morrison said that as one of the
committee he had not signed the re-
port, although he agreed with'a large
portion of it.. But he did not think it
went far enough. ~What he found
fault with was the absence of proper
vouchers, especially with regard .to
the expenditure on roads.

The board of works is responsible for
the expenditures, and it is idle for
them to say they cannot get better ac-
ccunts. The same thing existain other
departments of the government. There
ought to be a statement of days’ work,
and of the rate of wages in every ac-
count. As regards by-roads, no less
than 179 by-roads commissioners, re-
presenting an expenditure - of about
$10,000, did not send any returns at all.
They treated the government with in-
difference. .

Hon. Mr. Pugsley—Can you tell us
how many of these 179 Were appointed
by the county council?

Mr. Morrison—Very often the gov-
ernment ignores the men appointed
by the councils and appoints other
men. Then there is the question of
overdraft for roads. While some coun-
ties have money to their credit the
county of Kings has an overdraft of
upwards of $11,000, which. is $3000 more
than last year. I think that the head
i of the department should see that this
system does not continue. There was
a large expenditure on a bridge in
Westmorland county for which there is
no proper voucher.

Mr. Leger—With regard to that ex-
pengditure it was for an aboideau, and
the mioney was paid on account of the
work on my recommendation,

Hon. Mr. Labillois—The work was
also examined by the provincial engi-
neer. We have not had a speech this
sessicn that is so much in favor of the
highway act as that made by my hon.
friend from Northumberland. I said
last year, with 1,300 or 1,400 by-road
commissioners, half of them appointed
by 'the municipalities, it was impos-
sible for them to get full returns or
vouchers for expenditures. This year
179 of these people have made no re-
tures, while of the 168 supervisors ap-
pointed by the government we have re-
turns from 165. Now there will be
about 180 officials charged with the ex-
penditure of road money, and full re-
turns will be exacted from each of
them. This year we expect to be able
to clear up the business of the old road
supervisors. :

Mr. Flemming—I see in the report of
the board of works account in the au-
ditor general’s report that the sum of
$83,392 was expended on permanent
bridges. .The chief commissioner in
reply to my enquiry stated that the
total sum is $125,248, the balance over
the $83,000. being charged to suspense
accounts.  Now I complain that there
is no detailed statement of these ex-
penditures and that they have not
been subjected to any audit. - They
were not enquired into by the public
accounts committes. Now I submit
that is a bad system.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley sald: Before this
bill passes I will take this opportun-
ity to refer to some observations which
have been made by certain newspapers
reflecting upon members of this house,
on the action which members have
seen fit to take regarding  certain
measures up here for  eonsideration.
These reflections are entirely unwar-
ranted, I appeal. to every member of
thé house, tv bear mie out in.thé-state-
ment that no attempt has been made
undyly to influence any member in ex-
ercising his best judgment in respect
to these matters. If such attempts
ghould be made I am sure they would
be resented. Every member of this
house, I am sure, feels the responsi-
bility resting upon him as a represent-
ative of the people and feels his duty
to his constituency and to the province
to use his best judgment upon all mat-
ters brought tg: the attention of the
house and upon which we are called
to legislate. The impression has gone
abroad -because of unwarranted state-
ments made in certain portions of the
press that the members of this house
have been influenced to a line of action
in connection with certain St. John
bills that would not have been pur-
sued had not such® influence been pre-
sented. That is entirely unfounded
and imisleading and does an injustice
to this house. The question was asked
in one last night if the money was
jirgled before the members to influ-
ence them to vote a certain way upon
this bill now before the. committee. If
it was not so late in the session and
members’ are desirous of getting away
tomorrow, -if possible, I would have the
editor of that paper brought before the
bar of the house and compelled to an-
swer as to why he made such imputa-
tions against the representatives .of the
people and against the legislature. I
do not believe .there is a legislature
snywhere insoired with higher motives
or more sincerely desirous of doing its
duty. .

Hon. Mr. Hill—From observations
both in and about the house I state it
as my belief that the statements of
the St. John press that efforts were
made to unduly influence members in
their action on bills before the héuse
were entirely unfounded and entirely
fable.

Mr. Flemming said—I wish to take
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this, rthe t_irst opportunity I have had,
to place myself on record as opposed
to the way in which the bills from St.
John have been treated by the com-
mittees. I do not think the St. John
bills received the consideration due
them. I believe, for instance, that St.
John had a right to an exclusive fran-
chise- fo™ lighting on the west side,
and I believe also that the St. John
Street Railway Company should be
taxed. St. John sent several bills here
for enactment, and every one has been
so mutilated and cut up that- the city
will ‘scarcely be able to recognize one
of them when it goes back to them.
St. John, elects :a Council to do its
business, and when that Council after
deliberation sends to this house bills
which they deem in the city’s interests
I do not think it the right nor fair
thing that those bills should be so am-
ended and mutilated that they could
not be frecognized by the people who
sent up the originals.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley—The hon. mem-
Per for Carleton was not present in
gommittee nor in the house to assist
in discussing those bills and in perfects
ing that legisiation, and after an ab-
sence from the house of many days

[ WHlTING, he comes here today and tells us we

did not give these bills consideration.
I claim that these measures were very
fully diseussed. I will always exer-
cise my right to use my best judgment
on bills from St. John or Kings coun-
tys or from any municipality, afd shall
vote and speak upon these measures
as my better judgment dictates,

.Hon. Mr. Tweedie—My hon. friend
from Carleton has been away a great
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deal of the time this session; Because
business was not suspended and these
bills held over until he returned and

‘prenounced upon them, must the whgle

legiglature wait -upon the hon. mem-
ber while he is away attending to his
private business, and does he say that
we have not fully considered the bills
until we heard his judgment upon
I think he is only ftrying :to
get a little cheap notoriety, because
some of the papers have stated that
St. John was not being used fairly.
My hon. friend has not consulted his
leader in the matter or he would have
jearnsd that the hon. leader of the
opposition and myself stood shoulder
to ‘shoulder in regard to many of the
amendments proposed to some of the
S8t. John bills. I repeat in the house
what I said the other day in commit-
tee, that much of the legislation which
is sent here from St. John is not in
such perfect state that the house can
pass it without the fullest posasible
consideration, and we spent days and
days in trying to get such information
regarding many of these bills as will
enable us to form an intelligent opin-
jon upon them. The members of the
Commion Council and the members
from St. John city are often lacking
in information that it is very essential
the committee should have.

The house took recess until 8 o’clock
and upon resuming, Mr. Flemming
said: It is not true that I have been
absent a large part of the present ees-
gion. I was present in the municipal-
ities committee when the St. John
bills were discussed, and I know that
the committee took a vote upon the
bill to authorize the city of St. John te
aequire the lighting plant in Carleton
and approved of the bill. But when
the bill comes before the committee of
the house an amendment is brought in
by the attorney general, which takes
away the right of an exclusive fran-
chise which was the object sought in
the bill and approved by the commit-
tee on municipalities. - That was one
of my reasons for stating that St. John
was not treated as generously—to put
it mildly—as the interests of the city
demanded, - I consider that the am-
endment now before the committee is
not even half a loaf, it is’ merely a
crumb, but even so, as it is something
in the Interests of the city I will have
pleasure in supporting it. -

Mr. Hazen—The premier and the at-
torney general have made remarks |
that art not fair to my friend from
Carleton. They have sought to create
the impression and that the hon. mem-
ber is not attentive to his legislative
duties. Such is not the fact. I have
sat beside the member from Carleton
gince 1900, and can say that there is
not another who gives more faithful
and assidious attention to his legisla-
tive duties than the member from Car-
leton. On Thursday last he told.me
that it .was imperative that he go
home, and when he told me theynature
of his business which called him away
I at once consented, as leader of the

opposition,-to his geing even though it}

was desirable that ‘every member, be
It wes s tentien to’
have been in his place on Monday and
he would have done so but for. delay
in the trains. He has not been away
as much as some members who sit on
the opposite side of the house, and
behind the premier and attorney gen-
eral, and now they are trying to create
a false impression, thinking it may do
my hon. friend some possible harm in
the country. Nothing in my  career
will justify such an accusation as the
premier has sought to. make about me.
Any statement regarding the hon. gen-
tleman that I have made in this house
during "his absence or in the country I
am prepared to make now in his pres-
ence;

Hon. Mr. Tweedie—By this amend-
ment we compel the Street Rail-
way Company to keep in good repair
most all the streets in the city for
some seven miles over which its tracks
run, being responsible for the mainten-
ance:and repair of the streets from
curb to curb, and this is the first time
any such far-reaching legislation has
ever been enacted in this country. It-
is the most effective legislation that
could be devised to protect the inter-
ests of the city.

The vote  being taken upon the
amendment it was adopted without a
dissenting voice.

The section of the bill regarding the
by-laws was then taken up. Hon. Mr.
Tweedie said that in his opinion the
common counecil, which under this bill
i given the right to make by-laws for
the efficient operation of the street

Mr. Hazen did not think it proper to
take out of the hands of the company
the power to make its own by-laws and
give that power to the common coun-
cil.

Japanese‘Statesmén in Glowing Wards
Tells of the Secret to Their

* Numerous Successes.

NEW YORK, April 12.—Declaring
that it was the United States that
gave to Japan the guns, smokeless
powder, the telephenes and telegrams,
with which victory on the battlefield
had been won, Baron Kentaro Kaneko
of Japan aroused great enthusiasm at
the banquet tendered tonight by the
New York Commandery to the general
officers and delegates ‘attending the
fcurth biennial convention- of the mili-
tary order of foreign wars, called to
order in this city today.

“When you sent Commodore Perry
to us fifty ‘years ago,” said Baron

Kaneko, “you introduced us to the

world and to western clvilization. Since
you introduced us to western: civiliza-
tion we have reorganized our army
and made the emperor the head of it.
“We teach our soldiers never to fight
with our neighbors, and you gentlemen
can rest assured that we will never
declare war with a foreign power un-
less it is forced upon us. As long as
the Philippines are near us we weleome
you as our good neighbor, and’ we al-
ways come to you as our protege.

“We will, however, defénd our na- |’

tional honor, and when it corffes to
that point we have the old maxim to
go by Tset the enemy’s arrow strike
your forehead, but never your back.
That, I may say, I think has been the
reason of our suctess in Manchuria.
‘We have another maxim that we try
to follow: out, and that is that when
the enemy seeks our profection treat
him kindly, treat him humanely, for
he, though an enemy, fought for hia
country and for his sovereign. When
we do this we can say we are soldiers
who are entitled to be admitted among
the soldiers of America_and Burope.”

city. Under the law this judge is al-
lowed $100 for each circuit. The judges
not living in St. John naturally daynot
look with favor upon this enactmer¥
and the attention of the attorney gen-
eral has been called to the matter, and
the probability is that the government
will ask the house to reconsider the
act. The. judges do not object to cer-
tain members of the bench getting an
extra allowance, but their ground of
contention is that the legislation is of
a discriminating character and should
not be, as they do not think it is, in
the best interest of justice, nor do the
bar St. John call for such a law.
As Judges Hanington, Landry and
Gregory all reside out of St. John and
Judge Barker is the judge in equity,
the act as it stands should mean that
the Chief Justice and Judge McLeod
will hold all the extra clrcuits in St.
John, for which they will receive add-
tional pay.

It is stated here that the St. John
judges are already holding a great
many extra non-jury sittings for which
they get no pay, and this bill only pro-
vides that the same allowances shall be
made for extra sitting as for their
regular courts. For instance the chief
justice, tried the Turner case, which
was a rather heavy one and at an extra

sitting.

It has been suggested that probably
some counties, where ehere is much
court business;, Westmorland, for ex-
ample, should be treated the same way.

FREDERICTON, April 11.—The bill
to bond the floating indebtedness of
Fredericton, amounting to some $21,-
800, occupied the attention of the mun-
fcipalities committee this morning. The
mayor, city clerk, Ald. Chestnut and
City Treasurer Golding were heard in
support of the bill and J. H, Barry
and ex-Ald. Farrell'in oppposition. The
committee decided to recommend the
bill to the extent that the city should
have power to issue debentures to the
amount of $7,600, as this sum was
shown to have been spent in the way
of permanent improvements. The de-
cision of the committee quite naturally
is not very satisfactory to the council,
which was unanimous on the proposed
scheme and had spent days upon Iit,
and which considers {itself the best
judges of the wishes of the ratepayers.

The bill to amend the act incorpor-
ating the town of Dalhousie was re-
commended as amended. It gives pow-
er %o the commissjoners to levy taxes
for the repairs of the streets and to
improve the town hall. It authorizes
temporary loans to meet current ex-
penditures and gives persons paying
tax on $300 income a vote and enables
the ratépayers to exempt the Resti-
gouche Woodworking Co. from taxa-
tion and to supply it with water.

The corporation committee had be-
fore it for consideration the act incor-
porating the Inglewood Pulp and Paper
Co. Geo. McAvity, Col. Meclean and
others supported the measure, ;which
was strongly opposed by W, Watson
Allen, who represented Mr. Cannen.
Mr. Allen argued several objections to
the hill, among them being that the bill
gives a private company the power to
eéxpropriate, that there is no plan or
detail given showing what the com-
pany wants, that the legislation sought
leaves to0 much in the discretion of
the gompany and that there is a suit
in equity pending and the bill passed
would effect the litigation. The com-
mittee considered the bill in private
and adjourned over until tomorrow
morning, when they will further con-
eider the matter. ;

It is certain Rojestven-
sky will give the Philippine Islands as
wide a berth as possible on account of
the lack of sympathy which is known
to exist in the United States with Rus-
sia’s far east policy.

Haughton Lennox, who followed
makes no claim to being an orator or
the manufacturer of rounded period,
but he is a student of Canadian politi-
cal history and so far as can be ex-
pected from-a man who spends his
life in Ontario is very broad minded.

'Mr. Lennox instantly retorted, “No.
The hon. gentleman cannot even sce
the point. Probably the hon, gentle-
mman has got so in the habit of think-
ing that the mantle of that veéry great
and able man, Palton McCarthy, de-
scended, not upon his son, because he
has a son in Toronto who is a very
able lawyer, but descended upon 'this
political nephew of his, that he can-
not think of anything else. He is like
‘the Third Napoleon, of whom it was
remarked the cnly good thing,to be
said about him was that he -was the
nephew of his uncle.”

One of the most interesting speeches
of the day’'s debate was that of Mr.
Onesiphore Turgeoen, the liberal repre-
sentative from Gloucester Co., N. B,
Mr, Turgeon spoke in English, al-
though French is his mother tongue,
and he spoke it flueantly.

But, when the object to be served is
served In indirect way in this statute,
and when the indirect method has em-
bodied in it the power of the Grand

railway to absolutely dispose of
that stock without coming back to
parliament, it seems to me we go fur-
ther than ‘we ought to go. We may
be perfectly wiliing that Mr. Booth,
or whoever is the owner of the stock,
may hand that railway over to an-
other company so that it may beeome
part of a great Canadian system of
raillways, but we might not be willing
that the Grand Trunk Company should
hand over a controlling interest in the
stock of that railway, and therefore
the control of the railway itself, to
somebody who might not be approved
by parliament., In other words, I re-
gard 'the situation exactly the same
as if the Grand Trunk Company were
to come here with a conveyance from
the Canada Atlantic and ask parlia-
ment to make that conveyance valid,
and if it should also ask parliament to
give it power, without coming back to
whoever it Ssaw fit. That seems to me
to be practically the result of this
legislation.

Hon. ‘Mr. Fitzpatrick—The applica-
tion of the Grand Trunk Company to
parliament is to obtain permission to
acquire stock; once they have ac-
quired that stock from the Canada At-
lantic, the general law then goes into
operation, because -there is no law
which prevents the Grand Trunk or
any other company from selling its
stock; why then single out this cor-
poration for special treatment?

R. L. Borden—What I mean is this:
There is a certain purpose which the
minister of finance has explained to us
as the purpose of this bill—and I agree
with his understanding—that is, prac-
tically, to vest the Canada Atlantic
Company in the Grand Trunk Railway
Company, but it is not done in the
usual way. If the Grand Trunk Rail-
way Company, in the act validating
the conveyance, should ask us to give
it absolute and unlimited power to dis-
pose of that railway te amny person,
whether approved of by parliament or
not, I say we should not hesitate to

the local board. Ames made dueks
and drakes of Fisher's plea that the
liberal party was the custodian of the
conscience of the country on this ques-
tion, pointing out that if Laurier had
given his followers that free hand in
voting on this question which Borden
had given to the opposition members,
leaving the matter to be jfudged by
their own conscience, the final vote on
the government benches would be very
different from what it will be under
the crack of the party whip.

Crogket of York followed Ames at
9.45, first dealing with the legal phase
of the school clauses of the autonemy
bill, particularly in relation to the land
question. He held that the title to the
lands was vested in the provinces and
not in the federal authority, and pass-
ing on, submitted that every consider-
ation of public | interest and policy
made it neoma&'y that the province
should control the lands. If they are
unwisely used, the remedy should be
in the hands of the people who suffer,
but according to the proposed legis-
lation, if injustice is done, the people
concerned must simply grin and bdbear
it.

Discussing clause 16, the speaker be-
leved this parliament had no power to
pass such legisiation. Clause 93 of B.
N. A. was orly one relating to legisla~
tion which only gave power in regard
to remedial legislation, but did not
authorize parliament to originate ed-
ucational enactments. Crocket read
the section, commenting thereon to
support his argument. The only other
section 18 No. 81 that can possibly be
construed to give pariiament authority
in educational matters, but a careful
reading of the act shews that by sec-
tion 93, education i a subject ‘wholly
given the jurisdiction of the local legis-
latures.

Passing on, Crocket quoted the min-
ister of justice’d argument before the
supreme court to show that parlia-
ment had not power to pass this legis-
lation, and warmly contended that it
was a flagrant violation of authority
to impose on the people of the North-
west a system of education, not tem-
porary for the term of the present
pariiament, but for all time to_come.
He denounced the act as a plece of
political tyranny. Only ten of the 214
membenrs of this house are responsible
to the people affected. The other 204
have no interest whatever in the sub-
Ject and have no responsibllity to the
people of the Territeries. This was
not a matter of separate schools, but
of provincial rights and loeal self-gov-
ernment..' It was a strange spectacle
to find the most loud mouthed advo-
vates in this house of home rule for
Ireland, now ,are  the foremost to
trample on provincial \rights in Can-
ada. (Applause.) .

Crocket held that the etate should
regard all people ao equal eitizens, but
it had no right to provide religious in-
struction, ‘This bill distinctly provid-
ed separate schools to enable religious
instruction to bBe taught therein and
compelled people who are not Roman
Catholicy to contribute to the support
of Roman Catholic echools, by divert-
ing the revenue from public lands from
nationsl to separate schools. Taking up
Laurier's' statement there was a con-
stitutional obligatien on parliament to
continue separate schools of the North-
west Territories when these territories
became provinces, Crocket showed that
that ground was promptly abandoned
by the finance minister, the then min-
ister of fntsrior and the minister of
justice. Passing on the member for
York briefly gave the history of the
New Brunswick school dispute and the
final judgment o7 the privy council to
show that as the Northwest schools
were not denominational schools they
should not be given perpetual estab-
Hshment. If there was no constitu-
tional obligation why should this leg-
islation be crystalized intolaw? There
was no moral obligation, but if there
was surely Canada could trust the peo-
ple of the Territories to carry it out.
Crocket pointed out the difference be-
tween the originai school section as in-
troduced by Laurier and the amended
sections, to show that the amendments
were intended to still further deprive
the people of the Tertitories of their
liberty and autonomy.

For these reasons he would vote
against the bill and fop the amend-
ment moved by the leadér of the op-
position. As a member of the house he
entered his protest against the ehap-
ing of this legislation behind the mem-
bers of the house and the conferences
held by Mgr. Sbarrettl, the premier
and others. He had all rempect for
the papal ablegate, and for his co-
religionists, but he held that the pre-
mier of Canada should be above taking
council wlth_ any foreign delegate, be
he from the pope or any other foreign
power. These, sald Croeket, appeared
to be Aﬂmn_t days from the time
When Laurier, then in epposition, pro-

claimed Himself to be a democrat to
the  hilt. Crocket’s argument was
carefully throughout, a review of the
bill from a legal standpoint, and held
the close attention of the house. At
the close of his speech the young
member was warmly congratulated by
leading conservatives and also by sev-
eral ministerial supporters.

The Russian Admiral is Evidently ?

-
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- Amxious to Meet Admiral -Togo.

LONDON, Aprii 13.—British naval
men comment on the lack of secrecy
regarding Admiral Rojestvensky's
movements since his drrival in Far
Eastern waters., The fact that he is

keeping to the main trade route, also
knowing &kis squadron = would con-
stantly be sighted and reported by
passing vessels, they consider clearly
shows that the Russian admiral is
keenly anxious to meet Admiral Togo
and fight it out to a finish,

ST. PETERSBURG, April 13.—The
news of the northward movement of
Ad niral Rojestvensky’'s squadron and
his evident intention to accept battle
whenever Admiral Togo chooses to offer
it, has for the present stilled all acti-
vities 1n the direction of peace, and
the foreign despatches relating to the
voyage of the squadron are followed
with the most intense interest.

The admiralty volunteers no infor-
mation regardihg Rojestvensky’s
plans, whether his immediate destina-

A P,

tion is or is not Cape Padaran (on the
east coast of Cochin-China), but in
naval circles the impression prevalls
that the squadron will continue north-
ward to the Straits of Formosa, where
if Admiral Togo does not elact to give
‘battle or is defeated, Admiral Rojest-
vensky may. sieze a temporary base in
Japanese territory, and if it is con-
sidered advisable he would there await
the arrival of Admiral Nebagatoft's
division. It is rumored that there is
a force of riflemen on board the Rus-
slan transport, which could be lamded
for the purpose of co-operating with
marines. Other naval men think that
Vladivostok is the only base the Rus-
sian admiral has in view.

CHICAGO, April 13—A Chicago
Daily News special from Salgon, Indo-
China, says:

“Rojestvensky’s hospital ship arriv-
ed here last night to take on board
provisions, coal and medicines. It will
leave tomorrow at mid-day to rejoin

the main squadron.”

TOKIO, April 18.—{It is reported here
that the Russians are continually re-
inforcing the garrison at Vladivostok
and that the work of strengthening
the fortress is progressing constantly.

WOULD INGLUDE

WASHINGTON, April 11.—Among the
several questions now pending between
London and Washington regarding
Canada, one of the most important af-

fects the intérpretation of the river
and: harbor act-of 1902, providing for
the appointment of an American-Can-
adian commission to- investigate and
report on the problems of water level,
water supply and - navigetion of the
waters adjacent to the boundary line,
including all lakes and rivers whose
natural outlet is \by the 8t. Lawrence
river. Some question has arisen as to
the scope of the commission of six,
which already hds been appointed, the
Washington government having taken
the tentative position that its jurisdic-
tion did not include the St. John river,
where certain obstructions have been
placed to the annoyance of the Can-
adians. It is the wish of the Canadians
that thie river be included in the in-
vestigation, and they hold that such
was the intenion of the act. A similar
interpretation was placed on the law
by Mr. Choate, the American ambassa-
dor at London, when he presented the
invitation for the appointment of the
commisssion. In view of this fact the
representations of the London govern-
ment on the subject will be taken up
again at Washington and given careful
consideration.

EPIDEMIC DYING 0UT

The Plague of Meningitis is Disappearing
_ From New York—830  Have Died,
Mostly Children.

NEW YORK, April 10.—Like the first
plague of cerebro-spinal meningitis
which prevailed here in 1872, the pres«
ent run of the mysterious disease is dy«
ing out. Physicians express the belief
that it will have disappeared by May,
1. - The only explanation obtainable is
that a little sunshine and a few days
of balmy weather have accomplished
that which Has baffled the medical fra-
ternify. The figures in the office of tha
registrar of vital statistics show that
830.persons, the majority of them chii-
dren; have fallen victims so far. Tha
number of deaths last week was about
20 less than the week befére. At the
‘various large hospitals it is announced
that the number of applications for

{ treatment is daily growing less, and

that the condition of the patients shows
more improvement than at any time
since the epidemic began.

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The New Marconi Station Which is Now Under Gon
struction Will be the Most Gomplete Yet Built—
Nail and Wire Works 1o be Established.

SYDNEY, April 11.—Before the 15th
of this month the Dominion Coal Com-
prany Wwill have. their entire colliery
system of seven pits working in full
swing for the summer season. Domin-
ion No. 2, Caledonia and the Reserve
have been already put on double time
and the rest will follow in a very few
days. For the past several weeks very
extensive repairs have been effected to
all the mines, this work being now
about completed. The bankheads of
all the collieries were lowered several
feet, so as to secure larger coal, which
the company now insists upon produc-
ing. For some year past the demand
was for smaller coal, and to procure
this the bankheads were erected high
in order to break the coal in its pass-
ing down through the screens to the
cars below. Important improvements
have also been made to other parts of
the mines and a vast amount of ngw
machinery installed, and all with .
eye single to the production of a la¥ge
output of good coal in ‘the most econo-
mic manner possible. Shearing takes
the place this year of the ordinary
method of blasting the coal at the
surface. It is expected that this means
will add considerably to the company’s
output. Shipping at Sydney will com-
mence, they think, about the "25th of
this month, which will be somewhat
earlier than last year. The fleet to be
engage® In the trade this season  will
be much larger than the company has
had heretwfore. It will comprise the
company’s own boats, the Louisburg,
the Cacouna, Coban, Bonavista and
Cape Breton, and the following charter
boats: Ca.talone, ystic, Dominion,
Téancred, Trodjkensjold, Britannie,
Harold, Ovidla, Syhma and the James
Ross, the latter being a new boat of
about 7,000 tons. Those familiar with

the condition of things around thoi‘wwks at Sydney seems now to be al-

mines expect the coming season to be
the busiest they have had for some
time past. One new colliery will be
producing this year, Dominion No. 6
(Big Glace Bay). The company re-
cently purchased thirty thousand tons
of rails to be used for yardage at this
mine and for sidings along their rail-
way.

THE NEW MARCONI STATION.

The new station that is being erect-
ed by the Marconi Wireless Telegraph
Company near Glace Bay will not be
completed for two or three months,
owing very largely to the construc-
tion work “being delayed because of
the stormy weather during the past

i
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winter. The station is situated on a
rising ground about four miles inland

the Atlantic ocean., It is larger than
the old one which was on Table Head,
and is understood to be the most
powerful yet built by the company.
The operating house is located in the
centre. of “a square formed by  four
towers, each over 210 feet.in height.
Back of these towers at some dis-
tance is a circle of poles, and back of
this again another circle, each of the
same height, 210 feet. These poles will
be connected with the towers by a net-
work of -exceedingly fine wire. Con-
nections with the operating room will
be had by means of an inverted cone
of wires, the base of which is at the
top of the towers. There are also sev-
eral milés of underground wiring con-
nected with the operating house, the
wires being ° conducted - in  larger
trenches, .

Among the apparatus to be installed
at this station is Marconi’s latest in-
vention, the magnetic detector, which
he had in consideration when hé was
here two years ago. There will also
be installed an improved transmitter
capable of transmitting, with the aid
of the detector, some one hundred
words a minute. Mr. Marconi and his
reydl bride are expected here within
a week or two. They will reside at
the station, where a handsom® private
residence has been erected. The sta-
tion will probably be completed and
the wireless apparatus installed some
tome about the first of July. Mar-
coni will likely remain here for most
of that time.

CASTRO' DEFIANT

Refuses to Accede fo American Demands
Even if The Whole Army and
Naw Enforces Them

CARACAS, Venezuela, April 2—
“President Castro will not withdraw
the New York and Bermudez Asphalt
Company case ‘from the Venezuelan
courts, and will not re-submit the Ol-
cott case to arbitration if the whole
American army and navy came to
Venezuela.”

This emphatic statement of General
Ybarra, the Venezuelan secretary of
foreign affairs, reflects the spirit of
the, reply which President Castro made

PRESIDENT CASTRO,

‘Who s defying President Roosevelt
and the world in general,

to the recent proposal of the Ameri-

can state department for the arbitra-
tion of the Bermudez and Olcott cases.

It was generally rumored through-
out Venezuela that the demand of the
United States was little less than an
ultimatum to General Casro, and the

-reply of the Venezuelan president was

awaited with interest. Predictions of
intervention following the refusal of
Castro to yield were freely made, and
there was much uneasiness when it

was announced the Venezuelan gov-|.
ernment had not only refused the de-|
mand to arbitrate the case, but had )

supplemented 1its refusal with a re-
quest that the United States declare
whether it has any respect for the sov-
ereignty and the courts of Venezuela.

Nearly two weeks haves passed since
Chastro made his reply, and as no action
has been taken by the United States
and no further demands have been
made, the last demand of the United
States has gone the way of many pre-
vious requests for arbitratidbn, and the
incident is practically closed as far as
its discussion in Caracas is concerned.
The Olcott case, the arbitration of
which the United States seeks to have
reopened, is also known as the Orinoco
Steamship Company case and was ar-
bitrated by a mixed commission in 1903
Commissioners Edinbridge and Gri-
santi, representing the United States
and Venezuela respectively, disagreed,
and the umpire, Henry Barge, decided
the case, allowing the company $28,225
on a claim of $1,401,568.

It is emphatically denied in the re-
ply of President Castro that there are
claims pending between the United
States and Venezuela. He again re-
iterates that the New York and Ber-
mudez asphalt case, now in the Vene-
suelan eourts, is a national and not an
international one.

The charges that Venezuela is not
paying its obligations to -creditor na-
tions under the Washington protocols
are denied by administrdtion officials.

The corporation committee this morn-

of the assets and Habilities of the ctiy
at the end of the year from which it
appeared that at the close of the year
there was an overdraft of $18,304, to
which was to be added $1,344, paid on
account of a steam rojler.

Since then
taxes have been collected to the
amount of $7,868 and sewerage and
There is due on ground
rent $760, and on sewerage and water
$300. There are also $11,000 worth of.

MORE POVERTY

THIS WINTER THAN EVER.

IN ST. JOHN

L

Domands For ‘Raliaf, Double o Any Previous
Year---Sicknass and Death, Due to
Unsanitary Houses, the Cause.

r

That the Associated Charities have
had a very busy and ardiious winter
to contend with there can be no doubt.
Mrs, C. H. Hall, the kindly secretary,

states that the demand for help and
relief this season has been double that
of any previous year. She ascribes this
to the fact that sickness and death
have been rife in ' our (midst and
as a natural consequence poverty fol-
lows in the wake of these ills.

The sickness seems principally to
have congisted of diphtheria and
typhoid, which raises the question as

the cause of the prevalence of these

ontagious diseases, and for an answer
Mrs, Hall points to the unsanitary
conditions of the houses in certain
parts of the city.

The regponsibility for these condi-
tions isplaced, by those' who have in-
vestigated them, upon the city officials
resporisible for msewlg ion of the pub-
lic health. If there are dwelling houses
whbse drains are in such an unsani-
tary condftion ag to bé a menace to the
public health, then it is Ahigh time
something should be done—and at once:
—~to put them in a oondition fit for
human habitation. Mrs. Hall points
out that fn many ceses the houses be-
long to people wheo are t00 poor to have
the very necessary alterations madge,
but if this be the case then the ecity
offididls should sureiy not stand by and
allow things to go from bad to worse,
simply m\uc the Ilandlord pleads
poverty a8 an exeuse. it 1s certainly
time the matter was taken Seriously
in hand-and an order passed making
it necessgry that every drain should
be required to pass a strict sanitary
test.

In most of the big cities such a law
exists, and the " sanitary inspector’s
chief duty is to make a round of all’
houses at certain intervals, apply the
test, and if the result is not satisfac-

tory to call on the owner of The pro-
Jperty to have it righted within a cer-
tain time under a penaliy. Should
this not be done the authgrities them-
selves should step in and do the work
themselves and charge the landlord
with the cost of it. If he has not the
means of paying then his property is
sold by the authorities, the amount
of their charges deducted and the bal-
ance handed to the late owner. /

Reverting to the work of the Asso-
ciated Charities, Mrs, Hall states that
the people who have been seeking help
have in nearly very case been of the
superior class and not the ordinary
tramp, and the cry has been, “Give ué
work; we don’t want relief, we want
work.” As she rightly points out, once
the majority of people accept relief—be
it in money or otherwise—they seem to
lose their self respect, thinking their
neighbors look down on them in conse~
quence.

Mrs. Hall is of the opinion if only
some municipal werkehop could be
started, be it a woodyard, or what not,
where a man could do a day's work
and be paid for it, the sting of poverty
might be reduced to a minimum. The
distress has beeh very real in S8t. John
this season, and wages for laboring men
have been on the decrease, Mrs. Hall
stating that she did not know of a
single case where a Mboring man had
earned a steady $10 a week all through
the winter and in a large number of
ecases a wife and several hungry little
mouths had to be fed.

As-is wel know the Associated Chari-
ties is soﬁly supported by voluntary
contributions, and they have come to
the end of their resources. It is an ob-
ject which is well worth supporting,
seeing the valuable work done by them,
and it is to be hoped that the' more
fortunate residents of S§t. John will see
that the work done 1s not allowed to
drop.

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India and the Far East; by Dr. H. Allen
' Tupper.

The Rev. Dr. Charles Cuthbert Hall
of Union Theological Seminary, Brook-
lyn, delivered an address on his per-
sonal experiences and observations in
India and the Far East during his trip
as Barrows lecturer in 19802:3. Dr.
Hall sald: -

At this time among all circles of cul-
ture there is a keen interest felt in
questions bearing upon the Past and
1 have heen asked this evening to glve
a simple account of a Jjourney which
it was my privilege to make recently
to the Orient. Perhaps it will be well
if 1 state, first of all, the conditions!
whick produced the somewhat uniquel
lectureship, of which I was an 1ncum-i
pent some three years ago. During ¢
the first half of the nineteenth cen-
déury the East and the West were al-
most as far apart in thought and in-
tercourse as if they were in separate;
Epheres of the heavens. Some of the !
ideas prevailing in the East were re- |
gaorded as in the last degree ‘grotesque |
and.fantastic in the West, and epithets
scarcely less strong could be employed%
concerning some of the conceptions en- |
tertained, even among intelligent peo-
ple in -the Western world by those of
the East. But there has been a great
change. The British in India have.
gone into the study of Oriental class-
An Oxford professor's researches
syvere a revelation to the Western wox:ld, H
and in many Other ways, commercial, :
.military and diplomatic, the relations:
«of the East and the West have become |
marvelously intimate. The treatyi
which Japan. made by such masterly‘i
diplomacy and her joining the family ;

dition of things about. Of “course,
Christian missions have been at work
for miore than 100 years in India and
China. 1 am’ speaking Jbroadly, reck-
oning from the time whett the spiritual
revival in Great Britain led men of the
tvpe of Carey and Marshman a.nd!
Henry Martin to consider the claims
_of the Oriental world. In- Japan mis-
- sions have only been at work. about

fifty years. It is jnteresting to remem-

%er that in 1807 will occur the centen-

ntal of Robert Morrison’s first efforts

in China. While this work has been
going on the thought has occurred to
certain persons = at different = times
whether there could not be something
done in an additional way to brlng
abbut, one might say, religious reci-

procity between East and ‘West on a

broader scale.

Tie missions represent denominations
of the church and property, so for ‘the
time being, inasmuch as they are the
outgrowth of organized . life at home.
Whether that is to be .a permaneént
condition I greatly doubt. It has its
advantages and also its limitations,
but the thought has arisen whether
there could not be a broad field of re-
présentation of the great Christian
themes under conditions entirely ex-
empt from denominagional relationship
.and from the organic forms of West-

. ern Christianity. Not that they are
« admirable, but in the minds of many
‘Ovientals of culture the organized
forms of the Western church are SO
intimately associated with the-history
of military conquests in the Hast that
there is a lack of credulity. For in-
stance, the Church of England is so in-
tricately involved, in the minds of the
cultured Orientals, with the govern-
ment of England that it is very diffi-
cult for them to separate the two, and
* avhatever their feelings are toward the
government, they are 1ikely to be the
same toward the church for which that
government stands. Now, out of this
gearch for a way to present Christ
without embarrassment arising out of
local institutional forms of the West
grew the lectureship known as the

Barrows. It came about in this way:

t the time of the World’s parliament
& Religions in Chicago, of which John
Henry Barrows was the president,
many Americans were astonished at
the cultivation and spiritual earnest-
ness and grasps of Orientals who ap-
peared on the “gcene, representing
Hindooism, Buddhism, Mohammedan-
ism and other faiths of the East. They
had hitherto regarded all the Oriental
world as sunken in an abyss of bar-

. barism and corruption. Among those

most impressed was Mrs. Haskell, of
Chicago, the widow of an estimable
‘citizen, and the possesgor of wealth as
well as Christian impulse and she
conveived the idea of founding the
Barrow lectureship, which, under the
University of Chicago, should have an
academic aspect. Her gift was ac-
cepted and certain trustees - were
charged with the duty of appointing
qecturera from time to time, making
their selections from this country or
Furope, confirmation by the whole
vpoard of trustees of the university be-
ing necessary. - The first incumbent
was Mrs. Haskell’'s pastor, the mext
was Professor Fairbairn, of Mansfield
Colllege, Oxford, and the third was
myself. I need not say with what awe
end with what sense of weaknass I
undertook the duty which God seetmed
to lay upon me. The appointment was
raade three years before I went to In-
dia,. that time being necessary for my
preparation. :

The first two years, while still per-
forming my usual duties in the semin-
ary, was spent in studying the history
of the great nations of the Bast, and
tracing all the historic ferces which
for hundreds of years have been con-
verging to produce the complicating
results which we find there today. The
third year I went to Oxford and pre-
pared the lectures to be delivered. My
historical and philodophicel study gave
me a message directly concerned with
the fundamental conceptions of a
Christian religion in their adaptablity
to the terme of the Eastern thinking.
The terms  of Eastern thinking are all
very different from ‘those of Western
thinking. A sermon or lecture deliv-
ered to a Western congregation could
not be understood perfectly in the
East. ‘The message that came to me
was the result of a wonderful discov-
‘ery of the way in which the esséntial
conceptions of the Christian religion

lend themselves to expression in terms
of the Eastern thinking. The theme
which I chose was this: “Christian Be~
" Hef Interpreted by Christian Hxperi-
ence.” There were &ix lectures in the

i chanting island of Ceylon.

+ one-night passage only.

course, on ‘“The Nature of Christian-

ity,” ‘“The Christian Idea of God. In-
terpreted by Experiénce,” .“The Lord
Jesus as the Supreme Manifestation of
God,” “The Sin of Man and the Sacri-
fice of Christ,” ‘“Ideas of Holiness and
Immortality as Interpreted by Christian
Experience,” and ‘“Reasons for Re-
garding Christianity as the ‘Absolute
Religion?”’ These lectures on their
completion at Oxford were sent in du-
plicate to Japan to.a friend of -mine,
an accomplished Japanese, - who had
neen a student under me for four years
in the Union Theological Seminary,
and who is now a professor of philo~
sophy at Tokio, for him to interpret.
His interpretation was of great value.
In India it was not neecessary to do
this, for in all cultivated circles in In-
dia there was no more need for inter-
pratation than there would be here. In
fact, I have often said it was my ambi-
tion to speak as correct and pure Eng-
lish as was habitually used by the per-
sons whom 1 was addressing. :
After completing the work, I started,
accompanied by my wite and children,

! across Europe to Genoa and through

the Mediterranean, the Suez Canal, the
Fed Sed, the Indian Ocean to the en-
We stayed
there some time and then passed over
to the Southern extremity of India, a
We travers-
ed India from the bettom to the top,
far up in the Himalayas on the borders
of Thibet, the Punjab in the north and
away down again, making between 7,-
000 and 8,000 miles. We then crossed
the Bay of Bengal to the Malay penin-
sula. We coasted China, simply enter-
ing Hong Kong, and crossed the Yellow
Sea to Japan, where-we had the good
fortune to spend a considerable period
with some of the first people of the
empire. I lectured. ninety timés in
India and sixty times in Japan. When,
béside the public contact with people,

{ you have daily and hourly intercourse

with them there is a basis upon which
one may, without utter presumption,
venture an expression of views relat-

ing to the people of the East and the’

possibilities of their being drawn to-
ward the religion of our Lord and Sa-
vious, Jesus Christ. I was greatly in-
debted to two missionaries in India,
Dr. Hughes and Dr. Chamberlain, for
their assistance. They mapped out my
itinerary, corresponded with confer-
eéncesg all over India, made every possi-

' ble arrangement” for datés and places,

and interested leading men of non-
Christian beliefs in local ocentres. In
Japan Dr. Forest was invaluable to me
for the same kindly offices. All over
the simple desire of those with whom
I came in contact seemed to be to show
courtésy and kindness to the foreign-
er, and this increased when they found
that we came in no spirit of condes-
cension or vaunting.the claim of the
West against the Hast and above all
that we came with no purpose of at-
tacking their religious convictions or
wounding their traditional feelings:
The moment they digcovered.our atti-
tude was one of respeot, of love, of bro-
therhood, their hearts and doors were
open to us: I could not, 1f I were to
talk until tomorrow, relate all the evi-
dence I have of this sentiment. TUn-
der no circumstances, lecturing even in
the city of Benares, which is the cen-
tre of the mest conservative Hindoo-
ism and wheré 1 was warned in ad-
vance by missionaries that I might ex-
pect disorder, was there any less cour-
tesy than you are giving me at this
moment. In fact I was as much at
home in the midst of Oriental hearers
as I am in this church. There was
no senge of race distinction or of the
psycholegical gulf, of which some
speak, between the Eastern and West-
ern minds., I spoke to them face to
face and heart to heart, as brother
seekers after truth.

And this leads me to say that we
must dfaw the distinction in our minds
between the Christian faith as a dis-
tinct form of religion, which I was
there to announce and defend, and reli-
gion in the broad sense-—religion in the
sense in which St. Paul uses it, as he
speaks at Athens, of all men reaching
out after God. That is the religious
element in the ‘heart of humanity. I
do not see how we can account for.the
presence of that religious element in
the heart of humanity everywhere ex-

cept upon that theory, the very theory

announced by the mpostle Paul. “We
are the offspring of God, that made of
one blood, all nations of men to dwell
on all the places of the earth.’ We are
His offspring; we Americans, we In-
dians, we Japanese, we Chinese. . And
because we are, thére is this yearning
of the soul after Him, the yearning
expresses itself in a multiplicity of
ways. It expresses itself in the hand
of the Japanese woman as she reaches
for the rope, that leads to the cluster
of brass bells before the shrine, that
she may pull it and ring the belly to
attract the attention of the God. I
stood by her side and saw her then
with a face as full 8f holy purpose and
as deeply reverent ‘as 3
Chrigtian woman I ever saw. 'Then,
holding her hands and bowing her head
she praye. “We are His -offspring.”
All that came home to nie as I stood
/face to face with gieat congregations
all over the Mast. .This yearning after
God voices itself in many 'w_ays, and
the answer is given to the world in
Jesus Christ. This yearning appeared
to me to be moére tremendous in the
East than it is here in the West. It
is the primary interest there. @ With
us so often the primary interest is the
material, the competitions of life, the
pleasures of life, and religion is a se-
cordary interest, But the great pas-
sion of the East is the God-passion,

4 manifesting itself mometimes in Hindoo

philosophy or Mohammedan ecstacy
or in the pitiful, heart rending sacri-
fice of Polyatheism. I have seen at &
railway station in the Punjab, where
troops were marching crowds moving,
a Mohammedan .gentleman at sunset
spread out his prayer rug reverently
on the platform and kneel in prayer
as if we were alone in the desert.

Wrken .I came out on the platform
to give my first lecture to an Oriental
audience in Colonibo it was a moment
of searcking of heart, and the fear
camé upon me. I faced 800, aill, with

any . face of |

the exception of about 30 Europeans,
Orientals. Theye were -Hindoos, Budd-
hists and a few Mohammedans. I re-
ceived - sympathetic *attention. The
neéxt night the hall was crowded, and
on the third night the crowd was far
out' into the court outside the hall.
Before the lecture a deputation of
Buddhists came to me and asked me
not to be so brief. I was to speak that
night on “The Sin of Man ., and the
Sacrifice of Christ,” two exceptions
that are as far'removed from Budd-
hism as you can well imagine. They
said 1 had seemed to cenfine myseif
to one hour on the previous occasions,
and hoped I would continue my discus-
sion to the end. I epoke one hour, and
then suggested that I had spoken long
endugh, but they said, “Pleake go on,”
and I spoke altogether one heur and
fifty-eight minutes and never shall 1
forget the almost awful silence of that
assembly of non-Christians as I
brought my address to a close by re-
paating the hymn beginning:

When I survey the wondrous cross,
On which the Prince of Glory died
My rizhest gain I count but loss,
And pour contempt on all my pride.

I believe that when the present war
in the East is ended in a way to main-
tain the prestige of Japan if somne one

should go thére with the right word to |
‘speak and should get access to those

who are. guiding the  thought of ‘the
empire, he would find that thought al-
most predisposition to Christ. 1 be-
lieve that Japan stands on the very
verge of movement within herself,
pointing toward a deeper study of
Christianity with a view of seeing how
far it may be assimilated with her na-
tional ideas. The best proofs of the re-
sult of misionary labors are nct the
colleges or hospitals. The seed that
began to be sown one hundred years
ago has been Browing all the time and
bearing harvest after harvest, so that
today there are Indian men and women
who ecan claim a Christian ancestry of
four generations—an Indlan Christian
ancestry. &t is to those things we must
look as we foredast the future of the
Christian work {n Oriental lands. Let
us realize that the ' laying of the
foundations is a perpetual work. Let
us regegnize that the ideal is not that
we should always bufld western in-
stitutions on eastern ;soils. We had
to do that at the beginning, but new
the geed is rooted and in thege lands
of "w‘hich I have been speaking there
is groWing upon an indigeénous Chris-
tianity, taking on loeal.form adapted
to the traditions. dIs it not strange
that the Kast should have been so
slow in grasping the Christian idea?
Are Wwe the primitive representatives
of Christianity? Did Christianity be-
gin in.New York or London? Nay, its
birthplace was in the East, and the
Westérn forms have grown with West-
ern divillzation. Why should we insist
that the Fast should respect our ec-
clesiasticism, with which it has noth-
ing in the world to do? Let us trust
in God to take the same Christianees-
sense and adapt it and mould it into
Bastern forms suited to the Eastern
mind and culture. Let us wait with
large and open minds and we shall
see the East and West are necessary
t6 each otheér; that we without them
shall not bé made perfect, and in God’s
g0o0od time “from the rising of the sun
to the going down of the Same the
Name that iz above every name shall
be glorified of all.”
