Now to the thinking mind there is a lot
of food for ' reflection in that poem, and
there is & great deal more mental nutrition
lying around in the streets of Moncton for
those who care to pick it up, so much in
fact that unless one is very careful they
might easily get indigestion from the great
number of facts and reforms that are being
constantly placed before us and suggested.

For some time past the Hogs or our town
have been hLaving a very hard time of it,
not only in fact, but also in the papers.
Every now and then when news is scarce
and business is slack, an article appears
entitled *“The dog nuisance,” and things
are becoming so unpleasant for the dogs
and the relationship between them and the
local law givers, that I feel the time has
arrived when someone must take definite
action and rise up to sp:ak in defence of
those who cannot speak for themselves.
Therefore it is with pleasure that I step
into the gory chasm and range myself
boldly on the side of the dogs, determined
to hold the town against all odds until I
have had my say.
