MAKE A LIVING AT IT.

NEN WHO SYSTENATIOCALLY STBAL
FOR A LIVING.

They Evidently Think it is no Harm to Pick
up Anything They Can Get From a Rich
Where P and Coal go

—Other Halifax News,

Haursx, 8°'pt, 2,—Stealing from the
government has not been looked upon as a
senious offence by some men who have held
positions in  the railroad service at this
poiot. Many a person who would scorn
o app-opriste the property of a neighbour
would not besitate to enrich himself on
government property when an opportunity
presented. There have been, however, a
few out and out thieves inthe C. P. R.
employ here, who would not only steal
from the government, but from all classes
and conditions of people whenever they
saw & chance todo so. So ome who has
bad a good chance to observe in Halifax,
tells ProGRESs.

It has been said that in years gone by,
when Truro was the terminus of the N. 8.,
railroad system, that a few far-seeing offi-
cials, when building houses, would regulate
the size of their window sashes to suit the
government g'ass, and that government wal-
nut and mahogauy extend largely into the
finishing of their parlors and dining rooms.
It bas also been said that a few men
in the service became stooped in the back
from the constant practice of shouldering
home government lumber. It is told of
one enterprising individual, that he stole
sufficient paiot to cover 8 couple of new
bouser, and had quite an overplus after
the work was finished, which he disposed of
at a low figure for cash.

After the extension of the road east and
north & wider field was opened up for those
who were inclined fo opera‘e. Some years
ago a small syndicate was organized with
head-quarters in New Branswick to carry
on a trade in brass brushes ; the metal was
put up in barrels which were labelled
oysters and shipped by rail to a distant
station. The business had only got fairly
started when, on one unlucky day, the head
gave way in & barrel of the bogus oysters
and the enterprise collapsed. There was a
sudden windiag up of the syndicate and a
sudden imigration of its members into the
borderland.

The members of the brass brush
syndicate were only asmsteurs in the
buisness, compared to a gang whose head-
quarters were at Richmond in this city and
who carried on & successful buisness for &
period extending over ten years. They
commenced on a small scale, but hke
operators on Wall Street they graw reck-
less with their good luck and soon corners
in goverment coal lumber and oil were the
order of the day.

Cars of coal arriving at’ Richmond
would disappear, and the official would be
perplexed and puzzled to know what be-
oame of them. The train records would
show their arrival on a certain day, and
their departura empty a fewdays after-
ward, but the dispoeal of their contents
was & question that could not be solved
by thoss who bad the matter in hand.

‘the building of the track to the cotton
factory siding gave an impetus to the coal
business, as it was neither too near nor too
far away for unloading the coal. When
hoppers would disappear, people would
vaturally come to the conclusion that they
were dumped by mistake aboard ot some
t , but when gondolas began to fol-
low suit some other concltsion had to be
arrived at. On one occasion a gondola of
coal arrived from Springhill for a well-
known steamskip firm. Before the con-
signses could get possession of the coal,
the car was moved to the cotton factory
branch'and the contents hauled away to
the housés of the operating gavg. It
could scarcely be said that the work was
done on the sly, as soms of the coal was
offered for sile by & member of the *““com-
pauy.”

Several car losds of
the potatoes in bulk were put in the siding
and were filled into barrels ready for
the coopers to put-in shipping order.
When the workmen retired for tea
tome eight or ten barrels' were taken
possession of, and concealed in a store
room at the north end of the shed.
After the steamer had- sailed with the
potatoe shipment, and everything was quiet,
the stolen barrels wera taken out of the
storeroom and hauled sway.

At another time & boat was loaded with
scrap metal sheathing and iron belonging -
to the railway and sent down to a city
junk store in charge of two boys. The
metal sheathing was pulled off the old
derricks that kad stood fora number of
years on the long railway whart, and had
been stored in the shed for some time.
The metal was supplemented by =
quantity of railway escrap, and sent
to the junk store as above stated in charge
of two boys.

out of the railway stors room on the wharf
and shipped with the lumber.

I am not an anarchist nor do
I feel that I could swallow any of their
doctrines without considerable mastication
nevertheless there are occasional streaks
of natural justice in their teachings which
cannot be discountenanced and I consider
this matter I have just mentioned as ons of
them.

Insteai of the motto *‘equalization” as
uphe!d by socialists the above case might
come under the head of *individualism"
or every person attend to his or her own
department; rather a keeping distinctly
apart than an iotermingling of classes.
Let those work who are forced to do so
for the support of tkemselves or othere,
but thote who are not oblined to
labor, and who do so at much lower wages
simply for a business education, workaday
experience, pin-money or diversion should
not be allowed to use up the scant re-
sources .of their less blessed sisters of
whom there is a vast msjozity.

I bave been keeping a quiet, but deeply
interested eye on the newspapers of other
places, during the 'present summer, sud I
have been moved to & wonder not unmixed
with awe, at the summary manner in which
offenders bave been dealt with in towns
where the law is enforced without fear
or favor. During the last week of July
no lees than fifteen cyclists were brought
before the authorities of the liftle town of
Windor N. 8 , charged with ridiog on the
sidewalks, in defisnce of the law, and in
each caso a fine of five dollars was imposed
onthe offender—and collected. Sevaral
young ladies were included in these vio-
lators of ths law, but their sex fiiled to
protect them and they were obliged to pay
the penalty.

Withmn ths past two wzeks information
was formally laid in Amherst, by a mem
ber of the police force against ten people
in one day for the same offence, and two
of the culprits in th’s case also, were young
Iadies. What penalty was imposed on

these lsw-breakers I have not yet heard, |

but the **Daily Times” ia noting the cir-
cumstance mildly inquiras in a foot-note—
¢““What has beceme of the byelaw ageiost
wheeling on the sidewalks in Moncton P”
The question is & very pertinent one
and mary of the cit'zens would like to have
it satisfactorily answered. Evidently it has
either been lost, or so hopelessly mislaid
that there Is no chance of finding it before
the bicyc'e season is cver, when it will
doubtless be quite as usetul for all practical
purposes as when it was first passed ; dnd
since it has obviously never intended to ba
enforced one cannot help wondering why
the city il ever ted valuable time
in framing such & bye law.

Early in the ‘present summer the €ity
council of Halifax drew up an exhaustive
set of bye laws for both the guidance and
protection of bicyclists, thie violation of
any exceeeing twenty dollars for each
offence, and in default of immediate pay-
ment tha culprit was to be imprisoned in
the city prison for a period not
exceeding ten dsys. These lawswere
not intended to be a mere em-
broidery upon the rogular city ordin-
ances but for practical use, and the polize
had every intantion of enforcing them when
necessary but I believe very few examples
sre made ; and the city of Halitax is free
from the nuissnce of bicycle ridiog on the
sidewalks. It would be most interesting to
watch the progress of & case in Moncton
where the minions ot the law dared to
interfere with the liberty of any free and
independent citizen, male or female, who
chose to use the sidewlaks for a bicycle
track ! Of course there is no danger of
such a contingensy arising as the officers
ol the force know better than to engage in
any such unequal contest, but the howl of
indignation which wounld arise agaisst
such an outrage would shake the
city to its foundati and probably
result in most unpleasant consequences
for the policeman. “Day after day” and
worse still night' after night, the festive
cyclist dashes up and down the quieter
streets just where shs can do the most
harm, sincs people ara not looking for
danger in the more pastoral parts of the
city, and nobody says a word the public
haviog meekly accepted her as a necessary
summer evil, just like the mosquito or the
house fly. But sometimes 8 bolder spirit
is moved to sigh lor laws that really mean
something and are of practical -use, so that

PRATHER'S (OSTLY RUN.
Speeding Ninety Miles on Horse.back to
Bave a Fortnue.

‘Oneof the notable incidents of early
days in the Pennsylvania oil regions was
John Prayther’s $3,000,000 ride trom oil
City to Pittsburg,’ said Byron G Smith. bf
Cleveland, ‘and I was the man that started
him on it. I eall it his £3,000,000 ride be-
cause by taking that ride he made $1,000,-
000 apiece for himself and his two brothers.
When he mounted his horse at Oil City
that January morning in 1865 the three of
them combined didn’t have $10,000. I
was an cil well driller, and it was a few
idle strokes of my drill in & wildeat well
that [ was about to draw the tools out of
and abandon that sent John Prather fly-
ing 'on horseback on that ninety-mile ride
to fortune—and he didn't have a cent’s
worth of interest in the well, either.

In the summer of 1864 I was employed
by one of the myriad, wildcat oil com-
panies that came icto existence during the
early petroleum excitement to put down a
well on terrifory it had leased ofa farmer
named Holmden. The territory was
seven or eight miles beyond what was then
believed to beithe limit of the Oil Creek
district. The company had an immense
captial on- paper, but it actually lad none
at all.. 1t was formed solely to dispose of
its stock. -

The secarity of the Prathers
bad to give was mot worth $25,000 nor
anything like it, it being simply their farm
at Plumer, but the offer itself was tre-
mendous. Farmer Holmden, mot believ-
ing the boys could raise that much money
in-sixty days, and seeing better prospect
for oil on the Prather farm at Plumer than
there was on his own farm, accepted the
offer and signed papers to that effect.

‘I hate to do the boys out o’ their farm,’
old;Holmden said to me tke day he signed
the papers;’ especially as Johnny's my son-
in-law, but if they don’t know a good thing
when tkey've got it, I can’t help it.’

*This was along in November. I kept
peggingawsy at the well I was drilling,
and the Prather boys began negotistirg for
& customer for this territory on the strength
of that weil. They wanted $100.000 for
their part of the farm. I found good signs
ofoil, but no vein. I got clear tirough
the third sand, which was as deep as wa
drilled in thoze daye, and reported to the
company that there was no use. I had
orders to keep still and go on drilling.
There was a few hundred thousand dollars
worth of stock to be unloaded on the public
yet. The Prather boys saw tbat rome-
thing bad to bs done with their territory
pretty qulck ormot at all, and George
Prather was sent to Pittsburg to work it up.
This was about the first of January, 1865,
just about the same time that my drill en-
tered what had never been found in oil
well drilling before—a fourth sand. The
weather was such that we had to shut
down then, whether or no, and even if I
could have gone on with tha drill I wouldn't
have taken any stock in that fourth sand.

‘Toward ths middle of January there
came & big break-up and thaw, and ths
Superintendent of the company ord:red me
to take the tools out of the well while I had
the change, for the compiny bad n> more
use for it—having disposed of more than
$800,000 of its $1,000,000 of stock, and
the whole bus’ness hadn't cost it $25,000.
I went over to tte well and started to obey
orders, but before pulling the toolsI
thougkt I would see, just for curiosity’s
sake, if there was any kind of depth to that
fourth sand. I set the drill to jogging, and
it hadn’t bored into that sand more than a
foot when it dropped plump into the oil
vein, and I had a well that was flowing oij

at the rate of 800 barrels a day! There | the

bad been spouters few times as big as that
along Oil Creek, but they'd had their day,
and the pump was then getting most of the
oil in the region, so this strike, seven miles
beyond developments,in a wildcat country,
just set the oil field wild.

Duncan had been instrumental in building
a Presbyterian church at Pithole in 1865,
and by his his will he left $25.000 to that
church. A ocommittee represeniing the
contesting heirs tame to this counry to
learn something about Duncan's transac-
tions in the oil regions. They went to
Pithole to see the church he had remem-
bered so liberally in his will. There was
nothing left ot Pithole but vacant and de-
caying buildings, and the church had dis-
sppeared entirely. When Danean left
Pitho'e the church snd everything else
ra were in a most flourishing condition.
The news of the utter collapse and aband-
oning ot the place had never reached him
in his seclusion in Scotland. The com-
mittee went home and reported that there
was no sucha place as Pithole, and
conlgt(])uently no church there to receive
$25,000.

Take a' smsll muslin
bag about one-tbird the lepgth of the jar
to be used, and of the same circumterence
as the neck, put a drawing string in tle
top of the bag of suffi.ient length to allow
the neck of the bag to extend the width of

the cover or cork. The bag may now be
filled with bypo, the cork or lid put on top
inside the bag and the s'ring drawn and
tied. Now fill the jar with water so ‘that
the bag hangs therein. The water will
now dissolve the bypo, and the solation,
being heavy, will sink, causing the water
to rise and take up more ot the chemical.

THE PAPYRUS OF BGYPT.

It Will be Years Before we Can Fully
Appreciate the Find.
The work which has resulted in so im-
portant a find for Christendom, as the
papyrus containing the ssyings ot Christ,
bad a curious beginning. It was begun at
Behnesa, eighty miles south of Cairo, on
the edge of the Western Desert, in
December of last year by Mr. Flinders
Petrie, who, after examining the wide-
spread mounds, and judging that the in-
terests of the place were almost entirely
Roman, left the site in the hands of Mr.
B. P. Frenfell, M. A., and Mr. A. S.
Hunt, M. A., who had come expressly to
work for papyri. ‘Their results,’ so we
are told, ‘proved to be far greater than
were anticipated.” As a matter of fact
they filled some two hundred and eighty
boxes with ‘waste documents’ belonging to
periods varying from the first to the sixth
century, A. D., together with about one
huundred and fifty undoubted Egyptian
archives which had to be deposited with
the governmentat Cairo. Years, probably
decades must pass before we can realize
the vslue of this marvellons capture from
the forgotten past —Flintshire Observer.

He koew that reproach would
always pursue the suspicious reconversion,
and on that consciousness grew bitterness
and intolcrance. Coleridge, baving wan-
dered through all opinions himself, was
afraid to condemn too harshly those who
ditfered from him. He contented himselt
with loving God, and preaching the true
principles of christianity. Southey on the
contrary, stalked into the fearful regions of
bigotry, assunied in imagination the throne
and thunderbolts and Deity and,
¢ Dealt damuation round the lsnd
©On all he deemed his foes.’
Bat this was the worst view of Southey's
character. He had that lower class of
virtues which Coleridge had not, and out
of his prudence and timidity sprung that
worldly substance which Coleridge was
never likely to acquire, and by which he
kindly made up for some of Coleridge’s de-
ficiencies. Coleridge counld not properly
provide for lus family ; Southey helped to
provide for them, and iavited Coleridge's
wife and daughter to his house, where. for
miny years thoy had & homs. In all do-
mestic relations, Sonthey was admirable;
he failed in those only which- would have
given him an name, perhaps, little short of
Milton for glorious patriotiem, had be pro-
ceeded to the end as he began. ;
