Ottawa, Ont., Jan. 24—The reply of the government to the lmlnu-
ations and innuendo of Hon. Wm. Pugsley last week was placed In the
hands of Hon. J. Douglas Hazen, and he performed his task this after-
noon In masterly fashion. It was a complete refutation of Mr. Puge-
ley's semi-charges and laid bare the political methods adopted by .that
crafty gentleman to score a point against his “opponents. There were
eommon untruths in the statements made by Pugsiey and when he had
made short work of these, Mr. Hazen was led to remark: “I charge Mr.
Pugsley with Impropriety in making a statement of the sort-he did”
Parliamentary usage does not allow any stronger terms.

But, apart from the refutation of Mr. Pugsley's insinvating re-

¢ marks, Mr. Hazen's address was an important contribution to parlia-

mentary literature, It will be a historical document, placing as it did
upon the recorgls of the house the policies in certain regards of the
Canadian government and the Imperial’ War Office, and :detailing the
results of these policies. Mr. Hazen's outline of the action of the war
office with the transportation of munitions and various articles of war
manufactured in Canada and the arrangements of the British govern-
ment for the carriage across the Atlantic of the produce and. manufac
tures of the Dominion for the use of the British people and their allies
in this time of war, was striking and important. The extent of these
arrangements had not been known until Mr. Hazen made 8 compre-
hensive speech tod-y, and it will occur to the c.n-dlan people that

" Bigger things thah they Rad dreamed of "have been happening. Some-

thing>of the greatness of the British Empire upon the sea will come
home to them.

With these things Mr. Hazen has to do. He, of all men in Canada,
has the greatest opportunity of observing. imperial greatness upon the
water, and that he realized the importance of it all was shown by the
earnest way in which he told as much of the story as was politic to tell
at the present time. That forty great ocean ships are constantly carry-
ing munitions from Canada to the motherland, and that the gross weight
of these munitions amounts to no less than 125,000 tons per month will
be a revelation. The pension question was also deait with by the Min-

showing thnt they had been party to the arrangements mlda. yet, he
was broad enough and fairminded gnough to. invite discussion upon the
matter so that there n'\luht be brought to the attention of the members
of the government any weakness or inadequacy in the system if such
exists. Unquestionably Mr. Hazen's speech is the greatest that he hae
ever made in this parliament. Throughout it all there was the seif res-
pect of the gentieman, and courtesy and moderation towards hig oppo-
nents, His remarks regarding Hon. Frank Oliver's speech of last
week were dignified and appreciative.

There is much, of course, yet for Mr. Hazen to say befors this
session Is over. There is more Information to be given, and when he
comes to dwell upon the navy and what it has ,done and what Canada is
doing there will be further surprises for the people and even for the
majority of the members of parliament. ‘Mr. Hazen, as has been shown,
is not given to saying much in public as to the work of the departments
over which he exercises control, but his work has been none the less
vldor@uu and Impoﬂanl and has wielded a great influence during the
progress of the present war.

In gpening he paid a fine tribute to the Duke of Connaught. He said:

“So far as Canada is concerned,
hon. gentlemen know that the
first Canadian Contingent which
crossed the seas was only a com~
paratively few weeks in camp at
Valcartier before they were trans-
ported to the other side, but
after it arrived in England it was
kept in camp under almost un-
fortunate  conditions at Salisbury
Plains during the whole of  the
winter before the authorities
there thought our troops were
sufficiently trained and disciplin-
ed to take their place in the fir-
ing line, but when they did so
they proved themselves the equal
of the best soidiers that were side
by side fighting with them and
brought undying honor and glory
upon Canada. (Applause).

IT IS UP TO BRITAIN,

“So far as the men who enlist
in Canada are concerned, overy-
body will agree that as in few
cases they have hgd any training
of a military character, it is
necessary they should undergo a
certain amount of training before
they cross the sea. The Cana
dian government and the Depart:
ment of Militia are sending these
men forward week by week, a8
they get the hecessary training.
as the war office wants them, and
as transports can be obtained, and
when they arrive on the other side
of the water, then it is a matter
for the British War * Office, be-
cause these men are not mem
bers of the militia of Canada, but
are enlisted especially. for the
Overseas Service, and when they
get to the other side become part
and parcel of the British Forces,
and it is for the British authori-
ties to decide when they shall be
sent over to France, and -when
they shall take their place in the
firing line.

“At once I beg to say to my hon.
friend from Red Deer, and to the
people of the country that so far
as the Government of Canada,
and the Minister of Militia of Can-
ada are concerned, they are fully
alive to the desirability of send-
ing the men forward as quickly

as they can be sent forward, hav- -

Ing regard to their training and
fitness for the work, and they will
continue to do so in the future as
in the past. (Applause).

“My hon. ‘friend and colleague
from the City of St. John (Mr,
Pugsley), made a lengthy speech
to this House the other ht,
a speech very different in tone
and in style of criticism from that
delivered by the leader of the
opposition, ‘and that of the hon.

Hon. J. D. Hazen in One of Greatest Speeches of His
Career Exposes the Grit Game of Unwarranted
Criticism---If Abnormal Profits Were Made in
Shell Contracts They Went to Liberals---John E.

hon. friend’s criticisms of mem-
bers.of the Administration be-
cause they had not made more
recruiting speeches than they
had been able to make with the
tremendous amount of work
thrown upon them during the last
year. A leading mnewspaper in
Ontario, some months ago, found
fault with the Prime Minister be-
cause he was not addressing more
recruiting meetings, and asked
who had heard a word in favor of
recruiting from the ‘lazy lips of
Sir Robert Borden? And now
the hon. member for the City of
St. John holds the government
responsible for the high Ireight
rates because, as he suggests, the
members of the administration
had been spending too much time
in- addressing recruiting meet-
ings. (Applause).

THE TRANSPORTATION QUES-
TION.

“With the war a state of affairs
arose with regard to tonnage and
transportation that has certainly
been very difficult to deal with.
The breaking out of the war put
out of business a great many
ships that had been engaged in
the carrying trade. Go down to
the ports of Boston and New York
and you will see there steamers
of the North German Lioyd and
the Hamburg-American lines
swinging at their anchors, abso-
lutely idle, unable to continue
the business they had carried on
before the war, because were they
to venture out from ' their safe
havens in Boston, New York or
other American ports, they would
be captured by the British cruis-
ers, which, operating from Hali-
fax, are protecting the trade
routes across the seas for the
people of Canada and the Empire.
(Loud applause). g

In addition, ships floating our
own flag bave been held up and
interned. 1 know of two vessels
belonging to St. John or other
Maritime Province ports interned
in the port of Hamburg where
they happened to be when war
was declared. These vessels also
are prevented from taking part in
the general carrying trade. Be-
sides the dislocation of trade in
this way, hundreds of ships have
had to be taken by the British
Admiralty, as is absolutely essen-
tial if the war is to be carried to
a successful termination. All this
has led to disturbance, trouble and
difficulty in the transportation of
goods and naturally has caused

an enormous Increase in the
freight mates which have to be
paid. “But, as Mr. Pugsley has

referred to this question, and as it
is a question which applies not
only to us but to all the shipping
world generally, and it will be
quite as fair to hold the govern-
ment responsible for the fact that
freight rates have advanced equal-
ly in the United States and even
more in the Argentine Republic
and other South American coun-
tries. In view of the statements
he has made 1 desire to give
a fair,  frank statement of
what the government has done
to meet the transportation ques-
tion and give the products of
Canadian mills, forests and farms,
means of Treaching the market
during the time the war has been
in progress.

WHAT THE GOVERNMENT
HAS DONE.

“The efforts made by the gov-
ernment to secure adequate ton-
nage for the Canadian export trade
relate to two classes of exponts.
One class includes the whole of
the general commenrcial overseas
exports of the dominions, the
other comprises the lange quanti-
ties of supplies and munitions of
war which are being purchased in
Canada by the British government
—as will be seen a little later on
a very efficient and comprehen:
sive organization hag beeh built
up for dealing with the last men-
tioned class.

“While making certain that
there would be no obstruction in
the flow of war suppiies to the
other side the government at
the same time, realized the neces-
@ity of doing everything possible
to meet the need of ocean trans-
portation for general commercial
purposes. As early as March this
question was taken up formally
with His Majesty’s government.
At the instance of the Prime Min-
ister strong representations were
miade by means of  official com-
munications to the Secretary of
State for the Colonies, pointing
out that the Canadian export and
import trade was facing a serious
condition on account of the short-
age of ocean tranfports due to
the reqiisitioning tby the Admir-
alty of many of the best carrying
vesselg of the principal steamship
lines. The necessity for taking all
possible measures to relieve the
situation was urged. The Prime
Minister had already put the mat-
matter forward through Sir Geo.
Perley, acting High Commissioner
in London, requesting him to take
it up directly with the appropri-
pute depantments of the British
government. This was done and
Sir George attended many confer-
ences with officials in London,

VESSELS RELEASED.

“The question kept com-
tinually before the Admiralty and

was

other departments all through the
spring. Representations were
made on behalf of various Cana-
dian shipping companies whose
tonnage in greater or lesser de-
gree have been requisition-
ed. In June a large boat for the
St. Lawrence coal carrying trade
and three vessels belonging to the
lumber trade were released after
much negotiation. In June, also,
conferences were held in Ottawa
between an interdepartmental
committee and representatives of
Canadian steamship companies op-
erating between Montreal and the
United Kingdom, at which meas-
ures for meeting the  growing
scarcity of tonnage were consid-
ered. At the end of June the
Prime Minister went to London to
confer in person with His Maj-
esty’s government mnd particular
' attemtion was devoted to the prob-
lem of providing adequate trans.
portation for general commercial
purposes. The whole question
wag fully discussed during July
and August at a number of inter-
views which the Prime Minister
had not only with the permanent
officials of the Admiralty but with
soveral of the members of the
cabinet, all of whom realized its
importance.

“It wag recognized that the mat-

ter was equally important to
Great Britain and to Canada, to
Great Britain because of the food
supply which she must receive
from this country and in order
that her manufacturers might have
access to the Canadian markets—
to Canada in order that trade with
the Mother Country might be main-
tained and that the large crops
which wera to be harvested might
find a portion of their market in
Great Britain and other European
countries. it was pointed out
that in view of the part Canada
was taking in the war it was es-
pecially desirable that every fa-
cility should be given to coantinue
our export trade. The fact that
a very large wheat crop was an-
ticipated was panticularly and in-
gistently . put forward. It was
unged that from sixty to sixty-five
per cent, of our normal tonnage,
peoculfarly constructed for the
North Atiantic trade, had been
requisitioned and that a serious
situation would develop unless
adequate steps were taken to meet
it.

place of those requisitioned. One
immediate result of these steps
was the assignment of two steam-
ers fitted with refrigerator plants,
to be used in transporting frozen
meats from Canada. Assurances
were also given that if more ton-
nage was needed for this purpose
it would'be provided. After the
Prime Minister returned in Sep-
tember the subject wag still kept
before the British goverhment.
Strong representations were made
to the Colonial Secretary at the
same time the matter was urged
through Sir George Perley, who
made it the subject of many con-
ferences both with the British per-
manent officials and with the
members of the cabinet. As a re-
sult, since January 1, 19165,
twenty ships requisitioned by the
Admiralty have already been re-
leased for the Canadian service
and in addition the High Commis-
sioner's office has secured the re-
lease of three ships as to which
notice of requisiiton has been
given.

PRIZE SHIPS FOR CANADIAN
TRADE

“His Majesty's Government have
also assigned three prize ships,
the Kiawak, the Barenfels and
the Nerime to be used in the
North Atlantic trade. Further-
more, the Colonial Office secured
three large sailing vessels which
have been chartered to the Can-
adign Government and will be
made available for this route.
His Majesty's Government have
also transmitted information to
other sailing vessels which are
open for charter and this infor-
mation has been given to ship-
ping agents. It is also to be borne
in mind that the fact of the in-
auguration of the regular trans-
port service since last February,
at the instance of the ,govern-
ment for the transportation of
war supplies, has released to a
considerable extent the space in
the regular liners and this space,
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80 T d, has been and is now,
avallable for ordinary commercial
tonnage.

“In considering thig question it
must always be borne in mind that,
all, and above all, we are at war.
More than 1,600 steamers have
been requisitioned by the British
Gqvernment , alone for war pur-
poses, .and the governments of
other nationg have been obliged
to pursue the same course with
respect to their mercantile ma-
rine. As Premier Asyuith point-
ed out, in the Imperial House of
Commone several weeks ago, the
demands made upon the British
Government in this respect have
involved the transporting of 2,
500,000 officers and men in addi-
tion to 320,000 sick and wounded,
2,500,000 tons of supplies and mu-
nitiong and 800,000 horses and
mules, and these’figures are ex-
clusive of millions of tons of
stores carried by the navy for
allled governments.

BUNKERING ARRANGEMENTS.

“If my honorable friend from
Quebec was correct in his argu-
ment there would be very large
stocks of lumber remaining in the
Province of New Brunswick this
year. In order to get exact facts
with regard to that I communicat-
ed with a gentleman in the City
of St. John, a friend of mine and
of Mr. Pugsley, and asked him to
give the facts with regard to the
shipment of lumber from St. John
and the stocks that were being
wintered over and other informa-
tion concerning lumber shipments
from the province and how it is
being handicapped by lack of
transport.

“In reply 1 recelved this letter
under date January 20»

“‘My Dear Minister:

“ ‘I have yolr letter of the 19th
instant. I will be very glad to
give you the desired ipformation,
as nearly as I can. The Admiral-
ty have, so far, loaded at St. John
seven transports carrying in round
figures 20,000,000 superficial feet
and there are two cargoes sold
which will be shipped in the mnear
future, about 6,000,000 mere, mak-
ing a total of 26,000,000 superfi-
clal feet,

“‘The regular liners will not
1ft as much stock this year as in
former years, owing to the very
large amount of other traffic
which 1s offering, but as near as I
can figure out these liners will
about clean up the balance of the
wintering stock here at St. John
and these shipments will be com-
plete the latter part of April.

MORE

“‘The
in 19156

shipment from St. John
was approximately 130,

000,000; 1914, approximately 85,
000,000; 1913, approximately 86,
000,000."

“So honorable members will see
that the lumber shipments from
the Port of St. John in 1915 were
43,0000000 superficial feet in ex-
cess of what they were in 1914,

“My correspondent, one of the
best informed lumbermen in New
Brunswick, goes on to say—and- 1
shall givg the whole letter to the
House-—not part of it:

*“The wlntedng stock here at
8t. John this seasof is much less
than in average years. The win-
tering stock on the Miramichi in
round figures, is 50,000,000, and on
the Restigouche 40,000,000. Nova
Scotia has today, of last year's
stock, unshipped, in round figures,
35,000,000.

“‘Reganrding the log cut for this
year, in my opinion it will be con-
siderably less than the average
of former years. The North Shore
people say they will cut about two-
thirds of their average cut and on
the St. John River the cut will
not exceed two-thirds of last year.
Then the Nova Scotia products for
this winter will be almost 50 per
cent less than last winter.

“‘Approximately, this —is the
best information I can give you,
and if you desire to do so, you
may use my name.

“These stocks are larger I be-
Heve, than the average stocks held
over on the Miramichi and Resti-
gouche, but that was not lost to
the lumbermen. On Saturday, 1
had a conversation with one of
the largest lumber operators in
the northern part of New Bruns-
wick, a man well known to us all
in New Brunswick, who has been
here attending the meeting of the
Commission of Conservation. He
told me that these stocks, 50,000,
000 feet on the Miramichi, and
+40,000,000 feet on the Restigouche,
were usmally wintered over, but
that while that was the case these
stocks were sold at a productive
price and that the lumbermen had
. been making a large amount of
profit out of their operations. He
further told me that the lumber-
men had cut as much lumber dur-
ing the present winter as during
last winter but that the smaller
operators were not able to cut so
much as they had during last
winter.

GOVERNMENT HAS DONE
WELL

“Anyone who has listened to
these figures, who has heard the
statement that came from the
shippers, who has heard the let-
ter of Mr. John Moore of St. John,
one of the best informed Iumber
shippers in the St. John district,
will conclude that the government
has done its part well and done
1t successfully in order to have
proper arrangements made for
the transportation of all lumber
manvfactired products and agri-
cyltural goods from Canada to
the mother country. So success-
fully have they done it that the
shipments thig year from the win-
ter ports of Canada, from St. John
and Halifax, have been two hun-
dred per cent. in excess of what
they were during any previous
year, and my information is that
a still more gratifying result will
be shown by the shipments dur-
ing January and Febguary.

“At the present time trans-
ports are going with regularity
from St. John and Halifax. Ac-
cording to the statement I receiv-

this morning there were several
lying in St. John in addition to the
ordinary commercial vessels, and
six in Halifax. So we need not
have any great fear that goods
will not be carried faithfully from
Canada to the motherland and
that our people will not have an
outlet for these goods so long as
England remains mistress of the
geas and the navy guards the trade
routes from Halifax and St. John
to the British Isles and to Europe.

THE SHELL COMMITTEE'S

“Now, #ir, I think everybody
will admit while I hold no brief
for the Shell Committee, and am
in no way bound to defend it, that
it had a very responsible and diffi-
cult tagsk 0 perform. When it
was first appointed it was to man-
ufacture 200,000 shells represent-
ing somewhere about $1,000,000
and it had to be done more rapid-
ly than any business in this coun-
try or anywhere else was ever de-
veloped before, In a short time
it found this business running into
thousands of shells and hundreds
of millions of dollars. The per-
fecting of the organization was a
great work and it had to be got
through very quickly. If they had
proceeded with mathematical pre-
cision, step by step, and detail by
detail, with every feature of the
work it is very probable that some
money might have been saved to
the country but while they might
have been able to save a certain
amount of mopey they would have
denied to the manmfacturers and
the mechanics of the country the
great bulk of business which has
come to them through the action
of the shell committee and which
is still continuing under the ac- |
tion of the Imperial Commission.” |

“Mr, Pugsiey undertook as men
are very apt to undertake, to un-
der-rate what is done by ourselves
and what is done here at home'in
comparison with, and in contrast
to, what is done at a distance. He
undertook to praise the way in
which ghell contracts were award-
ed in Australia and the way in
which the problem has been dealt
with there in_comparison with the
way the matter had been dealt
with by shell committée here in
Canada. I do not propose to en-
ter into an argument on that point
or to answer the argument that
my honorable friend has made.

1 will let one of his
own friends answer it. T will let
his friend, the editor of the Free
Press, which has been referred to

as the leading Liberal paper in
Ottawa, and one of the most ably
conducted Liberal papers in Cana
da, reply as to the statement of
the honorable gentleman when
he makes an invidious comparison

WHAT THE McAVITYS GOT,

“And the answer to second ques-
tion: ‘On March 15, 1915, ten thou-
sand 4.5 shells at $6.70. On May
15, 1915, twenty thousand 4.5 shells
at $6.00. January 19, 1916, twenty-
five thousand 4.5 shells at $4." Or
there was given direct to Messrs,
McAvity by the shell committee
orders for shells to the amount of
$287,000.

“In addition the shell commit-
tee gave them the following or-
ders:

“Dec. 23, 1914, twenty-five thou-
sand brass sockets and plugs at
sixty cents. Feb. 12, 1915, sixty-
five thousand brass sockets and
plugs at 55 cents; May 3, 1915,
fifty thousand 4.5 scckets at 70
cents. Aug. 26, 1915, five thousand
plugs at 25 cents. Oct, 23, 1915,
ten thousand plugs at 25 cents,
These orders: made $224,500.

“All told this concern In St. John -

which Mr, Pugsley said had got
these orders from the - Canadian
Car and Foundry Company got or-
ders direct from the shell commit-
tee for $511,500,

“l charge Mr, Pugsley with im-
properly making a statement of
the sort he did, Intended to mis-
lead, but if the truth had been
stated to the public at the time it
would have shockingly weakened
the effect of his argument that
the shell committee were handing
over these contracts for political

purposes.

“So far as I am concerned I am
glad that these wcontracts have
gone to Mess McAvity. They
are not pol friends of mine,
although they are personal and
social friends. But, apanrt alto-

gether from friendship, I am glad
that the shell commitiee awarded
these contracts to a long estab-
lished firm like the Messrs. Mec-

ed up.
THE CUDLIP CONTRACT.

“A contract wag given the York
and Cornwall Cotton ‘Company, of
which J. B, Cudlip of $t. John is
manager. About the time the talk
of shell contracts became general
th® cottoy company had been for
some time running on short time,
It occurred to Mr. Cudlip, who is
a most expert mechanic and ma-
chinist, and who knows the cotton
business from the ground up, that
it might be a good thing, as keep-
ing the company’s help employed,
to get a shell contract. Mr, Cud-
1ip knew that a part of the plant
of the mill might be available for
the manufacture of shells. He
came to Ottawa, saw the commit-
tee and obtained an order for
twenty thousand 4.5 shells at $6.
This was in the month of May.
Mr. Cudlip, as I understand it, had
taken ill and found difficulty in
connection with the manufacture
of shells, though there was room
and plant in the establishment of
which he was the manager, that
could be utilized for this manufac-
ture, so he made a cOntract with
the Phoenix Foundry Company,
controlled by Messrs. Fleming,
who are not pclitical supporters
of mine, or were not at the last
election, but one of whom was
chairman of the committee of Mr.
Pugsley in Victoria Watd.

“The Phoenix Foundry Company
is an old established and well
known industry. Messrs, Flem-
ing enjoy a splendid reputation
as did their father and grand-
father, the latter of whom I un-
derstand was the founder of the
business. I understand that Mr.
Cudlip had difficulty in pérsuad-
ing Messrs' Fleming to undertake

the manufacture of shells, as they _

thought there ‘was little in it for
them in view of the need for the
purchase of new machinery agd
the uncertainty - of the continu-
ance of the business. However,
after discussing the matter, they
undertook it and the contract was
turned over to them. When the
shell committee learned that
Messrs. Fleming were filling this
order the name was changed to
Fleming or the Phoenix Foundry
Company and all continuation or-
ders were given direct to them.
They got orders as follows:

- HOW OTHER LIBERALS

PROFITED

“Let us follow out” the other
orders placed in New Brunswick
and see if they bear out the state-
ment made by my honorable
friend from the city of St. John
that the committee had been plac-
ing orders simply for partisan
reasons. Large orders for boxes
had been placed with the Wilson
Box Company in the Parish of
Lancaster, adjoining the city of
§t. John. They are a wood work-
ing concern whose special busi-
ness it is to make boxes and who
are the directors of this company?
Their names should be known by
the honorable member for Carle-
ton (Mr. Carvell), as well as they
are to me. T. H. Estabrooks,
Stanley E. Elkin, of St. John; S.

“The Record Foundry of Monc-
ton, is another concern for wich
orders were obtained; and obtain-
ed according to the honorable
member for the City of St. John,
by middlemen and on party
grounds. I think the honorable
member- for Westmorland (Mr.
Copp), will know the names of the
directors and will be able to judge
whether or not it was for party
reasons that a contract was given
to the company, which is under
their control. The directors are
Hon. Clifford W. Robinson, presi-
dent, who was until recently the
leader of the Liberal party in lo-
cal politics in the Province of
New Brunswick; Mr. F. C. Denni-
son, a local Liberal, is the secre-
tary.

“Another Moncton company,
one of the directors of which is
Honorable James Barnes, of Buc-
touche, for years a member for
the county of Kent, and a member
of the government of which Mr.
Pugsiey was attorney-general;
the F. J. Shreves Company, of
which His Honor Josiah Woods,
and the late Lieut.-Governor
Graham Fraser were members.
Would anybody say it was for po-
litical reasons these contracts
were awarded? They were award-
ed to both Liberals and Conser-
vatives, though Liberals seem to
predominate.

OTHER CONTRACTS.

“So far as shell contracts plac-
ed in New Brunswick are concern-
ed, a contract has been placed ir
Chatham with a foundry company
called ‘The Maritime koundry
Company.” I do not know who
are the stock holders or directors.
Contracts have been placed in
Campbellton with the McLellan
Foundry Company. I do not think
that anybody from. Campbellton
would suggest that the gentle-
men in the concern have been
actual supporters of the Conserva-
tive ‘party in the past. A con-
tract has been placed in Fred-
ericton with the Smith Foundry
Company, the. members of which,
all of them, I think, are support-
ers of the Conservative party.”

Mr, Carvell: “Come to Sack-
ville now.”

“Mr. Hazen: “Messrs. Fawcett
are supporters of the Conserva-

tive party. I do not know wheth-
er there are any stockholders out-
side the Fawcett family or not,
but Messrs. Horace and Charles
Fawcett, I presume, their broth-
er-inlaw, Mr. Ryan, now in B, C,,
are members of the coencern,”

Mr. Marcil: “Have any con-
tracts been awarded in Campbell-
ton?”

Mr. Hazen: “I understand that
a twelve thousand shells contract
has been awarded to the McLellan
Foundry Co. With regard to con
tracts the following is a list of
some of the firms to which con-

tracts have been awarded: The
Wilson ‘Bros. Co., of St. John,
Sussex Mfg. Co., Hillsboro Mfg.
Co., of Hillsboro, W. H. Farnham
of St. Stephen. I do not know
what Mr. Farnham's politics are,

but T presume that stockholders
representing both sides of parlia-
ment can be found in the Sussex

Mig. Co. I think that the leading
man in this, company, as well as
in the Hillsboro Company, is Mr
White.

“I think I have shown enough
so far as my province is concern-
ed, and I presume the same is true
of the other provinces of Canada.

“So much for contracts which
have been awarded in my prov-
ince, I presume the same is true
of those that have been let in the
other provinces of Canada. In
doing what they did, the shell
committee were guided solely by
the desire to advance the publie
interest and the public good. They
were not influenced by narrow con-
siderations of petty party politics
they placed the contracts with
those who they thought would pro-
perly carry them out in a man-
ner satisfactory to the British Gov-
ernment and would provide shells

BIRDS OF A FEATHER

Apparently the Liberals in the
House of Commons and the Canadian
Senate are working in complete har-
mony and accord with each other. In
the Commons, the other day, Willlam
Pugsley, ex-Minister of Public Works,
attempted to create a storm of scan-
dal by imputing dishonesty and graft
in comnmection with the handling of
shell contracts for the British govern-
ment. That huge and unreasonable
profits had been made, that higher
prices were being charged than the
articles were worth, and that, in the
awarding of the contracts, political
favorites of the Government had fat-
tened at the expense of the country,
were among the mildest of his char-
ges. He had no evidence save the
veriest sort of stable talk; he needed
none, his sole purpose was to throw
mud at the Government in the hope
that he might be permitted to engage
in a political fishing expedition in the
course of which . some little thing
might be uncovered that would serve
as a peg upon) which to hang a general
condemnation of the Government.

SUFFIGIENT WEARING
APPAREL AT FRONT

The supply of wearing apparel and
comforts available for the Canadian
soldiers on duty in Belgium is a gen-
erous one, according to Private Stan-
ley Lee, of Shediac. Capt. Henry R.
Emmerason nreported last month that
the men were short of some articles,
particularly socks. In view of Capt.
Emmerson's report the following ex-
tract of a letter written by Private
Lee 1is 'of considerable Interest.
Private Lee writes:

“As far as clothes go I never had
s0 many in my life. People keep send-
ing parcels of wristlets and mufflers
and e0 on every little while.

The returned soldiers present all
spoke and appealed to the men to go
and take the places of those who had
falleny and been otherwise put out of
action.

REALLY- AN INQUISITION
“The whole inguiry was in the
nature of an inquisition, Ques-
tions were asked of a character
that, had they been adked in a
court of law governed by the or-
dinary rules of evidence, would
never have been permitted. The
inquiry was broad, comprehensive,
and searching and thorough.”
Constant interruptions by Mr.
Pugsley began to be a nuisance in
the House and Mr. Hazen said:

PENSIONS TO SOLDIERS.
“Leaving the subject of subma-
rines Mr. Hazen said: The
Honorable Minister for Edmon-
ton (Mr. Oliver), referred to an-
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hand two tables, one showing the
comparitive rate for pensions for
totally disabled woldiers, the oth-
er the comparative rate for wid-
ows of officers and men killed on
" avtive servige. This is not the
first time the matter has been re-
ferred to in the House. .

“The order providing for the
pensions was on _the table of the
Housge for three weeks, open and
available to every member of the
House, and no discussion took
place in regard to the rates to be
provided. That, however, is no
reason for not discusing it now.
It is a perfectly proper subject,
and I think the honorable member
for Edmonton (Mr. Oliver), is
within the grounds of legitimate
and proper discussion in bringing
this matter to the attention of the
House, because it is one which,
for my part, I would be very sorry
indeed to have regarded from &
party standpoint. I ‘shall give a
few figures.

COMPARATIVE STATEMENT.
“In Canada the unmarried soldier
who is totally disabled Is paid
$264 per annum. I am speaking
now of private soldiers. Th Aus-
tralia he is paid $250, and in Great
Britain $316. Thus in Great Brit-
ain the unmarried soldier who is
totally disabled gets more than
in Canada, and still more than in
Australia.

“But in Great Britain no pro-

vision is made for extra pension
if the man is married, while in
Canada, if a man is married, his
pension becomes $396; in Aus-
tralia, $380, and in Great Britain
$316. In Britain it is just the
same as he would receive if he
had been a bdachelor, The pen-
sion paid to a soldier who "as a
wite and one child in Canada Is
$466; in Auetrala, $443, and in
QGreat Britain, $348, a wife and
two children, Canada, $516; Aus-
tralia, $506; Great Britain, $380;
a wife and three children in Can-
ada, $576; Australia, $569, and in
Great Britain, $412. If he has a
wife and four children he receives
in Canada $636; in Australia, $633,
and in Great Britain, $444.”
Mr, McDonald—"“Would the Min-
ister tell us the difference be-
tween the amounts paid to offic-
ers in the two countries?”

Mr. Hazen—“I will take the
case of a lieutenant. In Canada
a lieutenant who is unmarried

would get $482; in Australia, $443
and in Great Britain, $700. The
higher officers get larger sums in
proportion in Great Britain than
they do in Cahada and Australia,
A leutenant with a wife and one
child in Canada gets $774; in Aus-
tralia, $727. With a wife and
four children a lieutenant gets
$990, and $917 in Australia,
Mr. Carvell—What about Great
Britain?

DISABILITY RATES.

Mr. Hazen—As far as I can tell
the pension there does not in
crease on account of his being
married. I have a note saying,
‘In addftion he receives a grat-
uity of one year’'s pension the first
year.' i

“That is in Great Britaln, 1
am not clear about the state of
affairs in the United States, but
I think their pension there, for
total disability is higher. It is
lower in other respects. In the

It
anyone looks over the casualty
Hst of the Canadian foroe, especi-
ally those of the spring and early
summer, he will find that in a
great many cases the next of kin
of the men who went from Canada,
and who were killed, were resi-
dents of the British Isles, so that
the pensions we pay will go to
people who dive in Great Britain,
to the sisters, widows, or mothers,
as the case may be, of the men
who were killed. That ig going to
glve rise to this state of affairs,
that the next of kin of the soldiers
who have gone to fight from Can:
ada and who have been killed,
living in Great Britain, will get
pensions very considerably higher
than those paid to the next of kin
of British soldiers who live in
Canada. - I think that is a matter
worthy of some consideration.

DISABLED SOLDIERS.

“Generally speaking, the new
scheme of pensions was drawn up
by & committee of the militia
council in domsultation with a sub-
committee of the Privy Council,
who had before them the scales of
pensions pald infother countries.
The pensions for totally disabled
soldiers are based, to a very large
extent, on those introduced by the
parliament of Australia. In the
cages of totally disabled soldiers,
it will be noted that the Cana.
dian rates are slightly higher than
the Australian rates, and consid-
erably higher than the British
rates,

“In the United States there are
a number of rates for different
classes of disabiMty, and these are
awarded without any regard to
the rank of the individual, with
the consequent result that the
rates for disability of soldiers is
much higher tham in any other
country, but it should be noted,
that special provision exists in the
Canadian scale by which the pen-
slon may be increased by one-third
if the soldler requires the con-
stant services of an attendant

CONCERNING OFFICERS.

“As regards officers, my sum-
ming up is that in the case of
those who are single the Canadian
rates are hizher than the Austml-
lan rates, but considerably lower
than the British rates,

“The Oanadian rates for the
widbws of soldiers are almost ex-
actly the same as those recently

provided in the Austra®an Act,
and they are practically double
the amounts authorized for the
widows of British soldiers, al-
though in Great Britain the rates
have been materlally increased

since the outbreak of war. The
rates allowed to widows of sol-
diers of the U. 8. are consider-

ably lower than the Canadian
rates, As regards officers the
rates are almost exactly the same

@s In Canada for widows of lieu-
tenants and captaing, with the ad-
vantage slightly in favor of Can-
ada, Australic and Great Bnitain
As regards officers of high rank,
Majors and Lieutenant COolonels,
the Canadian rates are higher than
the Australlan, but less than the
British. In both Canada and
Great Britain on the widow re-
marrying a gratuity equivalent to
two years pension of $30 a year is
given to a soldier's widow on at-
taining the age of 85 yeans, an-
other increase of $30 on attaining
the age of 45 years. This is a sub-

We are all striving to provide a
pension rate that will be fair to
the brave men who are going for-
ward to the front to fight the
battles of Canada and of the Em-
pire. (Applause.)

PARLIAMENTARY EXTENSION.

“My honorable friend the mem-
ber for St. John, (Mr, Pugsley),
made certain references to the ex-
tension of the term of parliament.
My honorable friend from Glouces-
ter (Mr. Turgeon) also referred
to it. He has always been a stout
upholder of the constitution of
this country, and I have respect-
ed his opinions on matters of this
sort, for I know him to be sincere
but he practically told us he had
an open mind on the subject and
that, although he was always pre-
pared to stand behind the constitu-
tion, he might vote in favor of
an extension.

PUGSLEY AGAINST PUGSLEY.

“Mr. Pugsley, however, has dis-
covered that the question is a
most serious one, that we have to
interfere with the B. N. A, Act
and that, it is a most serious thing
to contemplate. Yet it is no more
serious now than it was on 15th
September last, and on the 15th
days of Sept. last my honorable
friend from St. John knew as well
as he knew when he delivered his
speech on the address that if there
was to be an extension of the term
of parliament there would have
to be an amendment to the B, N.
A. Act, because without legisla-
tion by the Imperial Parliament
this parliament has not the pow-
er to extend its term. | find
that on 15th Sept. last (Mr. Pugs-
leg) in the City of Winnipeg de-
clared to a reporter of the Free
Press: ‘The present circumstances
are so grave from the standpoint
of Canada and the Empire that it
would be deplorable in my opinion
to have the people divided upon
party questions.’

“‘Another of the reasons why
| favor putting off an election un-
til after the war is because |
think it would be a great pity to
hold one just when the energy of
the people of Canada, especially
the members of the government
who are primarily charged with
the duty of attending to the re-
cruiting and equipment of the sol-
diers, should be devoted to this
one end.’

“Why this sudden change, why
Is he so Impressed with the impor-
tance of the matter now when he
was not so Impressed with it in
September? It may be due to the
fact that in September last the
government was supposed to be
contemplating an election and my
honorable friend, Mr. Pugsiey,
thought he would put himself
squarely against such a proposal
as something opposed to the best
interests of the country, But now,
when the government comes to
parliament, and asks for an exten-
sion of the term my honorable
friend must again be against the
government and so he is deeply
Impressed with the importance of

(Laughter and applause.)
OTHER GRITS ALSO CHARGED.
“But Mr. Pugsley was not alone
in making such a statement, My
honorable friend from Red Deer,
(Dr. Clark) whose criticisms as
I sald before are always moderate,
and none the less effective be-
cause of their moderation, also
placed himself squarely on record
as opposed to an extension during
the perlod of the war. Then my
right honorable friend, the leader

of the opposition, (8ir Wilfrid
Laurier) has practically said the
same thing in speeches he has
made and interviews he has had
throughout the country.

“The honorable member for
Pletou, N. 8, Mr. MacDonsld,
was interviewed by the Toronto
Star on September 17 on which
occasion he made this statement:
‘An election while the struggle is
raging for liberty and humanity
would be a crime. An election
during the war would divide the
Dominion, there should be no
election during the war.’

“Yet in spite of his own prev-
jous declarations, in spite of all
these pronouncements by leading
men of the Liberal party and their
leading journals, Mr. Pugsley has
discovered that it is a very serious
thing to talk about amending the
B. N. A. Act so as to provide the
extension of the parliamentary
term,

AFTER THE WAR.

“When I addressed the Canadi-
an Club at Bostou a few months
ago I pointed out that after the
war is over there will. no doubt,
come a period of reconstruction
for Canada, as for all the other
countries engaged in the conflict,
which: will be followed, I believe,
by an era of tremendous expan-
sion, so far as ocur Dominion is
concerned, caused by an immense
influx of population attracted to
our country by ite fertile lands,
its moderate taxes, its democratic
institutions and the opportunities
which it affords to every man
within its borders of acquiring for
himself a happy home and of win-
ning position and distinction if
his talents and character entitle
him to do so.

TRIUMPH FOR BRITAIN.

“We have no doubt in Canada
of what the ultimate resuit of the
war will be. While no man can
foretell its duration, we consci-
entiously believe that our :ause
is just, and that there is an un-
flinching determination to make it
triumphant. In the language of
Sir Robert Borden, and reverses
that have come, or may come in
the future, will only inspire uas
with deeper courage and a greater
determination.

“All that our fathers fought for
and achieved, all that we have in-
herited and accomplished, our in
stitutions, our liberties, our des-
tiny as a nation; the existence of
our empire, are at stake in this
contest and we are confident that

the resolution, the determination,
the self rellance and the resource-#
fulness that have mnever failed
Canada in the ctress and trials
of the past will assuredly not fail
her now.

“Bince parliament prorogued in
April last we had some disappoint-
ments and events have not moved
g0 rapidly and favorably as we
then belleved they would, but the
spirit of the allies of Canada, and
of the Empire is undiminished and
there is an even greater and more
serious determination to bring the
war to a successful close than ex-
isted here months ago.

“Recruiting in Canada has pro-
ceded satisfactorily and in Great
Britain political difficulties, that
at one time seemed threatening
and serious, have largely disap-
peared. No matter how long the
war may last or how serious the
sacrifices, personal and national,
that must be made and which
Canada in common with other
portions of the Empire is fully
prepared to undergo, Canadians
will always remémber that
“ ‘Freedom’s battle once begun,
‘“'Bequeathed from bleeding sire

to son,
“ ‘“Though baffled of't is ever won,’

“It is freedom's battle that is
now being waged and the Cana
dians in the battle line are fight-
ing for freedom's sacred cause.”
Great applause.

I met Major Markham
just coming out of the trenches lead-
ing his men. He is a fine chap. We
were both covered with mud and my
greeting to him was falling full length
into the mud. We both had a good
shake of the hand and a good laugh.
It is now six weeks since I saw him,
but I have good news from his regi-
ment very often.

“f am proud of the Canadian boys
as they put up a good stiff fight, and
they are always cheerful whether un-
der fire or at work trench digging. It
is some sport but very laborious in
the cold and rain. But anyhow we
know what the result will be and that
is we will beat Mr. Sausage with hon-
ors. Our boys don’t seem to heed
Fritzie's shelling, and when they fire
one shell they get a dozen back,
thanks to the munition makers, Well,
Bill, I was with the boys twenty-rour
hours under heavy shell fire and the
boys replied every time with full
measure, The Germans are still at
their old game of firing gas shells,
also sending gas over our trenches.
It is not war but murder, I call it on
their part. I have been liere seven-
teen months since I left home and
God knows how much longer we will
be before we can put the kibosh over

BIG IMPROVEMENT
N WATER SISTEM

Estimated that 20 000
United States men in Can-

adian Armies.

An attempt is being made in the
United States to prevent boys from
that country enlisting for military ser-
vice in Europe, Congressman Olney
has made a protest to Secretary of
State Lansing against Great Britain
enlisting American boys employed on
cattle boats,

1t ig said that 20,000 Americans have
volunteered for service in the Cana-
dian army since the war started. In
a number of cases the yolunteers have
been under age and attempts have
been made by their parents to have
them discharged and returned to their
homes.

Large numbers of Americans have
gone to England,and enlisted. Many
have joined the French army. And
there are thousands of American citi-
zens serving in the armies of Italy,
Austria and Germany.
