Bishop Richardson made an elo
quent defence of the Prohibition Act.
Judge Wilson also spoke strongly im
favor of it and referred to the growth
in temperamce sentiment which had
taken place in the province since the
enactment and repeal of the first pro-
hibition meusure in 1856.

‘Our Gueset,” was proposed by Rev.
Z. L. Fash, pastor of the George St.
Baptist Church who referred to the
fact that he had been associated with
Mr. Wilson since a time prior to the
appointment of the latter as gecretary
of the Prince Edward Island Alllance.

The chief dnspector expressed
thanks for the complimentary things
which had been said about him.

Price to Retailers

It is learmed that bread in this city
is being retailed to merchants at fur
teen cents per loaf, and in turn is be-
ing sold to the public at fifteen aad
some cases sixteen cents for the same
quantity. From a local report it is
understood that there is an agreem 3nt
or understanding of some nature that
retailers should only make a profit of
one cemt per loaf in selling to the
consumer', and for this reason any
merchant who is selling at sixteen|
cents for the 24-ounce loaf is making
what might be termed an excessive
profit. 'There has been no reduction
since Monday last in the cost of the
principal ingredient which goes iulo
the making of bread, namely flour; but

becomes effective as will permit of a
reduction in the price of bread, the
merchants State it will be made.

‘Price in New York

It is interesting to note that ac-
cording to a rcport from Philadelphia
Ledger, Pa., bread has been selling in
New York at ten cents for one pound
loaf, which means fifteen cents for
the same sized loaf as is retailed in
St. John. Last week one of the big-
gest bakeries in New York, which has
a chain of retail e: stablishments, gave
notice that one pound loaves would
sell at elght cents each, or twelve
cents for a loaf similar to that re-
tailed in this city

This report was pointed out to a
local baker, who voiced the opinion
that flour should further recede from
$2 to §4 per standard size barrel with-
in’ the ‘mext year. If such a recession
does occur, the retail price of bread
per loaf will reach fourteen and pos-
sibly thirteen eents per loaf.
