Gilbert, of this city, who owned =a few
shares of their own. ' So Mr. H. Gilbert
was elected President with a salary of
$2,000, and Mr. S. Schofield became
Secretary with a salary of $800, and
a bye-law was adopted providing that
no business could be transacted at any
meeting at which more than one
half the stock of the Company was not
represented. At the next annual meeting
the Messrs. Gilbert did not produce the
proxies they held for the shares owned
by Mr. Newman, and the'mecting ‘was
adjourned under the bye-law. Kvery
year thereafter the same farce was play-
ed, the Annual General Meeting ad
journinz withont getting any statement
from the officers of the Company, with-
out electing new officers, w ithout doing
anything at all. = Year after year the
shareholders met and -.djourned as ig-
norant of the affairs of the Company as
they were before. At the session of the

In the case of the Queen vs. Isalah
Brown application was made by the
eounsel for the defence to have the hear-
ing postponed until Friday the 8th day
of May, which was allowed.
The case of the Queen vs. Thomas
Hunter for perjury was then taken up.
There were several witnesscs for the
prosecution. Mr. Stocken raised several
points for the discharge of the prisoner,
and.then clased ta the jury, after which
Mr. Tuck, for the prosetutiing officer,
r:plied. His Honer,aftercarefully revising
the evidence, said he thought. there was
not sufficient evidence to allow the case
to go to the jury, the principal point
being that the rigistry shauld have been
produced. IHunter was discharged,
The charge of the Queen vs. Euphemia
Brown, for the eoncealment of the hirth
of a child, was then taken up, W, H.
Tuck, Q. C., for the Crown, and A, A.
Stockton for the prisoner.

It is scen algo by the
market reports of freights that the rates
for sailing vessels have advanced con:

theyhave receded to 55s a 575 6d,which is 58
to 7s. 6d. below the rate for sailing ves-
sels, and the latter. vessels in the India
trade have been doing well the last 12
months, while the steamers. as a general
rule, have been lesing property for their
owners. The British underwriters have
also suffered so severely by the Suez
Canal steamers that the insurance pre-
minms ar¢ now as high by this class of
tonnage as by sailing ships roumd the
Cape.

Vasquez, the California bandit, for
whom a reward of $15,000 is offered, and
five of his men went to-the ranch of a

Mexican within five miles of Los-Angeles,
a city of 10,000 inhabitants, on the 16th
of April, robbed the house and every one
in it, and then compelled the owner to
draw a check for 8800 on a Los Angcles
bapk and send his boy to collect it. The
boy, who was savagely threatened if he
divulged, went and returned with the
money. While he was gone the robbers
cooked a dinner out of the provisions in
the house. They had previovsly robbed
a party of tiavelers within three miles of
town. The Sherlff of Los Angeles pur-
sued the ‘robbers w.th'a large posse, but
they escaped to the mountains through
the Tejon Puss. There was some hope
that they would fall into the hands of
Sheriff Morse of Alameda county, who
was at the other end of the pass.

A detailed abstract of the disbursemen's
