To the Editor of the Maritime Farmer:
SIR,—G. H’s, remarks on the ques- 

tion, " Does it Injure Seed Wheat to 
Thresh it with a Throehing Machine?” 
in a late issue of your paper, explains 
the matter to a reasonable mind. If 
the wheat is really broken it is injured 
for seed. It is often broken by insects 
as well as by machine as it has nu­
merous enemies. Even the grasshop­
pers will eat the wheat before it is 
quite ripe and hard. If the wheat is 
unbroken it is uninjured, and a man’s 
eye can decide that point before it is 
sown. It is also evident that the 
quality of lard had a great deal to do 
with the yeild per acre. Mr. Esta­
brook’s remark with regard to the 
quantity of seed being uncovered has 
fully as much to do with its thinness 
as any injury done to the seed by ma­
chine or otherwise. I do not believe 
that a roller is of any use for covering 
seed. Its use is to close the soil up 
and prevent the drought from injur­
ing the germinating plants that come 
from the covered seeds; while the 
uncovered ones are in a worse position 
than if the coller had never been on 
the ground. My last year's experi- 
ence proves that point, to my mind, 
without a doubt. Before the roller 
went on my wheat there was a con­
siderable quantity of the seed visible 
above the ground, and after rolling 
there was more than double as much 
lying visible, full in view on the top 
of the bard surface and not germing 
ated. The fowls were all kept off and 
the wheat could bo seen on the top of 
the earth, dry and sound, three weeks 
after being rolled.

The time for sowing * spring," and 
perhaps “ fall," wheat has sometimes 
something to do with its yield and 
quality. Last year, I sewed on the 
8th, 12th, and 15th of May. There 
was, it will be seen, not much differ- 
once in time, but enough to make a 
great difference in the wheat. Owing 
to the drought and the rain that was 
too late for the seed first sown to be 
benefited by it, the seed last sown 
filled out plump and good.

On light, loamy, gravelly land 
wheat sown broadcast should be 
ploughed in. I would say, to my 
brother farmers, do not be afraid of 
covering it if the land is dry and light. 
I have very little faith in fanning 
mills for cleaning seed grain. A good 
band seive, in the bands of a man ex- 
perienced in its use, will do better 
work though, of course, it will take 
more time. * * * * Some years 
ago, my father sowed a small field of 
wheat and gave it, or a part of it, a 
barrowing. Rain came, which pre­
vented barrowing again until the 
wheal, that was covered, was up; 
after which he ploughed it all in, and 
harrowed it down and seeded it with 
grass, and bis wheat was about as 
good as summer wheat could be, both 
in quantity and quality. Our seed 
wheat has all been threshed by a ma­
chine since 1850, and we never knew 
any difference in it for seed from 
what it used to be when it was ail 
threshed by flails. If there is any 
difference, it is caused by the breaking 
of the kernel of the wheat, whieb was 
done by the mice, while it was wait­
ing for the flail, much more than by 
the machine, when threshed before 
the mice bad an opportnnity of nest­
ing in it.

Either oats or buckwheat will grow 
as well without the hull, as with it, 
if the kernel is not broken ; this I 
know to be a fact by trying the ex­
periment more than once, when the 
hulls were taken off by the threshing 
machine,

To conclude, my experieneo of the 
seed wheat imported by the Govern­
ment in 1878, which I believe to have 
been machine threshed, is as follows:

first three were perfectly cured and 
chewing the cud. The whole seven 
took the disease, but all after the 
sixth day, after being treated accor­
ding to the recipe, were able to eat 
their hay. The recipe is as fol­
lows :—Pour some hot water on 
about three table spoonsful of sali­
cylic acid in an earthen vessel, add­
ing lukewarm water to make up a 
gallon. The mouth and foot of the 
diseased animal should be carefully 
washed three times a day with this 
liquid, and the tops of the hoofs well 
powdered after each application. 
Also dissolve two table spoonfuls of 
the acid in hot water, and add it to 
the drinking water of the animal. 
The sheds must be kept quite clean 
and dry, and must be saturated with 
the acid to prevent furthur infec­
tion.

As farmers, in this Province, can­
not be sure that their cattle will al­
ways escape the foot and mouth dis­
ease, it is well to have, at hand, a 
recipe for its treatment, so simple, 
and vouched to be efficacious. The 
salicylic can be procured from any 
respectable chemist. A preparation 
of it is said to be a quick cure for 
rheumatic fever.

Cattle Trade and Importation 
of Stock.Vegetine. Care of Sheep.

Sheep at this season require par­
ticular attention if good results are 
expected. With all domestic animals 
the change from green, succulent food 
to that which is dry and concentrated 
is of so radical a character that it 
must be begun and continued with 
great care, and this is especially true 
with regard to sheep. They come up 
to the barn in the fall with greater 
reluctance than other animals, and 
endure the restraint and change of 
diet less willingly, and toward spring 
the longing for green pastures and a 
free range, grows more and more 
intense. A suitable shelter is a 
requisite when they come to the barn

Green Peas.

To raise green peas in perfection, 
requires good garden land; a dry, 
sandy loam will bring them earliest, 
but, in time of drought, the quality of 
the crop upon such land will be very 
inferior ; still, since earliness is very 
desirable, it usually pays to risk a 
small piece of early peas upon poor, 
sandy soil, and te depend upon better 
land for the later crop. It should al­
so be observed that the bard varieties, 
such as Dan O’Rouke, and black eyed 
marrow will thrive on much poorer 
soil than the sweeter green sorts, such 
as the Advancer, and the Champion of 
England, which require rather rich 
land to produce them in perfection. 
Pens, being perfectly hardy, may be

There is some uncertainty as to 
prospects of the cattle trade with 
England this year. The prevalence 
of foot and mouth disease in the old 
country, by the restrictive measures 
which it has called forth, may preju­
dicially affect it. The Toronto Mail 
lately said:—

" Those engaged in the cattle ex­
port business are confident that the 
coming season will prove a lucrative 
one, and that the trade will greatly 
increase in bulk. Already shippers 
are preparing for the opening of 
navigation, and in a month or so 
shipping space will be at a premium. 
Some of the cattle men expressed 
fears that the English market would 
not prove so satisfactory this spring 
as it did last, but the majority appear­
ed to be satisfied with the prospect. 
At present there are between 3,000 
and 4,000 head at feed, getting them­
selves into condition tor their long 
journey, which will commence about 
the middle of May. Certain restric­
tions upon the admission of foreign 
cattle still exist at ports of entry in 
Great Britain, but they will, it is be­
lieved, be removed about the 1st of 
March, and the highway to wealth 
will be again opened to exporters. 
The shipments will not only include 
cattle, but sheep wilt be largely 
bandied, Canadian mutton having 
proved agreeable to the English 
palate. All the firms bave agents in 
the country purchasing cattle for the 
spring drive. These will not be 
brought to the byres, but will be fed 
at the place of purchase for at least 
two months yet. In conversation 
with buyers it was learned that the 
supply did not equal the demand for 
grades and such classes of cattle as 
are suitable for the markets across 
the ocean, and it was argued that 
until the farmers realized that it was 
more profitable to breed cattle and 
sheep than to cultivate grain, the 
supply from Canada would not equal 
in quality that bred in the States. 
Shippers claim that they are paying 
prices that leave a large margin of 
profit to the producers, and cannot 
understand why they do not go more 
extensively into cattle raising and in- 
crease the resources of the country. 
Toronto is the headquarters of the 
trade in Ontario, and all the ship­
ments this year will be from Montreal, 
by the Dominion, Reford, and Tem- 
perley lines of steamships,”

The Toronto Globe does not take 
quite so cheerful a view :—

“In consequence of the serions rav­
ages foot and mouth disease in Eng­
land, the Privy Council has exorcised 
its powers to stop the movement of 
cattle from one market to an other. 
Incidentally the effect of this Order is 
to stop the taking inland of Canadi. 
cattle from their port of debarkation. 
It is impossible to say how long the 
Privy Council Order will remain in 
force. It may be weeks or months

The longer vinos of the 
Marrow and Champion require rows 
four feet apart, and only about a 
bushel of seed per acre.

ance, though both are essential.

Good sweet hay should be fed 
liberally and this should be supple­
mented by various other feeding 
stuffs. Roots contain a large per 
cent of water and are regarded by 
many as of but little nutritive value, 
but they are nevertheless, a valuable 
feed for sheep, and greatly conducive 
to their health during their winter 
confinement. The effect of feeding 
roots upon the quality of the wool bas 
been found to bo very favorable. The 
quantity of roots to be given, depends 
upon the kind of sheep, but competent 
authority estimates that one bushel 
will be a sufficient daily allowance 
for ten sheep, weighing one hundred 
and fifty pounds each of live weight, 
if along with the roots one and one 
balf pounds of hay and half a pound 
of meal or bran per head, are given. 
Preparations of grain furnish the con­
centrated foods which are found 
necessary to maintain the sheep in a 
healthful and growing condition, and 
a change of diet is as agreeable and 
healthful for sheep as for other 
animals.

In feeding sheep the farmer will 
constantly keep in mind the special 
object if any, which be has in view. 
If he is feeding store sheep, the chief 
object being the increase of the flock 
and the healthful growth of the fleece, 
a feed of good hay and of roots in 
proper quantity will generally keep 
them in good condition, but special 
management is necessary for the pro­
duction of early lambs tor the market 
and for fattening sheep for the same 
purpose. And where one is favorably 
situated, there is no part of sheep 
husbandry that is any more profitable 
than raising early lambs. In May a 
lamb weighing forty pounds will often 
bring ten dollars, a sum which amply 
pays all the trouble in roaring and a 
bacdsome profit besides. It is said 
that during very cold weather, sheep 
that are with lamb when fed with a 
large amount of turnips, sometimes 
prematurely drap their lambs,-but 
this is not due to anything in the 
roots themselves, but to the low tem­
perature when they are given, the 
fœtus being affected by the cold mass 
of matter lying in the stomach of the 
ewe. If roots are given to such there­
fore in extreme cold weather, they 
should either be warmed or cooked. 
Corn meal, oat meal, bran and aborts 
in proper quantity should form (part 
of the ration, and access should be

The manure for peas, is usually 
spread along the furrow from the cart 
and covered lightly with the boo be­
fore sowing the seed, which is then 
covered with a rake or hoe, about balf 
an inch deep. The manure should be 
as fine as possible to get it. Since 
peas bear transportation well, and re­
quire less manure than many other 
garden crops, it is usual for them to be 
grown for market at considerable dis­
tances from market. The season for 
them is short. It is usual to dearths 
field about this time, and to Set out 
cabbage plants, after ploughing and 
manuring again, or to sow turnip seed 
or to devote the land to squashes or 
pickling cucumbers. The pea straw 
s saved by many farmers for fodder; 
it is rather poor stuff, but hungry, 
dry cattle will eat it.

When it is intended to follow peas 
with squashes, it is usual to leave 
every fourth row blank when sowing 
the peas, and to put in the squash 
seed about June 1st. The squashes do 
not begin to run till July 10th, by 
which time the pea vines should have 
been carted away, and the land be­
tween the squash rows ploughed. If 
pickles are grown after peas, the seed 
is put in about June 20lb, by making 
bills in every second furrow between 
the peas, with the boe. Care will be 
needed to prevent the pickers from 
treading on the cucumbers when pick- 
the peas; the pea vines will be re­
moved before the cucumbers run.

The picking of peas for market re­
quites seme care if done by hired lads 
or women, the owner himself will 
need to look sharply after them to see 
that they pick clean, and do not pick 
them before ripe enough. After two 
pickings the vines are pulled up.—Ex

A committee of the Govern- 
ment has been appointed to consider 
the matter and the Board of Agri­
culture reported to the Government 
recommending an importation which 
the Government, to a large extent, 
would endeavor to carry out. The 
amount might not be expended dur 
ing the year as the disease among 
cattle on the other side of the water 
was increasing and there would be 
the risk of bringing into the country 
diseases which spread very rapidly, 
and which had spread, from a few 
cattle imported from France, all 
through Great Britain. Although 
the Board expressed themselves in 
favor of having the importation from 
the old country entirely, yet, to some 
extent to meet the demand for an 
immediate importation, the Govern- 
ment might feel justified in buying 
some of the stock op this aide of the 
Atlantic.

Horseradish Culture.

The New England Farmer says:— 
It takes only one season to grow horse- 
radish in perfection. If the roots are 
allowed te grow a second year, they 
branch out so much that it is extreme, 
ly hard to dig them, and the crowns 
are apt to be hollow and inferior. If 
the land is highly manured, and well 
ridged up with the large plough, the 
roots will attain a good size for mar­
ket in one year. Our custom is to dig 
the ridges two and a-half feet apart 
and plant the sets eighteen to twenty- 
four inches apart in the row. At 
this distance the leaves completely 
cover the land, and grow four feet in 
September, and the land will yield 
four or five tons per acre.

The sets used for planting hero are 
simply short bits of roots about the 
size of a pipe stem and an inch or so 
long. It is not needful to use a bit of 
the crown, a bit of root half an inch 
long is sure to grow. Since the horse- 
radish is slow in getting started, it is 
usual for the ridges to be sown with 
two rows of early beets or onion sots 
or greens, which can be cleared off 
before the horseradish makes touch 
growth.

It is usual to harvest part of the 
crop in the autumn, when there is 
some demand for pickling, and to 
store a portion of the crop in pits, for 
winter sales, the remaining portion 
being dug early in spring. The dig­
ging is best done by a heavy plough, 
followed by three or four men with 
forks, who will throw out the roots 
about as fast as the horses can walk. 
The team will have to rest often, for 
the roots are very tough. The roots 
wilt easily after digging, and should 
be immediately washed and sold.

The preparing for market is a tedi­
ous job; the roots must be trimmed 
by hand with a small knife and then 
washed on a board with a stiff scrub­
bing brush. It is usual to alternate 
horseradish with celery, er cabbage, 
in order to kill the radish roote left 
in the land, which are as tenacious of 
life as couch grass.

Agriculture.-1881:
Potatoes, Potatoe Bugs, etc.

To the Editor of the Maritime Farmer:
DEAR SIR,—As the lime is approach- 

ing when farmers will be planting 
their potatoes, it is well to remember 
the difficulties we bad to contend with 
the préviens years, from the ravages 
of the potatoe bugs, and profit as 
much as possible by the lessons of the 
past. Experience has taught us that 
potatoes planted near the potatoe 
fields of the previous year are sure to 
bo much troubled with the bugs from 
the beginning to the end of the sea­
son; while the majority of fields 
planted remote from the potatoe fields 
of the previous year were troubled 
but little, if any at all, by them. The 
reason is evident, while the habits of 
the potatoe bugs are migratory, yet 
they are not fast travellers, and will 
seek first for their favorite food in the 
vicinity of their winter quarters, and 
will propagate their species with the 
utmost vigor in said localities,

Tbereforo, I think, it would be wise 
in farmers to bear this in mind in 
planting, the coming spring. Haul 
out the manure they will use for 
planting their potatoe crop on the 
snow. Especially, as is probable, 
such fields will be remote from the 
barns. Yet, at the same time, a small 
field will be needed near the dwellings 
to be planted first for early use, and 
for first feeding in the autumn. Such 
plots we will, of course, have to de­
fend as best we can. It is also sug­
gested by some that the principal 
fields of potatoes should not be plant- 
ed too early; but to wait until the 
ground become warm, then plant and 
force them forward as rapidly as pos- 
Bible, that by a vigorous growth they 
may successfully resist the damage 
done by the potatoe bugs. But these 
remarks are only intended to be sug- 
gestive, and farmers can accept or 
reject any or all of them as their su 
perior judgment may direct, or point 
out other or better ways through the 
columns of the FARMER, and for the 
last I for one will say, thanks.

Treatment for Foot and Mouth 
Disease. SCARED.—The French Government 

has just issued an order forbidding 
the importation into France of pork, 
lard, hams, and in fact, of all pork 
products from the United States, 
on account of the alleged prevalence 
of trichinosis, and the impossibility of 
examining at ports of lauding the car­
goes, which at Havre alone amount to 
30,000,000 kilogrammes yearly. Rus- 
sia, Italy, Austria, Spain, Portugal 
and Greece have already issued sim­
ilar orders of prohibition. It is pro­
bable that the sensational and highly 
exaggerated stories of deaths from 
trichinosis, published a few weeks ago 
in some of the Western papers, and 
which were in fact a device of the 
pork speculators, wore to a consider- 
oble degree the cause of this simultan­
eous scare all over Europe’ which wilt 
have the effect not only to injure one 
of our greatest business interests, bat 
also to deprive European consumers of 
a cheap and wholesome article of 
food.—N. E. Farmer.

As might be expected, the “ foot 
and mouth disease " is exciting much 
anxiety at home. The British farm­
ers have been much tried lately and 
have to hold their own against heavy 
odds. They have not only to con- 
tend with competition from abroad, 
but are held down by the conditions 
under which they hold and farm 
their lands, while their herds and 
flocks are decimated by periodic 
scourges. At the present time, agri­
cultural papers there, are occupied 
with discussing the best way of cur­
ing 'the foot and mouth disease in 
cattle. " Notice has been called by 
an authority on such subjects, Sir 
Edward Kerrison, to the great value 
of salicylic acid in the treatment of 
this disease. He purchased, a little 
time since, seven lean bullocks which 
were pronounced to be, by the veter- 
inary : inspector, sound, and placed 
them in an isolated place away from all 
cattle. He had them again moved to 
another part of the farm, free from 
foot and mouth disease, when in a 
short time after three of them were 
reported as being infected. One was 
seriously ill, his tongue much swollen 
and hanging out of his mouth. He 
at once treated them after a recipe 
which he saw by the Times’ news- 
paper had been used with success in 
Germany—feeding them at the same 
time with linseed gruel. The fourth

Farmers vs. Lawyers as Legislators.

The session of 1881 will be, forever, 
memorable for the pointed objection taken to 
the presence of ao many lawyers in the gov- 
ernment. Looking at the question “in the 
abstraict," [as an Edinburgh belle at a Cale­
donian Ball, in the old days said to her Eng- 
lish partner, when in the pause of the dance, 
she discoursed in “ love,”] it is not fair to 
the other interests of the country, that the 
government should be composed entirely of 
the membere of one profession. Education, 
ability, experience in affairs being something 
like equal, it would be better for the country 
if the nonlegal departments of the govern­
ment were filled by laymen. For one thing 
it would do away with the jealousy, with 
which the engrossment of the offices of the 
government by gentlemen of the black robe 
is viewed by some. The lawyers ever press 
to the front in our local and general politics. 
In every legislature on thia continent, law­
yers take a prominent position. And it may

Alaritime farmer. Candahar and the Political Situation.

An Imperial nation, some think, ought 
never to take a backward step. Those who 
take that view, hold it to be derogatory to 
England’s prestige and honor to retire from 
Candahar and thus end the Afghan campaign 
ingloriously and unprofitably. The House 
of Lords representing the high conservative 
and imperialistic feeling of the nation, passed 
a resolution, by a large majority, condemn­
ing the abandonment of Candabar. But the 
Peers did not, on thia question, speak the 
mind of the nation, and their decision will 
not affect the policy of the government. Can­
dahar will be abandoned, unless Earl Beacons­
field comes back into power very soon. A 
curious incident occurred in the House of 
Lords during the Candhaar debate.

“After the division, in which the Govern­
ment was beaten by 80 votes (an unexpected­
ly large majority, as the Conservative major­
ity in the Peers is only 03) Lord Beacons­
field, apparently in a dreamy fit of abstract­
ion, walked siowly up to the Treasury Bench, 
as if he were about to resume the front aeat, 
which he occupied when Prime Minister. 
On reaching it and finding Earl Granville in 
occupatien he smiled to himself, quickly 
turned around, and crossed the House to the 
Opposition benches. There was a general 
laugh, Lord Beaconsfield himself joining in 
the hilarity, a thing never seen before by 
mortal man. Had the adverse majority been 
in the other chamber this might be thought 
to foreshadow a return of " Endymion ” to 
his old place, but as things are at present the 
move towards the “ Treasury benches ” ap­
pears to have been made a little too soon. 
But who knows?”

Judging by the account given of the poli­
tical situation, by that staunch, thoroughly 
respectable and trustworthy Liberal organ 
the London Spectator, a change of govern­
ment, is something at least, not utterly im­
possible. The Speetator lately complained 
bitterly that the Liberal majority in the 
Commons is utterly paralysed :—

Thus the tenth week of the session has 
passed and we are not even in sight of a 
measure which Liberals can take satisfaction 
in. Similar repinings come from all parts of 
the country. The main result of the Speak­
er's rules is, after all, to throw the control of 
public business into the hands of the Con­
servative minority. The Irish members are 
indefatigable in opposing dilatory motions to 
all Bills not backed by an urgency vote by 
three-fourths of the House. The dead-lock 
of legislation has been a source of great 
mortification to Mr. Gladstone whose com­
plete recovery has been very much retarded 
by his anxiety. Although able to appear in 
the House the Premier looks much broken, 
and it is scarcely probable that he can long 
continue to support the present strain of care 
and overwork. I understand the shock of his 
recent fall in getting out of his carriage did 
not tell 80 severely on him as the loss of blood 
from the scalp wound, which left him terribly 
weak. That his Administration should have 
done no more than pass Irish coercion bills 
and push a war in the Transvaal is a ground 
of popular reproach against him, which causes 
the Premier sincere distress. The Arms 
Bill, it is generally understood, has only been 
now taken up in deference to Conservative 
opinion, the Cabinet having last week decid­
ed to drop it. The entire political situation 
in short is one of such confusion and cross 
purposes as has scarcely ever been chronicled 
in Parliamentary history.

The Sunbury Election

Two candidates are in the field for the seat 
made vacant by the death of John Covert, 
Esq. Mr. Thos. P. Taylor and Mr. James S. 
White, late Sheriff of Sunbury, have an­
nounced themselves, and their cards are al­
ready scattered over the county and speak 
for themselves. Both gentlemen have 
thrown up positions in gift of government, 
in order to throw themselves into the con­
test, which proves how highly they regard 
the honor of a seat in the Assembly, and of 
being one of their country’s representatives. 
The contest will be a stand up fight for 
government and opposition. It is not yet 
announced when the writ for the election 
will be issued.

England’s Position. The Sault Bailway Question.

The press of Ontario is agitated over the 
rival schemes on foot for connecting the 
Ontario system of railways by constructing a 
line to Sault St. Marie. The Telegram of 
Toronto states the case from an Ontario 
standpoint and with a bias against the 
Canada Pacific Railway Syndicate, as fol­
lows :—

The trouble at the bottom of the matter 
seems to be that the Northern Railway 
wants a monopoly of the traffic coming from 
the North-west. The proposition of the 
Ontario Pacific Junction Railway is to start 
at Gravenhurst, run up about fifty or sixty 
miles to the north, and then strike off north- 
west to the Sault. The proposition of the 
Northern, North-west and Sault Company is 
to go from Gravenhurst to Callendar, to use 
sixty miles of the Canada Pacific Railway, 
and then to build to the Sault. That is to 
say, that instead of cutting across the coun­
try, as the Ontario Pacific Junction road pro­
posed to do, it will go all the way round 
Lake Nipissing, and hand itself over to the 
Canada Pacific syndicate in order to do so. 
The syndicate offers running powers over 
these sixty miles to the Northern and North­
western railway, but to none others, so that 
the Northern would have a monopoly of the 
traffic coming over the Ontario railway sys­
tem. Whatever is done there should be no 
monopoly of traffic; everybody will admit 
that there is monopoly enough already in the 
Noath-west. Looking at it from an Ontario 
point of view, it is abundantly evident that 
the interests of this province will be better 
served by the Ontane Pacific Junction line 
than by its rival. The Ontario Pacific would 
drain the trade of the section of country 
through which it passes for the benefit of 
Ontario, whereas one of the effects of the 
other line would be to drain the trade of the 
country to the north of Lake Nipissing and 
carry it off to Montreal. The projectors of 
the Northern and North-western line, by 
flinging themselves into the arms of the 
great railway syndicate, have put themselves 
over the fence, as far as this province is con­
cerned.

It is a wrong fashion when speaking of 
" heme” affairs to make England’s name do 
duty for the United Kingdom’s. It is not 
wrong perhaps when speaking of troubles in 
Great Britain, to say England—for Scotland 
“the auld respected mither" of the statesman 
who is now swaying the destinies of the Em­
pire—goes on quietly and canny never exciting 
herself save for some sentimental cause, 
such as the threat of the War Office to put 
“the breeka” on her Highland soldiers, and 
take away their tartan kilts; though of course 
she feels whatever effects her big sister. 
Well, England is not now in a comfortable 
way, what with the involved situation in 
Parliament, the scarce appeasable discontent 
in Ireland, the difficulties concerning the land 
which threaten her, the bad state of her ag­
riculture, and the trouble in the Transvaal, 
which Gen. Colley, (who rather than treat 
for peace with the Beers when smarting from 
defeat at their hands, kept back the terms of 
peace which the government offered, in the 
hope that he would be able to treat with 
them as a victor, and after hazarding un­
equal battle perished) has brought upon her. 
Still amidst her difficulties it is satisfactory 
to knew, that she was never more commer­
cially prosperous than at present. She is 
still mistress of the seas in the ways of cem-

10,000 YARDSderstand," was brought against the govern­
ment, but this has been a standing charge 
against the administration of the day, ever 
since the Province had a government. It 
certainly would be more satisfactory, if the 
accounts were kept in ordinary sound clear 
commercial fashion, which could easily “ be 
underatanded by the people,” but the old sys- 
tem is hard to get rid of. Mr. Blair says 
that he is convinced, that no change for the 
better in the management of aflairs and the 
keeping of accounts can be looked for, until 
the present government is turned out, but 
were he called to the head of affairs, be would 
find that the old system of routine would be 
too strong from him and his government. Ar­
dent reformers in opposition generally be­
come when fortune puts them in power, 
staunch upholders of old abuses.

The debate on the financial condition of the 
Province, was we venture to say mere confus­
ing than enlightening. Though, we gather, 
that after all that can be said against finan­
cial mismanagement in the past, the credit 
of the Province is sound, its revenues suffi­
cient for its expenditures, and that last year 
the expenditures was within the income, and 
that the aim of the government will be to 
conduct the business of the country on that 
line in the future.

The debate disclosed that there was irre- 
concilable difference of opinion between gov­
ernment and opposition, with regard to what 
should be considered current revenue, and 
what capital, and as to whether expenditures, 
such for the Normal School Building, Freder-

leads its more ambitious members almost 
necessarily and directly into the arena of 
politics. Their professional education gives 
them an aptitude to deal with matters be­

McKenzie, S. L. Tilley, Dr. Tupper, T. W 
Anglin, P. Mitchell, etc., come up in the 
memory at once. But is it not true that the 
men who have taken a very active and con­
trolling lead in politics, in the past, and who 
in the present day are at the head of all the 
Governments and Oppositions in the Domi­
nion, are lawyers. There are quite as clever 
men in the other professions, and in business 
and the press, as in the law, but not being so 
naturally driven to active politics as the law­
yers are, they do not offer themselves in so 
great numbers, for election. People will 
certainly, as a general thing, choose the can­
didates who have most to say fer themselves, 
and can talk most glibly, and ten to one that 
man will be a limb of the law. Not that

If, by any 
possibility, a farmer can forfeit hie lease, he 
is almost sure to take advantage of his 
opportunity. The statement is made by a 
number of well-informed authorlies that 
never before was there in England such a 
complete want of faith in the future of the 
agricultural interest. There bare been in 
the past bad years, but the farmers bave look­
ed hopefully beyond them. At the present 
time, many of them are convinced that a 
good or bad season wilt equally result in 
loss.”

bombs of the conspirators; the secret soci­
alistic and communistic societies, which are 
darkly spread over Europe, have enjoyed a 
moment of fiendish triumph, which will re­
animate them in their determination to make 
war against the powers that be, and society 
constituted as it is, by sudden murder, sap 
and mine, and open revolt when the oppor­
tunity offers. The assassination of the Czar, 
has widened, it may be said the gulf be­
tween society and € the revolution,” and will 
probably lead immediately to repressive 
measures which will but hasten the time 
when the contest must be openly fought out.

The telegrams, March 13th, state:—
" London was startled Sunday by the an­

nouncement that the Czar Alexander had 
been mortally wounded by the explosion of a 
bomb thrown by assassins while he was out 
driving in the forenoon. At first it was 
supposed that the report was a canard ; but 
later on came the news of hie death, which 
was quickly followed by a full account of the 
tragedy."

The correspondent of Reuter in St. Peters- 
burgh says, that :—“ The Imperial carriage 
was attacked to-day on Ekatennofsky Canal, 
opposite the Imperial stables, while the Em- 
porer was returning with Grand Duke Mi­
chael from the Michael Palace in a closed 
carriage, escorted by eight Cossacks. The 
first bomb fell near the carriage, destroying 
the back part of it. The Czar and his bother 
alighted uninjured. The assassin, on being 
seized by the colonel of police, drew a re­
volver but was prevented from firing it. A 
second bomb was then thrown by another 
person, and fell close to the Ozar’s feet, its 
explosion shattering both his legs. The 
Czar fell, crying for help. Col. Dorijibky, 
though himself much injured, raised the 
Emperor, who was conveyed to the Winter 
Palace in Col. Dorjibky’s sleigh, and died 
there in two hours. The Imperial family 
were all assembled at the death bed. The 
Council of State was immediately convened. 
All places of public resort are closed. An 
officer and two Cossacks were killed, and 
many policemen and other persons injured. 
Glasses or gas lamps in Michael Garden, 
beside Canal, were broken in pieces by con­
cussion of explosion. Cordon of guards was 
drawn around the scene of the murder. 
Streets are densely thronged with excited 
crowds. Utmost sympathy for the Imperial 
family is everywhere expressed. Bells of 
the principal churches are tolling."

The Official Messenger makes the follow­
ing announcement:—“ God’s will be done. 
At 3.26 o’clock this (Sunday) afternoon the 
Almighty called the Emporer to himself. A 
few minutes before his death the Emporer 
received the Sacrament.”

A Council of State was forthwith conven­
ed, and as the Czarowitch who, contrary to 
his usual custom, was surrounded by an es­
cort, drove out of the palace yard, the people 
bailed him as Emperor.

A despatch of the 14th, states:—
As soon as the sleigh with the wounded 

Emneror arrived at the palace, yesterday, 
he was carried up stairs on a litter. Besides 
the surgeons in ordinary, the moet skilled 
men in the city were present, but the case 
was hopeless. At 1.30 p. m. the Imperial 
family were summoned to the bedside, where 
prayers for the dying were being said by the 
Greek Patriarch and Clergy.

The leave-taking is said to have been most 
touching. The Czar kissed them all and 
gave them hie blessing. He bore the agony 
of his wounds with heroic fortitude and said 
he trusted he was ready to die; and that 
Russia would never forget he had been sacri­
ficed fer unholding her institutions and main­
taining law and order within her borders.

Towards 3 p. m. it was evident that the 
end was near, and when the doctors spoke in 
a whisper of trying amputation, the dying 
man opened his eyes and motioned them 
away. At 3.80 p. m. he breathed hie last.

The first announcement St. Petersburg 
had that the work of the assassins was complete 
was the firing of minute guns, the toiling of 
church bells and the hoisting of the national 
flag at half mast upon the dome of the 
Winter Palace and turrets of principal build­
ings. A minute later and flags at half mast 
and inverted flags were drooping from flag 
staffs on the houses of nobihty and gentry 
and court. The wildest excitement prevailed 
in the neighborhood of the Palace, but people 
on the streets as a rule received the news in 
sullen silence.

There was no weeping or lamentation, ex­
cept among the soldiers, by whom he was 
much beloved. In the lower quarters, where 
the Nihilists are supposed to be numerous, 
crowds gathered at the corners and discussed 
the tragedy, remarking as the police and 
military dispersed them, " they have done 
for him at last.” All the places of public 
resort were closed and will remain so for 
some days.

The police agents last night arrested 
several persons who were overheard de­
nouncing the dead Emperor and applauding 
the murder.

Ten minutes after the tiret assassin was 
arrested his fellow-conspirator fell inte the 
bands of the police. He had run from the 
scene in the confusion that followed the 
second explosion and concealed himself in an 
old building standing near the Imperial 
stables. A cordon of police and Cossacks 
had been drawn around the stables. The 
police routed him out of his hiding place 
and he was bound and sent to the dungeon 
under an escort of Cossacks. He admitted 
his guilt, and on being told that his accom­
plice had also been arrested said they were 
ready to die at any moment. He inquired 
if the Czar was dead, and on the police re­
fusing to answer the question, gleefully ex­
claimed, “ Ab, I know by that, that we 
have succeeded. Long live the people.”

That they are Nihilists is beyond doubt. 
Both are young men and apparently of good 
birth and education.

Lord Dufferin, British Ambassador at St. 
Petersburg, informed the Foreign Office 
of the affair, and his despatches were 
at once forwarded to the Queen, Prince 
of Wales, Duke of Edinburgh and 
other membere of the royal family. The 
Duchess of Edinburgh was at the Duke’s 
seat in Kent with her four children.

Prayers were offered for the Duchess at 
the afternoon service in the churches, and in 
the evening special reference was made to 
the murder from the pulpits of the principal 
churches.

While there was great excitement in court 
and official circles, there was comparatively 
little on the streets, the people having long 
expected as much.

Great sympathy is expressed by all classes 
for the Duchess of Edinburgh, who is in a 
delicate condition.

Special service were held in the Greek 
churches last nigh.

The Duke and Duchess of Edinburgh and 
the Grand Duke Alexis left London for St. 
Petersburg at 7 p. m.

RY GOODSThe militia force of Canada is not very 
large, bnt that is no reason why it should 
not be efficient. It may be said with a 
great deal of truth that there is really very 
little need of a militia organization in Canada 
at all, except as a police force. But it is 
surely a fact that if it is worth while keeping 
up a military organization, it is worth while 
keeping as good a one as the country can 
afford. Local bodies are always affected by 
local sympathies, so that it has been found 
advantageous to bring men from a distance to 
deal with local disturbances. The complaint 
of the militia of late years has been that the 
militia department was treating it niggardly. 
Parliament has decided to add $75,000 to 
the amount appropriated for drill, for which 
$250,000 had already been voted. It is con­
templated to drill twenty thousand officers 
and men, with fifteen hundred horses. Of 
the twenty thousand to be drilled seventeen 
thousand are to be placed in brigade camps 
for twelve days, and the other three thou­
sand, oomprising those who cannot got away 
to camp, will be drilled at the local head- 
quarters at the time most convenient to 
them Of the ten camps, four will probably 
be in Ontario. The volunteers are in good 
spirits over the more satisfactory condition 
of things, which will no doubt result in 
greatly increasing their efficiency.—Er.

A meeting of the Agricultural Committee 
of the Houee of Assembly, al which the 
Provincial Secretary, and Messrs. Barbarie, 
Black, Beveridge, Butler, Gillespie, Johnson, 
Lynott, McLellan, Morton, Theriault, Turner, 
and White were present, was held on Tues­
day morning; the Provincial Secretary was 
called to the chair, and he explained that the 
Government were anxious, in view of the 
difficulty which the desease among the cattle 
in the old country presented to importation 
of stock from thence, to consult the com­
mittee on the subject.

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by R. Hudson, Market Clerk. DEVER BROS.Pleuro-Pneumonia In the U. S.

We regret to say, that, there is no longer 
any doubt whatever, that this terrible disease 
exists in many of the States.

The President lately sent to the Senate the 
report of the Committee of Agriculture, in 
which is a report from a special Agent of the 
government, sent to England to inquire into 
this matter, as affecting American cattle 
landed in England. This commissioner re­
ports that cases of contagious pleuro-pneu- 
monia had been discovered in cattle landed 
from Baltimore, Philadelphia, New York, 
Boston and Portland. The cattle landed in 
England from the United States, are not al­
lowed to leave the wharves on which they are 
landed, stables being fitted for their accom­
modation, and they must all be killed within 
fourteen days after their debarkation.

It has been stated that the disease was con­
fined to a few of the middle states, and to 
very limited areas in those states, but it now 
appears that it has got a foot hold in the 
West, as appears from the following extract 
from the Kentucky Live Stock Record :—

There is hardly any room to doubt that 
contagious pleuro-pneumonia has at last 
gained a foot-hold in one Western State at 
least, if not in mere. Information comes 
from Bedford, Taylor County, Iowa, that a 
number of cases of this disease have occurred 
there. We hope it may prove to be a mis­
take, but unfortunately the probabilities are 
that the report is true. During the past 
summer and fall about 20,000 of the calves 
brought from the East-there were over 
50,000 distributed in various Western 
States—were scattered in Iowa. It was re­
presented that these calves came from Michi­
gan but it is well known that nearly all of them 
were purchased in Ohio. The idea that 
Michigan furnished that number, or any­
thing approaching it, is absurd. We should 
be very glad if we could credit the story, for 
in that case there would be no ground for 
alarm in this instance about pleuro- 
pneumonia; unfortunately it is not the case. 
Another item which has reached us is to the 
effect that cattle taken from Iowa to a point 
in Nebraska, proved to have been infected 
with this disease, but we trust that this is a 
mistake, If the disease has actually broken 
out in Iowa, the farmers and stock-raisers of 
the Western and central Western States are 
face to face with a foe the like of which they 
have never encountered. The situation is 
exceedingly grave, and demands immediate 
and effective action. It is not for the pur­
pose of creating unnecessary alarm that we 
record these reports.

If this proves to be true, there is no tell­
ing what will be the result. The American 
stock raisers have never encountered any­
thing to compare with this, and no exertions 
should be spared to protect the Dominion. 
The government have acted well thus far, 
and we hope they will continue to watch thia 
matter very closely.

Our cattle are now freely admitted into 
England, and after 12 hours rest and inspec- 
tien, they may be taken anywhere. It is 
stated that this privilege is worth from $20 
to $25 a head, over the Americans, which 
makes on the number of cattle sent from 
Canada, a difference of $1,000,000, which 
our people get more than they would, if they 
were subject to the same regulations that the 
United States shippers are. This shows how 
important it is that our stock should be kept 
perfectly healthy, for the slightest suspicion 
against them would be taken advantage of, 
and we would have to submit to the same 
rules as others.

Now is the time for our farmers to do all 
they can to improve their stock. Thia is not a 
matter that will be over and done with soon, 
but will continue for years, and we will en­
joy the advantage just so long as our stock 
is healthy, beyond doubt. It will be quite 
impossible for the United States to get rid of 
the disease for many years, but they are tak­
ing active measures, and if it can be done, 
they will do it, no matter what it may coat.
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want fermera or merchants etc., for represen­
tatives if they are incapable of filling the 
situation, and advance the interests of the 
country, and if they cannot do better, they 
will choose lawyers.

Ask them 
why they vote against appropriations for the 
College and they will tell you that they can­
not see any benefit from it and don’t believe 
in eddicated farmers anyway, that they had 
no eddication except at a town school and 
see what they are ! Why they are in the 
Legislature.

Well, what have they done for the farm- 
ere of Maine ? Why, sir, they have voted 
$16,000 for a State shoot and other military 
purposes. I ask what is the object of this 
sheet, and they say it is to learn to shoot a 
man a great way off—and I ask did they not 
have one last year ? and have they shot any 
one during this whole year, and if not why 
keep on ?

Now, I de not want to see another cheap 
farmer in theLegislature, I do not want to 
see another farmer there that does not believe 
in progression, that don’t feel that his call­
ing is just as honorable as that of the profes­
sional man.

I have no 
doubt we have many enlightened farmers in 
the present Legislature who have worked 
jealously for us, and I want you to publish 
the names of those that have voted for appro­
priations intended for our benefit, with a 
black list of those that hare steadily voted 
against us, that we may for the future point 
the finger of scorn at them.”
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1 large expenditures on capital account and 
Urge [exceptional expenditures and increase 
the grants to the great public services, and 
still keep a large balance to the credit of the 
Province.

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The Industrial Cenditionof Canada.

NOTICE.The Scientific American quotes the follow­
ing, on the effect of the working of the 
present tariff policy from the Industrial 
World of Montreal, with approbation :—

“ Suppose, for instance, a factory is opened 
in Montreal, giving employment to 1000 
hand, what does this mean ? One thousand 
factory employes will represent a population 
of at least 2,500. What would the closing 
of this factory and consequent expatriation 
of these craftsmen mean? A loss of 1,000 
to 2,560? Much more. These artisans re­
quire boots, shoes, hate, caps, meat, bread, 
reots, vegetables, medicine, clothing, houses, 
wood, etc., almost ad infinitum, and likewise 
each of the new or additional industries 
which they inaugurate or add to in all its 
various forms, require the same things. So 
that each thousand artisans probably add, 
one way or the other, 6,000 additional to the 
population. Have our free trade friends 
ever considered this? What emptied one- 
fifth of the houses in Montreal under the 
late regime?. The closing of the factories. 
What stunted the growth of the city during 
that dark era? The impediments which the 
tariff raised to the establishment of new in­
dustries and the development of diversified 
labor. All the artisans employed in the 
factories of the metropolis wanted homes. 
It required carpenters, joiners, bricklayers, 
painters, plasterers, roofers, glaziers, working- 
men of all kinds to erect these houses. It 
required vast quantities of agricultural pro­
duce to fill the stomachs of the various 
craftsmen which the tariff furnished with a 
purchasing power. And although to-day the 
same clouds float over us, the same sun, 
moon, and stare light the heavens by day 
and night, in the language of Webster, how 
altered ! and how changed ! Of 2,000 notes 
falling due en the 3rd of February in the 
Bank of Montreal, not one was protested! 
Among the thousands of vacant heuses in 
Montreal in '78, not an empty house is to be 
found, and the demand is for hundreds 
more. The market is flooded with money 
for investment. Canada fours are worth 
more than Canada sixes were formerly. Our 
alms houses, except for the old and infirm, 
are empty, and the soup kitchens are now a 
matter of history. The railways are unable 
to carry the freight offered to them, and the 
demand for increased accommodation is met 
by the employment of thousands of able 
hands, working night and day to meet the 
public wants! Never was there an era pro­
mising greater prosperity for Canada. Bank 
stocks have appreciated 374 por cent, and all 
securities bare become correspondingly im­
proved in value, and the prospect of a £1,-

The friends of the Canada Temperance 
Act might well have been anxious when they 
heard of the successful flank attack made 
upon it in the Senate, on the 9th inst. But 
that there is the prospect of the amendment 
moved by Hon. Mr. Almon to add the fol- 
lowing as clause B to the Act, “ that the 
dealings in ales, porter, lager beer, cider, and 
light wines under ten per cent of alcohol, be 
exempt from the operation of the Canada 
Temperance Act of 1878," being defeated in 
the House of Commons, they might almost 
give up their beloved measure as lost. If 
the Clause B became law it would certainly 
go far to destroy the object of the Act. It 
would be an almost hopeless battle to try 
and maintain intact the body of the bill, and 
restrain the sale of spiritious liquors. The 
friends of the Act in its integrity strove hard 
to defeat the Almon amendment, which when 
the motion of concurrence was put was car­
ried—28 to 26. A motion to defer the 
reading of the bill for the third time, “ this 
day three months,” was lost—25 to 29. A 
motion to postpone the reading until next 
day, was lost—25 to 29. Au amendment 
moved by Hon. Mr. Reesor, that the fol­
lowing proviso be added as Clause B of the 
said Bill: " provided that the Council of any 
county, city, town, village, township, or 
municipality, in which the Canada Temper­
ance Act of 1878 has been er may hereafter 
be declared in force, may, by Bye-law, ex­
empt from the operation of said Act, the 
sales of ales, porter, lager beer, cider, and 
light wines containing under ten per cent 
of alcohol,” was withdrawn after debate. 
Another amendment adding the words, “ and 
said Clause shall not apply to Manitoba,” 
was lost—22 to 24. The motion for the 
reading of the Act as amended for the third 
time was then carried—25 to 21. Of the 
New Brunswick Senators, Hon. Messrs. Bots- 
ford, Boyd, Dever, Ferguson, Glazier, Lewin, 
and Odell voted “ content,” and Hon. Messrs.

The Census.

On Monday, April 4th, the work of taking 
the census of the Dominion, will be com­
menced. It is very important that the in­
formation sought by the census, should be 
correct and complete as possible. All must 
be anxious to know how fast the Dominion 
is growing and progressing, to learn what 
increase its cities and towns have made in 
population, and in residences, store accomo­
dation, manufactories, what additional area 
of land has been brought under cultivation, 
and what amount of products its fields have 
annually yielded, within the last ten years, 
etc. The farmers of New Brunswick ought 
to be prepared with correct information, and 
not put them off with approximations, or ex­
agerated statements, when the census takers 
come to fill up Schedules IV and V, in which 
will be collected facte concerning the occu­
pancy of and improvements made on lands 
owned, the number of acres under crop, the 
last annual products of the fields in grain, 
roots, hay, plants and fruits, the amount of 
property in live stock of various kinds to­
gether with the products by slaughter or 
sale, and the amount of homemade butter, 
cheese, wool, honey etc. It is so be hoped 
that the Province will make a good show as 
regards increase of population, as each head 
additional to the population determined by 
the census of 1871, will be worth 80 cents. 
The Provincial Secretary estimates the in­
crease of population at 13 per cent, and the 
additional subsidy therefrom at $15,000. 
It does not appear an extravagant estimate.

Worsted Coatings.Says the Chicago Tribune :—We have a 
navy which, in case of any insult offered to 
us by a foreign Power, is good for nothing, 
either offensive or defensive, and by the time 
that we could get a navy strong enough to 
do anything the war would be over and our 
principal ports would be laid under contri­
bution, unless they could be defended by 
shore batteries and torpedoes. We are not 
able to cope even with Spain in the West 
Indian waters, should any trouble arise about 
Cuba, while it is absurd even to think of 
defying France in the matter of the Panama 
Canal, should we become belligerent over 
the alleged Monroe doctrine.

In the Annual Report of the Nova Scotia 
Mines, lately laid before the House of 
Assembly, it is stated that the sale of coals 
for 1880 amounted, to 954,660 tons, being an 
increase over the previous year of 266,036 
tons.

The total yield of gold for 1880 was 13,- 
234 ounces, against 12,801 ounces in 1879.

The receipts for the Department of Mines 
for the year from royalty, licenser, &c., 
amounted to $70,440.

William Wilkinson, Eeq., Q. C., of Cha­
tham, has been appointed Judge of the 
County Courts of Restigouche, Gloucester 
and Northumberland Counties vice Hon. 
Edward Williston resigned on account of ill 
health. Judge Wilkinson made his first ap­
pearance on the bench at Bathurst on Tues­
day, and received a congratulatory address 
from the jury. We also congratulate him on 
bis accession to the position, and at the same 
time would express a hope that the late in­
cumbent, Hon. Mr. Williston, may speedily 
find his health much improved.

The Agricultural Committee of the House 
of Assembly, which is composed of one 
member from each County, at a meeting on 
Tuesday, passed a resolution recommending 
the Board of Agriculture to expend the Legis­
lative appropriation of $10,000 in the pur­
chase of stock on this side of the Atlantic. 
It is urged by several members that this 
course would be preferable from the fact 
that the required animals can be purchased 
more cheaply here than in Great Britain, and 
their quality will be quite equal if not super- 
ior. But the prevalence of a disease among 
the cattle in England is, perhaps, the best 
reason that can be given why the Board 
should accept the Committee's recommen­
dation.

Carlyle’s Bequest.

The late Thomas Carlyle, bequeathed his 
estate of Craigenputtock, valued at £300 stg. 
a year, to the Edinburgh University, for the 
foundation of ten busaries to poor students, 
in the Faculty of Arts. “ The deed of mor­
tification” in favor of that body, (a copy of 
which is published in the London Telegraph, 
March let,) haa the marks of the genius of 
the great but eccentric author. Craigenput­
tock, he says—

"Was for many generations the patrimony 
of a family named Welsh, the eldest son 
usually a " John Welsh,” in series going back 
think some, to the famous John Welsh, son- 
in-law of the reformer Knox. The last male 
heir of the family was John Welsh, Esq., 
Surgeon, Haddington. His one child and 
heiress was my late dear, magnanimous, 
much-loving and, to me, inestimable wife, in 
memory of whom and of her constant noble­
ness and piety towards him and towards me, 
I am now—she having been the last of her 
kindred—about to bequeath to Edinburgh 
University with whatever piety is in me this 
Craigenputtock, which was theirs and hers, 
on the terms and for the purposes and under 
the conditions underwritten. Therefore I do 
mortify and dispose to, and in favor of the 
said University of Edinburgh, for the found­
ation and endowment of ten equal bursaries, 
to be called the " John Welsh Bursaries,” in 
the said University, heritably and irredeem­
ably, all and whole the lends of Upper Craig­
enputtock.”

After stating the conditions of the bequest 
Mr. Carlyle concludes :—

" And so may a little trace of help to the 
young heroic soul struggling for what is high­
est spring from this poor arrangement and 
bequest. May it run for ever, if it can, as a 
thread of pure water from the Scottish rocks, 
trickling into its little basin by the thirsty 
wayside for those to whom it veritably be­
longs. Amen.”

modest friend started to do but a little 
thing, and, in accomplishing this, we are in­
clined to believe that be has, at the same 
time, succeeded in doing that which the other 
has thus far failed to satisfactorily perform.

Our inventor set himself to work to make 
light on a small scale and at a small cost, and 
has succeeded beyond his most sanguine ex­
pectations. We have had the ple asure 
of seeing in operation a lantern in which his 
eiectric light was burning. An electric lan­
tern was, indeed, just what he started to 
make, and he has made a lantern far ahead 
of anthing ever before seen in that line.

The lantern is of about the same size and 
shape as an ordinary miner’s lantern, and 
may as readily be carried in the hand or on 
the arm. At a little distance it presents 
much the same appearance as the fancy lan­
terns carried by railroad conductors, except 
that the bottom part is somewhat deeper. 
In this bottom is the apparatus which pro­
duces the electricity that makes the light. 
All that is necessary to be done is to insert 
a key (like a large clock key) at the side, 
and wind the apparatus up when light is 
wanted. The light appears as won as the 
machine starts, and disappears very soon 
after it is stopped. When fully wound up, 
the clockwork will run for six hours; but it 
can at any time be instantly stopped by turn­
ing a small button. The amount of electricity 
required is so small that it could hardly be 
measured, as we are informed. There are 
neither platinum nor charcoal burners; in­
deed, no burners at all. The light is neither 
from flame nor from a substance heated to 
incandescence.

Just how the light is produced is still the 
inventor’s secret. He says that Mr. Edison 
has all along been wandering from the true 
road with metal, charcoal and other burners. 
What is seen inside of the lantern is simply 
that which appears to be a Florence flask, 
about two inches in diameter at the largest 
part of the bulb, the neck descending into 
and connecting with the apparatus in the 
bottom part of [the lantern. This reversed 
flask is completely filled with a liquid of a 
greenish-yellow color. Two small wires are 
seen coming up through the neck of the flask 
to about the centre of the bulb, where they 
are bent toward each other like the handles 
of a pair of small forceps.

This is the appearance until the clockwork 
is started. Then a change is instantly seen. 
The liquid within the bulb begins to glow 
and in a few seconds it presents the appear­
ance of molten metal at a white heat, yet 
there is no heat. When the door of the 
lantern is opened and the hand placed upon 
the bulb there is a barely perceptible warmth.

The light given out is very white and 
pure. We do not know much about the 
candle-power of any light, but as this lantern 
made a room 14x20 appear as light as day, 
the light must have bad the power of fifteen 
or twenty candles—the inventor says thirty. 
At all events it is enough for all ordinary 
uses, and would be better than anythiug 
ever before seen for use in the lower levels of 
mines.

The secret of the whole thing is evidently 
in the fluid with which the bulb is filled. 
What this is the inventor refuses to say, as it 
is for it be expects to obtain the patent he is 
taking steps to procure.

The inventor says but three articles, and 
those very cheap, are used. These cost but 
a trifle to begin with, are never consumed 
and never deteriorate. At a very small cost 
table lamps and all kinds of lights, both 
movable and stationary, may be made. 
Where they are stationary—suspended from 
the ceiling of a room or fixed against walls, 
a stationary clockwork would be put up, with 
wires running to all the lights in a building.
