Andrew Ballagh, a farm laborer em­
ployed by Mr. Dickie, of Hyde Park, 
was instantly killed by engine No. 1007

early yesterday morning, his mangled 
'and decapitated remains being discov- 
;ered by J. Erye, a sectionman of Hyde 
1Park after daylight.
1 The body was brought to the under­
taking parlors’ of Smith, Son & Clark 
yesterday morning and remained un­
identified until today when his brother- 
in-law, Mr. D. McKenzie, of 420 Rec­
tory street, and also Mr. T. Cameron, of 
the Massey-Harris Company, who was 
acquainted with him, appeared.

Employed at Hyde Park.
Ballagh, who was about thirty years 

of age, and who formerly resided with 
his parents in Teeswater, was employ­
ed by Mr. Dickie at Hyde Park, but 
came into London on Friday to attend 
the Ringling circus. He remained 
around the city until late Saturday 
night, when he started for home.

He had spoken to a number of friends 
concerning his decision to get into a 
freight car and ride to Hyde* Park, but 
it is not known whether or not he at­
tempted this.

At about 1 o’clock on Sunday morning 
engine No. 1007 was sent out light to 
Glencoe to bring in one of the car shops 
excursion specials which was laid up on 
the road with a disabled engine, and It 
was on this trip that the fatality oc­
curred. The crew was not aware of any 
trouble, but when an examination was

house It was found that Ballagh had 
come to his death beneath the wheels 
of No. 1007.

Found the Body.
Mr. J. Eyre, a sectionman, in riding a 

bicyele along the company’s right of way 
toward Hyde Park, noticed something 
between the eastbound and westbound 
tracks, and returning found a badly 
mangled body. He continued on to Hyde 
Park and wired his information back to 
the local offices.

Coroner Dr. Maclaren went to the scene 
In a yard engine, and later ordered an 
inquest. The jury met yesterday after­
noon at the morgue, and adjourned to 
hear the evidence at the police station 
on Friday evening next.

Chicago, Ill., June 23. All Saturday the Taft steam-roller raced with the 
Sabbath. Once in a while it got snarled up with a challenging delegate or a 
roll call. Twice it ran over a bun moose that somehow or other got on the 
track. But taking the run as a whole it made express time and landed Wil­
liam Howard Taft, Republican candidate for President at 9.30 p.m.

TAFT 561.
Two hours after that the steam-roller train crew were Belshazzaring at 

the Congress Hotel. The Taft bosses had counted on 660 votes on the first 
ballot. They had bettered their guess by one. The record was Taft 561. Roose­
velt 107, LaFollette 41, Cummins 17. Present but not voting 344, absent 8. 
It was, therefore, an occasion for feasting.

LOTS OF FUN.
The steam-roller was greatly assisted in making its schedule by the active 

encouragement of the onlookers, who rubbed their straw hats together to 
make a puffing noise, shouted "Toot, toot," and "All aboard," at the proper 
interval, and sang "Merrily, We Roll Along," as the engine, of destruction 
hurled the mangled remains of the Roosevelt delegates to one side. Every­
body got a lot of grim fun out of it.

PARTY SUICIDE.
The roller had a lovely day for the trip, clear sunshiny weather, and a 

moonlight night. It seems sad that nature should have been so gay when the 
Republican party was committing suicide, the national committee was receiv­
ing Its death blow, and Col. Theodore Roosevelt was getting butted violently 
in the rear.

CONCEDED LITTLE POINTS.
Being the engineer of a steam-roller he knew the advantages of letting 

off steam. He conceded all the little points, but never faltered on the big ones. 
He never ran the steam-roller into a siding, except to make speed getting 
back to the main line.

Some five hundred newspaper men took part in the steam-roller excursion, 
mostly as visitors working their passage. The star performers were there try- 
ing to be funny six days at a stretch, and succeeding more or less. Plain and 
fancy reporting was done to the extent of two million words a night, that 
being the average sent over the Western Union and Postal Telegraph Lines.

BRYAN AS REPORTER.

A glorious sight he 
was sitting there with the press medals of all the conventions at which lie had 
been a candidate displayed on his breast.

Another charge of theft laid by a local 
jeweler from whom he had purchased a 
watch on the installment plan was dis­
missed. John A. Nash, of the staff of 
the jewelry store, had intervie wed Blaney 
while in jail, but before the charge was 
laid, and had told him that he might 
make it easier for himself by giving 
some information as to what he had 
done with the watch he purchased. 
Blaney thereupon explained that he had 
pawned it in Toronto. P. M. Judd re­
fused to admit this evidence through 
respect for the rights of the prisoner 
who was without counsel.

A Bad Record.
Blaney’s record was. however, very bad. 

In 1908 -he was then 22 years of age— 
he was arrested in Toronto on three 
charges of theft, found guilty, and al­
lowed to go on suspended sentence, in 
the following year he was again arrested 
and given 30 days in jail. A year later 
nine months was made the pnalty for

WHITE, GREAT SOLDIER
SUCCUMBS TO DEATH

Hero of Afghan War and Was

London, June 24. — Field Marshall 
Sir George Stuart White, governor of 
Chelsea Hospital, London’s home for 
aged soldiers, and one of the most dis­
tinguished soldiers in the British army, 
died today in his seventy-seventh year.

Sir George White, who was an Irish­
man. having been born in County An­
trim in 1835, passed through a strenu­
ous life as a soldier fighting Britain’s 
battles in all parts of the world. He 
went through the terrible hardships In 
the Indian mutiny in 1857 as a young 
officer, taking part in many engage­
ments with the rebels.

It was during the Afghan War in 
1879-80 that he made his fame and wa

The 
United States is even now reducing and 
removing the remnants and remain­
ders of the old-time “prepare-fey-war" 
policy. What these two nations have 
done on this continent can be done in 
Europe just so soon as international 
war syndicates are broken, and in 
peace the people prepare for more 
peace.

Baked New Beets.
Many prefer them baked instead of 

boiled, as the flavor is best preserved in 
this way. Select beets of uniform size, 
wash carefully and bake until tender, 
allowing more time than for boiling 
usually. When done, peel, slice and 
serve them hot seasoned with salt and 
pepper and a little butter.

Beets and Cabbage.
Boll young beets tender and when 

done skin, slice and chop fine. Shred 
enough white or red cabbage to make 
quantity equal to that of beets when 
cabbage is also chopped fine. Stew it 
tender in just enough water to cover, 
adding a little butter, salt and pepper. 
Drain thoroughly and when mixed with 
the beets add a little boiled, hot salad 
dressing, or pour over the vegetables 
a little soft butter mixed with lemon 
juice, salt and pepper. Serve hot.

DELEGATES BEHAVED.
As passengers or victims of the steam-roller the delegates behaved well. 

Their bald heads—most of them have been prematurely unthatched by early 
piety-glistened in the sun. They bobbed up and down like a thermometer 
as they sank in despair or were lifted off their .feet by the cheers of the 
populace. They showed themsel es better than voting machines. They be­
came strenuous at times, particularly the Roosevelt bunch, and put Chairman 
Root’s serenity to the test Once a gentleman from Idaho walloped a gentle­
man from Florida in the eye. Both were removed by the police, but came 
back when their time on the bench was up, Another time the mass delega­
tion walked out in a body, This was when the balloting‘for President was 
on. Their absence might have meant a clear gain of eighteen for Taft, for 
they were nil Roosevelt men, But Chairman Root called on their alternates, 
and put the score back where it was.

ONLY ONE SWITCH.
This was the only switch Chairman Root made, Of course, the eighteen 

alternates did what the other fellows would have done, They were "present 
but not voting," This, is playing the game according to Hoyle It would have 
been against all precedent for the Massachusetts alternates to do anything 
else.

All the same, they were pretty well steam- 
rollered. They delivered the goods.

THE GALLERY FOR TEDDY.
On the whole it was a Roosevelt crowd that packed the galleries. The 

Several times 
they said: "We want Teddy," said it long and said it loud. But what’s the 
use? What they want is one thing and what they get is another. If the 
Democrats nominate somebody like Taft there will probably be a new align­
ment in the United States politics—Liberals and Conservatives—and the Lib- 
erals drafted from the progressives in both the old parties, may give the 
people their Teddy again.

Explosion of Huge Tank Caused Citizens to Fear that an Earth­
quake Had Occurred—Firemen, by Hardest Kind of 

Work, Prevented Gasoline Igniting.
Declares Rank and File Was Not Truly 

Represented by the Republican 
Convention.

[Special to The Advertiser.]
Sarnia, June 23. — About 7:30 this 

morning a severe explosion shook the 
town of Sarnia, rattling windows and 
doors, and bringing many of the citi­
zens into the streets in a partly-clad 
condition. On ofe the big underground 
tanks at the Imperial Oil Company’s 
plant had blown up, with a terrific 
roar, which shook the country for sev­
eral miles around.

Fortunately no one was killed or 
hurt, owing, perhaps to the fact that it 
was Sunday morning, and consequent­
ly none of the employees were in the 
immediate vicinity. The Sarnia fire de­
partment was on the scene shortly 
after the explosion, and together with 
the company's firemen, made strenuous 
efforts to keep the fire from spread- 
ing. The blaze was confined almost 
solely to the disrupted tank, which by 
this time had become a roaring mass 
of flames.

Lots of Water.
Fourteen streams of water played 

incessantly on the surrounding tanks 
and buildings, especial precautions be- 
ing taken to prevent the ignition of 
the gasoline. A peculiar feature of the 
explosion was the fact that Port Hur­
on, situated across the river from Sar- 
nia, felt the shock more than did the 
latter town. This was probably due to 
unusual atmospheric conditions. In 
the former city the houses were shaken 
and even the ground trembled slightly. 
Excited citizens in various states of 
dishabille rushed into the streets pos­
sessed by visions of an earthquake, or 
ether dreadful calamity. When the 
truth was known quite a number of 
people crossed by ferry to take in the 
spectacle.

A Peculiar Feature.
One of the officials of the company 

who was present at the fire stated that 
this same tank, which has about a ten- 
thousand-barrel capacity, blew up about 
a year ago also on a Sunday morning. 
The low concical roof which covered 
the tank must be going yet. according 
to the account of a man who witnessed 
the explosion and watched the roof or 
rather parts of it, ascending steadily 
skyward. No official estimate of the 
loss could be obtained, but it is believed 
it will be about $15,000. The buildings 
in the vicinity were not damaged by 
the flames. The cause of the explosion 
it attributed to spontaneous conbustion. 
eleven and a half feet of oil being con­
tained in the tank at the time. The 
local police station was submerged with 
telephone calls from people both in 
Sarnia and Port Huron, excitedly de­
manding to know what happened.

Fruitless Searchthe views of progressives and conser­
vatives failed last night. and William 
J. Bryan’s declaration of progressive 
principles sharply defined the Issues. 
Mr. Bryan’s assertion that he would 
support no one but a progressive for 
the chairmanship, arid that Alton B. 
Parker, the choice of the sub-commit­
tee of arrangements, did not meet this 
requirement, seemed to leave little 
hope of an agreement today, unless 
the Clark men accept some other can­
didate.

Mr. Bryan and his supporters have 
announced no candidate, but realizing 
the necessity of concentrating upon 
some one man if they hoped to defeat 
Judge Parker, they continued their 
conferences this morning with, this 
end in view.

The national committee today must 
indorse the. choice of the sub-commit­
tee or reject, and even then their de­
cision may be overturned by the dele­
gates in convention, so that the strug­
gle may not end with the meeting of 
the committee today. Chairman Mack 
insisted that a majority of the com­
mittee would favor Parker. The 
Bryan men declared that although the 
vote might be close the united pro­
gressive strength in the committee 
could defeat the New York man.

Ready for a Row.
Little doubt was expressed that if 

Bryan was beaten in the committee he 
would take the question to the floor of 
the convention, and the Bryan men al­
ready are laying plans to follow in this 
contingency.

Some professed to see in the im­
portance Mr. Bryan attaches to this 
fight a purpose to seek the nomination 
himself and test his strength at the 
very outset of the convention deliber­
ations. On this subject, however. Mr 
Bryan has been silent since his ar­
rival, His most noteworthy declara­
tion regarding candidates has been 
that Clark and Wilson were the "lead- 
ing candidates."

Leaders Jubilant.
Comments by the Democratic leaders 

here indicate a general, and in some 
eases, a jubilant, satisfaction with the 
result of the Republican deliberations 
in Chicago. While some of the more 
radical said that Theodore Roosevelt 
running on a strong progressive plat­
form, might draw votes from the rad­
ical Democrats, they declared that the 
Democratic party had nothing to fear 
from this score if it nominated a pro­
gressive candidate. But they agreed 
on the contention that any losses from 
this cause would be more than offset 
by damage that would be wrought to 
the Republican cause by splitting the 
Republican vote between two tickets.
