the enemy ordered that the officers must 
lead the men into battle.

Morale Suffering.
“The morale of the German troops is 

suffering under three main causes," the 
general said: “Severity of losses, the 
overweight of our artillery and cold. 
Divisions are known of in which the 
losses reached from 40 to 60 per cent.

“Our superiority in guns keeps the 
enemy in a perpetual state of discom­
fort, which is reinforced by inclement 
skies. We find no more enthusiastic 
entries in prisoners’ diaries about 
‘Marching into the gardens of France 
in spring,’ but we find entries about the 
reprehensible habit of the French poilus 
of always falling on their feet in the 
matter of positions, guns and the wea­
ther.

The fighting at Givenchy, as on other 
parts of this front, ended in the complete repulse of the 
enemy, who at the end of most determined and costly as 
saults was only able to secure a limited footing at one or 
two points in our most advanced defences.

produce on the market costs more now 
than it did twelve months ago. True it 
il that some commodities have gone up. 
but comparison of market quotations of 
April, 1917, and those of today show a 
margin in favor of the current month! 
in many instances.

Substitution of vegetable diet for meat 
would mean a big saving over last year, 
were it carried out, for all vegetables 
are lower in price, much lower, in fact. 
Just, for instance, take potatoes. Last 
year potatoes were retailing, at this' 
time, from $2.50 to $3.60 per bag. The 
lowest quotation today is only $1.90 per| 
bag. Then, again, carrots which last j 
year brought 60c a bushel are now ob­
tainable at 35c to 50c.

Dairy produce presents some peculiar­
ities. While there has been a drop of 5 
cents per dozen in eggs, compared to 
last year, butter has gone up 9 cents 
per pound.

Just to offset the lower price of veg­
etables is an increase averaging at least 
$1 per dozen in the price of canned 
goods. Scarcity of tin and added labor 
costs are responsible in some measure 
for this increase.

Maple syrup is another to show an 
increase. It has advanced approximate­
ly 25 cents per gallon.

Dressed hogs, quoted as a sample of 
the way meats have gone up, show an 
increase of 6 cents per pound. Last year 
$20 per hundredweight was paid for the 
porkers. This year it takes $26 to buy 
100 pounds.

Little chance of furloughed men of 
the first contingent being allowed to 
remain in Canada seems possible in 
view of the attitude of the minister 
of militia. Major-Gen. S. C. Mewburn. 
Since the furlough men arrived in 
London and elsewhere in Canada, ef­
forts have been made to secure their 
retention in Canada on the grounds 
that they have done their "bit," and 
that their places in France should be 
taken by younger and unmarried 
eligibles.

Well organized efforts were taken in 
Toronto to secure the release of the 
men of the first contingent, Mayor 
Tommy Church of that city presenting 
the case to Major-Gen. Mewburn. The 
mayor, however, has received a reply, 
by telegraph, which says that only 
those men who are below the medical 
category of "A," in other words, men 
unfit for combatant service in the 
front-line trenches, will he released.

The reply to Toronto's mayor, which 
was signed by Col. N. C. Osborne, mili­
tary secretary, reads:

“With reference to your note of the 
15th addressed the Honorable the Min­
ister, enclosing letters signed by sev­
eral soldiers, 1 am directed to inform 
you that correspondence lias already 
taken place with the overseas authori­
ties about this matter, and authority 
has been received to retain in Canada 
such members of the first contingent 
whose medical category is below "B," 
that is, those whose services are not 
really needed overseas."

Building up for the Spring Attack 
at the Front is a good deal like put-, 
ting the body in condition for an in­
vasion of the germ3 of grip, pneumonia 
or "Spring fever” here at home.

At this time of the year most peo­
ple suffer from a condition often called 
Spring Fever. They feel tired, worn 
out, before the day is half through. 
They may have frequent headaches 
and sometimes "pimply" or pale skin 
and white, lips. The reason for this is 
that during the wintertime, shut up 
within doors, eating too much meat 
and too little green vegetables, one 
heaps fuel into the system which is not 
burned up and the clinkers remain to 
poison the system—a clogging up of 
the circulation—with inactive liver and 
kidneys.

eANADA’s gravest problem since eonfeder-- 
(tion is the relationship between the Eng-

problem in itself 13 really secondary to its by- 
product. That by-product is bigotry and intoler­
ance. For years before the war certain sections 
of the English and French press were constantly 

snarling at one another. The cheapest brand of 
journalism is that which through bordering on the 
indecent or by appealing to the brutal instincts 
of men finds readers who might be called the 
stupid mob. They follow where intolerance 
leads down through all the ages. They manifest 
the spirit that crucified Christ, that burned mar­
tyrs at the stake, that threw women into ponds 
to drown. Their Moloch is a god of blind preju­
dice, and they find false priests everywhere to 
lead them down the paths of hate and destruc­
tion.

We have seen this spirit of enmity fostered 
in Ontario by several vicious newspapers that are 
best labelled assassins of national unity. They
have their counterparts in Quebec. They have 
developed false leaders, and between the two 
forces of intolerance has grown a blind desire to 
strike, an evil passion to slaughter, the objects 
of hatred. When rage is enthroned reason is an 
outcast. Out of the bitterness engendered by the 
murderers of good feeling and interprovincial 
amity has come the situation in Quebec. The 
bullets that struck the bodies of soldiers and 
civilians in Quebec city recently were molded 
long ago in the minds of the bigots. The war 
situation caused these destructive missiles to be 
thrown earlier than would have been the case1 
without the war, but the flames for the forge 
were kindled long ago.

In the face of this warfare of two extrem- 
sts, it is good to observe the effort made by 
Hon. Frank Carrel, owner of the Quebec Tele- 
graph, to bring about a better understanding.

The method most in favor is 
to thin out the trees and then cut back 
the remainder of the branches to twigs, 
on which fruit buds appear. Some 
growers, however, merely thin out ex­
tensively, and do not cut back any 
branches. They claim that the fruit 
has a better color if this last method 
is followed. Cutting back tends to force 
out new growth on the trees, and this 
new growth takes color from the 
peaches.

However, pruning methods vary 
greatly with different growers. The 
main thing is to select a method, and 
stick to it, unless that method is proved 
to he wrong. Above all tilings prune 
regularly. The object of pruning is to 
train the tree and keep its vigor check­
ed, so that it will bear fruit of a good 
quality, which is easily harvested. By 
pruning the tree is also opened to the 
air and sunshine, both of which are 
necessary in the production of good 
peaches.

Before the end of the morning 
prices were 130 to 135 points net 
lower.

The close was 25 to 50 points up 
from the lowest on covering, but 
showed net losses of 107 to 115 
points for the day.

SAVING TIME AND STRENGTH.
Anyone might have known that a woman whose advice is always as sen­

sible es that of Christy Mackenzie, sometimes contributor to this department, 
would be sure to recognize the importance of conserving her own time and 
strength for the sake of the service she can render her family and the com- 
munlty, and also because she wants to make the most of life.

Christy is doing the greater pert of her own work, as a wartime measure. 
She has just that much more for the Red Cross and other calls. You remember 
|how she plans everything ahead. She told all about this phase of "system In 
|housekeeping" several weeks ago In this department. Today she says:

I make a practice of using my head in housekeeping, just as I would In| 
acting as secretary for the Ladies' Aid Society or running any kind of business 
of my own. In fact, I regard housekeeping as a business, and that is why I am 
always looking around for business hints to adapt to it. In the first place, I 
never make two steps take the place of one. I have a convenient place in the 
kitchen where I keep the broom, oil mop, carpet sweeper, dusters, etc., which ! 
I use for downstairs, and I have a similarly equipped corner in the bathroom' 
upstairs. It pays, I can tell you, to have a carpet sweeper for each floor. Im­
mediately after breakfast, I do up my breakfast dishes and leave everything 
so that I won't be obliged to come down stairs again, excepting perhaps for a 
telephone call, or something out of the ordinary, until all my upstairs work Is 
done. Before coming down stairs I try to think of everything I want to take 
down with me, so I won't be obliged to use up my energy by unnecessary 
climbs. When I take something down to the cellar I always make a point of 
taking up with me on the same trip something I am going to need in the course 
of an hour or so.

"Did you ever watch some women setting or clearing a table and actually 
get tired just looking at them? Their attempts seem so amateurish. They will 
pick up a few knives or forks, perhaps a plate, and march with that Into the 
kitchen, then go back for one or two cups and saucers. They don't seem able 
toconcentrate their minds on what they are doing, or to apply the least in­
telligence to the task. A good-sized tray is my most valuable ally in setting 
or clearing the table, and I know I do in one trip from kitchen to dining-room| 
just as much as I have seen other women do in ten trips, and in a quarter of : 
the time that it takes them. I have always tried first thing to teach my maids' 
to acquire the tray habit, and the habit of saving their time and steps but It 
frequently has been a pretty hard task to get them to use their common sense 
in this way. Some people seem always to prefer to take the longest, hardest 
way. By planning ahead, I save myself worry and tight corners, and nothing 
wears out your strength or robs you of efficiency like fussing and fuming. I'll 
admit, I’m Scotch, and it would be a strong temptation for me to worry over 
my housework, or being caught entirely unprepared when company came, if I 
left myself open for such worry. But, so far as it is possible I plan ahead," pre­
pare for emergency, have a convenient place for everything I want to work with 
and use my head to save my steps. I think I get through as much work as 
many women with even more strength, and with much less strain."

Everybody who knows Christy Mackenzie in real life knows that she is al- 
ways ready to lend a hand in any good work, and that it will be carried through 
with the same thoroughness that characterizes her housekeeping.

TIME TO STORE WINTER EGGS.
‘What a the time? According to the housewife's calendar, it’s time to 

start storing eggs for winter use," is what a communication addressed this 
week to the Consumers' League department has to say.

The drug stores are putting out the same bulletin, featuring a universally 
recognized egg preservative in their window displays, known to the public as 
"water glass," and to the chemists and other scientific people as "silicate of 
soda."

"Why put eggs away now for use during the next cold season?" was asked 
of a druggist a few days ago.

"Because," he replied promptly, "eggs really keep In better condition that 
are put away now than those which are stored later in the season." There is 
a popular tradition to the effect that they are also lower in price. They un­
doubtedly are considerably lower than they were a couple of months ago, but, 
at that, hen fruit is by no means one of the cheaper edibles. Again, it will be 
remembered by many housekeepers, who have a good memory for these details, 
that eggs really were cheaper towards the end of April last year than they were 
a few weeks later.

Local druggists announce a large demand for water glass at present, an 
indication that many of the London housewives favor the month of April" for 
the storing of eggs. It is an indication also that many people are practically 
interested in the subject of conserving food, more, indeed, than ever before.

So far as the proper time to store eggs for use next winter is concerned, 
two of the city's notably good housekeepers quote as follows from their own 
experience:

"For several years," says the first, "I have put away the eggs for winter 
use about the middle of May, some time before the 15th. I did this last year as 
usual, and only today, 1 made delicious snow pudding from the eggs. Excepting 
that the yokes break, they have kept in perfect condition. I put mine away in 
three big stone jars. When a jar is filled, I take a piece of factory cotton, dip 
it in the water glass, and put it over the top, then press down the lid. This 
helps to exclude the air which causes the water to evaporate."

The second housekeeper says: "I shouldn’t like to start putting away eggs 
now. I would feel they were too stale. Last year I began storing them some 
time in May and finished up about the end of July. Then I used them in the 
order, In which they were stored. I still have some dozens left, and they have 
kept beautifully. I use them for baking and all kinds of cooking. They whip 
up as nicely for meringues as new laid eggs."

Like Housekeeper No 1, Housekeeper No. 2 uses the stone jars or big cover­
ed crocks which are most convenient receptacles.

So far as the water glass method is concerned, many methods have been 
tried by food authorities, and this is the one generally indorsed. In order to 
insure success in preserving, the eggs must be as fresh as it is possible to 
obtain them. In the second place, they should be non-fertile. Given the fresh 
non-fertile eggs, and a can of water glass, (silicate of soda), any novice, who 
closely follows the directions clearly given on the can, will meet with entire 
success.

Water glass is a thick, gelatinous liquid. To preserve the eggs, it is 
diluted with ten parts of water to one of the water glass. The water "should 
first be boiled and then cooled. To this, for every four quarts of water, one 
pint of water glass should be added and thoroughly mixed. After the eggs 
have been placed in the jar, in which It is intended to preserve them, the water 
glass solution should be poured over them until they are entirely covered. 
Small lard palls or large lard cans, which can be covered tightly, make satis­
factory receptacles. After the receptacles are filled, they should be stored in 
a cool place.

The druggist man explains why water glass is such a satisfactory pre­
servative. He says, "You know (but we didn’t) that silicate of soda is the best 
kind of a mucilage. It coats the egg shells, and seals up the pores so perfectly 
that it entirely excludes air and germs." In any case, water glass does the 
work most satisfactorily, and there is one man in town who stoutly maintains 
that eggs have been poached in his home after being preserved by this method 
for eighteen months. The housekeepers, whose experience has been that the 
eggs keep perfectly, except in one respect, the yokes will break, would no 
doubt like to know how this difficulty has been overcome.

German Admiral Says Also 
That Geddes Does Not 

Speak Facts.

WASHINGTON, April 18.—The politi­
cal situation in Austria-Hungary re­
mains extremely delicate, according to 
an official dispatch today from Switzer­
land, summarizing reports from Buda­
pest, and comment in Austrian and 
German newspapers.

"Austria," the dispatch said, "is com­
ing to the greatest difficulties, and 
security no longer exists, and the situ­
ation is capable of any possibility."

Marked discontent reigns in Vienna, 
according to the dispatch, while the 
speeches delivered in Parliament by the 
Czechs, Jugoslavs and Poles inspire 
hatred of Germany and demand reor­
ganization of Austria-Hungary. Even 
Socialists are said to have proclaimed in 
the Austrian Chamber of Deputies that 
the monarchy is not directly interested 
in the struggle of Germany against 
Great Britain, France and America.

AMSTERDAM. April 18.—During the 
discussion of naval estimates before 
the main committee of the Reichstag, 
says a telegram from Berlin, Admiral 
von Capelle, referring to the submarine 
war, said that statistical tonnage cal­
culations now are virtually superfluous 
as the visible successes of the U-boats 
spoke clearly enough.

The "robbery of Dutch tonnage, 
whereby Anglo-Saxons had incurred the 
worst kind of odium for decades to 
come," he said, "was the best proof of 
how far the shipping shortage already 
had gone with the western powers. To 
the sinkings must he added," the ad­
miral declared, "the big wear and tear 
in ships and the enormous Increases 
in marine accidents which Sir John 
Ellerman, in the British shipping 
chamber, recently had calculated to be 
three times the amount of peace 
losses."

Admiral von Capelle described as a 
base calumny the statement made by 
Sir Eric Geddes, first lord of the Brit­
ish admiralty, that German U-boat 
crews were unwilling to put to sea, and 
said the assertions of British states­
men that there had been extraordinarily 
big losses of German U-boats were 
greatly exaggerated.

Entire Force Likely To Get

formation is hourly expected by the au­
thorities.

Up to the present Dominion troops 
have not had an extensive share in any 
of the fighting that has been raging 
with such fury during the last three 
weeks. In their Picardy offensive the 
Germans struck south of the Canadian 
lines, and only the Dominion cavalry 
brigade and some Canadian armored 
cars took part in the battle which fol­
lowed. Their losses, it is understood, 
did not exceed two thousand in killed, 
wounded and missing.

In the present drive the Germans at­
tacked north of the terrain held by the 
Canadians, and with the exception of 
the division now reported In action Gen. 
Currie’s men have experienced nothing 
mere than the usual artillery fighting.

Official expectations are, however, 
that before a few days have elapsed 
the entire Canadian force will be 
brought into action to once more help 
crush the German attempt to reach the 
channel ports.

|different variety of fatigue from that 
of inanimate materials, his limitation 
of fatigue varying according to light, 
heat, rest, play, change and many other 
circumstances. When tired or un­
diverted, the industrial worker dimin­
ishes his output, delays it, spoils goods, 

. causes illness and accidents, keeps him- 
self and others from their work, and is 

;an obstacle and a nuisance as far as 
: full efficiency is concerned.

Those who labor by the sweat of their 
, brow, as well as those whose muscles 
must be jolly well fitted to act precisely 
and in co-ordination with other muscles, 
do their best work in the first two hours 
of effort. After this the efficiency 

steadily declines for the rest of the 
session.

After a pleasant, unhurried lunch the 
! restorative effect and the repair of rest, 

food and play show the same result as 
the morning, namely, two hours of pro­
gressive improvement, followed by a 
lesser output as the day wanes.

The cumulative fatigue and waste of 
energy at the end of the day shows the 

minimum production and most mistakes 
then. When work is monotonous with 

, many natural pauses there may not be 
'much difference at any time.

Some Striking Cases.
This new "industrial physiology" has 

helped to show the fallacy of the notion 
, that longer hours and fewer holidays 
make for a greater production. True 
enough, a person may accomplish more 
in two hours than in one, hut he can- 
not do more in ten hours than in eight, 
working day in and day out.

In the night work of a large factory 
a shift of workers labored twelve hours. 
Practically little work of value was done 
in the two irs after 5 a.m. Absolutely 
no production occurred in the last 40 
minutes. Not only would the elimina­
tion of the last two hours not diminish 
the amount of work, but it would very 
likely augment the total output and 
lessen the number of defects.

A group of 80 to 100 women who 
turned out aluminum fuses had their 
weekly hours of actual work cut down 
from 66.2 to 45.6. That is to say, a 
whole day of 21 hours was given them 
for rest, recreation and recuperation. 
Marvel at the result. The gross pro- 
duction jumped up 9 per cent, and the 
frequency of errors and number of de- 
fective fuses fell off notably.

When the actual weekly working 
hours of 56 men engaged in very heavy 
labor were reduced from 58.2 to 51.2 the 
gross output increased 21 per cent.
