Strictest Discipline Is Main­
tained by All Sol­

diers.

Fiume, Sunday, Sept. 28.—Fiume is 
ablaze with flags, her streets are filledare reported fleeing to the sea,
with marching soldiers, and herwhich is thirty miles distant. 

NO TRACE YET
air is

vibrant with the confidence felt by the
men who, under the command of Capt. 
Gabriele d’Annunzio, marched into the 
city and still firmly hold it. Italy’s flag, 
with that of the city of Fiume, predom­
inated, the only foreign banner being 
the French tricolor floating over the 
French naval headquarters. Pennants 
bearing the words: "Viva Italia!" and 
Capt. d’Annunzio's slogan: "Flume or 
Death!" mingle with the red, white 
and green of Italy and the violet, blue 
and yellow of Fiume. The correspondent 
reached Fiume last night from Trieste, 
being buried in the coal in the tender 
of a freight locomotive for the last 
part of the journey to avoid guards 
along the way, whose duty it was to 
prevent anyone from making their way 
into the city.
„, Veterans in Flume.
Soldiers are everywhere in the city. 

Motor trucks lurch through the streets 
carrying armed men from one point to 
another and hundreds of troops may be 
seen at any hour marching with" the 
greatest precision and with the strictest 
military discipline, the whole scene be­
ing similar to that to be encountered at 
a great Italian military post. Men from 
all regiments, arms and branches of the 
service seem to be here. Among them 
are thousands of veterans of the great 
war. a majority of the men wearing 
three or four service medals as well as 
those indicating they volunteered for 
the fighting here  —" "There is an air of confidence every­
where among the volunteers, who, wear­
ing their grey uniforms, look as much 
at home as they would in Rome or 
Florence. The uniforms of the men are 
decked with the regulation Italian army 
insignia, and military regulations are 
enforced. Strictest attention is paid to 
the military salute, while most rigorous 
rules govern those engaged in guard 
duty. Two companies of Alpinists pass­
ed down a street today on their wav 
to mount guard about the city and as 
they inarched the men sang patriotic 
songs.

Plenty of Food.
Capt. d’Annunzio’s headquarters are 

established in the governor’s palace, 
which has been converted into a verit­
able general staff building, filled with 
different departments. The private office 
of the poet-aviator overlooks the city. 
The building is the finest in Europe, 
haying beautiful sculptures, elaborate 
staircases and magnificent furniture.

There is no evidence of traffic in the 
harbor. The Italian dreadnought Dante 
Alighieri is anchored within fifty yards 
of the water front, while three destroy­
ers occupy positions in docks.

Although no news is reaching the city 
from the outside world, the Italians here 
are confident of winning their fight. 
There seems to be plenty of food.

D’ANNUNZIO’S TROOPS
HOLD JUGO SLAV LINE

Rome, Monday, Sept. 30.—Orders clos­
ing the Jugo-Slav frontier have led the 
chief of staff of the 26th Italian regular 
army corps at Abbazia to interview 
Capt. d’Annunzio’s chief of staff and 
discuss measures to be taken. This has 
resulted in the sending of some of Capt. 
d’Annunzio’s volunteers to hold the 
armistice line, according to the Epoca, 
which adds: "The event shows the cor­
dial collaboration between the d’An­
nunzio troops and the regulars.”

MILITARY GUARDS PLACED ON TRAINS.
London, Sept. 30.—Military guards were placed on all trains 

in the northern section today with instructions to take effective 
measures against interference with their operation. Further seces. 
sions from the ranks of the striking railroadmen were reported by 
officials this morning, but generally the union ranks are remaining 
firm, with the possibility of transport men joining them today.

The meeting of the executive body of the transport workers 
was a lengthy one. After their prolonged discussion, the members 
of the body this afternoon went to the ministry of labor.

HARD HIT DURING YEAR 1918Court.
Ottawa, Sept. 30.—Fire losses sustained in Canada during 1918 by 

tire insurance companies totalled $19,359,252, as compared with $16,379,- 
102 in 1917, according to the annual report of the Dominion Department 
of Insurance, tabled in the Commons today.

Net premiums paid during the year reached a grand total of $35,- 
954,405, as against $31.246,530 in 1917.

Notwithstanding the unusually large issue of property destroyed, 
says the report, the experience of the companies has not been unfavor­
able when compared with that of previous years. As a matter of fact, 
the loss rate for the year was below the average for-the fifty years era 
which the departmental records extend.

The gross amount of policies, new and renewed, taken during the 
year was $4,606,035,056. which was greater by $556,975.057 than the 
amount taken in 1917. The premiums charged amounted in 1918 to 
$48,770.112, being $5,254,289 greater than the amount charged in 1917.

He 
declared that the railwaymen would not 
continue to refuse offers of sympathetic 
strikes from other unions. This was con­
sidered most significant in view of the 
meeting of the transport workers and 
vehicle drivers called for today to de­
cide upon their attitude.

Authorities Care for Stock.
The Government announced this 

morning that live stock that had been 
abandoned in transit by the strikers and 
the horses belonging to the railroad 
companies that had been left without 
attendance were being cared for by the 
authorities.

GOVERNMENT’S ACTION 
INCITING STRIKERS TO 
COMMIT DISORDERS

London, Sept. 30.—Secretary Thomas 
of the National Union of Railwaymen 
has issued another long statement, 
justifying the strike and accusing some 
newspapers which support the Govern­
ment of using language against the 
strikers which is an incitement to blood- 
shed. He also accuses the Government 
of resorting to measures calculated to 
lead to outbreaks of violence. As an al­
leged instance of this, Mr. Thomas 
says:

"They have summoned warships to 
the main ports, they have provocatively 
stationed army guards everywhere, and, 
most unfortunate of all. they are using 
against their own countrymen methods 
of propaganda which they used in war 
time against a foreign enemy."

Mr. Thomas then charges the Gov­
ernment with "making lying statements 
with the deliberate purpose of mislead­
ing the public" after having forced a 
strike which the railway leaders were 
doing their utmost to avert.

APPEAL IS MADE FOR 
SPECIAL CONSTABLES

London, Sept. 30.—J. H. Thomas, 
leader of the railway strikers, in an 
interview last night, stated that unless 
the newspapers change their attitude 
towards the railway strikers, the news­
paper compositors would strike.

JUDGE TO TRY ONE CASE
Winding up the business of the com­

mittee appointed last Monday night to 
take charge of the details and the fix­
ing of the duties of the new office of 
plumbing Inspector was finished last 
night. James C. Young, 376 Burwell 
street. received the appointment of in­
spector at the meeting of the council 
one week ago, when it was decided that 
London was sadly in need of such an 
officer.

Questions discussed last night, in re­
gard to the appointment were his sal­
ary, and to what branch of the city 
government the inspector will be re- 
sponsible.

Hereafter a permit must be 
taken out by anyone before fixtures re­
lating to plumbing may be installed, 
and on completion the work must 
undergo an inspection, for which a 
charge will be made of $1 for up to five 
fixtures, and an additional charge of 25 
cents for each one above that number.|

All the bylaws in regard to buildings 
must be referred to the plumbing in­
spector and a report will be made by 
him to the board of health, relating to 
the plan for plumbing arrangements.

A journeyman plumber must be in 
possession of a license from now on.

One To Be Tried.
Of the six non-jury cases which were listed only one remains to be tried by the judge, and it is that of Arthur 
T. Rowell vs. Esther Izenburg of Ham- ilton. The other cases have been either postponed or settled out of 
court, and of the three jury cases the 

case of Scoyne vs. Mills, for alienation of wife a affections, has been settled, 
that cases of Overy vs. Summers, and 
that of Collins vs. Summers, will be 
tried by the judge without a jury this 
afternoon, and when they are com- 
pleted the assizes will be concluded 
until the January sessions. From the 
list of nine cases when the 
court was opened yesterday, only three 
will receive a hearing.

Jurymen Paid.
. This morning the court started at 
9:30 o clock, and an appeal for natural­
ization certificate was heard by Jus­
tice Kelly. At 10 o'clock the jurymen 
were dismissed and paid off by the 
sheriff for their services. Then the 
court was adjourned until this after­
noon.

The only non-jury action to be tried, 
that of Rowell vs. Izenburg, is for 
the recovery of certain lands on con­
cession 12, of London Township, and 
the amount of $1,800, the principal 
due under the alleged agreement. 
Meredith & Fisher will act for the 
plaintiff, when the case is tried, and 
Lazier & Lazier of Hamilton will ap­
pear for the defendant, who has made 
a counter-claim for damages for alleged 
misrepresentation.

Monday Afternoon.
With Justice Kelly presiding, the fall 

assizes of the supreme court for Mid- 
dlesex County opened in the county 
courthouse yesterday afternoon at 1:30 
Oclock. The grand jury was em­
panelled and addressed by the judge. 
He explained the duties of the Jury, 
especially in regard to the one criminal 
case of the session, the crown’s evi- 
dence of which they were to consider.

The criminal charge, made against 
Benjamin West of London Township, 
was that of indecent assault upon a 
young girl. The jurymen then left the 
courtroom, and after over an hour's 
absence, returned to deliver their de­
cision of a true bill. So West will be 
tried during the January assizes.
Mr. Justice Kelly, before adjourning 
the court, advised the members of the 
grand jury to make the usual tour of 
inspection of the jail, the Ontario Hos­
pital and other public buildings. He 
also heard appeals for naturalization 
papers from several foreigners.

Judge on O. T. A.
Speaking to the grand jury members 

Justice Kelly stated that there were 18 
prisoners in the local jail at present, 
and of that number 14 are serving time 
and four are on remand. "It is a 
significant thing," he said, "that 8 pris­
oners out of the 18 have been im­
prisoned for being drunk or for breach 
of the Ontario temperance act. I wisn 
to draw the jurymen's attention to the 
fact that the O. T. A. is either not be-I 
ing enforced or cannot be enforced.” In1, 
regard to the criminal evidence to be 
considered, he stated that men in this 
province have always prided themselves' 
on their manhood. There have been 
too many offences against women in 
the past, and the fact that they have 
not been entirely stopped is a reflection 
against the manhood of Ontario.

Over Thirty War Veterans Are 
Taking Course.

With a Freshman enrollment unpre­
cedented. Western University Medical 
School opened its doors this morning, 
and lectures to all classes were begun 
today. About 31 former members of 
the Canadian expeditionary force have 
enrolled for the five-year course, which 
is for veterans only, and 16 candidates 
signed up for the six-year course in 
medicine which was inaugurated at the 
Western this year. In addition to the 
above recruits, the regular classes are 
in session, and several embryo doctors 
from other Canadian universities have 
entered the medical school here to com­
plete the course.

Space Is Scarce.
The Faculty of Medicine at Western 

is laboring under a handicap with the 
heavy enrollment, space being at a 
premium. The five-year group of Fresh­
men will be divided into two classes, 
alternating the time table, while a great 
deal of the study for the six-year men 
will be in the Western University arts 
building, as several subjects have been 
added to the curriculum, making the 
first year course a preliminary to 
medicine.

More Room in 1920.
The officials at Western are in hopes 
that when registration takes place next 
fall the new medical school, for which 
debentures have been issued, will be 
ready for occupation, or. failing this, 
that it will be partially completed in 
order to accommodate a few students 
and thus relieve the congestion. The 
new building will be located on the 
site purchased at Waterloo street and 
Ottaway avenue, and in the meantime 
the chemical laboratory at the Institute 
of Public Health has been enlarged to 
accommodate 24 Freshmen Meds.

Temporary Laboratory.
A temporary physics laboratory has 

also been fitted for first year medical 
classes at the art building of Western. 
The attendance this year for the medi­
cal classes has exceeded all expecta­
tions, making a record in the school, 
and several additions have been made 
to the faculty in order to insure a 
high standard of efficiency for Western 
University Medical School.

- Miss Winifred Thomas addressed the 
meeting, outlining girls’ work as it is 
now being carried on successfully in 
many cities throughout Canada.

“Girls’ work is carried on among girls 
4 from 12 to 17 years of age," she de­

clared. “The aim of a girls’ work coun- 
f cil should be to get in touch with 
ievery girl of this age in the Protestant 
; denominations, whether she be in 
1school, in church, in the country, in 
: the city, or at work, and provide for 

these girls an adequate program, such 
. as that known as the ‘Canadian Girls in 
1 Training Program.’ This program aims 
at developing the girl, physically, 
spiritually, mentally and socially, and 
links up the Sunday school with a 
mid-week activity."

Most Critical Period.
Miss Thomas pointed out how the 

girl between 12 and 17 was passing 
through the most critical period of her 
life, when she could be most easily 

influenced, and how necessary It was 
for the churches to seize this opportune 
time for making a definite impression 
on her. She felt that the only way to 
obtain the best results was through the 
co-operation of all the various churches, 
telling how the larger Protestant de- 
nominations had realized this five years 
ago, when they formed a national ad- 
visory committee for girls’ work in Can­
ada, and drew up the “Canadian Girls 
in Training Program.”

New Secretary Introduced.
She pointed out the advantage there 

would be in forming a large co-opera­
tive council for girls’ work In London, 
which would work through a smaller 
executive, whenever anything was to 
be got into the various churches, the 

large council being called.
Miss Helen D’Avignon, the new Y. 

W. C. A. girls’ work secretary in this 
city, was introduced to the meeting, 
and spoke briefly about her work, 
asking that the various churches in the 
city call on her for help at any time.

Mrs. Hughes, president of the Y. W. 
C. A., was in the chair.

EIGHTEEN HS
IL FOR STEALING

Henry Kaltenbach May Go To 
Reformatory.

Herman Brouwer, the American bari­
tone. who is to appear in recital at the

Henry Kaltenbach, who pleaded gulltv 
a week ago to stealing $800 worth of 
furs, rugs and jewelry from the resi­
dence of R. G. Fisher, 90 Albert street, 
on August 8, was sentenced by Magis­
trate A. H. M. Graydon this morning to 
serve eighteen months in the common 
Jail.

"I wasn’t in my right senses when it 
was done," said the prisoner when asked 
if he had anything to say.

100 Per Cent Increase.
In all departments there has been 

per cent increase in the attendance 
according to registration to date. Since 
it is possible to register for several 
days yet, it is almost • certain that the 
already large numbers will be added 
to still further.

In the freshman classes in arts there 
are altogether 57 enrolled. Fifteen of 
these are taking the first year of the 
newly-established six-year medical 
course, but they are counted as arts 
students since the first year of their 
work lies entirely in the faculty of arts 
Of the remaining 42 a few will enter the 
second year, having passed the honor 
matriculation.

Western University.

Of the upper class men. twelve are 
returned men, who constitute more than 
80 per cent of the men who are still 
alive of the enlistment of the Western 
University students in arts.

Doctors Advise Head of Union 
Government To Cease 

Work.obncensed or ednesdayTORONTO, Sept. 29.—The packers 
tonight issued the following statement 
regarding the order of the board of 
commerce:

"The order of the board of commerce 
promulgated today is, on the face of it, 
impracticable.

"The implication of it is:
"(a) That packers are at present sell­

ing products at prices which would 
permit of reduction of two cents to 
fifteen cents a pound without loss; or

"(b) That the board, without regard 
to the actual cost of the product, ar­
bitrarily imposes the reduction.

"Meats now being sold are the pro­
duct of hogs bought in the last two 
months, during which live hog prices 
advanced throughout the world to the 
highest level in history. At present 
prices these meats are showing heavy 
losses. In regard to this loss packers 
desire no sympathy. It is a phase of 
the business which they meet in every 
year’s operations.

Small Profits.
"The actual facts are that in Its most 

prosperous year the profits of the pack- 
.net industry in Canada were less than 
one-half cent per pound of product 
sold.

"The order assumes to fix selling 
prices of products on the basis of 
market prices in March, regardless of 
and ignorant as to whether these 
prices will return cost or not.

"The action of the board has been 
taken after a superficial inquiry with­
out conference with the trade and 
without any opportunity being afforded 
of presenting the packers' case.

“Not only does the order assume to 
fix present prices on an unfair basis, 
but it enacts a basis of continued fix­
ing of prices, which is unscientific 
and unsound, and would necessitate 
the operation of all plants at a con­
tinual loss.

“If left to take a normal course 
prices of products will decline in keep­
ing with the lower tendency of live 
hogs, but without the demoralization 
of the trade and of the live hog in­
dustry, to the detriment of the entire 
country, which must inevitably result 
from the enforcement of such ill-ad- 
vised regulation.”

at facts; the premier is very seriously ill. 
and tonight the possibility of his not 
again appearing in Parliament is freely 
admitted. Sir Robert was to have ap­
peared before a general caucus of his 
followers tomorrow morning to submit 
his plans for the establishment of the 
Unionist party, with platform and 
organization; his physicians have ad­
vised that they will not be responsible 
for the results if he goes, and the 
caucus has -been postponed indefinitely.

Further than that, he has been coun­
selled by his doctors to desist alto­
gether from the duties of public life, 
and to take a rest of indefinite length. 
For the. past week or so he has been 
endeavoring to keep in touch with his 
work at home; even from that task he 
has been advised to lay off. He has 
been suffering from insomnia, and last 
night got no sleep at all. In addition 
the relaxation following his duties over- 
seas, has resulted in something ap­
proaching both physical and nervous 
breakdown.

Is Apprehensive.
Tn fact, for the first time since the 

commencement of his illness, his fol­
lowers in the corridors admit the pos­
sibility of his early retirement from 
the premiership. And for the first 
time since he was confined to his home, 
he himself is said to be apprehensive 
of his ability to continue to perform 
the duties connected with that posi­
tion. To one of his colleagues this 
morning, he admitted the grave pos­
sibility that he would never be able 
to appear at caucus this session.

It is just eight years ago next Mon­
day since Sir Robert Borden’s Gov­
ernment was sworn in and he became 
premier. It is admitted today that the 
anniversary may be the last of that 
kind he will celebrate.

In the course of the speculation 
which has ensued, one name only ap­
pears to be mentioned with regard to 
possible successorship. The name is 
that of Sir Thomas White, who is at 
present himself in semi-retirement.

Separate Caucus.
In the meantime the Liberal-Union­

ists have selected tomorrow for hold­
ing a separate caucus of their own. The 
caucus is to be held in the east block, 
a most unusual place for the holding 
of such a gathering. It is stated tonight 
that it will be held in the offices of 
the president of the privy council, Hon. 
N. W. Rowell. At this caucus, it is 
said, the whole question of the part of 
Liberal-Unionists in a reconstructed 
Unionist party will be canvassed.

In the House at the present time 
there are 44 Union-Liberals. Of these, 
twelve are from Saskatchewan, eleven 
from Ontario, six from Manitoba, five 
from British Columbia, four from Nova. 
Scotia, one from New Brunswick, and 
one from Quebec. As against the 44, 
there are 98 Conservatives and Con­
servative-Unionists on the Government 
side. The Government itself is at 
present made up of eleven Conserva­
tives and eight Liberal-Unionists.

At the present time nobody can say 
when the general caucus will be held, 
and therefore when plans for the recon­
struction of the party will be submitted. 
Most of the Liberal-Unionists would 
prefer a postponement of any definite 
pronouncement of policy, because such 
pronouncement might involve their 
leaving the Government.

The present situation is, to use a 
time-worn expression, pregnant with 
possibilities.

Troops 
are being transported to important 
centres by destroyers, which are also 
conveying some malls.

The sympathetic- strike of the fish 
porters at Billingsdate has ended and 
plentiful supplies of fish are arriving.

Despite the promising signs, Secre- 
tary Bromley of the drivers and fire­
men's union asserts the struggle will be 
long and most severe.

ment.

It had been estimated, said Mr. Fripp, 
that there would be 50,000 returned men 
out of work in the larger cities of Can­
ada during the coming winter. He 
stated that the committee which was 
dealing with the soldiers' civil re- 
establishment bill was lacking in any 
representation from these larger cities.

A Dili Pickle Recipe.
Dear Miss Grey,—Would you kindly 

reprint a recipe which appeared on 
your page some time ago for dill 
pickles and also one for corn relish? I 
remain. SARNIAN.

Ans. I think these to be the recipes 
to which you refer:

Corn Relish—Seven ears corn, cook 
and shave off the cob, 8 medium-sized 
onions, 1 large cabbage. 2 bunches 
celery, ., green peppers, % cup salt. 2 
cups sugar. % pound mustard mixed 
in a pint of cold vinegar. Cook all to- 
gether fifteen or twenty minutes.

Dill Pickles—Make a brine strong 
enough to bear up a fresh egg, then half as much water as you have 
brine, wash the cucumbers carefully 
not bruising them, and into a stone jar 
put first a lay er of fresh grape leaves, 
and a layer of dill, using the stems and 
leaves along with the tops; then a layer 
of cucumbers; continue in this way 
until the jar is full; pour the brine over 
the cucumbers and cover with another 
layer of fresli dill and grape leaves, 
with a few nice horseradish leaves laid 
oyer them: then cover, first with a 
clean white cloth, then with a plate 
that will just go on top of the jar, then 
put a weight on the plate to keep the 
cucumbers under the brine. The cloth 
must be taken off the cucumbers fre­
quently and washed and scalded and 
returned. Some recommend that after 
two or three weeks the brine shall be 
drained off and fresh brine, though not 
so strong of salt, be poured over them.

In the 
morning drain off and add four cups 
vinegar. % dessertspoon tumeric, 1 
teaspoon cinamon, 1 teaspoon ginger, 
2 cups brown sugar, 1 teaspoon celery 
seed, a little cayenne pepper. Boil % 
hour; then add 1 dessert spoon mustard. 
2 dessert spoons flour; mix with vine­
gar to thicken.

Uncooked Relish—Two cups peeled 
and chopped cucumbers, 2 cups peeled 
and chopped apples, 2 cups peeled and 
chopped onions, 1 red pepper, add des­
sertspoon salt, cover with cold vine­
gar and seal.

STATES AMERICANS 
FAVOR RACE TRACK

OTTAWA, Sept. 29. — Bryce M. 
Stewart, director of employment ser- 
vice, labor department, was the first 
witness called when the special com- 
mittee on soldiers' civil re-establish­
ment met this morning. He said one 
or more representatives of the D. S. C.

was in each of the 90 employment 
offices in Canada to meet the needs 
or returned soldiers. These offices 
were maintained by the co-operation 
of the provincial governments, federal 
department of labor, and the depart- 
ment of soldiers' civil re-establishment.

The cost to the Federal Government 
to date for administration from Ottawa 
amounted to $60,000. In addition to 
this, the provinces would expend $300,- 
000 this year, of which 50 per cent 
would be refunded by the Dominion. 
The total estimated expenditure for 
the department of labor to the end of 
the fiscal year was $300,000.

From March 1 to September 6. 152.886 
men were placed in regular employ- 
ment. These were both soldiers and 
civilians, and more than 65,000 were 
returned men. Mr. Stewart explained 
the workings of the “clearing house" 
system in each province, whereby labor 
was transferred as needed, by means of 
special transportation rates. There 
were also inter-provincial clearing 
houses which equalized employment 
conditions in the different provinces. 
The labor department bore the cost of 
the latter system.

Unions Co-operating.
The labor unions were co-operating 

well with Government officers, said Mr. 
Stewart. Where men were needed and 
not available the secretaries of the 
various unions had always shown them­
selves ready to assist.

In the Maritime Provinces, where the 
superintendents of offices were all 
federal employees, all were returned 
soldiers. Mr. Stewart said it was hard 
to estimate the winter’s employment 
outlook. He feared the unemployment 
this winter would be more serious than 
at any time since the war began.

The labor department was now work­
ing on a plan to find out what work 
was likely to be closed down this win­
ter. There as little worry about skilled 
labor, but the unskilled workers must 
be provided for. Some 50,000 people! 
in Canada were now unemployed, and 
most of these were in the cities. The 
farm labor problem was one in itself. 
Many farmers did not want their men 
to stay after threshing was over, par­
ticularly in the western provinces.

Mr. Morphy asked if it was not cost- 
ing about $3 per man for placements.

“About $3.50," Mr. Stewart replied, 
adding that this figure covered a 
period of unusual conditions.

Retraining and employment of former 
members of the Canadian forces were 
the problems before the committee. The 
committee held three sessions and the 
employment question held attention 
most of the day.

Private Bureaus.
Private employment bureaus and 

other organizations which divert a cer­
tain amount of labor from the existing 
government bureaus made conditions 
much harder to handle, Bryce L. Stew­
art of the employment brancli of the 
federal department of labor, stated. He 
outlined the conditions in the various 
provinces and said that on the whole 
the prospects for this winter in regard 
to employment were such that in a 
normal year they would not cause any 
anxiety.

There was, however, an apparent un­
easiness in every mind and this would 
cause people to feel somewhat more 
anxious than usual.

The committee was also told that 
there were over 30.000 returned soldiers 
in the Dominion who were at present 
unemployed. These figures were sup­
plied by Major J. L. Anthes, director of 
the information and service branch, 
D. S. C. R.

Major Anthes gave the figures by 
provinces as follows:

Ontario, 12,090: Manitoba, 4.151; Nova 
Scotia, 4.025; British Columbia, 3,850; 
Quebec, 3.244; New Brunswick, 1,500; 
Saskatchewan, 568; Alberta, 450; Prince 
Edward Island, 950.i 

Mr. F. G. Robinson, deputy minister 
of the department of soldiers civil re- 
establishment, said that without re­
training facilities many of the disabled 
veterans would have been thrown on 
charity.

STRIKE DISTRICT QUIET Begins
Some Arrests Made in Pitts­

burg, However, of Strik­
ers and Others.

Tells His Storyf in the 1ghtPITTSBURG, Sept. 29.—A break in 
the ranks of the steel strikers, predicted 
by some of the corporations, was not 
in evidence today, according to reports 
received from different sources. No 
claims were made by steel companies 
of large defections among the strikers, 
but a number of them, including the 
Carnegie Steel Company and the Ameri. 
can Steel and Wire Company, did in­
sist that men continued to return to 
work. No figures were given.

Leaders at strike headquarters ex­
pressed satisfaction at what they 
claimed to be the failure of the United 
States Steel Corporation to stampede 
the organized men. It was given out 
by the unionists that more men were 
idle today as a result of the strike than 
at any other time since the walkouts 
started a week ago. It was insisted that 
the men had real grievances, and that 
they could not be readily driven back 
to work.

Completely Crippled.
National headquarters met company 

claims from the east that Bethlehem 
Steel was not seriously affected by the 
strike with a telegram from the chief 
organizer on the ground at Bethlehem. 
Penna., stating that Charles M. 
Schwab’s big plant was "completely 
crippled." Union leaders claim that 
Bethlehem Steel is 75 per cent organized. 
The fight of the union to close down 
the big independent plant of the Jones 
& Laughlin Company in this city is 
being waged vigorously.

The entire strike district was quiet 
during the day. Arrests continue to 
be made, however, of strikers and others 
for violating the regulations of the 
sheriff’s proclamation.

Expressing confidence in the ultimate 
outcome of the strike, and declaring he 
was highly pleased with the situation 
in the Pittsburg district. Secretary 
Foster, in a talk with newspapermen 
this afternoon, said that the strikers 
would not return to work unless "they 
are starved back."

MOREUSES STOVE POKER

ATDrags Body Into House, Sum­
mons Daughter to Get Her 

Mother’s Best Clothes. 20cDetroit, Sept. 29.— “I killed my wife 
last night; I want to get a permit so 
I can go back and bury her tomor­
row."

Martin Bobrowski, 53 years old, farm­
er and blacksmith on a lonesome place 
in the southwest part of Sumpter 
Township, entered the prosecuting at­
torney's office Monday noon and made 
the announcement to Assistant Prose­
cutor Joseph A. Popiel as calmly as 
if he had slaughtered a sheep.

Demands Money of Wife.
Sunday evening, Bobrowski, who, ac­

cording to his children, had been act­
ing strangely for two days, made a 
demand on his wife, Anna, for $300 
she had obtained from the sale of pro­
duce and stock. When she refused, he 
seized a light stove poker, and drove 
the woman into the yard, striking her 
on the head and face, while she strug­
gled with him, screaming for help that 
was half a mile out of hearing.

The four children, Theodore, a husky 
boy of 17, but cowed by his father; 
Cella, 15; Dewey, 13. and Frank, 9; ran 
panic-stricken into the fields.

Around and around the lonely yard 
the man chased the woman, slashing 
at her with the iron rod until her face 
was a mass of raw flesh. When she 
finally sank down, he placed ropes 
round her head and feet and dragged 
her into the house.

Children Are Summoned.
Then he summoned the children and 

sent them to their rooms upstairs. An 
hour and a half later, the children 
heard their father at the foot of the 
stairs.

"Cella, come down and get your 
mother’s clothes." he called. "Your 
mother's dead, and I’m going to lay 
her out."

He washed the bruised body, placed 
the woman’s best green dress on it. 
stretched it on the floor in a reposeful 
condition with the hands crossed over, 
the breast, and remained with it until 
early in the morning. Then he called 
for his son to drive him eight miles to 
Belleville and took the train to Detroit, 
announcing that he would be back in 
the afternoon, and that there would be 
a funeral the next day.

Murderer Tells Story.
This was the story told mainly by 

himself and corroborated and ampli­
fied when Sheriff Irving J. Coffin and 
Supervisor Decatur Gotts, of Sumpter, 
employed as deputy drain commissioner 
in the county building, arrived at the 
house Monday afternoon.

Bobrowski was taken to jail, pro­
testing "that he ought not to go there 
because he had to go back and bury 
his wife."

The locality of the Bobrowski home 
is almost as sordid and dreary as the 
tragedy enacted there. It is eight 
miles south of Belleville, close to the 
Monroe County line. reached by 
wretched roads, with houses fully half 
a mile apart. The first word received 
by the neighbors was by telephone from 
‘the sheriff's office in Detroit.
