Secretariat of World Organiz ation Issues Document Outlin-
ing Work Accomplished—Measures Range From Those
Destined to Prevent War to Those of Purely Humani.

Paris, Jan. 10.—The secretariat of the
l.eague of Nations today issued an offi-
cial document entitled ‘‘the work ac-
complished by the League of Nations
during the Arst year of its existence,
January 10, 1920, to January 20, 1921,
enumerating the various questions set-
tled or discussed by the league. It men-
tions first the establishment of a per-
manent international court of justice;
second the work'® accomplished in the
limitation of armaments, and third, the
creation of an International commission
to-study uses of the blockade as an eco-
nomic weapon. The three foregoing are
mentioned as ‘‘measures destined to pre-
vent war.”” Under the heading ‘‘efforts
at political conciliation,’”” the document
refers to the question of the Aland
Islands upon which the league commis-
sion will report within three weeks.

Humanitarian Measures.

'As measures destined to remedy the
economic crisis, the report says, the
creation of an economic and financial
arganizatiof in accordance with the con-
clusions of the Brussels flnancial con-
ference and the organization of a tragsit
commission were foremost in “the
league’s work. Concerning humanitarian

measures, the report goes on, the leaguc
elahorated a series of projects, including
an appeal for funds to fight ty'phus. the
acceptance of responsibilities for opium
traffic control and also the white slave
traffic, caused the United States, Brazi!
and Spain to accept mediation in Ar-
menia and effected the repatriation of
more than a hundred thousand war pris-

oners.
Missions Accomplished.

Regarding the execution of the peace
treaty the league points out the follow-
ing missions accomplished:

1. Administration of the Saar Valley.

2. Direction of the affairs of the free
city of Danzig.

2. Rejection of the German Govern-
ment’s conclusions and note asking an-
other plebiscite in Eupen and Malmedy
and the final awarding of the territories
to Belgium. t

4. The establishment of a permanent
mandate commission to administer the
affairs of former German colonies.

5. Acceptance of responsibility for the
protection of minorities,

6. The registering of 69 treaties in ac-
cordance with the stipulations of the
treaty of Versailles.

SECRET OF COOKING
AT THIS COLLEGE

State College, Pa., Jan. 10.—
Men students are to invade the
sacred domain of women at Penn-
sylvania State College—they are
going to learn how to cook.

NOT WORRYING OVER

PRESENT MILD SPELL

February Is Month in Which

- Supply On Hand

Jack Frost Works Overtime to

Supply Ice, They State—One Dealer Has Large

From Last Year,

Local icemen are very optimistic in
regard to the supply of ice for the com-
ing season despite the fact that so far
the weatherman has shown little signs
of making any serious effort toward
providing. the usual! supply of this ne-
cessity. of modern civilization for the
forthcoming summer monthe.

Each of the  local ice dealers who
secure their supply from the Coves or
the river, in reply to inquiries made by
The Advertiser toda{, stated that they
have a quantity left over from last
vear's big ice harvest.

One ice dealer stated that he still
has between 1,000 and 1,500 tons left,
while two others admitted that they
had supplies on hand, but classed them
as “small.’” In regard to the weather
each of them declared that February is
generally the best month for ice, the
weatherman paying special attention,
as a rule, to this phase of his work dur-
ln% that month.

hose dealers who secure their sup-
ply from the Coves point to the fact
that there is ice there now, and that a
few days of sevete cold would very
quickly increase the thickness,

“This is a very similar winter,'” said
one iceman, “so far as weather condi-
tions are concerned, to what we had
two years ago, when very little ice form-
ed, and as a result there was a short-
age durlng the summer. That winter
ve waited day after day hoping that
11e ice would get thicker, and as a result

Slight Decline

Washington, Jan. 10.—Expenditures
of the average family in the United
States for remt, fuel and light not only
registed, but ran counter during the last
six months of 1920, to the general ten-
dency toward a lower level in prices, it
was shown today in figures compiled
by the department of lator's bureau of
labor statistics.

The figures magde public cover expend._
itures by average families in eight large
cities. The average cost of living in
these cities at the heginning of the new
year was 99.2 per cent over the average
cost in 1914, while at the end of last
June it was 115.1 per cent. Using the
1914 costs as a basis, the percentage in-
creasad cost of the various items mak-
ing up the average family budget in the
. eight cities were ag follows in June and
December: Wood—Jvae 110.9, Decem-
ber 75.6. Clothing—June 191.3, December
159.5. Housing—June 41.6, December
49.5. Fuel and light—June 57.6, Decem-
ber 79.6. Furniture and furnishings—
June 191.8. December 181.9.

“Third-class matter” is the official
designation for catalogues, circulars,
leaflets and similar printed matter,
which businessmen and others have a
habit of unioading on a suffering public
at the threshold of a new year.

way into the W. P. B. of the recipient,
but, on the other hand, a large propor-
tion of it, particularly artistically gotten
up catalogues, are treasured by house-
wives, who find inspiration therein for

IMMIGRATION.

In ylew of prevalent unemployment it is im-
portant to note that the number of general
laborers and mechanics coming to Canada this
year is almost as great as that of farmers and
farm laborers. Sixty thousand of those enter-
ing between March and October were classified
as to occupation. s

Eighteen thousand five hundred were
ers and farm laborers (with their wives and
children they made up altogether 26,300 people
for the farm) as against 17,100 mechanics and
laborers who with their families, made up 26,
200 people for the cities.

Ontario’s share in solving the immigration
problem must be large, for she receives nearly
one-half of the immigrants. Of 95,000 people
who emigrated to Canada between the 1st of

MRS. STEVENSON'S LIFE.

The life of Mrs. Robert Louls Stevenson, |
who died some flve years ago, has just ap-
peared, written by her sister.. She was a won-?
derful woman, whom, said her loving husband, |
“the great Artificer made my mate” They
were well mated. =

She seems to have appealed to the uncon-
ventional Stevenson by her free, independent
ways, her understanding and practice of art
and her camaraderie. It did not detract from
her charm in the romantic eyes of Stevenson
that she came from the wild west of California
.and had been born in Indiana. He was already
in love with America as, expressed in Haw-
thorne and Whitman, and as represented by
W. H. Low and others of his artist friends in
Paris. Fanny Osborne completed the conquest
of -Stevenson by America. His “Across the
Plains,” a record of his journey to.marry her
after a two years’ hungry separation, consti-
tutes a volume of American notes that stands
in sharp contrast to those of Dickens and Kip-
ling.

Mrs. Stevenson had herself gifts as a writer.
Many may perhaps enjoy her journal of their
life and travels in the South Seas better than
ihe meore elaborated account published by her
husband. Her practical sagacity was shown in
her discovery of the infectious character of
colds. Noticing that her consumptive Louis
caught cold from visitors themselves suffering,
she was & watchful dragon barring oyt even
an intimate friend or a doctor it he came with

lished the truth of her theory.

Owing to
the Pacific Scandal he opposed the Govern-
ment of Sir John A. Macdonald, led the bolting
members and delivered one of the ablest
speeches during the debate. He was after-
wards elected as a Reformer and represented
East Middlesex in the House of Commons for
some time. :

When the first boom in the West on
both the father and son went to Winnipeg and
engaged in the practice of law. David Glass
became city solicitor and speaker of the Mani-
toba Legislature. They later went to Spokane
and prospered far beyond the average.

About twentyfive years ago Chester Glass
removed to New York City. He practiced law
there for some years, being an expert in min-
ing law. At the time of his death he was one
of the directors of a company, likely to revolu-
tionize the coal trade, and financed by the
great banking house of J. P. Morgan & Co.

Although a naturalized American citizen his
heart was British to the last. He wrote a
series of letters to the New York Times,
strongly favoring and iirging the entrance of
the United States into the League of Nations.
These letters were very able and were repro-

His only son served overseas, and his only
daughter is married and lives in Washington.

DECREASING FISH SUPPLY,

[Quebec Telegraph.]

The government fishery report for last month
is a very discouraging one. It shows a decrease in
the value of the sea catch of fish in the Atlantic
and Pacific waters of the Dominion of nearly a
million dollats as compared with that of November
{@ year ago. In November, 1919, the coastal fisheries
jof Canada totaled 441,650 cwts, with a value of
$2,138,613, while for November, 1920, the figures are
‘only 382,208 cwts, valueq at $1,155,153. It is satis-

catch of herring and halibut, but there was a
falling off in the catch of cod, haddock, hake
and pollock on the Atlantic coast, of over 30,000
cwt, which is much to be regretted, though probably
dGue to the stormy weather encountered by fishermen
on this coast during a large part of the season. By
far the largest falling off, however, has been on the
! Pacific coast, where the catch of salmon has been
i 167,000 cwts less than in November, 1919, a reduction
whigch, it is to be feareq, is largely due to the waste-
ful fishing of recent years, due to .the erroneous
supposition that the supply was practically inex-
haustible. However true it may be that certain
ocean-spawning fish, such as the cod, may be
practically ' inexhaustible, it is a well-known fact
that the supply of salmon has been exhausted in
many rivers in the memory of the present generation/
of men. - This, of course, is due to the fact that
salmon are captured on both coasts while on their
way to their spawning-grounds. It does not appear,
however, that over-fishing has had anything to do
with the reduced catch last month of cod, haddock,
etc., and hence a more extensive prosecution of the
fishery for these species and a greater encourage-
ment of it by, the government is extremely desirable.
These fish feed and support themselves, and man
has only to catch and use them. They ought to
be the very cheapest and most plentiful, as they
a;-:d among the choicest and most nutritious of our
foods.

HOME THE HEART OF FARM BUSINESS.

The home is the place where all big business is
born, and if the home is chaotic, poorly equipped
and worse managed, then the chance for any great
business enterprise to be created in there is very
slim.

It is a
dread to all-small boxers particularly
when they attain the championship
hights, this matter of increasing size
and the natural addition of weight.

The belief is general that, unless
Lynch wants to sacrifice his strength
or endanger his health he must soon
vacate the bantamweight ranks and
compete as a featherweight. Excessive
weight reducing exercises will keep him
at the 118-pound notch, no doubt, and
permit him to accumulate the reward
which now attaches to his ring career
with the possession of the title.

No Need of It.

On the other hand, the work required
for this task is dangerous to a point
which should discourage it for the sake
of keeping him a bantamweight in
stature, when he probably would ex-
perience a similar success as a heavier
boxer.

Lynch’'s manager, Eddie' Meac, who
has been associateq with the champion
since he started his ring career, scouts
the theory that Lynch is too big. The
boxer’s - appearances are deceptive, he
says. Admitting the truth of Manager
Mead’s assertion, then there is no irea-
son to believe that Lynch will be de-
posed of his newly-won laurels in the
immediate future. The lad who van-
quished Herman outranks the country’s
present crop of bantamweight boxers.
There is every indication, too, that
Lynch will be numbered among the
division’s most popular leaders. He is
of the active and combative type, not
the passive careful school typified in
| his predecessor.

NAVAL SUPREMACY
IMPOSSIBLE, CLAIM

LONDON, Jan. 9.—Viscount Rother-
mere, former secretary of state for the
dir forces. in an article today in the
Sunday Pictorial, under the caption
“The Folly of Big Battleships,” sub-
mits a startling contention directly
challenging the traditional policy of the
British navy. The doctrine he pro-
pounds is that it is no longer possible
for any nation to possess command of
the sea. Lord Rothermere wholly con-
demns British participation in bl% bat-
tleship rivairy with the United States
and Japan, because ‘‘they obviousiy are
building against each other ,and not
against us.’” He urges | that Great
Britain cannot afford to spend any
money on naval construction at pres-
ent. Furthermore, Lord Rothermere de-
clares, “if the United States and Japan
persist in pursuing antiquated forms of
warfare that is no proof that the capi-
tal ship will survive,” and concludes
that no nation. henceforth will enjoy
naval supremacy. ‘‘That’s a nasty pill
but we must swallow it,”” Lord Rother-
mere says.

The possession of
worldly wealth tended to stultify the
development of the soul,’ he said.

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Dragging Children and Spend--
ing Money They Can i
Afford, Says Bishop.

The Holy ,Name Society was ad-
dressed on two occasiong yesterday by
Bishop M. F. Fallon, first at the 8:30
mass, when over flve hundred mem-
bers received holy’ communion, , and
again in St. Peter's Parish Hall ai the
:nnual breakfast and election of offi-
ers.

The bishop, who occupied the pulpit
at the 8:30 mass, stated that on the
day after Chfistmas, following an old-
established custom. che college of car-
dinals, through their dean, Cardinal
Vanutelli, extended the season’s greet-
ings to the pope. The sovereign pon-
tiff in responding to these congratu-
lations pointed out that the world was
at the present time afflicted by five
plagues, namely, disregard for author-
ity, the love of pleasure, hatred of
man for man, dislike of work and for-,
getfulness of man's supernatural des-

ny.

Rule the Homes.

His lordship briefly dwelt upon each
of these troubles in turn. In regard
to the figet, he said people did not
need to go beyond their own homes
to discover what disregard for author-
ity meant. It was “little Jimmy and
little Mary' who ruled the home these
days, doing pretty much as they
pleased and referring to their parents
as ‘“the old man” and the “old
woman.’’

Next there was the hatred of man
for man. One of the legacies of the
great war was the bitter hatred of one
nation for another; nations who had
entered the war with the avowed
object of securing the independence of
smalk nationg having themselves been
the first to engage in the “game of
grab.” ;

‘“As for the love of pleasure,” said
the bishop, ‘““we see it on every hand,
day after day; mothers trailing their
skirts to sensational picture shows
and vile theatrical performances,
dragging their children with them and
spending money which they can ill

afford.”
s Dislike for Work.

Dislike of work was another plague
which was apparent to all. “I believe
in the eight hour-day,” remarked the
speaker, ‘but very few men work the
eight hours or give an honest day's
work for an honest day’s pay. In for-
mer years, for example, a bricklayer
took. pride in laying eleven hundred pr
twelve hundred brickg in a day. Were
he to do so now he would be shot.”

Then there was the supernatural
side of daily life, the supreme con-
sideration of all. Men were forgetting
their destiny, that they were not like
horses nor dogs nor cats, but that they
possessed immortal souls.

In St. Peter’s Hall, breakfast, pro-
vided by an anonymous donor, a mem-
ber of the Holy Name Society, was
served by ladies of the congrega-
tion. President Hayden occupied the
chair. Bishop Fallon gave what he
called ‘‘a little talk on the history of
education in Upper Canada,” in the
course of which he outlined the
Catholic aspeet of the question,

After a historical resume he turned
to the secondary education of today.

“For the past five or six years.”
declared the bishop, “I have been
possessed by the conviction that
Catholics have a constitutional right
to the development of their schools
in Ontario, up to and including the
university, We have in operation in
thig city a fifth form, which is the
loWer school in the collegiate institute.
Why not a middle and upper school?
It ig my duty to establish the con-
stitutional rights of my people to the
full development of educational means,
and I am sure that in a short time
this will be decided by
courts in the Empire.
for a square deal.”’

The election of officers of the Holy
Name Society followed the bishop’s
address, Dr. Best being elected presi-
dent; John B. Givins, vice-president;
W. G. Mullins, treasurer, and Vincent
Colgan, secretary.

At the evening service in the cathed-
ral Bishop Fallon administered the
sacrement of confirmation to a large
number of adults. There was a
crowded attendance.

Empress Avenue Methodists
Open New Sunday School
Rooms.

Members of Empress Avenue Metho-
dist Church yesterday celebrated the
50th anniversary of this congregation
with a varied and extensive program.

The church was opened on Sunday,
July 31, 1870. For the next six years
it was under the care of the old North
Street Church, now the First Metho-
dist, the services being conducted by
local preachers and probationers.

After a time
a very small organ was purchased, and
a Miss Hannaford played for us, some
half a dozen forming the choir. Choir
practice to us was unknown and un-
necessary, because we had two specials
which we sung every Sunday, viz.:
“Safely Through Another Week” and
‘““Oh, When Shall I Sweep Through the
Gates?’ The only change was when
alternating between morning and even-
ing.”

Under the energetic pastorate of
Rev. J. E. Lanceley, the Sunday school
building soon proved too small, and in
1878 it was enlarged, serving its pur-
pose for over 40 years.
