Chicago, Sept. 19—Insubordina­

Dr. Herman Spalding, 
who issued the order, insisted 
that the girls be vaccinated on 
the left arm.

The girls maintained this would 
mean unsightly scars when wear­
ing party dresses, and suggest­
ed legs. The doctor refused, on 
the ground that “present scanty 
dress invites street dust, often 
laden with infectious germs,” and 
threatened the girls with sus­
pension. They capitulated, and 
have sore arms today.

The people of the city will voice, 
their opinion on the matter in the 
December elections.

Using his eight-year-old son as an 
accomplice In burglary, Harry Kal­
tenback, dope addict, admitted to 
police today that he had entered the 
drug store of Isaac Wildern, 158 
Wortley road, Monday night and had 
stolen a quantity of cigarettes, co­
caine and a bottle of rubbing alcohol

Kaltenback was arrested last 
night by Constable Mervyn Coats- 
worth as he and his son were about 
to break into a Dundas street drug 
store in quest of a further dope 
supply. Kaltenback was remanded 
for sentence in court this morning. 
As many as eight London drug 
stores have been burglarized in the 
past few months and police believe 
Kaltenback committed each offence.

Constable Coatsworth came upon 
Kaltenback and his son lying in a 
clump of bushes in the rear of 
Sumner's drug store last night. The 
bt»y carried a heavy steel jimmy. 
Kaltenback was brought to police 
station and there confessed to 
Detective George E. Walsh to the 
Wortley road robbery when con­
fronted with his linger prints which 
had been reproduced from a pane of 
broken glass found the morning after 
the burglary.

Kaltenback took advantage of his 
boy’s frail physique by prompting 
him to enter small apertures in 
broken store windows, which he 
himself had made, according to 
Crown Attorney A. M. Judd. In this 
manner entrance was gained Mon­
day night to the Wildern drug store. 
After climbing through the window 
or transom, the boy would admit his 
father through the door, Mr. Judd 
explained.

“I did it because I am a drug 
addict," Kaltenback explained to 
Magistrate A. H. M. Graydon in court 
today after he had pleaded guilty 
to the burglary charge and elected 
summary trial. “But I wouldn’t get 
my boy in wrong for anything," he 
added, taking full responsibility for 
the theft.

Kaltenback has twice been sent 
to the reformatory because of his 
addiction to drugs. He served one 
term in penitentiary.

“There is no hope for you but a 
long term this time,” the magistrate 
declared. “You are liable to fourteen 
years."

Kaltenback requested to be sent 
to the reformatory, where he could 
“get the fresh air and get away from 
dope." Upon the request of Crown 
Attorney Judd he was remanded for 
one week for sentence in order that 
the other drug store robberies might 
be investigated by the police.

At dawn today the Moorish rebels 
attacked a French outpost at Oued 
Hamrine, but were driven off by 
grenades after a short struggle. 
French aviation units carried out a! 
severe bombardment of the enemy 
lines on the western section of the 
central front.

A deserter from Abd-el-Krim’s 
shock troops who reached the French 
headquarters today reported that the 
rebel leader and his brother are sur­
rounded by European soldiers of for­
tune of various nationalities. These 
are entrusted with the task of hand­
ling machine guns and cannon and 
with the construction of block- 
houses and other defensive work to 
prevent further advance by the 
French and Spanish troops. The 
Moors have established a new line 
in the Djebel Ayas territory in the 
middle Atlas mountains.

Secondly, 
the juridical sub-committee has 
agreed In principle not to interfere 
with the statutes of the permanent 
court of international justice so as 
not to create difficulties for the 
United States which. It is hoped here 
is on the verge of adhering to that 
tribunal.

SIR FRANCIS DARWIN DIES 
AT HOME IN CAMBRIDGE
Associated Press Despatch.

Cambridge. England. Sept. 19.—Sir 
Francis Darwin, third son of the 
famous British scientist, Charles Dar­
win. died here today, aged 77.

Educated at Trinity college Cam- 
bridge, he became an assistant to his 
father at Down, being especially in­
terested in the latter’s botanical re­
searches, and after his death came 
here to reside. He was the author of 
various papers on physiological bot­
any from 1875 onward and also 
wrote several books touching on the 
life and works of his illustrious par- 
ent, among them The Life and Let- 
ters of Charles Darwin, ublished in 
1887. and Foundations 0.1 the Origin 
of Species, in 1909.

"That is less than a third of one per cen: 
of the population. Yet the crime which they 
commit is out of every proportion with the popu- 
lation. In my opinion, Chicago’s unenviable 
crime record is due entirely to public indiffer- 
.ence. Chicago is a careless city, not a wicked 

city. The problem is further complicated by the 
fact that there are twenty-seven nationalities 
making up the city, most of them creating :l 
large enough colony to make a separate problem 
in itself. There are more Poles, for example, in 
Chicago than in any city in Poland.

"Each of these groups has brought its own 
social customs, its passions and habits with it. 
What means their police in Europe had of deal- 
ing with them the Chicago police do not know, 
and in any case would not likely be free to 
employ. They are a free people here, and free-

chronicled in the evening papers.
In three years twenty-one policemen were 

shot and killed by thugs, and ninety-six persons 
were shot and killed by the police in the enforce- 
ment of law and order. These ninety-six were 
not included in the murders of those years.

The causes of the shooting of civilians by 
policemen as given in the police reports are il- 
luminating: "Attempted to escape from police 
officer; failed to stop auto on command; resisted 
arrest; made move as if to draw gun when found 
hiding; refused to halt on order; stray bullet 
while dispersing gamblers."

It isn’t safe to be a civilian in Chicago. And 
it isn’t safe to be a policeman. The best thing to 
be is a casual visitor, in the day time.

Here are the figures announced by the Chi- 
cago police for the three most popular forms of 
crime for the past few years. The figures are 
stated to be absolutely accurate. As a matter 
of fact, in order to get the figures right, the 
police hadn’t the time to capture even half the 
criminals involved. But the figures are right, 
you understand. Ab-so-lute-ly.

The first president of this committee was 
Edwin W. Sims, Canadian born, a prominent 
lawyer and ex-judge.

In 1920, after a couple of years of discussion, 
this body took a charter in the state as the 
Chicago Crime Commission, with Colonel Henry 
Barrett Chamberlin, one of the original pro- 
moters of the idea, as its operating director. He 
was a former newspaper editor and owner, a 
lawyer, soldier and what not. He had a thorough 
knowledge of Chicago’s problem.

The first year the crime commission got 
busy there were eighteen hangings in Chicago. 
The murder rate fell from 330 in 1919 to 194 in 
1920 and 190 in 1921.

As they stand now, there is a loophole 
in every paragraph, every phrase. The law of 
precedent has piled up mountain high. In the 
state of Illinois we are using English law, for 
example, that has been rejected in England for 
hundreds of years."

"We put a bill for the revision of our crim- 
inal laws before our legislators last year, but it 
was thrown out by the people."

"On top of the technical assets to the crimin- 
al in the complexity of our laws, there has been 
another thing to blame, I think, in the produc- 
tion of this situation we find ourselves in. And 
that is, there has been too much mollycoddling 
of the criminal, of the less than one-third of one 
per cent. of our population which is criminal. 
Suppose we pause in our sentimental consider- 
tion of the condition of jails and spend some time 
and energy in safeguarding the law-abiding citi- 
zen and the property he has acquired by honest 
toil!"
