TUE USES OF T'RIALS.

—

““ Yo have heard of the paticnce of Job, and huve seen
tho end of the Lord; that the Lord is very pitiful and of
tender mercy,”

Affliction occupies a large place In the economy
of salvation, for though sufering is tho result of sin
God takes hold of it and transmutes it into ono of
tho richest blessiogs to His own people. From
whatover secondary cauros the affictions of the
righteous may avise, whother from tho sins of their
forefathers, the cruelty of their encmies, their own
mistakes or the mistukes of their friends, or the
malice of Saten, it is their blessed privilege to
realize that the Lord permits und overrules all, and
that He has a gracious end in every sorrow which
he allows to cvertako them. Happy the Christian
who, though he canuot sco this *‘ond * at present,
!s ablo to trust in the guodness which chastens, and

cloave to the hand that amites, Tt may help us,
however, to ‘‘onduro clastouing” if we consider
two or three of tho gracious ends or uses of our
trials,

1. That trial roveals us to God.

There is a sonso, doubtless, in which trial roveals
us to Gud, makes manifest to him what is m our
hearts. Perhaps zome ono may vbject and say, no,
no, wo need nothing to make manifest to God what
we are, He uudorstands us porfectly, He knows
what is in man and ncods not anything to tell Him.
True;_aund yot He says to Abraham: ¢ Now I know
that thou foarest God, sooing thou hast not with-
held thy son, thine ouly son, from Me.” And to
the Teraoclites, ** And thou shalt romember all the
way which the Lord thy God led thee theso forty
years in tho wi'derness, to humble thee and to prove
thee, to know what was in thino heart, whether
thou wouldst keep My commandments or no,”
Now God know that Abraham foured Him, and Ho
also knew how far Israel would keep His command-
ments; but He did not kaow as a matter of actual
Sact until the fact transpired. He must have the
latont principlo developed in action befure He could
know it as action. Thus Abraham by his obedience
to the painful command made his love manifest to
God. Not *hat God had previouely any doubts of
Abraham's jove; but ho desired a practical mani-
festation of it tuwards Himsolf, or to know it in
action. The Divine love is like all other love in
this respect, it delights in practical proof of luve in
return, nor will it be satisfied without, Remewmber
this, Christian, in thy various sfflictions, Tho Lord
is leading thee about iu tho wilderness to prove theo,
and to see — to make mauifest to Himself — what
is in thine heart, and whether thou will keep His
commandments or no. Remember, also, that in
nothing is love made 80 munifest as in willing,
cheerful suffering for the suke of its objeot. 1t is
casy, nay joyful, to labor, but patient, cheerful
suffuring requires a deeper love, a more perfect self-
abandonment. ‘‘Grenter love hath no man than
this, that a man lay down his life for his friends.”
“ We glory in tribulations also,”

2. Trial also reveals us to ourselves,

Although wo do not agree with tho adage, that
untried grace is no grace at all, yet, unquestionably,
much fancied graco has proved itself in the hour of
trial to be but as the early cloud and the morning
dew. ‘‘How many whohave recoived the word with
joy, and fur a while have believed, in time of tompta-
tion have fallen away.” How many a professing
Chriastian, if he could have had predicted to him
tho effect of adversity upon his heart and life,
would havo said with Hazael, ¢“Is Thy servant a
dog, -that he should do this,” And yet wher tho
truo tost of character was applied he fell. When
ho had eaten and was full, thon his heart robolled ;
or whon he was chastened by the Lord ho grow
weary and said, ‘‘ Verily, I have cloansed iny heart
in vain, and washed wy kunds in innocency.”
There is no surer test for the Christian as to the
stato of his heart than tho way in whioh he roceives
sffliction. How often, when all has appeared pros-
perous and peaceful, and tho child of God has boon
cougratulating himaself on spiritual growth and
increased power over inward corruption, has some
fiery trial overtaken him. When, instead of heing
mot with perfect subwission and cheerful acquie-
scenco, it has produced sudden confusion, dismay,
und perhaps rebellion, revealing to himn that his
heart was far-from that state of divine conformity
which ho had hoped and supposed. Thus, tho
Christinn often suffers more from a conscionce of
insubordination under affliction than from the
affliction itself. Dear reader, how is it with you in
this respoct T When trials overtake you are you
uble to say, ‘It is the Lord, let Him do what
seemoth Him good "*; and *‘I know Thou in faith-
fulness hast #filicced ms 7  Are you able to realize
that ‘‘whom the Lord loveth He chastencth,” and

that theso light afflictions are working a future
increaso of glory 1 If so, happy aro you, This is
the best of all ovidenco to yoursolf that the Divino
Spirit is working in yon to will and to do of your
Father's gaod pleasure. This fruit does not grow
on the corrupt suil of unregenorato naturoe, it springs
only from a heart renewed by the Holy Spirit and
baptized into followship with Christ and His suffer-
megs. But is it othorwiso with you? Does your
heart chafe and frot and robei? Are you saying,
‘Al those things are against me?? If go, this is
proof that the work of grace is at a low obb in your
soul, that your faith is weak aud your spiritual
preconcoptions dim. Itis high time for you to wake
out of sleep and cry nightly unto God fer a revival
of His work in your heart, and for a sanotified use
of the affliction whioh has overtaken you. ** 1f God
drivs up tha water on the lake, it is to load you to
the uofailing fountain. If ko blights tho ground,
it is to drive you to the treo of life, If He sends
tho cross, it is to brighten the crown. Nothing is
80 hard as our heart; and as they lay copper in
aquafortis hefore they begin to engrave it, so the
Lord usually prepares us by the searching, soften-
ing discipline of affliction for making a deep, last-
ing impression upon our hearts.”

3. Trial nlso reveals ua to the world,

As tho greatest manifestation of God to the world
was by suffering, so tho most influential revelation
of His ponplo to the world has been by suffering.
Thoy aro seea to the best advantage in the furnace,
The blood of martyrs has ever beon tho seed of the
church, The patience, meekness, firmneas and hap-
piness of God’s poopls in circumstances of suffering,
persecution and death, have paved the way for the
gospel in almost all lands and all ages. A baptism of
blood has prepared the hard and sterile soil of
humanity for thogood seed of the kingdom,and made
it doudbly fruitful, The exhibition of the mesk and
loving apirit of Christianity under suffering has,
doubtloss, won thousands of hearts to the Divine
Authur, and tamed and awed many a savage perse-
outor besides Saul of Tarsus, When men see their
fellow-men enduring with patieuce and meekness
what they know would £ill them with hatred, anger
and rovenge, they naturally conclude that there
wust be a different sjirit in them. When they
see Christiany suffering the loss of all thinga and
cheerfully resizning themselves to bonds, imprison-
ment and death, they cannot help feeling that they
buve sources of strongth ard springs of consolation
all unknown to themselves.

Patient suffering, cheerful acquicsconce in afflic.
tion and anguish, mental or physical; is the most
couvincing proof of the Divine in man which it is
pcssiblo for humanity to give. ¢‘ Truly this was the
Son of God,” said those who stood by the crors
when they saw how He suffered. And how many
who have beon thoroughly scoptical as to tho pro-
fessions of their converted kindred, and have most
bitterly porsecuted them and withstood every
argument aud entreaby advanced in heslth and
activity, have yiolded almost without a word before
the patience and peace with which the billows of
suffering and death have boeu braved, nay, wol-
comed! Such evidonce by persecutors and blas.
phemers.

Abraham might have written a book and preached
all his life long, a8 doubtless he did, but tho whole,
ton times told, would not have convinced his family,
his contemporuries and posterity of the depth and
fervency of his love to God, as did that haly, calm
surrender of the best beloved of ,hiv soul to the
requirements of God. Job might have been the
upright, benevolent, righteous man he was, but
prooably wo never should have heard of him but
for hia wonderful submission, patience and faith
under suffering, It is this which lifts bim up as an
examploe and a toscher to all ancceeding generations,
It was when sitting on the dunghill, apparently
forsaken of Gud and msn, and suffering the direct
physical sgony which Satan could inflict, that Job
attained bis groatest victory and made that wonder-
ful exLibition of trust in laod, which. has been the
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comfort and admiration of God’s people from that
day  to this. It was in the fiery furnace that
Shadrack, Meshaok and Abed-nego won such glory
to the God of Isracl that even a heathen king pro.
claimed His majesty and dominion, and commandod
his subjects to worship Him who could deliver after
this mavner. It was in tho furnace of perscoution
that Stephen, Poter, James, John and Paul proved
the divinity of their characters and the genuinonoss
of their faith,

Without suffering the world could never have
known the strength of their faith, the fervency of
their love, or the purity of their lives. Their trials
made them ‘“spectacles unto the world, to angels
and to mon,” and won for their master tho cars and
hearts of thousands,

When an apostle wouid present to us tho highest
achievements of faith, and the most wondorfyl
exhibitions of the power of divine grace, ho refers
ua, nol 80 much to the doiwgs of God's people as to
their cheorful and triumphant sufforings— Hub, xi.

Our government during the war prescrioed &
form of oath and coremony of mustering in its
volunteer soldiers, and grants a pousion by law to
those who are disabled or suffering from the effects
of their exposure in the service. When the men
onlinted, took tho oath and were mustsred in, tho
governmeont promised to do this. Some time siuce
a man who had been a faithful soldier hud been a
prisoner of war and endurod all the hardchips of
three years service, made an application for a
pension, It was then discovered that tho man had
never been regularly mustored into the United
Staics service, that at the time he enlistod he had
not taken any oath or beon formally mustered. It
was also found that he had mistaken somothing
olso for that oath, yet honestly believed he had
been mustered. Now what did ths goverument

do? Under a strict construction of the law there-

was no formal covenant betweon the government
and the soldier; ho had not dono, on account of an

honest mistake, what the government requived to
make him a soldier, Yot he had been falthful to
the govornment as a soldior in all that he could do.
The government said, We will not take advantage
of the informality but will give him his pension,
Did thoy do right? It scems to us that they digd,
and that they did not in any way lessen the value
of the formal oath by so doing.

Christ has proseribed an act of faith (baptism) by
which mon becomo His f llowers, His disciples, by
which they enter into covenant with Him. A
man, through a mistake and the teaching of the
mustering officor, doos not comply with the exant
act that Josus proscribos. He dves what he
honestly supposes Jesus requires and with full
purpose of heart serves Jusus all his lifo. Now
may not Josus—or would he not have the r1ight in
view of all the surroundiogs to acespt tho sorvice
of the mistskon man and give him the reward? It
sooms to us he might do so aud still not in any way
d:s-violc 1co to his own rvequirement. We must
romotnbor that Jesus is not only the law-giver but
the judge, dnd must tomper judgmont with mercy
and compassion. If He does not He is not the
Chriat that wept ovor Jerusalom,

To us sll this appears very plain and easy, but
now comoes the practical application of the matter.
Men say, If Josus accepts a man undsr these
ciroumsatancos why should not we? Because we
are not the judge would be reason enough if thexe
was no other. But lot us take the illustration
with which we began this article. Suppose some
mustering offlcor should say, *‘ The government
paid the man who was mistaken about his muster,
therofore I will not obsorve the law in mustering
other soldiars, but wil) accept them tho same as
the mistaken man was accopted.” You would say
at onco that he was very foolish not tc sce the dif-
foronce between the government condoning a mis-
take and bis going to work deliberately to commit
one. So with us, Bocause wo think Jesus may
or oven ought to condono an honest mistake, it
does not follow that we have a right to go deliber-
atoly at work to sanction the mistake ourselves.
To us the two things are as wide apart as the poles,
as wide apart as T am from Jesus in power, authority
and wisdom, and it has alwaya secemud s'range to
us'that any intelligont man failed to zeo it. What
I may do and what Jesus with all his authority as
Judge and King wmay do are two things. Iam
only to preach and practico what Jesus commanded,
and beyond that I am not to go, I dare not go.
While I do that T know also that Jesus will do just

what is right when He comes to judge the world,
and when Ho tolls mo that #e to whom much is
given of Him much will be required, while to him
to whom little is given of him little will bo required,
I at onco 3ay that Jesus has a right, in view of all
the circumstances in each casa, tv make such sllow-
ances a8 He judgos right for any and all honest
mistakea mada by thoso that love Him. That He
will do 20 I have not a particle of doubt, and as I
beliove some men who love Christ and believe in
Him aro honestly mistaken about baptism, I am
profoundly convinced than He will not be less
morciful to them that He will be to the honest
mistakes in my owa life. B..t hocause I baliove
this is no resson why I should in any way disregard
or sanction in others a disregard of the law of
Josus as I read and underatand it, 1In fact it is a
further reason for mo to adhere to if, for I am
thus without excuse. Believing that Jesus is so
good that He will overlaok and condone an honest
mistake i8 tho vory reason why we shonld try not
to make tho mistake or sanction it in others. The
more we bolievo in tho goodness and mercy of
Jesus tho moro we are constrained to preach and
practice oxactly what Ho has taught and to avoid
all mistakes, But we have said onough. This is
not in reply to any one else, or to controvert sny
quostion, but to suggest that what we bolieve and
think Jesns will do with any one who mistakes His
law has no more to do with our accepting them to
or rojecting them from church fellowship than
what we may think or believe as to whether
William Tell shot the apple off his son’s head or
not,— Ohristian Oracle,
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THE ACSCINIMENLS ot uOD,

In counsidering the appointments of God, respect-
ing our eternal future, two facts meut us plainly:
Tirat, Theso appointments aro all made for our
good and none for evil. Second, These appoint-
monts are not left mmong God's secrots, but aro
plainly revealed for us and for our children., *‘For
God has not appointed us to wrath but to obtain
salvation by our Lord Jesus.” I, Thess. v, 9.
God’s word aud works 1oveal and explain His
appointments.

God has two classes of appointinents, absolute
and conditional. The first never fails of accom-
plishment, tho second somotimes does, Yo under-
stand these tywo classes wo must always observe the
distinction betweon them. To confound the two
is sure to lead to error and confusion

God gives us the means of good unconditionally,
but He gives the good that come through those
means conditionally, The same rule obtains in
nature and in grace, Tho Lord gives the farmer a
fruitful earth and rain from heaven and fruitful
seasons and these without any condition on the
farmer’s part. God’s appointment in this s
ABsoLUTE. DBut He gives these blessings in order
that tho farmor may cultivate the earth, sow the
seed and reap a crop that will fill him with food
and gladness.  He gives to all unconditionally the
means of raising a crop, but does not give to all
farmers, whether they work for it or not a crop,
for it is only *“ the willing and obedient that shall
eat the fruit of the land,” This is plain enough in
things tomporal, nor is it less plain in spiritual
things. * God so loved tho world that He gave
His only begotten Son.” This was done without
any condition on the part of a lost world. No ono
of the lost even asked for this ** unspeakable gift."”
It was absolute. But God gave His only begotten
Son that whosoever belioveth in Him should not
perish but havo everlasting life, (John iii. 1G).
Thus, it ia very plain that God gave Kis beloved
Son withont any condition on the part of the lost,
but gives eternal life to the lost on condition that
they believe on His Son, * One gift is absolute the
other conditional, We thus learn how an absolute
appointment cannot Yail, and a conditional may and
will when the conditions are not fulfilled—heace
the difference botween the two,

Universalists say, God will save all for whom
Jesus died. Hypor-Calvinists say the same. One
partly sces plainly that Jesus died for all, that He,
by the grace of God, tasted death for every man,
otc., otc. The othor sees as plainly that all will
not bo saved, that at the judgment one part * will
go away into cverlasting punishment and tho other
into life eternal.” The first party concludes
positively that all will be saved for Jesua died for
all, an it is the will of God that all should be
saved and come to the knowledge of the truth,
The sccond partly concludes that Jesus did not die
for all for seme will go away to everlasting punigh-
ment. Here, then, are the two conclusions:
Firat, 4il 10ill be saved. Second, Jesus did not die
for all,  Is oither of theso conclusions in the Bible?
No, indeed. But they aro contradicted scores of
times in the Bible. What, then, leads to the mis-
takes of both parties? Why it is in ignoring tho
diatinction between the two classes of appointments
and making ther. all absolute. A popular preacher
waid once: ¢“ If God wanta to save a man aund the
man is not saved it proves that the devil is stronger
than God.” If that were true it would place in
the-hand of every evil-dogr a trinmphant weapon

against tho righteous judgment of God. It is not
becanso of God’s woakness and tho devil's superior
swrength that the idler does, not reap nor the
rejeoter of Ohrist is not saved.

Lot us notice WHERE AND wHY God’s conditional
promises have failed. *¢ Whereforo, the Lord God
of Tsracl saith: ‘I aaid, indeed, that thy house
and the houso of thy fathers shuuld walk beforo
Me for over ;* but now the Lord saith, ¢ T'ar bo it
from BMe, fur thom that honor Mo, 1 will honer,
and they that despise mo shall bo lightly osteemed.”
(I Sam. ii. 30), Here the Lord declares that
what He had appointed, and emphatically declared,
respecting the houso or family of Eli, wouLp Not
LE FULFILLED, because Eli’s sons had despised and
dishonored Him beforo the people, instead of ful-
filling the conditions of Ilis appointment.

** Becauso thou hast let go out of thy hand a
man whom I appointed to uttor destruction, there-
fore thy life shal! go for His life and thy poople for
His peoplo.” (I. Kings xx. 42). Hore was God's
will opposed and IHis appointment broken, not
because Satan was strongor than God, but because
Ahab did not cboey the Lord's command in the des-
truction of a wicked king, but made a bargain with
him and sent him away, and for so doing would
suffor death in his stead. So God’s conditional
appointments are not gecomplished when moral
agonts refuse to act their part in tho matter.

It was Gud's appointment to gathor the Jows
under the spreading wings of His dear Son who
would save them from their sins and their punish.
ment. But this appointment failed beeauso thoy
would not be gathered, If any doubt this lot them
hear tho words of the weeping Jesus: ¢ How oft
would I have gathored Thy children . . and ye
would not.” {Luke xiii. 34, 35). .

In the 7th chapter of Luke, at the 30th verse,
wo learn what was the counsel of God which is the
same as Bis appointment, It was that men sheuld
believe John’s preaching and bo baptized of him,
God had but one counsel in the matter. While the
publicans justified God or went with His counsel,
the Pharisees and lawyers rejected the counsel of
God against themselves—not being baptized of
Himn. Bere God's appointment failed in one case
and was fulfilled in another, because one party
justified God in doing what He appointed and the
other rejected His counsel. We here see whero
God’s conditional appointinents have failed and
wiy they have failed becavse moral ageuts have
refused to do their part in the divine appointment.
We will now show that God

HAS APPOINTED MEN T0 BE SAVED BY JESUS CHRIST.

Al Christ’s actions on earth as well a3 His teaching
by words confirm the fact that He came not to
destroy but to save men., God sent not His Son
into the world to condemn the world—but that the
world through Him might, be saved. His inspired
apostles’ testimony on the niatteris asfollows : One
says, *‘ He is tho propitiation for our sins, and not
for ours only but also for the sins of the whole
world.” (I, John ii. 2). Another says, ** That he,
by tho grace of God should taste death for every
man.” (Heb. ii. 9). And agaiu it is ssid of God,
‘“ Who will have all men to bo saved and to come
unto the knowledge of the truth. For there is one
God and one mediator boiween God and man —the
man Christ Jesus who gave Himself a ransom for
all to be testified in due time.” (L. Tim. ii. 4, 5, 6)
Heore it is plainly declared that Jesus gave Himself
a ransum for all and also that God will havo all
men to bo saved.

The Gospol, as Paul definca it in 1. Cor. xv., is

-that Christ died for our sins and was buricd and

rose again. When Jesus gent this Gospel it was
to be proached inall the world to every creature.
Not erely before overy creature but 10 every
creature, That is His apostles were by Him com-
monded to toll overy lost man and woman that

Josus died for their sins, ote., ete, What thoy
woro to toll every sinner is truo, it hence follows
inevitably that o died for all, Nothing ia moro
absurd than to toll o man that Jesus died for him
if ho will only beliove it,  We are to toll him that
the Gospel is truo whothor he believes it 30 or not,
His unbelicf doos not alter the truth but it will
condemn him for not believing what is true and
will ever remain true forever,

God has prepared a kingdom for men from tho
foundation of the world, and in the last judgmont
Jesus will welcomo those on His right hand to it..
But He will send those on his left hand away into
a placo not propared for them, but prepared for
the dovil and his angels. (Matt. xxv. 34-41)
When men by sin lost all claim to the place which
God had propared for thom, Ho gave His dear Son
to save them and fit them for that kingdom, but
those that despise the love of God aad reject the
Saviour will bo sent to snothor place prepared for
othora. It will eternally torment the lost to know
that they have opposed the counsel of God and re-
juctod thoe offered love of Jesus while they might
have gained oternal life and honored and justified
a merciful Saviour, While men are now refusing
to accept the purdoning mercy of God thoy know
very well they are breaking Xis appeintments.
How will they feol when all their liberty is taken
from thom, and they bound hand and fout are in
outor darkness ?

When a sinner, moved by the dying love of
Jesus, turns to God, he enjoys a senso of pardoning
mercy which is greatly enhanced by the thought
that God's purposes are fulfilled in bis case. Itis
no wonder that thote is joy among the angels of
God when one sinner repents,

It ie an encouragement to those who are labor-
ing to aave men that they are laboring togethor
with God, not only to save others, but to accom-
plish His appointments and to honor Him before
the universe. It is an encouragoment which dis-
arms opposition, rebukes supineness, and inspires
hope — a hope that maketh not ashamed. And
when they shall have ceased from their labors and
their worke have followed thom, when they seo the
Kiog in His beauty and be made like Him, and
know Him and His appointmonts even as they are
known, they will be fully fitted for the joy un-
speakable and full of glory.

manded. Wo are not to trouble about things not
commanded and say, ‘‘ Liguess 80,” or ¢ why not
do this or that,” but read carefully the porfect law
of liborty and continue thercin, For in God’s
word wo have all things that portain into life and
godliness; wo have a perfect rule of faith and
pragtice. Tho word of-God is enough, aud if made
the prayerful, constant study and practice of the
Christian, it will make us just what God will bave
us,. thoroughly furnished unto overy good work,
wise unto salvation. God, who is perfection, gave
us tiig perfect law for our guide in overything
necessary to ¢ holy life, to build us up and save us
in heaven. Surely this is enough. Butstill 1
regret to have.to say that the c™wurch.of Christ is
not of ono mind in this desire. o imitate the
sects and. the world, and to appear popular and
fashionable, seems to be creeping into the hearts
of many professing to be Christians, and this leads
to inventing .and practising things not taught in
the Word of God, We hoar such expressions now,
as our pastor, our organ, we must huve money, and
80 wo wmust have sociables, festivals, and anything
that we, the majority, think is right in order to
got money, and this majority. consists chiely of the
wealthy and young members (male and female}.
O:for more spirituality, more following after Christ
and less aftor the fashion of this world, Itis the
church of Christ- we want to work for, not our
church, 1t is the earnest preachor of the Gospel
of Christ we want to sustain, not our pastor. Tt
is the orgauns of specch that God has blessed us
with wo want to cultivate and use ia singing and
making melody. in our heants to the Lord, render-
ing unto Him the fruit of our lips and hearts in
exhortation and prayers, not our church organs,
God will not condemn if we have no church organ.
We must have money, it is true, and if we.feel our
hearts all taken up iu the we]faro of the cause, we'll
love it above all else, 91d we will find no difficulty
to raise it by the rule given us in the porfect
law of liberty by the wisdom.of God, 1If this fails,
the wisdom of man must fail. A great many of
the ‘“must haves” talked of by the church oughtnot
to ba thought of, much less practised, as they do
not belong to the worship of (God and often cause
offence and destroy the love, union and peace that
should prevail in the church. It issaid we have
a respectable majority in favor of our plan; this is
well enough for worldly societies but not for the
church of Christ. God tells us how the church is
ruled, the bishops or elders were appointed and
instructed how to rule, and the church is admon-
ished to submist to them that rule over them for
they watch for their souls, This must be right or
the office of an elder is useless in the church.
Oh, for a return to the Aposiolic ordor, to the
simple rule of faith givon by God, that we as
Christians might honor our Master more. Love not
the world neither the things that ure in the world,
bo all of one mind, love and labor for the church
and love and unity will prevail among the children
of God.

And his master roplied, The nearar
the bono tho saweetet *the meat. Not many
days after, the servant was told to take a fino horse
and tie him whero tho grass was rich and plentiful.
The servant took the horse, and tied him on a heap
of stones, In the ovening tho master wont to sco
where the horse was feeding, and found'the animal
on a heap of stones looking none the better for his
day's feedings. And calling his scrvant he said,
John! did I not toll you to tie the horse vn a rich
foeding plot. Why have you tied him upon a heap

of stones? Woll, said Tohn, you told me, the

neaver tho bono the sweeter the meat. So Ithonght
the nearer tho stones tho sweoter the graes, If those
who think that the preacher cau livo on the bones

Nations which have recoived the light of reve-
lation have uniformly.adopted some form of idola-
trous worship. Rom. i. 22,23. This has been the
caso from the carly ages of the world to the presont
timo, This is not the place to enter into details of
heathem mythology, with its innumerable gods and
the varied rites of thoir worship. 1t is sufficient to
state that revelation has pointed out the enormity
of transferring to dumb idols the worship which
exclusively belongs tothe one living and true God,
and classes it among crimes of the most offensive
character. Ex. xx. 3-5.

Tho family from which A’ sham sprung served
‘¢ other gods,” (Josh. xxiv. 2); aud after the exodus
from Egypt idolatry was the besetting sin. of the
Hebrows, The history of the Jewish nation until
the captivity furnishes melancholy proof of the
proneness of the nation to this sin, and records.the
calamities which befell them on that account. At
the timo of Christ's advent, the Jowa were not
chargeable with formal idolatry, but in all its-
abowinations it prevailed among the Gentiles, and
presonted one great obstacle to the progress of the
gospel, It is a decisive mark of the anti-Christian
charactor of the Romish Church. that it has incor-
porated the idolatrous feature, and, whatever may
be the pretence or explanation, eracts its imagea
and worships the creature rather than the Creator.
The Virgin Blary isia fact their chiof goddess,
the sculptured image of Chrial is venerated more
than the living Saviour; and prayer, which is a high
act of worahip, is offered to saints and -angels.

Where there are none of the outward forms of
idolatry, it may exist in the heart, and he is charge-
.able with it who.places any object in his affections.

DEATH OF DR, W. H. WOOLERY.

—

PRESIDENT OF BETHANY COLLEGR,

The late presidont of Bethany Colloge died
Tuesday night, 6th August, at his home in Bethany.
Death is an impartial visitor. It conquers great
and small, high and low, rich and poor, the edu-
cated and the illiterate. It comes 8o suddenly that
many have not time to make. any preparations for
etornity. President Woolery necded no time in
which to make further preparation for the great
hereaftor. He lived an upright Christian life. All
who had the honor of his acquaintance were forcibly
1mpressed by his mauner of living. He was only
in tho primo of lifo whon God called him to Rim-
self. Ho was one of the ablest preackors and
teachers in this country. Jn all the groat mestings
held under the suporvision of the ¢ Disciples” in
the Northern States, Dr. Woolery took an active
part. Tho Bothany Encampment, in which Presi-
aent Wonlory was to fill an imporiant placo as a
preaclier of the goapel and as a lecturer on * The
Higher Criticisim of the Bible,” olc., acknowledges
its severe loss by his death. e was the third
president of Bethany Colloge. Bishop Alexsnder
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Campboll was the worthy founder of this college.
Dr. Pendleton succeeded him ns president, and in
1887 was followed by Dr. Woolery. All acknow-
ledged him to be well gaalified for this position.
Bofore entering Bothany Cullege a8 a atudent he
had taken a course at Kentucky University, In
1876 he graduated at Bothuny, after which ho
adorned the pulpit until 1882, when his Alma
Bator called him to take tho chair of Latin, which
at that time was vacant. e accopted tho call to
tho presidont’s chair five years later, after he had
proven his storling worth as a teacher to tho trustoes
of tho collego, Until his death he was interosted
in education, His sormons from the pulpit, his
public Joctures and addresses, his lectures in tho
class-room, always iuspired his hearors to scek
knowledge.

His extremo 1nodesty was first noticed by mo
when we met at his homo on my arrival tn Bothany.
Every man must bp conscious of his own merits;
but Coloman has said that *on their own merits
modest mon are dumb,” This was especially truo
of the late president; ¢ Thy modesty was a
candle to thy morits,”

He bhad a very sensitive natus, It was not

little girl, and in the midst of his speech broke down
and * wopt bitterly.” It is rare, indeed, that a
strong and thoughtful man poesesses a nature sv
spnsitive,

Students ars always critical. A nan who sits 88
professor in any chair at college and shows traits of
weakness, mentally or morally, will be little
respected by those who ave in attendance at his
classes. Presidont Woolery wae strong in mind.
Every student was satisfied with his lectures, his
able criticisims and comments on biblical texts and
thomes.

At a timo when he gave a lecture on some
populat theme, and invited studeats who were not
suficiently advanced in learning to attend his
classes, they all were eager to meet in his class-
room, and listen to his inatructions,

This able and scholarly man, who on the 20th
of June ult.,, was in the e¢njoymont of health,
and on that day made his last public speoch after
the dogrees had been conforred on the graduates,
now lies asleep. He peacefully alevps tho *‘sleep of
death.” He lies near the remains of Alox. Camp-
bell. On the norning of the resurrection day they
will come ferth to appear bofore the great I Am”
to give account of noble deeds and heroic actions.
Both wero philanthropists. ‘They will shine as
stars in eternity. ’

At a lator date I fully intended to present Presi:
dent Woolery with a gift, in acknowledpement of
his kind assistance as a teacher of Hebrow, sacrod
history and mental science. But ho now needs no
reward from human hands. He is worthy of God's
gifts. I am glad to be able to speak of his worth to
my friends in tho Maritime Provinces of Canada.

When our Band was organizod wo had but eight
mombers. This moeting was held on 14th May,
1886, The officers then olected wore:—

Mrs, Milos, President.

Miss G. Murray . .
Miss B, McInni’s. 2cha. Presidents,

Miss K. Harris, Treasurer.
Misa J. Morrison, Secretary.

It was decided to call our Society the Young
Peoples’ Mission Band aud that to becomo a mem-
ber each porson should pay fivo cents and five cents
at each meeting.

The first meeting was held in the afternoon and
was restricted to young ladies only, as there was a
society then existing among the young men. 1t
was thought best to hold the meetings iu tho even-
ing and to extend an invitation not ounly to the
young men but to any person whether a member,of
the Suaday School or not.

Later on we changed the date of meeting, from
the last to the firat Friday of each month.

At the socond meeting a motto was chosen for
the Band, which may be found in the IL Peter iii.
9, and reads: *‘Not willing that any should perish.”
Woe also decided in this meeting to give our money
to Bome Missions.

The membership haa steadily increased, and now
we have enrolled thirty-three members.

The mestings are cpened with reading and sing-
ing, the minutes of the previous meeting are read,
toll called and dues collected. If there are any
suggestions or unfinished business that is next
oconsidered, and then a short programme consist-
ing of readings, singing, recitations, eto,is carried
out, The meetings then close with singing and
prayer.

In March, 1887, the Mission Band united with the
Aid Society and Little Workers in a public meeting
which was held in the vestry, and at which a re-
port was read by the Secretary.

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NOTES BY THE WAY,

My last report loft mo at Weat Pawlot, Vormont.
Our brothren have only two churghes in the entire
state, and tho one here is not numerienlly strong.
Nevertheless, the poople are intolligont and entor-
prising and very kind and hospitable. I proached
over two Lord’s days and then loft for my Ontario
home, I tnok the train Wednesday morning, July
24th, Bro. 8. H. Leoman accompanying me.  After
a fow hours’ ride on the Dolaware and Hudson
Railroad we took the steamor ‘“Vermont” at White
Hall and rode up Lake Champlain. Everybody
here appeared to be having a high holtday. There
were on every hand a great number of ploasure
seckets, Al around here we saw so much to
intorest and eontortasin, Who has not heard of
Saratoga? Lake George, too, has so much cluster-
ing around it that gives it a real historic and
practical interest. The Adirondacks, also, throw
an additional charm over this region, and in sub.
lime majesty stood before us romantic and piotur-
esque, gleaming with threads of radiant beauty and
bits of fallon sky. As we passed up Lako Champlain
all afternoon wo saw the rainbow painted on the
clouds, Still tho day was fair and the sun tinged
the landscape with vermillion, crimson and gold.
This is truly a mountainous country. Over rippling
ocean of forest trees like ocean billows may be seen
the Green Mountains, clothed with dark overgroen
of everlasting beauty.

We reached the City of Plattaburg in the even-
ing, just in time to see the procession of Barnum's
great show, the grestest in the world, Tho natural
histcry all along here in York state is beantiful,
and very interesting to the tourist, We remained
over night at Bouse’s Point, taking the train next
morning for Ogdonsburg, where we arrived about
noon. We immediately took the little stoamer
and crossed the River St. Lawrence for Prescott,
Ontario, arriving in time to make our connections
with the Grand Trunk railroad. We reached
Belleville about five o'clock, then passed over the
Bay of Quinte on the little ateamer, ** Mary Ethel,”
into Ameliasburg, arriving at home the same even-
ing. Ihad the pleasurerin finding all well in health
and vigor. Fortunately, vur family have had no
doctor's bill to pay for sleven years.

Bro. Leeman's health has been steadily improv-
ing since we started from Deer Island; but we were
both extremely tired and wearied, having rode a
distance of over eight hondred miles. During this
whols line of travel we have noticed the crops have
been abundant, and on every hand many indica-
tions of prosperity.

We have in this county two churchos of Disciples;
but on acceunt of death and removals to other parts
of the country, the congregations have become very
much weakened, At our first mesting, as I referred
to the many changes, the congregation wept, My
mother, from Bloomfield, was also present, and gave
an exhortation. Bro, Benjamin O. Ainawortl;, the
present elder of the church here, and who now
proaches for the church at West Lako, attompted to
speak, but was overcome with deep emotion, and
amid tears sat down. Bro. Byron Hyatt is now
preaching for this church, which is located at
Hilller, nearly two miles from our own home. I
have preached here each Sunday but one, notwith-
standipg, since my arrival—and they have beon
wishing me to begin a acries of weotings —in
addition to preaching in our own church five Metho-
dist churches were extended to me. I was only

- able to preach in three of thom. Religious bigotry

is continually dying out hers, Peoplo who aro full
of ‘bigotry do very little good. We want loss and
less of this elymoni and more zeal, piety, and
devotion. I was delighted with our congregations
yeaterday, and, I believe, never before in my life
were five Methodist churches offered me in one day.
However, it is cheering to seo #0 much loye and

unity provailing, The frue Christian rises ahovo
sectarian bigotry, and stands upon the truth,
rejoicing in tho lovo of Jesus, tho holiness and
happiness of heaven. Wo need evorywhere more
workors and less objeotora and fault finders, There
are many poople who are born in the objective
mood. A lack of pastoral labor has been pro-
ductive of many churches dying out in this province.
But at prosent the churches are on tho rise, and
there are moro proachors now engaged in the work
than formerly. I think there are now about sixty
congrogations of Disciples in Ontario, and we havo
gonorally a devoted and intelligont brotherhood.
I have been more particular in entering into detaile
on account of travelling heretofore in the Maritimo
Provinces, and 8o many there wishing tv know my
whoroabouts, My bost wishes and kind regards to

Dear Brethren,—Soveral times the request has
come to me from some readers of THE CHRISTIAN
to write an article for the paper. Whilst at
Bethaoy College my time was devoted to study
and I could find little time for outside work. This
is my reason for not heeding your requests ero
this. My statements will bo personal in their
nature, I graduated at Bethanyin the miniaterial
and post-graduate courses on 20th June, ult. The
last yoar has been benoficial to me in many
ways., It has boen ome of my hardest years au
college, but one which has brought to me many
spiritual blessings. The study of tho original texts
of the Bible with a close examination of the higher
critioism has had a teodenoy to strengthen my
faith in the word of God and consequently to mako
me more zealous in the work in which I am engaged

On the fourth of July, the great holiday in this
country, my room-mate and I loft Wheoling, Wesat
Virginia, for Texas. We were on the road until
7th inst, Sunday morning, 8.45, when wo reached
our destination, During Christmas vacation last,
we had travelled as far west as St. Louis. The
country south of this city is vory beautiful. Our
journey through tha Indian Territory was especiaily
fraught with juterest to us both. ‘The Indians in
that nation are very wmuch like the Indians in
Canada in physiquo and general appearance. Thoy
are more intelligent aud they own more land.
Many of them are almost white. For the whites
have gone into the nation and married the colored
number largely for the purpose of getting possess.
ion of tho land, Wae did not seo any large prairies
north of the Red River. They*are numerous in
this state, T thought it would make mo feol like
a bird out of its cage, when, for the firat time, a
prairio was visited. On the contrary 1 am favorahly
impressed with the country, its vast prairies, its
fertile soil, its great natural resources.

I preached on last Lord's day evening to the
Christian congregation in this city for the first
time. 'Tho congregation numbers three hundred.
Sowe of the most influential men in tho city are
mowmbers of the Christian church, I like the
people and the field of labor. If you will bear
with mo I will write you briefly somothing con-
cerning Paris, It has a population of noarly
filteen thousand. It has beautiful residences in
ovory stroet, Nover have I seen more costly
mansions than those which adorn the streots of
this city., It has water works, gas and electric
lights, street railways, free postal delivery, good
hotels, three banks and wholosalo and retail houses
ombracing all lines of trade. It has moro paved
stroets than any city of its size in the atate. 1,
has throe railways, the Texas and Pacific, tho St.
Louis and San Francisco, and the Gulf, Colorado
and Santa Fe.

Its educational advantages are unequalled in the
southwest. In addition to its splendid system of

public schools it has & fomale institution, a school
for young mon, a commercial college and a number
of flourishing private schools,

Thove are lifteen churches in the town, nine
white and six colored. There are two Methodist,
one Baptist, one Ohristian, one Cathqlic, ono
Oumberland Presbytorian, one Presbyterian, one
Congrogational and one Epiacopal ‘of the whitea.
Troes and flowors adorn nearly every fruit yard of
each residenco, What I have told you ia not in a
boasting way. It may be of some interest to you
to know these facts

Tho heat is intonso. The thormometer ssldom
stands below ninety during lho summer months,
The people are interested in tho welfaro of a Nova
Scotian on a hot day. Gentlowmen as woll as ladies
always carry umbrollas to protect themselves from
the heat of tho sun, A weather prophet in this
country is useloss, It often rains whilst the sun
is shining and no one is ablo to toll at what moment
the water will fall from the olouds above his head.
My health isgond. At any time I shall bo glad to
give any of you any in formation you may desire in
roference to the south, Will my friends please
address me — 630 South Wall Stroet, Paris, Texas.
