MATTER WHICH CANNOT BE FORWARDED BY POST.
Any explosive, dangerous or destructive substance, liquids, or anything 

likely to injure the mails or the person of any officer or servant of the Post 
Office.

A glass bottle, or glass in any form (except eye-glasses, microscopic slides 
and spectacles when properly put up), liquids, matches, leeches or fruits.

LETTER CARRIERS’ DELIVERY.
There are four deliveries, at 9 a.m., 2 p.m. and 4.30 p.m. to all parts of 

the city, and at 12.15 p.m. to central business portions only. Change of 
residence should be promptly notified to the Postmaster in writing The 
Postmaster is desirous that complaints should be made without delay.

MONEY ORDER OFFICE.
In sending money by mail it is always best to transmit by Money Order, 

if possible. If sent by letter it should always be registered.

Register all valuable letters.
In addressing letters add the name of the County in which the Post. 

Office addressed is situated, if to a city add street and number.
Letters for the:United States should be addressed to the State as well as 

to the Post-Office.
A letter once posted becomes the property of the person to whom it is 

addressed, and must be forwarded according to its direction. On no applica­
tion, however urgent, can it be delivered back to the writer, or to any other 
person. .

Letters containing gold or silver money, jewels or anything liable to 
Custom duties, cannot be forwarded by post, beyond the Dominion ; except to 
the United States.

Letters addressed to mere initials, or fictitious names, will not bedelivered 
unless addressed in care of a resident or to some box in the Post Office.

Letters bearing mutilated stamps, or stamps so soiled and defaced as to 
make it impossible for the sorting clerks to decide whether they have been 
used befo e or not, will be sent to the Postmaster General for his adjudication.

POSTAGE.

3 cents per £ oz. or fraction thereof.
Newfoundland and Greàt Britain (by Canadian or New York Mail Steamers.) 

5 cents per 5 oz. or fraction thereof.

Mount Sherwood, Cummings9 Bridge and Archville.
1 cent per £ oz. or fraction thereof.

Letters addressed to places in Canada and the United States rfiust be pre­
paid at least one full rate (3 cents), otherwise they will he sent to the Dead 
Letter Office.

Letters addressed to places in Canada weighing over ^ oz. and prepaid 
one full rate, will be forwarded to destination, subject on delivery to double 
the amount of postage remaining unpaid.

RE-DIRECTED LETTERS. *

Letters re-directed to places in Canada and the United States, without 
being taken out of the Post-Office, are not liable to any additional postage.

BEQUEST LETTERS.
Letters addressed to places in Canada and the United States, when sent 

in envelopes having printed thereon a request from the sender, that the letter 
it not delivered at the office addressed within a certain time specified in the 
request, may be returned to his address as printed in the said request, will be 
returned to the sender by the Postmaster of the Office addressed on the expir­
ation of the time specified. x

POST CARDS.
For Canada and the United States, one cent each. For Great Britain, 

Newfoundland and all Postal Union Countries, two cents each. Reply cards, 
for Canada only, two cents each. Nothing must be attached to a Post Card, 
nor must the Gird be cut or defaced in any way.

POST BANDS AND STAMPED ENVELOPES.
One cent post bands for newspaper or book packet wrappers, and one afld 

three cent stamped envelopes are issued by the Department, and may be had 
at the stamp vendors at a trifle above their face value.

, NEWSPAPERS AND PERIODICALS.
A Newspaper or Periodical must have no cover, or a cover open at both 

ends, which can easily be withdrawn. It must contain no enclosure. It must 
have no writing thereon but the name and the address of the person to whom 
it is sent.

Transient Newspapers within the Dominion, the United States, or New­
foundland, 1 cent per four oz. or fraction thereof. A single paper weighing
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less than one oz. will be forwarded for 3 cent. Newspapers posted for city 
delivery must be prepaid 3 cent each. If for delivery by Letter Carriers, 1 
cent oer 4 oz.

To the United Kingdom and all European countries, 1 cent per 2 oz. or 
fraction of 2 oz.

BOOKS, CIRCULARS, &C.

A Book Packet must be left open for inspection, it must not contain any 
enclosure, nor must it exceed 24 inches in length nor 12 inches in breadth or 
depth. The limit of weight of a Book Packet addressed to any place within 
the Dominion, the United States, Newfoundland or Great Britain is 5 lbs. 
Postage to places in Canada, the United States and Newfoundland, 1 cent per 
4 oz.; to Great Britain and other European countries, 1 cent per 2 oz. 
Circulars are subject to book post rates.

Commercial Papers and Legal Documents may be sent to Great Britain 
at 5 cts. for the first 10 oz., and 2 cts. for every additional 2 oz. None of the 
above-mentioned articles can be registered to places in Canada, unless prepaid 
at letter or parcel post rates.

PARCELS.

Parcels may be sent to places in Canada and United Kingdom. They 
must be plainly addressed and should have the sender’s name on the lower 
left hand corner. No correspondence mu t be enclosed. Parcels for Canada 
must be prepaid 6 cents for 4 oz., and must not exceed 5 lbs. in weight nor 2 
feet in length by 1 foot in width or depth. They may be registered for a fee of 
5 cents.

Parcels for the United Kingdom must be prepaid 35 cents per lb. or 
fraction of a lb., and must not exceed 3 lbs. in weight, nor 2 feet in length or 
I foot in width or depth. A Customs Declaration of the contents and value of 
each parcel addressed to the United Kingdom must be filled up at the Post 
Office by the sender. Parcels for the United Kingdom are forwarded by 
Canadian Steamers only.

PATTERNS AND SAMPLES.

Bona fide Paiteims and Samples of Merchandise, not exceeding 24 ounces 
in weight, may be sent to any place in Canada and Newfoundland at 1 cent 
per 4 oz. Must be put up so as to admit of inspection. Goods sent in execu- 
ton of an order, however small the quantity may be, or articles sent by one' 
private individual to another, not being actually Trade Patterns or Samples, 
are not admissible as such. Samples addressed to places in the United 
States, are subject to a rate of 10 cents each package, which must not exceed 
8 oz. in weight. The limit of weight to England, France, Germany, and all 
other countries in Europe, is eight ounces—postage, 2 cents for the first 2 oz,, 
and 1 cent for every additional 2 oz.

POST OFFICE SAVINGS BANK.
Deposits from $1 upwards, on which 4 per cent, interest is allowed,, will 

be received for transmission to the Central Office of the Post Office Savings 
Bank. Pass Books, and every information, to be had on application.

REGISTRATION.

Every letter and packet intended for registration must behandedin at the 
wicket, and a receipt obtained therefor. On no account must it be dropped into 
a letter box. The registration fee must be paid by registration stamp; the 
registration fees on letters to places in Canada and Newfoundland is 2 cents ; 
to Great Britain and the United States, 5 cents.

The sender of a registered letter addressed to any Postal Union Country 
may entitle himself to a certificate as to the disposal of said letter by the 
Postmaster at the office addressed, on prepayment of an additional fee of 5 
cents.

All classes of matter may be registered to Postal Union countries. 
Registration stamps cannot be accepted in prepayment of postage.
