Dashing Russian Horsemen Instrumental in Capture
of Khorasan, Where They Got Large
Quantities of Supplies.

Petrograd, November 5.—An offioial report of the
General Staff says:-

“In the Caucasus, one of our columns suddenly at-
tacked the enemy near Ardost, 16 miles south of
| Kars, near the Armenian frontier. Turks are desert-
| Ing their wounded.

“Dislodging the Turks from their positions at Id,
about 8 miles west of Ardost, the Russian troops
took a large quantity of food supplies. Our troops
| captured Khorasan, southeast of Id, in Armenia after
| a gharp fight,

“The Russian forces there consisted of Cossacks.
They attacked the enemy's trenches and sabred the
Turkigh infantry,

"Another Russian c¢olumn travelling 66 miles in
thirty hours over difficult roads, encountered the
Turkish troops at Myssoune and Dlyandin, about 46
miles west of the frontler. Our force dispersed a
large force of Kurds and occupled Diyadin, where we
took a large quantity of hunitions of war and num-
erous prisoners.

“On November §rd we captured Bayazad after rogt-
ing the Turkish troops, who offered strong resiste

ance.’

Ia was learned at the Naval Service Department
to-day that precautions would he takemn against any
such attempt. If made, it would in all probability
be through the medium of supposedly neutral trading
vessels, as there would be little probability of any
German warship getting as far as this. However,
the naval authorities here are ready, There are in
the Canadfan navy a number of men with experience
in the removal as well as the laying of mines, and
the apparatus used Is very simple, conslsting of &
couple of trawlers dragging a wire cable between
[ them.

It was pointed out at the department to-day that
it would be diffieult to lay mines in the Bay of Fundy
because of the high tides, which would render a
mine anchored at high water visible when the tide
was at its ebb, and mike one planited at low water
useless at high tide.

of the Council of the Bosrd of Trade vesterday after-
noon, and several members undertook to interest
thembglve: in securing voluntéers for the proposed
organization for the protection of the city. This mat-
ter was introduced by the President, Mr. R. J. Dale,

who commended it to the attention of the Couneil.

Since this matter had been informally discussed for

some time, with the necessity of taking some steps

for home defence, with o many of the regular militia

absent on active service and so large a number of
hostile reservists in the city, it was decided to sup-
port this movement, :

A general easing up of cable regulations under the
war censorship was reported in ‘a letter from Hon.
George E. Foster, Minister of Trade and Commerce,
as follows: ; v.

“In answer to your letter of 22nd inst., T beg to say
that some changes have, in answer to representations,
been made tending to lessen the cost of cable com-
munication,

“In the first place, it is possible to communicate
with Porto Rico and Cuba over lines under foreign
control and which consequently are not subject to our
censorship, so that in order to compete with thege and
give our people an equal chance with outsiders, code
messages are permitted to pass to those islands over
our British lines. The British authorities, however,
may only allow code messages to pass to the West
Indies, where any such reason for relaxation exists.
This is on account of risks which would be run in the
West India Islands, where there are many Germans
and people of German origin and other mixed nation-
alities.  The necessities of war make it very neces-
sary to be careful that intelligence shall not be con-
veyed by these indirect means to the enemy.

“You will notice also that on and after October 26
private telegraphic messages registéred prior to July
1, 1914, will be allow’ed as to address, but not as to
signature_in telegrams (a) Between any two places
in British territory, including Egypt, and (b) between
each and any of the following British territories, in-
cluding Egypt, territory of allied countries, and United
States of America, provided that in all cases either
sender or both are resident outside Europe.

“In case of telegrams from British territory or allied
territory or United States, name and address of alf-
dressee must be given by sender, but not telegraph-
ed. If censor is located at the office of destination
he may require the office to give address at which
telegram is to be delivered.

THE WONDERFUL FALLS OF IGUAZU.
Ever hear of the Falls of Iguagu? They have not
béen very . genérally advertiged, for they le some-
what out of the beaten path. ot travel, but to those
hature-loving.and adventurous spirits who have taken
thy: time jand - the, trouble: to-visit -the ‘mere: remote
spctlonn of the South Ameriean interior thig wonder-
ful and beautiful work of nature has Heen known
for many years. Among the most noted of Ameri-
can world travellers is Mrs. Harriet Chalmers Adams,
Whose valdable additions to the geographical and
¢thnological knowledge of the world have made her
& ¥ellow of the Royal Geographical Society of Fng-
land. In the September number of the monthly
magazine of the Pan-American Union this talented
writer and lecturer contributes an article descriptive
of this South American beauty spot, Mrs. Adams

writes: .

“Buenos Aires, Argentinas dazzling metropolis, is
the starting point for the ‘tropical wilderness where
the Iguazu River makes its daring leap over vine-
hung eliffs on its way to join the majestic Parana,
“Mother of the Sea.” Before the building of the rail-
road which now links La Plata River ports with
Asunclon. capital of Paraguay, the journey from
Buenos Aires to the falls was made altogether by
river steamer, a month being required for the round
trip. The journey can now be accomplished in about
4 fortnighit, and when railway and steamér lnes make
better connections, travellers visiting Montevlde;b and
Buenos Aires will be able to complete the side trip
to the falls in a week.

“In Jesuit records of over 150 years ago, we find
the firat authentic account of the Falls of the Iguazu.
After the éxpulsion of the Jesuits the falls reverted
to oblivion, and it is only Ih the present eentury that
they are becoming known. Each year travellers are
attracted "here in greater rnumbers, and within your
lifetime and mine Iguazu will come into its own.

“It is the time of low water In the Southland, and
the semicircular falls are broken into 275 distinet
cascades, separated by a maze of verdure. They
make double leaps to the gorge below excépung the
largest, which unites Argentine and Brazilian terri-
tory and has a sheer drop of 213 feet. In width the
distance around the entire circle from the beginning
of the Brazilian to the farther edge of the Argentine
Falls, is 6,000 feet; but measuring around the broken
contour of the ecliffs, it is nearly 10,000 feet.
