At a meeting of the Grocers’ Guild, held in 
the city a few day* ago.,the much-vexed ques­
tion of the excise law relating to tobacco* Vu 
brought before the members. The cancella­
tion of the revenue stamp has to be effected in 
inch a way as to require considerable care, and 
if improperly done the retailer, in whose pos­
session the box is found, is liable to fins. It 
was thought that the wholesaler from whom 
the tobacco was purchased and who paid the 
duty .should protect the retailer, as it was the 
former who should see* to the proper cancella­
tion of the stamp. Bat a much more irritating 
restriction is that which makes a person liable 
to punishment should he be found with men 
than a pound of tobaooo in hie 
outside of the original package, a regula­
tion which the Revenue department eon- 
tends is necessary to prohibit the illicit 
facture.
