Gentleman Uher of the 3lack Rod, requiring the inniediate attendance of the House
in the Council Chambiler.

'he louse attended, and being returned,
Mr. Speaker reportcd, that Ilis Excellency had been pleased to make a Speech to

both Hoises, and of which he had, to prevent rnistakes, procured a copy, whicli he
read to the Ilouse, and is as follows

"Mr. President, and Genthnnen of fHiç Majestys Council;
" Ar. S;peaker, rind Gentlemen f the flouse of A-sen!ly ;

LI*AVE called you together at a scason which is not, i fear, the most conveni-
ent, in conscquence of having received an intimation from His Mlijesty's Go.

vernment whicli gave me every reason to appreliend tiat at a later period I should
be deprived of the pleasure of meeting you in Session, to bring forward sone import..
ant business which I wish to recommend, in person, toyour consideration. -

" In füirtherance cf those objects, and in your other deiiberatemns for the public good,
I have no doubt tlat I shall continue to receive that assistance ftirti your zeal, wisdom,
and loyalty, which I have hitherto had the high satisfaction to experience, in my
Administration of the Goverrment of this Province.

" Although
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AlItholizlh the lRevenue of the present year nav not be quite equal to that of ihe
past, Vet, I am111 happy to hav it in my power to s:iv, that in this contingent fluctuation,
which maiiiy be easily accounted for, there is nothmng to apprehend fbr the flture, and
tiat tli fi;ilicial resources cif the Country are substantially souînd and unimpaired.

The Treasurer's A ccounts shall be laid before you as soon as they can be prepar-

ed :md I rely on your making provision fbr the ordinary services of' the Province.
I shall likewise cause to be laid before you, statenents drawn up by the person

wham I havc appointed to exami:e and report upon the expenditure of the Public
Monies.

"To give the fullest and surest effect to a measurc so important, I instructed that
Geitleman, not only to make a strict and efficient audit of each and every account of
expXniture for the present year, but furthei to have retrospect to a period at which
it appeared laterial to commence ; and to carry forward, bv distinct years, L state-
ment showing the ainount of appropriations in each, so to exhîibit an accurate and coni.
prehensive view of the state of the expenditure to the present time. Referring to those
state-nents, and in due consideration of the advances andi heaîy expenses which h:ave
been ine'ulrrel on account of a yet recent calamity, I recommend the expediencv of
making- less liberal approþriations than usual, for some of the extraordinary and other
servces of the Country, and a rigid observance of economy, util those floating ad-
vances art, redemed.

I an liappy to acquaint you tilat various important operations of internal improve-
mn'It ive made Colsiderable advancement during the present vear. lHad those re-
treic.imets in the expenlditure of the Country, whici I now recommend, been sud-
deily introducel, wlei the late severe depression occurred, many of the Public
Wo. ks then under execution nust have bcen suspended, and the Country subjectcd
ta great additional distress, froin the more general stagnations so thrown upon her
internal operations. Being enabled, by a particular arrangement, to keep those works
in full activity, I deeied it highly expedient rather to cause thiem to proceed w'ith
increaisei spirit, than to relax in exertion- whicli I perceived would be highly produc-
tire, as wedl as iii other respects beneicial. The efiect is apparent ; and in reviewing-
the past period of depression in the Commercial affairs of the Country, it is highly
consolatoy to perceive that the liberal grants wlich you have made, realized and
promptly applied as they have been, to the more important Public Works, have effèct-
e] more tian was countemplated, or could, in other times, have been accomplished,
witi equal means.

To Agricauhure and the Fisheries, as the main sources of prosperity and wealth, I
partieularly and earnestly desire always to engage yur continued and most serious
attention. I amn happy to perceive in aill quarters ot the Province, that the system of
Agriculture, in all its branches, continues to make great and visible improvement.
The encouragement whicli vol' have given to both, lias been highly salutary ; but
the fruits are still vastly insliflicient ; and the Country is paying dearly, and suffering
grievously f1rom these deficiencies. These two great branches of industry are inti-
matelv and inseparably connected ; for Agriculture is the basis of public vealth.
Ilere»they are obviously seeking to go hand in hand, and I present them together for
you- prctection, becauise an incrased cultivat;on of both is as essential to the com-
lhercial prosperity, as it is to the internal well-being ofthe Country. When erterprize

and in.luistrv, whil it has been, and is your wise policy to direct to those sources,
shail have succeeded in renderng them pit.nteouts, articles of Provincial growth and
production, wil become staple subjects in ;mportant and lucrative branches of trade,
whîichî are now commencing under inconvenience and difliculty, from these being in
defect. Profit to the Mereliant, and substantial advancage to the Country, will then
more cernly accrue. Capita!, accunulatiî.g and circulating in thed'rovince, wlhen
no longer abstracted, as at presenît, in it, intrinsically val able part, will f'urther
facilitate the pursuits nf inlustry, and tender ail the internai transactions of the
Country, more active and intense. Connerce will then find itself enabled to extend

and
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and gen2ralize its operations, with the fairest prospects; and the Province, resting and
dealing more securely, upon real and inherent resources, will no longer be exposed to
suiffer, as she lias done, from any external depression that may occur ; but wlich wil[
still be impending over her, from a single cause, so long as she continues to bend lier
force, so exclusively, on a single pursuit.

" It affords me infinite pleasure to perceive the distinct inprovement which lias for
sonetine been taking place in the Commercial Affairs ofthe Mother Country. I
congratlate you on this, and on the fair expectation that nay be entertained, that
this inprovement is about to reach those branches of Trade, in whiclh this Province is
more immediately concerned. In this favourable conjuncture, which it will beliove the
Country to meet with discretion and circunspection, it nay be well to consider, whe-
thicr some measures might not be devised for better specifying the technical descrip-
fion, and regulating the manufacture of the great staple production of the Couintry ;
so to uplold that important commodity in public estimation and demand, in a degree
justly commensurate vith its nattral good qualities, and due to the facilities with
whiclh it niay at all tines be exported.

" I particularly reconncud to your continued lioerality, the Institutions of Educa..
tion and Learning, for which you have hitherto providced. I shall cause to be laid
before you some Reports which I have called for upon a very important class of those
InstitUtions, necesisary, in themselves, to give a corpetent degree of classical and
other edication, to youing persons not destined for the leaned professions; and essen-
tially so to provide ifr youth, in the different Counties of.the Province, the ieans of
qualifying thenselves to enter wit advantage, and duly to profit by, that noble In-
stitution which the patronage and munificence of our Most Gracious Sovereigi, and
the wisdon and liberality ot the Legislature of this Province, have enabled me to es-
tablish in this Capital. Should it appear, from these Reports, that the Institutions of
which they treat, mayr be rendercd more generally and actively beneficial, you will
propose whatever yourjoint wisdom may suggest, for acconplisiing so important a
purpose.

"I have grea! satisfaction in acquainting you that, in compliance with mîy represen.
tations, a neasuire has been adopted by Ilis Majesty's Governient, fbr completing
the armanent ofall the Militia Forces of this Province, without any charge upon its
local Funds. I shall have occasion to communicate with you by Special Message, on
sone arrangemets, relating to this important subject. Confident, nov, in the full
efficiency of an excellent Militia Systein, to the fbrmatioi of which My attention lias
long been devoted, and vhich you have enabled nie to establish, by Law.--Provided
with every requisite by which to render that systen practically efficient, when neces-
sary; and convinced of the sentiments and spirit wlhicl would ainimate and iunspire it
for the defènce an d security of the Coumtry, I congratulate you on the perfection of a
ineasure upon which so mueh reliance nay justly be placed in the day of need ; and
which, by ajudicious exercise of the powers vested in nie, will be lightly feit by the
People, vhen no need is. I recommend titis systei to your continued support, in all
its essential provisions.

" The liberal appropriations whichi you iavc rade for the improvement of the Great
Roads, have, in general, becn appliei to the best advantage. New and iniportant
communications have been op<ened and established, in directions highly essential to
the business and convenience of the Province ; and others wili be brought, in turn,
under the sane circumîspect and substarntial principle of management and execution,
to such extent as you may consider it suitable to the circumstances of the Country to
undertake. In revising the Law, I reconmend you to consider of the expediency of
introducing some amenrdment for more effectually regulating, and applying, Statute
Labour on the Great Iloads ; and likewise to reconsider the principle upon which it
is assessed in the Country generally, with a view to regulate it according to somne
scale thiat nay be adapted to the different circumstances of the People.

1'I took an early opportunity of bringing under the consideration. of a former As-
senbly. the expediency of ascertaining the practicability, and probable cost,- of open-
ing a water communication across the narrow Isthnus which separates the Gulph of
St. Lawrence fromn the Bay ofFundy. The practicability of such an undertaking has

been
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been satisfactorily ascertained ; but it would not have been prudent for New-runs-
Nwick to take the execution upon herself ; and the circumstances of those tirnes were
not altogether propitious for bringing it forward on general grounds. But in the
presentstate of the British inter-colouial Trade, the accomplishinent of this great pro-
ject becomes an object of so much national importance, that I have recoimm'nended it,
in the strongest manner, to the paternal consideration of HIlis Majesty's Govetrnent,
and to the Governiments of the adjoining Provinces. Copies of ny cnnmunications
on this subject, shall be laid before you. Though lnot to be undertaken solely on
New-Brtunswick account, this is a ieasure in whichi she is most nearly concerned, and
which could not procced without your concurrence. In the documents which have
been prepared for your information, you will find reason suicient to induce vou to
give to the measure, the fullest consideration ; and, without giving any precise pledge,
these will incline vou to afford whatever conditional contribution nay appear to cor-
respond with the particular position and circuinstances of this Province, vie-wed re-
latively with the general objects of the 2oeasuire ; and with the extent to which New-
BruiiswiLk may participate, with the other North American Provinces and the West
India Colonies, generally, in a National Work which it may fairly be considered w ill
be beneficial to ail.

"1 The interests of this Province very urgently require your immediate attention to
sme gerieral neasur by whici the approach to, and navigation ofour Coasts, may
be facilitated and rendered more safe, by the establshmnent of additional Lighit louses.
I arn persuaded that you perceive the absolute necessity, and policy, ofproviding for
a gradual application of these saleguards, in a manner that will admit of devotng rto
that specific purpose, generally, whatever sums may purport to be levied tor this par-
ticular object. Such mneans s.all be applied with the utmost care and circumsp-
tion, in a nanner that will be satisfactory and beneficial to ail the navigation, shipping
and local interests concerned.

" The several oljects which I have thus recom:nended to your particuîlar conisidera-
tion, arc ail essential, and in the nearest and dearest degrees. to ylour well being and
happiness ; ii a prudent nanagement of your finances, and a judicious application of
your income ; in providing for the Education and Instruction ut' youth ; an inidustri,
eus im'provenent of the internal condition, public and donestie economy of the
Province; a spirited cultivation of its natural resources ; a discreet and well regulated
deai ing n that great staple, upon the character of which, the stability and prodhietive-
ness o one main branch of your externat transactions will chiefly depend ; and, emi..
n en tly, upon a fixed and permanent degree of attention, to secure and iaintain this
Province, as an integral part of the British Empire.

" In the personal observation which I have bestowed upon the local circumirstances
and natural resources of this Country ; and in the studies by wlich I have endeavour-
ed to qualify myself to execute, to the best ofrmy powers, the duties with which I an
intrusted, i find, at every step, much reason to remark, (notwitlhstanding the great
calamity an-. depression of recent times,) how favored the Land, how fortuinate the
People, who, with constituents of prosperity such as these, are called to improve then
under circumstarces so greatly to their own advantage ! and I am sure that, first,
with devout sentiments of than!ùfulness to the Alnighty Dispenser of ail Good, you
fully appreciate those blessings, and are gratelul for the other advaitages you enjoy.

Iii a position one of the lcast rerote from the parent State ; ar.d remarkably fa.
vouired, iii prodictions as we!l as in localities, for constant and mutually advantageous
intercourse vith ier, and with other of her Colonies.-Protected by lier power, and
free to participate in the benefits of her extended commerce, which she adapts with
special regard to the interests ofthese Possessions.-With a rich and fertile soil, over
whcic cultivation and its attendant benefits are gradually extending theni conifrts and
their blessings; or, wherc still in a virgin state, abounding vith valuable productions
whcà will long enable this Province to contribute to the commercial and maritimre
greatness of the Empire, ai, at the sane Lime, if properly managed, improve lier owi
condition and enrich hersel.-Intersected with itivers, and other water conrunica-
tions, extending, fromn near the centre where this Capital is fast rising iii consideratioi
and importance, to every part of the Seaboard, wlere, at the Estuaries of roble Rivers,

a flourishming
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a flourishing and populous City, thriving Towns, and dense Communities, about to
become such, have already arisen.-Surrounded by Seas, teeming with sources of fu-
ture wcalth and power; and not deficient, in the more unexplored recesses of her
Soil, of other inherent resources, which, at a suitable season, it will become prudent
and productive to develope.- Enjoying all the rights and privileges of Britibh Sub.
jects, under the Paternal Governnent of our Most Gracious Sovereign, and a wise
system of Laws, framed by yourselves, adninistered at the charge of your generous
and affectionate Parent.-%Witi capabilities of high statistical value, such as these, in
the possession of a hardy, loyal, industrious and well disposed population, I hold not
too high the advantages which ynu may secure to yourselves, and transmit to your
descendants; nor indulge too freely in the hope and expectation, that New-Brunswick
shall floirish in no conmmon degree, if her iniabitants continue to show that they
know how to estimate the blessings, and improve the advantages they possess; and if
proper measures be taken, by all on whom it may depend, to promote and secure
them."

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Mr. Allen, a Member for York County, then addressing himself to the Clerk, said-
" Mr. Wettnore,
" His Excellency the Lieutenant-Governor having been pleased, by Message to this

House, to direct that they proceed to the choice of a Speaker, I now rise to nominate
Charles Simonds, Esquire, as a fit person to be elected to that important situation.
That Gentleman's long experience as a Member of this House, connected with his
acknowledged acquaintance of the usages and proceedirigs of the British Parliament,
I think justifies an opinion, that, if elected, he will conduct the duties of the Chair
with dignity, ability, and independance; and at ail times maintain the privileges of
the House in the most ample manner."

And the motion being seconded by Mr. Hayward, a Member for the County of

Thus it will appear to the House, that no Auction Duties have been collected in

any part of the Province, but Saint John, for the last three years; and only one pay-
ment each from the Counties of York and Charlotte, and two fron Northumberland
in ten years, notwithstanding there have been several Persons licensed as Auctioneers
in most of the Counties, a list of whom lias been laid'before the House.

" Your Committee find that it has been the custom to require persois licenced, to
enter into Bond to the King with sureties, conditioned for their due accounting and
faithful observance of the provisions of the Act of Assembly.

"It wil be seen by reference to the Act of Assembly, 26, Geo. 3, c. 44, that in order
more
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more effectually to secure the Duty, Auctioneers are expressly enjoined not to seli
until they have entered into recognizance with sureties betbre some Judge of the Su-
prerne Court or Common Pleas, duly to account, &c.: Your Committee are not fully
informed whether this reccgnizance lias been required in addition to the Bond before
mentioned, but they are led to suppose that tie Bond to the King has been takei in
lieu of the recognizance, being considered, probably, as equally effectual, and more
convenient for the person licenced to enter into.

" The said Act also directs that all Auctioneers shall render accounts to the Pro-
vince Treasurer on oath, every three months,and within twenty-one days thereafterpay
the Duty, under the penalty of £.50 for each and every offence.

" Your Committee, feeling quite satisfied, from the information they had obtained,
that there have been many sales by Anction, ofGoods liable to the Duty, of which no
account lias been rendered, and that in many parts ofthe Province the saliitary provi-
sions of the Act have been almost entirely defeatcd, are at a loss to account for this,
except from the circumstance of the Act not expressly authorizing the payment to be
made to the Deputy Treasurers in their respective districts as well as the Province
Treasurer.

" They respectfully siiggest that the Deputy Treasurers should be authorized and
required to carry into effect the said Law ; and that soine prompt measures should be
adopted to oblige the several Auctioneers to render accounts and make payments of the
arrears which may now be due from them.

" Your Committee are fully convinced of the importance of this measure, not only
as a great national undertaking, which would fully deserve the attention of the Mother
Country, but also one, which when accomplished, cannot fail to be highly beneficial
to this Province , as affording a more safe and easy commâunication, between its differ.
ent Sea Ports : and also enabling the interchange of Commodities, between the Cana-
das and Prince Edward Island, and the Ports ofthis Province, situated on the Bay of
Fundy, to be made in a much shorter time, and at a much les risk than can be now
effected.

"Your Committee think the advantageswhich will be derived by our Sister Colonies
from this work, are so obvious tbat they cannot doubt, that large contributions would
be made by the Legislaturesof the Canadas, Nova Scotia, and Prince Edward Island,
towards the completion of it, and it appears proper that any measure which it inight
be deemed advisable to adopf, should be taken in concert with those Provinces.

" Taking into consideration, the, as yet, inthant state of this Colony, the various and
increasing demands made on the Revenue, for the advancemrent of learning and edu.
cation ; the improvement of the internat communications of the Country; the encou-
rágement of Agriculture and ttie Fisheries ; the erection of public buildings, and
other matters which may be deemed ot paramount importance ; and viewing aiso thé
great depression that stili exists in the varinus branches of Commerce, in wlich this
Province was unhappily too deeply engaged, to recover from, in a very short period ;
Your Comnittee do not think it expedient, as yet, to commence the great work, re,
commended to their consideration, without large aid from the Mother Country, and
the cordial co-operation of fhe other North American Colonies.

" Should the British Government, for the general benefit of His Majesty's dominions,
either iii a Military or Coinnercial point of view, determine that it ought t be un-
dertakeñ ; your Committee, consider, it would be the duty of the General Assei-
bly, to render every aid in its power, by passil; in conjûnction with Nova Sco.

Lieutenîant-G overinor's Speech, at the opening of the present Session, which relates to
the Institutions of Education, with instructions to inquire into their present state, and
the best means of making thei more gcenerally useful, submitted a report, which he
read, and is as follows

" The attention of your Conmmittee was first directed to the University, now esta-
blished by Royal Charter, under the Great Seal of the United Kingdom, by the nane
of King's College : and they have prepared a Bill to provide for the Endowmenit of
the same, in conformity to the previous Resolutions of the House.

" As the Grammar School at Fredericton was established by the Governor and Trus-
tees of the late College, and will now of course be under the superintendance of the
new Corporation ; your Conmmittec have deemed it proper, that the annual sum granit-
cd shouldbe attheir disposa!, to be applied to the Endowmient of the University and
cetablishment and support of collegiate Schools ; conceiving that the sum of £1100,
pledged by the Resolution of the House of 25th Feb., 1826, was intended to cover
the expense of both E.tablishments, so far as Provincial aid could be extended.

" Your Committee having next examined the several reports made of other Gram-
mar Schools in the Province ; and from these, and the information they have obtain-
ed froni other quarters, that great objection is made to the present site of the Grammar
School in King's County ; and that in Northumberland, the Inhabitants of Newcastle
are desirous that the Provincial allowance should be applied to the support of two
Schools, one on each side of the liver.

" As no Petit-ion has been presented to the House, on the subject cf either of the
above Schools ; your Committee are not prepared to say vhether or no the suggested
alterations should be made.

The following is an abstract of the School reports
"In Kings County School, the Scholars were, in August, 1827, 7 Boys, 2 of whon

were for English ouly, and 4 Girls. No free Scholars.
« Queens Coty, November, 1828, 17 Boys, and il Girls, one of the Boys wasa

free Scholar ; but the report does not state what nunber were Grammar Scholars.
. " Sunbury. The report dated May, 1828, states, that in the course of theyear, 86
Boys had attended the School, 11 of whom were fre- Scholars : the number of Scho-
lars in the School at any one period is not stated, neither are the number of Grammar
Scholars specified.

" Charlotte County. The report is not dated, but gives the number of Scholars to
be, 10 Grammar, and 2 English.

" Northumberland, May, 1828. 12 Grammar, and 5 English.
" Westmorland, May, 1828. 8 Grammar and 21 English.
"i There are no free Scholars mentioned in either of the three last named Schools:

The Bye Laws of the several Schools seem to afford all proper facilities for the admis-
sion of free Scholars ; and that so few of that class embrace the opportunity afforded
of obtaining good education, is to be regretted, though your Committee beg to observe,
that they see no cause to impute to the Trustees, or Mlasters, any blame on this head.

6 Your Committee observe, that in Westmorland and Sunbury, the Schools are
taught by the Rectors of the Parishes : That persons holding those stations are emi.
nently qualified by their learning and characters, to have charge of Schools, is most
probable, but how far the constant attendance necessarily required of Schoolmasters is
compatible -with the due discharge of their sacred functions, may be questioned :
Although cases may occur in whichi these objections would not be insurmountable,
your Committee have no hesitation in saying that in general such an arrangement
·should not be encouraged.

" There are no returns before the House from the Grammar Schools at Fredericton
and St. John, the Act of Assembly not requiring them to render sucb, but your Con.

mittee
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mnittee are informed and believe the number of Sciolars continues nearly the sane as
for some years past, and tliat the Schools are conducted in an unexceptionabie rnan-
ner.

" Your Committee are fully convinced of the benefit derived to the Province from
the Establishment of Grammar Schools ; and the expediency of stdl contributing
largely to their support from the public purse ; but after a fuil consideration, they are
of opinion that the sunis now provided by Law, are larger than the present cireum-
stances of the Country, and state of the Revenue will admit. As the arrangements
fbr the preseut year have probably been made with the fuil expectation of the Schools
receivir.g the sums specitied in the several Acts of Assembly, your Comniittee think
that it wot:ld operate unj ustly, to make any great reduction in the Appropriation at
this Session ; but they have prepared a Bill to provide for the gradual reduction of the
public expenditure in this respect, in which they have inserted sone other provisions
appearing to them advisable.

" The attention of your Committec vas next directed to the Sclools established on
the Madras system ; and although t.hcy are fully satisficd of the great advantage of
these Institutions, in Towns or thickly settled places, where a great number of poor
children are collected, than could receive instruction in the ordinary way, yet they
have great reason to doubt whether any benefit has been derived from the adoption of
this systeni in the common Parish Schools ; neither do they think it necessary that
these Schools should be encouraged by an additional premium, to place themselves
under the Madras regulations.

" The Parish Schools established under the provisions of the Act of Assembly, and
in which the great bulk of the people are mainly interested, appear to be rapidly ex-
tending their useflness in the diffcrent sections ofthe Province: Founded as they are
on the wise principle of giving the blessings of education to the children of the poorer
classes, they stili, in the opinion of your Committee, deserve and require the foster-
ing care of the Legislature.

" Your Committee have prepared a Bill for making some alteration and amend-
ment in the existing regulations, which will, they hope, if enacted, be found beneficial
in its operation.

<'HOWRD DOUGLAS.

" The Lieutenant-Governor, in answer to the Address of the louse of Assembly, of
"the 5th instant, assures the House that lie is always most sincerely disposed te pay
" the greatest attention to their Communications, and, when in his power, te comply
"with their wishes. In this instance, however, he finds himself obliged to observe,
"that as there are not in the Address of thé House, any specific articles of charge ex-
"hibited against His Majesty's Attorney-General, there are no grounds before the
"Lieutenant-Governor upon which he can direct any proceedings te be instituted
" against that Officer.

" The Lieutenant-Governor at the saine time cannot avoid expressing his regret,
"that the House of Assembly should have withield an allowance from the Office of
"Attorney-General, merely upon statements made by a Member in the course of a
"Speech. The Lieutenant-Governor is so iure that the House of Assembly will,
" upon reconsideration, perceive into what length, and to what difficulties such a mode
"ot proceeding, if acted upon, would lead, that he will refrain from pointing out the
"nmanner in which it would tend to subvert the very foundations of -British liberty,
"and affect privileges çhich even the meanest of His Majesty's subjects claini as his
"Birthright, that of being heard in his defence before he can be deemed guilty,
"whether that defence relate to the security of his person, of his property, or of his
"reputation.

" The proceedings of the House in this case, appear to have deviated fron these
known
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" know and acknowledged usages of the Parliament of the United K ingdom, which are
"the only sure and constitutional guides by which the different branches of the Le-
"gislature can regulate their proceedings ; and a strict observance of which the

House solemnly pledged themselves to observe in 1793, in their Address in answer
"to the Speech of His Excellency the then Lieutenant-Governor, where they say,
" 'We recognize wilh perfect satisfaction the maxim which, upon the completion of
"' our Provincial Establishment and the institution of a Legislative Assembly, was,

S'in each department considered as fundamentally necessary to be observed.
" ' That our proceedings should in every instance be regulated by that standard,

"'which on similar occasions had been established by the practice of the Parent State,
"'and convinced of the propriety of conforming to examples that have been thus
"' sanctioned and confirmed by the wisdom of ages, we shall never deviate from them,
"' but in cases where our local circunistances and subordinate condition May render
"'it necessary."

A Message from His Excellency the Lieutenant-Governor,
Mr. Secretary Odell delivered the following Message :-

" NEW-BRUNSWICK.
"MESSAGE to the HOUSE OF ASSEMBLY,

" 27th January, 1829.
1 HOWARD DOUGLaS. .
" The Licutenant-Governor acquaints the House of Assembly, that le lias been di-

rected by lis Majesty's Government to make the following communication te the
" Assembly on the.subject ot the Salaries to the Officers of Eis Majesty's Customs.

" lis Majesty's Government have had under their consideration the Addres3 of the
Ilouse of Assembly of New-Frunswick, and also the representations which have
been made from the other North American and the West India Colonies, with res-
pect to the mode of paying such Salaries.
" The main object of His Majesty's Government in the abolition of Fees upon
shipping, fron which the Officers of the C(ustoms had, for a long course ofyears de-
rived their ernolument, being Colonial relief, it must be considered unfortunate that
this abolition shîould have taken place, before some satisfactory arrangement had been
made with the Colonies for permanently providing for the Salaries of those Officers.
"'A lthough it night have been better te have made the abolition contingent upon the

" Maintenance of thiat exclusive dependance of the Officers abroad on the departnent
at home, whiich lias always hitherto been maintained, and which appears essential to
flie satisfactory discharge of their duties, both as regards the Mother Country and

"the Colony in which they may be stationed, His Majesty's Government cannot be-
lieve tiat the circumstance of the relief havirig been giver in the first instance by

"the immediate abolition of the Fees, can operate upon the Colonial Legislature, te
the disadvantage of the Officers themselves, or can be considered aground for throw-

"ing a further burthen on the Mother Cointry, or for invading the just and acknow-
"ledged right of the Crown, to appoint the Officers of the Customs, and to assign to
" them a reasonable and proper remuneration.

"On the cortraty, His Majesty's Government have the fullest confidence, that when
" the Colonial Legislature shall have had under their consideration the actual circum-
" stances of the case, and the real nature of the authority given te the Officers te pay
"their Salai ies, out of the gross Revenue which may come into their hands, they will
"not be disposed to resist an arrangement, which cannot but be for their own advantage.

" Itappears te His Majesty's Government to be without a doubt, that under the
Statute 1Sth Geo. 3, c. 12, the power to deduct, (from the Revenue levied under the
Acts of Parliament and paid over te the Receiver-Geneial of the Colony,) the ex-

« pense of collection is expressly reserved to the Crown.
" The Section directs " the nett produce to be applied to the use of the Colony,"

"and although the 6th Geo. 4, c. 14, directs that the produce of the duties raised un-
der that Act should be paid over for the use of the Colony, yet the 1oth Section of
the sane Act expressly declares, that nothing in that Act shall extend to alter the

"provisiois of the 18th Geo. 3, c. 12, which authorized the previous deduction of the
" expense ofcollection. The opinion ofthe Law Officers of the Crown is express, that

the Salaries of the Officers, in the case ot the duties raised under 6th Geo. 4, c. 114, as
"in that, of those reccived under former Acts, are legally payable out of the gross

produce,
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a produice, and that the balance alone, after suci payment, is to be paid over to the
" Colonial Oflicers.

" Although the objections whicl have been made, that the expense of collection
does not iiclude the Salaries of the Officers, and that the Oflicers are not requisite for
Colonial purposes, cannot, in the opinion ot His Majesty's Government, be support-

"ed, yet the Lientenant-Governor has been expressly commanded to acquaint the
House of Assenbly, that it never was intended, nor is it now proposed, that a larger

"charge for Officers Salaries, should, in consequence of the abolition offees, be impos-
ed on this Province ; still less that the Mother Country shotild derive pecuniary ad-
vantage from the change ; and all that is desired by His Majesty's Government is,
that tlhe relief, which it has been their desire to afibrd to the Colonies, hy the abo-

"lition of fes, should not be made the means ofadditional and unreasonable burthens
upon the Revenue at home.
"-To show to what extent reliet has been afforded to the Colonies,generally, by this
measure, it is necessary to remark, that the sums levied in the several ports in the

"shapeof fees, on shipping, previous to the 6th Geo. 4, anounted to about £103,000,
" while the total of the new and reduced Salaries of Officers of Customs, proposed to
"be defrayed out of the Colonial Revenue, amounts to no more than £73,0oo.

" It is also proper to observe, that fees to a large amount, beretofore paid to the
" Naval Officers in the several Colonies, have been abolished, and that the compensa-
" tion to these Officers, in lieu of those fees, is now paid out of the Revenue of Great
" Britain ; the compensation.so paid in the last year amounted to £5,600 : 16 : .

" The Lieutenant-Governor lias been further instructed to acquaint the House of
" Assembly. that His Majesty's Government, with every disposition to give due
" wcight to the observations which have been urged by the Colonies, have not failed
" to notice the statements made relative to the burthen under the former system, not
"being wholly borne by the Colonies.

" His Majesty's Government have not however deemed it necessary that the exact
"proportions in wlich the fees on shipping were a tax upon the Colony, and the Mo-
"ther Country, should be precisely defined.

" To the extent of that proportion whiclh fell upon the Colony, the repeal of them
c has bcen a nicasure of Colonial relief, and that.relief will be further extended by the
e addition now proposed to be made to the charges on the Revenue at home.

" lis Majcsty's Government have also consented that the Crown Revenues should
" continue to be charged with the incidentai expences ofthe collection of the Customs,
" and with the compensation which it bas been found necessary to assign to the Cus-
"'toms Officers, whose Salaries have been reduced; and if thereshould be any Colony

in which the Salaries to the Officers exceed the amount of fees formerly levied, it is
"not intended that the excess should be defrayed by the Colony.

" Witlh these qualifications, however, it has appeared to His Majesty's Government
" by no means an unreasonable expectation, that the Colonies should either acquiesce
" in the deduction from the duties received in the Colony of the adequate Salaries now
"fixed for the Oflicers, or should themselves, vhich wili be equally satisfactory, make

a permanent provision for the Oflicers to that amount.
" By the adoption of either alternative, the additional expense thrown upon the Mc-

"ther Country will not be extravagant, and the Customs Officers enjoying Salaries
" which are considered moderate, will stili be placed in that state of independence
" which is essential to the due discharge of their duty.

" The Lieutenant-Governor is further instructed'to acquaint the Assembly, that
" His Majesty's Government have deened it advisable to postpone recommending to

Parliament any amendnent of the Act 6th Geo. 4, c.1 Il., until they shall have be.

l We the Council and Assembly of New-Brunswick, beg with sentiments of the

deepest respect, te approach your Majesty with this Address ; and to represent to
your Majcsty the peculiar situation, in which several f.rustv and highly respectable In-
dividuals, ir. this Province, are placed, by the operation ofcertain Provisons, in the
existing act of the Imperial Parliament, being the tSth Geo. 2, cap. 7, for natiralizing
such Persons, as are settled, or shallsettle, in your Mjesty's North Ainerican Colonies;
which requires that "no Person shall be naturalized by Virtuz ofthis Act, unless such.

Per.son
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Person shall have received the Sacrament of the Lord's Supper, in some Protestant and
reformed Congregation, vithin this Kingdoi of Great Britain, or within some of the
Colonies in Anierica, within three months next before his taking or subscribing the
said Oath."-The Parties, in whose behalf, we thus venture to Address Your Majes-
ty, are Persons; who, since the Independence of the American States, have removed,
or would remove hither with a view to become permanent Settlers in your Majesty's
Colonial Dominions, but who find themselves precluded from so doing, by certain re-
ligious scruples, which will not permit then to participate in the Holy Sacrament for
their temporal purposes, and who are thereby debarred from availing themselves of the
high Privileges, arising from this Act of Parliament.

" We therefore most humbly pray, that your Majesty will be graciously pleased, to
take this Address into your Royal Consideration and direct that the 2d section of the
Act of the 18th Geo. 52, c. 7, be brought before the Imperial Parliament, with a view
to the repeal of this particular provision, therein contained.

" The Lieutenanit-Governor acquaints the House of Assembly, that in consequence
of the want ofnoncy in the 'T'rcasury to meet several urgent demands upon it, lie was
under the necessity of appiving to the President, Directors, and Company of the
Bank of New-Brunswick, in whose hands the Casual Revenue was deposited, to make
advances out of the sanie, for the payment of the several warrànts drawn for grants of
1826 and 18-7, with an understanding that the same should be replaced ont of the
first :onies coning into thc! Treasury.

" The 3ank consented to rnakc the requisite advances, but having made a closede-
posit of the Crown money, appiied theirown finds, to thepayment of warrants, amount-
ing to £7,387: 10, a ist of which is herewith transmitted ; which warrants were
lodgel iii the Bank, there ta renain tntil the saine were taken up by the Treasury.

The Lieutenant-Governor furthcr informs the House, that the amount of the said
warrants still rerains due ta the Bank, the Directors of that Institution, having, in com-
pliance with the Lieultenant-Governor's request, agreed to extend the time for pay-
ment in fuli confdence that the Legislature would make provision for the interest up-
on the surns so advanced for tie Public Service.

" The Lieutenant-Governor considering that the public have derived much benefit
fron these advances, and that many necessary appropriations must have remained un-
paidto this day, had the lank requixed payment, as was first stipulated, recommends
to the louse of Assernbly, that interest should be paid on the amount of the saidwar-
rants, fromi stuch tinie as the House may consider proper under all the circumstances
of the case.

"The Lieutenant-Governor takes this opportunity.of communicating to the House
of Assenbly, certain regulations which were made by His Excellency and His Majes-
ty's Council, during the last Summer, to enforce a more strict observance of the pro-
visions of the Revenue Laws.

"i 1. In cases where it can be done without inconvenience, the Treasurer or Depu-
ty Treasurer, to send a notice to the principal of any instalment becoming due on a
Bond, a week or ten davs before the time of payment ; and if not paid to notify the
surety immediately.

" 2. A strict attention to the Rlvenue Law in future ta be enforced ; and that it be
incumbeit on the Treasurer or.Deputy Treasurer to send to the Attorney-General alt
Bonds, .:y part of which has been one month over d'ue and remainin inpaid.
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"s. That care be taken to have sufficient sureties, and partic»Iar reference be ha
to the sum for which persons proposed as sureties may already stand bound to the
Treasury.

« 4.. That it shall be the duty of the Attorney-General, within twenty. days after
the end of each year, to render, in duplicate, the following. accounts brought up to
the close of the past year, one copy to remain in the Secretary's Office, and the- other
to be laid before the- Assembly.

"First. A list of Bonds received froin the Treasurer and Deputy Treasurers speci-
fying the dates when the. same were received, and. particularly noting, . in, a distinct
colunn, such Bonds as were not received by him within two months after any instal-
ment thereon being in arrear, (which dllows a month for the transmission,) accompa-
nied by a statement of the proceedings had on such Bonds.

" Second. An account of the monies by him collected, specifying distinctly the
particular Bonds upon which payments have been made, with the time of such pay-
ments, and on account of the monies by 1im paid into the Treasury.

And further ordered, that Mr. Chandler acquaint the Council with the appointment.
Mr. Wyer, from the Committee appointed to wait upon His Excellency the Lieu-

tenhnt-Governor, with the Address of yesterday, praying that His Excellency would
be pleased to direct to be laid before the House an account of Seizures made by the
Revenue Cutters Elizabeth and Defiance, and the manner in which the seizures have
been disposed of, reported, that His Excellency was pleased to say he would direct the
proper Officers to lay the necessary information before the House at the opening of
the next Session.

On motion of Mr. Taylor.-Resolved, that the Clerk be authorized during the re-
cess, to have the Assembly Room carpeted, and also to have the desk extended, and
altered in form, so as to afford suflicient room for all the Members, and that this House
will make provision for payment of the expense.

The Joint Address of the Council and House of Asscmbly to His Majesty upon
the subject of the present system of disposing of Crown Lands, was read, as engrossed,
and agreed to, and is as follows :-

TO THE KING'S MOST EXCELLENT MAJESTY.
Thejoint and humble Address of Ilis Majesty's Council, and the Rouse of Assembly,

of Ris Majesty's Province of New-Brunswvick, in General Assemnbly convened.
lMAY IT PLFAsE YOUR MAJESTY.

T HE Council and House of Assembly cf His Majesty's loyal Province of New-
Brunswick, beg leave, with sentiments of the most profound respect, to approach

your Majesty on a subject, that most scriously concerns the settlement and advance-
ment of the Province.

They beg leave' most humbly to submit for your Majesty's mostGracious considera-
tion, that by the return of the Commissioner of'Crown Lands, it appears that he bas
sold under the new System of disposing of the Crown Lands in this Province, between
the Soth day of June, in the year 18_7, and the SstDecember last, 187,336 acres, for
whicli there has been received in payment, the sum of nine hundred and sixt-fve
pounds sizteen shillings andfourpence only ; that from this sum the incidental expen-
ses attending the Sales, amounting tofivce hundrcd and three pounds eiqhteen shillings
and eightpence, are to be deducted, leaving the sum ofjour hundred «nd si:cty-one
pounds seventeen shillings and sevcnpence, as the nett amount of the purchase noney.

That this sum, 1ogether with the deposits which have been made by purchasers, on
account of survey expenses, anounting toforty-nine pounds len shillings, are not
sufficient to defray the expenses incurred in the Surveyor-General's Department for
the surveys, made under the new systern, pursuant to his directions, amounting to the
sum of six hundred and sixty-onepounds nine shillings, and which have been allowed
out of the.Casual Revenue.

That altho' the lots have been sold subject to a proportionate part of the expenses
of survey, it is reasonably to be inferred from the indulgence shewn to purchasers, na-
ny of whon are in indigent circunstances, that the payment or these expenses in
many instances, wili be evaded.

The Council and Assembly humbly conceive, that the above statement is sufficient
to shew, how vain must be the expectation of raising a Revenue fron the sale of Crown
Lands in this Province ; while on the other hand, the injuries eventually to arise from
a system, so eminently calculated to demoralize the people, and to sap the foundation
of ail those political obligations, which would bind them to-the Mother Country, are
abundantly manifest to ail who are conversant with the condition of New-Bcunswick.

Altho' there may not be on the lands so sold, any considerable quantity of Pine
Timber, fit for His Majesty's use, yet there is in allof them an abundant supply ot very
valuable Timberof other descriptions; which,by the mode now pursued, is permitted to be
monopolized by the people indiscriminately, without any value paid therefor to the Crowrn,
or any security that the actual settlementof the Country wil be advanced; for it is well
and publicly kuown, that in many instances, this monopoly is the object of the Pur-
chasers, who, when they shall have attained it, and disposed of the Timber, will aban-
don the land demuded of most, if not ail, of its present value, and therebyrendered un-
-fit for settlement by others, The Purchasers will be thus trained to practice deliberate

Irau
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fraud upon the Government, by eluding the payment agrced on, and sone of the most
valuable lands in the Country, by pursuing this systen, vhich permlits then to occu-
py the same for seven years f rce of cxpense, either ot quit rent or purchase, indepen.
dently of the injury to be done to theni, will be locked up fi-om settlement, and thus
deprive .Emigrants who nay arrive here, as well as the descendants of those loyal men,
whose firn attaciment to their King, lcd then to encounter the hardships incident to
the first opening of the wilderness, from obtaining locations in situations where they
would be willing or able to f orin permanent settlcments.

Instead of a loyal, industrious, and sturdy Yeomanry, when lands arc held in free
and coumon soccage, and who would fec and maintain that spirit of determined loy-
alty to the King, and firni attachment to the British Constitution, which led to the first
settlemcnt of this Province, and wl:ich if cherished and supported, would rcnder New
Brunswick a highly valuable appendage of the, British Crown, the new system will be
the means of raising up a class of men, who, are of'idle habits in general, and stand low
in the public estimation, and who, holding their lands by a temporary and precarious
tenure, would take advantage of the first opportunity of placing themselves under a
fbreign jurisdiction, upon a promise ofbeing secured in their possessions without pay.
mcnt ; a promise which wilI be rcadily made by our neighbours upon any fit occasion
that may offer.

Tic mreans lcretotore in the power of the Governor and Council, and used by them
for ascertaining the characters and condition of the persons to whom allotnents of iand
wcre nmade, arc by the prcscnt systeni entirely donc away ; as ail persons, of whatever
description, are dilscriminately permitted to purchase, and tracts of the most valuable
land are thrown, it mnav be said, gratuitously into the hands of persons wlho will vield
to the t-ptatios above stated.

That in the opinion of the Council and Asscmbly, the great and increased expense
of taking out a Grant of Land under the new system, and the restraint which it impo-
ses on the settler, by compelling him to purchase a Lot not the object of his choice,
which is in generai influenced by somc local cause, have retarded the settlement of
the Country. in confirmation of this fact they beg leave hunbly to state, that i the
ycars 1s285 and 18Cf, two hundred and sixty-two Grants of Land, conprising five lun-
dred and six Grantees, were passed, while under the new system, no Grants have as
ve passed, awd only nme have bcn applied for.

That in thi Province there arc nany million- of acres of wilderness lands, upon
the settlement of which the fuiurc prosperity of the Country must depend: That inthe
opinlion of the Council and A sscmbly, no circunstance could contribute more to the ac-
conplishnentofthis important oblect, than facility in obtaininga Grant of Land, and
ut low and moderate expense. The Council and Assembly, grateful for the manv
blessinîgs they enjoy under your Majesty's paternal Government, which is distinguisl-
cd for its solicitude to pronote the prosperity and happiness of any part of your vast
Empire, however remote its situation ; mnost humbly pray that your Majesty will take
ninto your nost Gracious consideration, the present system of disposing of the Crown

Lands, by sale, and to grant such relief in the premises as toyour Majesty, in your great
wisdom, shall seem me.

Ordered, that the Report be accepted.
On motion of Mr. Crane-It appearing to this Hose that Treasury Bonds to a

large amount, taken many years ago, were remitted to the late Attorney-General for
collection, and that the proceeds thereof have not been paid into the Treasury, nor any
account whatever rendered to this House.-Thereupon resolved, that it is the opinion
of this House, that immediate ineasures should be taken to prevent loss to the Public
and that this Ilouse ought to be furnished with information on the subject, in order
that they may be able to judge whether the injury sustained in consequence of ie
delay in collection has been occasioned by the neglect or default of any and what Pub..
lic Officers.

On motion of Mr. Parkcr-Ordered that Mr. Ward be addcd to the Committee of
Correspondence, as well as the joint Committec of the Council and Assembly, to col-
lect information upon the subject of Penitentiaries.

" The assurances contained in this Address, and the sentiments which the House of
Assembly have at all times been pleased to express of mny measures, will enable me to
present myself to my Sovereign with some confidence, that my conduct iii discharging
the high trust of Administering the Government of this Province, will receive His
Majesty's Most Gracious approbation."
