From the
beds near the Island of Aliron, on the west
soast of France, in 1854 over 15,000,000 oys-
ters were taken. In 1863 only 400,000 counld
be found. Thus it required only nine years
1o destroy those beds. The English oyster
fishery near Falmouth employed with profit
oter 800 boats in 1865, and each boat could
tske from ten to twelve thousand oysters a
day. In 1876 only forty men and less than
forty boats could find employment, and soon
that number, small as it is, conl®only obtain
one hundred oysters a day. Thus it took
only ten years to destroy these beds. Where
once a large population lived npon these pro-
ducts of the sea, in 1870 a few poor fisher-
men, with their wives and child picked up

It is the freely expressed opinion of those
persons best informed regarding all matters
appertaining to the oyster fishery and trade
that unless prompt and effect we messuresare
adopted for the relief and preservation of the
natural oyster beds of the Chesapeake Bay,
the supply in a short time, from this
source, must invariably be exhansted.

As a consequence the packers and dealers
depend upon the supply from the waters of
this bay will be forced to luxuriatein idleness,
abandon the business, and close their estab-
ishments.

The writer; in dnest of items and tacts,
and desirous of discovering the falsity or
truthfulness of the grave ap-
prehensions entertained by the packers and
dealers, interviewed a large number of the
oyster fishermen. The universal answer wis
that the supply rapidly falls. Over the en-
tire area of tge Chesapeake Bay many natar-
‘beds, or *“‘rocks” as they term them, are

troyed or practically worthless, The

rowing ecarcity is more and more noticeable
@very year.
They also say that oysters of good quality
are difficult to obtain anywhere. A number
of the best beds where oysters of a fine
quality once grew are now totally exhausted,
This is true of many parts of the bay, Tan-
gler’s sound and the mouths of large rivers
that empty into the bay. Unless relief is
soon found, they think the existence of such
beds will be a matter of history.
In twenty-five years the oysters in
Tangier have diminished two-thirds and in
Pocomoke four-fifths. How long it will take
to reduce the remaining fraction it is not
difficult to imagine. Whereas, one vessel
used to obtain a full cargo with a day or two's
fishing, now several vessels are employed to
load one in the same time. Vessels that used
to bring back one thousand or fifteen hundred
bushels at & trip now average only five or six
hundred bushels.

Moreover, a few years ago one thousand
veasels were licensed to fish for oysters in
the Chesapeake Bay and its tributaries. Now
the number of licensed vessels will not exceed
four hundred. To use every means possible
to obtain a good qualityand asufficient quan-
tity of oysters, the Baltimore packers have
offered & most liberal advance in price. Yet
.t does not wholly avail, from the simple fact
"hat the supplies have failed.

The well-known *Cove oysters,” 8o uni-
versally popular and so highly prized a few

What is the remedy for this growing scare-
ity that will soon, if unchecked, prove a great
calamity? How can we prevent the exter-

He went to Iowa, and first settled on some
wild land in Decatur County, where he strug-
gled to earn a scanty living, having been all
his life unused to manual labor.  He some-
timea asked his wife to rend him means, anl
to come herself ; both of which she promised
te do, but never did.

After some years of single life he took a
wife in Towa; and lived on a farm on Duck
Creek, near Davenport, as we have eaid.

In provincial towns the local communal au-
thorities were required to furnish the criminal
draught. As soon_as the eulprit bad drunk
of the stupefying draught the execution took
place. In accordance with thes Mosiac code
four kinds of death were inflicted, each ap-
propriate to a distinct series of crime ston-
ing, strangling, burning and decapitation,
Nothing ean be more absurd than the no-
tions generally current respecting the manner
in which these punishments were carried out
among the Jews. The stoning of the Bible
and the Talmud was not, as vulgarly sup-
posed, & pell-mell casting of stones at &
oriminal; the burning had nothing whatever
in comnion with the process of consuming by
fire a living person as practised by the church-
men of the Middle Ages; nor did the strang-
ling bear any rosemblanee to our English
mode of putting criminals to death. The
stoning to death’ of the Talmud was
performed s follows: The c’r.lmmnf

ducted to an el
of his attire if a man, and then hurled to the
ground below. The height of the eminence
from which he was thrown was always more
than fifteen feet ; the higher, within certain
limits, the better. It was not, however, o be
80 high as to smash or disfigure the body.
This was & tender point with the Jews ; man
wag oreated in God’s image, and it was not
permitted to diccreate the temple shaped by
Heaven's own hand. The first of the witnesses
who bad testified against the condemned man
acted as execationer, in mccordance with
Deut. xvii. 7. 1f the convict fell face down-
ward he was turned on his back  If he was
not quiet dead, a stoue, 50 leavy as to require
two persons to carry it, was taken to the top
of an eminence whence he had been thrown ;
the second of the witnesses then hurled the
stone 8o as to fall on the culprit below. This
process, however, Was seldom necessary ;
the semi-stupefied condition of the eonvict
and the height from which he was cast ensuz-
ing instant death. The bouies of those con-
demned for hlasphemy or idolatory were nub-
sequently hung upon & gallows untif dusk ;
in otber cases immediately after execntion
the eorpse was interred. Outside every town
there were two cemeteries for criminals—oné
for those sentenced to be stoned or burned ;
ono for those deeapitated or hanged. As soon
as the flesh had disappeared the skeleton
could be removed to the family burying-place.
A few days after an execution the friends and
relatives of the dead man—he was no longer
regarded a8 an offender—called upon the
judges who had tried him, Thig was
a tacit ncknowledgment that the pun-
jshment had been justly awarded ;
and that those charged with  the
administration of the law were regard.cd
with fo revengeful feelings by the family
and connections of the unforfunato man.
A criminal sentenced to death by burning
was exccuted in the following manner :—
ghallow pit some two feet deep was dug in the
ground. In this the same culprit was placed
standing upright. Around his legs earth
was shovelled and battened firmly down until
ho was fiked up to his knees in the soil. A
strong cord was now brought, and & very
goft cloth wrapped around it. This wag
passed once around the offendor’s neck.
Then two men cama forward, each grl‘tﬂ])&'d
an end of the rope and pulled hard, Suffo-
cation was immediate. As the cnm‘lamue_d
man felt the strain of the cord, »nud insensi-
bility supervented, the lower jaw dropped.
Into the mouth thus opened & lighted wick
was quickly shrown. This constituted the
burning.

Decapitation was performed by the ;er
after the fashion of the gurrounding nations.
It was considered the most humiliating, the
most ignominious and degrading death thpt
any man could suffer. It was the penalty in
cases of assassination and deliberate murder.
It was incurred by those who wilfully and
wantonly slew a fellow-man with & stone or
any other implement of stone or iron. It
was likewise the punishment meted out >
all persons guilty of pagenism-and living in
atown.

Strangulation was a form of death by
snffocation. 1t was effected as in burning.
The eculprit stood up to his knees in loose
earth. A soft cloth containing & cord was
wound around the meck. The ends being
tightly pulled in the opposite directiens, life
was soop extinct

SHARK'S TEXKTH.

[From Nature.]

T would draw attention to the operation _ol
{he teeth of the shark on the seizure of its
prey. I recollect in Nicholson's ** Zoology" &
statement to the following effect: * The
gharks have teeth arranged in several rows, of
which only the outermost is employed, the
other rows coming in to replace the outermost
when worn out.” In a recent visitto the
Cocos Islands I had many opportunities of
observing these animals m the use of their
formidable weapons. Inthe act of seizsuro
the whole jaw is protruded to a distance
(varying according to the eize of the fish) of
several inches, the innermost teeth coming
into position erect or semi-erect, but as far as
1 could observe nearly all the teeth cameinto
play. When on fishing excursions in the
lagoon, the sharks, which constantly carried
off the bait, were often caught, and in order
to extract the hook a Jarge log, constantly
earried in the boats for this purpoee, was
tgwnteuingly presented to his face, and of
course, instantly seized and held on to for a8
long as it took to perform the operation of ex-
traction. 1If, when the fish is quite recently
dead, pressure be made on the angle of the
jaw, it is easy to observe the action of the
rows of teeth.

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MUNICIPAL ELECTIONS.
The Result in Listowel and Elsewhere.

The offices of Mayor and Reeve hav-
ing been filled by the return of J. W.
Scott and Mr. T. E. Hay by acclamation,
the municipal contest this year was con-
tined to the Deputy-Reeveship and the
Ward alections of Councillors. Although
there was considerable interest taken in
the elections, nothing akin to excite-
ment was exhibited. The result of the
contest for the Deputy-Reeveship was a
wmnatter of considerable surprise, even to
those who were best acquainted with
Mr. Hacking's activity as a canvasser.
‘The majority which he succeeded in
rolling up over Mr. Fennell—a gentle-
man of superior ability and who is emi-
nently fitted to occupy the position of
Doputy-Reeve—is no doubt largely ow-
ing to this vigilance in the part of Mr.
Hacking in canvassing for votes. An-
other illustration of the effect of a vigor-
our canvass, or of the disadvantage at
which a candidate places himself who
does not resort to this method of secur-
ing the support of the electorate, is fur-
nished by the election in the Centie
Ward, where a gentleman who has occu-
pied the chief positions of honor at the
disposal of the ratepayers during the
greater part of the time since the incor-
poration of Listowel as village and town,
failed to be elected as Councillor.
It would be casting a reflection upon
the intelligence of the electorate of this
Ward to suppose that other reasons
than that Mr. Campbell had neither
sought the position nor solicited the sup-

rt ofany of the ratepayers, had csused

imto be left in the minority. The suc-
cessful candidates in the Centre Ward are
Messrs. Heppler, Freeman and Bradley.
In the East Ward, Mr. William Hess
heads the poll. The large interest
which the firm of Messrs. Hess Bros.
have at stake in this town is sufficient of
itself to entitle them to a representative
at the Council Board ; but apart from
this, Mr. Hess’ ability and judgment will
not be amiss in aiding in the manage-
ment of the business of the town. Dr.
Nichol still retains the confidence of the
electors of the East Ward, and bas been
returned by a large vote. The remain-
ing candidates, Messré. Martinson and
Deavitt, having received an equal number
of votes, the returning officer had to de-
cide the matter. Mn 1amilton has pro-
nounced in favor of Mr. Martinson. In
the West Ward, Mr. John Binning, a vet-
eran Councilman, headed the poll, Dr.
Dillabough, after a year's retirement,
has again entered the municipal arena,
and will look after the interests of the
‘“ noble '” West Warders during the year
1880. Mr. W. G. Hay has eventually
persuaded a sufficient number of voters
in this Ward that he is the “man for
Gallway.” A little “ chaff " and a skil-
fully planned system of  plumpers " are
nou to be despised in cases of emergency;

As long since as the year 1873,
and again in 1877, the Government
architect had called attention in his
reports to the Commissioner of Public
Works to the necessity on the grounds
of health, safety, and economy, for the
early erection of a new Legislative
Chamber and public offices. For some
vears it has been necessary to secure a
hired house for the' business of two of
the departments, while that of a third is
transacted at a distance of nearly a mile
from the main building ; meantime large
sums have been unavoidably expended
in repairs incidental to deterioration,
effected by time. The public records
constantly accumulating have heen in
great peril from insufficient security
against fire and increasing inconvenience
has been experienced year by year,
owing to the want of space demanded
for preper departmentl‘ arrangement.
The reports of the architect, with plans
and estimates for the construction of
new buildings, on a more eligible and
more healthy site, will be laid before you.
The value of the present site for other
purEons will materially reduce the cost
of the new structure, while the price of
material and labor is favorable at this
time for such undertakings. It appears
to me, therefore, to be worthy of your
serious consideration whether the erec-
tion of an edifice commensurate with the
needs of the publio service and credi-
table ta the Province shauld be longer
delayed.

The annual reports of the several de-
partments will be submitted for your in-
formation. In connection with the report
of the Minister of Education,it is satisfact-
ory to observe that the improvements in-
troduced within the last two yearsinto the
system of training teachers through the
agency of the Normal and County Model
Schools have been attended with the
best results to the great cause of public
schoel education. The public accounts
of receipts and expenditures will be laid
before you ; the estimates for the cur-
rent year will on an early day be pre-
sented for your approval. They will ke
found to be framed with alledue regard
for that economy which is consistent with
the demands of the public service.

I trust that in this the last session of the
‘Legislative Assembly during which I am
likely to occupy the position of Lieut
Governor of Ontario,the work accomplish-
ed may be of g0 permanent and useful a
character as to leave in the minds of all

THE IRISH AGITATORS.

Thelir Arrival in New York.

New York, Jan. 3.—The 8. 8. Scythia
arrived in port yesterday morning,having
on board Parnell and Dillon, both of
whom were received by a large delega—
tion of prominent citizens of New York
and other cities, and heartily welcomed
to America. The delegation at an early
heur yesterday morning steamed down
the bay in a revenue cutter and boarded
the Scythia on her way up. An address
of welcome by the citizens of New York,
and another by the citizens of Chicago,
were presented. 2

Mr. Parnell rephed as follows :—J re-
gret my power of language is not suffici-
ent to convey my appreciation of the
kindness and honour done me. It has
always been great pleasure to me to
come to the United States. I would
have wished that the circumstances at-
tending our native land were of a more
happy and prosperous character, but we
must hope and believe that the time
is approaching when we may be able to
speak of Ireland as other men speak of
their own coeuntry, as really-and trul
among the nations of the earth. Our tas
is of a double character. Wehave to war
against the system which causes discon-
tent and suffering in our country, and we
have endeavored to break down the sys-
tem,and, with Gold’s help, we are deter-
mined to break itdown. We have also to
see that the victims of the system are
not suffered to perish in the mean-while.
The physical suffering, misery and - star
vation of large portions of the population
of Ireland have not been exaggerated.
We have been calling upon the Gowern.
ment for eight months te relieve the dis-
tress,but only within the last few days the
English Government has agreed to admit
that there is any distress,only now thatit
is too well spread for almost any effectual
remedy to do. Those rulers in England
appear to understand their responsibil-
ity. We who have been working at this
great land question have not made any
appeal to the Government for the relief
of destitution. We cannot longer shut
our eyes to the terrible perilapproaching,
and we think we ought to put the case
before our own countrymen. He pro-
foundly respected it. He only wished to
remove it from too close contact with
political aftairs, so as to rescue it from
confusion, which might paralize its efforts
and create embarrassments' and cause
regrets both at home and here in Ameri-
ca. We know our countrymen in
America will do their duty, as they
have in every clime to their suffering
brethren at home. I confidently antici-
pate the result. Our mission will be of
such a nature as to give pleasure to us,
and also to give help to our people at
home. ¥

Dillon was called upon,and also spoke,
referring in complimentary terms to the
generosity of America to the suffering
brethren at home. Ife said :—* In Ire-
land we shall have 250,000 people with—
out food from four to five months. In
order to prevent starvation in Ireland it
would require two or three mlllions of
money. The grer' object we have in
coming to America is to procure the
sympathy and assistance of publie opin-
ion of America ; also funds to carry on
the agitation, i7y which such pressure

will be brought to hear on the British
Government that may prevent future
distress and end with what nowseems to

The money Gray con-
fessed to be in his wife’s keeping was
found by ‘the high constable, after the
inquest was over, underneath the floor of
Gray's cellar.

Montreal, Jan. 5. —The story of Wm,
Grey, arrested on suspicion of having
murdered a settler near Scottstown,
named Thos Mulligan,upon being brought
before Mr. McMaster, JP P., was as fol-
ows :—That he (Grey) in cowpany with
one Michael Flannigan,visited Mulligan's
on Saturday, the 21st ult. After staying
a short time he left, and proceeded to
the house of one Thos. Jones, leaving
Flannigan alone with the deceased ; that
he did not again see Flannigan until the
evening of the following day, when the
Iatter came to him in the woods where he
was chopping and informed him that he,
Flannigan, had killed Mulligan by ecut-
ting his throat with a razor ; that he had
heaped up firewood around the body
and then set fire to it in order to des-
troy it and prevent detection ; that no
one knew anything about it but he
(Grey) and himself; that Flannigan

.

inform on him ; that Flannigan further
informed him that he had committe
murder at Fall River, Mass., soniv 4 and
years .ago, on which occasion he had
killed a man with his wife and three
children, and that the murderer had
never yet been discovered. The jury
found a verdict of wilful murder against
Grey, with his wife as an accessory.
They are now both lodged in jail at
Sherbrooke. A knowledge of the where-
abouts of Flannigan on the night in
question is vitally essential, and will
form an important part of the ciroum-
stance attending the frightful tragedy.
It is but fair to state that those acquaint-
ed with Flannigan do not believe in his
complicity.

Walpole,who was with me,told me hethought
Sir Walter Scott had bound them because
they would contain Napoleon’s bulleting, and
were the official repository of French dis-
patches in those days. In return for his
kindness, I told Mr. Walpole thatI ghould be
only too pleased if I could find my book in the
library relating to his family, soI looked
about sharp, and within five minutes I canght
sight of two—namely :*Orford’s ‘Works" and
«Memoir of H. Walpole.”

The next room to the study, the drawing-
room, is & wonderful place. At one end of it
stands an admirable bust of Sir Walter by
my godfather, Sir Francis Cantrey.

Iu a bay window is a table containing
many- interesting relios, as follows :—Portrait
of James Btuart, born June 10, 1688, died at
Rome 1766. The purse of Rob Roy, also the
Skein Dhu—English black knife or dagger—
belonging to Kob Roy. The tumbler used by
Burng.  Tam o Shanter's snuff box. Na-
poleon'’s portfolio, ornamented with golden
bees. This, if I mistake not, was presented
to Sir Walter by the Duke of Wellington,
probably at the time when he was writing
“The Life of Napoleon.” The Duke's auto-
graph accompanies Napoleon's portfolio. A
lock of Lord Nelson's hair, A look of the
Duke of Wellington's hair.

In this room there are somo ebony chairs,
also sope very old, handsome farniture whicl
1 do not understand. These were presented
Ly King George IV.

In the next room — the dining-room —is a
pictura of Sir Walter Scott, taken about 1815
by Rayburn, one of the most famous portrait
phinters that ever lived. Standing by Sir
Walter are represented two hounds — one
Maida, the Lufira of the Lady of the Lake,
and of another hound called Menus.

A portrait of an old lady struck me as won-
derful, and I admired it still more when I
was told it was Bir Walter Soott's mother.
There is also a fine portrait of King James 1.,
and a marvelous bit of work, namely : Cam-
roed's painting of the head of Mary Queen
of Scots, the day after this unfortunate lady
was beheaded. I was transfixed by this pic-
ture, as the features of life secemed to have
been suddenly frozen by death into the cold
pale face ; particularly welldid I observe that
the lips were pursed up—probably the facinl
expression of the very last moment of thisun-
fortunate lady. The whole of this room is
papered with some wonderful and very hand-
some Chinese paper, said to be all hand-
painted.
