INSPECTION ACT

it Works a Great Hardship Upon ﬂining
Companies, and is a Great Blow to an
Important Industry in This Province=-=

The Usual Result.

To the Editor—I have read with satis-
faction your remarks in the Miner of the
17th inst. anent one of the recent acts
passed by the provincial legislature. But
this act, Mr., Editor, is not the only peb-
ble on the beach, as I intend to show in

this letter.

What I want to refer to mow is Bill
No. 31, wespecting the inspection of
steam boilers and engineers, ~which was
introduced by the Honorable Chief Com-
missioner also passed at the ‘recent
session of parliament. ;i ;

In the oider provinces and cities where |
bills for this purpose have become law,
it is oustomary for the act to provide
that when boilers are insured in some
recognized Steam Boiler Inspection &
Insurance company, and regularly exam-
ined and reported upon by that cum-
pany’s inspectors, the vernment will
accept that report as fulfilling the pro-
visions of the act.

No such provision as._this is made in
the British Columbia statute, and very
naturally this excites our wonder, as to
what teason our previncial legislators
could have for ehminating this eminently
just provision from their act, If anyone
assertion that this act.was
passed purely and simply to adé to the

for a moment doubt, but why not exempt
such steam plants as were properly ex-
amined and insured by standard insur-
ance compnies? If any insurance com-
pany can afford the respcnsibiiity of car-
rying large insurance on a steam plant
and having quarterly examinations made
by the most skilled experts, who are
entirely independent and alive to their
responsibility, surely the provincial gov-
ernment could afford to reduce their
charges to the same ratio.

. But- the  exorbitant compensation to
be ‘paid. to the inspectgrs, as provided
for in the act, is a small part of the evil
imposed by the bill. For instance: The

mean a close-down of three davs, during
which time there would be a direct loss
of more than ¢, -tenth of a monfh’s
earnings. Hej ,an example of the pure
cussedness au. damphoolishness of our
legislators. If there is a possible chance
of imposing unjust and useless burdens
on the mining industry in this province,
and they have missed it, the fact should
be made known at once, 7 that the
agent of the province, soon to sail for
London, could be furnished with ‘“he
fact, as he will need it very badly to
point out to possible investors in London.
_Hitherto the press and people have
endeavored-to cover up -the - numerogy,
acts of the legislature which have beeﬁ%

legislative burdens that have been heaped
on industrial enterprises from time to

" time, a cursory reader who has net fol-

lowed the course of legisation affecting
the industrial enterprises of the province
for the past four years would be disposed
to discredit the statement. Bui what ‘are
the facts? According to the provisions of
the act referred to, the first inspection
of the boilers ¢ with the steam
plant of the Le Rol mine will cost that
company $340, for which they get—what?
Any report or guarantee as to the con-
diticn of boilers? No. The Le Roi steam
plant, under consideration,: like ‘that of:
every other mining company, is insured
in a well known standard - imsurance
company in the sum of §70,000 ‘against’
damage by explosion, collapse or rupture;
and against loss of life and property,
to this amount, from any of these causes.

The insurance named provides for the
examination of the boilers both inter-
nally and externally every three months
by the insurance company’s inspectors,
who report ‘the exact condition of the
boilers to their company and give a CODY
of their report to the insured. For these
gervices and the protection afforded by
the insurance carried they only ask the
sum of $350 per annum, as against $340
required for one examination made by
the inspeoctors :appointed by th¢® provis-
iong of the inspection act referred to.

There can be no doubt about the thor-
oughness of the insurance company’s in-
spection, or the ability of their inspec-
tors; for the responsibility ¢he-insurance
company assumes is a substantial guar-
antee that they will employ only . thor-
oughly trained and reliable inspectors.

The commercial results of the two in-
spections made for the Le Roi steam
plant—one made by the inspectors under
the act refefred to and the other made
by the inspectors of the insurance eim-
pany—may be seen from the following
comparisons:

But the best friends of the province
have now reached the conclusion that
this policy was a mistaken one, and aré
beginming t speak their mind us the
Miner has done in the article referred
to.
The undersigned believes that had the
policy indicated in your edition above re-
ferred to been adopted by the press of
the province for some years past our
legislators sould have been deterred by
theiz constituents from passing such acts
of “assassination againat the
'industries of the province as have char-
acterized parliafnentary records for the
past . four years.
It is expected that the acent of the
‘province, as soon as he gets to London,
will do his best to induce investments
of English capital in its magnificent na-
tural resources, Out of common honesty
to the prespective investor, whom the
agent is supposed to be seeking, should
not the numerous unfavorable acts of
legislation now in existence in this. pro-
vince, of which the act above referrad
to is a mild sample, be brought to his
attention?

attempted to market its ore, could be
all run to their full capacity and a ton-
nage of 20,000 a week “would be easily
within the range of probabilities. The
increased reduction facilities are being
provided as rapidly as possible, and it
is very probable that within the year,
or very early in the new year, the 20,000-
ton mark will be reached. :

The very good showing of ore in the
Spitzee shaft is an encouraging . feature
of the mining situation, as it promises to
add another large producer of ore to the
list. Besides this it will lead to the open-

The act was passed and
it is now upon the statute books. It is,
as we have said, absolutely unworkable
and cannot be observed. . What must
be thought of a government who would
persist in the face of protests im framing
such an act! 1

THE STRIKE AT ALBANY.

The strike at Albany has assumed very
serious proportions. At this distance it
i difficult to judge if the demands: made
upon the street car companies by the strik-
ers are reasonable, but there will hardly
be two opinions among sensible . people
regarding the folly of the acts of violenee
which have already occurted as a result
of the strike. If the men are being impos-
ed upon by their employers; if they are
asked to work for insufficient wages and
for too lcng hiurs, a8 they:e'aim, they
have the right and privilege which every
~workingman ‘has—and ought always to
have—to quit work. But, having done so,
~we think they would be serving their own
§nterests better if they .contented them-
selves with an appeal to the public not
%o patronize the -companies which were
thus treating them so unjustly, rather
than . to take drastic steps to prevent
their employers from operating their cars
with non-union men. As we said before
3 is obvicus that if the employers are mak-
ing demands upon the men which are un-
justifiable, the public will soon discover
that fact and such sympathy will be mani-
fested towards the strikers as will speed-
ily bring the street car companies to their
senses. But to use force to prevent the
companies employing whatever men they
see fit to operate their cams is an ‘act
which cannot but be regarded as wholly
anjustifiable—unless of course war.is de-
termined upon. A conflict between strik-
ers and the state military authorities
mesns war and nothing else. We cam
hardly imagine the saner heads among
the strikers at Albany asserting that war
is desirable at the present juncture.

THE NININJ OUTLOOK.

In this issuee is reproduced the report
of an interview between Mr. A. J. Me-
Millan and a representative of the B. C.
Review, London. Any person who reads
it will feel inclined to hope that Mr. Me-
Millan’s summing up of the local mining
sitnation will do something towards the
<learing up of Londoners’ misapprehen-;
sions reganding the province’s mineral re-
mources and the prospect of the mining
industry generally. The too common im-
pression that prevails in Old Country
circles is well indicated by the Review
representative’s remark: “It is sometimes
said in London that there are only one or
two good mines in  British Columbia.”
Mr. McMillan’s statement of fadts and
figures should convince any open-minded
Londoner who sees it that this impression
is very far wrong, and that the province
deserves a much better reputation than
it enjoys in the world’s money centre.
It is but too true, as Mr, McMillan was
ready to admit, that some of the British
enterprises connected with British Colum-
bis mining have turned out unfortunately
for the investors, and it is not at all un-
matural that these ' untoward = results
should becloud the good name of the
country. It would be too much to expect
that bitten shareholders will in such
«<ases be careful to seek out the real cause
of their misfortunes and trace it to the
mmismanagement or malfeasance of those
to whom their capital was entrusted. It
is a much simpler process to damn - the
country and dismiss it as “no good” than
#o examine into the conducé and character

Rossland and other districts will in time re-
move the distrust engendered by the
“wild cat” promoter and the ignofant
manager. In any event, the Rossland dis-
trict has no reason to fear for the future,
since its productive capacity has been so
abundantly proved by the most practical
of tests. The many failures, ¢otal and
partial, recorded in its brief history have
hindered its progress by keeping capital
away, but their offect should be easily
overcome by the entries on the other
side of the account, the number of which
is likely to be materially increased be-
fore long.

But more than enough
has been done to show that with proper
management there will be a_very, respect-
able list of producers in the,immediate
neighborhood of this city and perhaps an
equally large number in territory less di-
rectly contributory to it. The little set-
backs should not cause any h.rge .mmmt
of worry.

As it stands today,
those interested in the mining industries
in this province do not know for a single
day what their position is to be in re-
spect to the permanency of their enter-
prises. They are liable to wake up any
fine morning and find those enterprises
assassinated by some legislative act at the
hand of the gang of incompetents who rule
the roost at Victoria.

The incidents of
the past session might well give it this
confidence. -

But dces anyone believe that the Can-
adian Pacific will build the whole road
from the coast to Midway on the condi-
tions laid down in the loan bill? He
must be a very innocent person who
thinks so. It may be taken as an as-
sured fact that if the company is now
setting out on a bona fide scheme to
build the whole line, it is doing so in
the full assurance that the terms of the
contract will be modified by the govern-
ment and the obedient house to suii.its
views,. once all possible competltors
have been shut 'out.: The immorality of
such a proceeding would be great, but
not too great for the present rulers of
the province. :

There is one other theory that will find
favor with many, namely, that the pres-
ent move on the part of the C. P. R. is
intended to kill off the Coast-Kootenay
project entirely. The company would
probably prefer to build that road—with
a substantial bonus—to seeing it built
by a competitor, but its purposes might
be better suited if the road were never
built at all. Occupation of the ground
between the coast and the mountains
would possibly have that resmit.

For the present the public is free to
adopt any of these theories to account
for the sudden action of the Canadian
Pacific. All that can be taken as certain

is that the government and the com-
pany will treat the matter as best suits

their allied interests; the people have
nothing at all to say about it. Mr, Duns-
muir may be depended on to live up to
his declaration that the public does nof
know what is most in its own interest.

The Miner this morning wants to say

raisers should control the great and con-
stantly increasing market - afforded by
the mining centres of the Kootenays, and
an effort has been made to bring about
a different condition of affairs.
A step in the right direction was ac-
complished when the C. P. R. revised ite
tariff on agricultural products between
Okanagan and the Kootenay. It is agreed
that the new rates ave exceedingly favor-
able and that the shipping. of fruit and
vegetables from Okanagan to points-like
Rossland, Nelson and Sandon should be
materially sumulated. In fact all has
been accomplished that is possible in the
of rates, and Mr. Palmer’s atten-
tion 1s mow directed toward acquiring in-
formation for tranemission to the fruit
raisers with regard to the requirements
of the market here.

SMALLPOX STILL RAGES.

Quarantine Is Likely to Be Maintained
for a While.

Dr. Sinclair, Dominion guarantine
of}icer for the Rossland and Northport
districts, returned yesterday from Spo-

‘| kape, whither -he went to investigate

the conditions prevailing in ‘Washington
with regard to smaltpox. The situation
is still serious, and it is extremely prob-
able that the government will not con'
cede the raising of the quarantine regu-
lations for a time at least. 2
" While in Spokame Dr. Sinclair had a
congultation with Dr. Newman, state
medical health officer, and Dr. Potter,
medical health officer for the city. From
these he learned that there were thir-
teen cases of the disease existing in
Spokane, of which twelve had develop-
ed within the previous seven :days. In
Spokane county, which extends for 15
miles in each direction from the city, 150
cases had been reported in the previous
two months. By reasom of the fact that
the county of Spokane is not organized
for health purposes it. was impossible
to ascertain the progress made by the
disease, beyond the knowledge that it
was _still prevalent, though' 'decreasing
of late. At Davenport live cases were
regorted this month, with two deaths.
During the winter and spring.189 cases
of smallpox had been reported from the
Colville reservation, with _sSeventeen
deaths. Of these no fewer than 102 cases
have developed in the last four weeks.
In the logging'camps of North Idaho.
adjacent to the international boundary
line, the disease i very prevalent. The
Spokane Tealth authorities had no
means of ascertaining how many cases
actually existed, but to quote Dr. New-
man, “the woods are full of smallpox.”
No epidemic exists at ome point, but
the disease ig liberally distributed over
a wide area, No health boards have ex-
isted up to a recent dute im most of the
quarters where the disease is prevalent,
and for this reason its ravages- have
been to a great extent unrecorded.
The facts elicited in Spokane will be
laid before Dr. Momtizambert, Dominion
health officer, for the comsideration oL
the department. It is regarded as un-
likely that any steps will be taken tow-
ard discomtinuing th® quarantine pre-
cautions for a couple of months at least.

Judgments were filed yesterday in the
long-standing actions of the Centre Star
vs. the Iron Mask and the Iron Masde
vs. the Centre Star. The decisions were
given in the supreme court last Septem-
ber by Mr. Justice Walkem, but the
documents in the case were not filed
until yesterday. The actions originated
in 1898 and are in many respects the
