The number of members present
at the closing meeting of the Ham-
ilton and London synod today had
dwindled considerably, a large num-
ber having left for home last night,
and another contingent departed on
the morning train today. The prin-
cipal matter considered was an over-
ture from the Presbytery of Paris
which was transmitted to the Gen-
eral assembly. The overture peti-
tioned the Dominion and Imperial
parliaments to abolish the wet can-
teens for Canadian troops. The ov-
erture reads, in main, as follows:
‘““We beg the synod to approve and
aGaopt this overture ' to the general
assembly, praying said assembly to
petition the Dominion and the Im-
perial government to secure as far
as possible the immunity of our sol-
diers from the drink evil.”

The speaker reminded his hearers
that in supporting the overture, they
were standing with great men on
this question. While the Czar of Rus-
sia might be described as weak in
history, it must be remembered that
he had exhibited-enough strength to
decree a state of prohibition in that
country. He is amazed that soldiers
standing in the House of Commons

persist in opposing this measure ad-

vocated by the King, to whom they
have pledged their loyalty. Lord
Roberts and Lloyd George have both
urged the enforcement this meas-
ure. The speaker declared that in
standing with these prominent men,
the church would be demanding the
elimination of this evil, which has
bondaged the hands of progress and
hindered successful prosecution of
the war. “Who has a right to speak
in this -issue?’”” demanded the
speaker. He thought that the parents
and relatives of our soldiers had a
right to express an opinion, and their
objections are mainly to having
their boys leave a prohibition coun-
try to fight the empire’s battles, and
simultaneously be called upon to
combat the temptations of
the drink evil. The parents
certainty had a right to speak
on this question, but the church
also possesses this privilege be-
cause their conerezations have been
Jargely depleted of their members.
‘““Has the church no right to speak
when she has given of her sons. free-
ly as she has? 1 most certainlv feel
assured that she has,” he continued.
The speaker believed that the church
would do hevself an injustice to re-
main silent on such an important
moral issue. Mr. Murray quoted
from Several fefters, newspaper. ani
magazine articles setting forth the
seriousness of the situation. He
characterized the conditions prevail-
ing in the Old Land as utterly des-
creditable and damnably negligible,
that would not improve relations be-
tween Canada and the Mother Coun-
try. He cited instances of the ter-
rible effects resulting from the drinik
evil, and of the diseases associated
with the drink traffic. Mr. Murray
was proud of .what had thus far been
accomplished. 'but he demanded
what could not have been done had
not the evil existed. ‘‘Our men have
been heroes,” he concluded, ‘but
they have been heroes in spite of the
drink evil.”

The overture was seconded by
Rev. McLeod, of Ingersoll, of the
synod who has had pewsonal experi-
ence overseas as a chaplain of a
Canadian battalion. He protested
against the contenuance of such an
evil. He demanded what the future
would decide about the government
that had cut down meat, bread and
sugar, and had curtailed the wages
or the working people, while at the
same time had ecountenanced the
liquor evil. In fairness to the c¢an-
teens it must be, said, declared the
speaker, that where stronger
liguor is. obtainable close at
hand, the sale of light beer in
the camps was an advantage be-
cause in the canteens somie restraint
must be exercised. He was, how-
ever, utterly and unqualifiedly op-
posed to the weaet canteen. Ti: mo-
tion was put to the vote and carried
without a dissenting voice. A resol-
ution intimitately sswociated with the
fcregoing overture providing that
the text of the overture be conveyed
to all the Presbytzavian churches of
the Old Land and assuring them of
the heartfelt co-operation of the
Fam'iton and Lonlon synod i thewr
fight for the abolition of the (lrink
traftic in Enfland.

Numerous communications wer>
taken up and the business concerned
therewith transacted.

A vote of the appreciation to the
Board of the Zion church, the mass-
ed Presbyterian chorus of the city
and the press of the city. The Rev.
G. A. Woodside, speaking on behaif
of the church and of the Presbyter-
ian ministers of the city, expressed
their pleasure at having the synod
meeting of 1917. He felt that the
meeting had been a great inspiring
force and would prove a source of
encouragement to the entire dis-
trict.

Dr. Johnson who has been a dom-
inant factor in the success of the
synod meeting expressed his plea-
sure at being allowed to assist ‘in
the proceedings and said tha-
the actual problems confron-.-
ing. the church to-day had been
faced and discussed in a commendé-
able and frank manner that was
worthy of praise.

The moderator closed the synod,
until the last week of April, 1918,
when the meeting will be held in the
First Presbyterian Church, London.

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DECISION OF RAILWAY

(Continued from Page one)

The cheif point at issue in this mat-
ter is, who should pay for the sub-
way. The city contends that an im-
provident bargain was made with the
Railway Company that St. Paul’'s Av-
enue should never have been closed
and that the Railway Company has
not done what it agreed to do under
the agreement. The agreement was
made more than ten years ago. The
Railway Company disputes the con-
tention of the City with reference to
it. It has never been questioned in
any proceedings in the courts of the
province. In this matter I do not see
how this Board could be expected to
go behind the agreement. We must
consider St. Paul’s Avenue as closed
so far as vehicular traffic is concern-
ed and we cannot consider the cir-
cumstances under which it was clos-
ed. That being so, no part of the
construction of the subway, so far
as vehicular traffic is concerned, can
be put upon the Railway Company.
There is a way or communication
across the railway tracks for pedes-
trians. The Board has power to or-
der the construction of a subway un-
der the tracks for this pedestrian traf-
fic and to require the Railway Com-
pany to contribute to the cost of that
subway. The traffic census taken by
the applicants at St. Paul's Avenue
shows that on some days more than
one thousand people crossed the rail-
way company’s tracks at grade at
that point. As many of these are
school children it is undoubtedly a
dangerous spot and I-think a pedes-
trian subway should be constructed
so that this pedestrian traffic could
be kept off the tracks of the Railway
Company. Such a subway I am told
by our Engineer could be constructed
for $10,000. I think it would be fair
to put 50 per cent. of the cost of a
pedestrian subway on the Railway
Company. Allowing a 20 per cent.
contribution out of the Railway Grade
Crossing Fund towards the pedes-
trian subway, the amount to be paid
by the City and the Railway Com-
pany would be $8,000. The Railway
Companys share of this would be
$4,800.

If the City wishes to construct a
vehicular subway at this point, which
of course would include sidewalks for
pedestrian traffic, I think the Rail-
way Company might be ordered to
contribute $4,800 towards the cost.

I do not think the interest of the
Township of Brantford or South
Dumfries in this matter is such as
would warrant this Board in putting
any portion of the cost of the pro-
posed subway on them.

As this is an old highway that has
never been entirely closed, I think
this Board should give a contribution
of 20 per cent. (not exceeding $5,000,)
of the cost of the work out of the
Railway Grade Crossing Fund.

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CHINA VICTORIOUS |
OVER NATION'SCURSE

Thrillign Story of Fight Against Opium "During Past
Twelve Years; Traffic Has Finally Ceased
Altogether

(By Guy E. Mitchell in Utica Globe)
~—There lived some 500 years ago
one Ting Tsu Chin who was the Wil-
liam Jennings Bryan of China. He
was the great Chinese pacifist; he
urged the settlement of troubles by.
words rather than arms and it was
his influence that did away with the
great army of the Chinese Empire.
And so, today, and for a long period
past, China, the most populous na-
tion of the earth, has been a vast
helpless people, unable to resist the
demands of even second or third-
class powers. In about 1200 or 1300
China had developed much the same
degree of self-complacency that a
good many persons in the United
States feel today regarding prepar-
edness for defence. The main differ-
ence between the position of the
Chinese at that time and our position
is that they had,a really good basis
for their feeling of security. Strange
as it may seem to s now, the Chin-
ese legions were once numerous and
very efficient fighters. They so com-
pletely dominated the greater part of
the known world that the people
were brought to the conclusion an
army was unnecessary, and so they
abolished it.

The armed power of the Chinese
Empire once extended to the middle
of Europe and they possessed a civ-
ilization so much above that of the
portions of Europe with which they
came in contact that they were justi-
fied in considering all other nation-
alities as ‘“‘Outer Barbarians.” The
name “Chinese’” is not in fact of
Chinese origin, but is probably In-
dian, a corruption of Tsin the name
of the dynasty whose rule began in
265, A. D. The Chinese never had a
name for their empire, they were
“THE PEOPLE"—the only people
of the world. In many ways they
were in fact a great people.

Could Have Dominated Europe.

Wnen, following the great inva-
sion of Europe, the Chinese garrison
was about to be withdrawn from
what is now the city of Dresden the
authorities requested that they re-
main, as they had never bheen so well
governed hefore.

This was the Dark Ages of Eu-
rope! The power of Rome had dis-
appeared and nothing had yet arisen
to take its place. Feudalism prevail-
ed. #The number of feudal units was
legion. In thousands of instances ev-
ery town and every castie was for it-
self. ‘There was .not a single strong
government in all Central Europe to
offer effective resistance to the on-
sweeping armies of Orientals—the
soldiers of a strong centralized gov-
ernment, which. brought its civiliza-
tion with it. It was the day of the
Yellow Man; Roman organization
which "would have’ swept’ theil' " YactK
with a strong hand was no more,
and among the Barbarians the spirit
of organization and union had not
yet awakened. X %

But the Chinese fell a few steps
short of the completée domination of
Europe which wouid have changed
the history of the world. Their stat-
esmen saw little advantage or profit
in continuing the ‘conquest of a rude
and barbarous Occident. Their vi-
sion was not a world’s vision
Themselves at the erest of their civ-
ilization, they failed to recognize the
virility of the younger races or the
fact that European development and
civilization was in the embryo but
very efficient fighters. The result
was that Europe grew and pushed
China back until it faded, and unfor-
tunately no fruit developed from the
power. It was at the time of the pre-
dominance of the Chinese Empire
that the Peace Party gained ascend-
ance. Comparatively little is known
of Ting Tsu Chin, but evidently he
and his associates had little opposi-
tion. .: \

Men Properly Classified.

The whole Chinese Empire during
the Ming dynasty prospered under
the protection of the ‘earlier con-
quests; and with the Himalayas on
the south and the then unnavigated
ocean on the east, the conviction
gained ground 'that there was no
need for armies. It was urged that
there was required only an interna-
tional court of justice where all dis-
putes could be settled and thus do
away with the awful waste of war
and the maintenance of an expen-
sive military establishment. So with
but little ado ‘the soldier was rele-
gated to the lowest position in the
scale of humanity and the literary
man was placed on the most exalted
pedestal. The scale of octupations
became—First: The Scholar, because
his mind is superior to wealth and it
is the intellect that distinguishes
man above the lower order of be-
ings. Second: The farmer, who pro-

The Mechanic, who builds up shelter
in which we live. Fourth: The trad-
esman, who is necessary to civiliza-
tion but of low order because of
the temptati to ‘“shave on both sid-
es,” and Fifth: The soldier, whose'
business is to destroy life and pro-
perty which all these other occupa-
tions have been huilding up.
In the row-of gigantic statues of
animals and men on the road to the
magnificent Ming Tombs northwest
of Pekin we have tite idea of the
military and the literary man well
portrayed in the symbolic sculptures
of these two professions. There are
six of the figures of each occupation
arranged three on each side of the
road. There is perhaps no finer
burying ground nor no more magni-
ficent settings anywhere in the world
than the natural mountain amphi-
theatre of the Ming Tombs. Situated
on a terrace overlooking the fertile
plains which stretch to Pekin, the
remains of 13 of the Ming Emperors
are interred in splendid mausoleums
on which have been lavished the ut-
most in design and art that the
Chinese could furnish. The huge
cemetery resembles a series of great
estates with temples, shrines and
carved stone figures in bewildering
array. Perhaps the only rivals are
the great tombs of the Egyptian
Kings, but these cover a range'ot
thousands of years of construction
instead of hundreds.

The Avenue of Animals.
The approach to the” Tombs is ov-
or a solid masonry bridge, a remind-
er of Roman work, leading to the
Ta-’hungmen or Great Red Gate
formed the entrance to the
Tombs inclosure, the wallg extend-
ing to the hills on either Sldfe. Only
traces of the gate now remain. lp-
side are great columns and pavil-
jons, and the remarkable “Dromos’
or Avenue of Animals, which _sur
pass in effectiveness the rows of
Sphinxes in Egypt. These figures,
cut from single sandstone blocks,
stand in pairs, on each side of th2
avenue and together with the colos-
sal stone men extend for a mile.
At this crest of Chinese develop-
ment and power the Empire began
io mark time and it has continued
to do so until very reecently, when
an advance hag been forced by the
prod of the despised ‘‘Outer Bar
barians.” During the greater part of
the Ming dynasty (1368-1643) noth-
ing occurred to shake China’s self
complacency and the literary maa
became more learned, only, however
in memorizing the dead classics,
and the soldier class became fewer
in number, and poor in physique,
these circumstances it was compar
‘atively easy for fThe rebels in 1643,
to place the army of the Empire ia
such a position that they had to in
vite the Manchus to join them and
help put down the insurrection.
This the Manchus gladly did and in-
cidently took over the Chinese
throne and rule, which they tenac:
jously held for over 250 years.
Recognizing the advantage 10
themselves of disarmment within
the Empire and a state of unprepar-
edness, the Manchus fostered this
disrespect for the soldier class and
kept the people in ignorance of th-
progress that the outside world wa.
making. - The occasional glimpses ol
outside civilization which crept int.
the country were characterized as
sporadiec, mere froth, nothing to
compare with the ‘super-civilization
of the Chinese Empire.
The Manchus.kept the Chinese ar-
my in an emaciated condition. They
made the pay of theé officers. so

to rob the arsenals of munitions ol
war. They stole everything from
the powder to the cannons themsei-
ves, replacing the powder with saw-
dust and the cannons with paintea
wood. Then Manchus even discour-
aged good markmanship, so that it
was dangerous for an officious bow
man to hit the target. The Manchus
reasoned that if the soldier could
hit what he almed at he might turn
the weapon upon them with disas-
trous effect. In later years, when
the bow and the arrow was replac:
ed by fire arms, the soldiers were
usually given blank cartridges when
they went to target practice.
A Pitiable Condition -

It has thus come about that ona
of the greatest Empires, both num-
er_ically and geographically, has for
250 years been governed by a small
foreign element and during the last
few decades has been at the beck
and call of every mnation in the
,.world, with her foreign policies be-
ing dictated by the “Outér Barbar-
ians’”” and her Japanése neighbor.
In considering means of defence .
is well to look at another phase o!
the Chinese military system. The
Empire is made up of a large num-
ber of more or less independent
provinces. The units of the Chinese
army are quite local in their make-
up, so, while loyal to defend thei:
own provinces, they have little pat-
riotism for the Empire as a whole.
It was during the - Japanese war
when the Chinese fleet was hard-
pressed in the Yellow sea off Wei-
Hai-Wei that 'Li Hung Chang sen:
word to one of the admirals off Can-
ton to hurry< his warshipg to the re-
lief of the northern division of the
navy. The admiral refused to come
His fleet was perfectly safe where
it was. Why should he come and
fight Li Hung Chung’s battles. for
him?

During the seige of Pekin an
other instance of similar character
occurred when the Empress Dow-
ager sought aid of a general in one
of the southern provineces. This
worthy expressed great willingness
to come to her aid, but was success-
ful in discovering some incipient re-
volution in his own province whicn

TRAFFIC BY-LAW

Chief of police Slemin, is deter-
mined to enforce the traffic by-law
both for motor cars and other
vehicles in this city, and to elimin-
ate any accidents resulting from dis-
regard of these rules. TFor the
benefit of all drivers of vehicles, he
cites by-law No. 1142, relating to
this matter:—

A vehicle shall keep as near the
right-hand curb as possible, and
while standing the wheels nearest
the curb shall not be more than 6
inches therefrom. A vehicle meet-
ing another shall pass on the right.
A vehicle overtaking another shall
pass on the left. A vehicle turning
into another street to the right shall
keep to the right of the street into
which it turns. A vehicle turning
into another street to the left, shall
turn around the intersection of the
two streets and keep to the right of
the street into which it turns. Veh-
icles going in a northerly or souther-
ly direction shall have the right of
way over vehicles going in an east-
erly or westerly direction. The speed
shall not exceed six miles an hour
on the following streets: Colborne
Street, between Brant Avenue and
Murray street; George street, be-
tween Colborne Street and the G. U
Railway; Dalhousie street, between
Brant Avenue and Park Avenue;
Market Street, betwem G. T. Rail-
way and T. H. and B.' Railway. Nor
more than four miles an hour while
crossing over at the intersection of
any of these streets.

The meeting of the Hamilton and
London Presbyterian Synod yester-

day afternoon was exceedingly inter-
esting, being featured by the con-
sideration of several important sub-
jects, the reception of report:s con-
taining valuable knowledge, and fol-
lowed by instructive and illumina-
ting addresses. The meeting conclud-
red by an animated debate on church
union, in which the respective speak-
ers indulged in lively repartee.

Labor Question

“In view of the present movement

for greater production and involving
increased demand for labor on
farms. in munition factories. and
elsewhere, we recommend to the
synod that summer schools be not
held this year. but that the summer
school committee be continued, and
that it be asked to lend its assistance
to helping the provincial committee
of national resources to forward its
work and turn the attention of - its
constituents towards the new move-
ment of national service.” Such
was the text of a recommendation
that was made to the synod by the
committee having charge of the
summer schools for the past year.;
The resolution was presented after.
the report of the years’ work had:
been made by the Rev Mr. Sheppard,
who stated, that owing to existing
conditions, the summer schools at
Grimsby and Leamington had not
during the past vear achieved the
success that had bheen anticipated.
The attendance had not been satis-
factory, owing chiefly to the fact
that the undertaking had not been
sufficiently advertised, and had not
been familiar enough to those who
would be eligible for attendance.
The committee were not, however.
discouraged. but adhered to their or-
iginal intention of, establishing these
summer schools as a permanent in-
stitution in connection with the sv-
nod, but thought that it would be
advisable to defer further activities
along this line until after the war.
when the situation would be more
favorable, The resolution was car
ried, and a committee appointed for
the coming year.
Dr. Dickie of Chatham read the
report dealing with  the Sunday
school work in the synod. during the
nast vear. The different phases of
the church’s relation with the young-
er peonle were related with the re-
port, the Sunday school. the voung
veoples’ societies, and the teacher
training courses heing particularly
commented unon. The speaker noint-
ed out the advantage of the chureh
displaying more interest in the
other institutions that affected the
life of the younger people, the home.
the schools, and the communitv.
While the home was the fundamental
basis of Christian education. the
church was also interested in the
publis schools, an din the Sundav
schools, over which it could exert
an effect both™beneficial and inspir-
ing.

The Rev. Mr. Myers.

of Toronto, who is actively -engaged
in this work umnder the jurisdiction
of the church, gave an interesting
address on the topic dealt with in
the report. This section, he contend-
ed, was not only the garden of the
province, economically but it was
the center of Sundayv school endeav-
our and work among the younger
people generally. In reviewing the
country from coast to coast, the
range, significance and magnitude of
the tasks being met and administer-
ed by the church was marvellous.
The great task of the church, he
thought was to spiritualize the life,
of man, and this objeet was being
successfully accomplished by work-
ing on a wide scope, and contending
with the many problems confronting
the Presbyterian church, in common
with other denominations, by casting
broadcast, the message of the Mas-
ter, and instilling into the plastic
minds of the young, the principles
of Christianity. The board of Sun-
day schools and young peoples’ so-
cieties, of the General Assembly was
as yet in its infancy, and forms a
striking contrast with the other
boards, whose undertakings involve
expenditure on a huge scale, and
the results of whose work, may be
presented in a more tangibhle form.

The accomplishments of this small
hoard however, were realistic and
actual, and while the expenses wer:2
not comparable with some of the
other organizations of the chureh,
nevertheless the consequences would
justify the energy that had been put
torth. Everything else would fail,
thought the speaker unless the ris-
ing generation were reared, instrucr-
ed and trained within the church.
He made the startling announcement
that over fifty per cent. of the boys
and girls in the teen age were out-
side the reach of the Sunday schools.
and of the balance who attended,
only three out of every ten were
communicants. There: existed, he
thought, a crying need of a detailei
curriculum, and this had been pae-
pared and had passed the aPproval
of the general assembly. Everyv
phase of Christian education had
been provided for, and in this res-
pect the ‘Presbyterian church, Mr.
Myers declared, was in the forefront
of progress. The features that had
bheen incorporated in the curriculum,

to be studied; progressiveness, that
the work might be adaptable to the
age of the scholar; comprehensive,
as much as. was pomsible; and lastly
an attempt had been made to en-
courage regular church attendance,
where the young people might gain
inspiration, and training in self e«
pression. It was now ever becoming
more apparent, that the organization
of the church must be greatly simpli-
fied so as to include all the manyv

-] organizations that exigted to uplitt

the boy and girl. Many of these ex-
isted while not being definitely con-
nected with the church, and hence
much overlapping resulted, as well
as the attraction of attention away
from the church. The quality of
leadership should also be inculci-
ted into the youtlh of the land, that
when the opportunities that would
follow the war arose, they would he
competent to meet whatever difii-
culties and contingencies might
occur. The speaker was not pessi-
mistic in his outlook of after the war
conditions, but believed that the
country would be well able to cope
with the situation, if the intelligence
of the people and the prosperity of
the land were governed by moral
forces.
through the personality of the
preachers in the churches. In con-
clusion, the speaker stated, “My
challenge to you to-day my fathers
and brethren, is one of hope, = en-
couragement and enthusiasm. Learn
the best principles that are known,
and go fcrth to inspire the boys and
girls to-day, who are the hope of
the to-morrow.”

Foreign Missions.

The Rev. Mr. Smith presented a
highly satisfactory report on foreign
missions. This work of the churca
was not dependent upon sonnd fin-
ance exclusively, but mainly and
primarily upon the true miscionary
atmosphere. He maintained that
there were a large number of meri-
bers and adherents of churches in
the synod who contributed absolute-
ly nothing toward the uvpkecep of
foreign missions. The remedy for

This could be brought about @

struggle. The country had beén or-
ganized by German agents, and for
weeks after the outbreak of hostil-
ities, false reports had been circul-
atefl in the newspapers containing
accounts of alleged Gernan success-
es. This condition of affairs does not
now prevail, however, and the
Chinese people have loarned the
truth and have decided to throw
their resources at the command of
Great Britain and her allies. The
work was proceeding, but there is
at present an absolute necessity for
two doctors, and Dr. Menzies made
an appeal to the synod to locate two
qualified doctors who would be will-
ing to work in that field until peace
had been consummated, and their
own medical men had returned from
serving with the colors.- There was
also a need for more missionaries,
and he could conceive of nothing
greater or nobler than to be engag-
ed in missionary work there at this
time of transition in the nation’s his-
tory, to assist in laying the founda-
tions of Christianity in the land.

Overture From Huron Presbytery.

An overture from the Presbytery
of Huron was ardently supported by
a strong delegation from that dis-
trict of the synod. The prayer of the
verture was afldressed to the gen-
eral assembly in main, read as fol-
lows:

“It is respectively overtured by
the Presbytery of Bruce that the
general assembly do not take steps
toward the immediate consumma-
tion of organic union, but by co-op-
eration and Christian fellowship seek
to maintain and strengthen the pre-
sent unity that exists between  the
various religious ' bodies.”” To this
was attached a preamble setting
forth the reasons for the overture:
The Presbytery requested the synod
to transmit with approval the over-
ture to the general assembly. The
chief advocates in support of the ov-
erture were Revs. Little and Gale.
The former thought that it would be
indeed a tragic circumstance to dis-
rupt the church of the fathers of the
present members, in fact, he con-
tended that it would be almost as
serious as entire and complete obli-
teration. If tue union movement
were the work of God it could not

this state of affairs, Mr. Sinith be-
lieved could be found jn conducting
an extensive propaganda of informa-
tion, information, he described as
the mother of interest. In his opin-
ion, missions formed the greatest
enterprise of the church, and consti-
tuted the world programme of Jesus
Christ, which must be regularly and
systematically kept before the at-
tention of the people. The eall had
never before been so insistently
directed to the church to participata
in the forward tendency of the times
and this call was greatly emphasized
by the war. *“We should realize that
the time has struck for the greatest
drive that the church has ever made,
both at home and abroad,” empha-
tically declared the speaker. ‘What
shall be our respodse,” he demand-
ed. He stated:‘that the Dominion is
spending as much in three days on
the war, as all the protestant church-
es in Canada devote to home and
foreign missions in a year, and that
if we had not been so niggardly in
our expenditures along this line in
the past we should not now be pass-
ing through the deep waters.
Dr. Menzies.

IFor the past twenty-two years, Dr.
Menzies has been engaged in mission
work in. Honan, China, and he was
thus thdoroughly competent to give
the splendid address with which he
favored the gathering. He gave a
clear insight into the work that has
been accomplished in that foreign
church
since the field had been opened, and
mission outposts of Christianity es-
tablished. When war had commen-
ted, the missionaries had anxiously
awaited curtailments in funds, and
supplies, but these expected cuts and
limitations had not been experienced,
and the work had progressed, inter-
rupted or delayed only through the
departure of medical missionaries
and other workers, for the front in
France. That his hearers might
have a better understanding of the
vast undertaking :n China, the
speaker reviewed tne early history
of Cathay, how European mariners
had first discovered its existence,
and _how their approach and en-
trance had been opposed and resent-
ed by the exclusive and prejudiced
Chinese -people who refused to ac-
quaint themselves with advanced
western ideas and ideals. There had
been no desire on the part of the
Chinese for intércourse with foreign
nations, and all commercial and dip-
lomatic relations had been forced by
the intruders. It was with extreme
reluctance that he was absenting
himself from his work said Dr. Men-
zies, and only pressure of important
personal matters compelled him to
remain away for a term from the
scene of his activities for the past
twenty-two years. He outlined the
obstacles that had. been encountered
and surmounted, so that while the
mass of the people and the govern-
ment was at first antagonistic and
violently opposed to the religion of
Christ, the main, and, in fact, many
of the high officials of the land are
now Christians, while over three
hundred thousand . have been con-
verted from the masses. The educa-
tional system with a single stroke
has been revolutionized and replac-
ed by Western methods, the mission-
aries acting as teachers of the new
learning. The other peoples of the
world, and especially those of the
allied nations, do not realize what
the entrance into the war op the part
of China meant, to the world as af-

fecting the ultimate outcome of the

be obstructed by men, but he did not
believe that it was inspired by Him.
IHe pointed out that the continuance
of the controversy would only widen
the breach, and was not assured
that the movemént was the result
of prolonged and earnest prayer. It
did not tend to' maintain harmony
in thé church, 4nd ministers as a
body were generally judicious
enough to not fiscuss the matter,
and it was principally the laymen
who were agitating for the change.
Some years ago the union had been
regarded as an economic mnecessity
but with the vast expenditures of the
war and the maintenance of church
work, the falsity of - this argument
was apparent. He would not be sat-
isfied, declared ‘Mr. Little, that it
was a movement of ‘God’s until the
mass of the people supported it. The
Rev. Mr. Gale presented a protracted
metaphor in which he compared the
proposals of the Methodist church to
the blushing young maiden, and the
Presbyterians to the sturdy but
thoughtfil young man who deplored
all hate in connection with the cere-
mony. Thére was a lively inter-
change of argument, numerous
speakers advancing their -ideas from
different viewpoints. The DRev. Dr.
Nelson, in supporting the request of
Bruce Presbytery made the state-
ment that in this very city permis-
sion to place literature opposing the
union in the vestibule of one of the
local churches had been refused.
This brought the Rev. G. A. Wood-
side to his fect, and he demanded to
know on what authority this infor-
mation had been gained. Dr. Nelson
was forced to admit that it was only
turough hearsay, he having been so
informed by elders of St. Andrew’s
church. This was emphatically den-
jed by Mr. Woodside, and the inci-
dent was closed. After considerable
discussion it was decided by a vote
of fifty-five to twenty-five to transmit
the overture to the general assembly,
without the approval of the synod.
Evening Session.

Toatures of the evening: session
were instructive and edifying ad-
dresses by the Rev. Mr. Sedgwick, of
Hamilton, and Dr. Johnson oi Mon-
treal, together with the acceptance
of the report of the social service
committee, calling for Dominion
wide prohibition, the abolition of
race track gambling and the doing
away with the present open canteen
svstem prevalent in English military
camps. The report of the auditors
stated that the books of the synod
had been kept in good condition dur-
ing the year and showed a balane?

The report of the Home Missions
committee was introduced by the
Rev. J. G. Miller of St. Mary’s, wh?
gave most interesting statistics con-

it-was not machinery, but rather the
means whereby men inspired of God
should lead the nation to a higher
plane of life. In otder to cope with
the vital issue of home missions, ar-
dent and diligent work was essential
among all classes, but more parti-
cularly among the youth of the na-
tion. The speaker in closing, in-
iroduced a resolutjon calling upon
the ministry of the synod to keep

cerning the work of this important

personal touch, the man power. Re-
ligion was the soul of national life,
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the claims of the ministry ever be-
fore the people of their congrega-
tions. After the address-of the sec-
onder, the resolution was carried.

Rev. Mr. Sedgwick

‘“The New Canada That Ought to
Be” was the subject of an impress-
ive and elevating atmosphere from
the gifted lips of the Rev. Mr. Sedg-
wick of Hamilton, who seconded the
resolution of Mr. Miller. Whether
or not a new Canada should evolve
from out the pain and turmoil of the
present war, he considered, depend-
upon the spirit of the men who rc-
turned home from the front, and
unon that of us who remained at
Lkome. He held forth hope for a new
life, spiritual in its essence, hnmane
in its expression, piety wedded in it
to humanity and humanity trans-
fused by piety. In the mediaeval
ages, when men of every creed resort-
ed to violence to enforce their belief,
piety existed, separated frem hu-
maneness. To-day the tendency was
rather to divorce piety from humane-
ness. Humanity characterized the
present age, but piety could scarcely
be said to do ¢o. Few atheists there
were in this world, more agnostics
hut a still greater m2jority of! in-
differentists, those not disbelieving,
hut consumed by the things of this
world. The speaker scored tne ideals
of the present age, characterizing all
attempts to establish morality with-
out God as building upon sand, and
holding forth s watchwords in the
lite of the new Canada, the phrases
“Supremacy of Service above Self-
seeking” and ‘‘Supremacy of Pria-
ciple Above Party.” He went on to
speak against politieial corruption,
which, he charged, was deing to
death the higher things in our na-
tional life to-day, and querying the
profit of ecrushing the Teuton war
machine, if the home political ma-
chine were left untouched. The fight
over the bar-room had been gained,
~nd the next great moral campaigi
must be against political corruption.
The first step in this was the aboli-
tion of the patronage system, rather
than the regard for party serviee, a
public office should be regarded as
the opportunity for public serviee.

The after war problems weic
next masterfully grappled wilh b7
Mr. Sedgwick, who proceeded to 2
discussion of what is to be donc
with the instincts called into being
by the war. The British army he
characterized as the areatest
triumph in democracy the world had
ever known, all classes being unit-
ed in one national ideal. Upon th:
spirit of the returning men depend-
ed the degree in which this spirt
might be perpetuated throughou-
the Dominion.
" The report of the Evangelist anc
Social Service Com, was 1ead by
Mr. Patterson of Sarnia, who de-
plored the increasing dis-regard foi
the sanctity of the Sabbath, con
sidering that the crisis had reacl-
ed an acute stage through the war,
and that the door had been opened
by Sundavy work in munition work
to a practice against which all th-
forces of the church must be mus
tered in order to transmit to poster-
ity the heritage of a sacred Sabbath.

A Force of Regulars May be
Sent Within Three
Months

SCHOOLED OVERSEAS

Artillery for Soldiers to be
Furnished by French

WILSON IS FAVORABLE

President and Cabinet
Would Send Army as
Soon as Possible

Washington, May 1.—President
Wilson and his Cabinet held a very
brief session today, and it became
known definitely that the prevailing
view among Administration officials
is that a force should be sent as soon
as possible.

The French viewpoint toward arm-
ed assistance from the United States
may be summarized as follows:

1. American troops to be sent
across the Atlantic within three
months, the first battalion (9 em-
bark possibly a month earlier than
that.

2. The original contingent to con-
sist of regulars, fully armed, equip-
ped and drilled, and with a full com-
plement of machine gunners, cyc-
lists and other auxiliary effectives of
20,000 men.

5. Its training to be completed in
the zone of the armies in France as
close to the “trench atmosphere’ as
possible, under the command of its
own officers, but under the general
supervision of French military ex-
perts schooled in the immediate
needs of the situation.

4. Its artillery support to be pro-
vided by French batteries, so as not
to encumber army transports with

American ordnance not required as

vet. s -

5. Its strength to be kept up and
increased by the sending of new
drafts at frequent, probably at bi-
monthly intervals. These drafts
would receive the greater  part of
their training in France and might
even consist of raw recruits.

6. American officers and aspirants
for commissions in the United States
army to be sent over in considerable
numbers apart from the bi-monthly
drafts, so that they may be intensive-
ly trained in French instruction cen-
tres with the greatest possible rap-
idity..

7. French officers with a knowl-
edge of the English laaguage to come
to this country in the next few weeks
to assist and to advise the American
authorities in building up the ‘‘first
hundred thousand” enrolled under
the Universal Service Law. Already
it is suggested that 250 be despatch-

fed from France immediately.’

Should the programme be put in-
to effect it is confidently anticipated
that within two months from the ar-
rival of the first division on the
other side of the Atlantic fully-train-
ed American soldiers will be able to
participate in the onslaughts against
the ‘“Hindenburg line.”

MAY DAY WAS QUIET

Parades Were Numerous
But No Disturbances
Occurred

Petrograd, May 1.—There were
street disorders here yesterday, dur-
ing which bombs were thrown.

Major-General Karashtalinski was
killed.

The Executive Committee of the
Workmen’s and Soldiers’ Delegates
today placarded the city .with the
following proclamation:

‘“Yesterday many regrettable in-
cidents occurred in the capital, not-
ably, an unknown young man killed
General Karashtalinski. Shots were
fired on a group of political demon-
strators, and bombs were thrown.”

“Some individuals, posing *as
members of the Executive Commit-
-tee, arrested landed-proprietor Lody-
jenski.

“Only madmen or enemies of na-
tional liberty are capable of such re-
volting acts, which might com-
promise the Russian Revolution.
The Executive Commiittee condemns
them severely, and appeals to all
citizens to prevent a repetition of
such acts as would provoke anarchy
and disorganization of the forces of
the Revolution.

Great May Day Demonstration.

The Russian capital today inaug-
urated its first great May Day fete
without fear of opposition from any
reactionary quarter. The weather
was beautiful, and numberless pro-
cessions passed along the streets
throughout the day.

Everything passed off in perfect
order, although a million persons
participated in the parades. The
government had proclaimed the day
a general holiday, and all the gov-
ernment offices, and even the res-
taurants in the city, were closed.

Talks With His Mother

Then he went to Mohileff, as he
said to say good-bye to his staff. He
came there and did nothing. The gar-
rison ignored him. He lived in his
old quarters, the governor’s house,
had one brief conversation with Gen.
Alexeieff. and then idly waited.

His mother came up from Kieff,
and in the evenings he went to dine
in her train and spent hours talking
with her. Alexeieff grew restless, was
afraid the crowd might lose patience
and telegraphed to the government
to have the ex-Czar removed from
the staff.

At the same time Gutchkoff dis-
covered that Nicholas and his wife
were using cyphers in telegraphic
correspondence. The government ac-
cordingly gave orders for the arrest
of them both.

Four deputies— - Boblikoff. Gorsh-
tchining, Gribunin and Kaledin —
were sent on Tuesday night to Mo-
hileff to carry out the order. At Or-
sha, where the object of their jour-
ney was known, the deputies were
loudly cheered. They were cheered,
too on their arrival at Mohileff at 3
o’clock on Wednesday afternoon.
There was a short interview with
General Alexeieff, who informed the
deputies that he had received in-
structions, and had prepared the ex-
Czar's train. Alexeieff then went to
the station. and entering the train,
informed Nicholas of the order for
arrest and the arrival of the Duma
commissioners.

Nicholas went to his mother’s
train to say farewell, then crossed
the platform to his own carriage.
He was in the uniform of a Kuban
Cossack officer with dagger at side.
Crossing the platform amid the si-
lence of the erowd he held his right
hdnd at the salvie and with the left
nervously twitched his moustache.
That gesture was characteristic. It
was always Nicholar’ wav, instead of
declining. instead of acting. to twirl
his moustache and to look in another
direction. His ministers constantlv
comnlained he wonld nnt sav “Yes”
or.*“No.” and that his invariable re-
ply to important reanests was either
to stare at them with 2lassv, uncom-
nrehending eyes. or to look out of
the window.

Without further incident the train
arrived at Tsarskoe Selo at 11.30 on
Friday morning. The commandant at
Tsarskoe Selo informed the deputies
he had received the necessary in-
structions from the government.

Nicholas was delivered over into
his charge, and drove off to the pal-
ace in a motor car with his adjutant
Prince Dolgoroukoff. The troops of
the garrison looked on in silence.

At 11 o’clock on Thursday morning
General Korneloff, the new c¢om-
mandant of the Petrograd district,
went to the palace and insisted on
seeing the ex-empress.

In the great reception room stood
the little Siberian Cossack general
with a bristling moustache, a man
who had heroically fought with his
division against desperate odds in
the Carpathians during the great re-
treat, who, fighting to save his men,
had himself . been taken prisoner;
who, for months had endured the
humiliations and privations of cap-
tivity in Austria; who with unfail-
ing pluck had made the great effort
to escape and succeeded, walking
hundreds of miles disguised as a
peasant through manifold risks and
dangers across the Carpathians into
Roumania, to gain at last the honor
of being the first commandant of
the revolutionary army in Petrograd.

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ASPARAGUS WITH FIGS.

Boil one bunch of asparagus 20
minutes, cut off the tender tops and
lay them on a deep plate, butter,
pepper and salt well, then beat four
eggs very light; add two tablespoon-
ful of milk or cream and pepper and
salt them; pour over the asparagus
and bake 10 minutes. This is dainty
and very nice.

FOREIGN PRESERVES.
Fourteen green tomatoes, 8 pick-
led limes, 3 pounds brown sugar, }
tablespoonful ground ginger.

Chop 'the tomatoes and limes,
make a syrup of the sugar and cook
two hours.

STUFFED CABBAGE.

VYTake a fresh cabbage and remove
the centre; fill the cavity with a
stufing made of cooked veal or
chicken, chopped very fine, seasoned
very highly, and rolled into balls
with yolk of egg; tie the cabbage
firmly together and boil two hours.

ASPARAGUS WITH SAUCE.

Cook until tender; but not over-
done, in salted water. While cook-
ing make a sauce of the yolks of four
eggs well beaten, 1 tablespoon melt-
ed butter, 1 tablespoon of vinegar,
the juice of 1-2 a lemon, a little nut-
meg and salt. Stir until well heated
but not boiling. Lay the asparagus
upon a platter and pour the sauce
over it.

BAKED CORN.

Six large ears of corn (or a can
gifted), 2 eggs, butter, salt, pepper,
milk if desired.

Cut through the centre of rows of
corn, scrape-downward with back of
knife blade, add beaten eggs, salt,
pepper and bits of butter, pour into
buttered pudding dish, bake in slow
oven 1-2 or 3-4 hour. Milk may be
added, if desired.
