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RIT_.RS\ upon eculinary
topics and practieal
housewives make
much of the neces-

sity of preserving an-even tempera-
ture for rising dough in winter time.
The old-fashioned cook wrapped her

bread’tray in flannel and .newspa--

pers and scolded the trespasser who
left the kitchen door open after the
dough was put to bed in a warm cor-
ner. The trained cook of to-day
sets her dongh in-a patent pan with
a perforated top, out of possible
draughts, and consults her thermom-
eter regularly and soli¢itously.

The average housewife assumes,
if she does not assert, that summer
breads can take care of themselves.
In reality, overfermentation is as
grave an evil as the arrested proe-
ess. Summer boarders do not need
to be reminded how many times a
week sour bread receives the slight-
est of apologies from the farmstead
mistress. If she thinks it worth her
while to attempt correction of the
damage done to her dough over
night, she kneads in soda with a
heavy hand that leaves acrid, yellow
streaks in the baked loaf without
neutralizing the acidity of the mass.

Yet good bread is never more a
necessity of comfortable living than
in warm weather. Sour viscidity in-
sults gastric juices and taxes to the
utmost delicate muscles made lax by
heat. Hot yeast bread belongs of
right to the winter bill of fare. It
does not begin to “ripen” until it is
cold, nor. does it sit easily upon a
majority of stomachs until it has
been twelve hours out of the oven.

It is so well understood by people
of common intelligence that griddle
cakes come andwlepart with frost,
that T need not enlarge upon the
reason of their banishment from the
tables of people who have any
knowledge of gastronomic ethics.
Since many eaters, especially the
men and brothers for whose delecta-
tion women ecater- and cook, will
have hot breakfast breads, I offer
to-day some tried and proved re-
cipes for a few of these. Here the
work of fermentation is completed
in the baking. They all belong to
the biscuit family, and, if rightly
made, are delicate and digestible.

Nonpareil Quick Biscuits.
One quart of flour, two heaping table-

oonfuls of lard, two cups of sweet—
Ttn\q_.’mc_x_a‘;: get it—new milk, one tea-
Jpoon f soda, two teaspoonfuls of

créam tartar, one saltspoonful of-salt.

Ri:g the soda and cream tartar into the
flour and sift all together bef. . they
are wet, then put in the sa’t. next the
lard, 'rubbed into the prepared flour
quickly and lightly; lastly, pour in the
milk. Work the dough rapidly, knead-
mg with as few strokes as possible.

Roll out lightly, cut into caxes at least
half an inch thick, and bake in a gquick
oven. .

Brown Biscuits.

One pint of Graham flour, nearly a
quart of boiling water or milk, one tea-
spoonful of 'salt. N

ld the flour when you have salted
it into as soft dough as you can handle.
Roll it nearly an inch thick, cut in
round cakes, lay upon a hot-buttered
tin ‘or pan, and bake them in the hot-
test oven you can get ready. Every-
thing depends upon heat in the manu-
facture of these. Some cooks spread
them upon a hot tin, and set this upon
a red-hot stove. Properly scalded and
cooked, they are light as puffs and very
good; otherwise they are flat and tough.
Split and butter while hot. .

Graham Biscuits.

Stir together in a chopping bowi a
pint of Graham flour and a half pint of
white flour. To this add a teaspoonful
of salt, one of sugar and two rounded
teaspoonfuls of baking powder. Mix
thoroughly and chop into the mixture
two tablespoonfuls of lard or other fat.
Add a pint of milk, and if the mixture
is then too stiff to handle, add enough
water to make into a soft dough. Turn
upon ‘a floured board, roll out and cut
intg biscuits, handling as little and as
lightly as possible. Bake in a steady
oven.

Sour Milk Biscuits.

One pint of sour or buttermilk, one
teaspoonful of soda, two teaspoonfuls
of melted butter.

Flour to make soft dough—just stiff
enough to handle. Mix, roll, cut out rap-
idly, with as littie handling as may be,
and bake in a quick oven.

Tea Cakes.
Sift a quart of flour three times with
two teaspoonfuls of baking powder and

Graham Gems.

Into a quart of warm milk stir four
eges that have .been beatcn only a lit-
tle, add a tablespoonful, each, of melted
butter and sugar. Add now gradually
three cupfuls of Graham flour that has
been sifted with a heaping teaspoonful
of baking powder.

AROUND THE HOUSEWIVES’

HAT shall wa do with our children's
feet ig summer time? Shall we
allow them to discard shoes and

stockings entirely and go barefoot? Here
are three little girls, aged 6, 9 and 12 years,
whose greatest delight—is to go about in
their barefeet. We think it healthful for
them to do it. Would you advise laying
aside conventionalities and permitting them
to indulge in the barefoot habit? It seems
cruel to deny them their greatest pleasure.
Kindly favor me with an -early reply, as
the weather is so seasonable now for L.re—

feet.
Also, tell us how to whip childreh when
they deserve it. Do you advise striking
them in the palms of the hands, as is prac-
ticed in meost schools? Do you favor the
use of the rattan, cowhide or strap? Would
not the latter two be preferable, as they
are softer and more pliable and not so apt
to injure the child as a rattan? ‘Would
you three or four well-direct:
severe blows on each hand about

an ordinary whipp! for a girl about 12
ears ©0ld? The children are not *“‘bad,’’

1. You speak of runmng’ batreroc. as
your children’'s ‘‘greatest pleasure.” I
infer from your mention of this prac-
tice as a breach of conventionality that
their associates wear shoes and stock-
ings. Would not the pleasure the little
giris take in discarding footgear have
a formidable drawback in the ridicule
of their playmates? It is absolute cru-
elty to force any eccentricity of dress
or undress upon a sensitive child. More-
over, i8 not that a questionable custom
which entails future inconvenience or
suffering? Your children’s feet will be
painfully cramped when they resume
shoes and stockings in the autumn, aft-
er the unbounded liberty of the sum-
mer. And excuse me for saying that
girls of 9 and 12 will look hoydenish,
not to say vulgar, running barefoot upon
the street.

And whoever has been compelled to go
about in the midst of flying dust and
general confusion with skirts held up,
head covered and elbows held close to
avoid soil—in a house supposedly .eing
cleaned—will appreciate genuine clean-
ing, which dominates while removing
whatever is objectionable and maintains
order at every step of the business.
Until a house is entirely settled, every
entrance should have a mat outside and

Strong paper should be laid
over all clean or polished fHoors wherever
people are likely to tread. All of these
should be carefully lifted every evening
and the day's dust collected thereu
shaken outside. Thoughtless, careless
people should be reminded by legibly
written notices, . posted in full t,
that the doormats are there for their
use and the protection of ‘the  -house.

A ‘correspondent of the London
Times in his third article on ''The
Conhquest of the Air and its Possi-

.| bilities,” says :

Leaving aviation—or the art of fly-
ing in areoplanes and other machines
heavier than air—for separaté treat-
ment at a_-later date, I will now
deal oply with air ships or dirigible
baloons.

Iy the 18th - century ghe construc-
tion| of an air ship was beyond the
ra-ng'e of possibility, the problem be-
cou\gxg practicable only in the last
decades of the 19th century, when
mechanics had so far developed that
motor driven machines, both light
and powerful, could be constructed.
The 20th century opened with good
prospects - that a practical airship
would be seen and perfected, one
which would be capable of serving
important objects in  science and
welfare, quite apart from its possi-
bilities as a form of sport.

The fantastical representations
which have been made from time to
time, showing a complete disarrange-
ment of our traffic by airships,~ are
foolish, but not more so than equally
shortsighted comments deriding the
idea that any vessel supported by
gas and driven by motor engines
could ever serve a really useful pur-
pose in war. An airship can obvious-
ly have only a limited application,
owing to its bulk and dependence on
wind and weather; but as its devel-
opment progresses these limitations,
will of course, gradually lessen and
might even eventually disappear en-
tlrely

Up till a very recent date the air
ship has depended for its develcp-
ment on the ideas and experiments
of a few inventors and private per-
sons convineed of the ultimate suc-
cess of aerial mnavigation; but if a
glance is taken throfigh the names of
some of these scientific aeronauts,
and the results of their labors are
given careful consideration, it will
be at.once apparent that these men
are by no means - hare-braned en-
thusiasts, but soher minded people
who have given the matter serious
study, both thcoretical and, what is
more conclusive, practical. There is
no disguising the fact that the ig-
norance of the masses on the whole
subject, from ordinary. balooning to
its more .advanced stages or airships
and areoplanes, is infinitely greater
in this coumtry than in America or
on the continent, where enormous
crowds assembled whenever they are
afforded an opportunity of witnessing
anything in the ' shape of an ascent,
either by balloon, a dirigible, or a
flying machine.

41 cannor here refrain from express-
ing satisfaction. at the efiorts of the
Aero Club of the United Kingdom to
create some ~public interest 4n bal-
looning by various. means. Those re-
cently adopted in +the shape of
“‘point. to point’’ and ‘“hare and
hounds’’ races appeals to the sport-
ing instinct of the majority of our
populace. It is also a fact that five
areoplanes of which | I have some
cognizance are being constructed at
the present time :for or by’difi€rent
members of the Aero Club, and this
goes to show that the ordimary .old-
fashioned spherical baloon is not suf-
ficient to satisfy !the aspirations of
some of these - amateur aeronauts,
and is a healthy gign thatvn private
circles, at-all évents, there is" a de-
termination mnot ' to be left far be-
hind in the science  of aviation by
foreign countries.

It would occupy too much space,
and probably only prove wearisome
"to many, if I referred in detail to
the numerous ecxperimental airships
which have been constructed in difi-
erent countries since 178%; but it is
worth remembering that at so early
a date the iidea was| considered feas-
iple if the most suitable steering and
propelling methods could be dxsc;%d
ered, the first attempts being car
out with oars worked from the bas-
ket or car of the baloon in the same
way as in a boat. The really false
idea of the whole 18th century, how-
ever, was the practicability of navi-
gating a spherical balloon.. The first
person of whom I can find a record-
to build a fish-shaped airship was a
German named Leppig, ard he pros
duced his yessel at the cost of the
state of Woronzowo - (Russia), during
the year 1812. Two fins were a t-
tached to the sides and a tail acted
as a horizontal rudder astern, the
lower keel-shaped part forming also
a car. From that time onwards var-
jous shapes and devices were at-
tempted, till in 1872 Paul Haenlein's
airship, built in Vienna, was fried
at Brunn. This was a cylindrical

balloon with conical ends, inflated
with coal gas,
cylinder gas -engine of about 2.8
horse power. On the frame work,
which was strongly attached to the
balloon by means of a longtidinal
stay, were four bladed screws, and
also at one end a trapeze-shaped rud+
der. Trials of this vessel gave her
an independent velocity and proved
her navigable, though the screw omly
worked at 40 revolutions per|minute.

From this time onwards various
experimental airships were built up
to the end of the 19th century, and
1 cannot do better than quote the

$0000000009¢ opinion of that very clever and ex-

perienced aeronaut, Major
Moedebeck, on the causes of non-suc-
cess, or, more rightly, the limit of
success arrived at up to that date.
““The laws relating to the air-re-
sistence for different sizes and forms
of serfaces were not suliciently de-
veloped. The powers of “the motors
employed was over-estimated in com-
parison with the great head resist-
ence to be overcome. The action of
the prupeller in the air was not un-
derstood. The gquestion as to wheth-
er a large slow rotating screw or @
smaller rapidly rotating one worked
most satisfactorily was undecided.
The driving power required for vari-
ous sizes of propellets was not work-
ed out.”
From what had been accomplished
however, it was obvious that far
more could! be achieved, and so the
beginning of the present century saw
Count Zeppelin building an airship
in a floating shed on Lake Consta.nce
and M. Santos Dumont, after /a ser-
ies of trials with difierent models
continually improving them as the
trials progressed, , at last succeeded
in travelling from Parc d'Aerosta-
de I’Aeroclub round the Eiffel tower
and back to his starting point in 30
minutes and 41 seconds, on Oct. 19,
1902.. For this perfigrmance he re-
ceived a prize of 100,000f. which had
been for some  time an offer by M.
Deutch de la Meurthe for the first
aeronaut to accomplish this flight in
safety. Up to the year 1905 M. San-
tos Dumont had built in all 14 air-
ships, and though less has been heard
of this intrepid aeronaut lately, it
is only right to describe him as the
real pioneer of modern-day aviation
and airships.
~As is well known
many airships both
under construction, and every new
vessel proves moQre- and more con-
clusively, to any unbiased mind, that
it is merely a question of time, prac-
tice, experiment, and general develop-
ment—especially regarding the con-
struction of light yet powerful en-
gine—before airships will be suffi-
ciently navigable, in even strong
winds and unfavorable weather, to
prove of enormous value and im-
portance to every civilised nation of
the world. The first trial of the re-
built Nulli Secundus, which took
place from Cove-common last week,
should certainly give Englishmen sat-
isfaction in the thought that our ex-
periments, though somewhat tardy
are coming to a more successful is~
sue, and should encourage all. who
possess either patriotism, or fore-
sight or hoth, to gdd to the clamor
for increased government grants, and
so enable the energetic workers at
Farnborough to make more rapid
progress in the development of aero-
nautics. ‘

art machine has made good to the

neat upon the " stubble. The stook
holder is then tilted back to its or-

[peated. Al this takes place while-

' the binder goes on its way, and the
fime. occupied of course depends’ on
_the stand of grain being cut. .
When seen worlning yesterday the
machine was doing so ynder the mosf
unlavorable conditions, as the  crop
being cut was an irregular stand of
green oats, and the,ground was of a
very rough character{ In spite of the
roughness which made riding on the
stooker a feat in itself, the work
done in an hour and a half’s frial
Iwas of a very satisfactory character.
iOnly one or fwo stooks collapsed,
and those not entirely, ‘while on per-

two sheaves failed to retain® their
places.

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Poor Reasons

Sir Wilirid Laurier has epened his
campaign in a speech at Sorel, Que.,
on Friday afternoon last, and there
are only three pdints on which he
claims to be justified in asking the
people to continue their confidence in
his government.

The first point that he and his gov-
ernment claim credit for is the in-
crease in the federal subsidies to the
provinces ; the second is the augmen-
tation of the boundaries of Manitoba
Ontario and Quebec, and the third is
the Old Age Pension Act.

Sir Wilfrid winds up his speech by
appealing to the people to give his
government another +term in order
that he might finish the work
in conmection with the Grand Trunk
Pacific.

Grain Act That Effect Ship-
pers--Cars Must Be in Good

The C.P.R. has issued the follow-
ing circular -relating to amendments
in the grain act which are now in
force: -

The Manitoba Grain Act was am-
ended on July 20th of this year, and
the changes in the Act, which will
become efiective Sept. 1st, are as fol-
lows: — Z

‘‘Applicants = may now- order cars
according to size, and agents must
state such a size in the order book
and furnish -the car required as soon
as one of that size is available. In
the event of cars arriving not being
of the size required by the applicant
first entitled thereto, such applicant
shall not lose his priority, but shall

size 'designated which may arrive.
‘“‘Applicant or his agent appointed in
writing must furnish the name of the !
applicant, the section, township and
range in which the applicant resides,,'
or other designation of his residence
for insertion in the car order book.
All entries must be made in ink. An

sident in the vicinity of the shipping
point.

A car shall not be deemed to have,,
been awarded to an applicant unlessi
it is in proper condition to receive
grain.

The warehouse commissioner now
has power in his discretion to order
cars to be suppled contrary to the
provisions of the Grain Act to ele-
vators in danger of collapse.

Grain in carloads offered for ship-
ment to points in Canada east to
Winnipeg may -be consigned to “be‘
held in Winnipeg for orders.” 'I‘hei
shipper shall pay to the ageni of the
transportation company at the point
of shipment the sum -of $3 per car.
The shipper shall -endorse upon the
consignment note and shipping re-
ceipt, ‘“Tnis car to be held in Winni-
peg for shipping orders,” with the
name and address of some company,
firm jor person, resident in Winnipeg
who | will look after its disposition.
The provisions as to the billing of
cars . to order apply only from the
15th day of December in any year to
the 1st day of September in the fol-
lowing year.

Soldiers After Land

R

Ottawa, Sept. 2.—From present
appearances a good many men who
wielded the sword in South Africa
will shortly follow the plow in west-
ern Canada. ‘An act of the last ses-
sion of  parliament, qualifying every
man who served in a Canadian con-
tingent in South Africa to a special
grant of 320 acres of land beyond the’
great lakes, is proving jexceedingly
popular among the soldiers. Word of
the government’s generosity has car-
ried far, and of - the eight thousand
odd men who made up Canada’s three
contingents, over five hundred have
already written to the militia de-
partment, declaring they want land.
Letters are coming every .day. Most
of them are from western Canada,
but the -Canadian soldiers are writ-
ing from all parts of the workd.There
have been lefters  received from a
large number of men in South Afri-
ca, more than a few from England,
Australia and New Zealand and a
scattering lot from otler portions of
the empire and world generally.

A veteran will be able to make
himself exceedingly . comfortable in

to the soldiers’ rights he will be
able to exercise homestead and pre-
emption privileges of 'the ordinary
settler, and can become possessor of
a square mile of land, or 640 acres.

FOUR MILES

Lady Parachutist Goes Up In
Balloon But Parachute Fails
to Work--Her Experience in
the Clouds and Final Descent.

Miss Viola Spencer,. the famous
parachutist, has had a thrilling ad-
venture and a most remarkable es-
cape from death. ;

Recently Miss Spencer was engaged
to make a parachute descent at a
sports meeting near Nottingham, but
when the balloon rose to a height of
2,000 feet she found herself unable to
liberate ' the parachute. The result
was that shé was carried helplessly
by the balho_n for a  distance of
thirfy miles. She . managed to keep

ther frail seat until the balloon de-

scended, by which time she was al-
most perishing from the cold.

At one time the balloon rose to a
height of about 20,000 feet, which is
about four miles. .

I had)a horriblel feeling.”’ said Mis
Spencer,  ‘‘that I should be frozen.
How I wished -I had brought my
wrap or coat, I had only a muslin
blouse and a blue serge coat. I felt

{the cold keenly when I was up in the

air a height of 10,000 feet, but at
20,000 it was unbearable: ‘My . hands
were quite numbed, and T had to
knock them against the wooden ring
of the parachute to restore the cir-
culation.!’

*““And next,”’ continued Miss Spen-
cer,. ‘I had an awiful fear that the
balloon ‘would be blown out to sea,

where, of all places in the world, do
you« think we came down ?.  Actual-
ly in a-clover ?e}d? Could it have
been better ? . Talk about landing in
clover !’! and the ' fair parachutist
laughed merrily.

“But, I felt confident after a time”
Miss Spencer -declared, ‘‘that if I
could only manage to keep my seat
in the parachute the balloon would
come down all right.. What alarmed
me most was the possibility that I
should faint from cold and fall off.
At one time, before I had:gone ‘up
very far, I tried to console myself by
humming snatches from a comic song
and a queer idea struck me to sing
“Up in a Balloon, Boys,” but I stop-

1t was all so strange
with the large buildings looking like
mere specks down below.’’ g

Miss Spencer then explained how
the mishap which had led to her re-
markable deentute occurred. The
parachute was attached to the bot-
tom part of the bailoon, and her seat
was a little . webbing loop not more
than four inchés in width. On either
side she clasped the rope in support.
In appearance the loop would be like
a garden swing.

The parachute is detached by pull-
ing a piece of cord which releases a
steel catch- round which are twined
the strings of the parachute. ;I tug-
ged and tugged,’’ said Miss Spencer,
‘“‘but I could not release if; and I am |
convinced that the crowd must have |
trodden on the apparatus when it
was on the grotnd. ' I shall never
again go up if the crowd comes inte
the enclosure.

‘‘Of course I had no control over
the balloon, which was forty feet
above me.’ The joy and relief I ex-
perienced when my little pocket an-
eroid showed 'me that the balloon
was coming down was great.:

1 immediately
jumped off, and starcely had I done
s0. before = the . halloon
again, and I chased it across two
fields. Seeing a house, I gave up the
hunt, and I stayed at an adjacent
house for the night.

Speaking at Saskatoon after the
dinner given in honor of the visit of
the hoard of governors, President
Murray is reported as follows :

As to the agricultural featufes, he
spoke of the changing conceptions of
the functions of a university. At
one time it was regarded as an in-
stitution for the finishing of a gen-
tleman. Then came the day when it
sought to produce men of the pro-
fessions, experts in medicine, law,
etc., until now it has come t0 be a
place where the application of scien-
tific principles to the occupé.t-ions of
the greatest number is taught. One
of the most astonishing evidences of
this are the universities of the west-
ern states. These are made to serve
the states. A high plane of lintelli-
gence must give way to utility. They
would follow this idea. The great in-
terest of the country is agriculture.
There are other interests but those
of agriculture predominate and ends
must be shaped .with that thought in
mind. It may be months, said Mr.
Murray, before it is decided whether
or not the agriculture college and the
university are to be closely linked
together or quite independent. The
province itself abounds in a (field of
scientific development.
