The Betel Nut,

The betel nut, of which the Maylays
are said to be so very fond, is a white
nut which looks almost like ivory.
Every ‘Malay family without an ex«
ception has a box, divided into listle
compartments, and with a drawer ab
the bottom containing a pair of shears,
In one of tho compartments of the
box is some betel nut, cut fine with
the shears; in another scveral sirile
leayes; in the next some - slacked lime

some fine tobacco, At mid-day, which
is the dinner hour, the family assembles
and squats in a circle on wats, which
do duty for chairs, In the centre isa
bowl of rice and another of curry.
Bach one takes a handful of rice in
turn, dips it into the curry, and con-
veys it to bis mouth without spilling a
crumb, To do this gracefully is the
height of Malay ctiquette. After all
buye finished, the betel box makes its
appearance and is handed around.
Each person takes one of the sirile
leaves, which “are five inches long and
arrow shaped; and lays it out flat on
the palm of the left hand, Then he
takes a little betel nut, puts some of

the lime upon it, adds a small quantity

of tobaceo, and then rolls the whole

up together,  Then he places it in his
mouth, holding it by his front teeth,
never chewing it by his side teeth as
Americans do tobaceo,

How fast does a bullet travell If 1t is in
proper shape for traveling Colonel Flagler
and his officers say iy ought to go at a rate
of 1,276 feot a second apon leaving the rifie.

This matter of speed s very important,
and if a cartridge is flve or ten feet too fast
or oo slow the quantity of powder must be
changed, This matter of speed is tested in
a very interesting way,

At the northern end of the arsenal
grounds is a long wooden shed, in which &
distance of one hundred feet has already
been ocarefully marked off, says the Phila-
delphin Record. Ateither end of this space
I8 & stand something like a target, with a
large eireular opening where the bull’s-eye
would be.
