Ottawa, Jan. 6— The total amount

will be realized. This is more than 
double the estimate made in the bud­
get speech in "which the Business Pro­
fits War Tax Act was introduced.

Men’s and Boys’ SuitsLondon. Jan. 3—(Special cable 
from John W. Dafoe)—Lloyd Harris 
is visiting the continent to lock over 
the situation iti Belgium and France 
and to confer with the Government of 
those countries. Large supplies of all 
kinds are needed for rebuilding. In the

Car­
goes of canned vegetables, for which 
Uierc is a big market, are now lying 
at seaports awaiting authority to land 
atid shipments cf other goods at At­
lantic ports are being held for the 
some reason. With the removal of 
the restrictions there is a possible 
market here, for the time being at 
least for many Canadian manufac­
tures. There is need for having se­
lected agencies along co-operative 
lines. In the woolen trade Canada 
has set a good example. In this res­
pect Mr. Carley. representing all Can­
adian woolen mills has- arrived and 
cpened a selling office and has good 
prospects oredoing considerable busi­
ness. The shipping situation has 
improved. Lange space on eastbound 
Atlantic ships is increasing and some 
steamers are arriving not filled * to 
capacity. Freight rates continue high, 
with no early prospects of Improve­
ments. #

The trade mission is opening up a 
permanent office in British Columbia 
House, Regent Street.

Copenhagen. Jan. 2—A Polish 
army of 30,000 men is marching on 
Berlin, according to a dispatch receiv­
ed here, quoting rumors at the Ger­
man capital. Gustave XosKe, menther 
of the Ebert Cabinet in charge of 
military affairs, is said to have order­
ed the Fifth German Division to meet 
Jhe Poles.

Paris, Jan. 3— The arrival in Paris 
of British Foreign Secretary Balfour 
is due to a desire to reach an agree­
ment on the increasingly difficult and 
urgent problems dealing with Russian 
Bolshevism and its threatened exten­
sion to Germany. Action limiting the 
liability of eacjh power with regard to 
.tlte Russian embroglio, it is under­
stood, is now being considered. It is 
pointed out that while all are jointly 
interested in restoring as quickly as 
possible some sort of settled govern­
ment in Russia, certain powers are 
specially concerned with certain- 
areas. Thus Britain, with the secur­
ity of her Indian Empire as almost 
her first consideration, may be ex­
pected to take her part in encircling 
ïîçilsbeviyn. from Persia and Turkes­
tan, while it is believed she is ready 
to give fullest support through her 
fleet in the Black and Baltic Seas, 
when Spring comes, toward enabling 
naval operations to be carried out on 
a formidable scale in the latter region

>ot a Formidable Task.
It is the opinion, not only of Rus- 

; sian authorities now in London and 
Paris, but of French. British and 

i Americans acquainted with Russian 
I conditions that the overthrowing of 
1 Bolshevism is not so formidable a 
task as some imagine, once it is 
seriously and methodically tackled.

Hitherto Lenine and Trotzky had a 
free field for their anarchistic sche­
mes, but it is believed that if exter­
ior pressure is brought to bear it 
will exercise a deterring effect upon 
Russia itself, paralyzed until now 
by the unfettered activities of the 
Bolshevist terror.

Anyhow it is universally recogniz­

'-upstream from the highway. This 
location is undesirable, however, aà 

i the river is tidal for some distance 
above this point.

Mill Stream Brook, is considered 
unsuitable, because the minimum 
flow of the stream is too small; it is 
located where land damages would 

' .likely be heavy; it does not provide 
any opportunity for increasing the 
output in the future.

The Bartibog River was visited Aug 
24th. Stream measurements above 
Doyle’s bridge showed a stream flow 
of 96 c.f.s. «No site for a dam was' 
found either on the upper waters or 
dov^i streams. In the neighborhood 
or Point No. 5 very high banks were 
found but a dam of such great length 
and height wquld be required that the 
cost would be excessive. In addition 
to this, the stream flows through a 
settled district in which the land 
damages would be heavy.

It is our opinion that the two most 
favorable sites, both for present pur­
poses and for future development are 
(1) just below the Fork, an<| (2) at 
Lqdden’s Landing. Of these two, 
both on account of lower cost of devel­
opment and the shorter transmission 
line required; Ledden’s (Landing has 
been selected as the best site and the 
estimate figured accordingly.

As has been stated previously. I^d- 
den’s Landing is an sxtreincfy favor­
able location for Power development. 
The stream bed and banks arc good 
for a dan), and the materials with 
which to build are convenient. Gra­
vel can be obtained on the ridges 
above the dam. making it possible for 
the contractor to set Ills mixing plant 
on the hillede above the dam and 
chute his material into place.

As fishing rights and lumbering 
operations will be somewhat affected 
by the erection of a dam, It will be'

“Telegrams are sent, begging inter­

vention by the Allies." the dispatch 
states, “but no reply comes. The Poles 
admit the immensity of the numerous 
problems absorbing the Allies, but 
complaire that they do not receive the 
least sign of attention or a word of 
guidance."

future of the Prince of Wales to the 
subject of discussion in two oT the 
morning newspapers. The Daily Ex­
press devotes two columns to it, 
pointing out that the war has nar­
rowed the choice for Royal mar-: 
riages. There is no possibility now 
cf a German Princess becoming 
Queen of England, and a vast trag­
edy has obliterated the Russian I 
Royal Family. As regards marriage­
able princesses in other European 
countries, the Express says that 
Princess Yolanda, of Italy, is in­
eligible because she is a Roman 
Catholic; Princess Helena of Greece, 
is no longer talked of as the future 
Queen, and although one of the Rou­
manian princesses might be chosen, 
the prospect would arouse little en­
thusiasm.

“The fact is,” says the Express, 
“that there is a keen desire that 
the Prince shall he allowed to choose 
for himself a British wife—if not 
an American. His marriage with a 
British bride would be exceedingly 
popular. If he should choose an Am­
erican bride, the enthusiasm on 
both sides of the Atlantic would be 
unbounded and dramatic possibilities 
would be opened up. The example 
would be infectious, and there is 
no telling where the consequences 
would end.”

The Express asserts that the idea 
cf Royal caste marrying within it­
self is no part of English law. and 
forms no written part of any con­
tinental constitution.

“There is nothing whatever to 
prevent King George giving his con­
sent to the marriage of the Prince 
cf Wales to anybody who is not a 
Roman Catholic,” it adds.

The other paper mentioning it he 
subject is the Daily Chronicle, which 
sees special interest in the %>ri)i- 
coming visit of the King and Queen 
of Itoumania to I^ondon in view of 
the fact that their beautiful eldest 
daughter.

Ottawa, Jan. 4—At the resumption 
of the inquiry into the «Northland 
charges this morning Company Quar­
termaster Sergt. Flood. Toronto, said 
that for the first two or three days, 
the men appeared to have enough to 
eat. There were a number sea-sick, 
and as rations for all were drawn, 
there was enough; later, however, 
there were complaints by the men at 
every meal.

*T never heard so much kicking in 
my life,” Sergt. Flood added. “Did 
that go on to the end of the voyage?” 
Mr. Orde queried.

T never noticed any Improvements. 
There were constant complaints at 
every meal.” He said that at dinner 
the whole ration—soup, meat and 
pudding—would be served at once.

••Did they have anything to drink?”
“Nothing to drink unless a man

BERLIN HAD ALondon, Jan. 5—(British wireless) 
—The Paris newspaper Echo De Par­
is says a wireless despatch from Xau- 
en.

“But 
he thought the men got very little to 
eat and what they did get was not 
very fit.

“I got lots of good stuff, but I had 
to nay for it,' he said. “Can anyone 
tell me that this is good enough for 
a meal.” he asked sharply, out lining 
the following menu;

“One half tablespoonful of salmon, 
six pickles, tablespooonful of thin 
jam, slice of bread with about one 
half pint tea or coffee.”

That was supper, hé said, for over 
six nights during the trip. On the 
remaining nights they had, instead of 
salmon, two thin slices of bologna 
sausage.

The men in his section would form 
up a line and get their rations from 
the galley, taking all on one plate. 
If thay wanted more they would have 
to go to the end of the line and if 
there was any left when their turn 
came again they might get it.

“Did the supper you mentioned,” 
Mr. Orde asked, “prove to he insuffi­
cient for most of the men?”

“Yes.”
On Christmas night after the order­

ly officer and chiet steward had been 
around the men got about three times 
*« much as they had usually been get­
ting. Every one was satisfied.

This money was to 
be contributed because they were 
said to have received first instead of 
second class meals. He thoiight they 
had received first class cabin meals, 
but the N.C.O.’s thought it somewhat 
of an imposition to he asked to sub­
scribe.

He came over on the 
Northland and acted as ship orderly 
sergeant for the first -Monday of the 
voyhge. As far as he knew there had 
been no complaints as to quarters on 
the day he inspected the ship with the 
orderly officer. The Northland sail­
ed on Sunday evening, so this was the 
first day out.

Witness aid that • after the first 
three days, when the men were al­
lowed on the promenade deck, they 
had enough deck space.

Sergeant Charles Smith said that 
when acting as orderly sergeant be 
received complaints from the men 
that there was not enough food and 
that It was cold. In France, the wit­
ness said, a man was entitled $o a 
oound of bread a day. He declared 
that on the day he acted as orderly 
sergeant the men did not get at all 
three meals more than a half pound 
of bread.

He spoke of one night when the 
men were served with meat, cheese, 
pickles and something which was 
served out for Jam. The “jam” was 
brought from the galley In a dishpan 
—about six pounds of It, for 140 men.

ASK ALLIES TO RELEASE
ALL INTERN Ell GERMANS.Copenhagen. Jan. 5—(By the A. P.) 

—Count George F. Von Hertling. the 
former imperial German chancellor, 
died Saturday night at Ruhpolding, 
Bavaria. Ho had been 111 for six days.

Count George F. Von -Hertling was 
considered the most learned man of 
all the men called to the chancellor­
ship of Germany since 1871. He had 
won for himself a scholar’s reputa­
tion before he entered political life 
and up to 1902 when he became Bav­
aria’s minister-president, he had com­
bined educational and literary work 
with his political activities. Von 
Hertling was appointed Imperial Ger­
man Chancellor in October. 1917. suc­
ceeding Dr. George Michaelis. He re­
signed in the fall of last year and the 
then Emperor William eonferred up­
on him the Order of the Black Eagle 
and his warm thanks for the “self 
sacrificing faithfulness” with which 
Von Hertling had served the country. 
Von Hertling was born in August, 
1843 in Darmstadt.

Count Hertling was a niember of 
the Reichstag continuously from 1876 
to 1912, with the exception of the 
period of 1890 to 1806. He became the 
clerical party leader in 1909 after the 
death of Count Hompesch. During the 
chancellorship of Count Von Buelow 
he entrusted Von Hertling, whom he 
considered an able and resourceful 
diplomat, with negotiations with the 
Vatican, Von Hertling also was often , 
the semi official intermediary be­
tween his oa$|y and the government.

In the lattér months of his occu­
pancy of the chancellorship Von 
Hertling was assailed by the Social­
ists in the Reichstag and the German 
newspapers. In his last speech be­
fore the Reichstag Von ^Hertling 
dwelt on the possibilities of peace be­
ing brought about. Theeo addressee 
were characterised by the newspap­
ers of allied countries as “peace feel- 
cts” and were even attacked by Ger­
man writers and politicians as insin­
cere or untruthful.

London. Jan. 4— The German Gov­
ernment has instructed its armistice 
commission at Spa to request the Al­
lies to release all interned Germans, 
according to an Exchange Telegraph
despatch from Amsterdam.

« ENOUGH IN.. __ ______ quantities of fish
waste op both the Atlantic and Paci­
fic coasts has been engaging the at­
tention of the Council for Scientific 
and Industrial Research for some 
months past and. as a result of in­
vestigations conducted under the aus­
pices of a committee headed by Dr. 
R. F. Rutan. of McGill University, 
indications now point to the creation 
ihis year of important new Industries 
for the recovery of fish waste on both 
coasts.

The data secured by the research' 
council as to the çxtent Of this fish 
waste would indicate that at present 
there are annually about 240,000 tons 
of fish offal and marketed fish allow­
ed to go to #&ste on the Atlantic 
coast and about 60,000 tons on the 
Pacific coast. The fish oil thus wasted 
is estimated to be worth about six 
million dollars at current market 
prices, while the value of the other 
potential by-products 6t the fishing In­
dustry. luch as fertilizer and stock, 
and poultry foods amounts to hun­
dreds of thousands of dollars more.

In the Canso fiphingudiatriét, of 
Nova Scotia, for instaniÿr an investi­
gation conducted by^rthe Research 
Council shoW^haP^Tie fish waste if 
converted into oils would have a mar­
ketable value of about $424,000 per 
year. Similarly at other centers, such 
as Prince Rupert. B.C., Grand River, 
on the Gaspe Cqpst, and Clark’s Har­
bor, N.S., this great economic waste 
has been going on for years without 
any enterprise to commercially ex­
ploit this waste food material.

It is estimated that about 15 percent 
of the fishermen’s catch cn the At­
lantic foadt now consists of iron- 
marketed or non-edible fish, while in 
the case of trawlers the percentage 
runs as high as thirty percent.

In the United States reduction 
works have been established at sev­
eral fishing centres, where cils, fish 
meal, fertilizer and various forms of 
stock foods Are manufactured from 
fish waste. The Industry has undoubt- 
èdyl great possibilities of successful 
commercial development in Canada, 
provided propqr methods are adopted. 
The Research Council has urged 
upon the reconstruction and develop­
ment committee of the Cabinet the 
importance of encouraging commer­
cial exploitation of this undeveloped 
branch of Canada’s -fishing industry
