FRETTING NAUGHT BI’T FOLLY

But Many Sermons on the Subject
Have Failed to Conviribe Peoplb .
of Its Uselessness.

In that doleful, delightful book, “The
Education of Henry Adams,” occurs a
phrase, “the folly of fret,” which is
better than the usual expression, “the
uselessness of worry.”

Many sermons have been preached,
many lectures delivered, many medical
opinions pronounced, mgny household
homilies uttered, on t theme.

The trend of appled science in our
century is toward the reduction of
friction and the elimination of waste.

And a big part of friction and of
waste is worry.

We worry about the human machine.
We Imagine that all sorts of dreadful
things are about to happen to us. Our
thoughts ought to be on our work—and
they are diverted by our worries.

We worry about losing a position in
business or our standing In soclety.
There would be less excuse for anxiety
it we would spend the energy con-
sumed in trying to do our work still
better, trying to serve more satisfac-
torily the community we live in, striv-
ing to discharge the various and deli-
cate offices of friendship with In-
creased tact and perception and sym-
pathetic selflessness.

Worry is quite anothier matter from
a proper carefulness, that weighs a
proposition and looks all round its ob-
Ject ere acceptance.

A man ‘who Investigates before he
buys, who considers alternatives and
who asks questions before deciding,
who makes no leap in the dark, is not
open to the reproach of one whose
“folly of fret” merely leads him in
frantic circles, like a tethered donkey.
All his fuss and clamor issue in noth-
ing but an ecstasy of motion and emo-
tion.

Man power is too preclous to be
thrown away in these gyrations that
are the pantomime of futility.

Give us more of the calm, big men
who plan and then proceed.

They seem to have time. They do

‘not operate in a flutter and a fever

resembling the hen yard or the stock
pen. They make up their minds and
presetve their equanimity. Seeing
them so cool and controlled, those who
do everything in a panic or a paroxysm
try their, best to excite them by tell-
ing them the house is burning down
or the world is coming to an end.
But these quiet and capable ones
are not deceived. They know that it
is not for man to say when his own
life or his own work shall end. In
trust and peace they continue on their
way—avolding “the folly of fret” that
victimizes and weakens other men.—
Philadelphia Public Ledger.

Relics of an Extinct Race.

Relics of an extinct Indian race are
belng uncovered on the Santa Ynes
river by a road construction gang un-
der the direction of Ranger B. For-
sythe of the Santa Barbara national
forest.

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EARLY REVOLT IN
CUMBERLAND (0.

How Near Nova Scotia Came
to Becoming Part of United
States

How near Nova Scotia came to be-

coming a part of the United States as

a result of the American Revolution was

described by Mr. W.C. Milner, Dom-

inion Aschivist. before the Nova Scotia

Historical Society recently. His sketch

dealt mawly with the revolt which broke
out in Cumberland County among the
large number of New England families
whohad settled there before the Ameri-
can Revolution, and the precarious posi-
tion generally, throughout other parts of
Nova Scotia, where there were also many
families from_such states as Connecticut
Rhode Island and “Massachusetts, who
had relatives among the rebels.

The situation in Cumberland County,
which was the pivotal county of the spor-
adic attempts to bring Nova Scotia in
line with thethirteen colonies, was fanned
by the leadership of two men‘ Jonathan
Eddy, a native of Norton, Massachusetts
who had settled in Cumberland some
years before, and a Colonel John Allan,
a Scotchman, whose ambition and energy
as an agitator with revolutionary tenden-
cies, led him to take a prominent part in
the attempted revolt. The counnry was
saved, largely through the attitude of the
Yorkshire who had settled
throughout the the county and who re-
mained loyal. This, combined with the

act that aid expec}ed from Massachu-
setts never arrived, caused failure of the

rebel efforts and leaders as well as many
of the families involved left the country
returning to Maine and other New Eng-
land States. 5

After the readirg of the paper the So.
ciety put on record by resolution its dis-
approval of the delay and inaction of the
Historic Sites’ and Monuments’ Board
in allowing the Barracks at Windsor, the
oldest military building in Canada to be
burned and the old Powder Magazine at
Fort Cumberland, to be demolished with

PLAY GOOD. POLO

Indian Beggars Are Adepts at
“Rich Man’s Game.”

Have Their Own Rules, but Are Able
to Give British Officers “Run for
Their Money.”

Polo is supposed to be a rich man's

| game, but go to Gilgit, in Kashmir, the

original home of lndian polo, and there
you will see it played even by beggars
—and played well.

The great game was brought to.

India centuries ago by the Persians,
the countrymen of Omar, who, accord-
ing to FitzGerald, mentions his na-
tional game in his poetry.

Gligit, a tiny Indian frontier town,
boasts of being the first home of polo
in the empire, and there they play it
as it was played by those old Persian
sportsmen,

polo enthusiast in Gilgit. You need
not order your breeches in Saville row
aor buy your ponies at Tattersall’s to

The game is played with an almost
uonlimited number of players on either
side, and the polo ground is the main
road. There are no goal posts. A wall
at each end of the polo ground serves
as such, and the game is played not by
chukkers but until one side has scored
nine goals or until both teams are ut-
terly exhausted.

The sticks at Gilgit differ both in
shape and material from those gener-
ally used. They are fashioned out of
cane and are L-shaped rather than T-
shaped, like those used at Hurlingham.
They are also made without a point-
ed end to their heads, and have no
straps to slip over the wrist. Any
player is allowed to pick up the ball
or catch it in his hand and immedi-
ately fling it as far as possible toward
the goal. This procedure, which might
annoy the umpires at Hurlingham, is
made possible by the size of the pon-
fes.

There are three native teams at Gil-
git, the best of which plays agalnst
the British officers stationed there,
and among which are some very fine
players. On tournament days prizes
are uniformly the same. The first
prize always consists of 200 cartridges
and the second of four blanket over-
coats.

There is some difference between
the polo played up and down the stony
street of sun-baked Gilgit by native
peggars on horseback—many half
naked and in rough home-made sad-
dles—and that. played on the smooth
and noble turf of Hurlingham. Yet
men who know both say that no better
game exists than that which is played
during long, heat-laden afternoons up
and down that dust-embedded street.

To Reopen Welsh Geold Mines.

The British government, which holds
the royalties of Clogau gold mines,
near Dolgelly, is, it is interesting to
learn, making arrangements to reopen
the works where, a few years ago,
400 men were engaged. The Clogau
mines are perhaps the oldest in the
country. The early Britons worked
them for gold to be made Into torques,
wreaths, or armlets; the Romans
delved here for the precious metal;

Improved Radio Service.

A complete radio receiving statlon,
making use of a Tesla Induction coll,
In place of the usual plain frame aerial,
has been placed on the market by a
French company, says Popular Me-
chanics Magazine. The set consists of
the Tesla coil, a tuner and an ampli-
fier. The first mentioned has three
colls of wire. The two inner ones re-
volve independently, one within the
other, while the outer one is fixed. The
three are supplied with the necessary
switches, and the two Inner ones are
also provided with knobs for use In
handling them. Good results are ob-
tained with the set, especially in elim-
inating stations using the same wave
lengths.

CALLED MODERN ST. FRANCIS
Charles: Caleb Pierce Tramped and
Preached Through California 42
" Years—Welcomed Everywhere. |\
Memories of a host of picturesque
figures in the history of California are
evoked by the centennial of the mis-
sionary socidty of the Episcopal
church, which was celebrated No-
vember 6. The mind goes back to that
morning in Jacuary, 1848, when Jim
Marshall picked up some bits of yel-
low metal in the fail-race below Sut-
ter’s mill up in the Sacramento valley,
and the cry of “Gold!” like the shot
fired at Lexington, was heard round
the world. The rush of the '49ers fol-
lowed, and in the vanguard was Rev.
Flavel Scott Mines, who erected the
first church ‘building on the Pacific
coast, Trinity church, San Francisco,
which was opened on October 28, 1849,
Probably no name has a more last-
ing place in California annals, how-
ever, than that of Charles Caleb
Pierce, called by Bishop Moreland *a
modern St. Francis,” who, beginning his
missionary career in 1861, devoted his
life to the people of El Dorado coun-
ty. Without private means and scorn-
ing to accept a salary, Plerce estab-
lished headquarters in a rude parish
church at Placer¢ille. Sunday always
found him there. Regularly each Mon-
day morning he packed his bag with
religious literature and “hit the trail.”
Six dayg a week, week In and week
out, he walked over the county, aver-
aging 60 miles each week, every house
his home, a place at the table of what-
ever house he visited or a spare bed
always being certain wherever he hap-
pened to be.

One Oil Scheme Cleaned Up
$30,000,000

o

Promoters of spurious stocks
mulcted the public for more than
$600,000,000 during the last year
according to a resolution adopted
by the Executive Board of the
Associated Advertising Cluba_of
World. Oil promotions proved
to,be the most profitable for the
swindlers, it was declared, one
scheme alone, that of reorganiz-
ing defunct concerns, cost- their
victims over $30,000,000.

In the resolution the board
urges Congress to enact special
appropriations for the curtailment
of fake promotions and asks Nat-
ional, State and city authorities
to give greater attention to the
swindlers that for daring and big
clean-ups have been unsurpassed
in the history of the country.

Swindlers in Texas are going to
extreme lengths in’ putting over
their oil schemes. according to
William P. Green of N.Y. director
of the National Vigilance Com-
mittee, Déprived of the use of
the advertising columns -of most
newspapers, he said, promoters
are resorting to the publication of
their own journals, through the
columns of which they feature the
schemes in which they are inter-
ested. Another clever method is
to merge defunct oil companies,
the stockholders of which are then
approached with the appeal that
an additional payment will save
their original investments.

He said that the Federal Govern.
ment is making intensive efforts
to prevent promoters of the fraud-
ulent schemes from using the
mails and that during the year it
has made some notable round-ups.

The resoution states that as a
result of a recent investigation by
the assoeiation’s National Vigil-
ance Committee it has obtained
facts about one oil promotion
scheme in Texas, which making a
specialty of consolidating defunct
companies has taken in more than
seventy five such companies the
capitalization of which aggregates
moré than $150,000,000, in which
it is conservatively estimated the
public has lost in the neighbor-
hood of $30,000,00. that frauds of
all classes during the last year will
be in excess of $60,000,000, and
declares that the failure to curb
such operations is a serious con-
tributing cause to public unrest.

The resolution calls upon Con-
gress and all other legislative bod-
{es to make appropriations adequ-
ate to meet “‘these growing crimes
qgainst the people”, and urges all
news and other periodicals
to open their columns to a full
discussion of this situation, par-
ticularly warning the public,
and commending public officials
who do their full duty toward the
suppression of such operations”.

IN PAST YEAR

The total compensation paid
cut By the Workmen’s Compen-
sation Board in 1922 was $481,353.
The board had a'total of 5,216
cases reported, of which 3,915
were finally disposed of. In 1921
the cases aggregated 4,834.

In the 1922 report, there is an
increase in claims on account of
lumbering and milling factories,
building trades, N.B. government
employes and waterfront operat-
ions as compared with 1921, while
decreases are noted for mining,
steel work, bridges and excavat-
ing and Canadian government
employes. ;

In 1922 there were 5,216 cases
reported, and of this number 3,915
were finally disposed of.

The following disabilities were
listed:2,673 temporary total dis-
abilities; 1,069 minor or cases im
which disability existed for less
than seven days; 148 permanent
partial disabilities; involving loss
of various members. There were
2§ deaths from injuries.

There are 985 cases in which,
on December 31, payments were
met completely.

In 316 cases completed reports
had not been received.

Of the total of 5,216 cases,2,321
were reported from Class 11;
covering the lumbering industry
of the province.

Total compensation payments
made for all purposes was $481,
353.18, classified as follows:

Ordinary compensation, $167,
945.68; Medical aid, $72,477.98:
hospital maintenance, $26,061.04;
reserved for future pensions in
death and permanent disability
cases, $214,871.48,

FOR EVERY VETERAN

Fredericton, Jan. 16—Believing
that every war veteran, whether
actively engaged in. militia work
or not at the time of his death,
should be accorded a military fun-
eral with full military honors the
Fredericton Branch of the Great
War Veterans Association adopt-
ed a resolution to this effect last
evening. The reselution will be
forwarded to military headquart-
ers of . District No. 7 St. John,
with a request that this matter
be taken up with the authorities
at Ottawa, with a view towarde
obtaining the necessary regulat-
ion in this regard. At present
such a funeral with full military
honors can only be accorded to a
soldier connected with the active
militia at the time of his death.
