W. E. SEERY, BOUGHT HIS FREEDOM.

Queer Happenings of the old Slave days
in Missouri.

““Some queer things used to happen in
the old slave days in Missouri,” said Rep-
resentative John Tarnsey to a Star writer
just before he started for Europe. “The
condition of the slave was not a very bur-
densome one in Missouri. The farm
country and the nearness of the Iowaline
prevented anything like those plantation
cruelties of which we sometimes read.
In fact, I should judge that some of the
Missouri slaves had as good time as their
masters.

“In illustration, I might tell a queer
story which had its scene at Independ-
ence, Mo. Old Banker Sawyer of Inde-
pendence, carried on the same Sawyer
bank which exists today, away back in
the fifties, when Independence, as the
eastern end of the Santa Fe trail, was the
great outfitting point for those daring
and misguiding people who meditated a
flight across the plains. Among other
chattels of Banker Sawyer, was a big,
black negro named Duston. Duston was
a great mechanic and had vast fame all
over, the western country as the maker of
that fashion of wagon known as the prairie
schooner. Sawyer had besides his bank,
a wagon shop at Independence, and his
negro Duston ran the wagon shop. The
shop did a good trade, and Sawyer said to
Duston one day : A

“You make a lot:of money working
over time, Duston. Why do you continue
in slavery ? Why don’t you buy and own
vourself? You have got five or six hun-
dred dollars in my bank now.

“And it was true. Duston had laid up
quite a store of money and the fact of a
slave with money on deposit in the bank
of his master, is of itself illustrative of the
lax condition of this institntion in Mis-
souri. :

“‘What'll you take for me?’ asked
Duston.

“‘Seeing it's you, ’ said Sawyer, ‘T’ll sell
out cheap. If you wantto buy yourself
I’ll take $1,500, while you’re easy worth
$3,000.’

“Duston bought himself, paid $500
own and took .the rest of himself on
credit. Sawyer made out his freedom
papers, and Duston made a mortgage on
himeself to Sawyer for the $1,000. Then
he went to work. Ina year he had paid
himself free. In two years more he
bought his wife and little girl. Then he
began to make money. But he hadn’t
proceeded far nor laid up much aheall
when one night a fire started, and the
next morning found Duston’s wagon-shop
in ashes. Shop, tools, stock and every-
thing was burned up as clean as a whistle
and with the forethought of his race Dus-
ton had no insurance.

“It was a plain, hard, bitter case of be-
gin again with Duston. He thought the
situation over, and then went to his old
master Sawyer. After ten minutes’ talk
Sawyer lent Duston $1,000, takinga mort-
gage on his wife and young one. Duston
rebuilt his shop and opened up anew.
He kept his old trade and added to it. It
finally became very unfashionable tostart
acroes the plains in anything but one of
Duston’s prairie—schooners. Within a
vear Duston again had a clear title to his
wife and family.

“Life went easy after that with the old
black wagon-maker. He died about ten
years ago at Independence worth fairly
$50,000. The daughter, whom he bought
from Sawyer and then mortgaged and
cleared the title is, I believe, now a teacher
in the colored public schools at Kansas
City. Old Duston’s memory in Indepen-
dence is to this day highly respected.”

SHE SAW THE WORLD.

Experience of a Delaware Girl Who
Started Out In Man'’s Clothes.

Miss Nettie Dickey of Stanton, Del.,
who has just returned to her home there,
tells an interesting story of how she saw
the world, dressed as a man. Miss Dickey
is a pretty girl of 26 years, tall, slender
and of blond complexion. On the after-

n of March 24 she slipped out of her
house and went to the woodshed, where
she donned male attire and went to New-
ark, from which place Miss Dickey took
her departure.

Detectives were sent in pursuit, but
they were unable to find her. All the
money she had was a $20 goldpiece, and
when she arrived in Chicago she had
just $3.48 in her pocket. For three days
and nights the young woman tramped the
streets. She finally went to a lumber
yard, where she spent five nights. The
food she ate was obtained at the cheap
restaurants. For several weeks she lived
in lumber yards afd box cars until she
became sick and was taken to the Cook
County hospital, where a doctor discover-
ed her esex, and the girl told him her
name and where she belonged. After
listening to her narrative the doctor noti-
fied her parents. On April 24, one month
from the time of her disappearance, she
wrote to her mother, describing her suf-
ferings and asking forgiveness.

In three weeks from the time she was
admitted to the hoepital she had recover-
ed sufficiently to walk about. There was
some doubt in the doctor’s mind as to her
sanity, and she was ordered to appear in
court for examination. This resulted in
her transfer to the Dunning Insane asy-
lum, where she remained a month. Then
on an order from her parents she was re-
leased. During her incarceration at the
asylum a trunk filled with clothes was
gsent to her, and upon her release she
started for home.

CIGARS IN BOTTLES.

A Queer Fad Which Is Growing In Popu-
larity Among Smokers.

“Come and crack a cigar with me”
promises.to be as popular a form of salu-
| tation between friends as that in which
the invitation is extended to enjoy a
moiety of a bottle of champagne. And
the cigar has the obvious advantage of
the liquor in the matter of price. Cigar
dealers say the new style of putting up
cigars in bottles is taking hold among
smokers immensely. One reason there is
not a larger sale of this class of goods is
that many of the manufacturers of the
best-known brands have not adopted it
vet, going on the theory, probably, that
the reputation of their product is suffi-
ciently established to keep it at the front
without incurring the added trouble and
expense of putting itup in glass bottles.

The idea of bottling cigars is not new,
says the Chicago Tribune, although the
present application of it is. It really ori-
ginated with a prominent Cuban cigar-
maker twenty odd years ago. The Cubans
are like the AmericawLs, or, to be histori-
cally accurate, the Americans are like the
Cubans—since we get our best cigars and
our ideas of how they should be smoked

from the islanders—in that they prefer to
smoke their cigars while they are fresh.
Age, accérding to this view, produces in
cigars 'a result directly opposite to its
effect on wine, and it was in order to pre-
serve the aroma of the subtle weed that
this Cuban used to seal up some of his
choicest cigars in glass cases. There were
three cigars in the case, or rather bottle.
The end of the bottle was softened by
holding it in a flame and then bent over
and hermetically sealed while in this con-
dition. This device was too expensive
for propular adoption, and the average
American smoker took his cigars un-
bottled until recently, when the old idea
was taken up and modified so as to be
practical and of general application.

Each specimen of the higher priced
cigars has a tube all to itself. This tube
is plugged up with a cork, and, the
cork is made impervious to air by a
coating of paraffine wax, so that when
the smoker uncorks his purchase he finds
it in precisely the same condition in
which it left the hands of the cigarmaker.-
Some small cigars, of about the size of
of a lead pencil, are put in bunches and
bottled. » Careful cigar dealers have al-
ways kept moistened sponges in their show
cases, but, unless considerable skill is ex-
ercised, this is liable to make the cigars
too damp, and even to produce mold.
The probable effect of this new departure
on the glass industry when bottling be-
comes general may be judged from the
fact that the number of cigars consumed
annually in this country reaches the as-
tonishing total of five billion.

FROM GAOL A WEALTHY MAN.

A Prisoner of 3ix Months Left a For-
tune of $75,000.

A prisoner at the Montreal gaol named
Robertson, has fallen heir to $30,000 in
cash, besides a great deal of property and
house effects. The heir, Wm. J. Robert-
son, has been serving a term of six
months for having been found in the
company of a pickpocket. Robertson
finished his term last Thursday, and was
released, worth about $75,000.. In reply
to the question, “ Who left you the mon-
ey ?” hesaid: ‘It was an aunt of mine,
who lived in Toronto, where I was born.
She was very rich but I never expected
to get any money from her, and so I was
all the more surprised. When my broth-
ers got hard up she could always be touch-
ed, but she would not give me anything
until she died, and then she left me a big-
ger share than anyone else. One of my
brothers gets $18,000 and property,and
the other $15,000 and property. I get
$32,000 in good, cold, hard cash, and in
addition $24,000 worth of property, which
can be realized on at any minute. Then
I get all my aunt’s personal effects, in-
cluding jewelry, furniture, plate,and hors-
es. 1 told the lawyer to sell the horses
right away ; they keep on eating all the
time, and that costs money, you know.”
“You must have felt queer owning so
much money and yet confined in gaol?”
was suggested to him. “Well, yes. My
brother came down here and offered Gov-
ernor Vallee and Judge Desnoyers a $5,-
000 fine if they would let me out. But it
was no go. They suggested that under
the circumstances, perhaps, a well-signed
petition for pardon might release me, but
I knew that that would take a long time,
go I just thought I would not be under a
compliment to anybody, and I’ll work out
my sentence.”

KILLED IN A BAR-ROOM.

Former St. John Man Loses His Life in
An Affray At Moncton.

Not twenty minutes elapsed before he
returned and again said: “Giye us a
drink.” Gorman eaid: “What do you
want?” Herepeated his demand, adding
“You come over tothe Royal and break
all the doors and do  whatever you like;
if I come over here I get my head smash-
ed.” Gorman then came from behind
the bar and they clinched and fell on the
floor, Magee under. They grovelled on
the floor for a minute or so, each gaining
the upper hand alternately. At last they
broke the clinch and as Gorman arose
Magee laid over and threw up his hands
without the slightest articulation. He
was quickly given a glass of water, also
some brandy, but he remained motionless.
Shortly after, while yet showing signs
of life, he was carried to the Brunswick
House barn and Dr. White summoned,
who prorounced him dead.

W. Cahill, who wasin the bar at the
time, said that after struggling on the floor
the men broke apart. As Gorman arose
Magee threw up hishands as if in a faint.
Cahill added : “I gave him some water,
also a glass of brandy, and thinking that
he would soon come to, went out. I re-
turned shortly after and he was still ly

ing on the floor. I said, ‘Send for the
doctor,” and Gorman said, “He’s all right

Jim Steeves gave a similar account.

An inquest was commenced and ad-
journed till Monday to permit of a post
mortem. Gorman gave himeelf up.
Magee is a son of John Magee, of the I.
C. R. shops, and formerly lived in St.
John. Gorman belongs to Richibucto,
Kent county.

When seen by the Globe correspondent
Gorman was greatly excited over the
affair and felt his situation keenly. He
said that on Thursday night he and
rchie Stewart, a clerk in the hotel, went
down to Sam Seaman’s restaurant and
had some oysters. On their way home
he (Gorman) asked his companion into
the Royal to have a drink. They found
the bar-room door closed and, Gorman
says, he gave it a push open, and on en-
tering Magee took at him about splitting
the door. The incident was eventually
laughed off, and he laid down a dollar
bill for the drinks. There werea number
in the bar, and someone picked up the
bill. However, the drinks were paid for,
and they went out as good-natured as
possible. Yesterday afternoon, Gorman
says, Frank McNaughton told him that
Magee was down town looking for his
(Gorman’s) blood. He thought no more of
it until Magee and Cahill came into the
Brunswick about four o’clock. Magee
said something and I remarked “We
don’t want to fight.” They went out and
came in a second time. Magee remarked
to me : “I'll bet four dollars you're drunk.”
I told him to keep his valve closed, that he
had no license tocome here and abuse
me. Hesaid “I can do you,” and I re-
marked “I don’t think you can.” After
some further talk I went around from be-
hind the counter, when Magee pulled off
his coat and made for me. I dodged him,
but after a while we clinched and both
fell on the floor together. I hit hima
little crack on the top of the head and
got up. We again clinched and fell, he
on top of me. After scrimmaging I turn-
ed him over and again got up, but he laid
there. Jack Steeves and Cyril White
carried him out into the billiard room. I
didn’t go near him again. When I came
around from behind the counter I was as
good-natured as ever I was, but he ap-
peared mad. I wastold that Cahill ran
over to the Royal for a revolver and when
he came back I took at him about it,
when he showed me a revolver which,
he said, belonged to Magee. I ordered
him to put up his revolver and we tele-
phoned for the police. Gorman added
that he and Magee had had some trouble
about two years ago, but he had forgotten

have a grudge against him ever since. At
the inquest there was no evidence to hold
Gorman and he was set at liberty.

CHRISTIANS MASSACRED.

Ten Lives Lost In The Recent Out-
rages.
A despatch from Hong Kong says the
massacre at Waasang, near Kucheng, be-
gan early on Thursday morning. The mob
get fire to the houses of missionaries and
killed eight women, one child and the
husband of one woman. Chinese troops
have been despatched to the scene. The
British and American consuls will inter-
view the viceroy of the province regard-
ing the outrage. All the foreigners killed
were British, the Americans all escaping.

The Standard demands that the mur-
derers of the missionaries in China be
visited with condign punishment and
that a stern example be made of the offi-
cials, who virtually connived at the com-
mission of the crime. The paper says:
“If the Emperor cannot or will not pro-
tect British residents, we must give him
assistance of a kind he will not welcome.”

The Chronicle says it trusts Great
Britain and the United States will com-
bine to teach the Chinese a lesson that
will cause foreigners to be respected for-
ever, but in view of the conditions exist-
ing in the country the bodies sending
missionaries, especially women, incur the
greatest responsibility. The whole ques-
tion, the Chronicle adds, ought to be re-
considered.

The Times says : “The outrage must of
course form the subject of strong repre-
sentations to China from England and
probably from the United States also. It
must not be passed over as a trifle. The
immunity of the murderers would cause a
standing menace to thedives and property
of the whole European community in
China.”

A despatch from Shanghai says the
commission of inquiry into the Cheng Tu
riots includes the perfect of Cheng Tu,
who is seriously implicated.

the convent for two years. She com-
plained one morning last week of being
ill. The sisters did what they could to
relieve her pains, but without success.
She grew worse, and it was thought ad-
visable to call in a physician. The doctor
examined the girl carefully, but could not
diagnose her case.

Just before leaving her bedside, how-
ever, he saw her uncovered foot. There
was a big lump on the bottom. There
lay the secret of the trouble which Miss
Thomas had tried to conceal. The phy-
sician got out his ecalpel, lanced the foot
and drew out a big brass pin. Further
examination and further use of the sur-
geou’s knife, discovered forty more pins
embedded in her legs.

Miss Thomas was mdde to tell why
they were there. She reluctantly told
that every time she had committed a sin
she had broken the head off of a pin and
bad driven it into her flesh as a pen-
ance. She is in a precarious condition
and her recovery is doubtful. The doc-
tors think there are about a hundred
more pins embedded in other parts of
her flesh.

WHERE RAIN IS 'UNKN6WN.

There is, perhaps, no more curious place
on the Pacific seaboard than Iquique. It
stands in a region where rain bas never
been known to fall, and where, as was re-"
marked by Darwin when he visited ¥qui-
que in 1835, the inhabitants live like
people on board ship. These number
about 14,000, nearly all connected with
the staple industry of the port, due to
the development of the nitrate industry
on the adjacent pampas. Therain gauges
at Lima, close to the Pacific, record abso-
lutely no rainfall. There are several
parts of the earth where rain never falls.
Such are the Sahara, or great desert of
Africa, and considerable tracts of Arabia,
Syria, Persia, Thibet and Mongolia in the
old world, while in South America the
rainless districts comprise narrow strips
on the shores of Peru, Bolivia and Chili,
and on the coast of Mexico and Guate-
mala, with a small district between Trini-
dad and Panama on the coast of Vene-
zuela.

RAISING GEESE FOR THE LIVERS.

It was an archbishop of Strasburg, a
native of Toulouse, who introduced in the
district during the last century the rear-
ing of the Toulouse goose for its liver,
says an English writer. In tie region of
the Garonne, the poorest of the humblest
peasants rears every year a dozen geese,
and fattens them on maize or millshorts.
The gosling are brought up like the
chickens and turkeys—members of the
peasant’s family. The geese are only
reared for their liver; that duly extract-
ed, is sold, and the proceeds pay the rent.
The flesh is kept by the family, and pot-
ted -in melted lard, and this preserve
enters into a variety of succulent dishes
in the regions of Bordeaux, Pau, etc. The
peasants flavor their cabbage soup with a
little of it, and it is more liberally served
at family fetes, and on holidays. The
geese are kept confined and literally
stuffed, until there follows a fatty degen-
eracy of the liver, and just as this shows
itself with the animal, and death is
threatened, the hird goes to the block,
and the liver, now developed into enor-
mous proportion, goes to the epicure, who
pays a fancy price for diseased liver.

MYSORE INFANTS MUST NOT
MARRY.

The maharajah of Mysore has resolved
to put down by an actof the legislature
the custom of infant marriage among his
subjects. A bill to that effect was pub-
lished last year. After a good deal of dis-
cussion the measure bas now assumed a
definite shape.and form. -When- the act
is enforced any person causing or abetting
infant marriages, or any person of eigh-
teen or over eighteen marrying an infant
girl will be’ punished with imprisonment
of either description, which may extend
to two years, or with fine, or with both.
*The same punishment is prescribed for
any man who, having completed fifty
years of his age, marries a girl under four-
teen years. Six months’ imprisonmentor
fine, or both, will be meted out to the
abettor or abettors of this offence. All
girls under eight years of age will be con-
sidered infants under this law.

A STRANGE TRIBE IN MAINE.

A Sect of Wild and Hairy Barbarians.
Some Without Intelligible Speech,

A writer in the Boston Herald says:
In the town of Brighton, about twenty
miles north of Skowhegan, in the woods
bordering on the little village of West
Athens, there lives a tribe of men that
would in some respects, put to blush the
uncivilized cave dwellers of years agone,
and give points to the now somewhat en-
lightened savages of the Fiji Islands.
For years they have been the terror of
the country for ten miles around. They
subsist mainly on sheep and cattle that
they steal, and when an honest turn
strikes them they vary their stolen bill of
fare with partridges or trout.

There are, as near as can be ascertained,
about forty of these uncivilized creatures,
a few of whom are females. They are
about all known by the name of Brown,
and are largely inbred, according to the
testimony of their long-suffering neigh-
*bors. They dwell in rude huts or shan-
ties, and some of the younger and more
enlightened of them make occasional
feeble attempts at agriculture, at least to
the extent of raising a few potatoes or
planting a rocky half-acre of corn.

Only a few of these people are often
seen by the neighboring folk, who are
thrifty and law-abiding farmers, and they
are not particular about cultivating the
acquaintance of the rest, who are supposed

to be worse and more degraded than the
samples which occasionally visit neigh-

boring towns after an overindulgence in
hard cider, which is their steady beverage, =
ag it is very difficult in that country to find
rum to steal. - The younger members ‘of
the savage tr*Le are more intelligent than

their parents as a rule, but they are all

wild enough. It is doubtful ifany of
these people can read or write: Among
them are many who cannot even speak

any language, and are able to converse

with each other only by grunts and gut-

tural sounds entirely meaningless save to

the ears of a brother savage. These wild

men—for there are none more wild in

America—have no respect for the laws of

theJdand in which they dwell, and it is

dodbtful if they realize any law. They

are in some respects of an anarchistic turn

of mind, in that they believe they have a

free and equal right to any property they

see, and not only steal everything they

can, but do not seem to realize they are

transgressing in the least by so doing.

The towns of Brighton and West Athens

have lost more cattle and sheep during

the last twenty years than any other

dozen towns in Maine and the sufferers

lay %this wholesale thieving entirely at

the doors of the untutored Browns. Dur-

ing recent months their losses have be-

come so frequent, especially of sheep and

lambs,. that the good farmers thought it

was high time something was done to put

a stop to them, and accordingly the Sheriff

was sent down into the territory of the

thieves to try and arrest one or two of the

most active. He was welcomed by a

couple of loads of buckshot, and did not

stand upon the order of his returning to

the haunts of civilized men, but returned

at once and finally. Thereupon a con-

stable at Brighton, who is also tax col-

lector, and had aslight acquaintance with

some of the gang, tried his hand. He

called on one or two of the creatures whom

he knew, and by dint of persussion and

romise of dainties succeeded in enticing

four of the tribe to Norridgewock and into

the county gaol, when the strong doors

were locked upon them.

And there they are today. No prisoners

ever created so much curiosity among the

people of Norridgewock and the surround-

ing country as do these wild and woolly

denizens of the forest. Gaoler John

Smith, a kindly man, with a long white

beard, who has kept the gaol for some

years, and who, with his family, lives in

the buildlng, says that the train wreckers

Gregg and Gurham, - ho were confined

there last autumn and who had hundreds

of visitors, did not attract one-tenth of the

curious who now call hourly for a glimpse

of the men. When captured they wore

scarcely anything that could be called

clothing, and were almost naked. The

bodies of the two elder were covered with

a thick growth of black hair. Since their

arrival the gaoler had procured shirts and

overalls, and these they now wear.

The names of these wild people are not

savage in sound. The elder, who is 40

years of age, is called Gabe by the others,

who are his nephews. He is a very tall

and strong man, and cannot talk or speak

a word of any language excgpt the stand-

ard Yankee oath, which he had learned

to utter. His older nephew, Asa, is a

strongly built man about 23 years of age,

and the ugliest and most dangerous of
them all. The other two are about 16

or 19, and talk very fair English.

I visited the gaol. When an eighth of
a mile distant the shouting of the wild

men could be plainly heard, and in vol-
ume and character it was calculated to
send a cold chill down a man’s spinal
column. They are all kept in one cell,
and howl almost perpetually, save when
fichting among themselves. The other
day Ase, as his brother calls him, insisted
on fighting with his younger brothers,
and would not desist when the gaoler
tried to stop the row. The latter entered
his cell with a rawhide whip, and was
compelled to use it upon Ase before he
would stop fighting. Since then he has
been very docile when Gaoler Smith is
around. They seemed much pleased when
they were taken from their cell to have
their pictures taken, and make no trouble
while out in the air.

They are a hard-looking set in their
humble attire. Their hands and feet are
black with dirt, and their faces not much
better, while portions of their body ex-
posed could be seen to be covered with
thick hair, giving ,them much the ap-
pearance of beasts. The uncle, Gabe, is
very strong, and easily carries the others
on his back around his cell. This man
has been harnessed to a rude sled, and in
lien of a horse, hauled many a load of
wood to the home of the tribe. Heisa
giant'in stature, and one would scarcely
care to be favored with an introduction to
him in his native wilds. They freely
aver. that when they get out they will
poison all the sheep in their neighbor-
hood, and surely kill the man who caused
their arrest. But there is no probability
that they will be at large very soon, as
they will remain as unwelcome guests of
Gaoler Smith until autamn, when they
will be likely to receive a good dose of
Maine law as dealt out to sheep thieves.
It i8 possible, however that the two
younger boys may get clear.

P.P., chief owner of the Moncton Times,
being the government candidate. Noth-
ing ought to give the Liberals of West-
morland greater encouragement to go into
a contest than to have Mr. Powell, with
the Manitoba school bugbear upon his
shoulder, as the Tory standard bearer.

THE NEW PRINCIPAL.

In referring to George R. Parkin’s ap-
pointment to the position of head master
of Upper Canada College, the Toronto
Mail and Empire says: Dr. Parkin is
a Canadian, a native of New Brunswick.
He was educated in that province, and is
an M.A. of the University of New Bruns-
wick, which also a few years since con-
ferred upon him the honorary degree of
LLD. For many years Dr. Parkin was
head master of the Collegiate school at
Fredericton, and acquired a high reputa-
tion in the maritime provinces as .an
educationist. While in that position he
obtained extended leave of absence, and
attended lectures at Oxford, where he ac-
quired an insight into the educational
methods of England. He was a friend of
the late Dr. Thring, the celebrated head
master of Uppingham school, one of the
greatest public schools of England, and is
his literary executor and biographer, his
Life of Dr. Thring being almost complet-
ed. Dr. Parkin resigned his position in
Fredericton a few years ago in order that
he might go to England in connection
with the book he has been writing.
Since then he has visited Australia and
New Zealand, and both there and in Eng-
land has been thrown in contact with the
famous teachers of the empire. He has
visited a great number of the public
schools in England and Scotland, and ad-
dressed the pupils in many of them ; and
has had exceptional opportunities of
studying closely the systems in use in the
prominent residential schools. Dr. Par-
kin is an author of some repute in Eng-
land, where his words have been printed.
His book on the Great Dominion is recog-
nized as one of the best books on Canada
that has yet. appeared, and it has been
highly spoken cf by the leading papers
both in-England and Canada. He has
acted as special correspondent for the
London Times on two occasions, the last
being at the time of the Ottawa confer-
ence. A text-book'of his for the use of
schools, for which the Earl of Rosebery
wrote the preface, has had an immense
sale and is being used in a very large
number of schools in' England. Dr. Par-
kin’s life-long experience as a head mas-
ter of a school, his)great influence in
moulding the character of boys, the fact
of his being a Canadian and thoroughly
understanding Canadian feelings and in-
stincts, added to the vast experience of
the last few years in the old country,
would seem to fit him peculiarly for such
a position as that of principal of Upper
Canada college. He isabout fifty years of
age ; of great force of character, an elo-
quent and powerful speaker, a graceful
writer, and one whose inftuence over boys
would be of the highest kind. The col-
lege is to be congratulated upon its new
principal.

THE ARMENIAN QUESTION.

Hon. W. E. Gladstone, who is now in
his 86th year, seems to have lost very
little of his old time vigor. There is
nothing that has roused the spirits of the
grand old man so much in recent years as
the atrocities which have recently been
committed upon the defenceless Christian
men and women in the Armenian
country. Last Tuesday a public meeting
was held in the town hall at Chester,
England, for the purpose of protesting
a&ainst the continuance of this state of
affairs. Mr. Gladstone was present and

in a vigorous speech condemned the

action of tbe Turkish government. After
moving a resolution which expressed the
conviction that Her Majesty’s govern-
ment will have the cordial support of the
entire nation without distinction of party
in any measure it may adopt, in order to
secure for the Armenians such reforms
in the administration in the province, as
to provide effective guarantees for the
safety of life, honor, religion and prop-

» erty, he said “ plunder and murder were
the comparative mild side of the work of
the ravisher and torturer.

“This is not the work of the dangerous
classes, but of the government of- Con-
stontinople and its agents, and there is
not one of their doings for which ths
government is not responsible. The
Kurds, troops, and tax collectors entered
into deadly competition as to which
should prove the most adept in this hor-
rible, infernal work.

“ But, guiltier than they are the higher
officials of the government. It.is not
true that the acts of the Turks were re-
prisals upon the Armenians for rebelling.
On the contrary, the Turkish government
disarmed the Armenians and then turned
out upon them the barbarians and vil-
lidns as the sultan’s cavalry. If there

\were the slightest foundations for hope of

better government, the Constantinople
authorities would be eager to discover
and punish the perpetrators of these out-
rages; but, the government only met the
allegations made against it with denial
and falsehoods — weapons familiar to the
Turks.”

In conclusion Mr. Gladstone said : “ We
are gensible as to what is due our honor.
We must interpose to demand no more
than what is just. But, we must demand
as much as is necessary, and demand
that this be accomplished whether it is
met with resistance or not.” (Loud and
enthusiastic applause.) 7

The resolution was read by Mr. Glad-
stone and then adopted.

TuaE great conflagration —an account
of which will be found in our news
columns — which has befallen the town
of Springhill, N. S, is to be deplored.
Springhill, which only attained its
majority a few days ago, has been
singularly unfortunate the past few
years. The big explosion in the col-
ieries, five years ago, whereby over~one
hundred lives were lost, is still fresh in
the public memory. Last winter fire
destroyed the mammoth® trestle work
leading to one of the slopes, and as a
consequence the slope has been idle ever
since;&nd a large number of miners were
forced to leave the place. The depres-
sion thus caused has been severely felt in
other towns along the line of the Inter-
colonial railway, particularly in Moncton
and Ambherst. Springhill is a town of
6,000 inhabitants, and has a mayor and
town council. The buildings are all of
wood, situated closely together. The
town has no water eupply, and the only
implement it possesses with which to
fight the fire fiend is a small chemical
engine.

THE &’oronto Globe which is waging an
ecitorial war upon the recent secret grant
of a hundred thousand dollars by the
Dominion government to the Canadian
Pacific Railway, says: “The grant of a
hundred thousand dollars a year to the
Canadian Pacific Railway without the
authority of parliament, is, beyond quest-
ion, the most extraordinary ministerial
exploit ever carried on under constitution-
al government’ and remarks farther, ‘it
is difficult to explain such a piece of
suicidal dishonesty on the part of a min-
istry soon to be put on trial before the
electorate” The World, Conservative,
algo goes so far as to say ‘ The government
at Ottawa, it would appear, is not disposed
to trust parliament, and not even a great
bulk of the Conservative party in connect-
ion with its railway policy.”

The Quebec Chronicle after pointing out
the able qualities of General Herbert as a
good and reliable soldier, and the condi-
tion in which the wire pulling has left
the militia of Canada, says the new general
is a colonel in the Scots Guards, not the
Scottish Grenadier Guards, as our con-
temporaries styles the gallant regiment to
which Col. Gascoyne belongs. There is
no such body of men as the Scottish
Grenadier Guards in Her Majesty’s service.
He bas had great experience in managing
volunteer soldiers, and his active army
experience was won in Egypt. Everybody
says he isa good man, and we hope that
he is, otherwise, he had better not come
here. The Canadian militia is not an easy
thipg to manage. The “mission” is
strewn with wrecks.

Josiah Wood who has represented
Westmorland in the Dominion parliament
since 1882, has at last been called to the
senate. Mr. Wood has been camping on
the trail of a senatorship for some years,
in fact he has given more attention to the
securing of this coveted prize than to the
needs of his constituency. His usefulness
as a member to the large county which
he represented has long since disappeared,
and no doubt his constituents feel a
measure of relief that he has at last been
taken off their hands, and pitchforked
into a place where he can do no harm.
Mr. Wood carries on a large business at
Sackville and is chief owner of the Cape
Tormentine railway.

TrE Toronto Globe says: Two causes
seem to combine in perpetuating senator-
ial vacancies — the desire of the Ministry
to keep the expectant and consequently
docile appointees in the Commons and
the fear of opening constituencies. While
senatorial vacancies are matters of no con-
cern, the docile votes of the future senat-
ors now in the Commons is a serious
influence.

AMonG the names of Liberals likely to
be candidates in Westmorland are those
of C. J. Hickman, J. T. Hawke, A. E. Kil-
lam, and there are others.; but it is
thought that the choice of the convention
will be among these.

UNFORTUNATE SPRINGHILL.

Another Disastrous Fire Visited this
Enterprising Nova Scotia Town.

The go-ahead town of Springhill, N. S,,
is unfortunate. It has had a mgst dis-
astrous record of fires and now another
$100,000 fire has swept over the place. A
despatch says : )

The most disastrous fire in the history
of this town broke out about 3.30 Tues-
day morning, and before it was ex-
tinguished forty buildings were totally
destroyed, entailing a loss of about $100,-
000. The insurance is very small com-
pared to the loss, there being only about
$25,000 covered.

The firemen worked like beavers, and
to their efforts, it can truly be said, -that
a large amount of property was saved.
The fire started in Glendenning’s livery
stable, the contents of which were com-
pletely destroyed, and five horses and a
number of carriages and sleighs were
lost.

Ryan’s livery stable was ablaze in a
very few minutes, and the fire spread
rapidly to Hunter's store and Simpson’s
carriage factory, which were soon in
ashes. The fire then worked its way to
Main street, sweeping everything in its
path to Gilmore’s corner.

The buildings destroyed on the south
side were4 J. W. Turner’s new building,
fitted up with stores and offices; also his
large building occupied by Bell & Co.,
dry goods, and Ronald McAulay, dwell-
ing; Leadbetter’s building, occupied by
O. Donald, photographer; Gillespie’s
shoe store and J. Hopkins as a meat
market; Hollahan’s pool and billiard
rooms; Hewson’s building, occupied by
W. E. Hefferman, furniture. John Mur-
ray’s building on the corner of Victoria
and Main streets was completely des-
troyed.

The fire then spread in an easterly
direction and destroyed Hall’s large
building, occupied by W. R. Anderson,
groeery store, and J. Gould as a restaur-
ant.

The fire is supposed to have been of
incendiary origin.

WILL HOLD THEIR POSITION."

So Says the Winnipeg Tribune, Organ
of the Greenway Government,

The Greenway government is evidently
unwilling to help the troubled heads at
Ottawa out of the difficulty into which
they have blundered. The Winnipeg
Tribune, organ of the government, has
this to say in its latest isgue:

As the attitude of the Manitoba gov-
ernment toward the remedial order, as
well as its suggestion regarding an in-
vestigation, have been entirely ignored
by the Dominion government, its” latest
communication would seem to savor
somewhat of insolence. The Dominion
government should be informed in the
most unmistakable language that the
province of Manitoba declines to be an
actor in the farce which the Ottawa
combination is now putting on the
boards. The province of Manitoba has
nothing whatever to do with the exe-
cution of the judgment of the Imperial
privy council. That judgment was
simply a declaration that certain privi-
leges enjoyed by the Roman Catholic
minority having been affected by the
legislation of Manitoba in 1890, that
minority have a right of appeal to the
Dominion government and parliament.
The obligation to ascertain whether the
facts and circumstances justified the
Manitoba legislature in withdrawing the
privileges manifestly lay upon the Domin-
ion government. They made no effort
to obtain the necessary information.
They made no inquiry into the facts or
circumstances. They simply acted like a
pack of reasonless and obsequious lackeys
on an ¢xpression in the judgment of the
\privy council, without, in the first place,
asking whether the privy council was
not exceeding ite function and infring-
ing on their rights by using such an ex-
pression. Neither have they made the
slightest attempt to demonstrate by
argument or by a citation of facts that
the action of Manitoba was on the merits
unsound or unjust, politically, econo-
mirally or morally. They have simply
abdicated all their rights and obligations
to make independent investigation and
to exercise independent judgment on the
merits, and have made a peremptory de-
mand on this province to rescind legis-
lation which has been declared by the
highest authority to be entirely consti-
tutional and within its right to enact.

The feeling of the people here is that
the whole farce should cease. The bun-
combe rejoinders and communications
really call for no reply. Manitoba is
now where it stands to remain. The
Roman Catholics and every other section
of the community can depend on ab-
solutely fair and even generous treat-
ment from the majority. But this prov-
ince is not called upon to enter into any
stipulation to extend to any sect special
concession when demanded as a right,
however disposed it might be to volun-
tarily do anything in the way of con-
cession consistent with the absolute in-
tegrity of the single school system. Sir
Mackenzie Bowell and his colleagues
must know that no government in Man-
itoba which would recede from the
position which the province now oc-
cupie on this question, could live one
week after it should meet the legislature.
Let Sir Mackenzie and Sir Hibbert carry
out their foolish and reckless pro-
gramme; let them introduce remedial
legislation in the Canadian parliament,
and let us see what the result will be.
The province of Manitoba can gain neither
in dignity nor in any other way by join-
ing in this absurd game of burlesque
‘diplomacy,’ with which the Ottawa
‘statesmen’ now seek to cover up the
incompetency and dishonesty which cul-
minated in the remedial order. As a
preliminary to any further correspond-
ence on the subject the government here
should make the unconditional with-
drawal of the remedial order a sine qua
non.”

UNIVERSITY MATRICULATION.

List of those who have successfully
Passed the Examinations.

The result of the University n:atricula-
tion examinations held at the several
stations throughout the province during
the first week in July, were announced at
the education office at 4 o’clock Saturday
afternoon. Of the forty-six candidates
who underwent the examinations, only
fifteen passed unconditionally, and none
of those succeeded in getting a first divi-
sion, which requires an average of 75 per
cent. : Thirteen of them are ranked in
second divieion with an average of 50 to
75 per cent, and the other two enter the
third division, with an average of 33 to 50
per cent. Twenty-two passed conditions
ally, and nine failed absolutely. Of the
twenty-two who passed conditionally,
three made averages of over 50 per cent,
which entitles them to second division,
but fell below 33 per cent in some one or
more subjects, and will be required, there-
fore, to undergo a supplementary exam-
ination in the subjects in which they res-
pectively failed. The remaining nineteen
conditional matriculants made averages of
from 33 to 50 per cent, but having failed
to make 33 per cent in some one or more
subjects, will have likewise to' pass sup-
plementary examinations on the subjects
in which they respectively fell short, in
order to qualify absolutely as matriculants.
Only one student from this city succeeded
in getting second division. Following is
a complete list of the pupils with the
standing attained :

AROUND THE WORLD.

The News of the World in Brief — The
Cream of our Exchanges,

The 32d annual prize meeting of the
Nova Scotia provincial rifle association,
commences at Bedford next Tuesddy.

The question of imposing a duty of 256
per cent. on Canadian dressed lnumber has
been taken up by the United States au-
thorities.

Judge Jackson, a distinguished Tenne-
see lawyer, and judge of the U. 8.
supreme court, died at Nashville on Tues-
day, aged 63 years.

The colored people of Chicago held a
meeting in that city on Tuesday, for the
purpose of protesting against the lynching,
murdering and outraging of their people
throughout the United States. Over five
hundred persons were present.

Justin McCarthy, M. P., leader of the
Irish Nationalist party, has issued a man-
ifesto appealing to the Irish members of
parliament to end the dissensions in the
ranks of their party, which, he says, has
brought disaster to the national cause.
They are themselves responsible, he adds,
for the return of the Unionists to power.

The Britsh ship, Prince Oscar, Captain
Henderson, collided in mid-ocean on July
13th, with an unknown sailing vessel.
Both ships sank in less than ten minutes.
Six members of the crew of the Prince
Oscar, and all on board the unknown ves-
sel were lost. The survivors, seventeen
in number, were rescued by the ship
Dharwar.

George R. Parkin has been appointed
principal of Upper Canada ®ollege, in suc-
cession to George Dickson. Mr. Par-
kin was head master of the Fredericton
coilegiate school for some years, and is a
native of New Brunswick. His appoint-
ment was recommended by the board of
trustees and endorsed by the Ontario
government. He has cabled accepting
the position.

With scarcely a sound to warn the sev-
enty or eighty workmen of their danger,
an eight story building in course of erect-
ion and nearing completion at West
Broadway and Third street, New York
city, collapsed an hour before noon on
Thursday. Two of the workmen were
killed outright and a large number were
seriously injured.

Sackville is excited over an attempt at
suicide. Albert Cahill is one of the best
known men in the place. He attempted
to kill himself by shooting on Wednes-
day evening. Locking himself in his
room, he deliberately placed himself in
front of a looking glass, and pointing a

fired twice. He is now partly paralyzed,
and his recovery is doubtful.

Arnold Wood, who lives alone in a
house near Oxford, Nova Scotia, com-
mitted suicide Wednesday evening, by
shooting himself. He loaded a gun with
ball, and after getting into bed, placed
the muzzle of the piece against his heart,
and pressed the trigger with his toe. The
ball passed through his heart, out of his
back .and through the side of the build-
ing, death being instaneous, The affair
caused great excitement in the village.

The sale of the materials used at the
state funeral of Sir John Thompson, took
place at Halifax on Tuesday, and caused
considerable amusement.
car, which cost $1,500, was sold for $21.
The silk hats used by the pall bearers,
brought from seventy cents to one dollar.
Mourning materials, not much damaged,
brought fair prices. It is presumed that
the proceeds of the sale will go towards
paying some of the funeral debts.

The Nova Scotia Secretary of Agricul-
ture publishes a review of the season’s
crops in that province, and probable yield
of 1895, over the whole province. Hay
on upland, 84 per cent; hay on improved
dyke-land, 90; hay on interval land, 93;
potatoes, 96; oats, 93; buckwheat, 88.
Returns pretty neatly all average from
70 to 103 per cent. None are below the
former asan average. Potato bugs are
not so numerous and destructive in Nova
Scotia as in former years,

While Friday evening’s’ express from
Pictou to New Glasgow, was nearing Stel-
larton, N. S, the other evening, an In-
dian was noticed lying on the track. The
engineer stopped the train and the In-
dian was awakened and sent away. The
train then went some distance, and turn-
ing on a siding, started back again. On
coming around a sharp curve, the Indian
was noticed on the track again, but it was
too late. The engine passed over his
neck and completely severed the head
from the body.

While Buffalo Bill’s Wild West show
was giving a performance at Oswego, N.
Y., Tuesday afternoon, a terrific rain and
wind storm struck the town. "The im-
meuse dressing tent was blown to tatters,
and many of the men were injured. Fol-
lowing this, the east half of the canvas-
covered grand stand was blown away, and
the six thousand people sheltered in that
part of the fleld, rushed down off the
seats in a wild panic. Many women and
children were trampled and badly hurt,
but were soon assisted to their homes.

For the wilful murder of Williamy Me-
Carthy, an aged shopkeeper at St. Johns,
Nfild., Januvary, 1894, Laurance Walsh
was arrested at Halifax,Wednesuay morn-
ing. The murdered man lived alone, the
only other occupant of the house being a
girl who used to do work in McCafthy’s
house. The latter was said to be worth
considerable money, and the motiye for
the crime was doubtless robbery. A
man named Carrigan was arrested at the
time, but he was acquitted. Walsh has
been taken to St. Johns by the police.

The citizens of Hamilton, Ont., are pre-
paring to give Private Hayhurst, who
won the Queen’s prize at Bisley this year,
a rousing reception upon his arrival home.
He will be met at the whart by the Ham-
ilton Field Battery, the Thirteenth Batt.,
the city council, the board of education,
the board of trade, the Capadian club,
and the Army and Navy Veterans, the
Sons of England and all other bands of
the city. All the public buiidings in the
city are to be illuminated, bells will be
rung, and the crack marksman will be
presentad with a congratulatory address.

A Prominent Citizen Gone.

Isaac Simmons, the well known tap-
ner, died on Monday about noon. Mr. Siﬁ-
mons hasbeen in poor health for some tinie

but was thought to be recovering. Ever

since an attack of the Grippe about three ]
years ago he has not been well, his heart

bothering him very much. Monday morn-

ing he arose early and appeared better than

usual. He went about his work as usual.

Abont 11.30 he returned to the house again

and said to his wlfe that he. thought he

would go upstairs and lie down a while.

He undressed and went to bed. After do-

ing some housework his wife :returned to

his room in about fifteen minutes. He was

lying very still. She called him but re-

ceived no answer. Dr..Crockef wes.pasging

the hotise at the time and Mrs. Simmons

called him in. He made an examination

and found Mr. Simmons dying. He died

peacefully without a struggle and apparent-

ly without pain

He was an extensive manufacturer of

‘patent leather and had the reputation ot

tanning the largest and best hides east of
New York. He was engaged in this busi-
ness up to the time of his death Before he
was taken sick Mr. Simmons used to ship

$1000 worth of tanned leather every month.

He was born in Queens county, Sept. 24th»

1831, and was therefore in his 64th year.

He was a member in good standing of thé
QOddfellows. and was prominent in the
Orange order for a number of years. In
religion he was a Methodist. He represent-
ed Wellington Ward for three years in the
City Couucil, Ieaving a good record behind
him.

He served in the old Victoria rifles seven

-| years as a lieutenant, going to St. Andrews

with them in 1866, the date of the Fenian
raid. A widow, two sons and two daugh-
ters survive him. One son and one daugh-
ter are at present living in St. John. The
other son and daughter are living at home.
