_ Sessional Notes.

The fourth session of the thirty-
fourth general Assembly of this
Province was openedjon Thursday
last, by his Honor Lieutenant
Governor McIntyre. The open-
ing ceremonies were attended by
a creditable military display and
all the other formalities usual on
such occasions. ‘The attendance
of spectators, ladies and gentle-
men, was about as large as usual.

The speech, prepared by the
Government, by them placed in
his Honor’s hands and by him
read at the opening ismot & very
wonderful state paper. It is
published in another column, and
anyone who will take the trouble
to peruse it must certainly be
convinced that it is much more
remarkable for what it omits
than for what it contains. The
notion used to prevail that the
speech with which the Chief Ex-
ecutive opened the Legislative
gession would, or should, fore-
shadow at least some legislation
to be introduced during the en-
suing session ; but in this case not
one single atom of legislation
is anticipated.

It makes several general state-
ments relative to things that
have happened or might happen
some time in the future:. at
Ottawa or Westminster; but is
absolutely silent a3 to any action
the Government may take in the
direction of legislating for the
advantage of our Province. The
decision of the Supreme Court re-
lative to our representation in the
Federal Parliament is a matter of
which all have heard before. The
question of the fishery award is
also somewhat of a chestnut, and
the statement that the redistribu-
tion of subsidies to the Provinces
is receiving the attention of the
Federal Government is denied by
Sir Wilfrid Laurier. The matter
of consolidating some schools in
accordance with the scheme in-
augurated by Sir William C. Me-
Donaid and by means of a fund
supplied by him, seems to be a
matter altogether outside the
Government operations. The usual
stereotyped statement, that the
estimates are likely to be framed
with due regard to economy, is
made. The practice of the Gov-

THE WEEK IN PARLIAMENT,

The proceedings of Parliament
during the week was enlivened
by a most spirited debate on the
address in reply to the speech
from the Throne. The Opposi-
tion took advantage of the - first
opportunity afforded them to
criticise many peculiar transac-
tions of the administration.
Excellent speeches condem-
natory of the government’s policy
were made by Mr. R. L. Borden,
leader of the opposition, Hon.

BOODLING CONDONED BY GOVERN-
MENT.

The suddenness with which
some members of the Laurier
government have risen from pov-
erty to immense wealth has been
freely discussed in the Canadian
press. Hon. Clifford Sifton is
perhaps the richest man in the
administration to-day—although
in 1896 he was saddled with judg-
ments for large sums held by the
city of Winnipeg. It will not be
a matter for surprise, therefore,
that a Liberal member of Parlia-
ment, A. J. S. Copp, of Digby,
has endeavored to use his position
as a means of increasing his for-
tune. - On November 29th, 1902,
this representative (?) of the
people entered into an agreement
with the town of Digby to secure
a government grant for the pur-
pose of improving the harbor of
that town. Mr. Copp was paid
$500 cash for his services and
was to receive $4,500 more on
the completion of the work. A
copy of the document by which
the bargain was legally bound,
duly signed by Digby’s mayor
and town clerk and Mr. Copp,
was submitted to Parliament and
Sir Wilfrid Laurier was acked to
take steps to investigate the
charge and take action against
his supporter. The Premier did
not even condescend to reply and
was satistied with a personal ex-
planation of the affair by Mr.
Copp. The people of Digby, who
are Mr. Copp’s own constituents,
were evidently of the opinion that
in order to get the government to
act somebody must be bribed.
They accordingly agreed to tax
themselves to the tune of $5,000
for the purpose of greasing official
palms. The exposure is one which
disgraces Canadian public life.
The action of the government in
winking at the transaction makes
the scandal infinitely worse. Evi-
dently corruption in the Liberal
camp is worse than has been sus-
pected.

LAURIER MAKES ANOTHFER SAHRP

TURN.

During the dying days of the
last session Sir Wilfrid Laurier,
in a lofty oratorical flight, declar-
ed that the time had come for
Canada to demand a fuller mea-
sure of independence at the hands
of Great Britain. The Premier
was smarting under the disap-
pointing outcome of the Alaskan
Boundary award, and endeavoréd
to draw a herring across the
trail, and cover up the gross neg-
lect on the part of the government
by which Canada’s interests were
sacrificed. During the recess the
Premier in addressess and inter-
views reiterated his belief that
Canada should be given full power
to negotiate all her treaties, inde
pendent of the Motherland, whose
army and navy are the guarantees
that the lives and property of
Canadians will be respected the
world over. The leader of the
Conservative party joined issue
with the Premier, and on the firrt
day on which he was afforded an
opportunity to explain his posi-
tion, Sir Wilfrid Laurier swallow-
ed himself and declared that his
previous utterances had been mis-
interpreted. He does not now
want to throw over Great Britain,
and is only desirous “ of taking
the initiative, of carrying on the
negotistions, and of being respon-
sible.” Great Britain has never
denied that rignt to Canada. so
that again the Premier is caught
redhanded trying to crawl out of
a hole, into which he tumbled
himself to suit the political ex-
igencies of the moment, Canada
is getting tired of Sir Wilfrid’s
habit of turning sharp corners,
and Canadians will not thank him
for retiring from a position from
which he was forced by public
opinion.

AN INDEFENSIBLE APPOINTMENT.

Hon. A. G. Blair, ex-Minister of Rail-
ways, rather than swallow the Grand
Trunk Pacific deal, resigned from the
Liaurier ministry, and in a speech
which raked his party fore and aft,
accused the government of plodging
public funds in an improper way.

SIR. WILFRID REFUSED GOOD ADVICE.
“I can tell my Hon. friend (Mr.
Borden) that we selected Mr Blair
because we believed there was not
in Canada a better qualified and more
competent man to discharge the duties
of the office to which we have been
called.” :
In these words Sir. Wilfrid Laarier
defended the appointment of Hon. A.
G. Blair as chairman of the Railway
Commission. Mr Blair is pronounced
to be the greatest railway authority in
the country. Despite his expressed
belief in Mr. Blairs ability, Sir. Wil-
frid completely ignored this splendidly
equipped colleagne when the Grand
Trunk Pacific negotiations were being
carried on. The door was flammed in
Mr. Blair's face, ard according to the
Prime Minister himself, the most
qualified and competent railway man
in Canada was excluded from offering
his invalaable services to his country.
How was it thatsuch advice was refus-
ed? This country was involved in an
expenditure of $150,000,000, despite
the protest of the most qualified and
competent railway man in Canada.
There can be nodoubt now as to the
value of Mr. Biair's condemnation of
the Grand Trunk Pacific scheme. He
bears the highest possible certificate of
competency as a railway man from the
Premier of Canada. He has condemn-
ed the G. T. P. “stock, lock and
barrel.” With the eulogy of Mr, Blair
still warm is bis moutb, 8ir. Wilfrid
declared his intention to not only convey
the presents formerly pledged to the
Grand Trook, but to add new and vala-
able concessions to thoge already grant-
ed. Trcis is how the Liberal party con-
ducts public business. The best advice
at its command is distegarded, when it
may affect exploiters of the public
treasury.

EXTRAVAGANCE ON THE INCREASE,

The Liberals are ' still further
strengthening their claim as a more
extravagaut administration than has
been. Despite every pledge given by
the leaders of the party to Teduce the
cost of government, the ontlay required
for carrying on the business of the
country has been steadily increasing
since 1896. The main estimates for
1904-05 reach the enormous total of
$62,935,338, an increase $21,704,457 as
c-mpared with 1896-7, and an ad-
dition of $5,825,364 as compared with
1904- 04.

News of the War.
8t. Petersburg, March 23—The Emperor
has received the following telegram from
Viceroy Alexieft that Lieut. (General
Storssel reports at midnight on March 21st
the Japanese torpedo boats were discover-
ed by our search lights. Our guardshipe
and forty batteries opened fire upon them,
the firiug lasting tweaty minutes. At
four o’clock in the morning four of the
enemy’s ships appeared from the South
followed by the whole squadron of elevan
ships and eight torpedo boats. Qur
spuadron lefs the roadstead to meet the
enemy. At nine the enemy’s battleships
opened fire on Liso Tishing after which
they took up a position behind a rocky
‘eminence of Liao Tishing, and bombarded
Port Arthur. Viceroy Alerieff adds:—
Awaiting for details.

London, March 23.—The only particu-
lars of the seventh Japanese attack on
Port Arthur, are contained in Admira)
Alexieff's despatch to the Czar. Nothing
more hag been heard of ramors of a com-
bined land and sea assanlt, A New
Chwang corresponient says that in the
bombardment of March 17th which ' lasted
four hours two Russian guns were disabled
and fifty persons killed.

London, March 24 —If news paper
despatches are reliable advances of the
Japanese army north may be expected
soon. A Nagasaki correspondent of the
Mail says that the cemsorship allows him
to state that the War Department have
completed all the details for the move-
ment of the muin columuns for the invasion
of Manchuris. Itis stated that a great
force has been massed for the advance on
Harbin starting from the mouth of the
Tumen River below Possier Bay. Heavy
columns have alsojbeen concentrated north
of Pung Yang for an offensive move on
the Talu River. A Tokio correspondent
of the Mail says operations will advance
on the Malu River and a correspondeut
of the Telegraph at Chenamppo predicts
that the censorship will be relaxed early
in April which may be interpreted as con-
firming reports of the impending forward
movement. A correspondent of the Tele-
graph cabling from Chefoo gives farther
account of the Japanese preparations. He
says that he went on a steamer from
Chenamppo, March 13, and fonnd every
landing place on the Northern Coast of
Korea appropriated by Japanese in readi-
ness for breaking up of ice. The Com-
missariat department has been very
active throughout the country buying and
storing rice and other supplies, but the
great poverty of the Koreans and short-
ness of food makes work difficult. There
are ouly means for supporting 90,000 men
in Corea. To increase the number would
entail great diffinlty.

London, March 25—The rumor that the
Jape succeeded in blockading ‘the entrance
to Port Arthur receives confirmation from
Tokio in a despatoh to the Telegraph
which says that the Japs renewed the
attempt to block the entrance on the
night of March 22. Sixteen warships
escorted seven merchant steamers to the
mouth of the harbor. Under cover of
bombardment the steamers ran in and
were sunk by their crews in the desired
positions. The despatch adds that the
details were not received, but it is ex-
pected that the official report will be
issued “shortly. Fully three thousand
Japanese officers and seamen volunteered
to man the steamers. The forgoing is
not supported from any official source.- A
Chee Foo correspondent of the Mail ends
the narrative of a captain of a Chinese
Junk that was chartered by the Japanese
to visit Port Arthur. He says he landed
at Funglason near Port Arthur on March
10th. and walked on to Port Arthur where
ke rrrived next day and found prices of
provisions excessive and was convinced
that there will be starvation in the event
of a siege. The troops are in good con-
dition but inexpert, the marksmen being
inferior to even the Chinese. Embolden-
ed by what they had seen the natives are
growing restive and eager tor independ-
ence. Eight battieships and cruisers and
ten destroyers have not been injured.
They often issue from the harbor but
never from the forts. In the inside en-
trance are a number of damaged ships.
There is a boom across the entrance which
is alive with mines.

St. Petersburg, March 22.—The follow-
ing despatch has been received from Vice-
roy Alexieff, dated Mukden, March 22 :

“‘ General Mistchenkow reports that on
March 17th, our scout approached Auju,
and observed on the left bank of the
Cheng Cheng River, opposite Auju, en-
trenchments made by the enemy. Up to
that date the enemy had not appeared at
Yong Pyon (15 miles northeast of Apjun.)
It is supposed that there is one Japanese
division at Aoju and that the remainder
of the first army corps is at Ping Yang.

** In consequencs of the report that two
squadroas of the enemy had arrived at
Pak Chon (15 miles northwest of Auju)
200 of our cavalry were dispatched for
the purpose of preventing the enemy from
crossing the Pak Chos River, Our cavalry
found three Japanese squadrons on the
left bank of the river, but they withdraw
towards Anju on thearrival of our detach-
ment, without fighting. The Japanese
squadrons number about 190 each.

““On the night of March 19 two des-
patch riders encountered a Japanese
patrol between Kasan (sbout 50 miles
worth by west of Ping Yang) and Chienchu
(about 12 miles north of Kasan.) The
gatrol opened fire, but our despatch riders
escaped unhurt.

¢ According to a report 3,000 of the

enemy’s cavalry occupied Yong Pyon
March 19 and material for pontoon bridges
has been placed in readineas north and
south of Anju.”
Tokio, March 26 —The

The information eoa-
veyed by theee agents seems to coin-
cide with other information indicating
a complete change in the Japanese
plan of compaign or of its entrance
into a second stsge praciically involy-
ing the abandonment fof further heavy
landing of troops in Korea.

According to advices received by the
Government there are only about 70,
000 Japanese troops in Korea at pre-
seut. It is considered possible that the
Japanese reckoned on a complete mob-
ilization there much sooner, but that
the difficulties 1net with in trausport-
ing troops from Japan and over the
roads in Korea proved more serions
than expected, and that jhe Japanese
found themselves unsble to deliver a
frontel attack in Manchuria before
the Russian troops arrived in sufficient
force to check them. At any rate the
latest advices indicate that ihe Jagp-
arfese will not send many more sol-
diers into Korea. They may make a
diversion at Possiet Bsy in the direc-
tion of Viadivostok, but their main
object henceforth will be in the Gulf of
Liag Tung.

If the information received be cor-
rect the Japanese have discovered
that landing on the peninsula is too
bard a nut to crack and have elected
to land on the Chinese side, where
there will be no army to repel them.
The only two points feasible for land-
ing are Chin Wan Tao, S8han Kwan
and Kau Kaiu on the Pekin railroad.
A landing at . either place wounld give
the Japanese possession of a splendid
strategic Jline by which to strike the
Rossian flank, and, if desired to hold
Pekin in subjection,

The Russians have little faith in the
Chinese generals Ma and Mu, who
might disregard orders from Pekin
and join forces with the Japanese.

The Russian military authorities
have felt themselves compelled to con-
sider the foregoing possibility and to
take the necessary precautions. [he
international  complications which
might arise out of a Japanese landing
on neatral Chinese territory, have
also received eareful consideration, for
althouogh it is ﬂ)eciﬁeally declared that
it is not believed Japan would dare
to violate the agreement made in
response to Becretary Hay’s note, as
iwell a8 im Japan’s other professions,
there is no reason to affirm that the
Russian line of conduct in such a
contingency has already been decided
upon priociple, The assurances obtain-
ed from Pekin require that the Chinese
authorities should oppose with their
army such a step on the part of
Japan,

A high Russian official said to the
Associated Press :

“It wonld have worse consequenc:s
for other powers than Rassia if Japan
should enter neutral territory, for such
a stop would obviously be the purpose
of inveigling China into the fight.
f the Japaness could be successful in
this there wonld be an uprising
against foreigners, which would be
ten-fold greater than the Boxeraffair.
The mere possibility is pregnant with
all sorts of dangers, but we can hardly
believe that Japan will venture to
violate the neutrality of China as she
did that of Korea.”

A WONBERFUL POPE.

8t. Gregory the Great, Whose
Thirteenth Centenary Oc-
curs During the Pre-
sent Year.

Lecture by Mg—r. Loughlin

“8t. Gregory the Greal” was the
timely subiect of a lecture by Right
Rev. Mgr. James F. Lougblin, D. D.,
at the American Oatholio Historicsl
Society on Tuesday evening. The
audience’ was perbaps the largest
that bas recently ascembled in the
society’s rooms, among those present
being Revs. Philip R, McDevitt, A.
J. McCue, Poter Murphy and A. J
Soberf.

The speaker began with an a'lu-
eion to the fact that tho thirteenth
centensry of the death of St. Greg—
ory the Great cccurs this yesr, and
that Pope Pius X., who is an ardent
advocate of litargical and cbant re.
form, bas made preparations to com.
memorate the virtues of St. Greg-
ory during Euster week. He was
born in 540 of a noble and pious
family, His father was a Senator;
his mother, St, Silvis, and two aunts
have been canonizad. He was born
at & time when Italy was overrun
by the Lombards and Visigoths, and
when the “Black death” scourged
the world. His education was the
best the sge afforded, and he was
otpecially well trained in Roman
law and musio. Evincing & love for
the Church, he studied the works of
tke Fatkers, particalaily those of
SS. Avgustine, Jerome and Am-
brose. In his thirtieth year he was
made Prefect of Rome, but, fearing
that ho would become imbued with
a worldly spirit, be sought the asy=
lum of a monastery at a time when
St. Benedict was engaged in his
great work which did so much for
Christianity, Of this saint Gregory
was a great admirer, Ouo his father’s
death his mother became a nun and
the son gave his property to charity,
building six monasteries in Sicily
ove in Rome. From 573 to 577 he
was & mook, living in his own house
on the Ooillan Mountain, practising
severe self-mcrtification. Those days,
he esid, were the happiest of his life.
1o 577 be was made one of the seven
deacons of Rome, who_administered
the sffzirs of the Church and luoked
after the poor. Shortly afterwards
he was appointed toa position at
Constantinople similar to that of a
Papal Nuncio by Pelagius II. He
retarned to Rome in 585, and was
wade abbot of his movastery, Ef-
forts were made by him to extin-
guish the Istrian schiem. It was
sbout this time that he observed cer-
rain fair-haired, boys -in the slave
market, and np&/z irquiry was told
they were “ Angles,” whereupon be
suggested that they should be called
*“Angels.” He obtained the consent
of Pope Pelagius to go to their coun-
try to ccnvert the people to Chris-
tianity, but was only three days on
bis wsy to England when he was
tecalled. - The Pope having died of
the plsgue. Gregory was chosen
bis successor by the unanimous voice
of the clergy and people. T6 en-
deavor to evade the honor, apd be-
fore bis coronation be originated
religious processions and caused lit-
any to be chanted for the staying of
the plague, Such continue to be
beld to thisday. There is & legend
that during one of these processions
the Archangel St. Michael was seen
to sheathe his sword, whereupon the
plague ceaced. Since that time
Castle St. Aogelo bhas borne its
name,

praotically a wreck, and 2ll believed
the end of time was at band. He
was the first Pope to assume the
temporal sovercignty of Rome at a
time when there was no power ready
(0 exercise the authority so much
needed. He organized a Sicilian
fleet to bring food to the starving
people, and defended the ity from
the attacks of the Lombatde, actually
doing gusrd daty ‘bimself both day
and night. Always a staunch bo
liever in Papsl authority and infal-
libility, be asserted those preroga.
tives now tbat he occupied the chair
of Peter and sppointed apoatolic
vicars and originated the pallium
for metropolitans which has ever
sincg been ylaced on the tomb of S:,
Peter befcre it is conferred on an
Archbishop. He devoted himself
to the propagation of the monastic
life and arranged for its disciplive.
He extinguished schisms and calti-
vated closer relations with the patri-
archates of Alexandria and Antioch,
which he held were equsl to that of
Constantinople, which claimed to be
second only to the Bishopric of
Rome. He opposed Erastianism,
with its principle of the subserviency
of the Church to the State, and hence
was in continual controversy with
Constantinople.

The conversion of the Anglo-
Saxons was never lost sight of, and
his earliest letters tell of his prcj-ot
to convert Great Britain, To St.
Augustine and others he deputed the
task, which they would fain have
abandoned when they arrived in
Gaul but for his insistence, Some
of the boy slaves referred to he
bought and eduosted as priests for
their people. This interest of St.
Gregory’s no doubt accounted for
the reverence of the Anglo Saxons
for the Roman See, which evidenced
itself by many pilgrimages in which
even kings and princes participated.

All of this was a work of a sickly
man who bhad been mostly in bed
since 599. The reform of the litany,
the arrangement of the Gregorian
Chant and sermons which were de-
livered by others were made in bed.
He died Maroch 12, 604, at the age
of 64 years, and notwitbstanding his
controversies with Copstantinople,
the Greehs observe his feast and re-
vere hir memory. He was astrong
character, firm and unyieldicg, yet
mild and considerate, St. Hilde-
prhonse of Toledo says: “ Gregory
excels Anthony in sanoctity, Cyp-
rian in eloguence and Augustine in
wisdom.”

Mgr. Lougblin says this estimate
is probably exsggerated. Much of
his wiedom was drawn from the
works of 8t. Avgustine, of whom be
was a great sdmirer. He was no
doubt the man for the times, and if
be hzd not, in God's providence, been
Pope, it is hard to say how Oaris.
tianity and its civilization would
have fsred during that crisis.

INTERESTING SIDE LIGHTS,

-

In the course of his remarks the
lecturer, who adopted a delightfully
counversational style, often digressed
from bis main topic to make a com-
ment which was always timely and
sometimes witty.

St. Gregory, he said, did not be.
come a believer in Papa! infallibility
upon becoming Pope, but had aiways
urged it a8 an essential of Christian
doctrine, saying, wkile yet 8 monk,
to echiematios that it is necessary
to agree with the Holy See ss the
succesgor of Su. Peter.” 1t was no
spirit of arrogance that caused him
to assert it when Pope.

Though Protestant writers ques=
tion it, be was no doubt sincere in
his desire to evade the Papal chair,
A great tack confronted him. The
State seemed to have abandoned the
wreck. He became the guiding
apirit of the whole world, and never
before or since has one man domin,
ated it- as he did. There was no
other great man, and unlees he so-
cepted the task there was no re-
course except to avarcky, His bio-
grapby is, therefore, the bistory of
the world at that tigae, Hig letters
which he caused to be registered are
the history of his times, If ever
civil rule came to & man by ctern
necessity, itdid tobim. Tre Papacy
bas its growth, as bas everythiog
Oorist gave Peter as much
power a8 Gregory, but He did not
promise to assert it for him, The
President.of the United States is a
more supreme ruler to.day than he
was one hundred years ago.

The reverence for Rome which was
shown by the Anglo-Saxons in the
early days of their Obristianity, and
which amounted almost to a passion.
seems strange to ps who witness the
hostility of the major part of the peo
ple which dates from the alienation

The liturgy in’ Gregory’s day was
as we now have it. If be wereto
celebrate Mass on the Monday after
Low Sunday at 8t, Peter’s he would
hardly need instruction from the
master of ceremonies, though tte
cafrect of the day, in his honor, might
cause him to blush bezause of the
recital of bis yirtues. The Gregorian
chant is pretty mugh the same asin
his time. He but put .tke finishing
touches to old chants adapted to
church music from the Greek tone,
and his reforms were only in keeping
with those of other reformers who
bad gone befoig him. The present
Pontiff has given expression to his
desire that the Gregorian cbant should
reign supreme. It is not intended
to abangon all modern music, but to
make the Gregorian echant the test.

We of today have the Mass sung as

it was in the time of Gregory the
(Great—that is, by the priests in the
sanctuary, Itis onoly the organ loft
which departs from Gregory's ideas.
The primal idea of church music is
where the whole coongregation sings,
and the Mass was thus sung from the
time of Christ down, It was never
intended that all others should remaio
silent to listen to an opera singer.
Every man, woman and child chanted
in the early daye, The Jews droned
the Psalms, and no doubt do so to
this day. The Psalms were sung by
the Apostles and the early Church in
Jerusalem.

“ We are in a state of expectancy,
but hold with Gregory that we will
stand with the Pope because he
speaks as the successor af St. Peter.”
Gregory the Great was one of the
greatest statesmen and greatest Popes
that ever llved, as also a great writer
Even King Alfred had one of his
works translated into Anglo Saxon.
He has been charged with opposition
to learning, yet his ‘¢ Exposition of
the Book of Job™ is a masterpiece
and his sermons could be preached
to day without surprise. It is said
that he caused the classicsto be burn-
ed. This story is based on the fact
that be chided a bishop for devoting
more time to the teaching of the
heathen classics than to the preachiog
of “The Word.” He is greater in
the estimation of non-Catholics than
in the eyes of the faithful. Some of
our dissenting brethren credit him
with being the founder of the Papacy.
We will not concede him that honor,
It belongs to Christ, who founded it
on the rock, Peter.—Standard and
Times.

Bequests of Catholic
Charities.

A Grand Rapids correspondent of
the Michigan Catholic says :

“ The last will and testament of
the late Mrs. Mary McNamara,
whose funeral was held from the
Cathedral on Feb. 22, was filed in
the probate court March 2, and be-
queaths a very large proportion of her
estate to various Catholic institutions,
Rt. Rev. Bishop Richter, by the terms
of the will is made executor, the wit-
nesses to the will being Dr. G. K.
Johoson and Edwin F. Uhl. It bears
the date of 1892 .

Five thousand dollars is bequeath-
ed to Bishop Richter to defray fune-
ral and burial expenses ; $5000 to
Mary McNamara, her companion and
assistant for the past twenty years ;
$10,000 in trust to the Bishop, to be
devoted to the erection of a Catholic
Ocllege in or" near Grand Rapids;
$10,009 for a House of the Good
Shepherd, also to be established in
or near the city of Geand Rapids;;
85000 in trust to Bishop Richter for
the establishment of a hospital to be
under the management of the Bishop
and his successors ; $5000 in trust to
the Bishop to assist in the support of
St, Andrew’s Cathedral ; $5000 to
St. John’s Orphan Asylum; $roco
to the Little Sisters of the poor ;
83000 to Rev. Jos. Benning, O, M.,
Cap., formerly one of the pastors of
St. Andrew’s ; $500 to Michael Mc-
Namara and wife Mary. The residue
of the estate, after the above bequests
are paid is devised to Bishop Richter
in trust for the college and bospital
mentioned above.

The announcement of the terms of
her will creates little -surprise or
comment in this city among people
who knew her best, as her numerous

lifetime prepared her friends to ex
pect that the Church and the great
Catholic institutions she loved so
well would be remembered at her
death. All her bequests to the cha—
ritable ipstitutions mentioned will be
available at 2 most opportune time,
the Sisters of the Good Shepherd
having been hard at work for the
past six weeks endeavoring to raise
sufficient funds to establish the order
in this city. The generous bequest
of Mrs. McNamara will make it pos-
sible for them to build a house suit=-
able for their present needs, and
enable them to come here at once
and begin the grand and noble work
to which these saintly women devote
their energies and their lives.”
