HIGH FINANCE.
The cost of the Transcontinental

Fielding’s Budget Speech.
Our Ottawa letter publish­

ed on the first page of this 
issue of the Herald furnishes 
much useful information re 
garding the finances of Can­
ada. Our readers should 
give their most serious atten­
tion to the figures explana 
tory of the revenue, expendi­
ture and taxation of Canada, 
therein set forth. As a 
matter of fact Mr. Fieldings 
financial statement this year 
is far from encouraging. It 
is largely a recital* of the 
Finance Minister’s wrestlings 
with the money lenders dur­
ing the past year, in order to 
secure, even as high rates of 
interest, sufficient money for 
his immediate needs, and its 
anticipations for the coming 
fiscal year are gloomy and 
depressing.

Mr. Fielding places the 
revenue for 1907 8 at $96, 
500.000. Of this revenue 
$73,500,000 is taxation. In 
the year 1905-6 the taxation 
was $60,074,815, and in the 
year 1896, the last year the 
Conservatives were in power 
the taxation was only $27,- 
759i285- Let our readers 
bear these comparisons well 
in mind, and they will fine 
them very useful in punctur 
ing the sophistry of the up­
holders of the present methoc 
of carrying on Canada’s finan 
cial affairs.

. Against- -this re^Wfcy-the 
expenditure, on current ac 
counts was $77,500,000 
That would leave an apparent 
surplus of $19,000,000 ; but 
that it is only a surplus on 
paper, we shall presently 
show. In 1905 6t the cur 
rent expenditure was $67,240, 
614. But in 1896, under the 
Conservatives, the current ex 
penditure wrs only $36,949, 
142,considerable less than half 
what it was last year.

To this current expend! 
turc must be added the cap 
ital expenditure. 'which 
amountèd last year to $33, 
000,000. In 1905-6, the cap 
ital expenditure was $16,037,- 
000 and in 1896, under the 
Conservatives, the capital ex­
penditure was $7.147,241,

. considerably less than one 
fourth of what is set down 
for 1907-8. When Mr. Field­
ings current and capital ex­
penditures are added together 
his surplus not only disap 
pears ; but is transformed into 
a huge deficit. The total ex 
penditure for 1907-8, adding 
the current and capital, was 
$ 110,500,000. The total ex 
penditure for 1905 6 was 
$83,277,641, and the total 
for 1896,{under the Conser­
vatives, was $44,096,383 
From these figures it will be 
seen that the expenditure of 
1907 8 is two and a half times 
as great as was that of the 
Conservatives in’1896.

, Any one can see from the 
above figures that instead of 
a surplus on the financial 
transactions of the Dominion 
for the year 1907 8 there has 
been a very large deficit. A 
genuine surplus would reduce 
the public debt ; but as a 
matter of fact,bhe next debt 
of Canada has been increased 
during the financial year end­
ed yesterday, by $12,000,000. 
That is not all, the estimated 
increase of the debt, for next 
year is from $30,000.000 to 
$40,000,000. This is what 
we have come to under the

Canada are about to have a 
rude awakening. The out­
look is not promising, and 
the process of deception can­
not be much longer conceal­
ed.

Is it 
hair-splitting to insist that

$450 to the government from 
the same article that in 1896 
yielding only $300 ?

Is it hair-splitting to show 
that in 1896, when the taxes 
levied in Canada averaged 
$76,000 per day, the Liberals 
denounced such as robbery ; 
but when in 1908 the taxes 
averaged $200,000 daily, the 
taxation is cited as evidence 
of heaven-born genius and 
statesmanship ?

Every pound of nails, every 
axe, every yard of cloth you buy 
from your merchant is a medium 
through which you pay to the 
Dominion government.

I hold that it is important that 
we should have a series of meet­
ings in the Province of Quebec 
and elsewhere to explain these 
things to the people, for the peo 
pie do not pay as much attention 
to these things as they ought. If 
they were understood the present 
government would be chased out 
of power, just as the robbers were 
chased out of the temple.”

“Now,” concluded Mr. 
Foster. I commend that 
speech to my right hon. frienc 
when the gentlemen on the 
hill are taking, not $36,000,- 
000, but $73,000,000 out of 
the pockets of the people. I 
commend it to my right hon 
friend when every pound of 
nails, every axe, every yarc 
of cloth, is still taxed. I com 
mend it all the more to my 
right hon friend when,"where 
as in 1893, when he was mak 
ing that speech, $530,000 
week was taken out of the 
pockets of the people ; under 
the present method, $1,400,

On Tuesday, March 24th, the 
quéstion of prohibiting automo­
biles on the public roads of this 
Province and the streets of Char 
lottetown and other towns en 
gaged the attention of the Legis 
lature. The matter came up by 
resolution moved by Mr. Agnew 
and seconded by Irving. Atten 
tion had of late been called to the 
danger in connection with the 
running of automobiles. Meetingi 
had been held in different parts of 
the Province and the almost uni 
versai opinion was in favor of 
suppression. The letters appear­
ing in the newspapers had almost 
all pointed in that direction anc 
had intimated that the represent 
atives in the Legislature should 
act in regard to the question. The 
mover and seconder of the resolu­
tion were strong in favor of pro 
hibiting the running of these ma­
chines.

Mr. McKinnon expressed him­
self as strongly in accord with the 
opinion that prevails throughout 
the whole Province. He did not 
think that any regret need be en 
tertained regarding the introduc 
tion of legislation to prevent the 
running at large of automobiles. 
He was of the opinion, however, 
that in view of the probable cheap 
ening of the automobile and its 
possible coming more generally 
into use throughout Canada, it 
would be well to limit the opera­
tion of the act to a certain period 
of years. The prohibition could 
be renewed at the termination of 
such a period if considered ad­
visable.

Haszard said the information 
given to the House by the Leader 
of the opposition was not correct. 
What was done was the appoint­
ment by the Government of a 
committee to deal with the claims 
of the Province generally. No 
minute of the Executive Council 
was passed. The information 
quoted by Mr. Martin must be 
imaginary, as it does not exist in 
fact. How little Mr. Haszard 
knew about the matter he was 
discussing was shown on the 
following day, when he confessed 
he did not know that a minute of 
Council had been passed. He 
found that such a minute existed 
and he now laid it on the table. 
No memorial was sent to the Do­
minion Government, and no claim 
or proposal was made. He desir­
ed to withdraw what he had said 
on the previous day, about Mr. 
Martin’s remarks in the House of 
Commons.

Mr. McDonald had no doubt 
that this was, at present, a great 
question throughout the Province, 
still he hardly agreed with the 
resolution. He remembered that 

great uproar had been raised 
when reaping and mowing ma 
chines had been introduced into 
England. There was a general 
demand that they should be driven 
out of the country. But no one 
would now wish it to be known 
that he had been/prejudiced 
against them, they had come to be 
recognized as universally valuable 
to the farmers. There were many 
other things concerning which 
people would now be inclined to 
feel ashamed of the agitation that 
had been raised against them, 
few years ago a general outcry 
had been raised against the 
bicycle, and now the automobile 
was to the front. If prohibited 
altogether the members of this 
House may in after years be 
ashamed of their action at the 
present time. This is a horse 
raising and horse exporting conn 
try, and the value of horses sold 
abroad will be considerable in 
creased if they are broken to the 
automobile. In view of these 
facts he thought we should not be 
too hasty or too extreme in this 
prohibition. The resolution passed 
without division.

Mr. Prowse strongly emphasized 
the necessity of removing this 
menace to the travelling public. 
In the country the women did the 
most of the shopping ; but since 
the advent of the automobile and 
in consequence of accidents that 
have occurred from them, women 
would not now undertake to drive 
a horse. It would thus be seen 
that automobiles were not only a 
great inconvenience to the people, 
bqt also a great source of danger. 
He therefore strongly emphasized 
the necessity of absolutely pro­
hibiting their running qq our 
roads and streets.

Mr. Mathieson, Leader of the 
Opposition, expressed his approval 
of abolishing this fruitful source 
of c}anger. Ife pqiqtpd 0(}t that 
when the address in answer tq the 
Lieutenant Guvernor’s speech was 
qnder consideration, he had direct­
ed attention to this important 
matter. It was unfortunate, he 
said, that such legislation was 
necessary ; but our country roads 
jre required for the qse of the 
people, and it certainly wm de-

The next thing was a fight by
the Opposition for information 
that should have been furnished 
by the Commissioner of Public 
Works. Mr. Morson pointed out 
that there were several papers 
missing in a return he had asked 
for, Mr. McDonald showed that 
his question regarding rights of 
way had not been answered, and 
that the Gqmmissioner be ordered 
by the House to submit the in­
formation required. Mr. Cum- 
miskey said he knew of no right 
of way that had been purchased 
and paid for the road through 
that had not been opened. Mr. 
Mathieson said that the com 
missioner surely could discover, 
without difficulty, what rights of 
way had been purchased since 
1891, unless the books of the Pub 
lie Works Department were in a 
state of chaos. There must be 
a scandalous state of disorder in 
hie office, if he cannot produce 
the information that is wanted 
The question had been asked 
three weeks ago, and there was 
no answer yet. Every member 
in the House knows about some 
of the rights of way that have 
not been opened. We want to 
know how much of the people’s 
money has been sunk in this way, 
Not an election has passed, said 
Mr. Mathieson, in which land has 
not been bought and paid for by 
the Government, and in many 
cases the land so bought and paid 
for is still used by its original 
owner. If the Commissioner does 
not know about this matter ; if he 
is ignorant of his duty why is he 
maintained in office ?

This resolution asking for justice to 
schooner owners and their captains, as 
against the privileges accorded to 
steamers and powerful corporations,was 
supported in speeches by members on 
both side* of the House. Mr. Mc­
Kinnon in support said it is 
not a matter that effects the owners of 
vessels and coal dealers only ; it effect 
every farmer in the country. Schooners 
do the work for this Province which 
steamers cannot do, and if schooners 
are driven ont of the business it will be 
bad for the Province. He knew that 
in August last as many as thirteen 
vessels were laid np in Port Hastings at 
one time by the larger ^steamers then 
being loaded. Mr. Mathieson pointed 
ont that it is of great consequence to 
Canada that the coasting trade should 
be in the hands of Canadian seamen. 
There is no better protection for the 
country, he said, than the hardy fisher­
men trained upon our coasts, and 
ready to defend the country from 
attack. These men should be en­
couraged. The qiestion is a large one. 
Many of onr seamen who work in the 
coasting trade find it difficnlt to make 
a living in competition with Norweg­
ians. After considerable discussion the 
resolotiou passed unanimously.

On Wednesday afternoon Mr, 
Mathieson, Leader of the Opposi 
tion, called the attention of the 
Leader of the Government to the 
question he had asked at the be 
ginning of the session, concerning 
the claims of this Province against 
the Dominion Government anc! 
the Premier’s reply. He then read 
from the official report of the 
House of Commons debates, 
statement of Mr. Alex. Martin

steam communication and freight 
rates between this islftqc} Wd the 
mainland, anc} strongly pressing 
for payment of said indemnity np 
to the present time ; also urging 
that immediate gtppg he taken to 
establish continuous communica­
tion by the best means that can be 
devised. The following gentle­
men were appointed a special com­
mittee to prepare said memorial, 
namely : The Hon. Messieurs 
Peters, Hughes, McNuft, Haezard 
and Qaptain Joseph field, M. L A-, 
and John A-gnew, 1}. L A,. ^s

said memorial.”

A bill relative to the leasing of the beds 
of rivers and bays for oyster culture 
was passed by the Legislators last year; 
but word had been received from the 
department of Joitice, Ottawa, that the 
act would be disallowed, anises amend­
ed in each a way ae to remove all donbt 
as to Interference with any rights pos­
sessed by the Dominion Government. 
The Premier proposed that the follow­
ing words be added to the bill. “Noth­
ing in this Act le Intended to effect any 
public harbor.” Mr. Morson moved 
that the addition be amended so as to 
read : “Nothing in this act is intend­
ed to effect the rights of Canada in any 
public harbor.” The Premier did not 
Indicate hie willlngnen to accept this 
amendment, and then issue was joined.
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Mr. Morson desired to know what 
kind of a harbor is not a public harbor. 
If our harbors are public harbors that 
does not prevent them from producing 
oyeteis, and all the rights of Canada to 
navigation would be safeguarded by bis 
amendment. Not only onr Provincial] 
but the Federal rights were preserved 
by this amendment. The rights of 
public harbors and oyster fisheries 
were protected. Bat if the bill is allow­
ed to pass as presented by the Premier, 
we shall exclude ourselves, and Can­
ada will be able to drive ns ont of any 
baibor which msy be considered pub­
lic.

To save themselves from 
their awkward dilemma, the Leader of 
the Government moved an amendment 
but the Speaker ruled that this amend 
ment was irregularly before the House. 
The Premier therefore submitted an 
other amendment in which the pre­
amble of the Opposition resolution was 
accepted and the following added 
“ That this House authorize the Gov- 
ernment to appoint a commission • to 
examine into and report upon tbe whole 
system of Education in this Province, 
including the most Suitable school books 
for use in the public schools and also 
the best means of obtaining the same 
This, of course, side track any attempt 
at reform and leaves the matter wholly 
at the discretion of the Government.

The untenable position of Govern­
ment in this matter was admirably ex­
posed by the Leader of the Opposition, 
Mr. Fraser, Mr. McKinnon and other 
members of the Opposition. Mr. 
Fraser .pointed out that very little was 
to be hoped for from the Government; 
they had done nothing in the way of 
reform in virtue of tbe promise made 
last year. He showed that the schools 
of this Province had been retrograding 
ever since the present party came into 
office. According to the report there 
are twenty five schools vacant. The 
Government are responsible for this 
condition of affairs. Ninety per cent of
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the school books have been changed 
and almost entirely for the worse. Of 
the 19,000 pupils attending school last 
year over 10,000 were in the primer and 
first second and third books, over half 
the attendance. But the hooka have 
been so subdivided that it costs $1,10 to 
supply books up to the third form. In 
this matter the book sellers made i 
bargain entirely to their own advan 
tags. The report showed 64 studying 
bookkeeping and 643 studying vocal 
music, only 978 were studying agri 
culture, so important in this Province. 
Party advantage rather than improve­
ment in education was what tbe Gov 
ernment were studying in this matter. 
Mr. Fraser showed from the report that 
there were three schools with an aver 
age attendance of less than 6 popils ; 
six schools, with less than 7 pupils, and 
ninety seven schools, with less than 14. 
This was the result of estaolishing 
school districts where they were not 
wanted ; political schools. The con­
sequence of this manner of acting by 
the Government was that the average 
went down all round, and the teachers 
became discouraged and left.

Mr. McKinnon pointed out that there 
was little difference between the resolution 
and the amendment, and he could not see 
why the Government had not accepted the 
resolution as at first presented. The fact 
that the Government asked for a commis­
sion to make things right, was an admis­
sion they knew nothing shout their work, 
so far as the schools are concerned—a sad 
admission. Surely. The schools report 
shows the lamentable condition to which 
we are reduced. There are many vacant 
schools ; although the Government have 
gone out into the country and picked up 
idlers without licenses and wholly unquali­
fied to teach our youth. These are willing 
to work for $80 a year ; to take charge of 
schools ; but schools in charge of such as 
these, are just as bad off as if they were 
vacant. When the Conservatives were in 
office, an .average of 40 had to be main­
tained in the schools, where teachers re­
ceived the highest pay. But this provi­
sion had, for political purposes, been re­
moved by the men now in office. From 
the reports Mr. McKinnon quoted at 
length to prove his contentions. The 
schools were poorly attended and good 
teachers would not remain in the Province 
at the poor salaries now paid by the Gov­
ernment.

b, and this vessel will be accompanied 
by another cruiser as an escort. The Brit­
ish Atlantic fleet will cross ahead of the 
cruisers to be present and welcome the 
Prince on his arrival.

Between fifty and seventy men lost 
their lives in two explosions on Saturday 
in the coal mine of the Union Pacific Com­
pany at Hanna, Wyoming. The explo­
sions were caused by gas and coal dust and 
each was followed by fire.

In the British House of Commons on 
Monday, a lengthy debate took place on 
the question of Home Rule for Ireland.

giving the Irish people legislative and ex­
ecutive control of all purely Irish affairs.” 
After the resolution had been amended by 
adding the words—“All subject to the 
supreme authority of the Imperial Parlia­
ment,” it was adopted by 313 to 157.

Dominion Goal Company’s
COAL !

Mr. Mathieeon pointed out that new 
matter had come up during the discussion. 
The Government admit the prices are too 
high ; but they have done nothing to 
make them lower. They now move that 

committee of competent persons be 
appointed by themselves. They have 
adopted the preamble of our resolution, 
which strongly thin our acts. Now the 
Government says—“Let us appoint a com- 
mittee to investigate our our own work.” 
Give the power of reform to those who, 
by their own admission, have nob done 
what they ought to do. Is that not a 
good idea on their part ? The men accused 
are to be the men to appoint the commis­
sion. We should insist that the commit­
tee be appointed by the House. The re­
cord of the schools has been of continuons 
decline, except in the matter of expense. 
The Government has cut down the salaries 
of teachers. They abolished the bonus 
they have abolished the supplement to 
teachers. But they have increased the 
coat of education by $10,000 a year, and 
the condition of the schools is going 
from bad to worse as the years go by. Bui. 
now they say, let the farmers pub their 
hands deep down into their trousers pock­
ets and take out the money with which to 
pay the teachers and restore the schools, 
to their former efficiency. That is the 
great remedy. Let the farmers pay more 
taxes. But when the Government had a 
ohance to press our claim to an increase of 
subsidy on the ground of the increased 
oust of education, they were mute. Their 
representatives said nothing. They 
claimed noting. Now they say to the far­
mer8—“You do the paying.” When they 
had the chance they were rs silent as so 
many mice. New they are loud in their 
calls upon the farmer to make good the 
money which they never tried to obtain 
from the Federal Government ; and they 
Ay, “Let us appoint a commission to in- 

vesL.^&t# aQd report upon our own 
doings.

Mr. McDox^d strongly emphasized the 
great importune' of thie matter. The 
Government failed to folfil their promise 
of last session to effe-”1 * reduction in the 
price of school books, an d no” tdey a8k 
to be trusted again. They were ntt8rl? 
unworthy of further trust. EJoer'ence 
has proved this. It was evident 
only wanted to rasa the matter ov 'r 
and leave it there. The new Govern­
ment of New Brunswick had taken the 
matter up. They found that books 
which in New Brunswick coat 10 cents, 
costs only 6 cents in Ontario ; those that 
cost 15 cents in New Brunswick were 
sold in Ontario for 7 cents; 20 cent 
books were only 9 cents in Ontario ; 30 
cent books were 13cts. in Ontario and 
40 cent books in N. B. were only 16cte. 
in Ontario. A thorongh change should 
be made hete. In Ontario they ad­
vertised for tenders and accepted ttv 
lowest. Oar education department 
saems to be altogether in the hands of 
the Toronto publishing companies. 
Every business man knows there is 
constant complaint by the people about 
the excessive prices charged in this 
Province for school books. The Con­
servatives gave the people good books 
at low prices. Price* have since gone 
down; but they have not been reduced 
to the people here. Why should we pay 
twi ce as much for school books as they 
do in Ontario. The commission, he 
contended, showed he appointed by 
the House and sot by the Government; 
open before the people ; not behind 
closed doors.

A MYSTERY SOLVED.

The Imperial Pulp Company, 
which has 304.000 acres of selected 
Western timber lands, has at last 
been hunted down. It is the only 
concern which obtained limits in 
competition with T. A. Burrows, 
M.P.(brother-in-law of M' S fton), 
who has 306,000 acres Some times 
the only competition was between 
these two. Where there were outside 
bidders, one of the happy pair 
came out ahead. True, A. W. Fra­
ser and W. H. Nolan obtained 
awards, but they are found to be bid­
ders for the Imperial Company. The 
Company and Burrows had the same 
remarkable methods of business. 
Both spurned the regular form of 
tender, both bid without naming 
the amount of their offer, both en­
closed two or mote cheques with each 
bid. In this way the sum of their 
their cheques was just a little higher 
than the next independent bid, while 
single cheques would have capturld 
the limit from some lower bidder.

IT WAS BURROWS AFTER 
ALL.

There was a desire to know who 
comprised this fortunate company. 
The Minister who sold it millions 
worth of timber would not tell. Mr. 
Turrif, Mr. Burrows, Mr. Sifton 
could throw no light on the mystery. 
It was only when a banker was sum­
moned to tell who paid the cheques 
that the truth came out. Then Mr. 
MacDonald, chief obstructionist for 
the defence, had A. W. Fraser 
called, and brought out the fact that 
the Imperial Pulp Company was no 
other than Mr. Burrows himself, 
associated with a former political 
associate, now Lieutenant-Governor 
of Manitoba. It was Burrows who 
fixed the Imperial Company’s bids in 
pretended competition with his own. 
It was he who arranged the remark­
able system of cheques and who paid 
them. He manages the Company. 
So now it is clear how these two con­
cerns followed the same system, and 
why they gave each other a chance to 
win, but got ahead of everybody else.

THAT SOLITARY CONSERVA- 
T1VE.

One exceptional case must be 
noted. A valuable limit north of 
Prince Albert was awarded to Mr. 
Cowan, a local lumberman.- This 
case was cited by Mr. Oliver and sev­
eral other members to prove that the 
department was impartial. They said 
that Mr. Cowan was a Conservative, 
and yet got the limit because he was 
the highest bidder. Mr. Fraser, 
cross-examined,'-erphiaed-thjg deal. 
It was Mr. Fraser who put in the ten­
der in Cowan’s name. He did it as 
solicitor for Mr. Burrows. Mr. Bur­
rows fixed the amount and paid the 
cheque. If Mr. Cowan had anything 
to do with it, he had to come in on 
Mr. Burrows’ terms.

NOTES.

The Post Office Department has 
repaid to Canadian newspapers 
$26,000 collected by the Government 
under Mr. Lemieux's boasted postal 
reform scheme, which the Minister 
was compelled to abandon. Of this 
amount $20,652 went to La Presse, 
of Montreal.

While charities in Canadian cities 
are collecting money (or families of 
unemployed immigrants, the Govern­
ment goes on paying bonuses of $5 
per head on Europeans brought to 
this country. In five and a half years 
bonuses have been paid on 175,000 
persons, including children at half 
price. The country would have been 
better off" had no'immigranti come 
except those who required no bonus,

A new supplementary estimate is 
down to finish paying the bills of the 
year which closes with this mouth 
Mr. Fielding asks for no less thsn 
$5,325,638 He finds himself short 
■#125,000 on his immigrstion account, 
$700,000 on militia account, 
#1,735,000 on Intercolonial, and 
$100,000 on post office.

Mr. Sifton made an unexpected 
address on the budget. The ex Min 
ister took occasion to advise the Gov 
ernmeot to establish a new depart 
ment of foreign trade, thus declaring 
Sir Richard Cartwright’s Department 
of Trade and Commerce to be use 
less, Mr. Sifton also commended 
Mr. Borden’s civil service reform 
platform, and advised Sir Wilfrid to 
adopt it.

Prohibition of Importation, 
Manufacture and Sale 

of Cigarettes.

During the discussion of a resolu­
tion on tbe above named subject in 
the House of Commone, Ottawa, on 
the 16th inet., Mr. Alex. Martin, 
M P., spoke as follows:

Mr. A. Martin (Queen’s, P. E. I.) 
—Mr. Speaker, I desire to join with 
tbe mover and teoonder of this reso­
lution in expreaaing my entire sym­
pathy with the object that it ia de­
signed to accomplish. I listened 
with a great deal of pleaanre to both 
speakers and especially to the few 
pithy words which have been uttered 
by my honorable friend in front 
of Mr. (Mr. Elson). As a rule I 
do not advocate the curtailment of 
the liberty of the subject, but there 
are instances where tbe liberty of 
the snbject is curtailed. While we 
may not be of one mind with regard 
to curtailing the liberty of the sub­
ject w# must certainly agree that it 
is lime to take another step in regard 
to the protection of minora. There 
are Certain drag! on the druggists’ 
shelves which may not be obtained 
under except certain restrictions 
because these drugs are injurious and 
these restrictions are placed «gainst 
the full giown subject as well as 
the minor. I do not know of any­
thing — and I have read medical 
opinions upon it gathered from one 
end of this country to the other— 
that is more injurious to young 
people than tbe smoking of cigar­
ettes. We have had societies of men 
and women all over this country 
which have the beat interests of our 
young people at heart and which 
have given this question Serious con­
sideration. They ell agree as to 
the pernicioua effects of cigarette 
smoking. Tbe medical fraternity 
agree upon tbe question. We have| 
in my province, tbe League of the 
Cross, pledged in regard tocigaretie 
smoking and the consomption of 
liqnor; and there is the 0>M. B. A. 
in regard to liquor. There are tem­
perance aocietiee ell over the country. 
However, we see thst this govera- 
men have not come to their support 
in any tangible way although those 
societies are working in the beet 
interest of the rising generation. I 
am not going to make a speech, but 
1 simply wish to place on record my 
entire sympathy with the resolution. 
I do not think that any one who has 
given the subject the least attention 
can come to any other conclusion 
than tbat at which I have arrived in 
regard to this question. I am sure 
that the bon. Minister of Agricul­
ture (Mr Fisher) who has done 
such great work for the promotion 
of temperance will now take tbe 
arena and record bis vote in favor of 
this resolution. Cigarette smoking, 
in my opinion end in the opinion of 
others, haa done much to undermine 
the health of young people, both 
boys and girls. I thjnk it is most 
lamentable. It is bad enough to 
see boys smoking cigarettes, but 
when we see young girls indulging 
in this habit, when cigarette making 
is growing and becoming fashionable 
in the upper circle, I thick it ia time 
tbat we should do something, and I 
am sure tbat it has been well said 
that the P minion Government have 
tbe remedy in their own hands. 
Let them now show tbat they pre 
just as aineere in their desire to pro» 
mo?e tbe welfare of the young and 
rising generation as they were pre­
vious to 1896. If they will, I for 
one will say tbat there i» one part of 
(heir policy tbat I approve of if they 
will only carry it out. I only got 
up to say a few words and to ex­
press my sympaiby with tbe resolu­
tion.

Railways vs. Other Public 
Service Corporations.

The present basines* pjtpatioa 
throws into clear relief the import­
ant difference between railway and 
most other public service corpora­
tions. Street railways, waterworks, 
lighting concerns, etc,, feel more or 
less the eff oie of fluctuation# in gen- 
eiel business, but they do not suffer

acutely from snob changes be 'suee of merchants and traderi to increase
the nnmhor nf ns»nnl* in » nitn one ----- --- ».i__:_ ____ nnthe Dumber, of people in a city does 
not decrease and the extent to which 
they must use street oars, water and 
light does not greatly diminish, even 
when industrial depression becomes 
pronounced. But railways boar 
snob a relation to induatrial and 
Commercial enterprises of all kinds 
that every crop failure, every panic 
that shuts down factories and re­
duces the sales of wholesale mer­
chants, reacts violently on traffic. 
Tbe freight business of the railways 
of tbe United States has decreased 
enormously as compared with the 
oorreapouding period a year ago. 
The railway cannot, like the manu­
factory, reduce its operations in pro­
portion to the decline in its business. 
To shut down entirely would be to 
sacrifice its franchisee, and railroad 
commissions and the public protest 
violently against reductions in ser­
vice, especially passenger service, 
even when they are nowhere near in 
proportion to declines in earnings. 
Since railways are exposed to such 
violent fluctuations in business it is 
essential that in times of prosperity 
they should be permitted to earn 
much larger profits thsn most other 
concerns whose charges are subject 
to public regulation in order to make 
good the losses sustained in periods 
of depression. This consideration 
was advanced by transportation ex­
perts before almost every legislature 
and commission in the country last 
year as an argument against adjust­
ing rates solely with regard to the 
traffic being handled at that time, 
but usually the argument was jaunt­
ily dismissed with the gratuitous 
assurance tbat tbe country’s pros­
perity waa established on such a 
firm foundation tbat nothing oonld 
happen that would hurt the bueineae 
of the carriers. Subsequent events 
«how clearly who was right. It is 
■to be hoped tbat the lesson will teach 
public authorities to adjust rates in 
future with more regard to theories 
formulated with a Cheerful ignorance 
of or contempt for facte and probable 
development».—Railway Age, Feb­
ruary 14, 1908.

A measure has been introduced in 
the House of Commons imposing a 
penalty of $5 per minute on all late 
passenger trains, except where phy­
sical impossibility can be proven. 
The late train Is, of course, a great 
convenience, and if it oonld be 
brought in on time by an act of Par­
liament the travelling public would 
welcome such an act. But it is 
scarcely likely that trains are de­
layed just for the purpose of inoon- 
venienoing the public or te suit the 
convenience of the railways. If 
the truth were known it would prob 
ably be found tbat the railway com­
panies are as anxious to have their 
trains running on time as sre the 
people who travel. Indeed many 
of tbe accidents tbat occur to rail, 
way trains sre attributed to tbe 
anxiety of the companiea to bring in 
their trains on time, and itbes been 
seriously suggested move than once 
that the companies should be pun­
ished for euch attempts when they 
are attended by danger. Between 
a proposal on the one hand to punish 
for not being on time, and a proposal 
on the other to punish for making 
extra efforts to be on time, the rail­
way companies may be puztled to 
know just what to do. One thing 
the companies might be expected to 
do for the convenience of the travel­
ling public, and that i# furnish some 
more reliable system of train report­
ing, Many of the reports furnished 
now appear to be largely guesses. 
Even the most considerate and beat, 
natnred man is liable to turn sour 
and cranky after he has waited fur 
an hour and a half for a train that 
reporte*) twenty minutes lste.— 
Woodetook Sentinel Review, Febru­

The Demand for “ Recipro­
cal” Demurrage.

To thb Editor:—

Having h»d the supervision of oar 
distributfoe, and the application of 
demurrage rules for nearly 
ten years, on Canada’s oldest 
railway system, retiring recently 
after a service of over half a century,
I may fairly claim the experience 
necessary to writ# with knowledge, 
also with a degree of disinterested. J 
ness on this subject.

The agitation for legislation, in 
the shape of what is styled " reoip- 
rooal demurrage,/’ bps of course 
arisen from the inconvenience—in 
some oases—considerable loss suffer­
ed from oar-shortage, and slow 
tpovemont in freight in buay seasons, 
which is largely censed by a frantic 
endeavor on tbe part pf shippers to 
rush the business of one hslf, or 
three quarters of a year, into sixty, 
or uinety days. Car shortage is also 
contributed to, by failure on the part

and improve their storage and un­
loading facilities, In the face of s 
vastly increased volume of busisese.

This question however seems to 
be one calling for co-operation rather 
than antagonism, and there are eo 
many pointa to be considered affeol- 
iog both parties in the case, tbat it 
would hi.well to institute a more 
patient 4M thorough investigation 
before any drastic action is decided 
opon.

The proposed meat-ore really 
amounts to a penaliaing of railways' 
for oar shortage», as an offset to col. 
lection of demurrage; it is however 
impossible to discover any reciprocal 
element here, as demurrage is enly 
levied when shippers snd consignées 
have illegally held cars, the stock in 
trade of railways, over tbe very 
reasonable free time fixed by the 
Railway Commission ; while on the 
other hand it is sought to penalize 
tbe rosde, when, from various causes 
mostly beyond their control, they 
are unable to «apply the care requir­
ed by shippers1; which inability is, 
in part, invariably caused, or si 
any rate augmented by this bolding 
of care ander demurrage, end by the 
pressure of shippers for oers in great 
numbers to load to seaboard and 
other points in the United States; 
from whence it is always difficult, 
and in busy times quite impossible, 
to secure their return within reason­
able time.

Demurrage therefore represents a 
merely nominal charge for unreason­
able holding of cari, which act fre­
quently involve* other merchants in 
serious lose; while the proposed 
penalty on railways is for net doing 
what they were constructed to do, 
what it is their highest interest to 
do, and on tbe doing of which gen­
erally their very existence depends.

Such proposed legislation would 
seem to have in it more of the spirit 
of reprisal, than of equity and fair 
play ; and it certainly appears to be 
quite out of harmony with the gêni­
ons of British law.

Considered dispassionately, I be­
lieve the demurrage system will be 
found to be really much more in the 
interest of individual merobants, and 
tbe trade of the country, than of the 
railways ; and it should be allowed 
to stand on its own merits ; and as a 
necessary check upon careless, and 
oftentimes conscienceless, users of 
oars. I would edggeet however, that 
the usefulness, as a quiokener of oar 
movement and diitribution to ship­
pers, would be greatly inoresaed if 
i he nominal rate of SI was increased 
to $2 per oar per day, the actual 
earning power being about $3 per 
day per oar.

If it ia desired to penalise railways 
for inability to fill reasonable orders 
for oars, then the only legitimate 
reciprocal measure would be to also 
make it obligatory on shippers to 
pay a penalty Iq the roads, on failure 
on their part to furnish freight to 
load the oars offered, say up to given 
number per week, or per month

This would place both the parties 
on an equal footing of real reov 
prooity, while tbe ao-oalled “ Recip­
rocal Demurrage" is a misnomer 
entirely lacking in appositeneis and 
equity.
