Speaking at a meeting of the English speaking electors of
Jaeques-Cartier county, Quebec, last week, Mr. Joun Boyd recsiled
an ioteresting chapter of history in oonuection with Sir Wilfrid
Laurier’s speech in Bostoa in 1891, when he made bis famous
utterances in regard to the American dollar and the Britieh sbilling.

A dioner was given in honor of the then leader of the
Opposition at the Hotel Vendome, in the city ot Boston, on Novem=
ber 17, 1891, whioh was attended by a large number of his compata=
riots resident in the New England States and by many prominent
American's and Canadians,

that ocoasion.  Mr. Laarier spoke eloguently, has he always hse,
He told of the greatness of Caunada and the wonderful future before
it; he desoribed the baseness of the Copmservative regime and the
the bepefits that would follow Liberul rule, Well, I just wish to
read yon one extract from that speech that will throw some light
on recent developmenta. Mr. [aurier had been telling of the efforts
of those who were trying to promote closer trade relations hatween
the different parts of the Hmpire aad he then szid (mark the words):
