An old English lady contributes this 
recipe for a Christmas cake:—She says, 
“It is wise to try making it once before 
that day, so as to be sure of successthen. ” 
To five pounds of sifted flour allow one 
tablespoonfu! of salt, one pound and a 
half of butter, half a pint of fresh baker s 
yeast, or five teaspoonfuls of baking 
powder, you must allow it time to rise 
oefore putting in the fruit, etc. ; xvasli 
and mix in the dough three pounds of cur­
rants, one pound and a half of sugar, a 
whole nutmeg grated, one quarter of a 
pound of candied lemon peel, chopped

The smallness of the season’s crop m 
sections where the largest results have 
hitherto been obtained has made the de­
mand for the beet samples very active 
with prices ranging high. It is well 
known that the finest quality of fruit 
going to the British markets cernes I rom 
our own fair Province, end even here 
experts can detect e difference in Haver 
between apples grown in the southern 
sections of the Frovtaee and the more 
northerly point When we want the 
highest excellence In quality we find it 
along the middle belt of the Province, 
and along Lakes Erie and Huron. Some 
varieties ere found to succeed admirably 
in one section, while in others they prove 
a failure. Our snow-apple that for many 
yean held our local market as par «r- 
teUtnee the favorite of its season, is fast 
losing its favor. This year it is almost 
impossible to find ulean specimens in 
any western section, while in Quebei 
the «aaaeaae or Snow and its mow fine 
seedlings art simply magnificent. Doubt­
less onr climat» has ameliorated greatly 
within the past twenty years, and possi­
bly this may account for the failure, as 
we know apples from an, extreme climate 
are often found to be a failure when tried 
in a moderate climate.

Although the apple Crop was at first 
said to be only about a quarter the usual 
yield in the Huron section, the ship­
ments have been considerable and the 
specimens very fine. The shipments of 
winter apples from Goderich alone foot 
up about 11,000 barrels, and at almost 
all the stations along the railway line* 
north and south shipments were made. 
Buyers for the British markets have 
been careful in making selections. They 
prefer the following varieties : Baldwin, 
Spy, Russett (the American Golden and 
Roxbuey) Wagner, King of Tompkins, 
Mann. R. I. Greening is losing in popu­
larity, and from present indications bids 
fair to be entirely discarded from the list 
of varieties suitable for export Canada 
Red is also enquired for by almost 
all buyers, and many also like tho Winter 
Strawberry. I believe within five years 
the list suitable for export at profitable 
prices will be reduced considerably, and 
it is important that growers should 
look carefully into the matter, and plant 
only such kinds as are sure to be of 
profit. From experience with the Brit­
ish market for several seasons I would 
confine a new orchard to Baldwin,Russet 
(American Golden and Roxbury only), 
Spy, Wagner, Canada Red and Mann. 
The King stands high at present, but I 
can see no good reason why the demand 
should stand permanently, as it is not 
possessed of sufficient excellence to stand 
the test for flavor when kept long. The 
eld Twenty-ounce ships well and is nut 
objected to yet, but it is only useful for 
cooking and the flavor is so decidedly 
woody that I imagine its market in Britain 
will not be permanent. It will pay our far- 
mets to study the tastes of the markets 
in this matter; indeed every farmer 
should pay more attention to fruit-grow­
ing than has been their wont heretofore. 
We find this season that where an orch­
ard has had proper pruning, and care ill 
manuring, winter mulching and salting, 
the fruit is clean, free from worms, and 
decidedly bettor for shipping. Silt acems 
to give better color to the apple and 
toughen the skill. It is a pity to see 
many buying apples for foreign shipping 
who know absolutely nothing cither of 
the various kinds and quality or the pro­
per method of handling. They appear 
to think there is no secret in the busi­
ness further than to barrel them, put 
some name on the barrel and ship. This 
season many have been the losers for 
want of proper knowledge upon these 
points. If tro wish to hold our good rep­
utation for the finest apples in tho world 
we must bo careful in every point. 
First of all see that all are* carefully 
hand-picked and laid on the ground to 
sweat; they should bo left on the ground

without inspection. An old 
dealers who supply a large yearly line of 
ordera in Liverpool and Olnegow, aay 
that the finest applet they hare ever 
handled was a 3,000 lot from the above 
firm this season. Generally buyers al­
low farmers to fill the barrels and thus 
make the cost of peeking about four or 
five ernta per barrel. But where we find 
a buyer who understands his business, he 
will never allow any one to call the ep-

E" t or fill or peek the barrels excepting 
own men tpeeintty instructed for the 

purpose. In this way the oust of necking 
is about twenty cents per barrel. The 
difference is large, bnt from actual re­
sults I can ensure you it pays better to 
pack carefully at twenty cents per barrel 
than to exercise leas rare nnd leave the 
filling to the formera. And on the other 
hand, formers are standing in their own 
way and working against their own in­
terest» when they fill in spotted or wormy 
and deformed fruit. It should bn and n 
in the interest of every grower tones that 
nothing but good, clean, sound fruit goes 
to market. And when growers ta|p 
enough interest in fruit growing to expend 
upon their orchards as much rare and 
attention as they do upon their gram and 
root lands, they will haves much smaller 
proportion of cull fruit and find that fruit 
growing nays handsome profita.

Instead of expecting an orchard to 
yield an abundant crop of good apples 
eywy year without working the soil and 

During and trimming the tress, every 
grower should fork over the soil ebont 
his trees and give a heavy manure mulch 
every fall, turn it under in the Spring 
and apply another for summer, and by 
this and other judicious attentions he 
will find that the most profitable piece of 
property upon the farm is the apple or- 
chard.

I believe the results of the present 
season will have the effect of sparring 
growers up to » proper appreciation of 
tbe requirements and value of the or­
chard, and Instead of the aid, old story 
of neglect, our orchards will henceforth 
bear evidence of thrift, health and boun­
tiful crops of best quality.—[Fermera"

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Chriitmas in Central Africa,
Christmas Is a delightful Karon in 

Christian lands, especially when the bal­
ance of presents and dinners are in one's 
favor, and the tin-horn crop among the 
children has been a failure. Very dif­
ferent is Christmas in heathen lands, 
where the uses of the stroking are un­
known, and Christmas trees are hung 
with unfortunate travellers and unappre­
ciated missionaries, instead of glittering 
and showy presents Think of Christmas 
in the region of the north pole, where the 
night lasts for six months, so that the 
ablest of the Esquimaux cannot distin­
guish Christmas eve from Thanksgiving 
night, nor Christmas morning from dec­
oration day ; Even more depressing is 
Christmas in Central Africa, as a distin­
guished English traveller once discovered 
to his mingled sorrow and danger.

The traveller was a good and noble 
man. He was engaged in discovering

The scene representing an editorial 
room difficulty in Milton Nobles' play of 
Interviews is very funny, but it is great­
ly exaggerated.

The popular impression that an edi­
torial room is a constant battle groutid. 
that the editors are being inces­
santly hounded for copy, that indig­
nant subscribers rush iti with complaints 
and horsewhips, that the editor is a per­
secuted creatuie—is all a fallacy.

The average editorial rootn is a very 
quiet sort of a place—a spot where loaf­
ers are seldom tolerated, and where dis­
turbances very unfrequently occur.

The idea that the foreman is inveter- 
ately. howling for copy is an erroneous 
one, invented probably by some amateur 
journalist, long ago, who did not know 
that all well regulated editors make it 
one of the important details of their bus­
iness never to let the printers stand 
around and charge time.

The editorial room is n-»t a luxurious 
spot, but it is invariably comfortably 
quiet.

It ia especially a rare field for 'the 
study of character.

In the course of a brief year every 
phase of human nature passes before the 
eye of the editor in his sanctum, and it 
is there that the cant and hypocrisy of 
humanity are most frequently self ex­
posed.

The hollowness and rottenness of pol­
iticians are first detected by the editor, 
for the politician has a confidant in the 
editor. And it is so with merchants, 
lawyers, preachers and every manner of 
man who steps into the editorial sanc­
tum. If they are weak and hypocritical, 
the editor is the first to discover it, for 
for the editorial room is a sort of a dis­
robing room from the rest of the world 
—a chamber where people come and lay 
off their masks and toggery, and display 
their blemishes and weaknesses.

To those who are in the secrets of the 
sanctum it is no wonder that editors are 
invariably the most continued of cynics ! 
—[Denver Tribune.

A new and very simple method of 
training vicious horses was exhibited at 
West Philadelphia recently, and the 
manner in which some of the wildest 
horses were subdued was astonishing.

of a kicking or 
“bucking” mare, which her owner said 
had allow 3d no one on her back for a 
period of at least five years. She be­
came tame in about as many minutes, and 
allowed herself to be ridden about with­
out a sign of her former wildness. The 
means by which the result was accom­
plished was by a piece of light rope 
which was passed around the front of the 
jaw of the mare just above the upper 
teeth, crossed in her mouth, and then 
secured back of her neck.

A 
very simple method was shown by which 
a kicking horse could be shod. It con­
sisted in connecting the animal's tail and 
head by means of a rope fastened to the 
tail and then to the bit, and then drawn 
tightly enough to incline the animal's 
head to one side. At the same exhibi- 
tion a horse, which for many years hsd 
to be bound on the ground to be shod, 
suffered the blacksmith to operate on 
him without attempting to kick, while 
secured in the manner described.

Transits of Venus occur in pairs with 
intervals of eight years intervening be­
tween each, but after its second appeal- 
ance long periods of time ensue before 
another takes place. The last transit 
was in 1874, or eight years ago, and af­
ter that of yesterday no other s ill occur 
until about the yea: .100 i. Though the 
diameter of Venus is nearly that of the 
earth, amounting to 7,8*0 miles, it is 
yet the most difficult of all pUneta to de­
fine. The intense lustre of its illumin­
ated part dazzles the eight and exagger­
ates every imperfection of the telescope, 
so as to render a clear view of its surface 
well nigh impossible. In viewing it we 
notice neither mountains nor shadows, 
so clearly visble in the moon, but a 
Uniterm brightness, in which we some­
times fancy, that brighter or obscurer 
portions are visible, bet of this we can 
never rest fully satisfied.

MR. HARDY’S REPORT.

I beg to submit report of work done un­
der my supervision since last meeting of 
Council : The flridge on the boundary 
between Stephen and Hay has been re­
built at a cost of $248, including ap­
proaches. On examining the founda­
tion for abutments 1 found that the 
water had washed out the earth to a 
depth of three or four feet, and the bot­
tom was very soft and spongy. I had 
piles driven to insure a solid foundation 
for the new structure. All the timber 
used in tho building is cedar of the best 
quality, and should last for twelve or 
fourteen years. The small bridge on 
the townline between Usborne and Hib- 
bert has been rebuilt also, the contract 
price being $174, the townships of Hib- 
berfc paying half. This bridge and the 
first mentioned are considerably shorter 
than the old ones and will in future come 
undei the charge of the adjoining muni­
cipalities. Chiselhurst bridge, on the 
county boundary line between Huron 
and Perth was finished about the middle 
of November last to the satisfaction of 
the inspector for Perth county and my 
self. The abutments are built with good 
stone taken from the Hibbert quarry, 
well laid and grouted with the best 
hydraulic cement and clean, coarse sand, 
the contract price for this part of the 
work being $743. There is a neat but 
strung iron superstructure placed on 
them, thirty-four feet in length over all 
with a sixteen-foot roadway. This was 
furnished by the Hamilton Bridge Com­
pany for the sum of $379, including 
flooring and all timbers for roadway. 
The approaches of the old bridge were 
low and narrow. We had them raised and 
widened to the full width qf roadway on 
new bridge, tho cost being $79. The 
total cost of tho bridge is $1218, the 
county of Perth paying half. The 
wooden approach at the cast of Mud 
Creek bridge, on the county boundary 
between Huron and Middlesex gave way 
in July last. I let the contract of mak­
ing an earthen one and gravelling the 
same at a cost of $89, and the county 
of Middlesex paid half. I had a new 
floor laid on Exeter bridge, which cost 
$90. This bridge, is quite safe 
for three or four years yet. Also a new 
floor on Eliniville bridge, St. Mary’s 
gravel road, at a cost of $20. In com­
pany with the inspector of Perth I have 
examined Woodham bridge across Fish 
Creek, and the boundary between Us­
borne and Blanshard. It consists of one 
span forty-six feet, and is “sagged” 
down in the centre about sixteen inches, 
and some of the timbers are very much 
decayed,— so much so, that we had a 
bent put under for the ssfety of public 
travel, The abutments are built with 
large field stone and appear to be quite 
good enough to carry an iron superstruc­
ture which the county of Perth has 
tiered to pay half the cost of. This 

bridge should be rebuilt in the early 
part of the coming spring. I had some 
small work done on the Crediton bridge,
I find that the timbers in the piers and 
chords are rotten and no longer safe. 
The old bridge is 150 feet long, but can 
be shortened to 85 feet. The centre 
span lias been built twice in fourteen 
years with very much the same kind of 
timber, which is by no means durable 
when constantly exposed to the weather, 
and should not bo used when more dura­
ble material can be had at a reasonable 
price. I would recommend stone abut­
ments, and iron superstructure for the 
new bridge, and that plans apd specifi­
cations be procured so that estimates 
can be laid before the Council at the 
January session.

REPORT OF MR. GIBSON.

1. The new bridge on the Seaforth 
gravel road, known as Forsythe’s bridge, 
was completed according to contract, for 
$275, a little under tho estimate. It is 
a substantial work, entirely of cedar, and 
was shortened from over 40 feet to near­
ly 20 feet. I had the approaches filled a 
little higher than the bridge, in expecta­
tion that it would settle down, but, the 
filling being pretty much field stone, it 
may not settle down low enough, in 
which case it may bo necessary to take 
a little off the top to keep the water from, 
running on to tho bridge. 2. A bent has 
been put in under tho bridge on the 
boundary between Grov mid Hawick, a*'

floor and straighten up the trusses on 
the top. I had the whole work done for 
$100. This bridge is built on bents 
planked up the sides; it has three s 
—altogether 179 feet long ov the floor. 
Tno stringers are apparently pretty 
sound, but rathfcr fight, and considerably 
sagged in the centre of the span, but 
the trusses on top are considerably de­
cayed, and some of them at the foot re­
quire to be wedged up on the inside so a* 
to bring them to a perpendicular posi­
tion. The whole bridge appears to me 
not to be very unsatisfactory, but may hang 
out for a year or two, at the longest. 5. 
The Wroxeter, Jamestown and Brussels 
bridges have been tightened up at a cost 
of $24. I regret to say that tho party 
who did the work reported to mo that 
the bridge at Brussels is not a good xme, 
and not likely to stand very long, as the 
different parts and pieces had not been 
well tittedwhen the bridge was built. 
The fence on the South approach of the 
Jamestown bridge has been erected 
under the oversight ot the reeve of Grey 
and the deputy reeve of Morris, at a cost 
to the county of $19.50. 6. I was called
to visit the .vfanchester bridge on Nov. 
15th last, and found the whole Board of 
Commissioners present. I regret to say 
that this very important bridge, 
second only to the magnificent one near 
this town, is very much decayed in some 
places ; that the lower cord on the south 
side is broken, and has parted at one 
place nearly 2£ inches, and showsunmis- 
takeaule sign* of yielding under the very 
severe strain consequent upon so long 
span and such a heavy load of timber. 
After considerable examination and dis 
cussion—with the assistance of the reeve 
of Colborne who produced a letter from 
the clerk, stating that the Warden would 
sanction whatever the Commissioners 
agreed upon—we, with considerable hesi­
tation, decided that there was no practic­
able way of making it safe without 
strong iron truss constructed on the same 
principle as obtained in the lower chord 
of the new iron bridge. We unanimous 

1 ly came to the conclusion that such t 
truss could not be properly or so cheaply 
executed in a country shun as in an 
tablishment where such work was being 
done every day, and, without taking 
time to ask the Warden to call the Com­
mittee together, as that would have 
rolved considerable delay, wc decided 
that Mr. Hardy and myself should go t- 
Hamilton and ask the Bridge Company 
there to undertake the work. I accord­
ingly went there direct, being desirous 
of losing no time, and, after talking over 
the matter with the Manager.—Mr. 
Hardy had not been able to go just then 
—I left instructions to proceed with the- 
work as rapidly as possible, as it was of 
the utmost importance to have it done 
quickly. Since then T have received 
two communications f? n the - Company, 
which I at once forwai ! b> the clerk. 
My impression is that ’» rss tho truss 
very materially strong . the bridge
you will have to buil ' v one within
the year.

It is alleged that the piece of tooth slip- 
prd from the forceps, and for four weeks 
thereafter the plaintiff was troubled with 
a cough until he finally expectorated ^hu 
piece. The court held that while a pa 
tient was under the influence of an allies 
thutic which deprived him of the use of 
his faculties the operator was bound to 
exercise the highest professional skill 
and diligence to avoid every possible 
danger, and in this case it was the opin­
ion of the court that the circumstances 
shown were sufficient to carry the case to 
the jury on the question of negligence,

The judgment appealed from was in 
favor of the plaintiff for $300 damages, 
and this judgment was affirmed by the 
present decision.—[New York paper.

The people of the country will make a 
great mistake if they weaken tacii* local 
journals by taking city weeklies instead, 
because they get them cheaper, while 
they do not give the news lin y want.

Local papers are tho champions and 
supporters of the interest ot their respec­
tive sections, and as such have a claim to 
the support of the people, aside from 
their intrinsic value, which is always 
greater than the price asked. If the 
people allow their local papers to bo 
weakened, where ^vill bo their interest 
when they come to conflict with those of 
the cities in railway and other matters 
They will have shorn theirown advocates 
of influence, and they may depend u,*on 
t that the city pap- s ' ill go «gainst them 

a» they have done in the past. 'Vc don i 
intend to try to compete in price with 
the city weeklies, but we intend, as in 
the past to give our readers a live local 
journal, sticking up for the interest of 
this section of country, of far more value 
to the people o[ the country than any 
city weekly, and we have no fear but wo 
will be supported as we have always been.

Acids—These dune , great heat and 
sensation of bi.nu g pain from the 
mouth down to , stomach. Heme- 
dies, magnesi, sorm, pearl-ash or soap 
dissolved in water ; thou use the stomach 
pump or emetic.

Alkalies—The len udy is viuggsr.
Ammonia- Keu.ediea, lemon juice or 

vinegar. «
Alcohol—Fiml clean out the stomach 

by an emetic, then dash cold water on 
the head and give ammonia (spirits of 
hartshorn).

Arsenic—In the first place, evacuate 
the stomach, then give the white of 
eggs, lime water, ur chalk and water, 
charcoal, and the preparations of iron, 
particularly hydrate.

White lead and sugar of lead—Reme­
dies, alum, cathartic, such as castor oil 
and epsom salts especially.

Charcoal—In poisons b> carbonic acid 
gas, remove the patient to the open air, 
dash cold water uw. the head and body, 
and stimulate the notrile and lungs by 
hartshorn, at the same time nibbing the 
chest briskly.

Corrosive sublimate — Give white of 
eggs and emetic.

Belladonna, night henbane — Give 
emetics, and then give plenty of water 
and vinegar, or lemonade.

Mushrooms—Emetics, and then plen­
ty of vinegar and water, with doeee of 
either, if handy.

Nitrate of silver (lunar cauitie)—Give 
a strong solution of common salt, and 
then emetiea.

Snakebites, etc.—Apply immediately 
strong hartshorn, and then take it inter 
nally ; also give sweet oil 'stimulants 
freely ; apply a ligature above the part 
bitten, and then apply a euppiug glass.

Tartar emetic—Give large doses of tea 
made of galle, péruvien bark or white 
oak bark.

Verdigris—Plenty of white eggs ‘and 
water.

White vitrol— Give plenty of milk and
water.

Opium—Giye a strong emetic of mus­
tard end water, then strong coffee and 
acid drinks ; dash cold water on the head 
of the patient.

Nux vomica—First give emetice, then 
brandy.

Oxalic acid (frequently mistaken for 
Epsom salts)—Give chalk, magnesia, or 
soap and water, and other soothing 
drinks.

Prussic scid—When there is time, ad 
minister chlorine in the shape ot soda or 
lime. Hot brandy and water, harts­
horn and turpentine are also useful.

Hope are unusually scarce and high 
this season on both sides of the 
Atlantic, they bring at least 100 percent, 
more than ordinarily, having risen to 
$1.36 a pound for the best quality. The 
brewers are consequently at tlieir witi’ 
end for sulwtitutea. Quassia chips, 
which originally are worth 2 cents a 
pound, have risen to 10 cents, and twen­
ty tons were lately sold at this rate in 
New York for brewing purposes. Quas­
sia yields a strong, bitter flavor, and is 
not an unhealthy tonic. Ahies, Colombo 
and nux vomica, which are also in de­
mand by the brewers, are quite aa bitter 
aa quassia, but are hardly the substi nces 
which one would like to take as a bever­
age. It was the opinion of the National 
druggists’ convention at Cleveland the 
other day that for the next 12 months 
brewers wore likely to be among the 
most profitable customers of the mem­
bers. Hops cannot be obtained in suffi­
cient quantities at any cost, and so the 
phariuaoopeia is to bo ransacked for 
bitter principles. The beer of the com­
ing season will be medical, if nothing 
else.—Vincinnatti QautUe.

There is e custom, eays Harper’s ùa 
zar, prevailing among the Inhabitants of 
the Sandeman islands which may throw 
a little light upon the civilized use of 
wedding cake. When a native girl, 
whose exceptional beauty has brought 
her many suitors, is knocked down with 
a club and carried off by her accepted 
lover, the wedded pair within 48 hours 
of the wedding send a cup of poison dis­
tilled from the hula-hula tree to each 
and every one of the bride’s former ad­
mirers. If any recipient feels that he 
cannot become reconciled to the mar­
riage, he drinks the poison and dies ; 
but if he decides that he will survive 
the lose of his intended wife, he throws 
away the poison, and feels bound in 
honor never to show the slightest sign 
of disappointment. By this admirable 
system the husband is spared the pangs 
of jealousy, and is able to live on friend 
ly terms with the surviving admirers of 
his wife. It is strange that the custom 
of sending wedding poison to unsuccess­
ful suitors has never spread beyond the 
Sandeman, islands, but it is quite possi­
ble that wedding cake was in its origin 
precisely analogous to the wedding poi­
son of the Sandeman islanders. It may- 
have been more swiftly fatal in prehis­
toric times than it is at present, and 
it may have been used solely with the 
view of securing newly-married people 
in the possession of undisturbed happi­
ness. At present it fails to accomplish 
this purpose because no ope ever dreams 
of eating it. Of course an occasional 
child surreptitiously devours wedding 
cake and, perishes miserably, just as oc- : 
casional and entirely incomprehensible ; 
children lunch on corrosive sublimate, ! 
or dtink with apparent relish quantities j 
of sulphuric acid. So, too, in rare in­
stances, determined suieides have com­
passed their nefarious end with the help 
of wedding cake. Still it is entirely ac­
curate to say that no one to whom wed­
ding cake is sept ever eats it, and it is 
highly improbable tliat the senders are 
ever actuated by a desire to destroy life.
