Gevernment Neglect and’' Abuse
£ of our Indian Wards.

Mr. Cameren's Celebrated Speoch Enders-
ed—A Tribute t¢ his Parliamentary Ab-
ey,

From the London Advertiser.

The discussion in the House of Com-
mons on Thursday night on the Admin-
istation of Indian affuirs was ene of the
most remarkable that. has taken place
the Union. The Government the even-
ing before announced their intentien of
going on the fullowing day . with a few
bills, and then with matters relating to
the C.P.R. Company, but with charac-
teristio bad faith they took the House
out of Committee without completing the
work before it, and then at once pro-
posed to go into supply, endeavoring by
this action te take the Opposition by
surprise, and to get into supply before
any steps could be taken to prevent
them. Fortuuately the Opposition were
ready, and Mr. Cameron moved a resolu-
tion condemning the administration of
Indian atfairs, which he supported in one
of the most convincing speches ever
made in the House of Commons, and in
fact, s speech which seemed to strike
the Government with’consternatien, He
charged them with having robbed, de-
frauded and starved the Indians, with
appointing men who were among the
most immoral and degraded of mankind
in many places as their representatives,
whe treated the Indians with shecking
brutalicy. In many cases the Indians
had died in the immedipte vicinity of the
Government agents of starvatien, and
some were frozen to death, and all plun-
dered of the appropriatioas made by par-
liament on their bebalf. He drew a
frightful picture of the immorality that

revailed at the places of these agents.
flo said that agents in some cases bought
Indian girls for from $10 to $20 apiece,
and that one party who had come out
from Eongland and had been appointed
te a Government office, had established
» harem, and that the matter had been
more than once brought under the Gov-
ernmeant, but no effort had been made te
remove this man.

Mr. Cameron pointed out that rotten

rot | food was purchased, from the consump-

ticn of whish the Indians in many cases
took ill and diad ; that thousands of dol-
lars were spent upon the purchase of ag-
ricultural implements and farming
utensils of various sorts which never
reached the Indians, nor were they at all
used. He read from the reports state-
ments which showed that several bands
had received agrieultural implements to
several times the amount owned by the
best farmers, and yet these Indians pro-
duged mothing ; and Mr. Cameron chal-
lenged the Government to {iu him a
committes and he would establish every
charge that he had made against them.
In fact, the administration of Indisn
affairs is one of the most scandalous
things to be found in the history of any
civilized country. In 1880 $14,524 was
paid farm instructers, $19,867 as farm
wages, $62,704 for farm maintenance,
and $2,485 for farm inspection, or $99,-
580 for these four purposes, ides
$50,278 for agricultural implements, and
yet the total area farmed for this enor-
mous expenditure of $150,000 in a year
amounted to an area of 1,798 acres. We
mention this one year beeause it is but
s fair specimen of what has happened
ever since. If the public were fully
aware of the scandalous mismanagement,
the robbery and corruption connected
Indian affairs in the Northwest, very few
indeed of those who now sustain the ad-
ministration of the country would at
present be found on the Government
side.

Mr. Cameron declared that some of
those who have been appointed to office
were simply ruffians; they were men
without humanity and without any sense
of honesty. It was their conduct main-
ly that exasperated the Indians at Frog
Lake, and the attempt to save men of
this class from the vengeance which their
cruelty had awakened led to the murder
of other parties. .

Terrible as Mr. Cameron’s indictment
was against the Administration, no
effective answer was made ; in fact, the
plea put forward by Sir Hector Langevin
was the plea of sympathy. He pretend-
ed that the challenge made by Mr. Cam-
eron was one put forward because Sir
John Macdonald was absent and sick,
and yet Sir Hector himself must have
known that this challenge would have
been brought forward at an earlier date
if Sir Juhn Macdonald had been present
inthe House.

Why did not the Government accept
Mr. Cameron’s challenge? Why did
not they deny the charges which he had
levelled against the Administration !
Why did theﬁ not challenge him to the
proof ? Sir Hector Langevin knew that
the sdministration of Indian affairs by
the Indian Department of the North-
west would have been brought to light,
thrt they could not bear that light ; he
knew that Mr. Cameron's charges were
all true, and that if a committee were
granted Mr. Cameron would have no
diffi culty in proving what he affirmed in
his resolution.

Rise of Water in ®ur Lakes.

The rise and fall of the waters in the
north-western lakes, and the consequent
dangers to the lake cities, have fre-
3uontly been a sensational subject for

iscussion. The great tidal waves, like
the one which rolled in on Cleveland a
fow since, and the piling-up or
lowering of the waters by ocontinued
gales, sre, of course, real dan on ae-
count of the suddenness of their eccur-
renoe, though bappily, they are rare and
temporary events. But alacmists are
centinually anneuncing the discovery
that the gradual or secular changes in
the lake-levels are sure to bring disas-
trous results. According as the waters
are rising or falling, we hear of grave
fears that some lake-port 1s likely to be
inundated, or left high and dry inland.
Recent reporta in the daily prees indicate
that Lake Michigan is assuming a threat-
ening attitude towards Chicago and its
suburbs. The lake is now rising, the re-
ports state, at the rate of several inches
per year ; and one needs only to imagine
this rise prolonged at the observed rate
for a fow years o get an idea of startling
possibilities for the Garden City. But
the records of the fluctuations in water-
level of the Great Lakes, which have
been carefully kept for many years by
the corps of engineers, U.S. A., do not
warrant us in prelonging any observable
rise or fall indefinitely. On the con-
trary, these records indicate that the
variations in the lake levels, above or
below the mean stage, are confined to a
very few feet—about three feet at the
most. The variations are test in
Lake Ontario, less in Lake Erie, still
less in Leskes Huron and Michigan,
which form a single level surface, and
least of all in Lake Superior. With ref-
erence te Lakd Michigan in particular, a
glance at the waterlevel curves publish-
ed in the report of the chief of engineers,
U.S8.A., 1882, shows that the average
yearly variation in level of that lake is
about one foot, that the maximum varia-
tion during any one year included in
the period (1359-82) covered by the pub-
lished record was two feet and a half,
and that the extreme fluctuation during
the same period from the highest stage
(in 1859 or 1876) to the lowest s*age
(in. 1869 or 1873) was tkree feet and
seven tenths. The highest recorded
stage of Lake Michigan, viz., that of
1838, was only one foot higher than the
stage of 1859 or 1876. It seems toler-
ably eafe, therefore, to conclude that the
prospective dangers to Chicago or any of
the lake cities from too much or too
little water in the lakes are all such as
may be overcome by acts of congress in
the shape of timely items in the river
and harbor bill. —[8cience. )

Criminal Testimony. .

Mr. M. C. Cameron’s bill relating to
the law of criminal evider.ce was rejocted
on Wednesday at the instance of the
Minister of Justice. The Minister of
Justice admits that the bill is in the right
direction ; that tke principle of the
measure is sound ; that it has been more
than once carried through the House of
Lords at the instance of Lord Bramwell,
and that it was only lost because the
House of Commons had not time to con-
sider the matter. But the Minister of
Justice intimated that in all probability
the Imperial Parliament would legislate
upon the subject, and that it was desir-’
able that the House of Commons in
Canada should await Imperial action. In
other words, the Minister of Justice as-
sumes that the Parliament of Canada is
not sc competent to legislate for the peo-
ple of Canada as the Parliament of the
United Kingdom. The Minister of Jus-
tice proposes to wait uutil we see what
the English Parhament propose, and
then to copy what they have done.—
[London Advertiser.

No one can express an opinion
on any political subject, either favorable
or unfavorable to the policy of the lead-
ers of either political party, without run-
ning the risk of having their motives
impugned, and their fairness demied.
Yet this should not prevent all indepen-
dent men speaking out frankly in the
condemnation of what is wrong and the
approval of what is right.

t is a pity that the condition of the
Indians of the Northwest cannot be fully
considered, apart from the heat and
strife of political feeling. But this seems
to be impossible. Many who ave not by
any means political partizavs have felt a
good deal of interest in the recont dis-
cassion of this suject; both in the House
of Commons and in the newspapers.
Some of the representations of the state
of the Indisns—such as thoss of Rev. A.
Andrews and Rev! Mr. Robertson—seent
te be very conflicting, though this may
be more in appesranee than in reality.
Each person may have truthfully testified
to what he setually saw. The fact that
one man did not happen to see the samé
state of things that another says he saw
does not prove that mo such .state of
things existed. The difference has gen
erally been in regard te general state-
ments, rather ihan about specific state-
ments as to matters of* fact.

Sir Hector Langevin and Dr. Fergu-
son, of Leeds, replied, denying the cor-
rectness of most of these charges. They
quoted contrary evidence, and Dr. Fer-
wuson claimed te know from parsonal
knowledge that some of the Indians who
were said to have died from the effects of
diseased meat and unwholesome food had
really died of fever. Both these gentle-
men threw diwscredit upon the testimony
of the missionaries, whe had written re-
specting the destitution and licentious-
ness which were said to prevail among
the Indians.

After giving all due weight to what
was said in reply by Sir Hector and Dr.
Ferguson, as well as to the denials of
some contractors and others, we are
forced to believe that the churges of ac-
tual starvation, of the sapply ef impro-
per food, and of the immorality said to
be promoted by Governmeut employees
are sustained by ample evidence that has
not been disproved.

In referring to this subject, it is not
our pucpose to enter upon the phase of
the discussion which has been so fully
ventilated in Parliament ; but we must
express our deep regret that the demands
of pelitical debate should have rendered
it necessary to disparage and discredit
the testimony and character of worthy
Christian missionaries who,there is every
reason to believe,spoke out honestly and
truthfully in behalf of the Indians,
against serious evils and wrongs that
they witnessed. When the Rev. John
McDougall states that that the promises
made to the Indians have been broken,
#nd that they have been badly treated
by Indian agemts—when he speaks of
“‘the shameful and immoral lives of many
of the employees,” and asks for ‘‘em-
ployees of the Indian department who
will be true to their country, if not te
their God, who will refrain from licen-
ticusness, blasphemy, drunkenness, and
laziness,” he deserves the thanke and
support of every true patriot without re-
gard to party interests. We are quite
confident that Mr. McDougall would not
have made the statements contained in
his letters and in his interviews with the
Mail correspondent, unless he was fully
convinced of their actual ‘ruth. It 1s
not fair te Mr. McDougall to say that
he declined to substantiate the charges
he had made, on being asked to do so.
It certainly was not his business to find
witnesses and bring them forward to
prove publicly what he had etated. Why
should he be compelled to publicly fight
the embittered transgressors whose ini-
quities he had denounced ! It is too
bad that a manly and unpartitan con-
demnation of a disgraceful state of things
should secure for a man disparagement
and discredit instead of the approval his
conduct deserves, .

Messrs. Bowell, White
and other Tory leaders would not, it
seems, permit Mr. Costigan to producea
Home Rule resolution, or to speak as a
member of the Government in favor of
the principle of Home Rul, so the Min-
mster of Inland Revenue tries to clear
hia skirts by sending a meaningless tele-
gram on his own account. Now it hap-
pens that Mr. Costigan has no right
whatever to speak on behalf of the Irish-
men of the present Parliament. He
may act as tha mouthpiece of afew jub-
bers and place hurters, who are *Irish-
men by occupation,” but Mr. Costigan
is now repudiated by alinost every spirit-
ed Irishman in Parliament and the
country. The resolutions of 1882 were
net passed by the present Parliament.
The Tory leaders in Ireland profess to
have the sympathy of the whole Cana-
dian population in opposing Mr. Glad-
stone. 1t is now clear that the object of
Costigan and _the Canadian Tories in
1882 was with the view of “embarrassing
the Liberal Government of Great Bri
tain.

r. Blake rose amid cheers and said
he desired to substitute for that mation
another on the Irish question. The
honorable gentleman then delivered a
speech lasting only fifteen minutes, But
one which will be read through all Ceua-
dd. He said that he need not reiterste
his views on this subject expressed at
length in 1882, Since then a new Par-
liament had met, and since then the
Irish people had pronounced in favor of
Home Rule. He did not admire some
of the details of the measure now before
the Parliament of England, but the yital
principle now at stake was self-govera-
ment for loca! affairs in Ireland. (‘‘No,
no,” from the Ministerial benches ) The
attention of the world had been arouscd

.and every ear strained to catch the
echoes of the great debate and to learn
the issue of the mighty struggle. Mr.
Gladstone regarded these resolutions of
sympathy as very helpful to him, and
they knew what the tone of his reply
would be. The Government of Great
Britain had acted in the spirit of the ad-
vice given in 1882 by the Canadian
Parliament, and now it was only neces-
sary to offer moral support. Raising his
voice the honorable gentleman asked
“‘Shall we be silent now when our silence
will be hurtful ?"

‘(“‘Yes, yes,”
ben:hes.)

Mr. Blake—I say no. We are bound
to.speak. I ask whether we, a demo-
cratic people and the kinsmen of that
very population to which Mr. Gladstone
in his recent manifesto appeals, shall be
silent? I do not bring this up asa
party question or as a party leader. I
have waited till the 1ast moment, hoping
that someone on the other side of the
House would bring it up. The Minis-
ter of Inland Revenue has, I see, de-
clined to bring it up, but has cabled Mr
Parnell his‘individual assurance of sym
pathy for the Home Rule measure. Bat
what is required is not the assurance of
a Minister of the Crown, but of the
Commons of Canada ; not the assurance
of the Irish Catholics, but the assurance

from the Ministerial

of all nationalities and creeds. I speak
as a Canadian. This is not a Protes-
tant or Catholic question. They are

enemies of their country who would
make it so. Today let us be united for
the redress of wrong and the agdvance-
ment of liberty. I, therefore, move
$hat au humble address be presented to
Her Majesty to ropectfully assure Her
Majesty that the interest and concerfi
felt by the Commons of Canada and the
people they represent on the condition
of Ireland, and their desire that some
means may be found of meeting the ex-
pressed wishes of so many of her Irish
subjects for a measure of local self-gov-
ernment, still continue as warm and
earnest as in 1882, when they were
humbly signified te Her Majesty by an
address; and to humbly wform Her
Majesty that this House hails with joy
the submission by Her Majesty's Gov-
ernment to the Parhament of the United
Kingdom of a measure reccgnizing the
principle of local self-government for
Ireland, and humbly to express the
hope of this House that the principle of
this measure may be aflirmed, and may
form a basis for such a settlement of this
great question as shall conduce to the
neace, happiness and prosperity of the
Empire.”
