English. In December last, Mr. Pearce,' 
who said he was a special commissioner, 
called at my house.

of the document to be read. Those who 
refused to sign were threatened with im­
prisonment. Mr. Pearce told the inter­
preter to say or.ly what he (Mr. Pearce) 
said in English.

Norman Mackenzie, John Baptiste

The dif- 
culties that I pointed out when the ques­
tion was first mooted are gradually be­
ginning to niako themselves apparent to 
the big-brained projectors of the eoheme, 
and a halt has been called until new 
bearings are taken and the committee has 
a chance to discover where it has allowed 
itself to dsift te. Some of the more in­
telligent members of the committee fa­
vored the bringing to town of a compet­
ent hydraulic engineer to give expert 
testimony en the project, but theii com­
mon sense view was overruled at the 
time. Eventually, however, it waa 
found that the parent of the project did 
not know as much about the matter as 
he imagined he did, and it waa found 
that the advice of experienced men was 
a necessity. Then the great heads of 
sums of the knowing ones of the com­
mittee came into requisithn, and they 
sent to Stratford and brought up two 
experts—a lau-ger and a saloonkeeper !
1 he Stratford “experts" waltied around 
town in great shape, and I have ao doubt 
proved to be adepts at sampling “water" 
from hotel pumps, but notwithstanding 
tho opinions expressed by them, the ser­
vices of Prof. Ellis, of Toronto, had to 
be secured to analyze samples of water 
got from other parts of the town. That 
gentleman has made his report, and the 
matter rests there. The question will 
begin t<> get sultry again shortly before 
the next municipal elections.

—I've told that D. Glass who for the 
the past four years has been local man­
ager of the Bank of Montreal, has been 
translated to a inure lucrative position in 
Brantford, in connection with the same 
institution. As the boys say at farewell 
lianquets, “Goderich's loss will be the 
gain of the Indian city, for Mr. G Las, 
whose admirable qualities of head aud 
heart have gamed for him many warm 
friends in tins section, will prove a valu­
able acquisition to Billy-Paterson ville."

The Toronto World says :—“Mr. H. 
W. C. Meyer, of Wingham, has been to 
Ottawa in reference to the C. P. R. The 
Government have promised a grant of 
$3200 a mile fer the four and a half 
miles, and other satisfactory arrange­
ments have been made with the Com­
pany. The prospects of the road being 
built are now good. The boring for salt 
at Wingham is being prosecuted,a second 
well having been sunk in order to strike 
stronger brine. This is being done at 
the request of the C. P. R., who have 
no salt on their lines. The discovery of 
salt on their line would therefore pro­
mote a competition in salt rates and iu 
the salt trade. "

Londoners have been in the habit of 
boasting of the superior purity of their 
drinking water—‘the purest water in the 
world, sir.’ It is supplied from a large 
reservoir, which is filled by pumping 
from ponds at the foot of the hill upon 
top of which the reservoir is situated. 
The idea of cleaning out the reservoir 
suggested itself a few days sgo. The 
water was run of! last Saturday, and the 
bottom was found to be covered with 
“sand, gravel, lime, dirt, leaves, filth, 
lizards, crabs and fish to a depth in some 
places exceeding three feet, while the 
sides were incrusted with a foul deposit. 
Just fancy drinking water from s semi- 
stagnant cistern containing such an 
accumulation of tilth and nastiness, 
and deludingone's self with the idea that 
it was the purest in the universe !

At the next District meeting of the 
Methodist churches of Goderich Districtt, 
to be held shortly at Seafnrth, we be­
lieve an attempt is to be made to change 
the boundaries and nature of several of 
the circuits, among which will be the 
following :—To take Zion appointment 
(Taylor's Corner) from Holmesville, slid 
attach it te Victoria St., Goderich ; drop 
the Summer hill appointment altogether, 
and put Sharon, Goderich township, in 
connection with Cole’s ; thus leaving 
Holmesville and Ebenezer to be worked 
by one man. To take Turner's, Tucker- 
Smith, from Olfflsrio St., Clinton and re­
place it connection with Londesboro cir 
cuit. Of bourse those changes may not 
be made, but they are promised. As a 
matter of fact Londesboro village should 
have preaching twice a Sunday, or else 
the Methodists there should build a new 
church that would accommodate all their 
congregation at once.

From the London Advertiser.
The discussion in the House of Coin 

mona on Thursday night on the Admin 
ietetion ot Indian affairs wes ene of the 
moet remarkable that- has taken place 
the Union. The Government the even­
ing before announced their intention of 
going on the following day with a few 
bills, and then with matters relating to 
theC.P.R. Company, hut with charac­
teristic had faith they took the House 
out of Committee without completing the 
work before it, and then st once pro- 
posed to go into supply, endeavoring by 
this action te take the Opposition by 
surprise, and to get into supply before 
any steps could be taken to prevent 
them. Fortunately the Opposition were 
ready, and Mr. Cameron moved a resolu­
tion condsmning the administration of 
Indian affairs, which he supported in one 
of the moet convincing speches ever 
mode in the House of Commons, and in 
fact, a speech which seemed to strike 
the Government with* consternation. He 
charged them with having robbed, de­
frauded and starved the Indians, with 
appointing men who were among the 
moet immoral and degraded of mankind 
in many places as their representatives, 
whe treated the Indians with shocking 
brutality. In many cases the Indians 
had died in the immediate vicinity of the 
Government agents of starvation, and 
some were frozen to death, and all plun­
dered of the appropriations made by par 
liament on their behalf. He drew i 
frightful picture of the immorality that 
prevailed at the places ef these agents. 
He said that agents in some cases bought 
Indian girls f»r from $10 to $20 apiece, 
and that one party who had come out 
from England and had been appoyif 
te a Government office, had establisl 
a harem, and that ths matter had been 
more than once brought under the Gov­
ernment, but no effort had been made te 
remove thia man.

Mr. Cameron pointed out that rotten 
food w*s purchased, from the consump­
tion of whish the Indians in many esses 
took ill and died ; that thousands of dol­
lars wire spent upon the purchase of ag­
ricultural implements and farming 
utensils of various aorta which never 
reached the Indians, nor were they at all 
uaed. He read from the reports state­
ments which showed that several bands 
had received agricultural implements to 
several times the amount owned by the 
beet farmers, and yet these Indians pro­
duced nothing ; and Mr. Cameron chal 
lenged the Government to give him i 
committee and he would establish every 
charge that he had made against them. 
In fact, the administration of Indian 
affairs is one of the most scandalous 
things to be found in the history of any 
civilised country. In 1880 $14,624 was 
paid farm instructors, $19,867 as farm 
wages, $62,704 for farm maintenance, 
end $2,486 for farm inspection, or $99, 
680 for these four purposes, besides 
$60,278 for agricultural implements, and 
yet the total area farmed for this enor­
mous-expenditure of $160,000 in a year 
amounted to an area of 1,798 scree. We 
mention this one year because it is but 
a fair specimen of what has happened 
ever since. If the public were fully 
aware of the scandalous mismanagement, 
the robbery and corruption connected 
Indian affairs in the Northwest, very few 
indeed of those who now sustain the ad­
ministration of the country would at 
present be found on the Government 
side.

Mr. Cameron declared that some of 
those who have been appointed to office 
were simply ruffians ; they were men 
without humanity and without any sense 
of honesty. It wss their conduct msin- 
ly that exasperated the Indians at Frog 
Lake, and the attempt to save men of 
this class from the vengeance which their 
cruelty had awakened led to the murder 
of other parties. .

Terrible as Mr. Cameron’s indictment 
was against the Administration, no 
effective answer was made ; in fact, the 
plea put forwaid by Sir Hedor Langev in 
was the plea of sympathy. He pretend 
ed that the challenge made by Mr. Cam 
eroo was one put forward because Sir 
John Macdonald wss absent and sick, 
and yet Sir Hector himself must havs 
known that this challenge would have 
been brought forward si an earlier date 
if Sir Jufen Macdonald had been present 
inlhe House.

Why did not the Government accept 
Mr. Cameron’s challenge 1 Why did 
not they deny the charges which he hsd 
levelled against the Administration t 
Why did they not challenge him to the 
proof ? Sir Hector Langevin knew that 
the administration of Indian affairs by 
the Indian Department of the North­
west would have been brought to light, 
thrt (hey could not bear that light ; he 
knew that Mr. Csmeron's charges were 
all true, snd that if a committee were 
granted Mr. Cameron would have no 
difficulty in proving what he affirmed in 
his resolution.

Bite ef Water In War lanes.

The rise and fall of the waters in the 
north-western lakes, and the consequent 
dangers to the lake cities, have fre­
quently been a sensational subject for 
diseuseion. The greet tidal wave», like 
the one which rolled in on Cleveland a 
few years since, and the piling-up or 
lowering of the wetera by eontioued 
galea, ere, ef cour*, real dangers on ac­
count of the suddenness of their occur­
rence, though happily, they are rare and 
temporary events. But alarmist» ere 
continually announcing the discovery 
that the gradual or secular changes in 
the lake-level» are sure to bring diau- 
trou» résulta According ss the waters 
are rising or falling, we hear of grave 
fear» that some lake-port I» likely to be 
inundated, or left high and dry inlnnd. 
Recent reports in the daily pro* indicate 
that lake Michigan ie assuming a threat 
ening attitude towards Chicago and its 
suburbs. The lake ie now rising, the re­
ports state, at the rate of severs! inches 
per year ; and one needs only to imagine 
thie rise prolonged at the observed rate 
for a few years to get an id* of startling 
possibilities for the Garden City. But 
the records of the fluctuations in water- 
level of the Greet Lakes, which have 
been carefully kept for many year» by 
the corps of engineers, U.8. A., do not 
warrant us in prolonging any observable 
rise or fell indefinitely. On the con­
trary, these records indicate that the 
variations in the lake levels, above or 
below the mean stage, are confined to a 
very few feet—about three feet at the 
moet. The variations ere greatest in 
Lake Ontario, lees in lake Erie, still 
lew in Lekw Huron and Michigan, 
which form a single level surface, end 
least of all in Lake Superior. With ref­
erence te Lakd Michigan in particular, a 
glance at the waterlevel curves publish­
ed in the report ef the chief ef engineers, 
U.S.A., 1882, shows that the average 
y*rly variation in level of that lake is 
about one foot, that the maximum varia­
tion during any one year included in 
the period (1369 82) covered by the pub­
lished record wss two feet and a half, 
and that the extreme fluctuation during 
the same period from the highest stage 
(in 1859 or 1876) to the lowest *‘age 
(in 1869 or 1873) was three feet and 
seven tenths. The highest recorded 
stage of Lake Michigan, viz., that of 
1838, was only one foot higher than the 
stage of 1859 or 1876. It seems toler­
ably wfe, therefore, to conclude that the 
prospective dangers to Chieago or any of 
the lake cities from too much or too 
little water in the lake* are all such as 
may be overcome by acts of congress in 
the shape of timely items in the river 
snd harbor bill—(Science.

The Minister of 
Justice admits that the bill is in the right 
direction ; that the principle of the 
measure ie sound ; that it has been more 
than once carried through the House of 
Lords at the instance of Lord Bramwell, 
and that it wai only lost because the 
House of Commons had not time to con­
sider the matter. But the Minister of 
Justice intimated that in all probability 
the Imperial Parliament would legislate 
upon the subject, and that it was desir-' 
able that the House of Commons in 
Canada should await Imperial action. In 
other words, the Minister of Justice as­
sumes that the Parliament of Canada ie 
not so competent to legislate for the peo- 

le of Canada as the Parliament of the 
nited Kingdom. The Minister of Jus­

tice proposes to wait until we see what 
the English Parliament propose, and 
then to copy what they have done.— 
London Advertiser.

From the Christian Guardian
It ie mdeh to be regretted that so 

many subjects ot publie interest ere re­
garded as questions, of pasty politics. 
This has two serious disadvantages. It 
prevents a calm and impartial judgment; 
for the* who approach the subject with 
party prejudices eie not likely to come 
to a judicial conclusion. And, besides, 
the most impartial persons who state any 
fact or express any opinion on such sub­
jects, are liable to by charged with poli­
tical partiality by thoee who are interest­
ed in maintaining a different view of the 
matter. No one can express an opinion 
on any political subject, either favorable 
or unfavorable to the policy of the Iwd- 
era of either political party, without run­
ning the risk of having their motives 
impugned, and their fairness denied. 
Yet thie should not prevent all indepen­
dent men spmkiug out frankly in the 
condemnation of what is wrong and the 
approval of what it right.

It ie a pity that the condition of thé 
Indians of the Northwwt cannot be fully 
considered, apart from the bent and 
•trife of political feeling. But thie seems 
to be impossible. Many who are not by 
any means political partiiaos have felt a 
good daal of interest in the recent dis­
cussion of (this saject, both in the Hoe* 
of Commona and in the newspapers. 
Some of the representations of the state 
of the Indians—inch as those ef Rev. A. 
Andrews and Rev.’ Mr. Robertson—seem 
te be very conflicting, though this may 
be more ie appwraow then ie reality. 
Each person may have truthfully testified 
to what he actually saw. The fact that 
one man did not happen te see the *m< 
state of things that another *yt he *w 
do* not [wove that eo such state of 
things existed. The difference hss gen 
erally been in regard te general state­
ments, rather than about specific state­
ments ss to matters of fact

In hi» speech on the Indian question 
in the Hon* of Commons, oa the 16th 
instant, Mr. Osmeron, of Huron, pre­
sented » very strong array of t*timooy, 
showing that the indiane at wveraâ pointa 
had been literally starred, or supplied 
with unsuitable end unwholesome food, 
which produced diswse and dwth ; that 
the officials placed over the Indiane of 
the Nerthweet bed, in many inetanew, 
betrayed their tract, and prosed that 
they were not fit for the positions they 
occupied; and that some ot the* officials 
bed promoted sbamelew vice and immor­
ality among the people whom they were 
bound to protect. Missionaries, news­
papers friendly to the Government, and 
reports of agent» and other witness* 
were largely quoted by Mr. Cameron 
and Mr. Patenon, of Brant, In support 
of the* allegations. Among other», the 
Rev. John McDougall, the Rev. Mr. 
Rvbertson and Archbishop Tache were 
cited as twtifying to the terrible dwtitu- 
tion end immorality that prevailed 
among the Indiana at different pointe.

Sir Hector langevin and Dr. Fergu­
son, ef Leeds, replied, denying the cor­
rectness of most of the* charges. They 
qcoted contrary evidence, and Dr. Fer­
guson claimed te know from personal 
knowledge that some of the Indie* who 
were *id to have died from the effects ef 
diseased meat and unwholesome food had 
really died of fever. Both the* gentle­
men threw discredit upon the twtimony 
of the missionaries, who hsd written re­
specting the dwtitution and lieentions- 
ness which were said to prevail among 
the Indiana

After giving all due weight to what 
was *id in reply by Sir Hector snd Dr. 
Ferguson, »» well as to the denials of 
some contractors and others, we are 
forced to believe that the chargee of ac­
tual starvation, of the sepply ef impro­
per food, and of the immorality raid to 
be promoted by Government employe* 
are sustained by ample evidence that hu 
not been disproved.

In referring to this subject, it is not 
"ur purpose to enter upon the pha* of 
the discussion which h* been so fully 
ventilated in Parliament ; but we must 
expre* our deep regret that the demands 
of pelitioal debate should have rendered 
it necessary to disparage and discredit 
the twtimony and character of worthy 
Christian missionariw who,there is every 
reason to believe,spoke out honestly and 
truthfully in behalf of the Indiane, 
againit serious evils and wrongs that 
they witnessed. When the Rev. John 
McDougall stetw that that the promises 
made to the Indian* have been broken, 
snd that they hate been bedly treated 
by Indian agents—when he sp*ke of 
“the shameful and immoral lives of many 
of the employe*," and asks for “em­
ployees of the Indian department who 
will be true to their country, if not te 
their God, who will refrain from licen- 
tioueness, blasphemy, drunkenness, and 
lazine*,” he d«erres the thanks snd 
support of every true patriot without re­
gard to party interests We sre quite 
confident that Mr. McDougall would not 
have made the statements contained in 
his letters and in bis interviews with the 
Mail correspondent, unless he was fully 
convinced of their actual ‘ruth. It is 
not fair to Mr. McDougall to say that 
he declined to substantiate the charg* 
he had made, on being asked to do so. 
It certainly was not his business to find 
witnesses and bring them forward to 
prove publicly what he had stated. Why 
should he be compelled to publiely fight 
the embittered transgressors who* ini­
quities Jie had denounced ? It is too 
bad that a manly and unpartitan con­
demnation of a disgraceful state of thing! 
should secure for a man disparagement 
and discredit instwd of the approval hia 
conduct deserves.

Six of the United States absolutely 
prohibit the manufacture and sale of al 
coholic beverages.

The New South Wales, Australia, tem­
perance people are jubilant over the re­
sult of their recent general election by 
which so many members favorable to lo­
cal option have been elected. They feel 
certain that a bill giving the veto power 
to the people will soon be passed through 
parliament.

At the confirmation of 1,400 children 
recently held in the Roman Catholic 
Cathedral, at Dublin, Ireland, Arch­
bishop Walsh administered the total ab­
stinence pledge to the whole of the can­
didates, and warned them earnestly 
against the evils of drink.

Tbe temperance movement appears to 
be making substantial progress in Eng­
land, according to the Government re­
turns. In making hit budget speech the 
other day the chancellor of the exche­
quer stated that the yearly consumption 
of alcohol had decreased by $22,600,000 
in ten years. At the same time the re­
ceipts from articles really required by 
the people increased, and the public debt 
was reduced by $160,000,000 in five 
years. The decrease in the consumption 
of liquor caused an enormous falling off 
in vlie revenue, Sat it is one-half counter­
balanced by an increased revenue from 
tea, dtc., although the duties rentaln the 
same.

The following is from tbe report of the 
president of the Ontario Agricultural 
College : In my last report, I alluded to 
the effect of smoking on young men at 
college. A very considerable number of 
our students smoko, and not a few of 
them are confirmed in the habit. At 
present I shall not disease the question, 
but simply state one or two facts regard­
ing the record of smokers and non- 
smokers in this institution. In 1884 and 
1885, 58 of vur students received depart 
mental honors; and 46 of these were non- 
smokers. Within the last five years, (7 
have taken diplomas, and 48 of them 
then have been non-smokers; 14 have 
won medals, and 12 of them have been 
non smokers and non-drinkers.

On Saturday, May 1st, the Scott Act 
went into operation in about thi 
fourths of the Province of Ontario. In 
addition to the nine Ontario counties in 

. which the Act is already in force, two 
cities and sixteen counties and union of 
counties will be brought under its oper­
ation. They are as follow» :—Cities of 
Guelph and St. Thomas; Counties of 
Brant, Leeds and Grenville, Kent, Lan­
ark, Lennox and Addington, Carleton, 
Durham. and Northumberland, Elgin 
Lambton, Wellington, Frontenac, Lin 
■coin, Middlesex, Ontario, Victoria and 
Peterborough.

A Sad Sight—As early as ten o'clock 
this Thursday morning (April 29, 188G, 
a man who once held a good position,and 
who has few superiors as a mechanic, was 
seen rolling along the street» in a beastly 
state of intoxication. Of late years he 
has been a heavy drinker,and it is a rare 

'thing to find him sober. Be Is rough to 
his family, and psople expected long be­
fore this to have heard of him doing 
some harm. Hotelkeepers have been 
forbidden to give him liquor, but he 
seems to get it all the same. The ease' 
is one which really demands the atten­
tion ri the Women’s Christian Temper- 

, a nee Society, or some other body that 
■ claims to look after the fallen. [—Mi t- 

chell Advocate. They have no Seott Act 
’ in Mitchell.

It used to be said that the best French 
brandy was only Canada whisky made 
over. But according to AL uirerd, chief 
municipal ^gboratory of Paru, the stuff 
now largely sent out to a too-confiding 
world is of more heinous quality. He 
says, “From 1840 to 1850 about 26,000,- 
000 gallons of brandy were made yearly 
in France, and fully seven-eights came 
tram grapes. At present more than 50,- 
000,000 gallons are yearly turned out, 
but not one per cent, of it is made from 
the grape ; grain, cider, beet, potatoes, 
Ac., forming its principal ingredients.

• The spirits thus obtained would be fairly 
wholesome if they were properly recti­
fied. But they are not. Invariably 
when put upon the market they are 
charged with acids, ethers and essential 
oils,ol the most deadly nature.” The 
startling increase of violent insanity and 
other maladies in France, of late years, 
is by M. Girard attributed to consump 
tion of that deadly brandy.

Our friends in the Dominion, ssys the 
Christian Leader, will be amused to learn 
that the Edinburgh Scotsman advises lo­
cal optionists to “study the remarkable 
breakdown of the Scott Act in Canada !” 
The print in question would like the Act 
to break down, so it invents the fiction 
that it has broken down. This is one of 
its old tricks. Well do we recollect how 
it adopted the same kind of expedient in 
its bitter opposition to the Forbes-Mac- 
kenzie bill, in the resistance that it of­
fered to the repeal of the taxes upon 
knowledge, and in many other conflicts 
in which it espoused the cause of the 
wrong against the right. Lately we have 
seen how unscrupulous its tactics have 
been against the Highland crofters ; but 
in this matter, as ill all others, its op­
position has proved futile. It will hard­
ly succeed in destroying the Scott Act I y 
saying that it has broken down; ana 
Scotland will as certainly have local op 
tion as she has for three decades had the 
Forbes Mackenzie Act,

Hon. Edward Blake Shows His 
Big Irish Heart

Me Ask# for Cennilinn S/mpiitby 1er Heme 
Mule 1er Irelaml.

Ottawa, May 4.
Mr. CoBtigan h»s smit a telegram to 

Parnell, etating that lie ia «till in favor 
of Home Rule for Irelaml and profess­
ing to apeak for Irishmen in the Dmuiu- 
ion Parliament. Messrs. Howell, White 
and other Tory leaders would not, it 
seems, permit Mr. Coatigan to pniducea 
Home Rule resolution, .ir to speak as a 
member of the Government in favor of 
the principle of Home Rub, so the Min­
ister of Inland Revenue tries to clear 
hia skirts by sending a meaningless tele­
gram on his own account. Now it hap­
pens that Mr. Coatigan has no right 
whatever to speak on behalf of the Irish­
men of the present Parliament. He 
may act as the mouthpiece of a few job­
bers and place hunters, who are ‘"Irish­
men by occupation," but Mr. Costigan 
is now repudiated by almost every spirit­
ed Irishman in Parliament anil the 
country. The resolutions of 183d were 
net passed by the present Parliament 
The Tory leaders in Ireland profess to 
have the synmathy of the whole Cana­
dian population in opposing Mr. Glad­
stone It is now clear that the object of 
Costigan and the Canadian Tories in 
1882 was with the view of embarrassing 
the Liberal Government of Great Uri 
tain. Now, when , Mr. Gladstone has 
introduced a Home Rule Bill, the Cana­
dian Tories refuse to express approval 
of hia course.

. Ottawa, May v.
In the House today Mr. McLelan mov 

ed that the House go iuto committee of 
supply.

Mr. Blake rose amid cheers and said 
he desired to substitute for that motion 
another on the Irish question. The 
honorable gentleman then delivered a 
speech listing only fifteen minutes, but 
one which will be read through all Cana­
da He said that he need not reiterate 
his views on this subject expressed at 
length in 1882. Since then a new Par 
liament had met, and since then the 
Irish people had pronounced in favor of 
Home Rule. He did not admire some 
of the details of the measure now before 
the Parliament of England, but the vital 
principle now at stake was self-govera- 
ment fer local affaira in Ireland. (“Nu, 
no," from the Ministerial benches ) The 
attention of the world had been aroused 
and every ear strained to catoh the 
echoes of the great dehale and to learn 
the iaaue of the mighty struggle Mr. 
Gladstone regarded these resolutions of 
sympathy as very helpful to him, and 
they knew what the tone of his reply 
would be. The Government of Great 
Britain had acted in the spirit of the ad­
vice given in 1882 by the Canadian 
Parliament, and now it was only necee 
•ary to offer moral support. Raising his 
voice the honorable gentleman asked 
“Shall we be silent now when out silence 
will be hurtful ?"

1 (“Yes, yes," from the Ministerial 
benches.)

Mr. Blake—I say no. We are bound 
to speak. I ask whether we, a demo- 
cralic people and the kinsmen of that 
spry population to which Mr. Gladstone 
in his recent manifesto appeals, shall be 
eilent ? I do not bring this up as a 
party question or as a party leader. I 
have waited till thelaat moment, hoping 
that someone on the other side of the 
House would bring it up. The Minis­
ter of Inland Revenue has, 1 see, de­
clined to bring it up, but has cabled Mr 
Parnell his individual assurance of sym 
pnthy for the Home Rule measure. But 
what is required is not the assurance of 
a Minister of the Crown, but of the 
Commons of Canada ; not the assurance 
of the Irish Catholics, but the assurance 
of all nationalities and creeds. I speak 
as a Canadian. This i. not a Protes­
tant or Catholic question. They are 
enemies of their country who would 
make it sc. Today let us be united for 
the redress of wrong and the advance­
ment of liberty. I, therefore, move 
that an humble address bo presented to 
Her Majesty to rupectfully assure Her 
Majesty thst the interest and concert! 
fell by the Commons of Canada and the 
people they represent on the condition 
of Ireland, and their desire that some 
means may be found of meeting the ex­
pressed wishes of so many of her Irish 
subjects for a measure of local self-gov­
ernment, still continue as warm and 
earnest as in 1882, when they were 
humbly signified t« Her Majesty by an 
address; and to humbly inform Her 
Majesty that this House hails with joy 
the submission by Her Majesty’s Gov­
ernment to the Parliament of the United 
Kingdom of a measure recognizing the 
principle of local self-government for 
Ireland, and humbly to express the 
hope of this House that the principle of 
this measure may bo affirmed, and may 
form a basis fur such a settlement of this 
grest question as shall conduce to the 
neace, happiness and prosperity of the 
Empire."

bir John Macdonald ridiculed Mr. 
Blake’s claim that in this matter he was 
not acting as a party man, and asked 
why the honorable gentleman had wait­
ed eo long before moving his resolution, 
and why had he not given notice of it. 
He said Mr. Blake had taken the course 
least likely to benefit the cause lie had 
at heart. He would not vote for the 
resolution, but lie promised Mr, Bloke 
if lie would withdraw his motion to give 
him a day for discussion of this ques­
tion, «hen membets would bo prepared 
to discuss it and come to such a conclu­
sion as the great interests involved 
merited. Sir John only spoke for a 
minute or two,

Mr. Costigan expressed the opinion 
that they had a right to send such lyi ad­
dress to the Queen, but he questioned 
the propriety of the present move. He 
recounted the proceedings he took in 
1882 in regard to the Home Rule resolu­
tions, and said he had put his motion on 
the paper,

Mr. Blake said it vra" true he put a 
motion on the paper, hut the motion he 
placed in Mr. Speaker’s hands was a dif­
ferent one.

Mr. Costigan denied this. He asked 
Mr. Blake to withdraw hia motion and 
confer with oth.T members of the House 
equally interested in this question.

Mr. Blake, in reply to Sir John, ac-

crp • l the offer made of giving a day to 
this subject, but declared he would m ive 
amotion in amendment to going in o 
supply, the same as Mr. Coatigan had 
done in 1882. He accepted the sugges­
tion of the leader of the Government, 
though he thought that it might have 
been made in a better spirit, because hia 
object was to secure the unanimous ap­
proval of the House to this motion. He 
was willing lo confer with Mr. Costigan 
or any other member aa to the form of 
the motion. He would agree to Thurs 
day as the day tor discussion.

Recess now arrived and the Speaker 
left the chair. Mr. Blaae’s speech and 
motion had created a decided sensation, 
and little groups formed in various parts 
uf I he chainber discussing the matter.

After recess Mr. Costigan angrily ac­
cused Mr. Blake of being influenced by 
paity motives in this matter, and threat­
ened later on to bring in * motion of h» 
own en this question. What haste, he 
asked, was there for this motion ?

Mr. Lister—Because you would not dp 
it,

Mr. Coatigan said they had come to 
the conclusion that the cable inesaage he 
had sent to Mr. Parnell last night would 
meet the requirement.

Mr. Caaey made a speech to show that 
when in Opposition Sir John moved in 
the Letellior matter by motion iu amend­
ment to going into supply.

Sir John said he would guarantee to 
Mr. Blake an opportunity ou Thursday 
to make his motion a substantive one, 
and in reply to Mr Blake, «aid he 
would have it made the first order of the 
day.

Mr. Blake said hie object was solely 
the success of what he had so much at 
heart, and he would withdraw bis mo­
tion in order to give every opportunity 
to the House to unanimously adopt the 
reaolution. The motion was withdrawn.

kanzie and John Rolph. Issue is joined 
with Mr. Dent on theee pointe, aa well 
as many others in his narrative. The 
namphlet as a whole is well written, and 
is very readable and interesting ; no 
doubt It will have many readers. It 
gives a good idea of Mr. Dent's book 
criticises pointedly and puogeotiy those 
parts of it which the writers conceive ;e 
be fairly open to criticism, end furnishes 
a good deal of new and important infor­
mation on the whole aubjeet. Mr. 
King's critique » a slashing and racy re­
view by a Liberal of Mr. Dent’s narrative, 
and without being eo avowedly, is a 
strong vindication of the character of 
William Lyon Meekensie. Those who 
have read the “Story" should certainly 
read this reply, and those who have not 
read it may, with great advantage, read 
what the oritWs say about it. The price 
of the pamphlet is 25 cents.
