Goderich creameries, shipped from here 
523 tube of butter and 195 cheeses. The 
shipment wee made to Edinburgh, Scot­
land. The cheese were made at the Kin- 
burn and Blake factories. This ship­
ment ol butter clears out all of Mr Han­
nah’s make until the let of July. The 
entire shipment amounts to about $7,- 
000, of which $5,800 is for butter, and 
represents the make of the creameries 
for about three weeks. This will afford 
our readers some idea of the vast import­
ance of the dairying industry to our 
farmers. Here is the very considerable 
sum of $7,000 paid out in this immediate 
vicinity by one dealer for the products of 
tho dairy, for the oat-put of about three 
weeks. If our farmers would only de­
vote to dairying, an industry for which 
our county is admirably adapted, the 
attention it deserves, they would soon 
be entirely independent of fall wheat 
and would have established in its stead 
an industry which would be more profit­
able and vastly surer. We are glad to 
learn, however, that the farmers of this 
vicinity are now coming to appreciate 
the benefits of the creamery. Hitherto, 
Mr Hannah has had to solicit, and some­
times almost beg patronage, but this 
year patrons are coming to hi in and ask­
ing him to send for "their cream. This 
is as it should be, and indicates a new 
era in the creamery business. Dairying 
and stock raising Is what onr farmers 
trust depend upon, and the sooner they 
come to it the better. Many are begin- 
ginning to realize this and are shaping 
their course accordingly, but it takes 
time to make the change, nd we are 
glad to notice that it is being tn^e grad 
ually but surely.

THE “TWELFTH” IN HURON.

How the Day was celebrate» la Cllato*.
—A Large atteadanec.

Clinton, July 13.—The largest crowd 
that ever gathered in this town, and the 
most auceasful demonstration ever held 
in this section of country, was that which 
assembled yesterday to do honor to the 
memory of King William. In addition 
to the regular trains of the day six 
crowded special» brought in their quota 
from various sections, while from all the 
roads leading into the town » constant 
stream of vehicles made their way. It 1» 
estimated that at least there were from 
ten to twelve thousand people in 
town. Arches bearing appropriate mot­
toes had been erected in various parts of 
the town, whilo bunting, flags, and ever­
greens were displayed in all directons. 
At about two o’clock the lodges formed 
In procession and marched through the 
main streets.

Ou the arrival at the Agricultural Show 
grounds the platform was taken by 
County Master Todd, who briefly 
congratulated the brethren on the large 
and magnificent turnout, and incidentally 
referred to the ocoseion that called them 
out. He then introduced Mayor 
Doherty, who referring to the fact that it 
gave him much pleasure as a brother 
Orangeman to welcome them to the hub 
of the county, said he regarded it as an 

1 honor and privilege to address them from 
an Orange platform, and had no doubt 
they would always be true to the grand 
principleii of the organization.

Mr Todd apologized for the absence of 
Mr Dalton McCarthy, who had been ex. 
peeled, but was absent in England. Mr 
Clarke Wallace, Worshipful Grand Mat- 

had also been expected to be pres­
tent, but at the last moment found it im 
possible to Attend.

Or behalf of tue Board of Trade Mr 
W Jackson then presented to Mr J G 
Holmes, of Toronto, who came in place 
of Mr Wallace, a cordial address of wel­
come.

Short addresses were given by Rev Mr 
Hudgins, of Seaforth ; Rev Mr Cascad- 
den, of Ripley ; Rev W Craig, of Clin­
ton ; Rev J Edge, of Clinton ; and Mr 
Dickson, cl Exeter.

The principal speaker of the day was 
Mr J G Holmes, barrister, of Toronto, 
who spoke for one hour. Mr Holmes 
eulogized the Orange body as a purely 
Protestant association without political 
proclivities. He stated that public sen­
timent would do towards Catholic 
enctoachraeut now what King William 
and his forces did at the battle of the 
Boyne. He condemned both political 
parties for pandering too much to 
Catholic intioenoes.

troduced the Congo State Bill in the Cham­
ber of Representatives to-day. Belgium will 
loan the Congo State 25,000,000 francs, of 
which 5,000,000 francs will be advanced im­
mediately, and 2,000,000 francs will be ad­
vanced annually for ten years, the loan to 
be free from interest Six mouths from the 
expiration of the ten years Belgium can 
annex the Congo State and all its properties 
and rights in conformity with the 
acts signed in Berlin Feb. 26, 1885, 
and in Brussels July 1, 1800. Belgium 
assuming all responsibility toward other 
parties, and King Leopold renouncing his 
claims for indemnity for sacrifices made by 
him. If on the expiration of the term Bel­
gium does not desire to annex the Congo 
State, the loan will bear.interest at per
cent., and re-payment can be demanded on 
the expiration of a further ten years. The 
bill was referred to a committee. King 
Leopold’s bequenthal of bis entire rights in 
the Congo State to Belgium, dated Aug. 11, 
1889, was read and was greeted with loud 
applause.

London, July 9.—It is reported that a girl 

shot M. Stambuloff, the Bulgarian Prime 
Minister, with a revolver at Sofia to-day. 
The report comes by way of Bucharest and
Vienna. ________

St. Petersburg, July 9.—The report that 
Russia would soon propose the Duke of 
Leuc'tenberg for the Bulgarian Throne is

condition of Bulgaria does not favor Russian 
intervention.

Moussa Bey to Be Tried Again.
Constantinople, July 9—The public 

prosecutor has appealed against the acquit­
tal of Moussa Bey and a new trial has been 
ordered.

London, July 9.—At Wimbledon to-day 

Hamilton of Dublin won the tennis cham­
pionship,defeating Renshaw with the score of 
27 games to 18.

Restless Russia.
San Francisco, July 9.—The Japan Mail 

states that a rumor is prevalent that Russia 
has seized an island off the coast of Corea.

The Grip in China.
Paris, July 9.—Despatches and letters 

from China report an extraordinary epi­
demic of influenza, which has spread with 
terrible rapidity throughout the empire. 
Half the population of Pekin and of several 
other large cities have been attacked by the 
malady. A large number of cases proved 
fatal. Trade is suspended and public busi­
ness interrupted.

Princess Henry Ill.
Berlin, July 9. — Princess Henry of

in full of all pay and allowance.”

Opposite 
Gananoque yesterday the boiler exploded 
and the yacht took fire. The party was 
rescued by a tug attracted by the sound of 
the explosion a mile distant. They continued 
their journey this evening by train. Mr. 
Blake was slightly burned.

Last week the Prison Reform Inquiry was 
opened at Hamilton, The commission con­
sists of J. W. Langmuir (chairman), Hon.

The commission was appointed by the On­
tario government In consequence of a resolu­
tion passed by the Prison Reform Conference 
held in Toronto last November requesting the 
selection of “a commission to investigate and 
report upon the question of prison reform 
with the view of suggesting improved methods 
of dealing with the criminal classes." The 
commission will hold semions throughout On­
tario.

HURON SIGNAL.
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J. “Gabriel" Holmes, the defeated of 
South Huron, had hie inning» against 
Mowat and the Grits on Saturday last 
at Clin ton,and “Gabriel blew his horn."

It will now be in order to get up 
presentations snd addresses to Warden 
Bbdson and Hayter Reed, Middle- 
ton’s accomplices in the furs deal—or 
fur steal, as some philologists phrase it.

Everyone may not indorse Col. “Bob” 
Incirsoll's theological, or anti-theologi­
cal beliefs, Dut every level-headed Tory 
taxpayer In Canada rhould back op a 
recent utterance of his on the trade 
question. The colonel said that he 
believed in protecting infant inc ust -ies, 
but further remarked that “after these 
infants get to be six feet high and wear 
number 12 boots it is about time to stop 
rocking the cradle, especially when the 
‘infant’ tells you that if you step rocking 
be will get out of the cradle and kick 
your head off."

A Conservative paper in St John, 
N. ;B., the Gazette, suggests that Mr 
Wiman be “tarred and feathered" when 
next he visits Canada. The style of 
political warfare advocated by out 
“Down-East” contemporary, has never 
been espoused except as a dernier resort, 
and has always failed of effect. It ia 
soiid Tory doctrine, all right enough, 
but it is rather late in the nineteenth 
century to avail much. The person who 
makes the suggestion in the columns of 
the New Brunswick paper would have 
been a burning and a shining light 
amongst the Tory “gentlemen" who 
burned the Parliament buildings and 
rotten-egged Lord Elgin, but ho and 
the policy he advocates are now only 
miserable relics of a bygone and bar­
barous age.

If Bon. G. E. Foster would reduce 
the national debt at the rate of eight 
million dollars a year there would be 
some reason for our Tory contempora­
ries jubilating, and The Signal would 
be willing to aid and aaaiat them ; but 
we don t see any fun in our confreres 
howling themselyes hoarse, over the 
fact that eight millions more then was 
required was filched from the pockets of 
the taxpayers by the Government dur­
ing the past year. If the chairman of 
the finance committee of Goderich town 
council taxed ns 30 per cent, more than 
was necessary, and next January boast­
ed of it, the intelligent ratepayers would 
abut off his wind in a hurry, instead of 
hurrahing for him. Are the Tory edi­
tor! fools, or do they think their read­
ers are fools, that they boast so loudly 
of this eight million steal ?

of an old man—who has passed the allot­
ted three-score snd ten by nearly five 
years—is all that lies between the Tory 
party snd disintegration today, and it 
were more fitting that the powerful in­
tellects of the Conservative editors were 
directed to preparing for the inevitable in 
connection with the leadership of their 
own party—where their opinions would 
be supposed to have value—than in med­
dling with the Liberal leadership, where 
their sage advice is neither sought nor 
called for.

The Liberal leadership is a matter for 
the Liberal caucus to decide, and the 
newspapers that have been dieensaing 
the question have little or no influence 
in making or unmaking the head of the 
PAHy. For reason* well known and 
thoroughly discussed st the time of Hon- 
Edward Blaxi's retirement, Hon. Wil­
frid Laurier was chosen to lead the 
Liberals, snd we have yet to learn that he 
has made an error of judgment or caused 
s backward movement of the Party since 
hts installation. On the trade question, 
particularly, his policy has been sound, 
dignified and unswerving. From the 
dsy on which he put his hand to the 
plow he has not looked back, and today 
the country would be with him on his 
policy were an honest appeal made.

But an honeit appeal need not be 
looked for from the Government that 
saved itself in 1882 by the gerrymander 
of Ontario and the corruption of the 
other Provinces by railway purchases 
and additional disbursements on public 
works ; or by the Government which 
prior to 1887 placed on the Statute 
Boo* the iniquitous Franchise Act.

And an honest appeal is not looked 
for at the next election, for already the 
lines are laid, in this section, at any 
rate, to once more warp public opinion 
when an appeal shall be made to the poll. 
The scheme contemplated is to again 
carve np Huron by placing East Wawa- 
noah in East Huron, and depriving tho 
East riding of the township of Grey, 
which is to be added to South Huron, 
West Huron to be compensated for the 
loss of East Wawanosh by having Bay- 
field added. This scheme is supposed 
to have originated in the fertile brain of 
Dr Holmes, the father of the last gerry­
mander in Huron, and it g jr.-aum- 
ed East and West Huron will thus bi 
assured to the Tory party by majorities 
approaching 150, while the Grits will be 
“hiyed" in South Huron with a majori­
ty of from 1,000 to 1,500.

But there is a possibility that eyen 
this scheme will not prove successful. 
Public opinion is against such barefaced 
political methods, and the fact that every 
election some new mode of frustrating 
the honest judgment of the people has to 
be resorted to by the Government to re. 
tain power rather than to have its record 
fairly and honestly dealt with, is fast 
becoming apparent to the men who do 
their own thinking. On this line of sr 
gument we have the ill-success of Dr 
Holmes’ last carving. The intention 
was to capture the twin constituencies— 
East and West Huron—by a majority of 
over 100 in each case, but the scheme 
miscarried in the election of ’82 by Weat 
Huron being won by the Reformers, 
and East Huron narrowly escaping the 
same fate : and in 1887 by East Huron 
being won by the Reformers, and West 
Huron carried by the Tories by the nar­
row majority of 26.

"The best laid schemes of mice and men 
Gang aft agley.

And leave us naught but grief and pain 
For promised joy."

And as it was in 1882 and 1887, so 
would it be in 1892, and perhaps more 
so. We have in Huron a number of 
men who are disgusted with the condi­
tion of affairs, but who, having voted all 
their life for Sir John Macdonald, want 
to continue to do so until he disappear, 
from public life. Their politics ia merely 
a one-man worship, and with the disap­
pearance of their idol will come a change 
in their political views. The' curse of 
the N. P., is upon them now, and they 
feel its effects seriously, the bane of the 
Exodus has been upon their families and 
has saddened their hearts, but as long 
as the csr of Juggernaut passes by they 
are wUling to prostrate themselves be­
fore, their Idol. With the disappearance 
of the idol from public view, and the

SOUTH HURON AND CAMERON.
A correspondent of the Boaforth Ex­

positor write* from Stanley, over the 
signature “An Old Camixon Man," ad­
vocating the nomination of M. 0. Cam­
eron for the Common» at the next elec­
tion. Followin is his letter :

Dear Expositor,—As the Provincial 
election is now over, and we have the 
satisfaction of knowing that Mowat is 
not going to go just yet, it might be 
well to tarn ont attention to Dominion 
affairs for a little, and we who live In 
the part of the Riding that constituted 
"South Huron" before the “Gerryman 
dar" have a lively recollection of ont old 
and trnsty friend, M. 0. Cameron, 
who fought so hard and saved the 
Riding when it was carved out for the 
“Tories," and we think that it would 
only be fair to him. as well as creditable 
to oureelvee, to give him an opportunity 
to represent the Riding now that it is 
made a hire for the “Grits.’’ And as the 
time is fast approaching when we will be 
called upon to elect some one to represent 
us in the Dominion Parliament, I think 
it would be the right thing to bring M.

Huron would indeed be a graceful 
tribute to that gentleman, who in years 
gone by redeemed the riding and kept It 
safe to the Reform party when it had 
been especially marked out for a Tory 
preserve. In 1882, the tiding was carv­
ed so as to show a Tory majority of 288, 
but Mr Camkron gallantly faced the 
odds aod redeemed the constituency, 
and before he retired from the repreeen 
tation of South Huron had succeeded™ 
raising the Reform majority to 171. 
Since that time, as -has been point­
ed out, South Huron has been made 
a Grit hive, and we do not won 
der that many who remember how 
Cameron fought and won „ political 
battles in the days of adversity, now feel 
like honoring their old-time champion, 
when the repreeen tation of the riding 
has been made safe to the party by Act 
of Parliament. We are in a position [to 
state that Mr Cameron has no eye of 
longing upon South Huron, and has not 
and will not put forth any effort to 
secure the nomination for that riding ; 
nevertheless were the nomination of 
the constituency offered unanimous­
ly to him we are inclined to be­
lieve that he would accept the in­
vitation to once more represent his old 
constituency on the floor of Parliament.

The 
County Judge strongly favors the applica­
tion, the district attorney does not oppose 
It, the twelve jurymen who rendered the ver­
dict against the defendant unanimously 
unite in ««king for a commutation.”

Dr. Clmpleau Doesn't Know Hun.
Ottawa, July 16.—Dr. Chapleau, brother 

of Hon. J. A. Chapleau, was seen to-day. 
He says he knows of no ooarin or relative of 
his living in the States. This man may be a 
cousin, but he would be a very distant one. 
He says that his near relatives are all resid­
ing in the County of Terrebonne, as far os 
be knows.

FRYE TO BLAINE.I
The Maine Senator Asks for information 

Touching Bectproeity.
Washington, July 16.—Senator Frye, in 

reply to Mr. Blaine’s letter of July 11, wrote 
as follows:

Your letter leaves me in some doubt as tc 
facts. I assume that your views are as con­
tained in what is known as the Hale amend­
ment; that you know for instance what the 
Latin republics will receive of ours free 
from duty in compensation for free sugar. 
I assume that that amendment was the re­
sult of thorough investigation. The diffi­
culty about it is this: The amount of sugar 
to be received from those states would be 
comparatively small and the consumers of 
sugar would receive no benefit from 
it. Your letter to me extends this 
idea of reciprocity to Cuba and 
Porto Rico. 1 admit if sugar is re­
ceived free from these islands, as well 
as from the Latin republics,the people would 
be benefited and sugar would be practically 
free. But will Spain admit into those islands 
free of duty the list of articles named in that 
amendment? Of course we could not enact 
a law more favorable to Spain than to the 
republics. Do you know what Spain would 
exchange for free sugar and can you give a 
list of the articles she would receive? The 
better way, probably, would be to make the 
list she would receive the controlling one for 
all these countries.

Losses Caused by Flames.
Chicago, July 16.—The steam scow Two 

Henrys, a freight boat, was burned off shore 
about three miles from South Chicago at 
noon to-day. The crew escaped in the yawl 
Loss $5000.

Fall River, Mass., July 16.—A fire this 
afternoon, which started in Cronley & Co.’a 
junk store, threatened to make sad havoc, 
and did destroy several buildings, entailing 
a lose of $25,000.

Valparaiso, Ind., July 16.—The residence 
of John Hamlet near here was burned this 
morning. Mrs. Hamlet and four children, 
the eldest about 8 years old, were burned to 
death.

Boston, July 16.—A serious fire started in 
the Congregational Church at Rockland this 
afternoon, and spread rapidly to adjoining 
buildings. The fire caught from a gasoline 
lamp. The total loss will reach $100,000.

To Reduce Grain Rates.
Washington, July id.—The Interstate 

Commerce ^Commission has decided that it 
will issue an order making a reduction in 
grain rates from Iowa, Nebraska, Kansas 
and Missouri to St. Louis and the Mississippi 
River and to Chicago. Food product rates 
east of the Mississippi and not involved in 
other suite before the commission are not 
found to be excessive.

Failure of the Deleware Peach Crop.
Wilmington, Del., July 16.—President 

Mills of the Deleware Railway has furnished 
the annual estimate of the peach crop. The 
total estimated shipments are placed at 12,375 
baskets. This is the smallest yield in the 
history of peach growing with two excep­
tions: 1868, when the shipments were 23 car­
loads, and 1881, when 78 carloads were sent 
to market

4 New York " Mlnieg Stock Exchange •» 

Balded by the Police.
Niw York, July 9.—The police to-day 

raided the “Mining Stock Exchange" at 51 
New-street and captured two of its officials 
and • large amount of paraphernalia. 
George W. Runkle, the president of the 
“Exchange,’* and James W. Waldron, a 
broker who is interested in the business, 
were taken into custody. The people con­
nected with the place and a number of stock 
speculators escaped.

The “plant” of the “game” consisted of a 
good-sized room, a big blackboard containing 
the names of alleged California mining stock, 
a little cubby lwole labelled “ Clearing 
House,” a “fly” young man who acted as 
spokesman for the faro game and some 
“stool pigeons,” who posed as members of the 
exchange. These were the principal actors. 
In addition there was a youth who chalked 
up bogus quotations, a cashier hidden in the 
recesses of The “Clearing House” and an el­
derly gentleman, apparently president of the 
exchange, who explained the modus operandi 
to customers.

The names of the stocks dealt in at this ex­
change are the Maple, Zenia, Mak-saw-be, 
Alpena, Orange and Yorke. A chalked ud 
notice on the blackboard declares that these 
compose the well-know^ Orange group of 
mines, six in number, located in Southern 
California, and which produce from $4000 to 
$5000 a day.

The prices of these stocks fluctuate rapidly. 
Alpena, for instance, frequently falls or rises 
à half-dozen points in as many minutes, and 
Mak-saw-be is a regular Jonah to those who 
deal in it on small margins. The stock in the 
Orange mine wilts lik,e a paper collar in 
July, even when the mine is at its acme of 
prosperity. Often when the Maple is shut 
down and has produced nothing for months 
she soars away above par, just as if she were 
a dividend payer.

These remarkable ranges are caused by the 
fact that chance and the “fly” young man at 
the rostrum of the Exchange dictate the 
prices. There are a lot of cards in a box, on 
which are written such remarks as “Advance 
Mak-saw-be three-eighths,” or “ Lower Alpe­
na one-half.” These the “fly” young man 
draws out one by one at the rate of about 
two a minute. As he reads the legends they 
are transferred to the blackboard. They 
become the duly authorized quotations on 
Alpena or Mak-saw-be until the faro box 
knocks them out by making a new figure.

When I entered the place yesterday after 
noon a bull movement in the Yorke stock had 
just been started. It looked a tempting thing 
just then to try a “flyer.” It was not many 
minutes, however, before there was another 
turn of the cards, and that poor stock i 
smashed until there wasn’t enough left of it 
to pick up.

The “ fly” young faro dealer kept at it, 
however, with an imperturbability that was 
amazing. One moment he was the leader of 
a powerful bull campaign. The next he was 
the worst bear uncaged. Maple rose and 
fell. Zenia tumbled tliree-eighths at a time, 
but the faro cards leaped from the box with 
clock-like regularity, and the dealer was un­
mindful of the fortunes won or lost by his 
drawings.

MINNESOTA IN MOURNING
APPALLING LOSS OF LIFE IN THE 

WATERS OF LAKE PEPIN.

Sixty-eight of the Deed at Lake C ty Idea, 
tilled—It U Feared that at Least as 
Many More Lie at the Bottom of the 
Lake—The Lake Gervals Disaster.

Red Wing, July 15.—Tbe early reports of 
the disaster which overtook the steamer 
Seawing on Lake Pepin did not exaggerate 
the terrible lose of life. At least 100 lives 
were lost, and it is feared that the death roll 
may be swelled to 125 or 150. Seventy-five 
bodies were recovered yesterday. It is pro­
bable there are yet 50 or 60 people missing in 
addition. It is thought that all of these are 
in the wreck, which lies off the point near 
Lake City. The undertaking establishments 
here are crowded with* friends of the dead 
and many cases of prostration have occurred. 
Business is completely at a standstill. John 
Gerkin, wife and five children, comprising 
the entire family, are among the dead.

Rad ” Mero, a brother of Charles Mero, an 
Insurance agent of Minneapolis, and his en­
tire family were drowned. They went down 
wrapped in each other’s arms and were pick­
ed up last night floating together in the em­
brace of death. The scenes at the morgue 
are simply indescribable.

MRS. EACHUS’ STORY.

SAVED 16 LIVES.
Corporal Perry’* Heroism — Sixty-Eight 

Bodies Identified.

STORM ECHOES
Maine’s Disastrous Cyclone—Fatalities in 

Northern New York.
Lewiston. Me., July 9—Specials from 

Somerset, Waldo, Oxford and Franklin 
counties indicate that last evening’s cyclone 
was one of the most disastrous that ever 
visited Maine. The Sandy River railway 
bridge near Phillips was blown from its 
abutments into the river. Many barns were 
blown down all through Franklin county. At 
North Anson the bridge across Carrabasset 
river is so twisted as to be unsafe. The 
Maine Central institute at Pittsfield is dam­
aged. Capt. Goodrich’s cottage at Madison 
was blown flat. The barn and stable of 
Hamilton Mareton was struck by lightning 
and burned. At Thorndike a store was de­
molished. In various parts of Maine nearly 
00 barns were blown down or unroofed.

St. Albans, Vt., July 9.— Reports received 
from towns in this county show that yester­
day’s gale did considerable damage. Fruit 
and shade trees were blown down in great 
numbers and many were torn up by the 
roots. Several barns were unroofed and 
seme orchards were destroyed.

Troy, July 9.—Despatches from Willsboro 
ard Westport show that the cyclone there, 
w hile severe in its foroe and doing consider­
able damage to barns and crops, did not 
destroy any lives. So far as learned the 
three persons drowned at Rouse’s Point and 
the man drowned at the Bluff Point Hotel 
were all the persons who lost their lives dur­
ing the storm.

Rouse’s Point, N.Y., July 9.—The tug 
Little Nellie, towing a pile driver from this 
place to Alburg, Vt., was struck by the 
storm about H mile south of Windmill Point 
Lighthouse at 4M o’clock yesterday afternoon 
and at once sank to the bottom. Captain 
George Clark of Keeseville, the owner of the 
steamer, his son ‘ and George Hill, the 
engineer of Rouse’s Point, were drowned. 
The pilot escaped, as did several men, upon, 
the spile driver.

A LIMIT ON DRINKS.
Unhappiness in the Uniformed Rank, 

Knights of Pythias.
Milwaukee, July 9.—An unpleasantness 

existe in tne ranks of those Knights of 
Pythias who wear red and gold-embroidered 
uniforma The trouble has all grown out of 
the iron-clad rules laid down for tbe regula­
tion of the Milwaukee Encampment by 
Major-General Carnahan, the head-centre of 
the Knighte of the Uniform Rank. Gen. 
Carnahan is a temperance man from way 
back and he has issued an ultimatum 
to the effect that not one drop stronger 
than pop shall find its way into camp. 
In addition to this he has declared 
the camp shall be governed on the strictest 
military lines. The purely civic lodges are 
pleased as they will shift for themselves at 
Milwaukee, the camp being occupied solely 
by the warriors, who will be forced to go 
dry or form a skirmish line every time they 
want a draught of the Cream City’s famous 
beverages.

Lake City, Minn., July 15.—Corporal 
B. L. Perry of St. Paul saw the wreck of the 
Seawing and at once hastened to the spot to 
render assistance. Finding a man standing 
near a boat on the shore he asked to be taken 
out to the overturned steamer. When the 
man refused Perry threatened to kill him 
unless his orders were obeyed, and with the 
help of his unwilling assistant he saved the 
lives of 15 or 16 women. Adjutant-General 
Mullen says the man has earned a commis­
sion.

From early morning a patrol of row boats 
was kept up all over the neighborhood of 
the wreck looking for bodies. Severn 1 were 
found in that way Sunday night and a small 
boy was found floating and yelling three 
miles down the lake from the disaster. Bat­
tery A of St Paul kept up a cannonading dur­
ing the day, trying to raise bodies, but with­
out success. The little steamer Wanderer 
tried unsuccessfully to pull the wreck apart, 
and then the Ethel Howard came up the 
river and with the assistance of the Luella 
pulled apart the frame of what had been the 
top of the steamer. The Luella then pulled 
the Seawing up out of the water, releasing 
three bodies, one woman and two young men. 
Alice Palmer of Trenton, was one of them, 
but the two men have not been identified. 
This makes a total of 65 bodies now identi­
fied. It was stated yesterday that to keep 
the water out of the cabin and to keep the 
people under shelter. Captain Weathern had 
locked the door of the cabin. If this is true it 
may explain much of the loss of life, al­
though the loss would still have been great

Estimates vary as to the total number of 
dead. There were over 300 persons on the 
steamer and barge when they started 
to return to Red Wing, very few remaining 
behind on account of the storm, although 
many protested against the proposal to 
steam up the lake in the face of such a gale 
as was then blowing. Of the whole number 
it is known positively that about 50 were 
saved. More may have escaped, but only 

1 this many are known at this time to be safe. 
That would leave about 150 victims of the 
disaster, but everyone hopes the number will 
not go beyond 125. A good number are still 
in the wreck, and a great many ar.e in the 
bottom of the lake where the gale first struck 
the steamer. Just how many will not be 
known for some time yet.

During the morning a systematic patrol of 
the water over which the hulls had drifted, 
after being first struck by the gale, 
had been kept up by citizens of 
Lake City. After the last bodies had 
been taken from the wreck Adjutant-General 
Mullen pressed into service all the rowboats 
Within reach, and with four soldiers in 
each boat began late this afternoon a thor­
ough dragging of the lake all about the 
scene of the disaster. No bodies were fouitd, 
and at dark the search was abandoned for 
the day. Dynamite will be used to-day. 
There were a good many who made use of 
the life preservers, but probably none had as 
good and as much use of them as had Robert 
Adams, the 17-year-old son of Dr. Adams, 
of Ij&ke City, and another boy, 
whose home is in Red Wing. They 
secured three life preservers and were in 
the water for six hours before being rescued. 
Young Adams could swim, but his com­
panion could not. They had the good sense 
to float quietly and not attempt to fight 
against the waves to the shore. During the 
time they were in the water, from V to 3, 
they were buffeted by the billows and blown 
hither and thither by the gale. They first 
drifted about a mile down past the town, 
and then a change in the wind carried them 
up the river to Frontenac, seven miles from 
here, where they were rescued by Dr. Kain 
and party, still alive and well, but con­
siderably the worse for their hard experience.

The Wreck of the Good Cottage — The 
Great Spinning Cloud.

St. Paul, July 15.— Mr* (Dr.) Eachus, a 
daughter of Mr. Good, who was an inmate of 
the Good cottage which was destroyed at 
Lake Gervais, tells this story:

All our family were in the house waiting 
upon company. We noticed the storm ap­
proaching. Some of the household suggested 
we get into the cellar. My husband and I 
were standing at the window while the others 
were scattered around the house and all 
suggesting some place of security. Afters 
few moments the great spinning cloud 
reached the centre of the lake and I 
saw the water divide and overflow the banks 
some 40 feet As papa was looking out the 
door he saw the trees near the Mullanch 
cottage crash beneath the whirlwind, and 
then Mullanch’s cottage was swept away, 
and then our barn was blown broadside 
against our house. Just at this time 
my husband threw me bodily down the 
cellar stairs, and I landed into the potato 
bin. Then he threw Miss King and Mr. 
Macpherson jumped after. My husband 
then tumbled down and called to the rest to 
follow. The building crushed in upon us, 
and then portions of it were hurled skyward. 
Trees were blown by and a huge ice 
chest fell into the cellar and pinned 
us all down. As we lay there 
in the painfql refuge we heard the Schurmair 
house crash and scatter timbers in all direc­
tions. For 15 minutes the timbers and fur­
niture of both houses were hurled about the 
site of the houses.

After our release from tbe cellar we 
began looking for members of the house­
hold. We found them scattered about. 
Minnie Mass lay in the road, her 
heal cut aud her mouth bleeding badly. 
Carrie, her sister, was pinned under a 
tree and I guess the girl is hurt internally. 
While I was dashing through the mud I ran 
across the body of George Miller, dead and 
mangled His wife also was buried beneath 
the wreck and hurt quite badly. Mrs. Hast­
ings and her daughter Stella were badly 
bruised, and Mrs. Hastings will loose the 
sight of an eye.

A BAD FRENCH-CANADIENNE.
She Helps Her Brother to Murder Her 

Husband—Arrested Across the Line.
Boston, July 15.—At daylight yesterday 

Superintendent Cornish of the Pinkerton de­
tective agency arrested at the Arrow House, 
near Newton, N.H., a Canadian woman, Leda 
Lamontagne, aged 20, on a charge of arson. 
A few years ago she married Napoleon Michel 
in Wolfestown, Que. Not long after their 
marriage the husband charged his wife with 
improper relations with her own brother, 
Remi Lamontagne. On the night of July 19, 
1888, the brother came to the house bringing 
a bottle of whisky. The wife admitted him 
and all drank of the liquor. Remi left the 
house for a few minutes. On his return his 
sister again admitted him. As soon as he en­
tered the house he opened fire on 
Michel, shooting -him in several places, 
and afterwards cut his throat. The 
brother and sister then placed the body of 
the supposed dead man on a mattrass, set 
fire to the house and ran away. The dying 
man, roused by the fire, succeeded in crawl­
ing through a window, aud reached the house 
of a neighbor named ^Bonche. The woman 
sought shelter in the house of another neigh­
bor. Later she went to the house of Bonche, 
not knowing that her husband was also 
tnere. Bonche suspected her and set officers 
on her track. She was arrested and acquit­
ted. She fled before a new indictment 
charging her with arson could be procured. 
After her arrest in New Hampshire she was 
brought to Boston.

IT IS MURDER OR SUICIDE.
A Supposed Hamilton Man Found Dead 

In the Grand River.
Cayuga, July 15.—There was taken from 

the Grand River Sunday evening near 
Cayuga, the body of a stout man about 5 feet 
11 inches iu height, supposed from papers on 
his person to be that of James Cleland, who 
lately was an inmate of the Hamilton gen­
eral hospital. Whether it is a case of mu r der 
or one of suicide the jury has not deter­
mined, though the consensus of opinion in­
clines to the latter.

Hamilton, July 15.—The authorities of 
the hospital say that no man of the name of 
James Cleland has been an inmate of the 
hospital within many weeks, and they have 
never heard of any such man.

Facts A best Sight Air.
In an article in the New-York Timet, 

respecting the comfort and healthfalneea 
of ruin' life, Mr Henry Sieaert makes 
same suggestions on the subject of night 
air, which will delight the heerte of 
“freeh-air fiqgds,” and alco, we hope, 
enlighten those who are in such dread of 
of “night sir”—meanning out-door 
night air—that th-r compel themselves 
to breathe poisoned in-doer air all night. 
Mr Stewart says ;

There is a most erroneous impression 
prevalent that the night air is unwhole­
some. This is a relioe of the old times 
when the night was supposed to effort a 
convenient times for ghosts and evil spir­
its to walk abroad, and when everything 
malignant sod injurious threatened dan­
ger to mankind ; when imaginary witches 
worked their evil spells ; when “church­
yards yawned and hell itself beeathed 
out contagion to the world.” Even the 
air itself was supposed to be tilled with 
poisonous vapors »n<L the germs of 
disease, and the deadly carbonic acid 
was believed to lurk in the damp, un­
wholesome ground. But modern science 
bee removed all grounds for these 
superstitions apprehensions, and it is 
known now that the eight air is purer 
than that of the day ; drier, freer from 
dust, and all those injurious germe 
which float so freely in it, and which 
are brought to the ground with the con­
densing moisture, and h therefore more 
healthful than the air of midday. Hence 
the beat time to ventilate the dwelling is 
in tbenigut, and than the windows should 
be opened a Ittle at the bottom and wide 
at the top. When one learns what goes 
on in the air of a tightly-closed sleeping 
room, breathed over and over for eight or 
ten hours and without any chance of 
purification, it would be no cause for 
surprize that disease should prevail more 
in country places than in towns and 
cities ; one person will add to the air of a 
room 10 by 10 by 10 feet in size, and 
thus having 1,000 eubio feet of air, as 
much carbonic acid as would amount to 
4 parts in 10,000 As the normal pro­
portion consistent with health ia 4 part» 
of carbonic acid to 10,000 of air, the 
excess contributed to the air of an un­
ventilated closed room during eight hours 
would be 80 parts in 10,000 of air, an 
increase twenty times the normal. That 
thia does not actually happen is because 
a room ia not exactly air-tight, but many 
persons fearing a draught of night air do 
aa much as they can to make their rooms 
air-tight. The eftect of breathing car­
bonic acid ia to induce a restless torpor, 
a state of coma in which the brain be­
come» paralyzed and the blood loaded 
with impurities. On awaking, the person 
has severe headache, nausea of the 
stomach, dizzneae, and fever. A con­
tinuance of the cause produces fevers of 
various kinds, or such a weakened condi­
tion of the system that a person falls an 
easy prey to infection, and thus the 
prevalent fevers and contagious diseases 
abound more through this error than all 
others. Fhysiciana consider that 2,000 
cubic feet of fresh air per hour is the 
least that should be supplied to healthy 
persons in dwellings, and thia quantity 
is as much as would be contained in a 
room 14 by 14 feet and 10 fret high. 
How far short of thia requirement the 
ordinary supply is may be realized by a 
moment’s thought, and yet how few per­
sons are aware of the risk they run for 
slant of the admission of air to their rooms 
at night through a mistaken belief that 
the night air ia injurious.

What Whales Eat.

The surface waters in the Gulf Stream 
teem with minute life of all kinds. 
There the young of larger animals exist, 
microscopic in size, and adult animale 
which never grow large enough to be 
plainly visible to the naked eye occur in 
immense quantities. By dragging a fine 
silk net behind the vessel, these minute 
forma are easily taken ; and, when 
placed in glass dishes, million» uncount 
ed are swimming backward and forward 
When looked at through a microscope, 
we see young jelly-fiahea, the young of 
barnacles, crabs, and shrimps, besides 
the adult microscopic species, which are 
very abundant. The toothless whale 
finds in these hie only food. Rushing 
through the water, with mouth wide 
open, by means of his whalebone strain 
era the minute forms are separated from 
the water. Swallowing those obtained 
after a short period of straining, he re1 
peats the operation. The abundance of 
this kind of life can be judged from the 
fact that nearly all kind» of whale exist 
exclusively upon these animals, most of 
them so small that they are not noticed 
on the surface.—Popular Science Month'

Be resolved to be happy today—to be 
joyful now—and out of «very fleeting 
moment draw all po—ible pure and last­
ing pleasure.”

If thia advice were generally followed 
multitudes of people who are wretched 
now would be comparatively happy. The 
mother, who is continually looking for­
ward to the time when her children will 
be grown and able to take care of them­
selves, misses the happiness she might 
have if she gave herself up to enjoying 
their baby ways, their innocent prattle, 
their miachiavioua pranks. “I suppose 
you think your children will be a great 
comfort to you when they're grown up,” 
said a care-taking, trouble-anticipating 
old lady to a young mother who was ab­
sorbed in her little ones.

“O no,” was the reply, “I don’t think 
about that ; I take comfort in them now; 
they pay me every day they live for all I 
can do for them, in the delight they 
giye me,” And they went on paying 
her in the same way all along to man­
hood and womanhood, and so long as she 
liyed.

The business man looks forward to the 
day when he can retire and then have 
“a good time.” But when he is able to 
retire his capacity for having a good time 
is largely diminished if not entirely gone. 
The infirmités of age begin to creep 
upon him, the taste has gone out of 
things, desire fails. He might have 
had “a little good time ’ often if he had 
only thought so, and planned for it, and 
thus have cultivated his capacity for en­
joyment aa he went on accumulating.

And so it is ; but on that day 
he will be at the bottom rung of a long 
ladder reaching up higher and higher as 
life goes on. If he postpones every-day 
happiness, the postponement will be 
likely to continue as long as he lives, 
and he will “die without the sight.”

IDS Vegetable Garden.
It is a matter of surprise that farmers i 

and others in the country pay so little 
attention to the vegetable garden. Not 
one farmer in a hundred has anything 
approaching » rotation of vegetables— 
say from the early put of June through 
the successive mouths of summer and 
fall. The average garden consists of 
but two or three varieties instead of 
fifteen or twenty, and these few kinds 
generally come m a month or six weeks 
later than market gardeners around 
towns and cities have them. At a very 
small outlay every farmer, or any une \ 
who has a piece of grouud, could have a 
succession of \ eg eta hies throughout the 
season. In the tirgt place, an acre of j 
ground or so, should be devoted to vege­
tables on the farm. This pint of land j 
should be thoroughly manured, drained | 
and kept in first-class trim with regard 
to cultivation and the eradication of 
weeds. This spot should receive from 
eight to ten curds cf well-rotted manure 
each with all the hardwood ashes that 
can be obtained. The land should be 
manured in the fall, if possible, and 
ploughed. This will give a chance lor 
the nutritive elements to be thorough 1> 
mixed with the soil, and the plant food 
made available. When this land has 
been got into proper tilth the whole 
succession of garde» vegetables may be 
put in with the «aine eats aa is a field of 
roots or corn. It this acre uf land wen- 
measured in its productiveness, it would 
exceed in profit more than any ten acres 
devoted to anything else. An acre uf 
land with seasonable vegetables would 
be the mainstay ot a farmer's living, and 
the other ninety-cine acres could be 
applied to profitable grain, stock and 
fruit raising. The quautity than cue be 
raised on en acre of fertile land is some 
thing prodigious, and not only could the 
land owner feed a large family from this 
source, but he might make profitable 
sales of the surplus in our central mar­
kets. Especially where near a canning 
and pickling establishment he would 
have ready sale for green corn, tomatoes, 
green beans, peas, cauliflowers, cucum 
hers, etc. In this section, however, a 
canning factory would find difficulty in 
finding raw material But for their can­
ning factories, the farmers in ths New 
England States could not live, as the ma­
jority of their farms have ceased to yield 
a profitable return in grain and stock 
And now they are buying Canadian ashes 
and superphosphate*—keeping up their 
fertility at our expense and making pro­
ductive farms out of impoverished soil 
by going into “truck farming,” as they 
call it—raising vegetables and fruit, sel­
ling in local markets and to canning 
factories. In a hygienic point of view, 
the different courses or rotations of 
vegetables that may be raised at such a 
•mall outlay of capital and labor, contain 
the medicinal virtues of the whole veget­
able pharmacopoeia. Carrots and par­
snips have a powerful influence on the 
kidney» ; so has spinach and lettuce, be­
sides being tonic and laxative. Celery 
is a powerful nervine, whilst onions act 
similarly, also producing good effects up 
on the pulmonary organs. Tomatoes 
act mechanically upon the bowels, and 
their acid Upon the liver. There is a 
strong sentiment setting in favor of » 
more liberal vegetable diet for the pro­
longation of life,—Bridgetown Monitor.

FINE PRINTING PAPERS AT SIGNAL

SHOT ACROSS HER BOWS.
FRESH TROUBLE ON THE NEWFOUND­

LAND COAST.

An Island Cruiser Fires at » French Fish- 
lug Brig Caught In the Act of Securing 
Balt—Serious Complications Likely to 
Result.

New York, July 16.—A special to The 
Journal, from Halifax, says: “It is rumored 
here to-day that there has been fresh trouble, 
the most sprious yet reported, between the 
French and English on the Newfoundland 
coast It is said that the Newfoundland 
cruiser Fiona, which has been recently put 
intp commission to patrol the coast for tht 
piiYpose of enforcing the bait act, has had a 
conflict with a French fishing brig from St 
Malo, France.

The story is to the effect that on Friday the 
Fiona discovered the Frenchman in North 
Bay, on the south coast securing 
bait Immediately on seeing the Fiona 
the Frenchman made sail. The cruiser 
followed, and a lively chase ensued. The 
Frenchman refused all signals to lay to, 
and as a consequence the Fiona fired a shot 
across her bow. The Frenchman still paid 
no attention, and finally escaped to Little 
Miquelon. As this story comes from a French 
source in St Pierre-Miquelon, it may be 
greatly exaggerated, but color is lent to the 
fact by the hurried departure this morning 
from here of Her Majesty’S ship the Beller 
ophon, the flagship of the North American 
squadron and two other men-of-war from St. 
Johns, Nfld. The French consul here, when 
interviewed on the subject, said he had no 
official information yet of a French ship 
being fired at on the high seas, but if sûch 
was the fact it might possibly lead to a more 
serious complication.

BRISTLES WITH AMERICANISMS.
Mr. Blalue of Maine Twists the British 

Lion's Tall.
New York, July 16.—A Washington spe­

cial to The World says: An important state­
ment is made to-night on excellent authority 
in explanation of the delay attending thfl 
transmission of the Behring Sea correspond­
ence to Congress in accordance with the 
resolution recently adopted by the House 
of Representatives. It is now understood 
that Mr. Blaine has caused the delay in 
order that an important despatch, which 
he has prepared in reply to Lord 
Salisbury’s latest representations, should 
appear among the documents when they 
are made public. This despatch was written 
by Mr. Blaine several days ago and for­
ward jd to Minister Lincoln for delivery tx 
the Acting Secretary of State for Foreign 
Affairs. It is understood that a copy of 
this despatch is already in the hands of 
the state department officiais, but courtesJ 
between the two nations forbids the publica­
tion of any part of it in advance of its re 
ceipt by Lord Salisbury.

This latest emanation from the pen of 
Secretary Blaine is said to fairly bristle with 
what his admirers style “ Americanisms,1 
but which is denominated by bis critics 
“Jingoes.” It is feared, however, that 
the cold and cautious nature of the Presi­
dent may induce him to suppress either 
the whole or a portion of the despatch at 
this time, as being calculated to increase 
the secretary’s popularity with the masses, 
and particularly with those wtio find 
amusement and relaxation in twisting the 
British lion’s tail. There is little doubt here 
that the President had the Irish-American 
vote in view when he rejected Salisbury’s 
proposition for a settlement of the Behring 
Sea controversy—a settlement exactly in 
line with that for which Secretary Bayard 
contended. On the other hand, it is urged 
that the President will not be likely to sup­
press Blaine’s letter because it will certainly 
be made public when Salisbury sends the 
Behring Sea blue book to parliament.

It is of course understood that the recent 
threat made by the British Government, 
with regard to the protection of British 
sealers will be eliminated from the 
correspondence as sent into the house, but 
all the dispatches bearing upon the forma 
contentions of the two governments are like­
ly to be given in full

FINE TAILORING

ACCIDENTAL BUT CARELESS.
Verdict of the Coroner’s Jury on the Dart­

mouth Disaster.
Halifax, July 16.—The inquest on the 

victims of the Dartmouth disaster was con­
cluded to-night No new facts were elicited. 
The jury’s verdict was:

“Accidental death, but had the gate at 
the head of the wharf been securely fastened 
the accident would not have occurred.”

Canuckophobe Cullom.
Washington, July 16.—In the Senate to­

day Mr. Cullom offered a resolution, which 
was agreed to, calling on the Secretary of 
the Treasury to report whether loading, 
bonding, sealing and manifesting cars or 
vehicles in Canadian territory for transit 
through Canadian territory in bond to 
American ports can be done with safety to 
the revenue and with a proper regard to Amer­
ican interests, capital and labor and with the 
proper enforcement of the Inter-State Com­
merce Law upon all transportation alike, 
whether partly in transit through foreign 
territory or whether within the United 
States, and whether and to what extent such 
loading, bonding, sealing and manifesting 
cars or vehicles in Canada is done and under 
what law or statute or treaty.

A Millbank Sensation.
Stratford, July 16.—On Saturday a 

young woman came to Millbank on the even­
ing train from the north. She was unknown 
to any one in the village and on her arrival 
went to the hotel On Sunday morning she 
went out in a neighboring field and gave 
birth to a baby. She tore up some of her 
underclothing aud wrapping the infant up in 
it left it in the field and returned to the hotel, 
where she had breakfast She stayed around 
the inn and ate dinner and supper and then 
went to bed. In the morning she was too ill 
to get up, the force of will that had kept the 
unfortunate girl up so well having collapsed. 
Some person went out in the field during the 
morning and found the child. It is still alive 
and the authorities are looking into the affair

Drowned in Six Inches of Water, 
Brantford, July 16.—A two-year-old boy 

named Fisher, whose mother lives on Farmer 
Atkinson’s place in Tranquility-road, was 
accidentally drowned during the temporary 
absence of his mother The little fellow had 
toddled out into the barn yard, where a pool 
of water about six inches deep had formed, 
and wading into it fell on his face. He was 
unable to get up and was drowned before 
assistance arrived.
